Export Enhancement Program (EEP)

0 ASEAN member countries have been both recipients and
competitors of EEP commodity sales, Only the Philippines
has been a major recipient, however. The USG has made
small sales to Singapore (300 tons of frozen poultry) and
Indonesia (19,500 head of cattle), but thus far has chosen
not to meet Indonesian requests for EEP wheat.

o] While justified by USDA on the basis of a small EC presence
in the market, EEP sales to the Philippines have been made
primarily to further our foreign policy objectives there.
To date EEP deliveries to the country include over 1,85
million metric tons of wheat, 50,000 tons of wheat flour,
and 46,000 tons of barley malt.

o U.S. deals with third countries for EEP vegetable 0il have
been an irritant in our relations with several ASEAN
nations, notably Malaysia. That country has complained
that such sales to North Africa (especially Egypt), Turkey,
and India have disrupted its own markets for palm oil.
Most recently, Malaysia made a demarche on behalf of ASEAN
against a proposed sale of soybean o0il to the Soviet Union
{which has since been turned down). Until U.S. surplus
stocks of rice ran out in 1987, Thailand complained of EEP
sales of that foodstuff; it continues to protest sales of
frozen poultry under the Program.

Food Aid

(o] Philippines - The USG has been unable to undertake a PL480
Title I Food Aid Program to the country during FY89 because
appropriate commodities were not available, although it is
donating $12.7 million for a Title II feeding program. In
FY90 and FY91 the USG is committed to $41 million in Title
I and II Food Aid as part of our base rights agreement.

o Indonesia - In FY89 we are providing $15 million in rice
under PL480 Title I. Although an OPEC member, the country
has a relatively low per capita income (about $430).
Indonesia has an excellent record of economic policy reform
-— specifically a market- oriented program of economic
restructuring. We believe that our PL480 Food Aid lends
support to this program.
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INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS (IPR)

o) In recent years with U.S. urging, ASEAN countries have
greatly improved protection of intellectual property rights
(IPR). IPR remains a major issue, however. U.S. industry
still suffers significant losses from counterfeiting,
piracy, and other IPR infringement in ASEAN countries,

o] The recent "Special 301" decision (announced along with the
Super 301 decision) placed Thailand on a "priority watch
list" of eight trading partners which will be reviewed
again by November 1 for possible designation as a "priority
country.” Indonesia, Malaysia and the Philippines were put
on a "watch list"™ for denying adequate IPR protection.

fs} ASEAN countries have generally pursued a middle of the road
stance in the General Agreement on Trade and Tariffs (GATT)
negotiations on IPR. Thailand, however, was particularly
helpful at the April mid-term review meeting in supporting
U.S. proposals to negotiate improved IPR standards in GATT.

o Indonesia has enacted a copyright law and will establish
bilateral copyright relations effective August 1, 1989.
Indonesia has also sent modern patent legislation to its
Parliament and has begun work on & new trademark law.

o Malaysia passed good patent and trademark legislation in
1986 and in 1987 enacted a copyright law. We have been
negotiating additional limits on compulsory licensing so
that we can establish bilateral copyright relations.

o] The Philippines has fairly adequate laws but enforces them
poorly. Counterfeiting and piracy are widespread. Current
attempts by some Filipinos to weaken patent, trademark and
copyright protection could compound this. On June 1, U.S.
copyright interests filed a petition to withdraw benefits
under the Generalized System of Preferences {GSP) because
of Philippine failure to adequately protect IPR.

0 Singapore passed a good copyright law and established
bilateral copyright relations with the U.S. in 1987. As a
result, the U.5. increased duty-free market acgess under
the Generalized System of Preferences (GSP). Ygur decision
to graduate Singapore from the GSP program in January 1989
still rankles many in the Singapore Government.

o] Thailand, as a result of U.S. entry into the Berne
Copyright Convention on March 1, 1989, now protects U.S.
works., In February, the U.S. announced the withdrawal of
GSP beneTl1Es covering over $100 million in trade due to
Thailand's failure to adequately protect U,.S., patents,
especially those on pharmaceutical products.

o] Korean access to the U.S. market has been a boon to Korean
economic growth and living standards.

o] -= Selected as a compromise candidate to help unify the
People's Party's disparate factions and personalities,
Riegler has performed creditably thus far.

o The new chairman has emphasized the environment, reflecting
his long identification with the farmers' wing of his
party. He also has stressed family policy and human rights
issues.

o Your brief meeting with Riegler offers a timely opportunity
' to raise two issues of concern.

| | We have
pressed the Austrian government to take firm action,
but it has been slow to react. The only suspect still
in Austria may soon be permitted to leave the country.

- Agricultural policy: Austrian agricultural trade
policy has long been even more protectionist than EC
policy. As agricultural minister from 1987-89,
Riegler was committed -to structural reform of this
sector. You might suggest that Austria adopt a more
constructive position in ongoing GATT Uruguay Round
negotiations.

0o Austria continues to serve as a key transit and processing
point for refugees from the Soviet Union and Eastern
Europe.

o] The Cyprus dispute remains a serious point of contention
between our NATO allies Turkey and Greece.

o) Numerous negotiations since the 1974 Turkish military
‘ intervention on the island have failed to reunite the Greek
and Turkish Cypriot communities under a single government,
a goal which we support.

o) The Republic of Cyprus (GOC} holds the island’s southern )
two thirds and is a prosperous democracy headed by
" President George Vassiliou.

o] The "Turkisb Republic of Northern Cyprus" (TRNC), whose
elected leader is Rauf Denktash, is recognized only by
Turkey, and occupies Cyprus' northern third, Turkey has
30,000 troops there.

o The UN Peace Keeping Force on Cyprus (UNFICYP) has 2,500
Austrian, British and Canadian troops who patrol the buffer
zone or “Green Line" separating the GOC from the “TRNC".

o} Vassiliou and Denktash agreed at late June meetings hosted
by the UN Secretary General in New York to complete work on
an outline for a settlement by the end of September.

o] UN efforts to initiate work on the outline stalled in late
July after each Cypriot leader received a copy of a
UN-compiled draft outline that the UN described as "food
for thought". Denktash refused to work on an outline
unless the UN's draft is discarded as a negotiating
document. Vassiliou refused to join any talks unless the
UN's paper was tabled.

o The UN Secretary General decided on August 31 to defer any
efforts to resume the negotiations until late October.

x

o Despite his position as a potential political rival of
independent President George Vassiliou, Glafcos Clerides
(leader of the conservative Democratic Rally Party and
former GOC Cyprus Negotiator) has so far supported
Vassiliou's efforts to negotiate a Cyprus settlement.

Chirac has
been mayor of Paris since 1977, a job which he can hold
simultaneocusly with national office., He will probably run
for president of France in 1995.
