Mounting

The FAP-U24JEV is designed for mounting to a single standard US or EU- style utility wall

box. This section provides step-by-step instructions on how to mount an FAP-U24JEV Wall
Plate in the following mounting scenarios:

* Wall Plate Mounting
e Wall Mounting (No Wall Plate)

Wall Plate Mounting

This section provides illustrated instructions to wall mount FAP-U24JEV

1. The FAP-U24JEV is shipped with the wall mount
bracket installed on the bottom of the AP. The metal
bracket clips into slots in the plastic housing. The
captive screw used to lock the AP into place, is not
engaged during shipment.

2. The wall mount bracket is designed to be installed
over a wall plate (single gang box). There are a
series of slots in the mounting bracket to allow
optional installations.

Mounting



3. Position the bracket over the wall plate and install
two screws (not included) as shown. Adjust the
bracket over the wall plate box before tightening the
screws. Slide the bracket up or down along the
screws in the slots to the desired location. Be sure to
cover any gaps in the wall.

Tighten screws to secure bracket to wall plate. Do
not over- tighten. Over-tightening may cause the
bracket to bend.

4. Install the AP onto the mounting bracket by visually
aligning the top "hook" clips to the small raised
bumps on the top edge of the AP. For additional
visual alignment reference, use the edges of the
bracket which line up with the outside vent holes on
the AP.

5. Move the AP up slightly until you feel the top hooks
slide into the receiving holes on the back of the AP.
Once the top hooks are engaged, push gently on the
bottom, front of the AP to engage the bottom hooks.
You should feel the clips lock into place.

6. Tighten the captive screw to secure the AP to the
bracket.

Wall Mounting (No Wall Plate)

This section provides illustrated instructions to wall mount an FAP-U24JEV without the wall
plate

1. Make 1.5" diameter hole on the wall for the cable
entry at the location selected for AP placement.

2. Position the bracket over the wall and match the 1.5" diameter hole and the bracket mid-
dle hole.

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3. Mark and drill 2 holes for the screw and Install using

the two screws (not included) as shown in the figure.

Adjust the bracket over the wall plate box before
tightening the screws. Slide the bracket up or down

along the screws in the slots to the desired location.

Be sure to cover any gaps in the wall.

2 Installation Planning

It is a good practice to conduct a site survey to assess coverage area and look for problem
areas such as poor RF coverage or high retries. Fortinet enables customers to easily com-
plete a site survey right from within the FAP-U24JEV.

Site Survey tools

This section describes the tools used to conduct site surveys for FAP-U24JEV.

Fortiplanner

Site Survey tools

Fortiplanner can be used for accurate site survey and WiFI network planning.

Starting with a floor plan of the area that you want to cover with your wireless network, the
planning tool will provide a color-shaded image predicting the expected signal strength
throughout the coverage area. Using the tool, you can try out different placements of wireless
access points prior to installation on the premises.The overall process for using the planning
tool is as follows:

Draw a floor plan of the coverage area.
Place APs on your floor plan.
Run a propagation prediction.

The last two steps are iterative. If the prediction shows some areas with poor coverage, you

can change the placement of your APs and run another propagation prediction. After you
have implemented your wireless network, you can

Monitor the AP transmit power levels and client load.

Perform a site survey in which you measure the actual received signal strength throughout
the coverage area.

Location of Wall Plate

This section describes finding an optimum location for installing the FAP-U24JEV.

Finding the right location

® The AP should be placed at a clear empty location on the side walls.

¢ Avoid mounting the AP near heavy metal objects such as refrigerator and microwave,
which will block the radio waves, impact the antenna radiation patterns and interfere with
the radio receiver.

* Do not place the AP close to the floor. This will alter the antenna radiation pattern. The AP
should be placed between 1 and 4 feet above the floor.

Use larger metal wall box (not included) behind the AP to reduce the antenna back lobe and
interferences due to the back room AP.

Note: Avoid back to back AP installation to reduce the interference and the throughput.

Wall Plate Density Planning

FAP-U24JEV can be deployed is an in-room wall mountable AP. It can be mounted in variety
of locations based on the room size, type of wall, furniture and appliances in the room.

Scenario 1: One FAP-U24JEV per room

The one AP per room scenario is ideal for room size up to ~500 sq feet. The location of the
FAP-U24JEV is shown in the image below. The expected signal strength is approximately -30
to -65dBm across the entire room with the default Transmit EIRP settings. High attenuation
are expected in areas with appliances.

Do not place the APs in a back to back position as this may cause high interference between
the APs and the clients. Keep a minimum distance of 5 feet between the APs to avoid back
lobe interferences.

Scenario 2: FAP-U24JEV in Suite

In the example shown below shows the suite size is approximately 750 sq feet. The expected

downlink RSSI values are -30 to -70dBm. High signal attenuation is expected in areas with
appliances. Place the AP preferably in the middle of the suite so that signals are distributed

equally on all sides of the suite.
