The money 

is to be used primarily for the 

restoration of the Old State 
House, and to maintain the Na- 

tional Register program in Del- 

aware. 

The State had asked for much 
more, but federal funding for the 

program was insufficient to 
demands from the 

states. Last year, Delaware's 

share was $141,016, of which 

$100,000 was set aside for the 

State House. To date. federal 
and state funding to restore the 

State = House amounts to 

$850,000, plus a $77,000 share of 

the latest grant, 

Available restoration funds 

therefore, total less than a mil- 
lion dollars, enough to restore 

the Old State House itself, but 

insufficient to demolish the ad- 
jacent rear wings.

DECISION 

  
    

On January 2, the administration of Blue 
Cross and Blue Shield of Delaware 
carried out a difficult decision. 

In the face of national and local 
economic problems of great magnitude, 
Blue Cross and Blue Shield reluctantly 
requested the first rate increase in 3 years 
for 30% of its subscribers. This request 
was made in a filing with the Cost of

Further and most importantly, in spite 
of the fact that the rates we request are 
forecast to be in effect until April of 1875 
(however the community fares from 
further price increases in that period), the 
rate increase in the most commonly held 
Blue Cross and Blue Shield contracts 
amounts to 21.8% (13.4% accounted for 
by inflation, 8.4% is in benefit changes) 
—only slightly more than the inflation rate 
that has already been experienced-—with 
no additional factor for what the future 
may hold. 

This means that we are confident that 
the rates we have chosen will provide the 
community, the subscribers and the 
health care resources with protection and 
support at an adequate tevel for all the 
remainder of 1874 and at least for the 
first quarter of 1875. 

And this is why we say we have made 
a decision for Delaware.

For Equine Infectious Anemia 

The U.S. Department of Ag- 
riculture has adopted the Cog- 
gins test as the official diagnos- 

tic test for equine infectious 

enemia (EIA), according to Dr. 

C. Melvin Reitnour, extension 
equine specialist at the Univer- 

sity of Delaware. 

TThe USDA’s animal and 

plant health inspection service 

has issued regulations that re- 
strict interstatemovement of any 

horse, ass, mule, pony or zebra 

reacting to the Coggins test. Un- 

der the regulations such as ani- 

mals must be permanently 

branded or tattooed before in- 

terstate movement. This is nec- 

essary because an EIA infected 

animal is a life-time carrier of 
the disease and is a threat to 

other susceptible animals. There

The regulations provide that 

reactor animals can only be 
shipped to (1) a diagnostic or 

research facility designated by 

the animal and plant health in- 

spection service, (2) to their 
home farm, if the animals are 

out of state when tested, and 

once returned they must be iso- 

lated from other horses for life, 

or (3) to a state or federally in- 

immediate destruction. 

To be shippea interstate, a re- 

sued by a state or federal vet- 
erinarian or livestock inspector 

or an accredited veterinarian. 

The certificate must contain a 
description of the animal, the 

number of animals in the ship- 
ment, the reason for the move- 

ment, and the names and ad- 
dresses of the persons sending 

and receiving the animals. 
Reactor animals must also be 

permanently identified, either 
with a brand or lip tattoo, giving 

the USDA two digit National 

Uniform Tag code of the state 
where the animal is tested fol- 

lowed by the letter “A”. Brands 

must be two inches high on 
either the left side of the neck 

or the left shoulder. Tattoos 
must be one inch high, on the 

inside of the upped lip. 
EIA has been reported in all 

50 states, notes Reitnour. The 

disease most often appears in 

the summér when biting insects, 
which transmit the virus from 
one animal to another, are more 
active, Equipment contaminated 

with a carrier's blood, such as 
hypodermic needles, spurs and 

bridle bits: is also a principal 
method of spreading EIA. - 

Signs of EIA include swelling 

of the abdomen and legs anemia, 
fever and progressive weakness.
