2 . i oliticel 

·rhe piece-by-piece ap1 roach to political education 
seems to be proving more systematic than methods previously 
used. A !ive year programme will b e placed on file !or the 
guidance o! !uturs ~fficers. 

J!he problem of always ' getting something for nothing' 
is no" confined to this area but continues t be a nagging 
tooth in the side of the administering authority, The time 
has come for the peopl e to realise , and to be made to real­
ise, t hat the adminis tration has not got all that much money 
and that som~thinga must be pai d for. 

Communicat ion between the elected and the electors 
has a lways been diffivul t. In an arsa such ao tbia where 
the people have no obvious , to them, motivation for change 
from the traditional concepts and values it bocomee a mat­
ter f or quiet patience and a realisation that it may take 
all of the five years laid down for tbe political sducation 
programme, and more, !or things to change. Trite as it may 
seem the old cliche 'Home wasn' t built In a day ' may well be 
a true-ism. 

' · J:.conom.ic 
rhe over recrui t ing of some villages will indeed 

need to Ue watched. " situation such as !o'..llld o.t .... ihen 
is not good. At present it Loos not wsrrllllt tho closing 
of t he area to recruiters but s close count will be c8de 
of those leaving t ho (lres and t he co-opora•ion of tho r o­
crui t crs will be nought.

INIROR\J(;TlON. 

1. This patrol was mounted on the morning of Friday July 
17th., its aims were as stated in the patrol instruction•, which 
can be found in the folio of this report. The area to ;,e visited 
by this patrol was the &Jora Census Divi sion, sometimes refer ed 
to as the 'Border 'Census Division. 

2 . The Der a Censu& Division has a population of one 
thousand and ten ( 1010) people, these are the figures recorded 
at tne 1969/1970 Census of this area . I t i s one of t he three 
Censuc Di visions in the Amanab Sub- Di strict that is administered 
by the Amanab Local Government Council . The fourth Census Di vision 
in the Sub-District , the Kwomtari , is as yet non council. 

3 . The Oera covers an area of approxitr.ately one hundred 
and fiftysi x (156) square miles . It i& situated to the wes t of 
Amanab station, it follows the bo~ndary of t he I nternational 
Border betwoen West Irien and New Guine:;.. On 1 t s northern boun ry 
there i s the W1ina Sowanda Census Divisi on , this is administe1" 
from Imonda Patrol Post . On its southern boundary it is bounded 
~v!~e P!~~l ~~=~~ Uivision , tt.is is administered by the Green 

4. The general topography of the area is one of low 
limestone ridges and steep hills, these are cut br small creeks 
and streams. Those limestone ridges are so precip tous in parts , 
that they are devoid of vegetation . There are many limestone 
caves to be found in this area , and 5ome of the smaller weter 
courses end in sink holoc . The main river in the area is the 
Farinigi , also :alled the Di~ . But most of this area has many 
smai l streams and creeks , and the lack of water is no problem 
hero. The se streams and creeks are not so numerous when one 
travels in an easterly di<ection from the International Borller. 
:the main flow of water appears to be in a north easterly direction , 
this is probably due the range of hills on the southern end of 
this division. 

5 . Tho vegetation of this area is three layer tropical 
rain forest:- a tall tree umbrella , with a •maller tree Middle 
and jungle undergroV1;th on the ground. Some of the narrow river 
valleys are covered by Sago swamps , and stands of Bamboo al-e to 
i:>e found in aome of the liver valleys of the more mountainous 
regions . 

6 . There are no racorded rainfall ~igures for this area , 
although figures are buing recorded at the C..atholic Mission at 
Kamberatoro . These have only boen recorded from the beginning of 
y~ar , but with tile opening of their airstrip, it is thought that 
the Mission will continuo to record those figures . The instigator 
and recorder of these figures , Mr . Lewis llom , has r•Gentlr left 
his post at Kamberatoro, but the Fathct (Cletus Foule} wi l keep 
up his good work. After conferring with Mr. Dom , it would appear 
that over one hundred incheE of .rain would be an approximate 
figure for this area . It appears to have no dry spell ! 
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7 . The soils in this area are clayey in parts , with 
limestone in the hills . Tho area in the southern extreme, namely 
Ockwanda , Mamambra and Yamamaindn, appears to have very fertile 
soil, and crops grow very woll here. However , it was noted by 
the author that these people change their village sites consistently , 
Mamambra has had seven new sites in the last twenty years. 

B, Walking tracks in the area were normallr well kept, 
the only difficult parts were in the limestone hil s, were the 
humidity made the rocks very slippery, and some of the stoney 
cre•ks and streams . These made it difficult for the carriers, 

9 . Carriers were a problem , as some of the villages are 
short of men of the cargo carrying age, Lihen is a good example , 
with only three men suitable for this chore , it would appear that 
tdmany men have been allowed to work as contract labourers on the 
p"!"anta tions , The lack of carriers could be a problem to any 
future patrols , I fortuneat!y did not have this problem, As some 
kind person had spread t~o:rd of my arrival • and as I entered 
one village , men from the next village c11111e to holp carry, Thi s 
was indeed a great help to me , also a hinderance , As at two of 
'hose villages I would have proffered to have stopped an extra 
day , but I felt it was hard! y fair to send these available men 
back to their villages. Plus they might well have not come back 
the foll6wing day. 

10 . Access into this area from Arnanab is by road , the r ead 
is completed for soom e leven uiilos , and the trees on the route to 
Kamberatoro have been cut . Work will soon CO"!'lmence on the 
completion of this road , fund• have been set aside for this WQr~, 
so it is hoped t o see the road wind on for a few more miles soon. 
With tho oponing of the strip at Kamberatoro Mission , this now

ll. llith my ro .. nt stay with the people of this area on 
road work, and my len~thy , yet informal talks with them on Local 
Government Council ' s {L.v.C.), l was hoping to see an improvement 
in there attitudes towards L.v.C . It would appear that I failed 
miserably - they were non1; tt.. wiser. Interest wan there in some 
of the younger men, but the ulder portion of m/ audience just 
did not have •nr interest in th~ topic, l used my interpre!g.r 
as much .:1s pos& hle 1 so that at least everyone could at least 
hear what I had to say, This is where I think I won the day, as 
some of the younger took ov·•r the role as linguist, tnis caught 
the peoples attention . he after all was one of them. l ... ight 
hastily add that nine times out of ten he nad ,just .-.turned from 
working on a plantation. but at le .. t he was accepted, he was one 
of the clan, the interpretor and I were not , 

12. The idea of bein9 giv•n thre topic• on which to talk 
to the people about, is number one in ~.y book, and is the sort. 
of thing that I was envisaging when I made a similar suggestion 
in my Patrol f;eport 11 of 69/70 r ragraph eighteen, I certainly 
felt that I was acnieving Sor.'1Uthin9 , ond 1 did not have to worry 
that l was just repeating something that had been aaiJ tirv atter 
time. It is all very well learning something ' parrot' fashion, 
but it ia pointless unle&& you understand what 1t all means . .1th 
only having three topics you can try and explain everything in 
more de&a!.l , and the audi•nce does not nave so much to 'ii')est 1 • 
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13. I gave them examples of the working of 'Majority ' 
rule, started with '"plaining ho,. they themselves used this in 
vill age affairs on a community basis. I then took it a step

the meeting , ha# motions were made and seconded, and how voti ng 
and majority rule v.ere applied. 1ohen they grasped this , I told 
them that this was very simil1o.r to the system used in the House 
of Assembly. They appeared to understand what I was trying to 
tell them , only the next visit by another officer will see if I 
left • mental picture with them. 

14 . 1.ith the rule of law dy tusk "as a little easier, 
as most of the people have either had, or seen what this law 
means . I took them back into the time of their ancestors , and 
cOlllpared this time with present dar happenings. Conunenting on 
situations such as: - murder , steal ng, sexual offence; , l :ind 
disputes , wife stealing and arson. Explaining how tho law iealt 
1th these occurences, and then asking how their forefathers 

would have dealt with the &ituation . I explained that their 
forefathers had there own rule of law, but it did not stop the 
re- occurenco of the same ctime . ;,here as in most cases the rule 
of lam applied by the govorn10ent did . They could now sit dovm in 
one spot , their villago. They did not have to worry about 'pay 
backs' , the law in other words looked after thorn. It was agreed 
by all that these weru more peaceful days, although tho more 
adventu~ous would prefer the latter. 

lo . I explained the workings of a good government to 
them , and pointed out all the things that this government gave 
to them free of charge. " police force to enforce l aw and order, 
free medical aid , trained men to help them improve ther& ga::-dens , 
teachers to train their children etc etc . Thet could sec what I 
was getting at . The only thing that annoys me is that if we want 
something we must buy it, whore ds if they want something it is 
expected to be given free . This is a point that I feel W• should 
sxplain to them, they too will have to buy somalthings. A plane 
ticket has to be bought , a spade for digging gold has to bought , 
sarif ' s are not something that the goverrunent hand out to every 
body. This all stems back to the past when friendship had to be 
bought , but with the thuught& of self government in the atr, this 
is not a very good attitude for these people to hJve . 11e ,I fee l 1 are partl; to blame for this dttitude , so ,.ith this thought in 
mind I explained that everything is not given. some things have 
have to be bought. 

16. .,till following this trend, r explained that the 
goverrlC'lent was financing sor.1e sc.hemeSi for them , but thay would 
h, ve <O provide the labou:. The rural development road project, 
is u good ox ample , and I was al>le to use this as an ox ample of 
my topit . The younger generation accept these .,hings more 
quicklr than what there par~nts do, but I feel we can not aim 
our ta ks to this se911ent of our audience, we must talk to them 
all as a group. de do not w~mt to Lu the tounder of a aplit 
between the elder and younger :ieneration , after all we are 
concerned witht the w.alfare of all and not, m>d. a sympathetic 
portion. 11& can not force ptopltso to accept ou1- vi'lws , and sone 
just do not have the interest to ;11. down and listen to what we 
have to say. Possibly w• have tried to teach the"' to ctuickl y, 
with this new approach to political education I think t!ie people 
~i11 begin to see what we are ' " ttin t. 
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17. These three topics were then linked together , and I 
explained ho\. there council was adapting them to help the people 
of its wards, Majority rule being used to make the rule of law 
of the council , which th•n made it a good governing body. I 

-. stressed the polnt th~t all the peoplo should work together , using 
the time old example of one twig and breaking it . This , being 
symbolic of them as individuals, thon I used a hand full of the 
same type of twigs, being symbolis of there council - they did 
not break , A simple example , but very effective . The help of a 
visual aid , no hard thought process to absorb this point, But 
they saw and understood. Could that be the answer - vioual aid? 

18. l did not really give a talk on tne House of Assembly 
as an individual topio , it was brought to the peoples attention 
Whilst explaining the three points on my agenda , The people are 
aware that there ls such a place , but the technical terms that 
a re associated with it are hard for them to compllhend. Trying 
to explain topics like legislature, ordinance , privileg's 
COfT'mi ttee , arbitration and even the different trpe!l of members 
of the House of Assembly is not easy. There who c 1 ifo is and 
has been centred around the close hub society attacned with 
village life, they have little interest or comprehension of the 
worl d outside there vwn social environr.ient. The pee• le closer 
to the \>est Irian Border are v~ry backward politically, whilst 
the groups nearer to Amanab or the Mission tend to be a 11 ttle 
more aware. 

19 . llith this now council training scheme coming up, it 
is to be hopea that things improve , the councillort ere our 
voice to tho people . They art: with there olectoute most of the 
time , whilst we field staff only pay flhting visits , which may 
onl y amount to a few days in a year . Not a good rod on which to 
support a council propaganda scheme I foel : The councillors in 
this area , with the exception of Herman Wanawai of Kamberatoro , 
need politically educating. The councillors of Uekwanda and 
Yamamainda are trying , but they have an uph~ll job , there people 
can only be termod as 'bushy', they are virtu .. ! 1 y cut off from 
the outside world. olhere ever they want to go h is a hard days 
walk , hence they scldo" leavo the confine of their own land, Wapei 
of f.lenggau has no control at all over his people, and I think he 
has lost heart a little. A pleasant anough chap , but the shoes " 
would be bast filled by hls comm1 ttoe, Tobias, although this is 
of course up to his electorate. 

20. A total of thirteen villages, with four councillors . 
A good days walk awar from Ma nab , some Of the villages aro two, 
Sarne pretty stoop hi ls to cli.r.ib, and then on you1 return to 
your village everyone is in tho bush , and just couldn 't care 
what you have to say. Some of the thought& of these four 
councill ors. Thoughts they may be, to Me they are facts. Three 
of the four councillors asked me to ekplain to the people what 
they actually did, it would appear that certain of thq people 
felt there councillor just ma .. e up stories to tell them. -ne 
councillor with threo villages under his wing co::nplainod, 'every 
time I try and get all the people togothe:, so that I can tu ,1 
them the ways of t11~ govcrn.·:umt, they run awur into the bush~ 
He may well have been playing up to sympathet c ears , but after 
walking through chL census di vision l can see his problems, I 
feel this area needs an intcnsl vc poli tlcal edL>cation p.rogr..m , 
possibly holp could be sought from 1, r . Kevin /.!urphy , the Poll tic al 
Education Officer for tho est ~•plk District . L • 

..11. ~ ith good progress havlng b en .ade 011 the C;ouncil 
backed road project , tho peoples attl tu;les tow'l!ds the council 
could change , and 1 t \\ill b co:nc somG"!.t-lng 1or "..,, .... body .,.,hi ... h 
thuy donate sixty cents a year too I 
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..:.2. There are no cash crops in this area , and the only

the area has 11 ttle economic future . The mai n money earning 
source for these people is for thero men to go and wo:k on the 
plantations 1 this is for a two year period .

;~~nomics o~~~r=r~J~~dr t~~~r\~1~~!r~i~~a~?~h~~1~0ia~~e a 
a close look at it, and make sure that a set proportion of the 
availabla labour goes . Some of tho villages in this area are 
short of men , simply because to many men have gone on contract 
labour work . Lihen, with a total of thirteen men of working 
age , has th.roe in the village , the other ten being away working 
on a plantation. As one might well iro•gine , the village i s in a 
shocking state of dis-repair. Contract labour is, and always 
wi ll b"· a good money earner, but we must take stringent measures 
to make sure that no more caaes like Lihen occur. 

