Summary of Firmware Changes (38.23.10 to 38.23.31)  


1. Fixed handling error that may occur during soft-bit error correction which will result in a card 
locked state.  


2. Fixed incorrect EBB detection issue which may cause programming error. This is only applicable 
for 2 die per 1CE configuration card (256GB) with FW 38.23.31. 


3. Enabled the FFU (Field Firmware Update) process with vendor unique command sequences.  


 


Summary of Firmware Changes (38.23.31 to 38.23.36)  


1. Enabled support for both B16A and B16C NAND.  
2.   Enabled the flag to return an error code when a read operation encounters uncorrectable 


error. 
3. Enabled SLC Retry ARC flow for read error correction improvement.  
4. Enhanced SMART data info by CMD56 to include total byte written, host data written, and 


NAND temperature.  
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
