INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT 
BETWEEN THE CAPITAL AREA COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS 

AND CALDWELL COUNTY 
FOR USE BY CALDWELL COUNTY OF THE CAPCOG REGIONAL NOTIFICATION 

SYSTEM 

This Agreement is by and among Caldwell County and the Capital Area Council of Governments 
(CAPCOG) (also referred to as the "Parties" or a "Party"). 

RECITALS 

Whereas, the Regional Notification System (RNS), an automated phone-dialing, texting 
and emailing system, used by authorized public safety personnel in the 10-county CAPCOG 
region alert residents, response groups, disaster recovery planners and other selected contacts 
during emergencies and for other governmental activities. 

Whereas, the RNS is a computer-based system that uses phone numbers and addresses 
maintained by the 9-1-1 system, as well as a cell phone registration system, to warn people in a 
given area of threats posed by wildfires, floods, chemical releases, criminal activity and other 
emergency incidents. 

Whereas, the RNS also uses other databases, provided by both the vendor and the 
jurisdiction using the system to provide notification of people within a specified area or contained 
on a notification list of information that may impact them. 

Whereas, this Agreement is authorized by the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Chapter 791 of 
the Texas Government Code. Each party's monetary obligations, if any, are for the performance 
of governmental functions or services and are payable only from the current revenues appropriated 
and available for the performance of those functions or services. 

AGREEMENT 

Section 1. Purpose 

This Agreement authorizes Caldwell County to use the RNS provided by CAPCOG. This 

Agreement supersedes any previous Agreement between the Parties. 

Section 2. CAPCOG's Duties and Rights. 

CAPCOG agrees to perform the duties assigned to it in the latest revision of the CAPCOG 
Regional Notification System (RNS) Policies and Procedures as approved by the CAPCOG 
Executive Committee, which is attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated into this 
Agreement. 

At its sole discretion, CAPCOG may immediately disable Caldwell County user account while 



an investigation into a possible violation by Caldwell County of the CAPCOG Regional 
Notification System (RNS) Policies and Procedures is being conducted or while the agreement 
is being terminated pursuant to section 5, below. 

CAPCOG agrees to maintain current Regional Notification System (RNS) Policies and 
Procedures as approved by the CAPCOG Executive Committee, and to distribute all updates 
to Caldwell County within five (5) working days of approval. 

CAPCOG agrees to maintain and make available all training materials related to the Regional 
Notification System on a dedicated website. 

CAPCOG agrees to provide written materials to each participating jurisdiction that clearly 
identify the telephone contact information to be used to contact the RNS vendor when 
assistance is needed in making a notification using the system. 

Section 3. Caldwell County Duties and Rights. 

Caldwell County agrees to use the RNS solely in accordance with the latest revision of the 
CAPCOG Regional Notification System (RNS) Policies and Procedures as approved by the 
CAPCOG Executive Committee, which is attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated into 
this Agreement. 

Caldwell County agrees to contact the RNS vendor at the telephone numbers provided by 
CAPCOG in accordance with Section 2, for guidance on operational issues or when Caldwell 
County needs assistance in making a notification using the system. 

If Caldwell County receives a request under the Texas Public Information Act for disclosure 
of any of the 9-1-1 database information, including names addresses and telephone numbers 
of persons who have been notified using that portion of the RNS that derives its call list from 
the 9-1-1 database, Caldwell County agrees not to disclose the information prior to notification 
of CAPCOG's Director of Emergency Communications Division in writing within two 
business days of the receipt of the request. 

Section 4. Agreement Term 

The term of this Agreement commences on the date the signed agreement is returned to 
CAP COG and continuing until this agreement is superseded by another agreement related to use 
of the RNS or cancelled in writing by either party. 



Section 5. Termination 

Either Party may terminate this Agreement at any time upon thirty calendar (30) days' prior 
written notice to the other Party. However, if Caldwell County violates the CAPCOG Regional 

Notification System (RNS) Policies and Procedures and does not correct the violation within 
five (5) business days after CAPCOG gives Caldwell County written notice of the violation, 
this constitutes grounds for termination of this Agreement. If Caldwell County fails to timely 
correct the violation after notice from CAPCOG, CAPCOG may terminate this Agreement by 
notifying Caldwell County, in writing, of its intent to terminate, and the Agreement terminates 
fifteen (15) calendar days after the date on the notice. 

