Big Game Hunters: Check
For Hunt Changes Before
Buying Your Tags

— Idaho Dept. of Fish & Game —

New regulations were set in March and some hunts
have changed

Big game hunters are reminded to check for chang-
es to the 2023 big game seasons that were adopted
by the Commission in their March meeting. Due to
harsh winters, and other population factors, chang-
es were made to many hunts that could affect hunt-
ers expecting the same as last year.

Idaho Fish and Game works diligently to remind
hunters that hunting seasons change, and they
should check to ensure the new 2023-2024 Big
Game Seasons and Rules brochure (idfg.idaho.gov/
rules/big-game) for details on different hunts.

If hunters feel their hunts have been negatively af-
fected, and they no longer want a certain tag, they
can exchange it if other tags are available. Hunting
licenses and resident tags are nonrefundable.

General season tag exchanges must be completed
before the first day of the hunt for the current tag,
and may be exchanged to another general season
tag of the same species if there are available tags.

Odd Fellows

Secret societies are, by their nature, mysteries to
people who aren’t part of them. But other people are
aware of their symbols. This carved wooden shelf is
decorated with symbols of the Odd Fellows. It fea-
tures three chain links, representing the society’s
values of friendship, love and truth.

Other symbols have more general, familiar mean-
ings. The heart-in-hand is a symbol for benevolence
that is often associated with the Odd Fellows but not
used exclusively by them. The All-Seeing Eye, sun
and globe carry meanings of universal spirit. And
the hourglass, scythe, skull and crossbones are well-
known symbols of mortality.

The Odd Fellows is believed to have originated in
medieval trade guilds, with “odd fellow” meaning
someone who did odd jobs for a living. They did
charitable work in their communities and provided
financial assistance among members.

At one point, the Odd Fellows was the largest se-
cret society in the U.S., but membership dropped
during the Great Depression. Famous members in-
cluded actor Charlie Chaplin, aviator Charles Lind-
bergh and multiple U.S. presidents, first ladies and
political figures, including Franklin D. and Eleanor
Roosevelt.

My mother had an old oil lamp sitting on

the kitchen table. It did not have the origi-
nal chimney, but she was able to find another one
that fit. The top globe is also missing. The bottom
globe has four raised lion heads with biblical or
desert scenes between them. I saw one very sim-
ilar to ours in an antique shop, and the price was
$600! Could mine be this valuable?

Oil lamps continue to be sought by collectors.

The late 19th-century lamps were renamed
“Gone with the Wind” lamps when they were used
as set decorations in the 1939 movie. This style of
oil lamp has two shades or globes with a chimney in
between. Many have been modified for use as elec-
trical lamps. Your lamp only has the bottom globe.
Complete lamps that are similar to yours have re-
cently sold for $75 to $275.

Discharge At Post Falls
Dam To Minimum Flow

SPOKANE, Wash.: Due to the region’s continued
hot and dry weather reducing water levels in Coeur
d’Alene Lake, The Idaho Department of Environ-
mental Quality, the Washington Department of Ecol-
ogy, and Avista will be following licensing require-
ments to implement the minimum discharge at Post
Falls dam.

In compliance with the Federal Energy Regulato-
ry Commission (FERC) license, Avista expects that
the Post Falls Hydroelectric Development (HED) will
begin discharging the minimum of 500 cubic feet
per second this weekend or early next week. This
will help balance and maintain Coeur d’Alene Lake
levels as well as keep water in the Spokane River
throughout the rest of the summer.

“In dry years like this, the connection between the
aquifer and the river becomes quite clear,” said Pat-
rick Cabbage, Senior Hydrogeologist for Ecology’s
Eastern Region Water Resources Program. “Water
use by people directly affects river flows. That’s why
we hope people will use water wisely and efficiently.
Fix a leak, don’t water the sidewalk, and pay atten-
tion to how much you irrigate. It matters.”

The Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC)

license governing Avista’s Spokane River Project op-
erations was issued in 2009 and carefully balances
Coeur d’Alene Lake levels and downstream river
flows. These requirements take into account fish-
eries and water quality, as well as public recreation.
Avista worked with agencies, tribes, local govern-
ments, and citizens groups to reach an agreement
on the current operations of Post Falls HED as they
impact Coeur d’Alene Lake and the Spokane River.

Make Delicious and Economical
Slow Cooker Yogurt

We're a yogurt-loving family. We wake up to it
topped with crunchy granola and fruit, or it’s
whirled with other good stuff in the blender for en-
ergy-packed smoothies to go. It’s an easy-to-pack
car travel snack as well as the basic ingredient in
homemade popsicles, and everyone around the din-
ner table enjoys rich, lemony-flavored yogurt over
summer berries for dessert.

