Beavers In The Postseason

Oregon State has advanced to the 2019 postseason for the 19th time in school history.
The Beavers are the top seed at the Corvallis Regional, and No. 16 overall. Oregon State
is hosting No. 2 Creighton, No. 3 Michigan and No. 4 Cincinnati. The Beavers are hosting
after finishing the regular season with a 36-18-1record and 21-8 mark in Pac-12 Confer-
ence play.

Postseason History

Oregon State is making its 19th visit to the postseason since the program’s first seasonin
1907. The Beavers carry a 69-37 (.651) postseason record into the regional. The Beavers
are 36-21in NCAA Regional games (.632), including an 21-2 mark at Goss Stadium. OSU
is 31-11 (.738) in NCAA Regional games since the NCAA adopted the current postseason
format.

Against The Corvallis Regional

Oregon State will be meeting Cincinnati for the first time. The Beavers, meanwhile, are
3-0 all-time against Creighton, last beating the Blue Jays 5-1 at the 2011 Corvallis Re-
gional. Oregon State is 2-0 versus Michigan, beating the Wolverines in two games at the
2007 Corvallis Super Regional, 1-0 and 8-2.

The Corvallis Regional, Historically

Oregon State is hosting its 10th NCAA Regional, and the eighth since the NCAA expended
to 64 teams in 1999. The Beavers are hosting an NCAA Regional for the third consecu-
tive season, a first for the program. Oregon State has previously hosted in back-to-back
seasons three times: in 2005 and 2006 and then 2013 to 2014. 0SU hosted in 2017 and
2018 as well, going a combined 6-0 in the first round of NCAA postseason play.

Rutschman’s Season

Adley Rutschman has sat in the top five in batting average and on-base percentage na-
tionally for most of the season. He also leads the nation with 73 walks, which has set the
Oregon State single-season record and is the fifth-most ever by a Pac-12 Conference
player. Rutschman, who has been labeled as the No. 1 draft prospect in 2019 by multiple
organizations, is a semifinalist for the Golden Spikes Award, the Dick Howser Trophy and
the Buster Posey Award.

The Bullpen

The Oregon State bullpen has been stellar this season, posting a 1.70 earned run average
in 222 innings of work. The ‘pen has struck out 242 batters to 95 walks and opponents
have posted just 140 hits. Opponents have a .184 batting average against. Ten different
Beavers have appeared in relief in 2019, and each has an ERA of 2.66 or less. Six of the
10 are under 2.00.

Home Attendance

Oregon State has one of the best home field advantages in the country thanks to an in-
credible fanbase. The Beavers have averaged 3,686 fans per game this season, which
is the 15th-best mark nationally and would set the Oregon State single-season record.
Oregon State has totaled 99,519 in attendance this season, putting the Beavers just 481
shy of hitting the 100,000 plateau for the third consecutive season. The 2018 Beavers set
the single-season record with 111,427, averaging 3,594 per home date.

Bailey In The Postseason

Interim head coach Pat Bailey has advanced to his 10th postseason appearance with Or-
egon State and 18th all-time. He guided George Fox to eight postseason appearances -
two at the NAIA level and six at NCAA Division Ill. He guided the Bruins to the 2004 NCAA
Division lll National Championship.

Pac-10 unified prior to the 1999 season.

Pat Bailey was named Oregon State’s interim head coach on Sept.
B, 2018 after 11 years as an assistant and associate head coach.

In 2019, his first season at the helm of the program, Bailey guided
the Beavers to a 36-18-1regular season overall record and 21-8 mark
in Pac-12 Conference play. Oregon State finished third in the confer-
ence, just a game back of second place.

In 12 years with the Beavers, Bailey has helped the program to
the 2018 national championship, three trips to Omaha and 2019 is
his 10th overall postseason appearances.

He joined the program as an assistant coach in 2008 and was
promoted to associate head coach in October 2013.

Oregon State has posted a winning record in each of Bailey’s 12
seasons, andinthe last three seasons alone, has posted a146-36-2
overall record (.799).

He is a two-time national championship coach after guiding
George Fox to an NCAA Division lll title in 2004.

Bailey coached the Bruins for 12 seasons, amassing a 353-158
record, winning six conference championships. He was named the
National Coach of the Year in 2004 and was selected as the North-
west Conference’s Coach of the Year eight times.

* Oregon Stateis 496-205-3 (.707) in Bailey’s 12 seasons in Cor-
vallis. Overall, he has coached at the collegiate level for 23 seasons,
tallying a 813-345-2 (.702) record.

* The Beavers have recorded six 40-win seasons during Bai-
ley’s tenure. Oregon State won a school-record 56 games in 2017,
and followed that up with a 55-victory year in 2018 en route to the
national title.

