Idaho's Anti-Oriental Statute 
Idaho Falls 

It was disheartening to learn from an article in the No· 
vember 18 issue oC the Pacific Citizen that there was a law 

in the slate of Idaho prohlbiting Chinese or Orientals not 
born in the l'nited States the right to vote. I felt at one 

time that we here in the state of Idaho were very fortunate 
to have had all the laws of a discriminatory nature wiped off 

the statutes. Because the law was not being enforced we did 
not know that such a law existed. 

Upon calling this to the attention of an attorney, r 
le3J'JIed that Article 6. section 3 oC the Idaho State Constitu· 
tion staled that "Chinese or persons of Mongolian descent not 

born in the United States can neither vote. serve as jurors 

or hold any civil office." This law is denying our naturalized 
Issei parent oC their greatest American heritage. 

National Second Vice President George Sugai is carrying 

the load for us because of his intimate contacts in the past 
with Idaho legislators to have the law repealed. To repeal 

this law involves the Legislature placing it on the ballot of 
the next election and requires a majority vote by the electo­

rate. U we go into this, the wording of the proposition would 

be most important to prevent the kind of situation which reo 
sulted in the Washington Alien Land Law campaign. 

Another method of repeal is by having a coort test case 
but to start a case we'll need the cooperation of a person 

who has been reCused the right to vote. Which ever method 
we might use. at present. both methods should be pursued 
on repeal. 

When the time comes we'll have to call on every JACL 
member in Idaho to help in this cause to insure victory. It 
will be a tremendous task to inform the people of central 
and northern Idaho. where there are no JACL chapters, the 
importance of repealing this law

Living with JACL: by Saburo Kido 

Eve of the 1st Biennial 
PART TWO 

. The thought of attending thc 
1930 National J ACL Convention 
in Seattle was a fascinati ng 
dream. It was beyond the m eans 
for most of us In San Francisco. 
I waS a poor barrister whose 
wife was working. D u~i n g those 
days, she was earning more than 
I could from the practice or 
law. For me. going to Seattle 
Was wishful thinking. 

However, the San Francisco 
chapter d eci d ~ to extend a help­
ing hand a nd held a benefit 
daMe. The venture netted S7 ~ 
a nd this proClt was divided 
a mong the dc)egales. It was not 
a h andsome allowaJlce, 1 must 
a dmit, but it; was better than 
nothing. 

. To lUuS'lrate the ~p lr j t of the 
Japanese' community toward the 
Nisei about this lime. the J apa· 
nese Am enean News. a b il ing\lal 
d illly. commented ' that jf dele· 
gates could not pay their own 
way, what can anyone expect 
from J ACL. The Issei had DO 

confidence in the Nisei. 
Instead of being discouraged. 

the editorial comments became 
Cight ing words for us. We decided 
to l ind the m ost economical way 
ID get to Seattle. 

We r eceived w o ~ d from Tom 
Yego of Newcastle, who was One 
of the delegates to the 1929 meet· 
ing held In San Francisco. Since 
he was driving UP. he Invited 
us to ride with him. So it was 
decided that we, who were going 
up with him . would m eet him 
in Sac ra menlo and proceed to 
SeatOe. 

The Nikkei Shlmln 

Meanwhile, the San F ra ncisco 
chapter decided thnt it would be 
a 1l00d idea to have its own 
publication. which might even· 
tually become the national organ. 
Susumu "Slm" Togasaki and I 
started to canvass Cor advertls· 
ing jn the "Nikkei Sblmln". as 
the chapter bulletin was !hen 
called. We took oUlrom work 
a lmost every afternoon. 1 bad 
my office uptown in lhe J apa· 
nese seclion and "Slm" worked 
downtown at Mutual Supply Co .• 
the Import-cxport firm of the 
Togasaki lamlly. 

I remember George Togasaki. 
who was treasurer or the com. 
pany. making (un 01 Sim and 
myself. He asked. "Sim, who is 
your employer. the Cit I zen s 
League or Mutual Supply?" Of 
course, this was before he be· 
came embroiled In the affairs 
of the movement himself. 

Wherever we went, the husl· 
ness merchants and professional 
people were very friend ly and 
sympalhetic. However. we were 
warned repeatedly lhnt volunteer 
work would not last. 

About a hall block away Irom 
my combination oWce and home 
rt623 Webster Street! was lhe 
Tokai Printing Co.. 1824 Pos t 
Street. where the Nikkei Shlmin 
wu prlnt~d . The meaning Of the 
Japnnese words IN -!apane <e. 
American. The proprietor of the

Ii'i'Salifieult IManyone today 
to visualize the kind of work 
we did to get the sem l·monthly 
bull'elln out. It was a standard 
size paper of magazine qu ~lIty, 

about 16" wide a nd 20" long. 
They came in fiat so we had 
to fold to have two pages printed. 
Then we had to turn the pages 
over so that the other two pages 
could be printed. The folding was 
a trem endous taslf. It I am ot 
mistaken we were printing 1,000 
copies lw i ~e a month . 

