The BAE in Elementary Education with a STEM concentration has coursework that leads to an e lementary 
education teaching certificate and highly qualified status in science or math. This program differs from the 
Elementary Ed degree in that it offers students a firm grounding in math and science content with current 
research and best practices, accompanied by real-world classroom experience in math and sc ience classrooms.

There is a growing demand for STEM educators nationally, especially in elementary and middle grades. This

Graduates of this concentration wi ll have the required number of credits needed to be deemed highly 
qualifed to teach math or science.