:l4. Another good money raiser of the latter end of las t 
year was the f1ural Development Road l'roject. Approximately 
eight hundred dollars (5800-00) wa• spent on thi s road i n wages, 
quite a sizeable amount when you take into account t hat there 
are only one thousand and ton (1010) people in this division. 
It is hoped to s t art work on the project again in the next 
month or two , and with three thousand five hundred (53500- 00) 
dollars in the ' kitty •, a large proportion of this ca n be 
expected t o go into the pockets of the local populace . Plus , 
the closer the road get& to Kamberatoro, the sooner t he market 
potential of Amanab can ~ tapped. A weekl y run into Amanab by 
'he Miss i on tractor could well prove profitabl e . Many readers 
may well decry this statement, but if you check the market as 
per present, you will note- that very few of the villages in close 
proximity of Amanab Station, are making use of thi• outlet. The 
crops grown around this area are top quali tr, and would find a 
ready market in Amabab. Services could be a ternated , one week 
the council tractor the next the Mission. 

2!1 . llith the ~'!scion airstrip now open and with the 
co- operatlon of the Mission back loadinf i.o ~animo could be 
arranged , .. eights will be llmited, as the take of pay load is 
only five hundred pounds (500 lb). but if pepper became a 
paying proposition , the 17cents per pound paid in Vanimo, would 
be an improvement on the proposed 12cents to bo paid here at 
nrnanab. 

26. Mr. Ernest Kaekac accompanied me on this patrol , 
he is tho i;ssiot.nt .. ural Oevelopment Cfficer here at Amanab. 
uoth he and I talked to the p~ople , they showed intarest in 
many new introduced crops . Those that come to mic1d are ; .. corn , 
popper , rico , sweet potatoes , tomatoes , onions , beans , pwnpkin , 
beetroot, chillies and cucumbers . I m19.1t aud that sweet potat oe 
l.s grown profusely at the villages of Oekwanda , Yamamainda and 
:.lamambra , and 1i part of tho staple diet . Possibly different 
trp•s and &trains could be tried here . rhene three mentioned 
p aces appear to have very fertile ground , the only drawback 
being that they are so for away fro:n any fonn of transport .

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27, Many people osked about chickens , this coul d be a 
worthwhile venture , bu< as I explained to the interested 
parties , they woula havo to build strong houses fe r themi so 
that th~ snakes and dogs coul d not get at them. There wi l 
how ever be some delay in the getting of pullets , as I gather 
that the "atcher y at Lae is having t r oubl s wi ti, its incubater. 
Possible sales of eggs , plus the selling of cockerah as a 
table meat could well be profitable, 

28. Mr . Kaekae has t 'llogood young boars in here at Amanab , 
they could be used for starting a good strain of pigs . Interest 
was shown at Oekw•nda and Yamamainda , but the price of twenty 
dollars per pig appears to be the stumuling block . As per my 
paragraph fifteen (!5), they were oxpocting them for nothing. 
I did not mention 1t at the time, ~ut after thinking over the 
matte r , there are quarj.lltine restrictions , plus transport 
problems . Does this qu'!>"ntine restriction apply to chickens? 

29 . The fish pond at Oekv.ancla was doing very well , there 
had been no increase in numbers due to the people not having 
fed them daily . But Mr. Kaekae said that they had really

buildin3 a fish pond in h i s village too. This vi llage has only 
ju:.t been built , there i s a vGry large area cleared fow new 
gardens , one portion has been set ai;ide for trying rice .

30. There i s a very good potential in the gol d fiel d here, 
but tho people lack the drive to go out and look for it . Tho 
one young ma~ who was making a drive i n this direction , suddenly 
Java it up , and l eft to woxk on a plantation. It seems so 
incredablo , he was getting really good money , one amount being 
one hunctr.J and fifteen dollars (8115- 00 ). But this i s typical 
or th. people of this area , once they get a little ca. :1e of 
monoy . t hey don 't want to work . I w.s talking to Mr. Bill 
Bebbington , that veteran gold prospector , of this boys sudden 
dash to the plantation. He was really surprised, he state<' that 
if he was e ver t o prospect in a smal way on his own again , the 
village that this boy came from would be his aim.

32. I 'Nalk.ed around the Mamambra to Kamberatoro area 
quite extensively , and from what 1 heve l•"lrnt from other men 
who know how to / ,ind gold , I think there are good poasibiliti8' 
of gold being fo•d in 1omo of these small streams , I did suggest 
that if any>no is interested in learning how to pan gold, th•t 
they should speak to their c ouncillor, who could then lllention l. 
this to tho Fruident t f tho Amanab local ;overnmant .... ouncll , 
councillor Bene• . Bene is one oi tha more experienced and t 
enthusi astic gold miners , he and his men from t..iai r~o. 2 coulct 
well trai n any woula be gold miners . lhat is if thoae men of the 
Dera are proparcu to leave the confines of their homes, and do 
a honest days work. 
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33. V1ith t he water Di o (Faringi) being in this area , I 
checked to see if there were any signs of crocodiles , bearing 
in mind that this river runs into the Sepik area , ~nd by all 
accounts has many of these amphi bians living in it . But due to 
the very stoney waters , these flesh eating monsters are not to 
be found in any grea t numbers . The onl y place that they were 
reported to be in any quantity was at Bambol , but these people 
are very superstitious , and fear to kill t hem inca se the spirits 
of their ancestore. arc hiding in the frame of this beast of the 
111urky waters . 

34 . To what extent the report of the presence of these 
animals is , I can not s a y. but I explained to the people that 
if they could conquer there fear of spirits (marsalai) , they 
could make a lousiness of killing and skinning crocodiles. The\• 
expressed interest , but l feel there fear of the unknown, and 
the spirits associated with it, will win the day , I. pity I feel, 
as t his venture has two good points, one , it gives them a vary 
lucrativo income , and two, the skinned carcase • by all acco'J•~t . 
is very good eating . This is one pos•ibla form of economic 
development for Ba!llbol , a village which is righ~ out on a limll , 
and does not appear to have much economic futu1-e . 

35. "nether source of Lncome i s the presence of a p.J.trol 
in the area , carri ers .;iro always required , '1nd this man power 
receives the standard ten cents per hour for this sarvice . The 
villages in the close proximity of Kamberatoro Mission have 
been very fortunate , as there man power was alway a sought for 
bringing in cargo and supplies to the mission. Thue dars could 
wall be on the decline , with the opening of tl.e strip , t is to 
be presumed that most of the cargo will now be brouoht in by 
plane. So anot her avenue of income will close . This · i a what 
happens when eomethiny develops , but it might be added that the 
mission experienced great difficulty in getting people to c•rry 
for the1n. So in a way, the peopl e have only themselves to blame . 

~6 . l\ow to my own pet e conomic developer, artefact 's . As 
instructed in my patrol instru<tions , r collected sorta orthe 
local curio'o of this area. These are now in the Sub- Dittrict 
offi ce , arn:r-awai t to be i nstal led in our planned museum. The 
idea of artefact's as on economic venture could be suggested to 
the council . This coul d well be a project for them t o foster . 
As sugges ted by the District C.ommis&1oner Mr . J.E.wakeford, 
photographs could be taken of these curi o ' s , these could then 
be distributed in centres which were thought t o hav• a good 
mar ket outlet, A s.~a ll catalogue coul d be m<1de, prices marked , 
etc . etc., with s·Jpervision, these could all be achie·,ed by the 
KllKIC¥ L.G.C, Each councillor could bPcome on agent for findinf 
and buri ng art efact ' s .

17 . I expl •ined to th• people, <hat they would probabl • 
be visited ir the near i:uturc by one of the Mining (.;01npanias . 
I stated that it would b• in there own intuest to give these 
poople every ~cJSSistanc& that was requirod of them , and told 
the viJ.l agers ... help , either d.S guidPs or carriers , if this Gervice 
~as required of them. In my informal talks I tried to explain 
what miner11.l1 were. and how men made: a bu~ine~s of finding t~es~ 
n.inerals in the ground. I stated that , if these minerals were to 
be found in there area , they could •xpect a very good income as 
weekly labourers . But I stressed th•t there was every possibility 
that their 9round did not contain any of the required minerals .

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38 . A small labour force of men is employe5bn a 
temporary basis at the mission, they a~o recruited as required, 
with the missi?n trying to give 011ch village a turn at supplying 
labour, l'lhilst the patrol passed through this area, some men 
were being em\'loyod to dig drainage dfthes around the airstrip. 
The mission a so buys • small amount of local building .111aterials, 
these are used to repair some of their local material houses . 
Al though not a trem~ndous economic developer , this source of 
income does bring a steady flow of money into the pockets of 
interested people, 

39. As you can sec from mr other paragraph• in this 
section of the report on 'econom c& ', there are a few avenues 
that could be per.fil!.lle. to trr and obtain economic development 
in this division, All that t requires now is for the people 
to accept this fact , and realise that there are 'roads ' to 
obtain money. Then , if they 'knuckle ' down 1 and do some & 
constructive work , they can expect the ~conomics of the area 
to improve. As I told them on many occasions , they will not 
get mo"ey by just sitting ar<>und and talking about it, Money 
is payment for work , not talk, 

~. 

40, There is one school in the Dera census division , this 
is called St, Gabrial ' s , it is staffed by the Catholic Mission, 
A t ot al of eightys!lCpupils attend thio school , where they come 
from , and how many are in each standard, can be found on my 
Appendix 'B ', A very pleasing observation is the number of roung 
girls attending this school , twentyfive percent of the tota 
students, It is even more conrnendable when some of tho girls 
wal k for up to three hours every day to attend school. 

41 , Of the sixtyfive boys, twentythree are permanent 
boarders , thirtyseven are semi-permanent, and five f.rom Tamarbek 
go home every day. Correction , four from Tamarbek , and the one 
boy from Sissano , who is related to one of the school teachers . 
The semi- pexmanent bors arrive on Sunday afternoon , and board at 
the mi ssion until! Fr day afternoon, ther, they go home, Wednesda" 
i s a half day for the pupils , and those close e nough to home , 
make a short visit to get fresh food to last them the rest of 
the week , Ther return to sleep at th~ Mission on Wednesday night. 
As you may we l have gathered , girls are not boarded at the 
mission, The main reason being that i s was very difficult in the 
first place to get the parents to let the girls come to school , 
hence the mission do not want any littl e mis-demeanours to 
suddenly happen. This could well mean the end of any formal 
educatlon for young girls in t his area , So the girls h•vo to go 
home every ni ght , one can not help but admire them, they make 
the long journey into iliootloi Kamboratoro, and they "1so cope 
wit h there every day menial tasks at home, 

42, The schobl times, excluding wednesday, are from 0830 
hours in the morning till midday, then from 1300 hours to 1500 
hours, At the completion of school work the students do a 
compulsory hours work in the echool gardens. The e gardens are 
used to help supplement tho meagre amount of food brought in by 
the semi and permanent boarders families, The parento of these 
childron are me!}t to help with there upkeep, needless to .11ay in 
many c.ases thrf' is not done . Th ... s compul1:ory hours work ii the 
garden i& the only way that they can grow food , it soems a 
sensil>le solution to me, far better than letting the children 
go short of food , 
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43, st. Gabrial'• has 0 teaching staff of three:-
a) Miss C:lizabeth Hammond - wno is a registered Primary school 

teacher in the state of Victoria , she is in the Territory 
doing a years voluntary Mrk for the missi?n. She will be 
loaving Kan .. beratore in early i3ecember. 

b) Augustine Deru - he is the headmaster of the school, he is o. 
regittcred 'A' certificate teacher, 

c) Godfrey Possane - he only has a permit to teach, and h6 is 
ln cha1'9e of the 'prep' class. 

44, I spoke with the headmaster about the prospects of 
his students , he said that the brighter ones in standard four 
would be given the chance to go to Amanab or Vanimo . The sad 
part about this statement was the fact that the two gl rls in 
standard four , are very bright , but it is unheard of them to 
l~~ave th·Jre village . They hav~ already been marked for marriage , 
<if:id in many ways there education has been a farce , The men that 
they are to marry have not even been to school. But this is the 
custom of t ht<><-peopl e , oducat ioP is a relative! y new happer.ing 
in this area , fjnd we can not expect old and traditional patternG 
of life to be changed over night, 

45 , At l east this school i s go ahead in one avenue , i t 
has f ormed its own 'School Board of Management' . The suggestion 
:..ame from Herman ~1anawai the couuci l l or, he had heard tha t all 
schools should have a gov"r ni ng board at one of t he council 
m_etings , He approached the Father at Kamberatoro on his return 
from l eave , t his board has now been formc<i , see mr Appendi x 'C' . 
Since t he formi ng of this board , the schools roof ng has been 
repa i red, and Friday Jul y 24th. was set aside as a community 
day, the main task being the building of a large school garden, 

46, I n an effort to get the people in this area into the 
habit of using the clinic at Kamboratoro , I did not take an Aid 
Post Orderl y with me , I ~ dul t with •ny medical cases, 
Hence t now have fir st hand dealings with the health of thi& 
a.rea , It i s not good . Due to the terrain , many people stop •nd 
suffer in there villages , rather than take the hard walk to 
Kamberato.i.o . t.;eed.less to say the children suf fer most, th 'Y are 
seldom brought to monthly scaling clinics , and therefor do not 
recog11ise the nurse as a person who is trying to help them. ~o 
when they do become seriously ill , it is very difficult to give 
aid to this screaming, kicking , spitting bundle of frightend 
energy, r had flrst hand knowledge of this event , 

47. Dealing with the children first , l found several 
cases of Malnutrition , one girl of thre rears weighed only 
fourteen pounds . Several cases were sent nto Kam.beratoro, one 
is hero at Amanab , a11d ontl is in Vanimo. Small cuts and burns 
had been loft un-attended , a1od in ••any cases the child had not 
seen water in any forr., for many days . It is very obvious when 
you see these small children , how there parents get 'grilla' 
and other skin complaints. LJUe to many outbreaks , such as 
measles , pneumonia and intluenza , many children navt: lost one 
or both parents . There are five orphans in this area. They may 
well be readilr accepted by ether families, but how does a roung child be ng wet nur>cd adapt to a ' dry' new mother. h,y 
ittle girl of three did not, hence she is on) • fourteen pounds, 

The amount of burns too , ono would imagine tho parents could 
do something to stop their childr•n falling in th~ re , but it 
is appa:ont they do riot , 

48. life beatinJ is still practised in tnis o , I ;•ve 
several rnen lectures on this subject, and explained to the 
chastised wives that thoy rould loy a compltint against their 
husbands, une woman had a very la ~ w~d nasty burn on her back , 
his was inflicted by her husbandi,.who was j~alou of his second 

wife, ~he stated that he wa& paying more attention to hi second 
wife than her, she was six months pregnant.