Section 6. Limitation of Liability and Governmental Immunity 

Each party to this Agreement agrees that it shall have no liability whatsoever for the 
actions and/or omissions of the other party's employees, officers, or agents, regardless of 
where the individual's actions and/or omissions occurred. Each party is solely responsible 
for the actions and/or omissions of its employees, officers, and agents; however, such 
responsibility is only to the extent required by Texas law. Where injury or property damage 
results from the joint or concurring acts and/or omissions of the parties, any liability shall 
be shared by each party in accordance with the applicable Texas law, subject to all 
defenses, including governmental immunity. These provisions are solely for the benefit of 
the parties hereto and not for the benefit of any person or entity not a party hereto; nor shall 
any provision hereof be deemed a waiver of any defenses available by law. 

Section 7. Fees. 

There is no cost to Caldwell County for use of the RNS. 

Section 8. Notice. 

All notices sent pursuant to this Agreement shall be in writing and may be hand delivered, or 
sent by registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested. 

When notices sent are hand delivered, notice shall be deemed effective upon delivery. When 
notices are mailed by registered or certified mail, notice shall be deemed effective three days 
after deposit in a U.S. mailbox or at a U.S. post office. 

Either Party may change its address for notice under this Agreement by providing a notice of 
the change in compliance with this paragraph to the other Party.

Section 9. Miscellaneous 

Each individual signing this agreement on behalf of a Party warrants that he or she is legally 
authorized to do so and that the Party is legally authorized to perform the obligations 
undertaken. The individuals legally authorized to execute this document will have the authority 
to negotiate and execute amendments to this agreement without further action by each party's 

governing body in such a way that would not constitute a substantive modification of the 
agreement's terms and conditions or otherwise violate Chapter 791 of the Texas Government 

Code. Any amendments that would constitute a substantive modification to the agreement must 
be approved by each Party's governing body. 

This Agreement states the entire agreement of the Parties, and an amendment to it is not 
effective unless in writing and signed by both Parties. 

This Agreement is executed in duplicate originals.

The Auditor's office conducted an audit on the Caldwell County Sheriff's Office Chapter 59 Asset Forfeiture 
account. This written review coincides with filing of the 2022 Chapter 59 Asset Forfeiture Report by Law 
Enforcement Agency to the Attorney General of Texas 

Bank statements were reconciled for October O I, 2021, to September 30, 2022, on the Caldwell County Sheriff 
Forfeiture Account without exception. 

The Caldwell County Sheriff Forfeiture Account's beginning balance was $48,789.19 as of October l, 2021. 
During the FY 2021-2022 the Caldwell County Sheriff Forfeiture did not receive any awards from Caldwell County 
District Attorney. Expenditures totaled $25,449.43 which included: 

$2,075.00 Falling Skies Griffin Armament GP5 
$2,623.00 BP Firearms Company - Rifles 
$7,788.93 Unmanned Vehicle Technologies- Drone 
$12,962.00 AGM Global Vision Night vision goggles 

With the addition of$369.30 from earned interest, final balance as of September 30, 2022 is $23,709.06 

The expenditures from the Caldwell County Sheriff Office were in compliance with Article 59.06(d-3) of the Texas 
Code of Criminal Procedure. As stated in Article 59.06(d), whereas the Law Enforcement agency should present 
Caldwell County Commissioner's Court a budget with detailed and clearly list of define categories of expenditures 
prior to forfeiture money being spend. Before each fiscal year, the Caldwell County Sheriff Office should submit 
such budget to the Commissioner's Court. As of this date, this budget has not been presented to the Caldwell 
County Commissioner's Court.