No wonder my ears perked up when a friend said
she makes yogurt in her slow cooker. “Hmm,” I
thought. “Why add yogurt-making to my already
busy schedule when I can just pick it up at the
store?” Then, when curiosity took over, I did some
research to test it out.

Much to my amazement, after a couple of easy steps
in two timed intervals during the afternoon, I woke
up the following morning to perfect, creamy, organic
yogurt. Lots of it! Astounded, I ladled the more-than-
we-could-use bounty into mason jars and shared
the creamy deliciousness with my neighbors. Now,
they’re hooked.

Lesson learned -- the next time around, I halved
my original recipe and got a yield of 7 cups. Give
it a try with your kids. It’s cost-effective and nutri-
ent-rich, and it also provides a memorable experi-
ence in kitchen science.

YOGURT IN A SLOW COOKER

Makes 7 cups

« 8 cups whole milk (I use organic)

« Food thermometer for testing milk temperature

» 1/2 cup whole-milk, unflavored (plain) yogurt
with live/active cultures for starter
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« Thick bath or beach towel
« Storage containers with lids

In the midafternoon, pour milk into your slow
cooker and turn setting to low. Cover. Set a timer for
2-1/2 hours.

At 2-1/2 hours, use a kitchen thermometer to check
that milk has reached 180°-185° F.

Turn off, unplug, cover and let the milk temp drop
to around 115° F. Skim any milk film off the top of
the milk with a spoon.

Remove 1 cup of the warmed milk and combine
with room temperature yogurt in a small bowl. Gen-
tly stir.

Pour the mixture into the slow cooker and stir with
a couple of strokes.

Cover and wrap the towel all around the slow cook-
er to help insulate. Culture 8-12 hours overnight.

In the morning, stir yogurt and ladle into storage
containers. Refrigerate at least 4 hours before eat-
ing. Save 1/2 cup to use as a starter for your next
batch.

Cook’s Note: For variety, make Greek-style yogurt.
Spoon two cups of the slow cooker yogurt into a
strainer lined with cheesecloth or coffee filters. Let
the liquid (whey) drip through for about 30 minutes.
Makes 1-1/4 cups of yummy thick yogurt. Delicious!

Dog Days Of Summer!

— Flotilla 84, USCG Auxiliary —

This message is being brought to you by Flotilla 84,
USCG Auxiliary, located in Coeur d’Alene, Idaho, in
partnership with the Companions Animal Center,
in Hayden, Idaho. Summer is in full swing in North
Idaho and the temperatures are soaring! Itisa good
time to remind pet owners to be cautious with their
furry friends both on and off the water. Heat is not
your dog’s best friend — you are!

The sight of a dog at the bow of a boat with their
head in the wind is delightful and almost always
brings a smile to everyone. Preparing for dog safety
is easy and critical for a successful and safe boating
adventure. The captain of the boat should provide
the dog with a harness, flotation vest, fresh water,
and some shade.

The first recommendation is to place the dog in a
harness instead of a regular collar as the dog may
be tethered while underway. Neck injuries or worse
can happen to a dog that is wearing a simple collar
and tethered to the boat deck in rough water. A har-
ness provides safety and security to help prevent se-
rious injury.

Second, secure a flotation vest made for dogs. Even
if the dog is a very good swimmer, eventually they
will tire, and drowning is an alarming danger. When
purchasing a dog flotation vest, select one based on
color, buoyancy, appropriate size and fit, and safety
features. Shop around for a vest with a highly visible
color and easily seen on the water. One of the best
color choices is Coast Guard orange. A grab handle

or two on the top allows for an easy grip on the dog.

The third preparation is for clean water provisions.
Readily available environmental sources of water
can contain parasites and other things that may be
harmful. A water bowl and plenty of clean water
should be a part of the float plan. Heat exhaustion
and dehydration in dogs are serious conditions that
require immediate attention.

The fourth critical preparation is providing shade
for the dog. There should be some shade available
where the dog can rest and cool down. A cabin or a
Bimini top are two good examples that can provide
adequate shade. Even an open beach towel held by
two people high above the dog will provide some
temporary shade.