* Oregon State has posted winning percentages of at least.600
in all but two of his seasons. Additionally, the Beavers have finished
with awinning percentage of at least.800 three times - 2013 (.800),
2017 (.903) and 2018 (.816).

* In 2012, Bailey was a recipient of the American Baseball
Coaches Association (ABCA) Ethics in Coaching Award. The award
is given annually to one or two coaches who “represent the highest
standards in sportsmanship, integrity, character and ethics.”

= Bailey has helped oversee the team’s academic efforts.

* In addition to the on field success, the Beavers have been rec-
ognized for their work in the classroom, both nationally and within
the Pac-12 Conference.

* Oregon State is one of just 15 teams nationally - and the only
club from the Pac-12 to earn the American Baseball Coaches Asso-
ciation (ABCA) Academic Excellence Award in the three years - 2016,
2017, 2018 - it has been in existence.

* The Beavers have led the Pac-12 in each of the last two years
with 16 student-athletes named Pac-12 Conference All-Academic
each year. Five players have been named first-team over that two-
year stretch.

* Jack Anderson became the fourth player in school history to
earn first-team all-academic honors in three consecutive seasons.
He was also named the 2018 Pac-12 Scholar-Athlete of the Year,
following Max Engelbrekt, who was recognized in 2017.

* Jake Thompson, who majored in economics, was named an Aca-

demic All-American in 2017,
becoming the first Beaver to
be recognized since Mitch
Canhamin 2007.

* The Oregon State of-
fense had arguably its best
season in school history in
2018, with Bailey playing a
pivotal role in mentoring the
team’s hitters. The Beavers
batted .321 as a team, set a
school-record for doubles
(151), homeruns (67) andruns
scored (518).

* Adley Rutschman became the first Beaver with 100 or more
hits, totaling a Pac-12-best 102 in 2018. He also hit .408 on the year,
just the sixth player in school history to finish at .400 or better. He
ranks third all-time.

* Rutschman also set the Oregon State single-season record
with 83 runs batted in.

* Trevor Larnach hit 19 home runs, the second-most ever by a
Beaver. He was the first Oregon State player with 14 or more in a
season since 1982.

* Bailey has overseen the team’s outfielders since joining the
program prior to the 2008 season. During his tenure, three outfield-
ers have been named All-Americans, most recently Trevor Larnach
in 2018. Jeff Hendrix earned the recognition in 2015, while Michael
Conforto, currently with the New York Mets, became the first Beaver
tobe named an All-American in three different seasons - 2012, 2013
and 2014.

= At least one outfielder has been named an All-Pac-10 or All-
Pac-12 selection in every season but one - 2011 - during Bailey’s
tenure. That includes 2014 when Hendrix, Conforto and Dylan Davis
were all named First-Team. It was the first time in a decade that a
Pac-12 team featured an entire outfield that was named first team.

* Conforto was one of the most successful players in Oregon
State history, and became the first player in school history to be
named the conference’s Player of the Year in back-to-back seasons
- 2013 and 2014. He had also been named the league’s Freshman of
the Year in 2012, additionally becoming the first Beaver to ever be
named an All-American as a true freshman.

* Conforto was drafted 10th overall in 2014, at the time the high-
est selection in Oregon State history.

* Nine outfielders have been selected by MLB clubs since 2008,
with five coming in the top-10 rounds. Daniel Robertson, who was
taken in the 33rd round in 2008, spent four seasons at the Major
League level from 2014-17, playing for Texas, the Los Angeles Angels
of Anaheim, Seattle and Cleveland.

Bailey came to Oregon State prior to the 2008 season after
spending 12 seasons at George Fox, winning a Division Il national
title with the Bruins in 2004.

Bailey compiled a 353-158 record - he is the winningest coach in
schoaol history - and earned National Coach of the Year honors after
that 2004 national title. He was an eight-time Northwest Conference
Coach of the Year honoree.

During Bailey’s tenure, the Bruins won or shared eight Northwest
Conference titles. George Fox advanced to the NCAA tournament
six times and to the NAIA playoffs twice before moving to the NCAA.

* In 2004, Bailey’s team became the first George Fox squad in
any sport to win an NCAA national championship. The Bruins went
40-10 overall, setting a new single-season record for wins and tying
the record for best winning percentage at .800.

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= After tying for the 2004 NWC title, George Fox earned an at-large hid to the NCAA
tournament. The Bruins swept through four games at the NCAA West Regional in Orange,
Calif., and then posted a 5-1record at the Division Ill World Series in Appleton, Wis., beat-
ing Eastern Connecticut State 6-3 in the championship game.

* Seven of Bailey’s George Fox players signed professional contracts, including five
members of the national championship team. His players earned 10 All-America honors
and four Academic All-America honors.