The Nikkei Shim in sta re and 
I eag u eo members handled the 
folding. Also, we had ID wrap 
a nd m all them . On som e weeks, 
it IQok.

Ag'cuda for the Convent!,on 

Although I had been lu kewarm 
about form ing a citizens league 
<:Ir going to convent ion In the 
beginning, the fever IDok hold of 
me eventua lly. I was all set ID 
go to the SeatUe convention. 

One day. when I dropped in 
at Mutual Supply prior to the 
convention, Mr. Kikumatsu To­
gasaki, patriarch of th~ iIIu~ . 
trious clan, called m e mto h,s 
ofCice. He talked 10 m e about 
the forthcom ing convention and 
suggested that I take up the 
matter of presenting a resolution 
(or granting naturalization pr ivi· 
leges 10 th e Japanese veterans 
oC World War 1. 

Up to that Ume. I was m?re 
interested in the Cable Act. whIch 
at tha t time provided tha t any 
American·born woman who mar· 
ried an alien "ineligible to cill· 
zenship" would lose her Amerl· 
ca n citizenship. Discrimination 
was obvious lor the Orientals 
were tbe only ones "Ineligible to 
citizenship." 

We w ere particularly con· 
cerned with the issue since !he 
Nisei wom en would be laced with 
a sociological problem. There 
were not m any marriagooble 
Nisei men in the early 1930s. 
According to Ihe Japanese cus· 
10m. the age difference from 
three ID five years between the 
husband and wile was preJerred. 
Under such a system, it would 
create a situation wherein our 
girls would nol be able to find 
husbands. Their eligible prospec· 
t lve husbands were the vounger 
Isse.l or the so-called "Yobiyose 
Selnen," those born In Japan ond 
therefore "lnoligihle to citizen· 
ship." The Japanose community 
was dead set agalnsl inter·mar· 
J'IQge. 

\Yorhl War I Ve terans 

When I looked into the prob· 
lem oC seeking naturaliUltion pri· 
vlleges ror Japanese veterans of 
World War I, I learned 10 my 
surprl.e that It wns up to Con· 
Ilrl'ss 10 pass on llmendmcnt 10 

'n n e"islillll Inw. A coII~tltutlonlil 

am endment was not necessary. 
As Mr. TogasakJ Sr. explained, 

the U.S. Supreme Court has ruled 
the law granting cltfzenshlp ID 
allen veterans of the U.S. armed 
forces did not extend the prlvi· 
lege to Orientals who were then 
"lneliiPble to citizenship". Dis· 
trlct courts in various parts of 
the country were rendering con· 
flIcti ng deolsions, whicb was tI· 
nally seWed against the Oriel;!­
tals. 

The Suprem e Court Ims already 
ruled on the fa mous Takeo Oza· 
wa case. whlch had been taken 
to the highest tribunal trom Ha· 
waii where the test case was 
started. The U.S. Supreme Goun 
had ruled that the Japanese wero 
not "white" and therefore not 
eligible to citizenship. 

Tl10se were the days when the 
high'est tribunal of the land wa6 
not too lriendly 10 the cause of 
Orjentals. Eve r y case which 
came up seemed to be a losing 
cause. 

The California and Wash ington 
Slate aUen land law oases .bad 
been tested before the Uniled 
States Supreme Court. The laws 
were held constituional. A long 
line of cases which interpreted 
the various phases oC the land 
laws were r uled against the Ja· 
panese. 

Once the Supreme Court ruled 
that aliens " ineligible ID citizen· 
ship" could be denied the right 
to have any interest in real 
pro perty unless provided by 
treaty (and 11 was stated that 
the Treaty ot Commerce and 
Navigation or 1911 bet ween 
United States and Japan did not 
give such rights). the justices 
consistently held that "wbllt c:m· 
not be done directly cannot be 
done indirectly". 

Consequently, t b e CaUfor!'ia 
share crop, bonus. corporahon 
shares and other laws to prohibit 
Japanese from obtaining Interest 
in real property were upheld to 
be legal restrictions or prohibl 
tions. 

Fraternal Insurance 

One other matter wasta be 
proposed since I had been in· 
terested in it. It concerned fra· 
ternal insurance {or J ACL memo 
bers. I had Cell that a strong 
national organization snould have 
some financial stake in which 
ali the members would have an 
interest. . 

Thus in preparing (or the fU' ~ t 
biennial national convention ID 

1930, the Son Francisco delega· 
tlon had prepared three propo­
sals: II) Japanese World War 1 
Veterans natu~allzation bill; (21 
Cable Act amendment; and C31 
Fraternal Insuran ce. 

The matter of puhlishing ana· 
tional organ waS not considered 
appropriate. We Celt that after 
our Nikkei Shimln was well es· 
tablished was tlm~ enouqht to 
move Cor adoption by the 03· 

tionol organization.

Initial phase of gathering reSoUrCe 
material proves fascinating to CLers