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9. Yamamainda ther& is one bo-, who is d cripple, 
his moth8l carries him around all the time , I would estimate 
his age as nino or ten. Vne leg appearr. to be 'lifeless 1 , he 
can not stand up on it, and does not a~pear to have any control 
over its movement. He is a1'o a little n;entally deranged, and 
can not talk , he has vocel chords , but his only mode of talk 
io of a j•bbering toul)9_e , which no one can understand. It is l, 
app.rent that litt!ecan be done for him, but he is accepted 
by all , and c.ppea.rs tc be the 'apple' of his mothers eye. 

~o. I also nottced at at this same villag~ and Mamambra 
and Vekwanda, that several people were deaf a:i.d mute. Or they 
~.ad just one of "these afflictioni.. 

51 . ::.y treatment was readily a,.ceptod , and the more 
plastex or bandages l applied to a person the better they 
seemad to like it, especially tho men . ~:any a ' Singsing• has 
proved to me where these bandages go , they are used for tho 
fastening of their highly feathered head dress to there heed. 
It is therefore apparent that they do not fear receiving the 
medical aid we give the1:1 , it io jus• the inconvienience of 
having to walk any distance to obtain this service , They appear 
to worry more about the state of there garden , than what they 
do about their body, This point was proved when l told several 
of my patieots that they would have to report t o 11.amberatoro 
for treatment. Many an excuse wa& gi von as to why ther should 
not make this journey. A G<'>1l that was previously alr ght , 
suddenly became to painful to walk on, I can now see what the 
1lelf11re Sisters are having to face up to , it is not an easr 
task. Especially when you understand the village mans feel ngs 
of having to accept orders from a woman, it is just not on in 
his book, 

52. Miss Joy Donovan runs the clinic at Kamberatoro , 
s~e has suffered this type of treatment , but appears to be 
\.inn ing the day now. I assistod her where I could, but most 
of the villages had been visited before I struck Kamberai:oro 
mission. Her main complaint was the poor attendance of women 
and their children at her monti.ly scaling clinics , Possibly 
the only thing we can do, is to try and get the councillors 
of thts area to understand the importance of these clinico. 

!'>3 , I in spec 1.ed all the villages in t his area , and 
>Jhert imp.coverr.1;t0ts v.ere reqJirod I made the r1eccasary conman ta , 
~.·d the offendinf g parties were told to put the matter right. 
Toilet facilities in oertain villages were shockl.ng , some did 
not even have usable ones, but they will have i b a few weeks 
time. or I'll v1ant t.o kno"' why not. xny work that was r.aquired 
to be .. one in tho villagu ,on was en to red in the v!.llagc book , 
and the r. xt Field vfficer in thio area can check to make &Ure 
that my inatructior1& have ktthJn carried out. 

,.,4. f')ur men will be coming into JUTianab ..:>t.ition from 
this division, I will be charginf them~not applying to the 
provisions as !a1J down by the Amanab <.ouncil • s Village 
hygiene and Sanatation liule , on my last visit to thia area

,, .. era in a far from aatisfac .ory condition, on my return , some 
three months later, t.oey, had not attempted to rectify these 
faults. 1\5 I explained"';them, law~ are ma.do fvr a purpose , they 
iar not made to be brokun. l. 

.. ~. l gave the me" and wom.cn letture& ou heal th and t 
hrgiene, and the ir.iportance of 9ood sanitation in there e 
v llages. I hope that they fully underotood what l was getting 
at, then perhaps we may sea ~1r1 improvement in the heal th of 

om o the outlying villages. 
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56. There v.en no serious complaints brcught before 
this patrol , and those that were were of a domostic naturo 
only, The usual point about contrnct labour was mentioned , 
this being that some m<>n had not returned to ~he village after 
completin3 two years service. 1 exp! lined that there w'5 little 
that 1 could do dbout "':his , but pointed out that if they v.-ero 
married , we could cha ·ge the man for not paying maintenance 
to his wife . 

57. As explained in mr paragraph fiftyfour, four men 
will be charged for not comp ying with the Amanab Council ' s 
Village Hygiene and Sanatation r;ule . These cases have not 
been heard a< yet , due to the recent illness of the Acting 
Assistont District <.;ommisoionar of the Amanab Sub- District, 

58, As instructed I .xplainod tho new luw regarding 
&.mall estates , a law whico 11as r1tal ly baffled the people , and 
which is 1 feel going to be very difficult to el!ocute , It is 
probably suited to the larger towns, or areas with quick 
modes of transport. But when I explained to the councillors 
and village people that the sub-district office required to 
be told 1mmediatly of eve"'ldeath , a few wrinkled no•es were 
apparent , There was one death in this area , so I filled out 
the form in the deceased's village, I had •fun ' trying to get 
the re qui rod information. What with some elder people be i ng 
unable to help me , as it was 1tambu • for them to speak about 
this man . No one lloowing the name of his father or mother , 
as he WJllH was o~e of the eldest men in the village , Then, 
finally it took over an hour to find out the nall'3 of his wife , 
it appears she was out in the bush looking after his bones , 
and could not be contacted, Finally , one who couldn't talk 
about this man and his family, told someone who could, and I 
•t last found out his wifes name . 

59, I can see that if we are to get the correct 
information for this certificato of death , we will have to 
visit each village to get the relevant information. No one 
per son appears to have all the necessary answers , but my main 
mistako we s in not taking the village census book , I have 
learnt the hard w•y now, and will ~ot make ~his mistake again. 
I can see troubles with this system until! tho councillors and 
village officials understand just wnat information we require, 
Imagine a Luluai walking in from the Kwomtari , a journey of 
some throe dars, and he did :iot see tho dead person or even 
see the buria , or know what tho person died of. "ould tho 
~~;~~~i~~~efh•t he gave be valid for the issue of a death 

60. These p.cobloms will only apply in most cases to t~e 
more mature deaths, but I can see that •ection five and six of 
\,he cortificatc of death, will t«ute Gome head scrating. 

61. The Kamberat~ro Miosion, with Fatt.•r Cletus Fcule 
as it£ spiritual leader catere for the religious instruction 
of this area. The mission oppean to be well folloved , and 
with the o~enir.g of its air strip , can be expected to increase 
in popularitr· The religious services are 1·•U attondod , and 
therti were s gns thilt the i;:ooplc were accepting these serviceE 
.as part of their weeklr l~fc pattern. 'lhere were no apparent 
signs of unrest or ant - mlssion feelings , 

62 . 1th the opening of the &trip, and fou1 or five

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63. 'Nhilst at Kamberat oro I i nspected the stri p , and 
later spoke to rather Cletus about i t . It is obvious tha t it 
is not , and never will be on all wea ther s trip . Whilst I was 
there thirty points of rain foll, af ter the first ten fell it 
was apparent .that there would be no likel;'bood of a l anding 
on it for a oay or two . Drainage is a pr®lem, being a clay 
based soil , tho water tends to 'stand ', and al ot depends on 
how hot the sun is as to wi1ether i t ovaporat e s or not. 1, 

64 . A total of fifteen hundred feet have been cleared, 
at the fourteen hum.Ired foot mar k a small stream keeps coming 
up , l;;ut landing i s made from t ho othe r appr oach , However this 
does support my theory that al ot more drainage work, and 
1e-channeling a{ existing water pas:;.::t ; es will have t o be carried 
out. It is very doubtful 1f grass would gr ow on this soil , and 
aa the Father said , 'why bother , you 've only got t o pay 
soma body to cut it '. 

6~. The Father has applied for t he purchase of some 
extra ground. This is because the or i gional lease was for only 
a length of fifteen hundred feet , this i s t he minimum length 
required for ad air stri p , and doea not allow for flyovers and 
such like . He would now like t o extend it t o three thousand 
'tWO hundred feet , this woul d gi ve him a nough gl."ound to have 
good fl y- ovors , and a chance to increase his strip len~th by 
another six hundred feet . _,!Je will be passing a submiouon 
through the Sub-Oistri ct Office aometime this month for the 
proposed extel!sion to hi s'laa st . A t otal of thirty throe acres 
is being applied for , some of this wlll be used for gardons for 
the boarding school . 

66 . The mission runs a small s t ore. l tried to ascertain 
the monthly amount of cash taken by the store, unfortueatly 
the Father combines the money of this store and the one at 
Amanab , hence I coula not get a figure . with my recent work on 
th~ road , and the largo amount of money I paia out, the store 
has seen good dare , but thi s was the period when t!la Father wa s 
down South on ho iday. The store does not sell muc h food , 1t 
deals r.iainly in c!othes(haberdashery ) , and small c heap trade 
items , plus shotgun cartidges . I checked on the papers of this 
store , ar.d found that the Licence t o Trade with Natives , for 
both this store and Nnanab wore out of dat e, having expired 
in the first week of July. I instructed t he father t o renew 
these , and his sh?tgun licences invnedi a!M. 

67. There are no welfare club,; or other community 
services in this area, unle.s you class til:re church service 
on ..,unday as a communi tr service . The !onning of the :.ichool 
tsoard of Management cou d be refei-od ~o as a cc:nmunity venture , 
as its aim is to got the people of chis area to help maintain 
and a&si&t with the running of tt,e Jt . uabrial 's school.

This last patrol , and the other patrol into this area which was 
fo1 two monthe, saw me giving r.?edical aid , I also helped the 
Aid Post Orderly on my patrol into the Kwomtari, un all th.ree 
occ~sions, 'leu~o-plastl! wss not available from the Amanab Hospital, 
this is th< adhesive tape used for fastening lint un sores . I 
spoke t~ /.Ir. Joel Thomas about this , he said that this tape had 
be•;, ordered, but not supplied, On checking at Kamberatoro Clinic 
:.. found that Miss Donovan too was having difficul tie& getting it . 
B"n<1•9•• have to be used instead of this tape , thor take four 
timos as long to put on, and duo to there poor qua ity . can be 
c~pected to fall down the next day or even sooner. Hence small 
sores can take mile& of bandage , where a small piece of lint and 
two small strips of plaste::- would suffice, After havi ng affixed 
many a bandage, and seen the result after a persou walks back 
and forth to their garden, I fume, This &ore could have been wall 
dealt wit~. with good old leukoplast , but I ' ve just used three 
bandages, and there will be more yet - not good economy I feel ! 

70, As I write this report I see that four men have COllle 
in from the Dero census di•·ision , they arc going to •pend a 
month with Mr, i<aeJ..aA, g would appear that our talks with them 
did 3Chieve set:lething . as v:e sugges\,od tnat some men come into 
the ste \:!on and learn how to care for all thees new crop~ that 
they were esking at.out . Two men are from Oekwanda , one from 
Yamamainda, and one from N1ndebai. A start in tho right direst1011 
L feel , I only nope thoy don't lose interest. 

71, L noticed that certain of the villages close to the 
border h<.ve not complotJ.y regrouped into large villages , there 
are st~ll three or fouf'small hamlets hidden away in the bush , 
In ll'LJSt Cates these hamlets are occupied by old men and women. 
Th•re is one at ~. indebai , this is up i n the mountains , and from 
all accountsthis village is visited by friends and relation& , who are in West Irian, 

72, I walked to the two international Boarder marks in 
this dhision, both had been neglected , and I told the relevant 
councillors that t t:e gras s and surrounds would have to be cut. 
It is difficult to say how often the route from ••amambra is u&ed , 
as the main throughfare is br following a small •tream, The border 
mark is in a difficult posit on , being on the lefthand bank , the 
area around it had not been cut, and it could only be seen when 
ona s tood in a certain position , This will be rectified, I walked 
around th6 surrounding bush , there i s one main ro.ld• and this 
1. well usoJ, I could also hear people in the bush, but then there 
is a vil!age nearby , so that caused me n..:> concern . 

73 , The mark at 1.ahai was in d similar state , but 1 t was 
ol:>"li ous that this road .,,as seldom used, if ever. It takes around 
"""o houz to reach this mar!c f.-om Waha i, the road breaks away 
from the mu in track , about fifteen minutes walk from the village, 
The main track Wl& very wr·ll used , it appuars thet thl s track 
goes onto Komando in i1eat lrian. 

74, At llambol, one man •nd his wife , hav .. ~ono to live in 
nest lrian . The man has ovidently found wu1·k as • labuuror , "nd 
hi s wife has returned to her vlllage of Yevela(fuwela), Tho mans 
name i s Ou Sat , his wife3 n1'me is Nin !>auni, and there &mall l. 
chiids name is Manau Ou, The village refare:I to was Yovola , I 
can find no trace of this na o on .sny of our oaps 1:1 the orflce . t 
Jt is two to three h< Jrs waldng distance from Ja:11bol , and it 
W?ul d app .. r that it ouid pouibly be the village Tu.vela , as this 
"it> the diecription and location, 
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75. It would appear that several of the villages close to 
the border , still have tie• with there opposite villages in .. e•t 
Irian. 1.ives used to bu bought and exchanged. this practise now 
appears to have been &topped. "l though the village of Bambol still 
appear< to follow this practise . It would seem that previously 
they h.ve suffer«o manr deaths through epidemics , and m< st of the 
inhabitants in tt." vil age are young . There is a shortag~ of 
young girls , Ywhilst there are several single rr.en of marriageable 
age . r-ortners arc exchonged with Fetaineri • but with the lack 
of young women to exchange with , some of the younger men are 
looking to there neighbours in .. est Irian for !>rides . 

76. rt.ere art trade affiliationa between those two groups 
pigs .Jre lought for festivals and dances , the barter being ring ' 
money • shPll~ , beads , clo1.hing and knives On my last patr~l the 
villagers of iamarbek , who were holdirulg ; danca(~ingsing) , had 
bought on~ pig frOlll the village of Kunda , this is a small place 
tl!:>sv to the border near 1Jahai.. ?ayment was made as previously 
described, It might be added that there are no language problems, 
you have pooplc who can talk the local vornacular , this is common 
to bo~h sicta~ of tho border, or many people can converse in the 
talk "'•lay. Some of the people of this a.r.ea are linguists in four 
languagef, there own talk place, Pidgin 'nglish , Malay and English. 