CALDWELL COUNTY, TEXAS 
DECLARATION OF LOCAL DISASTER 
PROHIBITION OF OUTDOOR BURNING 

WHEREAS, Section §418. I 08 of the Local Government Code provides that the County Judge 
can declare a slate of Local Disaster within the county) and order, may prohibit outdoor burning 
in the unincorporated area of the county when he finds that circumstances present in all or part 
of the unincorporated area of the county create a public safety hazard that would be exacerbated 
by outdoor burning and, 

WHEREAS, the County Judge does find that circumstances present in all of the unincorporated 
area of the county create a public safety hazard that could be exacerbated by outdoor burning; 

BE IT THEREFORE ORDERED, that the following emergency regulations are hereby 
established for all unincorporated areas of Caldwell County, Texas that are not subject to public 
ownership or stewardship for the duration of the above mentioned declaration: 

I. Action Prohibited: 
(a) A person violates this order if he/she burns a combustible material outside 

of an enclosure, which serves to contain all flame and/or sparks, or orders 
such burning by others. 

(b) A person violates this order if he /she engages in any activity outdoors 
which could allow flames or sparks that could result in a fire, unless done 
in an enclosure designed to protect the spread of fire, or orders such 
activities by others. 

2. Enforcement: 
(a) Upon notification of suspected outdoor burning the tire department assigned 

shall respond to the scene and take immediate measures to contain or 
extinguish the fire. 

(b) If requested by a fire official, a duly commissioned peace officer, when 
available, shall be notified and sent to the scene to investigate the nature of 
the fire. 

( c) If, in the opinion of the officer investigating and the fire official, the goal of 
this order can be obtained by informing the responsible party about the 
prohibitions established by this order the officer may at his discretion notify 
the party about the provisions of this order and request compliance with it, or 
issue a citation for: Violation of Bum Ban Order. 
Therefore it is in accordance with Local Government Code 352.08 I, a 
violation of this order is a class C Misdemeanor, punishable by a fine not to 
exceed $500.00. 



3. This Order does not prohibit prescribed fire(s) conducted in compliance with guidelines 
set forth by federal or state natural resource agencies and conducted by a prescribed 
burn manager certified under Section 153.048 Natural Resources Code, and meets 
the standards of Section 153 .04 7, Natural Resources Code, burned under a burn plan 
approved by such agencies, or outdoor burning activities related to public health and 
safety that arc authorized by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality for: 

(a) Firefighter training 
(b) Public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining operations 
( c) Planting or harvesting of agricultural crops 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that an exemption be hereby granted for a bona fide commercial 
land clearing business, allowing said business to burn as long as all other provisions of the Order 
and applicable laws and ordinances are adhered to as set forth herein, and contact is made and the 
burning approved by the Caldwell County Emergency Management Coordinator at 1403 
Blackjack St. Lockhart, TX at phone Number 512-398-1822, and receiving permission, prior to 
any outdoor burning. 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that an exemption be hereby granted to those businesses where 
welding is an essential function of the business, allowing welding operations to proceed as long 
as the area of welding operations has been cleared of vegetation for a distance of no less than ten 
( 10 ) feet in all directions, that there be a second cap ab le" person acting as a fire spotter with a 
sufficient water source available to extinguish fires which may be ignited from stray sparks, and 
only when all other provisions of the Order and applicable laws and ordinances are adhered to as 
set forth herein. 

BE IT ALSO ORDERED, that the purpose of this order is the mitigation of the hazard posed by 
wildfire during the term of the dry, weather by curtailing outdoor burning; which purpose is to be 
taken into account in any enforcement action based upon this order. 

This order will remain in effect for a period of 14 days, and shall expire at the end of said period.

CHAPTER 751. MASS GATHERINGS 

Sec. 751.001. SHORT TITLE. This chapter may be cited as the Texas

(3) "Promote" includes organize, manage, finance, or hold. 

( 4) "Promoter" means a person who promotes a mass gathering.

Credit Card Policy 

The Caldwell County Commissioners Court recognizes that using county-obtained credit cards to 

obtain certain goods and services to conduct the business of Caldwell County fulfills a public 

purpose. In order to safeguard the taxpayers' money and ensure financial accountability and 

transparency regarding county-obtained credit card transactions, the Caldwell County Commissioners Court finds it is in the public 

interest to adopt this Caldwell County Credit Card Policy. 