If your dog jumps or falls overboard, immediate-
ly turn off the engine. Call the dog by name to en-
courage them to swim to the boat. If the dog does not
respond to calling their name, you might consider a
water rescue. Getting into the water must be thought
out carefully with safety as the top priority. Wear a
life jacket when you are in the water. After rescuing
the dog, if it is small, you can simply grasp the life
vest hand strap and lift it onboard. A very large dog
can present a very difficult lifting situation. Some
boat owners have a dog ramp or steps that can be
deployed. It would be perfect if there were plenty of
muscular passengers on the boat to help hoist the
dog up from the water and over the gunwale.

Boating with a dog can be a wonderful adven-
ture that takes just a little planning for a rewarding
experience.

On Shore

A dog’s feet are extremely sensitive to heat. Avoid
walking them on hot asphalt, concrete, sidewalks
or sand. A beautiful 85 degree day with cool breez-
es could set your sidewalk to a toasty 120 degrees
or more. Use the back of your hand, or bare foot to
make sure it’s not too hot for your pet. Grass is al-
ways the preferred choice.

When you turn off your car, all ventilation stops.
A car’s interior can reach high temperatures even
in the shade. On an 80 degree day, a car’s interior
can reach 160 degrees in a few minutes, even in the
shade. Pets in hot cars are at risk for brain damage,
heat stroke, even death!

Just a few safety precautions can make your sum-
mer a tail waggin’ good time!

Hunters: As Hunting Season
Draws Near, Now Is The
Perfect Time To Dial In Your
Bow Or Firearm

Part 1 of 2
— Idaho Dept. of Fish & Game —

Idaho Fish and Game encourages hunters to dust
off their firearms or bows and visit their local
shooting or archery ranges to get dialed in for
hunting season.

Hunting season will be here before we know it. If
you haven't already, here’s why now is the perfect
time to dust off that firearm or bow in preparation
for the 2023 season.

Only accurate rifles (and bows) are interesting

In a 1957 issue of American Rifleman Magazine,
famed writer and marksman Col. Townsend Whelen
quipped that “only accurate rifles are interesting.”
Townsend argued that only those who spent the
time sighting in and taking pride in their firearm —
we’ll go ahead and assume he meant bows as well —
produced rewarding outcomes as their skillset and
marksmanship increased. Shooters who neglected
their firearms, on the other hand, found the road to
proficiency to be long and arduous, eventually los-
ing interest in their hobby and soon disposing of it
altogether.

As hunting season approaches, let Whelen’s re-
mark serve as a reminder that taking pride in your
firearm or bow is merely the prologue to yet another
edition of the hunting season. An obvious, yet im-
portant, reminder: Your hunt will not end success-
fully if you can’t deliver a bullet or arrow on target
when it matters most.

“Taking the time to prepare and become a better
marksman is a hallmark of an ethical hunter,” said

Brenda Beckley, Hunter Education Administrator.
“And the better marksman you become, the better
your chances of successfully harvesting an animal.”

Now that we’ve established the when to get started
improving your aim, here’s the how.

Get in range time

Fish and Game offers several options for shoot-
ing and/or archery ranges around the state. Blacks
Creek, Farragut, Nampa and Garden Valley Shooting
Range are all Fish and Game-owned, public shoot-
ing ranges designed for safe firearm/bow practice
by shooters of all abilities.

In the southwest, Nampa’s public facility features
both an indoor and outdoor archery range, as well as
anindoor air gun range. There is also the Boise River
WMA archery range complete with 20 three-dimen-
sional foam targets. In the Panhandle, there is Far-
ragut Public Shooting Range, which also includes a
one-mile, walk-through archery range. Several Ida-
ho state parks, in cooperation with Fish and Game,
have archery ranges with life-sized, three-dimen-
sional targets that mimic big game animals.

There are several other shooting ranges located
across the state, some of which are co-managed by
Idaho Fish and Game and the Shooting Range Devel-
opment Grant program. This program’s mission is
to provide funds to assist organizations or agencies
to establish, upgrade, expand or otherwise improve
public firearms and archery ranges in Idaho.

For a more comprehensive list of shooting ranges
in Idaho, go check out the National Shooting Sports
Foundation’s Where to Shoot webpage. This state-
by-state shooting range directory lists contact infor-
mation, facilities available, maps and more for each
range.

Calling before you go is highly recommended, as
hours of operation, services or shooting opportu-
nities may change. If you’'ve never been to a pub-
lic shooting range, here is a beginner’s guide (idfg.
idaho.gov/press/beginners-guide-public-shoot-
ing-ranges-0) to get you started.