* Bailey’s Bruins ended the 2000 season ranked 26th per Collegiate Baseball. George
Fox also ended 2003 ranked 14th before being ranked No. 1 after winning the title the fol-
lowing season. The Bruins were No. 30 in 2005 and 23rd in 2006.

Prior to his tenure at George Fox, Bailey served as the head coach at West Linn High
School from 1985-91 and 1993-95. He moved to West Linn after guiding the Willamette
High School program from 1978-84. He went 223-134 (.625) between the two spots.

Bailey also spent one season as an assistant coach at the University of Portland, in
1992.

Bailey earned his business education degree from the University of Idaho in 1978 and
his master of education degree in educational administration from Oregon in 1983. Bailey
earned two letters in baseball at Idaho and was the team captain.

Bailey graduated in 1974 from Moscow (ldaho) High School, where he played football,
basketball and baseball, being named the baseball team’s Most Valuable Player.

Bailey and his wife, Susan, have two children: son Alex, who played baseball for George
Fox in 2003, and is married to Lucy; and daughter Ann. His daughter, Ann, is married to
Collin Schneider and they have two children, Adlai and Evey. They are the owners of the
Tried and True Coffee Shop in Corvallis.

Former infielder and 2006 national champion Ryan Gipson is in
his first season as an assistant coach with Oregon State after joining
the program in October 2018.

Gipson came back to Oregon State after four seasons as the
head coach at Linn-Benton Community College, where, in 2018,
he led the Roadrunners to a 42-4 overall record and 29-1 mark in
conference play.

LBCCwas 119-58 (.672) in his four seasons as head coach, includ-
ing a 72-16 (.818) mark the past two years.

Gipson lettered for the Beavers in 2005 and 2006, helping guide
Oregon State to back-to-back trips to Omaha, including a national
championship.

He played in 79 career games, starting 66, and batted .270 with
10 doubles, a home run and 36 runs batted in.

In 2005, he led the then-Pac-10 with a .500 on-base percent-
age and was named All-Pacific-10 Conference Honorable Mention.
He batted .330 that season, collecting six doubles, a triple and 22
RBI while stealing nine bases. The Beavers made their first of three
consecutive trips to Omaha that season.

A Central Point, Ore., native, he played for Shasta Community Col-
lege prior to his career at Oregon State. He hit .358 as a sophomore
and .344 as a sophomore.

Gipson served as an undergraduate coach for Oregon State in
2011 and 2012, then spent two seasons as an assistant coach at
Dixie State in Utah. He graduated from Oregon State in 2006 with a
bachelors of science in sociology.

Gipsonis married to the former Ali Martin and the couple has two
children, a daughter named Elliot, and a son, Parker.

Former Oregon State infielder Andy Jenkins is in his seventh
season on the Oregon State staff as an assistant coach with the
Beavers in 2019. He helped guide the program to its third national
championship in 2018.

Jenkins played two seasons at Oregon State, helping guide the
Beavers to the 2005 College World Series. He played professional
baseball for the Florida Marlins and Texas Rangers organizations
before returning to Corvallis as an undergraduate assistant coach
in2012.

* Cadyn Grenier was named the Pac-12’s Defensive Player of the
Year in 2018, giving the Beavers three straight selections, following
Logan Ice (2016) and Nick Madrigal (2017).

* Madrigal, Grenier and catcher Adley Rutschman were all
named First-Team Pac-12 and earned All-American honors. Grenier
was also named the Brooks Wallace Award recipient as the nation’s
top shortstop.

= Jenkins, who oversees the team’s infield and catchers, saw
three of the team’s infielders named Pac-12 First Team in 2017 -
Nick Madrigal, KJ Harrison and Cadyn Grenier. Madrigal was named
the Pac-12 Player of the Year and its Defensive Player of the Year.
Madrigal is just the second player in the conference to earn both
honors in the same year over the last two decades.

« Two Oregon State players under Jenkins’ tutelage - Logan
Ice and Nick Madrigal - earned major Pac-12 Conference honors in
2016. Ice was named the Defensive Player of the Year, while Madri-
gal was named the Freshman of the Year.

* Madrigal’s selection gave the Beavers two consecutive Fresh-
man of the Year honors as he joined KJ Harrison, who won it in 2015.

* |ce was named a finalist for the Johnny Bench Award in 2016.
The honor is given annually to the nation’s top collegiate catcher.
Rutschman was named a semifinalist in 2018.

* |ce was charged with just one passed ball in 2016, and threw
out nearly 45 percent of basestealers attempting against him.

* Oregon State’s catchers have thrown out at least 50 percent
of opposing basestealers in four of Jenkins’ six seasons as an as-
sistant coach. The Beavers are the only team in the Pac-12 Confer-
ence who have accomplished that feat.