77. 1-'eiros ttntemea ot r'amberatoro is marriod to a woman 
from 1uut Iric.n , her nar.,c is Mangwcfi. He is living in -.est lrian , 
where he iuorkt as a policeman. His headquarters are at Obrork, but 
he is statio•.ed at the village of Amgotro . In late ,1une, he and 
two ot.her persons visited Kamberatoro, ht cPme to see his father . 
He stopped at Kamberatoro for three Jays , he is tho brother of 
Eurnanuol Nafa, who is one of the cc.techists at the mission. ~fter 
the three days he returned to nngotro. It was stated that on his 
retirement from the police force, he v.:ished to return to his 
village. This info=mation is all hearsay. l first heard of this 
c1ossing when I was at N.amambra , a11d after several days of 
discreet checking , I learnt the above. l explained to the p•ople 
that tt.ore is nothing wrong with thore friends coming to visit 
them , and that tt--: yovet'nmont is not ·Norrted ..:Jr concerned about 
these activities. That they should not hide these happeningc. All 
that the government reGuired was that hhen asked , t.1ey should 
inform U!.t of any such happer.lngs. ur if someone crossed fro1L •~st 
Iriun , .ho was not a fiiend oi: relttlon of theres , nd asked to 
stay in the villag~ , to let us know t lunanab, fhere 1s this very 
apparent fear in there minds, that they can not be visited by 
thefr relations from 1.est Irion. f os•ibly _this could have been 
through previous eve11t£ , or fro!n a more s\,.lcter at.titude towards 
this ty~• of haµpenir.g by th• .e&t lriln ,,uthoritiea . 

78. /'11other an from r..amberator , Fhilipus ark ova , is 
living in est lrian . h1 ls workin~ at ukarnarura , but he has 
not been sec1 or heard of for several years . 

79. »hilst staying n1. Mamambra I was talking U Mr. Lewis 
Dom , he said that whb'n t. e school teache1, Mis' r.... ftta U1ex stone, 
was teacnlng at Kambe1atoro , ~he visited the ola village of 
Mamambra . n dance (singsingJ was being held, on seeing her , !:.everal 
people ran off into the bush , but on Oein) told that &he was frvm 
the mis .ion , .hey rotuwed. n1ey infact .. ere from iJcorindo and 
Kr.dngroboe , and had c.oa to see frienus l'lnd take part in the dan.:.e .

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Bl . i<S I ha;ve mentioned in the body of this report , t he 
money spent on hiring labour for tho .\ural Devclopme11t Road , 
has holped the e :onomics of this aroo. The pa'trol was approached 
by five ooparato villagers, from different villages, for my 
permJ.ssion for t hem to buy a shotgun . I was pl eased to do this 
small task , especially as three of the men corcorned were from 
the villages of , Tar.iarbek , Yoahai and Nind0bai • .• one of thbe 
villages have a shotgun owner i n the village , ~1ence this could 
bring more protein• into there diet , p::esu.ning the owner becomes 
a proficient maiksa an. This means t hat Bambol and Uhen are the 
only villages that do not have a shotgun . .. ith the return of .,t 
lea•t eight men in tho next few monthe, Lihen too may soon have 
a shotgun, I might add that game is plentiful in thi s area. 

82, My l ast point returns to the topic of 'contract 
labo•JT ' , I havo checked in the office and founC the book used 
for recording the "Ce<ords of men leavin~ \.o go onto > plantation.

The following comments apply : 

2. Political 
Mr. McCombe makes the observation that ~be people are 

extre•elJ' conservative and against change exce~t in minor for­
ms in their traditional pattern of subaistence. Thia is a 
thing worth reaeabring when atte11pting to underatand the lack 
o! developHnt in the sub-district to date. The :iraaarl< ia 
true, not onl.7 for the Nai-Faringi but also for the rHt of the 
Aaanab area. Only patient education and continued application 
of the same will eventuall.7 show resu1ta. 

The raising of the tax rate is one means o.1' atte;.opting 
to force developaent by creating a need for •Oney. The pro­
blem is that the oouncillors are in full agreement with the 
people in that they cannot a:t:tord more than 60c per annum. The 
:tact that aoae make a reasonable amount from gold and fro• 
labour aeeme to escape some of them. Unless the eouncillora 
agree to put the tax up this remains only a hope. Again polit­
ical and social education, although s low, aeema to be the sur­
est way. 

Again an officer makes the observ• tion that the A.aanab 
Council is viewed aa a mere extension o, the adainietration and 
that it has no real power on its own. Unfortunately this has 
a lot of truth in it. There is a definite need for the coun­
cil to accept responsibility f or itself. Recent finance com­
mittee courses have begun to at tempt to insti l this into the 
council• and this t ype of education will be continued in the 
future • 

Thelack of polit i c al knowledge on a terr itory , or even , 
district level is only t o be expected when i t is consider ed 
t ha t the l a st el ections were not even contest ed. 
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'· Mining .Exploration 
The people appear to be strongly against the idea 

of mining explo..tion andactivity. This is un!'ortunat e as 
P • .A. 153 has already been granted to Carpentaria Exploration, 
in spite ot the protest made to the Mining Ward.en at the t ime 
of the hearing. Their tear seems to ates .from two sources. 
The threat towards their traditional pattern of life, and, 
the threat of the loss and damage to their land. This att­
itude is apparently entllenched. The discuasion with Mr. 
I woksim, M. H. A. about Mt. Isa has been misinterpreted by 
the village people who cannot see beyond the idea of a 
"large hole in the ground" . It is to be hoped that further 
discussion and education will alleviate their :reelinga. 
I t is also to be hoped that the people will allow the Car­
pentaria Exploration teams , due to start in November, 
accesa without any unple asantness. The situation will 
certainly nee6 to be watched. 

4 . Economic 
The rural development road project will be under 

way with a vengeance this month. The attitude towards selt­
help as ahown by the people ia therefore axtreael.y encour­
~ing.. The pilot road and soae re routing of the road 
will be investigated in the near future. 

Rice. The rice going rotten in the villages is a 
rather bi!""idvertisement tor cash cropping programmes in the 
territory. However, I feel sure t hat the Agriculture Depart­
aent would buy the rice already grown it the people brought 
it to Aaenab. I shall discuss the matter with the A •. R.D. O. 
Amenab, on his return from patrol. 

Alluvial Mini~. It is a distinct poBBibility that 
gold may alao be foun in the Nai-Paringi area but it hu, aa 
y6t not been pronn. It is certainly becoaing a aa;lor aoney 
earner tor people in ;arts of the Aaenab Local Cenaus Division 
only a few miles away. 

Again Mr. McCoabe's observation that the people will 
not be real.17 intereated in making aoney until they have aoae­
t~ worthwhile to spend it on, is sound. The lack ot pur­
chasing facilities in t he area are virtually nil ao they have 
no need tor aoney. 

J'resh Pooda. The relations between people of Aaanab 
station and the aurrounding P"Pulace are iaproving and the 
Amansb Local l?eople are now again bringing food into the ur­
ket although in limited quantitieo. However it is a long way 
to bring food from the Nai-Faringi , over three hours walk at 
the leaat, so it is doubtful if the people conaider the et tort. 
worthwhile. The completion of the road aay bring eoae change. 

5. ~ 
E<i.ucation. The need to establish a school in the area 

in the near ?Uture ia now acute with the F.ducation Departaen~s 
stated policy of closing down on boarding tacilitiea at the 
Amanab School. The Amanab Council is to consider proposals 
that area schools be established~ It ia expected that one of 
these would be in the Nai-Paringi, 

L£\[§• I t is good to aae the work of the C. M.M.L . 
pastor iu conducting pidgin literacy classes. Such 
ventures should be encouraged. 

Hygi.ene. I concur with the officer 1 s r emarks on latrines . 
I doubt very much whether they are used to any great extent . 
There is an urgent need for health education in the area gen­
erally. I 
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Health. The comment by Sr . Leslie of the C.M. M.L. ~ 

re the s t ate o! health in the a.rea io goo« reading. I note 
though that there are still a b.igh number o! deaths in the 
1-5 age group which is generally a good indication that all 
is not too well with the children in that a.go group. 

Tho sto.te of the water piping •t Bibd=i is of ir.­
terost. Something apparently d oes eat the polythene as Mr. 
Hibe:c. has had the same problem at Wamu with polythene sheet­
ing. 

6. ~ 
The story about the shillings probably started from 

t he numerous numismatists that ask !or t hese co ins through­
out the terri tocy. I doubt if they are worth as much as two 
doll ars however. 

7. Area Stucl.y 
Bas been recompiled prior to receipt of the new in­

struct ion. There bas been litt le change in the area since 
the report J.one last year , as was t o be expected.. Mr. McCoabe 
has done a good ;job in the compilation, however. 

The cash income aa calcul ated appears to be realistic. 
Such !uncla. H Rural Development. being spent in an area do boost 
earnings tor a period but t hey are not recurrent and should be 
di8tinguiahed as sueb . 

8 . Cenaue 
The population increased b;y .26il\. Rath.er aaall but 

better than the decrease recorded in last year' s !igurea- The 
diecrepanc;y o! 5 extra namee was attributable to the entr)' of 
a new name and 4 book errors~ 

It ts recommended that FISI Vill age be deleted. from 
the Village 1lirectory.

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SITUATION REPORT 

POLITICAL. 
The people of the Nai- Faringi Ccn5us Division are 

still not far removed from their trodition~l way of life and 
are in no hurry to develop their area . They are quite happy in 
the situation they are in now as they are able to earn money 
if they reqy ire it badly enough . They are pro Administration 
a nd Local Government but ur c very much against anythj ng that 
could change their traditional way of life to a great extent. 
They believe the Administration and the Amanab Local Government 
Council are trying to help them and are not likely to introduce 
any undesirable changes into their society.Howevur,on the other 
hand, they are very much against prospecting teams moving 
through thcl r area which they consider the inevitable first 
step towards mining activity , and the tremendous social change 
they would be forced to undergo.In general the people are quite 
happy the war they are and are not interc~ted in progress . Thif 
attitude wil continue to prevent progress unless the people 
are some how pursuaded to take an interest in the political 
and economic development of their area. 

It appears that tte only way these pepple are going 
to become interested in economic and political development , is 
by the Ama1.jb Local Government Council raising the tax to an 
amount which the people feel is a sizable lump out of their 
annual income.Only by hitting them where it hurts most , their 
pockets , aro these people going to begin thinking of the ways 
they have of making money and begin taking an interest in their 
Council . At the moment the tax i s so low at 60¢ that t he people 
just take it in their stride and pay it without any trouble. 

Since the Amanab Local Government Council was started 
in 1965 there has not beL'n much progress .Thi~ is understandable 
;:is it is a low level council relying on the Government grant 
and the various subsidies for it to op&ratc . The Councillors and 
the people think the Council is • good ·thing if dlnl y f or the 
reason that it has the power to draw mo1wy in the form of 
subsidies and the Government grant, and does not ask them to part 
with too much money personally .This only gives the Councillors 
and the people a false idea of what a Council is for , bet:ause the 
Council docs not have enough money left over from thei::- Recurrent 
Revenue to kick around and decide for themscl ves what they are 
going to do with it. After poyin9 all Personal Emoluments and 
other Council charges there is only a nominal amount left over 
for themselves to decide what they are going to do with it. On 
th'l other hand the large sums of money gi vcn to the Council in 
the form of subsidiez , can only leave the Councillors thinking 
that their Council is Government slJbsidised and operated, as they 
hD.vc no say i n how all this money is to be ~pent.Until t't1is 
sl t.ua jion is remedied the councillors are not going to receive 
a true education in local government . 

\Ii th so much r.oncy to be spent in the area this year , 
mainly from Rural Development fundc , it will be the golden a~~n 
opportunity for the C ·Uncil to raise taxes and increase their 
Recurrent Hevcnue . Thi.; could f)i ve the Councillors .JS much :is 
Sl , 000 to play around .,.,ith next ye~r and dcclde for themselvas 
what ther want to spend it on . If this money io spent wisely and 
the peop e in the village situation c~1n sec how they a.re benefiting 
from their Council and the increase in taxation , then it will mukc 
poll Ucol education , especial! y from the loc.il government angle , so 
much c~sior. The Councillor~ anci tho people will then be able to 
sec that their Council l ~-. a !>Cpi:ratc body c.qiable of working 
indepcndontly f llom the Government .

Rurc1l Devel ... pment funds have been granted to t he Amanab 

Local Gove rnmt;nt Council to the sum of &6 , 000 , to push the present 
Amanali- Ivieg road on through the Nai-Faringi Census Di.vision , and 
to Amini in the Green River Local Census Division. This section 
of tlie road will cover sixtt:cn to twenty mil es of very difficult 
country before reaching Amini on the flood plain.A section of 
road hos been cleared of all bu-.h and a pilot tr•ck marks the 
continuation through to Amin: . (See attached map) .However it woulri 
b~ advisable if the pilot track could be patrolled by an officer 
of this department to detor:ninc the fcosibili ty of the route . 

This road on completion will be a vehicular road and 
will cert. inly open up the division.It will provide the peoplE 
with road access to Arna nab and it i ~ hoped it will encourage them 
to grow more vegetables for tr.e local market . 

The ' self help' component neces!',ary for the construction 
of this roud was explained and the reason& for it given . The 
attitude of the mcri was encouraging and they do not mind working 
for d nomin. 1 amount . 

Tht! Ot:partment of Aqricul ture ,Stock and Fi~hc:ries at 
Amu.;ab has introduced ricu as a cash crop but this has fai l ed due 
to frci~ht and market problems. There is bagged rice in one village 
just going to waste because lt l!. noL worth tile effort to bring 
.;..t into the st.Jtion. There i~ al~o rice in othur vlllages which 
will probably not even bo harvested. If this type of thing happens 
too oft•n the people will become fruotr•ted at their attempts 
ar.d eventually will not be intcr~stcd in trying any new crops. The 
oniy solution perhaps for their rice v:ould be if they could sell 
it locally. This v.ould mean t~at it would have to be husked in the 
village before being brought into Am.::nob to c~t down on freight. 
Perhaps they coulci be sho\•,n how to husK r lee: along similar lines 
as are used by peasant rice grower£ in :.;omc of the Asian countries . 
lf this could be done then• there ju t could be the chance that 
the pflople would. do this anu the r.i..ce , I feel , could be sold locally 
at .1 very agrc.:1 :tblt pric to bctl tt grower and thv consumer. 

Another crop to be experirr.t:nted with is that of peppe.,.s . 
An experir.,entdl plot has been prep ·red t Kcinabusi village under 
1.hr 1,perv is.i...on of an A.gricul tural hssi tant.Otht:r villagers are 
aw.iiting lhc out come of this venture before t.c.:mpting it themselves. 
Provided this crop ffrows well and tr.e prv,cnt m.trket rt>main::. then 
this crop ~hould prove .. uccct.sful a it would he: conomical for 
the peoplA to mnnually curry it into lm"nub. 