OBTAINING AND ADMINISTERING COUNTY CREDIT CARDS 

1. Subject to the approval of the Caldwell County Commissioners Court, the Caldwell County Purchasing Department will obtain 

and administer credit cards in the name of Caldwell County to conduct the business of Caldwell County. 

2. No other Caldwell County elected official or employee may obtain or administer a credit card in the name of Caldwell County. 

3. The Caldwell County Purchasing Department will keep under lock and key all county-obtained credit cards that are not issued to 

a specific individual. These cards may be checked out to transact county business upon request to the purchasing department, who will 

keep records of all requests. 

4. The Caldwell County Commissioners Court must vote in open session to authorize the Caldwell County Purchasing department 

to issue a county-obtained credit card to a specific county elected official, county employee or county office. 

5. Only Caldwell County elected officials and employees may use county-obtained credit cards, and only for the business of 

Caldwell County. 

6. Before being allowed to use a county-obtained credit card, Caldwell County elected officials and employees must acknowledge 

in writing that they have read and understand this policy. This acknowledgment will be kept in their personnel file. 

7. This policy does not affect the Caldwell County Fuel Card Policy. 

USING COUNTY CREDIT CARDS 

1. All county-obtained credit card purchases must comply with all federal, state, and county purchasing statutes, rules, policies, 

and procedures. 

2. All county-obtained credit card purchases must be documented with itemized receipts. All receipts must be turned in to the 

auditor's office within three business days of the date of the charge. 

3. The following constitute unauthorized uses of county-obtained credit cards: 

a. Personal expenditures; 

b. Cash advances; 

c. Sales tax (except in cases where state law does not exempt local governments); 

d. Entertainment of any kind, including the purchase of alcohol; 

e. Purchases under contracts, unless an emergency or necessity is deemed by the Caldwell County Auditor; 

f. Separate, sequential and component purchases or transactions made with the intent to circumvent state law or county policy; 

g. Purchases that are split to stay within card transaction limits; 

h. Amounts greater than a county-obtained credit card's transaction limits; 

i. Expenditures made without department head approval. 

4. An individual who makes an unauthorized use of a county-obtained credit card or who does not document a purchase with an 

itemized receipt may be held responsible for such expenditures. An Individual whose failure to turn in receipts results in a late charge or 

fee from the credit card company may be held responsible for such late charge or fee. 

5. Failure to comply with this policy will result in suspension of the privileges to use the credit card. 

6. Unauthorized use of a county-obtained credit card may be considered misappropriation of county funds and may result in 

disciplinary action, up to and including termination, and could result in criminal prosecution.

CobbFendley agrees to perform its services in accordance with the standard of professional care used by other 
practicing professional engineers of ordinary prudence in the same field of engineering and performing the same type 
of work in CLIENT'S community under the same or similar circumstances. CobbFendley makes no other warranty, 
expressed or implied. 

6.5 TERMINATION 
Either CLIENT or CobbFendley may terminate this authorization by giving 30 days written notice to the other party. In 
such event, CLIENT shall forthwith pay CobbFendley in full for all work previously authorized and performed prior to 
effective date of termination. If no notice of termination is given, the relationships and obligations created by this 
Authorization shall be terminated upon completion of all applicable requirements of this Authorization. Failure by Client 
to make payments when due shall be cause for suspension of services or, ultimately, termination, unless and until 
CobbFendley has been paid in full all amounts due for services, expenses and other related charges, including interest 
on past due amounts. 

6.6 OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS 
All documents prepared or furnished by CobbFendley pursuant to this Agreement are instruments of CobbFendley's 
professional service, and CobbFendley shall retain an ownership and property interest therein, including all copyrights. 
CobbFendley grants Client a license to use instruments of CobbFendley's professional service for the purpose of 
constructing, occupying or maintaining the project. Reuse or modification of any such documents by Client, without 
CobbFendley's written permission, shall be at Client's sole risk, and Client agrees to indemnify and hold CobbFendley 
harmless from all claims, damages and expenses, including attorneys' fees, arising out of such reuse by Client or by 
others acting through Client. 