Pre-Season Prep Tips | Rifles

For rifle hunters, many shooting experts recom-
mend setting your initial target at 25 yards to make
sure you hit the paper if you have a new rifle, have
replaced a scope or don’t know where your rifle is
hitting. After shooting at that distance, move your
target out to 100 yards or more to finish the sight-
ing-in process.

Hunters: As Hunting Season
Draws Near, Now Is The
Perfect Time To Dial In Your
Bow Or Firearm

Consistent accuracyis the ultimate goal when prac-
ticing shooting skills, so it’s important that hunters
consider their effective shooting range and practice
at all distances out to that maximum number.

It’s also important to practice from a variety of
shooting positions and not just from a bench. Think
about it. When that 4-point buck or 6-point bull
pauses along the hillside, you're not going to have
the luxury of a bench rest and 5 minutes of slow
breathing when you go to take that shot.

Shooters should try to replicate the conditions they
are likely to encounter in the field as closely as pos-
sible, so after your rifle is sighted in, consider doing
some exercise to get your heart rate elevated and
your lungs working harder to mimic what shooting
may feel like in the field.

“We stress in our hunter education courses that
all hunters have an ethical obligation to know their
personal limits and be prepared,” Beckley said.
“Practicing often, at a variety of distances and from
a number of different shooting positions, will help
hunters prepare for a variety of situations they may
encounter.”

Hot Tip: Hunters should always use the same am-
munition for hunting as they did when sighting in
their rifle.

Pre-Season Prep Tips | Shotguns

Don’t let the Elmer Fudd cartoons fool you — there’s
a lot more to using a shotgun than just spraying a
target with pellets. When it comes to preparation for
wing shooting, hunters should focus on practicing
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different shots at different angles that may at first
seem difficult.

Hot Tip: Be sure you use the choke and shell combi-
nation you plan to use for the hunting season. Modi-
fied chokes produce a moderately tight pattern, good
for rabbits, quail and upland game birds. Full chokes
have an even tighter pattern and are best suited for
turkey, squirrels and other game at longer range.

Patterning a shotgun before the season is a fairly
common practice with turkey hunters, but it’s some-
thing upland and migratory bird hunters should
consider, too. Knowing your pattern density at giv-
en distances can help you determine your effective
range, and give you a good idea of how your shotgun
performs with a particular choke and shell combi-
nation. Every shotgun is different, and your shotgun
will likely perform differently if you change either of
those variables.

Pre-Season Prep Tips | Bows

By this point in the game, most archery hunters
using traditional and compound bows will already
be dialed in as early-season and archery-only hunts
kick off in late August.

But if you're new to the sport of bow hunting, you
should start by visiting your local bow shop and get
your bow tuned up, especially if you haven’'t shot
much or at all since last fall.

After that, it’s time to get your body back into
shooting shape and practice at known and unknown
distances. Archery ranges with life-sized, 3D targets
are good place to practice your shooting and esti-
mating distance in a field setting.

Hot Tip: Estimating distance is a lot more crucial in
archery than in rifle hunting. To become proficient
at gauging distances in the field, sharpen your eye
by making estimates on various landmarks or 3D
targets. Once you make an assessment, whip out
your trusty rangefinder and confirm just how close
or far off your naked eye was.

Fish and Game has ranges at its Boise River Wild-
life Management Area and Farragut Shooting Range.
You can also find archery ranges at some Idaho State
Parks, including Hells Gate near Lewiston, Castle
Rock near Albion and Dworshak near Orofino.

Remember that most ranges will not allow you to
shoot broadheads, and they usually shoot different-
ly than field tips, so you will need to resight in your
bow when you make the switch.

So whether you're hauling a rifle or a recurve out
into the field with you this hunting season, proper
maintenance and preparation is a must. Be sure to
brush up on your marksmanship and take care of
your weapon to ensure a fun, safe (and “interest-
ing”) hunt.

5 Reasons Elephants Are In Danger

1. Poaching: There is a huge illegal market for
elephant body parts, including tusks, teeth,
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bones, skin, and meat. Unfortunately, poach-
ing elephants has led to a significant decline in
elephants, especially in African countries.

2. Captivity: Asian elephants are often kept in
captivity for a variety of reasons, including
tourism and entertainment. Captivity of ele-
phants prevents natural breeding, which is a
contributing factor to the decline of elephants.

3. Human-Elephant Conflict: Humans and ele-
phants come in contact with each other more
frequently than people realize. Loss of habitat
forces elephants to roam in areas where food is
available, causing human violence against ele-
phants and vise-versa.

4. Loss of Natural Habitat: As cities and towns
expand and grow, the natural of habitat of ele-
phants is lost.