* The Beavers have allowed only 127 stolen bases over that
stretch, an average of less than 22 per season. They’ve thrown out
139 - an average of nearly 24 a season - for a 52.2 percentage.

* Oregon State’s fielding percentage has been at .972 or better
in each of Jenkins’ six seasons. The 2014 Beavers finished with a
school-record mark of .979, which was equaled by the 2018 team,
which led the Pac-12 with 52 double plays.

= Since 2013, the Beavers have also turned 293 double plays,
one of the top totals in the Pac-12.

* In the past four seasons, since 2014, 0SU has committed just
24 passed balls. Ice, the team’s starter for three years during that
stretch, was charged with only four.

* |lce, who was a second-round selection by Cleveland in the
2016 MLB Draft, ended his Oregon State career with a .996 field-
ing percentage and threw out 49-0f-101 (48.5 percent) of opposing
basestealers.
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Jenkins lettered for the Beavers in 2004 and 2005, helping
guide the team to its first visit to the College World Series in more
than 50 years his junior season.

Jenkins, a native of Salem, Ore., was also the most prolific Bea-
ver offensively during the team’s postseason run. He batted .459
- leading the team by more than 100 points - and tallied two home
runs, two doubles and 13 RBI while slugging .784.

His .388 average as a senior in 2005 still stands as the 10th-
best figure in team history. He also had 56 runs batted in that sea-
son.

He ended his two-year Oregon State career having played in 98
games, batting .343 with 12 home runs, 15 douhbles, 86 RBI and 41
walks while striking out just 44 in more than 340 at bats. His .343
career average is just shy of being in the top 10 for a career at Or-
egon State.

After his Oregon State career, Jenkins was selected in the 11th
round of the 2005 MLB First-Year Player Draft by Florida. He played
six seasons in the Minor Leagues with Florida and Texas, reaching
the Triple-Alevel in 2009 and 2010. His six-year career saw him tal-
ly 2,341 plate appearances and he batted .268 with 32 home runs,
116 doubles, eight triples and 277 RBI.

Jenkins came to Oregon State after a two-year career at Mt.
Hood Community College where he batted .358 as a sophomore,
and as a freshman, was named first-team all-league at catcher.

Jenkins graduated from Oregon State with a degree in psychol-
ogy in 2012. He is a native of Salem, Ore., and married the former
Jessica McGee in January 2013. They have two children, Blakely
Drew and Presley.

Nate Yeskie, the 2017 Assistant Coach of the Year by D1Basehall.
com and the Pitching Coach of the Year per Collegiate Baseball, is
in his 11th season with the program in 2019, a year after helping the
team to its third national championship.

Yeskie has presided over and guided a pitching staff that has been
one of the most dominant in the Pac-12 Conference and nationally
since he joined the Oregon State program in 2009.

* |n 2018, starter Luke Heimlich was named the National Pitcher
of the Year and Kevin Abel was selected as the Freshman of the Year.
Heimlich led the nation with 16 wins and was second with 159 strike-
outs. Abel went 8-1 with a 2.88 ERA and became the first pitcher to
ever win four games at the College World Series.

* Asateam,the Beavers posted a 3.27 ERA in 2018, good for 12th
nationally, and 596 strikeouts, which set a single-season record at
Orgeon State. The staff posted eight shutouts, which led the Pac-12
and third nationally.

* Oregon State set a school-record with a 1.93 earned run average
in 2017, which also led the nation. The Beavers were also tops nation-
ally in shutouts (14), hits per nine innings (6.27) and WHIP (0.98).

* Nine different pitchers have been named All-Americans during
his tenure, including eight since the 2013 season. Most recently, in
2018, Heimlich, Bryce Fehmel and Jake Mulholland were all named
All-Americans by at least one publication.

* Oregon State pitchers have been named Freshman All-Ameri-
cans 10 times, including Mulholland and Brandon Eisert in 2017.

* The Beavers have tossed 85 shutouts since 2009, an average
of better than eight per season.

* He was named to the nation’s top pitching coach by Collegiate
Baseball after the 2013 season. His staff posted a 2.28 ERA and 12
shutouts in helping the Beavers to a school-record 52 wins and a
berth in the College World Series.

* Oregon State’s pitchers have been drafted a total of 28 times
during his tenure, with 16 coming in the top nine rounds.

« Five of those drafted, Matt Boyd, Josh Osich, Jace Fry, Andrew
Moore and Sam Gaviglio have pitched at the Major League level.

* Oregon State has appeared in the postseason in nine of his 10
seasons as pitching coach.

* In 2014, Jace Fry threw a no-hitter for the Beavers, one of three
under Yeskie. Most recently, in 2015, Drew Rasmussen threw the first
perfectgamein Oregon State’s history, defeating Washington State.
In 2010, Osich out-dueled fellow future Major Leaguer Trevor Bauer
in a no-hitter at UCLA.