Gold mining .15 yi-:t h.:1 e- not be n tri td in the di vision 
but oppanntl y men h.we been 1orkin9 ~ith min<ro in the Amanab 
Locnl Ccnnw .. Divi~lon for wi tc omo tim(;; to learn how to find it. 
Howcve1 it appear& th.:it th rn~n of t i: ccnsu divi!.ion are not 
re,111 y intere~-tcd --15 ycl . The lack of cntt".U!'". i.1.,,m for gold mining 
i a:;irobabl y due to the; same reason t1 t other me:dn::. of mo king money 
arc not cxpio'ted, n1mely that th fjnoncidi g. in i• not worth the 
v.ork irvolved .m 't tlC!y really have nothing much to p ·nd their 
money on. 
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There is ready market available at Amanab which i s 
only willing to buy anrthing in <he way of fre:h vege tabl es 
and meat tt:at the peop e can supply. However there is very l i t tle 
brought in from the Nai- Faringi because t he people do not 
consi der it worth the effort.If there is a reason to make a 
quick couple of dollars , such az paying for the registr ation on 
a ~hotgun ,thcn the effort is made to obt<Jin some pr oduce t o 
sell at the market . 

It is obvious t hat the future economic as well as 
political devel opment in t he a r ea hinges on t he raising of 
Council tax to make the p11opl c exploit the vari ous avenues t hey 
have of earni ng money. The l ocal office r s at Amanab would glad! y 
pa r t with some of t hei r wages if they had t he opportunity to 
regul arl y buy fresh foods . At t he moment most of their wages arc 
going i nto tinned f ood a nd consequent! y out of t he area and i s 
not benefiting the local economy. Admitte dly r elat ions hips 
between loca l off icers a nd t he people at t he Am<:1nab mar ket have 
been strained i n the pas t , due to insulti ng remar ks abo ut t he 
food , and thio has got to be ironed out if the market i s t o be a 
suc cess. 

As far as village cash c rop extensi on goe s in the 
area , ! think i 'j< would be best at this stage t o concentr ate on 
the local potential firs t , that is gold and fresh foods . Cash 
cropping in thi s ar ea at the morr.ent poses a lar ge problemin 
transport , a nd unless the pri ce of the pr oduc t i s high enough 
to compensa t e for manual labour in getting i t t o Amanab , then 
the people wi ll only become frustrated and apprehensive about 
beginning new crops when ther eventual l y have road transpor t 
available . Also as these pcop e do not like work i t may be 
d i ffi cult , or even impossibl e , to f ind a cash crop t hat will give 
them a satisf a ctory f i na nci al ret urn with not t oo much work 
i nvolved.Again this wi ll depend just on how much t hey nced , and the 
raising of the Council tax could m.ike them work a l ittl e ha r der 
for a lit t l e l ess money. 

from what ever angle the s i tua t ion is viewed i t 
appears t ha t the economy will not deve l op unl ess the Council 
tax .is raised . 

There CJr e no schools in the census div~sion but 
there are ten male children attending the Government school a t 
Amtlnab.However there are only four of last years t hirteen sti ll 
present which i ndicates a fairly high t urn over ,This is easy 
to understand considering the di~tance the school is away f rom 
their area . It will requir e a s chool to eventual ! y be set up in 
the census division to alleviate this probl em, especially with 
the Educa tion Dcpartmento poller to eventually do away with 
boarding facilities far the chi dren from distant places . 

At Biaka there is a prstor trained by the Christian 
Mission for Ma ny Lands who hos been teachin9 Pidgin to several 
of the children and four of them are reasonably literate . I wrote 
:!~aiga~~"i~"~:~ of s ix or seven wor ds Yihich they were able to 

In most cases village hygiene was sati 5factory 
with t he exception of Konaba•i whlch hnd a good many flier. 
about . This i s partly due to the fact that it i s at a lower 
.'.lllit udc than the other villagc!i in the census division . The 
digging of a pit latrine wo s supervi sed to a dopth of sixteen 
foot t:t nd two starved ,dizcased dogs destroyed . Instructions were 
left in all villages to put lid:; on their pit- latrines to prevent 
flies getting into them . For pit latrinos to bo affective they 
must be dug deeply with lidc. on them.rt is deb.table whether 
these latrines are effectiv<.: or not as they appear to be sel dom 
used and the people spend much of their tlme away from the vilage 
xno! in their gardens ,and many night& ire spent in their garden 
houses . 
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Housing in the division is vory adequate and hygienic , 
In some cases the people have done away with the traditional 
method of fencing in the lower portion of their houses and 
therefor e have allowed the sun in to dry the 911ound , and the air 
circulat e more freely, 

The health of the peopl e is quite good and only three 
people were told to report to the si:ation for attendance .At 
Konabas i several people were ordered back to the station by a 
member of a recent Agriculture patrol because they had yaws , 

The Infant Welfare Sister from the C. M.M. L mission has 
been doing a very good j ob in the cens us divisi on with very 
frequent visits to the di vis ion to conduct her clinics . She 
considers the people of the Nai - Faringi to be in better condition 
generoll y t han those of the Arna nab Local . There is not the 
malnutrition in the Nadt-Faringi that there apparently is in the 
Amanab Local. 

There were eight deaths at Purumun village in the past 
year and included all age groups. The people said that the deaths 
were sudden and had no reason f or them.It appear s that an epidemic 
struck the villa ge.It would be advisable if the next Officer 
conducting the census would observe the s ituation. 

The birth rate and consequently the death rate have both 
dropped conside rably s ince the previ ous ycar , however there has 
bocn a no t ura l increcise this year as against a natural decrease 
the previous year. The decrease in the birth rote must be largely 
attributed to the f act t ha t many of t he men away on plantations 
are married men .In a census divis ion where the men out number 
the women t hree to t wo it seems ridiculous that married men should 
be recruited before ::; ingle men. It would be quite easy to fill the 
requirements of recruiter s with single men a nd therefore make the 
situation in the village a happier one. 

The Governmnt has provided a n a id post in the cens us 
division at Bi bri ari and i s s taffed by an Aid Post Orderly. The 
aid post is in qui t e good condl tion and the people s eem to 
co- operate with the Orderly and help him when necessary. The aid 
post was even supplied with running water when anthropologist 
Robert Litteral was working at Bibriari.Ho brought i n several 
hundred feet of pol ythenc piping and had w&ter gravitr fed i nto 
the village from a nearby mountain stream.Only recent y has this 
ceased to operate due to many small hol es in the hose .probably due 
to something eating it. On his return I i magine he will fix this. 

For so~e reason the people of the census division , and 
also in otner areas ,are s aving the old New Guinea one shilling 
pieces with the hole in t h e centre. The reason for this is that 
they have heard that t hey arc worth 52- 00 coch oome where . The 
only thing I can th;nk of is that perhap• tte people i n the 
artefact or s ouvenir bus iness are prepared to pay this amount fQr 
them. It docs no t. appear to be any sort of a cult . 

In general t he socia l s ituio tion in the ccn~us divis ion is 
4ui t o good.

AMANAB PATROL REPORT No 2 - 1970/71 

AREA STUDY 

(A) INTRODUCTION. 
(a) The Nai-Faringi Ce ns us Divb i on i s situated 

directly south of Arna nab with its northern border bordering 
the Arna nab Local Census Division. The southern boundaries of 
the Nai-Faringi are bordered by cens us divisions administered 
from Gree n River Patrol Post to the south. 

The Nai- Faringi occupies the southern 
portion of the uplifted plateau on which a good deal o f the 
Amanab administrative area i s s ituated.Several of the 
s outheTn villages are s i tuatcd on the edge of the plateau 
over l ooking the vast flood plain forests t o the south and 
south- east . 

The terra in i s very broken and hilly and 
has no ridges running in any particular direction , or for 
any distance before dropping abruptly i nto a creek or river. 
This possiblr i s the reason f or the numerous small streams 
and for the ack of rivers .Only one river, the Nabi ,was of anr size , and this one eventually flows into the Faringi 
wh ch al so flows through the cens us division , but was not 
s ighted on this patrol . 

The altitude woul d be much the same a s 
Amanab , that is approximately 1 , 200 f t above sea level with 
the exception of Konabasi on t he edge o f the flood plain 
fores t which would probably be about 700ft a . s .l. The days 
are quite warm provided the sun can shine

but if cloudy 

they are cool and very pleasant . The evenings and nights 
are general! y quite cool . 

The r a infall woul d be in the vi cinity of 
90 to 100 inches annually with drier months be ing from 
June to September. This e s timation i s based on Amanab 
records as the census di vision has no rainf all records . 

There i s very littl e secondary vegetation 
and the primary vegetation cons i s t s of huge trees providing 
a top c anopy of vegetation,and sma l l er t rees ~nd vines 
providing lower canopies . Consequently t here i s no scrubby 
undergrowth and many of the root s of l arger trees can be 
seen on the surface of t he ground.

(B) FOPULATION DISTRIBUTION /\ND TREIIDS, 

The population of Fisi village has been decreasing 
over the past and a t this census had a tot•l of only thirteen 
peopl e . However these people have amalgamated with t hose of Purumun 
CJ nd have constructed houses in the village . It i s the refore 
recommended that Fisi be removed f rom the Village Directory to 
make a total of thirteen viilages in t he census division, 

The three hamlets surrounding Kwaramun village 
have joined with Kwaramun and the people have almost completed 
construction of the;.r new combined village .

( c) Ther e are a total of 116 111en absent from the 
census division , b io at Green Rive r working for the Administration , 
three in the Kviomtari Ccnsu~ Di vis ion hunting crocodiles and the 
balance as indentured l abour on pl!ntations . This i s only 24% of 
the adult ma l e populntion a nd i n some villng&s could definitely 
be increased. Amandan i s the only village which has been heavi l y 
over recruited with 55% of the a<lul t male popul ation away on 
pl a ntat i ons . This wil l have to be watched . 

( C) SOCIAL GROUPINGS , 

(a) There i s basically only one social group , although 
there are two different language ')roups . liowever the culture and 
customo of the people of both languoge groups appear to be much 
the same .

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(C) SOCIAL GROUPINGS. 
(e) The people of a particul ar village appear to 

have a close relationship with the people uf that other village 
closest to them , as for example Akrani - Merewe , Kwaramun -
Purumun e tc ,'llhen marriage t akes place it is generally wholly 
within a village or to one of these ne ighbouri ng villages not 
necess arily of the same social group. 

In some instances groups im;ide the division 
have a closer relationship to groups outzide the division wi th 
a different language and sll.ghtl y different cult ure , t han t hey 
have with distant groups of the same language and cul tur e . As 
an example the villages of Bibriari and Wamu have closer 
r el ations with Ivieg and Aurump than they would with Akra ni 
and Merewe ins ide the division or Monge and Kambexatoro outsi de 
the division . 

(D l LEADERSHIP I 
( a ) The councillor ,Sari , of Biaka village 'Nas t he 

only one who showed any real initiative and i s a good organiser. 
His ability to talk loudly and that he in not afraid to d i s cuss 
matters with Adminis tration personnel has probably won him his 
ac quired status . 

(b) The councillors are mainly returned plantation 
labourers with a sound knowledge of Pidgin and consequent! y 
have achieved leadership status . 

The peopl e have very defini t o and negative 
i deas about prospectinc; t eams e nt ering their respective areas 
in the future . They r egard prospecting t eams as being the first 
step towards inevitable mi ning ac tivity. Attempts at expl aining 
that prospecting teams were merely to determine the potential 
of the area , and certainly did not ne1e ssarily mean mining 
operations would be started ,were not convincing.They arc 
extremely cautious and wary of anything new which could cause 
them to s acrifice any of their l and or have too much of an 
impact on their traditional way of life . 

This at ti tudc is mainl y as a result of s peeches

to the Mt Isa mi nes in Austr alia .Speaking of huge holes in the 
ground a nd mininq operations has helped provide these people 
with their negat · ve attitude to such development . 

Also by listening to their radios ,which they 
cons ider do not lie , they have heard of the problems faced by 
the people of Bougainville due to the introduction of mining 
activity. They have also heard that minf?s can collapse and kill 
men working in therp. 

The people ,with their low level of sophi s tication, 
arc not at all inspired by the fact that such developme nt 
would benefit the area and their country . They make 1 t quite 
clear that they are afraid and do not mi:RiftGJ acii:tii¥ want 
mining activity ,but that they would like to see •.uch activity 
in an <"rca near by to decide for themselves whether it i s a 
good or bad thing for t~cm. 

(c ) The society lo. c never had trr.ditjooJ l leadeis 
as s uch and the fuct that lht:·f new have tlccted councillors 
is • contrast cc.i ... heir L.r .. dit.ionAl way of life. The people have

(a) Lanj J.S inliivJ.<.iually owned hut any per son 

from "the village i s entitled LO make a g\lrdcn on it.The 
owner has rii::;hts to $UCn thing:.> as wild fowl cggson his 
land or fish i n th.Jt part of J !;i.ro~ua v.hich p11sses 'through 
hit land. Individual ownership is recognised of gardens a nd 
sogo palms \\hich have been pl.:inted by thu indivi dua l , 
regt:1rdlcs::. of whose land it i s o n.

7he people of Konabasi have cleared and JDX 
prepared a plot of ground to experiment with the growiimg o f 
pepper. This i s being supervised by a field assistant from 
the Department of Agriculturc , Stock and Fishcrieo a t Amanab. 
The people from other villages are awaiting the outcome 
before deciding whether or not they too wil l grow pepper. If 
it grows well it should be !Jrofitablo as it i s worth far 
more than rice on a weight basis thus making it more 
economical to manual ly freigh~ into Amanab .At thi:> stage 
experi mental pl;;ntings are going t o be done on a conununal 
ba sis . 

(F) LITERACY , 
(a) There are no s chools in the c ensus divi~ion , 

but at present there are JO mole children from the division 
attending the Admlnist.ration cchool at Amanab. flowever there 
hus been a large tur n over of s tudents with 9 of l ast years 
13 having left school and 6 new enrolments this year , The 
children find it di fficult living so far f rom their village 
a nd also being in an area conjiaining people of a different 
language a nd social group.