6.7 USE OF ELECTRONIC DOCUMENTS 
Copies of documents that may be relied upon by Client are limited to the printed copies (also known as hard copies) 
or fully-scaled PDF files that are signed and sealed by CobbFendley's authorized design professionals. Files in 
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electronic formats, or other types of infom1ation furnished by CobbFendley to Client such as text, data or graphics, are 
only for convenience of Client. Any conclusion or infom1ation obtained or derived from such electronic files will be at 
the user's sole risk. When transferring documents in electronic fom1ats, CobbFendley makes no representations as to 
long-tem1 compatibility, usability, or readability of documents resulting from the use of software application packages, 
operating systems or computer hardware differing from those in use by CobbFendley at the beginning of this project. 

6.8 HAZARDOUS ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS 
CobbFendley shall have no liability or responsibility for the discovery, presence, handling, removal, disposal, cleanup, 
or exposure of persons or other property to underground substances, hazards, or conditions or other latent substances, 
hazards or conditions (including but not limited to contaminants, pollutants, chemicals or other hazardous or toxic 
solids, liquids or gases of any kind), Client acknowledges that CobbFendley is performing professional services for 
Client and CobbFendley is not and shall not be required to become an "arranger," "operator," "generator'' or 
"transporter" of hazardous substances, as defined in the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, 
and Liability Act of 1990 (CERCLA). 

6.9 FORCE MAJEURE 
Neither party shall be deemed in default of this agreement to the extent that any delay or failure in the performance of 
its obligations results from any cause beyond its reasonable control and without its negligence.

If this Agreement provides for any construction phase services by CobbFendley, it is agreed that the Contractor, not 
CobbFendley, is responsible for the construction of the project, and that CobbFendley is not responsible for the acts 
or omissions of any contractor, subcontractor or material supplier; for time of perfom1ance; for safety precautions, 
programs or enforcement; or for construction means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures employed by 
the Contractor.

TO CLIENT FOR ANY SUCH DAMAGES SHALL BE LIMITED TO ACTUAL AND DIRECT DAMAGES TO AN 
AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED THE AMOUNT FEES CHARGED BY COBBFENDLEY TO CLIENT HEREUNDER. 
COBBFENDLEY SHALL HAVE NO LIABILITY FOR ANY CONSEQUENTIAL OR INDIRECT DAMAGES, INCLUDING 
BUT NOT LIMITED TO LOST PROFITS, LOST BUSINESS OPPORTUNITIES, ADDITIONAL OVERHEAD, OR 
DAMAGES FOR LOSS OF USE OR LOSS OF PRODUCTION. 

6.12 ALTERNATIVE DISPUTE RESOLUTION 
In the event that any dispute shall arise between Client and CobbFendley regarding the parties rights or obligations 
under this Agreement, the parties shall, as a condition precedent to taking any action against one another make a good 
faith effort to resolve such disagreements by negotiation and/or non-binding mediation. 

6.1 3 LEGAL EXPENSES 
In the event that legal action is brought by CLIENT or CobbFendley against the other party to enforce any of the 
obligations hereunder or arising out of any dispute concerning the tem1s and conditions hereby created, the losing 
party shall pay the prevailing party such reasonable amounts for fees, costs and expenses as may be set by the court.

Monthly invoices will be issued by CobbFendley for all work performed under the terms of this agreement. Invoices 
are due and payable within ten (10) business days of receipt.

If CLIENT is not the OWNER, CLIENT agrees to pay CobbFendley 
within ten (10) business days of receipt of payment from OWNER. Pending resolution of any dispute concerning any 
portion of any invoice submitted by CobbFendley, all undisputed portions shall be paid in accordance with this 
paragraph. Progress payments on CobbFendley fees for percentage of project completion and reimbursable expenses 
incurred will be due and payable upon receipt of invoice at the end of each month. If payment is not received within 60 
days from date of invoice, CobbFendley retains the right to cease further work on the project until such time that the 
overdue invoices are paid.

To the extent that state sales taxes apply to any of the services or materials to be provided hereunder, such taxes are 
in addition to and are not included in the proposed fees of this Authorization.

This agreement is made for the sole benefit of Client and CobbFendley and nothing in this agreement shall create a 
contractual relationship or cause of action in favor of any third party against either Client or CobbFendley. This 
agreement may not be assigned without the written consent of both Client and CobbFendley.