* Oregon State shut out UCLA to end the 2016 season, the first
time in school history the Beavers shut out the same team in three
consecutive games.

* Four pitchers have pitched for Team USA during his tenure:
Moore, Rasmussen, Boyd and Dan Child.

Yeskie served as the pitching coach at his alma mater, UNLYV,
from 2005 to 2007. During his tenure with the Runnin’ Rebels, Yeskie
mentored eight players who earned either an All-Conference or All-
Tournament Team selection.

Prior to returning to UNLV as a coach, Yeskie spent five seasons
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in the Minnesota Twins Minor League system, reaching as high as
Douhble-A New Britain. He finished with a 27-24 record and 4.91
earned run average over the five seasons. Yeskie went 11-7 with Fort
Wayne of the Midwest League in 1997, recording 111 strikeouts in 165
1/3 innings of work. In 2000, his last season, the La Crosse, Wis.,
native went 4-1in 21 appearances.

During his time in professional baseball, Yeskie worked with MLB
veterans Bert Blyleven, Mel Stottlemyre, Jr., and former pitching
coach Billy Connors, who once held the position of Director of Player
Personnel with the New York Yankees.

Yeskie came to the Twins organization after being drafted in the
ninth round of the 1996 Major League Baseball First-Year Player
Draft.

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2018 National Champions
Beavers Win Third Title

Oregon State returned to Omaha for the second consecutive year and seventh all-time.
The Beavers went 6-2 at the College World Series to win their third national championship.
0OSU defeated Arkansas in three games to win the title. Overall, Oregon State finished the
season 55-12-1and 20-9-1in Pac-12 Conference play.

Oregon State became just the second team in NCAA history to win six elimination games
at the CWS. The Beavers have done it twice after first accomplishing the feat in 2006.

« Oregon State’s 55 wins were one shy of the program’s record of 56 in 2017. The Bea-
vers finished a two-year stretch going 111-18-1, a winning percentage of .858.

« Oregon State set the single-year CWS record with 93 hits, and batted .327 over eight
games.

« Kevin Abel became the first pitcher to win four games at the College World Series,
including two in the final series. He was just the fourth pitcher to throw a shutout in a cham-
pionship game, and the first since 1993.

« Adley Rutschman, named the Most Outstanding Player at the College World Series,
set the CWS record with 17 hits in eight games. He batted .408 on the year for the Beavers,
the third-best single-season mark in school history.

« Oregon State scored 50 runs in eight CWS games, averaging 7.4 per. The 50 runs are
the third-most in a single College World Series.

* Rutschman also broke Michael Conforto’s school record (76 in 2012) for RBI with 83.

« Additionally, Rutschman collected 102 hits in 2018, breaking Jacoby Ellsbury’s 99 in
2005.

« Trevor Larnach tallied 15 hits during the CWS, tied for second-most behind
Rutschman’s 17. Larnach finished with 25 total bases during the eight games, fourth-most.

« Oregon State’s pitching staff struck out 38 batters during three three games versus
Arkansas, snapping Texas’ finals-record of 28 in 2009 versus LSU.

« The Beavers hit eight home runs in Omaha to finish with 67 on the year, breaking the
1998 team’s 60 for most in a single-season by the Beavers.

« Oregon State also finished with 753 hits, surpassing the 2006 team’s record of 684.

« Luke Heimlich led the nation with 16 wins and was second with 159 strikeouts. He was
named the College Baseball Foundation’s National Pitcher of the Year. Heimlich was also
named the Pac-12’s Pitcher of the Year for the second consecutive year.

« Cadyn Grenier was recognized as the recipient of the Brooks Wallace Award, given to
the nation’s top collegiate shortstop. He was also named the Pac-12’s Defensive Player of
the Year.

« Oregon State set a single-season record with seven players named All-American.
They were: Nick Madrigal, Trevor Larnach, Cadyn Grenier, Adley Rutschman, Luke Heimlich,
Bryce Fehmel and Jake Mulholland.

« Head coach Pat Casey was named the National Coach of the Year by Collegiate Base-
ball and the ABCA. He’s been named the National Coach of the Year in five different sea-
sons: 2005, 2006, 2007, 2017 and 2018.

« Casey’s 900th win came in the CWS Championship clinching victory.

« Oregon State finished the year with a 35-3 record in non-conference games, with only
one loss coming during the regular season.

« The Beavers had a school-record three first-round draft selections: Nick Madrigal
(fourth overall - Chicago White Sox), Trevor Larnach (20th overall - Minnesota) and Cadyn
Grenier (37th overall - Baltimore). Steven Kwan (fifth round - Cleveland), Drew Rasmussen
(sixth round - Milwaukee) and Michael Gretler (10th round - Pittsburgh) were also selected.