(b) Tnerc are 4 people from Bi aka who are literate 
in Pidgin and another 4 who arc learning. There i~ a pastor 
train~d by the C.M.ML . mi ssion who holds classes wheo ever he 
is not required ot Amanab to attend Bible cchool . 

(c) There is no person who has r•ceived a higher 
educDtion. 

(d i There are no student5 away f r om the area . 

(e) Each councillor has a council radio and four 
labour repatriates olr.o hnve their own personal oner. .. This has 
provided at least one radio to every village except Mercwe . 
The r adios have proved ~o be a good t>Ource of informati on 
for the people and have bean util ised by the nursing s i s ter 
at the C.M.U .• L. mic.sion for broadccJsting clinic dc1te s over 
Radio Wcwak.

(a ) Hous i ng i s quite adequate and is built from 

five to aight feet above the ground . Material s for the walls and 
roofing are obtained from the s.:i.go palm ,while the flooring 
consi!its of wooden planks cut from the cxterio1: of a particular 
tree .In some instances the traditional idea of fencing in the 
bottom portion of the house has been abandoned for reasons of 
hygiene.It allows the light in and the air to circulate as well 
as allowing the sround to be regula vly swept and kept clean. 

All villages have pi t - latrineo al though few are 
to a sati s factory depth.However it i s quite obvious they are not 
being used except perhaps a couple of times before an 
Admini stration patrol reaches the villi\ge.Pit- latrines are 
defeating their own pu rpose if they are not dug to a sufficient 
depth and mainta ined correctly . This is somethlng these people 
will not realise with out a formal education. 

Apprcximately 95% of the people own at least 
ont: i tern of European clothing which they wear only on special 
occasions such as a village census.All the young men wear shorts 
and many of the young women wear l ap-lap for every day clothing. 

The :nain artef acts the people have are axes , 
bush knives and spades. They have little use for cooking utensils 
as their traditional basket s are us ed for boiling water in with 
the a id of hot stone s. This method of boiling water serve s them 
woll a nd i s used i n providing their staple diet of sa~o . 

(b) The s t aple diet is sago with supplementary

peanuts have in most cases failed duo to the heat 1 poor quality 
of the soil or lack of knowledge on t he pJrt of the people . 
Pepper s h ave been grown on a very s."'nall scale and chillis were 
noti ced at Biaka . 

The average family ra rely eats canned food . 

(c) The interest in soccer i s growing rapidly 
despite the handi cap of having very little level ground on which 
to construct playing fields . Inter village competition has begun 
and will grow as more p laying fields are constructed. 

(H) MISSIONS, 
(a) The only mission operative in the area i s the 

Christian Mission for Many Lands which has surprisingly little 
influence c.xccpt at Biaka . 

The people of Konabaoi had a Pidgin literacy 
school for a yeu-z but has s ince been transferred to Biakn . The 
school at Sinka i s run by the local pan tor between vi~i ts to 
Amanab to a t tend Bible school . Thin same fellow conducts a well 
attended church service every Sunday morning that he is in the 
village. 

Some of the peopl e from Biaka think they arc 
better than peopl e from other villages because they are receiving 
r eligious education a nd are chri!,tians. This came out over a dispute 
betwee n pP.oplo of Biaka and Baribari when a couple of men from 
Biaka brought reli gion into the argument and s tated that they 
could not possibly do wrong as they were christi ar, men . It is 
s trange that both Konabasi a nd Biaka , the two villages of the 
same social andi language group , .1nd the two sol.•thcrn most villages 
ln the divi~ion ,have been keen to introduce roll.gion while the 
villages in the rest of the ccn>us divi<ion are "ot at all 
interes ted. 
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(H ) MISSIONS, 
Probably the major factor contributing to the 

lack of interest the people havo for the introduction of 
the Christian religi on i s t hat there is nothing to be gained, 
especial y financially . The C.M. M.L Mission does not believe 
in paying its pas jors a nd hence t he l ack of interest right 
from the s t art. 

(b) The Mi ssion has one trainc""'astor at Bi aka who 
conducts church service s and j!idgin literary classes . (Sec F. b) 

The mission also has aJl European nurs ing s ister 
stationed at Amanab who regularl y visi t z the ccnsu5 division 
to conduct i nfant wel fare cli nics . This vis it is made 
approximately every two months. 

division i~lt K~:~a~~~t~~~1!I~h i~h;h~ai~~ri~i*1i~~io~n aihe 
Kamberatoro in the Dera Census Division. Some of the men travel 
to Kamberatoro to work on the mizs ion and dcfinitclj associate 
themselves with this mission. They have nover had a vis it from 
a member of the C .. M.M.L mission. 

The m<imbers of t he C,M,M,!. mission have only 
visited about half the villages i n the division in the past 
decade and now the mission has influence in only t wo villages . 

The people in the other villoges have an attitude 
of indifference toth~ miss ion and are not part icularly 
interested unless a missionary is actual! y prepared t 1." settle 
in a v illage and provide a source of r evenue for the people . 
That i o the \'eople ar e only interested in financial gain and 
not spiri tua enlightenment.

(a) There ar e no roads as yet but Rurol Development 

fundo are available t o continue the Amanab - Amini road 
through the census division. At the moment the road has 
terminated at the northern end of the divi sion. this road , because 
of the broken terrain,wi ll be the inost difficult and most 
expcncive to cons t ruct in the Amanab adminis trative area and 

perhaps in the Sub-Di strict . It will require more s upervis ing

There is no person in the division who possesses

(L) THE STAGE OF POf.ITICAL DFVELOPMENT, 
Th.e people of the division ore well under the 

control a nd influence of the Administration and are engulfed 
by the Nnanab Local Government Council . 
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(L) THE 5TAGE OF POLITICAL DE\IELOPMENT , (Cont) 

There i s no reoentment by the penple of the 
Administration or by the peopl e of different villages or 
social groups . 

The people are undergoing a s low process of political 
education of which the Amanab Local Government Council i s 
plaring an important role. The eouncil lor5 on returning to 
the r villages after counc il mee tings 11rc in mo st cases 
explain ing to the peopl e what is happening , The people have a 
reQsonable understanding of revenue and expenditure and realise 
what the council is endeavouring to do for them, They are onll 
in the e arly stage of politic al devel opment and have virtual y 
no knowledge of central government and nationalism. How evei 
the fact that these people ar e part of a council and have 
labour continual! y returning from outside the district will 
make this development an easi er and speedier proces s . 

The people like having a council because it is helping 
them to progress slowly and i s not abl e to impose any radical 
change on their traditional way of life . In contrast t o the 
slow progress being made by the council i~ the possibill ty 
of mining activity which could impose r apid social change on 
their traditional way of life . The conrnon fear the!;e people 
have for such activity has certainly unified them to a certain 
extent . (Refer heading D, sub- section b f or r easons of fear ). 
How ever the people of any one village would not mind so much 
if mining activity was s tarted in the division provided it did 
not interfere with them or t t.eir l and in any way . 

These people , despite the fact that they have a local 
government council , are still not far removed from their 
traditional way of life , The council t ax has obviously not been 
a burden to them as they have not moaned about the present rate , 
nor have they shown any real initiative in market garde ning. The 
people have produce to sell to a visiting patrol but l a ck the 
energy , or des i re to make moncy , to warrant carrying that sarne 
produce t o the Amanab market . 

(M) THE EOJNQMY OF THE ARF.A ,

(d) The people have had little success with plantings 

of European type vegetable s mainly due to the poor quality of 
the soil and the heat.Pineapple& and paw-paws grows well but 
arc seldom brought in to the Amanab market to Gell.Produce 
sold at the market and to visiting patrols would be approximately 
tUOO. per annum. 

(e) Cash earnings from wage labour would be in the 
vicinity of 6600 per annum, This figure will increase conside:rably 
when the Amanab - Amini rural development road project is under 
way. Approximatel y 8300 per annum would be earned from mission 
and Administration patrols and another 8100 from the sale of 
fre sh meat to station personnel.

This is however held by a l abour 
repatri ate who was abl e to c l aim insurance because of an 
accident which left him with a crippled left arm. Apar t from 
another t hree accounts totalling S36 the r~st consist of 52 or 
l e ss . These accounts are s pread cvcnl y over the ce nsus di vision 
with three v i l lages not having a per son in th~m holding nn 
ac count .

(N) POSSIBI LITIES OF EXPANDING THE ECXli'XJMY , 
(a ) Arabl e land woul d be in short supply exc ept to 

villages on the outer edge of the census divlsion. The vil lages 
such as Wamu ,Senagi and Pururnun,which are surrounded by other 
v illages , have only three or four s quare miles each . Area wise 
approximately fifteen to twe nty oquare miles of the outer 
edge of the census di vision could be used for the planting of 
a pernrnnent t ree crop. 

(b ) Market gardening could definitely be increased 
and i t is only a matter of developing the industry.There is a 
substantia l local market Clvailable which only leaves the 
probl ems of transport and an increase in production of 
marketabl e f ood , The solution to t hese problems lies with the 
council.Firstly the council has funds for road construction 
through the census division to help case the transport problem, 
but mainly , through t axati on , the council has t he power to provide 
the incentive requir .... d to get the people t o increase their cash 
income. It appears that only by these means will ma rket gardening 
or any other venture get established ,because the people i n their 
present s ituation simply do not require an increase in their 
cas h income. This of course woul d h.:ive to be handled tactfully 
and the advantages to the people of an increase in council 
revonu(\ explained and emphasised. 

(c) Rural Development funds to the sum of 86,000 have 
been made ova ilable for the Amanab - Amini road, Almost all of 
this 1noncy will be spent in the Census divis ion . 

(d) The pos s i bility that there may be gold in the 
divis ion is the only real hopo at this stage of expandi ng the 
ec onomy. 

Io begin other cash croppi ng or activity that 
does not have freight facili tios ,or a ready market , car. only lead 
to the people becoming frustratea if they discover late: th, t 
there is no longer a morkct , or due to lock of trabsport f.dlities 
it i s not economical , This has happened once with rice because it 
is not economic al to freight it into Amanab due to the lack of 
transport facilities a nd the low price now paid for rlce , 
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(N) rosSIBILITIES OF EXPANDING THE ECXJNQMY. (Cont) 
At Biaka there is rice going to waste for these reasons . 

There has betn rice planted in other villages also which will not 
be harvested. If they could husk the rice then they m•y have a 
chc::tnc c of selling it locally at a rea5onable pri c e . It is unfortunate 
that the people have planted, anc.I in some caseo harvested and bagged 
rice only to see the bottom fall out of the venture. Perhaps the 
Depa:ctment of Agriculture has a solution to husking of rice which 
would be suitable to the village situation. 

These problems of freight and markets should be looked 
at carefully before starting any new vc1~turc ,as failure too often 
cnn only lead to mistrust and lack of confidence by the people in 
the Administration. 

(a) Not many people are prepared to work hai-d for '- cash 
income because the extra money is of no real advantage to them, 
and doe s not compensate for the amount of wori: rc~uired to earn 
the cash. They have enough to pay t!iair current council tax , buy 
the ncces ~,ary European artefacts and a little over for a few 
luxury i terns such as clothing and tinned food. There i . sirnpl y 
nothing else on the market to induce them to incrca~<.: their ca;..h 
income and they see no o th r rc..:.son to increase it.

{]') ATTITUOl TOVIARDS CENTRAL OOVLRW.\ENT, 
The people have no knowledge or undc.:rstanding of Central 

Government or National Unity.However it L considerably easier to 
talk to these people on these subjects as there are many labour 
repatriates who have an understanding of tne vastness of the 
Tcr ritory , and realise there a:re many mor societies similar to 
their own.Also they have Local Government to provide politic al 
education at the local level which is vbry important and is of 
trom£-ndou£ advantage as a reference when dj scus ing tht: fundamentals 
of Ce:ntrdl Government. 

However the rate at which t11e oo people will begin to 
understand Central Government will dep~nd on varioln important 
factor$. The people xarc not bo' ng taught anything or cve:n kept in 
touch with by their elected Me nber of the House of Asr.cm:,,1 y.

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AMANhll PATROL REPORT No 3 - 1970/71 

This patrol was of the Special Purpose type and was 
undertaken because i t was reported from the Catholic Mission 
at Kambcratoro that there had been trouble at the villages of 
Bambol and Wahai 1n;d that a girl had been s hot. 

Approximately three quarter~ of an hour after the repor t 
had r eached the Assistant District Comissioner at Amanab ,via 
Vanirno , therc was a Catholic mission plane at Amanab to take the 
patrol to Kamberatoro. The patrol , cons i s t ing of three members of 
the Royal Papua and New Guinea const11bulary , one Patrol 
Interpreter and myself , arrived at Kumberatoro at approxima tel y 
15-30 hours , 

l spoke with Father Clet us Foalo about t he trouble ,but he 
did not know onything further about the matter . At 15- 50 hours 
a wounded girl was c arried onto the station with two arrow wounds , 
one in the left buttock and the other in the left side about 
chest height , 

l then questioned the f•ther of tho girl who was able jio 
give us two names of men from Bambol village which his daughter 
was able to tell him. 

The patrol then departed for Wahai at 16- 00 and arrived 
at 16- 45 hours .We rested , ate and di scussed with the men of \'lahai 
the best method of catching the men . As we had the element of 
surprise it was decided to walk during the night and catch them 
asl eep in their houses . They would not be expecting a patrol so 
soon after the incident due to the great distance from Amanab, 
and so woul d most likely sleep in their houses the f i r s t night 
after the incident , whethc r they were going to run away or not . 
If they were going to r un away then this would be the only 
opportunity of getting t hem without too much trouble . 

The patrol consisting of ten men , including an extra f i ve 
men from Vlahai village ,departed Waha i at 19-40 hours and wal ked , 
with the aid of burning bamboo , until we reached Bambol a t 24- 00 

hours . After creeping into the village and s u11rounding the two 
house s containing the wanted men 1 I shouted out and awakened the 
~ntire village and informed the people of the situation. After 
obtaining the two men , wc wei-e quickly informed that one of them 
was not responsible and the name s of another two men given . These 
two men were brougt t forward and t he three of them charged and 
cautioned agains t saying a nythi ng tha t could be used in evidence 
at their trial. 

After spending the rest of the night in the r e s t houses 
we departed a t 07-30 hours and a r r ived back at Kamberatoro at 
11 - 50 hours . I spoke with t ho Ass i s t ant Oi5trict Commiss ioner 
a t Amanab over the missi on o:-.chcdule and was able t o inform 
him of the s i t uation . On our r Etur n it was learned that the girl 
had died in the Vanimo h ospita l. 