* The Beavers averaged 3,261 fans per home date at Goss Stadium at Coleman Field, a
single-season school record that ranked 19th overall in 2017, and second in the Pac-12. Ore-
gon State surpassed the 100,000 mark for the first time in school history, totaling 101,090.

* The Oregon State pitching staff set a new school record for lowest ERA, at 1.93. That
led the nation and by almost three-fourths of a run. Oregon State also led the nation with a
0.98 WHIP, and was the only school to post a mark shy of 1.00.

* Jake Thompson was named a unanimous First-Team All-American after leading the
nation with 14 wins, which tied for the Oregon State single-season record.

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2013 CWS Participants
Beavers Return To Omaha

The Oregon State baseball team returned to Omaha in 2013 after a five-year hiatus from
the College World Series. The Beavers made the trip on the strength of an incredibly strong
pitching staff and a balanced offense.

Much like past seasons, the Beavers relied heavily on a Northwest flavor with its roster.
Twenty players on the team’s 35-man roster hailed from either Washington or Oregon, in-
cluding all three of the team’s weekend starters, Matt Boyd, Ben Wetzler and Andrew Moore.

The Beavers broke the school record for victories with 52, won the Pac-12 Conference
with a 24-6 record and advanced to the World Series after hosting both the Corvallis Re-
gional and Corvallis Super Regional.

« Oregon State played its first ever games at TD Ameritrade Park Omaha, going 2-2.
The two victories gave the Beavers 13 all-time wins in Omaha, with each belonging to head
coach Pat Casey.

« Oregon State batted .290 during the postseason and finished with a 3.00 earned run
average. Kavin Keyes paced 0OSU with a .357 batting average and Michael Conforto set the
0SU single postseason record with six doubles. Ben Wetzler was stellar for the Beavers on
the mound, posting a 3-0 record and 2.74 ERA. He, Matt Boyd and Andrew Moore comhbined
to pitch in 76 of the team’s S0 postseason innings (84.4 percent) and tallied a 6-2 record.

« Matt Boyd recorded the Beavers’ first-ever complete-game effort at the College World
Series in his last collegiate appearance when he shut out Indiana in a 1-0 win over June 19.
It was just the 18th all-time 1-0 game at the College World Series, and the first since 1985.

« Oregon State’s 52 victories surpassed the 2006 club’s school-record 50-win season.
The Beavers’ 2013 winning percentage of .B00 was the best mark in modern OSU history
and led the Pac-12 Conference. The 52 wins is also the most by a Pac-12 school since Ari-
zona State won 52 in 2010.

« The Beavers stretched their program record postseason appearances to five and in
eight of the last nine seasons. Oregon State has made four NCAA College World Series ap-
pearances during that stretch.

« Oregon State won its third league title under head coach Pat Casey and did so with a
24-6record. The 24 wins is the most by a league team since the then-Pac-10 unified prior to
the 1999 season. The 24 wins is the most since USC won the Pac-10 South in 1996.

« Michael Conforto was named the Pac-12’s Player of the Year and Andrew Moore
earned Freshman of the Year honors. Both were also named All-Americans, as was Matt
Boyd, giving the Beavers three in a year for just the second time in school history (the first
coming in 20086).

« Moore was named a first-team All-American, becoming the first true freshman in 0SU
history to pick up the honor. Conforto, meanwhile, became just the fifth player in school his-
tory to record back-to-back All-American seasons.

« The Beavers lost consecutive games just once, in a doubleheader against Washington
on April 20. Oregon State opened the year with 15 consecutive wins, and later had a 12-
game win streak that began the day after the doubleheader loss. Oregon State headed into
the postseason with 16 wins in its last 18 games.

« OSU finished with the nation’s second-lowest ERA at 2.28, which also led the Pac-12
and set a new school record for best ERA. The Beavers also led the Pac-12 with a .217 bat-
ting average against and were second in fewest hits allowed at 454 and fifth in fewest walks
allowed at 173, just 15 behind the Pac-12’s leader.

« Oregon State found itself in the top 10 every weekend according to Baseball America.
The Beavers were outside the top 10 just twice according to the other four major polls.

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2007 National Champions
Beavers Go Back-To-Back

The 2007 season was a special year for the Oregon State baseball team. The Beavers
became just the fifth NCAA team to win back-to-back titles, and did so on the heels of their
third consecutive trip to the College World Series in Omaha.

Oregon State was led by two of the most recognizable players in school history in Mitch
Canham and Darwin Barney. 0SU was buoyed on the mound by Mike Stutes, who ended the
season with 12 victories - three came in the postseason, including two in the College World
Series. The Beavers were blessed with a cast of players that included Joe Paterson, Dan-
iel Turpen, Eddie Kunz, Jordan Lennerton, John Wallace, Joey Wong and others, who truly
embraced the team concept and helped deliver spectacular performances throughout the
College World Series and the postseason.