The following day we dep< rtod Kambera toro a t 08- 30 hours 
and spent t he entire day wal king back to Aman.1 b. 

Conclus ion , I fee l that t he speed with which the patrol vias 
mounted into t he di . tant Dera c , ns us Division ,and the wanted 
men apprehcnded , woul d h ave sur~rised the peopl L! of t he area . 
'The people , because o f t he airs t rip at Kcimbcr atoro ,wil l now 
realise that they u.rc not a$ isol ated f r om t he Administ rati on 
~s they thought t hey we re . Fo! those reasons , al t houqh t he patrol 
was on y a s hort one , I feel that the rel il tions het wecn tho 
Admi nistration and the people would hll ve improved . 

The credit for the t pee<l in whi ch tho patrol wJs 
mount ed must go to the C(\ttiolic mi' ion~ ot Kuribcr t oro and 
Vanimo , .rnd t he b.dmini strotion in Vanimo .

Loc1l G9vernman't; The attitude of the people towards 

tne!.r Council is basically one of indifference .The main reasons 
tor this attitude are that they have no real need , ana are 
certainly in no hurry to chc1nge their traditional way of life.On 
the other hand they are not able to comprehend the connection 
thei r Council has in developing their community.They only look 
upon their Council as an arm of the Government , and thl s will 
cont.inue tobe so as long as the Council spends only Government 
subsidies to devolop the azea . 

It was emphasised o,, this patrol that a good council 
ctepended largely on the amount of tax the p~ople could pay , and 
the amount of tax depended on how well the people exploitea the 
economic potential at their disposal . It was explainad that they 
could raise their c.ash income s by various means if they were 
int,rest:.J in making extra money and so help cievelop their area . 
It was exploined and emphasised Just how much of their present 
tax ., .. ant into Personal Emolumen•.J and other necessary Council 
charges and that there was very little left over to do much with, 
and that ~hit was the reasc.n the people were seeing nothing for 
their taxes . It was explained that only by ~aising their taxes 
could they expect to see results from them. 

They seemed to understand this reasoning but I doubt 
~hether hay consider it worth while going to too much trouble 
to fl nd a cash income. The people are shy and slow and will

Census Oiv!'i~on whe1-e It has not yet been discovered,but the men 
vdll not learn ,how t o obtain t his gold , from other men who koow. 
They have to be given firs t hand ~nowledge ,in most cases , in their 
own villages.It certainly appenrs that the only way to get the 
people to exploit the economic potential at their disposal is to 
raise the Council tax and thu5 pruvide the incentive necessary 
to make them e(u:1 a cash 1.ncome . 

It this is not Jone th~ economy will remain static ,gold 
will remain in the rivers and the people will never make enquiries 
about cash cruppin9 or brin9 more vegetc.bles to mdrket. 

Thotefore the t i tudc of the people tov.ard• their Gouncil 
will not change if they do not see results from their taxes , and 
they will not se~ :taxas re.c.ul ts if their tax remains as it is. 

If the att1 tude t owards the Council does not improvo 
the Councillor in the village will never gain anr real prestige 
through holding the pos1tion,and consequently wi 1 pass it on 
to some enc else at the next elections . The posi.i:.ion will be a 
burden as thPr have t o attend mee tings at Amanab and have various 
resµon~~bili t es thrust. upon them. Therefore it i~ necessary for 
the Gounc.il to get results if th'.! woY'k of the r,ouncillor is to 
, intorHting end sougt.t after.If it is not,then councillors 

will hass the burd~n on to 'omt." other pers.on at 1J.ectior1 time 
~do}f!c~~j'.~jd6: I~;~~d by the retiring councillor in hit t.rm 

It v.as ex;:.l .. inad on the pdtrol that a good council needed 
~et- t men avai,able as councillors . and that th<.y neoded to 
hold off1c longer than ono term 1f the council 1o to benefit 
fro the knowledge they qainod. However councillors wil l not hold 
off~ce for lergthy terms ii the Mrk Is not intereoting and 

f'l•lin9. 
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These people are pro-Administration and although at 

the moment rather indifferent '\.O Council activity ,with help, 
encouragement. and education they definitely have 'the potantial 
to improvi:: ..;onsiderably.Continued Council courses and 
discussion and lectures to councillors after meetings will 
help greatly in the education field. 

Local Government Councillors, 
There are four exceptional councillors all from the 

southern eortion of the Census flivioion. They arc all on the 
Council F1nan\le Convni ttee and have a reasonable understanding 
of the purposes of t heir Council . Mainly due to those men the 
people of the same area are far more .a"·ci:re of the Council's 
purpose than those people in the nortn~rn portion of the 
Census Olvi:;ion. 

One of these councillors was extemel y helpful on 
patrol as he accompanied the patrol for the purpose of 
forming part of the Tax 7rtbunal . His name is Kwoiki who is 
from Aurump village and is the only single councillor. He is 
also the youngest and in time will become an outstanding 
councillor.On patrol he often spoke at length to the people 
about local government and what it was trying tc do to their 
~ rea. Councillor Wapei of Nambaineri al~o accomp~uied the 
patrol a nd occasionally spoke to the people on som• aspect 
of local government .Although not quite in Kwoiki ' s c l ass a 
good councillor never the les s. 

Councillor Beni of Nai No 2 also interrupted me when 
I was speaking to his people so that he could himself give a I 
lengthy lecture on Council activity. 

It would be a good idea if in future one o= two 
councillors could accompanr all Administration patrols and 
after listening to tho fie d officer give a f<w talks to the 
people himself.It was found on t his patrol that after the 
councilloro had heard me seven or eight times tklt kallthey had 
learned a good deal and then were able to proudly speak 
with autho'rity themselves.A good means of poll ti cal 
education. 

When there are a C<'Uple of keen councillor• I think 
thcr have to b~ encouraged a>d taken advantage of in this way if 
pol tieal awareness is to grow. 

councillo~af!c£r~T tmnHH~~. ~e~r 0 f .~~~~:fil:P a~~a i~ti~~h~o 
put them in the same cla5s as the above mentio11ed. They are 
merely go betweens between tho people and the field officers. 

lt must however bo remembered that 1 t takes an 
exceptional person to make a good councillor1as ho must have 
'the respect of not only his own family and c an but of the 
rest of the village,and usually two other villages in his 
ward.Takin~ this into consideration it lb understandable 
why sometimes a councillor does r.ot bother visiting a village 
after a council meeting to explain the points raised at the 
meeting. 

House of Assembly. 
Those people know nothing of the House of Assembly 

what so ever.It i s difficult for them to under•tand something 
they only hea r about from Adminis taation officers and can 
not see any phrsical ovidt nc• of its operations as they can 
with the Counc l.If they v ere to recei•1e frequent visits from 
their elected member it would be a great help towards their 
underotanding of its purpose.

Campaigning and competition at the next elections is 
what is needed to give this aspect of political education a 
boost in this area, The formation of politic al parties should 
provide this and would be very interesting to see the result of 
three or four candidates campaigning for votes in the area, This 
is the only way they as individuals will ever realise that they 
hove a bearing on who represents them in the House .At the 
moment they are not really av.'are that they are responsible 
for who represents them as th• ir elected member.

Pre-election talks were given in preparation for the 
Amanab Local Goverrunent Council electione due in December , The 
people appear to have a reasonable understanding of election 
procedure after experiencing three elections in the past , Talks 
centered around the type of person suited to be a councillor 
and revision on the necessity for secret ballot and preferenli al 
voting . 

Carpenteria Exploration Prospecting Iepms. 
With the exception of Ivieg and Aurump village• the 

people of all villages were either in favour of , or indifferent 
of the prospect of prospecting teams visiting the Aman ab area 
in January. 

The people of Ivieg and Aurump inter-marry with , and 
are allied with several villages of the ~!ai-Faringi Cen•us 
Division.As mentioned in Amanab Patrol Report No 2- 1970/71 the 
people of the Nai-Faringi were extremely stubborn in their 
refusal to accept prospecting teams, This attitude to a certain 
degree has also affected the people of Ivieg and Aurump, 

The people of the villaa•s in the southern portion of 
the Census Division,that is in the more soph1-sticated area where 
gold is being oxploi ted, expressed their worry of falling mines 
killing miners ,but they are in favour of prospecting teams . They 
are not particularly worried about the type of regular work 
a minin~ company would require if operations weae ever to begin. 
It appears that the people of Aurump a nd lvieg are mainly afraid 
of having to work regular hours if ther are to work for t mining 
company, The social change involved wou d bt toox rapid for them. 

The people of the northern section of the census 
division are not aware of what mining octivity involves and are 
indifferent in their attitude towards pro<pecting teams .Several 
village• have experien~ed prospecting activity in the past and 
the people of these villages wsre quick to replr that they had, 
and that xa helicopter had londed near their vi lage, These people 
proudly felt they knev. thou all there i s to know of prospecting 
activity, 

In general the people of the Census Division do not 
mind prospecting teams entering the are• ,but •r• a little 
worried about the type of mining that would take place if mining 
operations are ever startwd. They fe ar the itiea of worklng under 
the ground, 
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The people of the Amanab Local Census Division are 
not as cautious or aware of what mining activity involves as 
the people of the Nai-Faringi Genous Division , and ther put 
more faith in the Administration t~ guide t hem.If min ng 
activity results from the prospecting activity then the 
Administration will have to be perfectl y honest with these 
people when explaining what such activi ty will mean to their 
social life. 

ECOWMIC. 

General Rural Development: 

There are three road projects under construction in 
the Census Division. 

(;;> 

Affitnao - Amini :This road is completed as far as Ivieg 
village on he edge of the Census Division . Tho roa,.. has been 
allocated 86 ,000 for its completion through the Nai- Faringi 
Census Division. 

Meri- Ia far. Thio road ha• been cleared most of the 
way and has only four sections of bush to be cleared,the largest 
by far being at Einokneri,This road has been allocated 53 , 000 
this fin:.ncial year, This would be the easiest of the three 
rouds to construct because the land is mostly level and no 
large rivers to cross. 

[Pcanab- Dera, This road has been completed to the 
western e9e of the Census Division and has a furtherSJ, 500 
to complete it to Mamambra in the Dera Census Divi6ion. This 
road is in very good condi tion ,however it was noticed at 
Naineri where the road is constructed over a large hill that 
three land slides have occurred. This will not require much 
effort to repair , but is typical of road construction on hills 
where the road has slipped away and fallen onto another 
section of the samo road below it. 

Mnket Gijfdening, This certainly is not flourishing 
but has been stea ily improvlng ovor the past five months.People 
a:re bringing moreproduce to market and this aspect of the 
economy must be encouraged if it is to reach its full potential. 
Tho main deterrent here i s the distance the people hove to 
sometimes transport the produce.With completed roads this 
problem can be overcome to some degree . 

Alsp station personnel must continue to refrain from 
making critical remarks to the people about their produce. 

Also if the Council raises its taxes it wiU provide 
more incentive tor this type of activity, 

o ment De artm ice has been 
tried in a mos every v age n e nsus vision and in 
most cases has failed , probably a blessing considering the 
policy taken by the Uepartmont of Agriculture to phase out 
rice.However rice has grown with moderate success in several 
of the southern villages of the Division and a little money 
has beon earned. At Akraminag, Yumor f~o2 , Yumor f~o 1 , Ivieg and 
\Vofneri is either still being pr >duced ar seed rice is held 
•<i th the intention of later planting . 

Pepper seems to be the ca.h crop most suited to Amanab 
conditions and is to be tried shortly, althuugh lvieg and 
N•mbainori villages are tho only ones with plots of ground 
propared and ready for pl antlngo . It is apparently the policy 
of tho Department of Agriculture to only a0<ist those who ask 
for assistance . This being tho case it is doubtful whether the 
"'1!anab people will cvor begin c .sh cropping, The department of 
Agriculture will havlt,; to encl"' .. ragt the people Uy at l<..:1 r.t 
planting a crop :f n one of t:.c villages as. an exercise so that 
the peopl& of the area con ••• for themselve1 the pos•ibilities 
of the crop. 
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!he type of economic development likely to be 
u<1dertakun 1n the future will depend largely on the quantity 
and extent of alluvial gold in the Census Division. As can be 
seen it is only being won in the southern section of the 
Division. (See attached map) , It is not known what the potential 

of the north is as yet. 
A.s can be seen from appendix 'D' there has been a 

considerable amount of gold found in the are• where it is 
being worked. The Assistant District Col!llllissioner Amanab reports 
that on an average he has paid out 11250 per month for the past 
six months. This amounts to approximately two dollars per head 
of population , in the area being worked.in the past &iX months. 
The amount of golcl being won i s on the increase but is still 
only coming from the southern section of th...- Division. 

The men of the southern section of the Division are 
not particularly interested in cash cropping while there is 
gold to be found.The people in the north and west of the 
Oivi31on however do not show much i nte.rest in obtaining a 
regular cash income.They do like to work occasionally at 
Aman.:ib foi a couple of we:eks for the Administration.and this 
seems to s•tisfy them.With this attitude it will be a long 
time before ther even attempt to find gold. These are the 
people in the D vision who need to be given incen•ive to work 
as they have none at thu moment. They have no need for a cash 
income as they have nothing to spend large sums of money on.

boost economic development in the area . 

While there is a gold fever in the south of the 
Census Di vis ion it is taking a long time to move to the north. 
This area of the Division will h.::ive to be concentrated on in 
fu ture if the p.eople are going to begin looking for qold. 

The Amanab council is to receive a &630 subsidy 
for gold mining tools this financiol year ,which will be a great 
help to the industry.liith this subsidy and encouragement to 
the councillors the people of the north may begir working their 

rivers. !he importance of gold tt the area was explained , on 

patrol ,quite thoroughly. 

Fish Ponds._ 
There are ponds in quite a few of the villages and 

in most ce.;es h av e fish in therp.Hoy,ever the people are not too 
sur• of the future of this industry.In a couple of ins t ancu 
th• ponds have met with failure .At Kwofinau all the fish died, 
and at Iframinag tM fish were eatcri and +.he pools deteriorated. 
The fish wsre eaten because they were small •nd was thought 
they v•ould not grow to any great size. Tho people want ponds but 
have their minds set on enother type of fish which apparently 
grows to a reasonnble size.

The people just do not real! se the importance of giving 
babies and infants a decent diet compar able tQ their own.

In the .outh of the Division many people had bad 
tropical ulvers and infe"tions while in th• north the people 
were relatively free of such.1 would reconvnend that short 
medicol patrols be mounted to the nea in the south occasionally 
for the purpose of checking on this and for health education .