The Beavers swept through the postseason, going 11-1 en route to their second straight
national championship.

« Oregon State trailed for just one inning during the College World Series, which con-
sisted of a little less than 45 full innings for the Beavers. North Carolina held a 1-0 lead after
one inning in the final game, but the Beavers answered back with three runs in the second
to help boost them to the 9-3 win.

« Oregon State became the first team ever to win four straight CWS games by at least
six runs. The Beavers’ closest victory came in their first game, a 3-2 victory over Cal State
Fullerton.

« Oregon State became just the sixth NCAA team to sweep its way through the College
World Series. And O0SU was the back-to-back title holder since the NCAA went to a best-of-
three championship series.

« Jorge Reyes was named the College World Series Most Outstanding Player. Reyes
went 2-0 at the World Series, defeating Cal State Fullerton and North Carolina.

« Oregon State opened the postseason as the No. 3 seed at the Charlottesville Regional
on the campus of the University of Virginia. By winning the College World Series, Oregon
State became the first No. 3 seed to do so.

* The Beavers opened postseason play by defeating Rutgers, 5-1. They lost their next
game in 13 innings to Virginia, 7-4, but then went on win their next 10 games, the final one
coming in Omaha.

« Oregon State came from a 3-0 deficit in the final game of the Charlottesville Regional
to advance to a Super Regional against Michigan. Against UVA, OSU scored four runs in the
final two innings and held on through a Joe Paterson victory to advance.

* The Beavers one-hit Michigan in the first game of the Super Regional at Goss Stadium,
and scored a runin the ninth for the win. 0SU dominated the second game, 8-2, to advance
to the College World Series.

« Oregon State pitchers posted an incredible 2.57 earned run average through the post-
season. Opponents hit just .210 against them and collected only 83 hits in 112 innings.

« Oregon State returned to Parker Plaza on the OSU campus after returning from Oma-
ha and celebrated the second title in front of an estimated crowd of 6,000.

« Fifteen players on the championship squad would end up being drafted by Major
League clubs at some point during their tenure at Oregon State. Two more ended up sign-
ing contracts as undrafted free agents.

« 0SU finished the season with 49 victories, one off tying the school record.

Only one pitcher had an ERA above 5.00, and the team combined to
limit opponents to a .219 batting average.

« Offensively, the Beavers finished with a .302 average as a team through 13 postsea-
son games. Tyler Graham paced the way for the Beavers with a .426 batting average while
Bill Rowe was close behind with a .419 mark. His 18 runs batted in led the team.

« Oregon State opened the postseason by hosting an NCAA Regional and the Beavers
outscored their opponents - Wright State, Kansas and Hawaii - by a combined 28-9 mark.
Oregon State never trailed during regional play.

* The Beavers defeated Stanford, 4-3, to open Super Regional play at Goss in the next
round, then shut out the Cardinal, 15-0, in the second game to advance to Omaha. The 15-
run win marked the second-higgest in the school’s postseason history and was just the
second shutout ever thrown, at the time, by OSU pitchers in NCAA play.

« Oregon State advanced to the postseason by winning the Pac-10 title and was named
a No. 1seed at its own regional.

« The Beavers ended the 2006 season with 50 victories, a school-record. It eclipsed the
previous record of 46 set in 2005.

Beavers Begin 3-Year Run

Oregon State began its magical three-year run to Omaha in 2005, a year that saw the
club make many firsts. The Beavers went to the College World Series for the first time in
more than 50 years, win the Pacific-10 Conference for the first time and advance to an
NCAA Super Regional for the first time.

They did so with a cast of players with an overwhelming Pacific Northwest flavor, includ-
ing Oregon born Dallas Buck, Kevin Gunderson, Jonah Nickerson, Jacohy Ellsbury and Dar-
win Barney, among others. Of the 29 players on the roster born in either Oregon or Wash-
ington, 13 ended their tenure at Oregon State being drafted by Major League clubs at least
once.

The Beavers played their last game in Omaha on June 20, which, at the time, was the
latest on the calendar an Oregon State season had ever extended.

« Oregon State went 0-2 in Omaha, but the World Series capped off a magnificient sea-
son for the Beavers. Oregon State won its first Pac-10 title by going 19-5 during the regular
season. The 19 wins mark a conference record for the Beavers, who won seven of their eight
Pac-10 series.

* The Beavers won 46 games, a new single-season school record. It surpassed the pre-
vious record of 39 set in 1986.

* The Beavers lost consecutive games only twice; once during the regular season, to
Stanford and Arizona, and then in Omaha to Tulane and Baylor.