Hygiene in some villa ges is quite good while in 

others it left a good deal to be desired. The vil1ages of 
Kaba ineri , Petaineri No l and 2 , the I a far group and Bipan are 
the ones whi ch hove t o bring their hygiene up to scra tch. The 
reasons it i s poor are the distances they are f rom Amanab and 
contact, and the fact t hat overnight s tops are not made in,..,~~~veral 
villages and causes a further lack of contact .Rest. houses,.. a~ked 
for at Petaineri No 2 on the last patrol and again on this 
patrol aft er seeing the state of the village , and having 13 census 
absentees because many ol d peopl e could not walk the distance 
to Pet aineri No l, It also would not hurt to have a night in 
Iafar No 2 and hfar No3 as these peopl e need the extra contact. 
Aft er a censu s and hearing t a l ks they wander back to their 
villages and only experience contact wi th the patrol for a few 
hours. It alpears that two cases of yaws were found on the

But 
in ooat caaee the village elders have given orders, •tating that water 
A.nd suchlike ouot be made roa.d;r for the patrol. It io unfortunate , but 
in llM)" caaa~ , especia lly in the more backward a rea 1o 1 the council.lor is 
real.ly an a dminis tration tigurehead. The power io held by the ri.lla ge 
elm s , who appenr silent , and keep in the background.

12. A separa te report hae been e ubmitted on the LGC elections. 
It wne the policy of the writer to hold polling at all of the eloven 
wo.rdo, even when i it; appeared that one man might have a ·landslide' victory. 
The idea being: tha t the Houae ot Aeoembly E1ectione will be coming up 
aoon , and b)" ' working ' an election, ueing the preferential voting system, 
the people would be receiving tuition tor these elections. It ia hoped 
that these people have now gr aaped the s;ratem ot preferential voti.J.g1 
although it will be very intwreati.ng to aee how the people vote i n the 
House of Aesembly elections , bearinc in mind how often the:y are rlaited 
b7 the elected member. 

13. A1l of the writera talka with the people were of a ver7 
in!or•al &:iture 1 and in the main the:y were concerned with the L.G.C . 
elections. It was very apparent that there had • ••n alot of talk about 
the holding of these elections, in moat c11.aes the outcome bad been 
decided prior to tl.e patrol• a rrival. Woman , ware not present at th•oe 
pre-election talks held bJ the men, they could poe:aiblt account tor oome 
of the cloe:er resulta~ 

14. At the Aman• dan Ward, this contains t he Villages of Unupai 
and Aaandan, the old councillor wus defeated heavily. In later infor mal 
hlke , it was found that ha waa replaced ~ecauae the people thought he 
wa8 too hard on them, ae he wac a l ways making them clean up the village, 
a nd keep their walking tracks c ut. Which only goes to prove that theee 
people are no t eure ot what a councillor ie ment to do. After find.int" 
out about this point, I explained to the people exactly what a councillor 
is .!!lent to do. 'i'hey were quite ourpriaed .

16. I •gr ee with Mr . McCombee auggeation that taxes should be

raised by t he council. It is true to say thllt the council as s uch , ho.o 
done little for the people of this, and iitact all ot the • raa t hat it 
adminiater o . The probl eo being that the yearly t e.x of aixt:y cente: ie ., 
only Just auftioient ' recurrent revenue ' tor the paying •t the trave~ing 
a llowances ot the twent y live councillors. The re•aining revenue obt&ined 
by the council is t h rough government auh idese. It ie no great hardship 
f or the•e people to raise the required person.al t ax of s i xty centB, an 
increa•e in the ttix r ate would encourage tt\ell to become more intereo ted 
in eoonow.ic and politica l development. With large amounts of money being 
paid out to t he people f'or work on Rur.tt.l Devel opment , and other monies 
ent e ring their pockete through the sale or !re.sh food , and the return or 
indentured labour , I feel t he tax rote can 'oe increae ed. 'lb.a extra revenue A . 
cAD then be u eed on council ache~ea to help the people. - -?r 
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~· 17. A:s explained by Mr. D. McCombe in hi o report, n\ltl.\er 2 ot 
Amanab for 1970/1971, th• r • i s a ln.rce amount ot money being spent in. 
this area on Rural Development. A sum of six thousand dolla r s (16oo0-00) ~ 
has been aot aside for the cocapl etion of the Hai Far1ng1 road. T:. · e road . 
will stretch from A.ma.nab to Bialm, and will joi n a ~imilar project from 
Green Rivero This will then join the 9ub- Dietr ict headquarters with tho 
Sepik River, and could poseibly fom a trade link wi th t he coast. The 
road will. 'be built on a self help basis, and should benifit this area 
econoz:Jically, presuming tho. t the people are pr epared to support t hba 
sc:hece with their men power• 

18 . Pepper is being i ntroduced into this a r ea by the Departoent 
of Agriculture , St ock and Fisheries. Expericiental plot s have been sot 
up 1 and interest is being ohown by t:1.an7 villnges . Since pepper colll.M.lld s 
a high price per dried pound weight , it could be fl good economic 
develope r tor tho villages which o.re some dii tnnce from the Amanab 
s tat ion• and a r o not able to t ake advt.1.nt age of tte supplying of fresh 
food to Aina.nab station pereoWJ.el. 

19. Rice hG.8 b"on introducod into thi s a rea, several people 
have .grown it and r e ceived payment . But being a bulky crop, with a small/ 
c.arket va lue, interest has declined in i t a p l a nting. Tnie i e probably 
a ll tor the cood, ao even the Department of ti:..x A&"rioultUl"e , Stock a.nd 
Fisheries, have s topped r ocv11t11endi.ng rice as an e c :inomic dn·eloper. 

20. Intereet has been s hown in gold mining, I sent several 
interested men to the Hai No . ' 2' village to see counci llor Beui, asking 
him 1.f he wi.11 train theCl so that they may look tor gold in their own 
s ections. Both the Nambaineri and Nai No. 12 1 Yards ha•n men working and 
mininc gold, both ot these wards being in the Amanab Local c .D. It is 
hoped to eee gold being brought into the Acanab Sub-Distric t Office, in 
the near fiture , f rom the Hai :P'aringi C.D, presumi .ng that there ie gold 
to be found. 

21 . At tlle time ot this patrol there wore a. tot a l of one hundred 
and six men absent working as indentured labourers. Many men from this 
a r ea go to plantations •s a meane o! obtaining money, and also seeing the 
outs ide world. Hoet ly the aen bring back trade items and clothine;, and 
only a small amount of money. 

22:. Ther e ar e possibly minerals in this area , but th ... ae peopl e 
do not wttnt prospecting teams to visit and ex-olore their la.nd. They have 
beard about the l and disputes around Rabau.l , and the problems arising out 
ot mining operatioa e at Bougo.inville. Hen returning from plantations tell 
stories ot what they have aeen, that , coupled with the t alks heard by Mr. 
Iwokeim about hie visit to the Hount Isa mines, has m.ade these people 
fea r UJ' mining ac tiviti eD or proepe~ting team8. Thia ia eomething that 
will have to 'be watched in the near future , ao prospecting teams 1tre 
expected to visit Amanab 8oon . 

23. Many people inquired ahout purchaoinc young chickenu, this

and a l so near the Ba.pi river. I el..l'lained that hit b.a.d b"at contact the 
D. A. S . P' ., they would be able to advise hie beat on this topic. But if 
there are crocodiles in this area, it could be • profitable venture. 

25. A.manab etation also employs a sm'lll weekly labour force, 
t hiB is normally chang"d every two to four w&eko , which meiuie that most

3. Mr. Hazlewood has pr esented a detailed diary wllich 
gives a good account of his movements . The patrol sketch 
.. P ie neatly presented and gives a c lear graphic picture 
of the state of the road's constructioa. 

4 . Although perhaps a desireable approach !ro11 our 
poiat of view It is uafortuaately tl'\8 to say that ao pol­
itical educatioll 11ay be carried out duriag eloctiea patrols 
aext year. Houae of Aaseabl;y electioas patrols vill be 
required to oal:7 coaduct electioaa. Fro• the officer's 
comments it WO'iiI'd appear that the political state of the 
people's awareaess has aot increased great.13' aiD.ce bia pre­
vious stay in the area laet July (AMA.Patrol 1-70/71 ). The 
eapbaais on political education will be maintained in future 
routine patrols and will, no doubt, have an effect IYer a 
period o.r ti•e. 

5. Tho reporting officer is quietly optimistic over the 
oco11011ic possibilities of the area. I aust coacur that al­
though the over all poteatial of the area, apart fro• alluv­
ial mining, is not very high, that poteatial bas aot aa yet 
been tapped. I would like to 11ee aore garden produce iatro­
duced i n the area such as to11.atoea, pumpkll varietiea, cbiaeae 
cabbage, etc., aa well as supplying the small dellB&d !or 
indigenoua vegetable a11d tuber cropa. Chickens too could 
becollO an asset if the people are given the right guiduce 
by the Agricultural Department . 

6 . The road project and the new roster system !or rot-
ating the labour at Aaanab will boHt the area' a economy and 
provide some pocket money . The road moneys 'tllill however not 
be a per ennial grant and should thus not be included without 
co1111eut in a calculat ion o! the area ' s per capit a iJa.coae. 

7. The good relat ioas betweea Carpelltaria Exploratioa 
and the people of the diviai oa mus t be viewed with some sat­
isfaction by all parties. concerned. It serve s to underline 
t he i mportance of publiciaing in det ail and with expluatioa

7. It is o•tisfying to take notice of the Catholic 
Misoion' a efforts in education. The attendance of the 110 
children this year is encouraging as i s the high, compared 
to previous years, incidence of feaale studeata. Two qual­
ified expatriate teachers would appear to be a definite as­
set t o the school . 

8 . The problem healthwise baa c oncerned me o• a pr l!l!v-
i ous occssio11 and the lack of a qualitied medical >rder~ ar. 
aurse is to be deplored. I belie'\e that the Bishop of Vaaiao, 
Bishop Sweene1, ha• requested the ai.1ai0Jl in Auatr&l.ia to 
attempt urgeat rscruitaent of qualified auraillg ataff but if 
a replaceaeat ia aet !erthcoaiag fro• that quarter I must 
iaaiat that the Public Health Departaent shoulder their 
reapoluibility.

9. The alleged aurder at Akimari/Kwofiaau haa paaaed 
through the lower courts and will be brought before the Sup­
reae Court ia April. 

10. The Akeri.ada request would appear to have beea ••­
tivated by a deaire to eara aoney. They have etroag eocial 
coatact with the Maaaabra, Nindebai and Kaaberatoro greups. 

11. A good account of the progress and probleas of 
Had conatructioa ia coataiaed withia the report. The 
rat e of payaeat has a ot actu~ goae up as the ~ rate 
waa decided upoa whoa aakiag the Rural D1velop11e11t aubai11ioa. 
However the people later agreed te a 25" rate. SubHqunt 
diacu.asioa at council aeetiaga a:ad coa!'ereacaa .. caW1tl. the 
rate to be reut at the R. D. W. proposal rate, i.e. 40 ceah 
per day. I! fUada run out the council will juet have to 
Ulldertake the burdea of completing the roe4 itself aa it 
i• doubtful if u;y further R.D.w. fUllda can be obtained for 
the project. 

12. The .. tter of using the mission trecter has beea 
takea up with the Bishop and it is expected tbat he will be 
in favour of the proposal.

The &llllUal ceaaua of tne DERA Cenaua Diviaioa had 'lo be coa­
pleted aad political educaUoa coatinued throughout 'lhat par­
•icular eenaua d.i.viai o•.

The 
people are still prillarily coaceraed with parechial mattera. 
rater village relation•, the initial iatereata ia developillg 
their owa ecoaoaic r>oaitioa, road conatructioa eve., thea.e are 
the matte1·a which concern the11 most of all. They are uaable 
ae yet to compreht.nd an independent or aeltgoverning :aatio• 
priacipall:r becaUJ1e their whole k:aowledge of the ceatral gov­
erJU1ent is embodied in the p--eaence ot the A.au.ab Static• ud 
rspresentatiTe off icera. The coW1cil has aot as yet beea able Ill 
to demonstrate the physical e!!ectiveaeas of 11 local" gevera.ae11.t. 
It ahpuld ot course be aoted that even oa atta~ aelt-gov­
era.aent 011. a national level, area adminiatrati•• will aot ahow :r. great variatioa iA areas auch a s those covered by the pat-

oecolldly r i epoaaibility 11uat be given to the coui>oillors , both 
in t he l!iauce Committee-.na: t he general meoti».gs, so t hat they 
t heaaelvea are makllg decis io:aa. At present the cou.ncillora l o.ck 
a aenae of responuibility a.nd tl" i s is tranJJ•itted to the ppople. 

More publicity ahould be given t o what the council ia doiag. It 
would appear that very little n•ws ia filtering thro.ugh to the 
~eople about council projects, deciaioaa and activitiea .. This 
ia bad and 11ust be remedied . I would auggeat that thi1 becoae

gap left by the luluai/tultul eyatea hu aot beea co11plotely til­
led bu't tau.y of his law eat~rcenent fuactio:ne have beez. absorbed 
by the councillors - mainly because there 'flaa ao 0110 e lae.

The r­
uiaiag section fro• t here to thu old roacl.llead aear Kwotiaau 
i• completely cleared and work ca f or11ing the road llaa c ... ea­
eed. A diatance of about 5 al.lea remains to be !oraed. It 
is espected that uother 2 11ilea will be completod prior ta 
the end ot this tiaancial year.

The cenaua was reviaed in all villages of the Dera diviaiom 
visited by the patrol . A tteadance was sdiafactory al tbougb 
warn.i.aga as to reaponsibility to appear tor ceaaua were issued 
on three occasion.a. 

Th e aatural increase rate appears to be satisfactory and tbis 
is encouraging. It was 11ot possible to eatabliah a Deo n•tal 
aorta.11.l7 rate u there had been llO previous r ecord of preg­
nancie s and information was not readil y f orthcoaing without 
thi s lalowledge. Visi~le pregnancies were noted down at this 
cen us however . 

Q Concluaions 

Tl>.e area bas a limited potential in agricu:i.t ural !iel da but I 
would like t o see an a griculture.l patrol aimed at explai ning, 
but aot pushilag, possi bilitie s ! or the area. Steps are al.ready 
in hB.lld to further eacourage alluvial aiaillg ..