* Oregon State won five of its six games leading up to the College World Series. The
Beavers outscored St. John’s and Ohio State, 34-7,in three games at the Corvallis Regional.

* The Beavers advanced to a Super Regional at Goss Stadium, and took 2-o0f-3 from
USC, whom 0SU had ended the Pac-10 regular season with. The Beavers advanced to the
NCAA College World Series after scoring two runs in the seventh in the third game of the
Super Regional.

* Oregon State lost both of its games in O0maha, but the team’s pitching staff was stellar.
The Beavers allowed just seven runs over two games at Rosenblatt Stadium.

* The Beavers batted .321as a team through the eight postseason games, and were led
by Andy Jenkins’ .459 batting average, which stands as the single-best postseason for any
Oregon State player.

* The team’s pitching staff was anchored by Jonah Nickerson, who went 1-1 with a 2.11
earned run average. Nickerson ended his career with five postseason victories, four a year
later, which ties Mike Stutes for most in an OSU career.

* The trip to the postseason was the first in 19 years for Oregon State, which had last
appeared in an NCAA Regional in Stillwater, Okla., in 1986. At the time, the eight postseason
games played in 2005 was a single-year record for the Beavers.

* Head coach Pat Casey won his first career postseason game on June 3 as the Beavers
scored a run in both the eighth and ninth innings for a 4-3 come-from-behind victory over
Ohio State.

* Oregon State defeated St. John’s, 19-3, in the final game of the Corvallis Regional. The
16-run win still stands as the team’s single-largest postseason victory.

« Jacobhy Ellsbury, who in 2007 became the first former OSU player to win a MLB World
Series, played in all eight games in the 2005 postseason and batted .351 with two doubles,
atriple and five stolen bases.

* Thirteen players who played in the 2005 postseason won a title in 2006 with OSU.

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1952 CWS Participants
0OSU Makes First CWS Trip

Oregon State made its first foray into an NCAA postseason in 1952, and the Beavers
also advanced to the College World Series for the first time. Oregon State lost in two games
in their inaugural trip to Omaha, but came away with a positive first experience at Omaha
Stadium.

The Beavers opened the year by winning the Pacific Coast Conference title and then
swept Fresno State in the Western Regional in Corvallis.

“The team of ‘52 was an exceptional collection of raw talent as | look back today,” pitcher
Alex Goedhard said years later. “| say raw talent because we had no specialty training. There
were no coaches specializing in hitting, fielding, outfield or pitching. There were no physical
training regimens for players targeting playing positions outside of daily routine practice.
There was no or very little scouting of opposing teams and players.”

« At the Western Regional, on June 7, the Beavers hosted Fresno State in front of a
crowd of 4,600, the largest attendance figure to date at what is now Goss Stadium at Cole-
man Field.

« Oregon State began the season on a high note, winning its first seven games and nine
of 10.

« The Beavers had just three losing streaks of two games, with the final one coming in
Omaha. Oregon State did not lose consecutive games at home the entire season.

« The 27 victories posted by the Beavers in 1952 set a school single-season record.
That record was not surpassed until the 1975 team won 28 games.

« Ralph Coleman was in the midst of his third stint with the team and had another 14
years before ending his illustrious career. Coleman’s two victories in the postseason do not
count toward his overall career record, but merely add to 561 victories, then a school record.

« Oregon State’s appearance in Omaha was significant as it was only the sixth-ever Col-
lege World Series held. The Beavers opened against Duke in just the second-ever meeting
between the schools in any sport; the first was in the 1942 Rose Bowl.

« Oregon State used what is now an unusual mode of transportation to arrive in Omaha.
The team traveled to Omaha by train on the Union Pacific streamliner City of Portland. The
Beavers arrived just after 3 a.m. on a Wednesday.

« Oregon State was the fourth team of what is now known as the Pac-10 to advance to
the College World Series. California, USC and Washington St. all advanced to Omaha before
the Beavers’ first trip in 1952.

*« The games were played at what was then known as Omaha Stadium; it is now known as
Rosenblatt Stadium. This marked the third year the CWS was held at Rosenblatt.

« Twenty-seven of the 34 players (79.4 percent) listed on the roster hailed from the
state of Oregon.

« Oregon State won its first-ever Pacific Coast Conference Championship in 1952. The
Beavers defeated USC in two games; winning game one, 12-10, and taking game two, 5-4,
with both contests being played in Corvallis.

« Dwane Helbig became Oregon State’s first All-American in 1952 when the American
Basehall Coaches Association named him to the second team. He batted .418 with three
home runs and 10 RBI in PCC Northern Division games.

« Bailey Brem and Jay Dean, who were both on the 1952 team, earned All-American
honors in 1953 and 1954, respectively. Dean was an All-American in 1955 as well. He was
0SU’s first two-time All-American.
