DRIVING AN AUTOMOBILE IN AMERICA

(The following article has been reprinted by permission from NEW LIFE, Department

of Health, Education, and Welfare, Washington, D.C. 20201.)



The automobile is very much a part of ‘the American way of life. Driving in
the United States--with its crowded high-speed expressways--takes special skills
and techniques,

One of these techniques is known as defensive driving, which means constantly
anticipating what other drivers around you might do. At the same time, it is
important for you to drive in such a way that other drivers around you will be
able to anticipate what you are going to do.

For example, if you change lanes suddenly, and the driver in the adjoining
lane is not expecting it, there may be an accident., Americans take very seriously
the lines that divide lanes of ongoing traffic, and do not expect another vehicle
to move in front of them without signaling well in advance.

In places where there are no lines painted on the road to divide lanes of
traffic moving in the same direction, you are still expected to keep in one lane
and not weave back and forth., If, for some reason, there is no center line paint-
ed on a two-way street, you must keep to the right,

Another driving skill that is important in the U.,S., is being able to drive on
expressways., Expressways are designed for high-speed traffic only, and drivers
must make quick and complex decisions. Modern expressways have reduced the accident
rate, but because of the high-speed driving, those collisions that do occur are
more severe,

When you want to enter an expressway, make sure that the road or 'ramp" you
select is an entrance ramp. Often, but not always, DO NOT ENTER or WRONG WAY signs
are posted at an exit ramp. |

The entrance ramp to an expressway usually leads into a long lane, running
parallel to and adjoining the expressway. This lane enables you to gain speed
before merging with fast-moving expressway traffic.

When accelerating in this lane, judge the speed of cars on the expressway,



look for a clear, safe gap in the liune of vzhicles, signal, and move into the
gap at the same speed as the cars that are passing by.

When you have entered the main part of the expressway, stay in the same lane
until you have studied the traffic pattern around you. Before moving to another
lane, make sure that a driver ahead of you is not about to change lanes and that
a driver in back of you is not about to pass. Look in your rear view mirror to
make sure there is no vehicle in the lane into which you want to move, and look
in your outside mirror to make sure there is no vehicle alongside of you. Signal
that you are going to change lanes in plenty of time for other drivers to prepare
fox idt,

Never change lanes suddenly or unexpectedly, and never change without giving
a signal well in advance.

Never stop or attempt to back up on a high-speed expressway.

Never follow the car in front of you too closely.

If you see the exit that you want too late to reach it safely, keep going and
leave by the next exit. Do not slow down so much that you are in danger of being
hit from behind.

Advance planning is necessary when driving on expressways., Learn the name of
the exit you want to use, and know whether you should take the exit ramp that leads
nortﬁ or south, or east or west. It is a good idea to learn the name of the exit
that comes just before the one you want to use, to allow you more time to change
into the proper lane.

IF YOU ARE INVOLVED IN AN ACCIDENT

If you are involved in a motor vehicle accident you should:
*Stop at the scene of the accident, or as close to the scene of the accident

as possible without obstructing traffic;

*Render any assistance you can in the event of an injury;



*Call the police as quickly as possible if: (1) a person is killed or injured, (2)
a vehicle or other property is damaged.
If you should hit an unattended vehicle (such as a parked car) or cause any
damage to unattended property, you are required by law to leave your name, address,
and driver's license number attached to the property that you have damaged.

Do not hesitate to notify the police if you need help, or if you have been
involved in an accident, regardless of whether the accident was caused by you
or by someone else, The policeman's job is to see that everyone--whether an
American citizen or not--is treated fairly. Do not let a lack of fluency in English
keep you from calling the police; policemen in most parts of the U.S. are accustom
to dealing with people whose native language is not English.

Remember-=-----

Remember that in the U.S., a pedestrian always has the right of way over any
vehicle,

Remember that it is against the law to drive without a driver's license, and
to learn how to drive without first getting a learner's permit. Persons with
learner's permits can drive only when accompanied by a licensed driver. It is also
against the law to lend your license to another person. If you are caught driving
without a license or with a learner's permit and no licensed driver with you,

your privilege to drive may be taken away from you by the court.

MORE TAI DAM REFUGEES TO IOWA

Late Thursday night, July 8, 70 more Tai Dam refugees were welcomed to Lowa
by the Governor's Task Force. The airport, again, was filled with welcoming refugees
and relatives.,

More thian 300 Tai Dam refugees will be relocated in Iowa by August. Accord-
ing to Jill Quam, project coordinator, some of the new towns for refugee resettle-

ment will be: Sioux City, Spencer, Hull and Bagley. In general, the new refugees



will be distributed evenly throughout the state--although the heaviest concentration

is in Des Moines.

FARMERS HOME ADMINISTRATION LOANS

If you have been rejected by money lending institutions in your attempt to pur-
chase a home, do not give up; you might be eligible for a Farmers Home Loan. This
program is a supplemental loan program designed to increase the population of
rural towns under 20,000. (The area must also not be part of a metropolitan stat-

istical reporting area.)

Eligible areas include: Altoona, Elkhart, Bondurant, Mitchellville, Grimes,

Alleman and Polk City.

Minimum Downpayment includes: $280 in Polk County and $250 in Dallas County;

or 3% of the full cost and one full year of house insurance paid before closing

the agreement,

Requirements include: (1) You must be a citizen of the United States, or you
must be a legally admitted permanent alien. (Exceptions are made for indefinite
parolees that have I-94 numbers,) (2) You must have a good repayment ability and
a good credit rating.

Income requirements include: The income is adjusted for an annual income of

$12,900 or less. (Take the current gross income at the time of application and
multiply by 12, This will project one year's earnings. Next, subtract 5% and $300

per dependent under the age of 18, Also, any SSI or Social Security payments must



be added with the total figure.

Repayment requirements on the loan include: The interest rate is presently

8%% over a 33 year period.

PROBLEMS: (1) To sell the house you must have the signature of the spouse
and some still remain in Southeast Asia. (2) You must have a job, and you must
not be in any educational program.

Procedure--If you are interested in a house and the program contact the realtor,

he should know how the program works, If he does not, contact us for help.

HELPFUL TIPS FOR HOME BUYERS

For most families, purchasing a home is the largest investment they will ever
make, That's why you should take the time to know exactly what you are buying.
If the purchase is made in a hasty and unbusinesslike manner, the result may be
regrettable.

First, you should try to figure where you want to live., You don't want to
live a long way from where you are going to work. The expense of driving from one
location to another may outweigh an additional cut in price. Also, you should look at
the shopping areas and schools in the area. Land taxes may greatly vary from one
area to another, YOU MUST check on the land taxes, and also what they predict
they will be in the future. Noise level can be important., You will live in your
house every day. Some locations may be very noisy and you may not notice this when
you first go to look at the house. Be wise and look at every aspect of the
house and its location.

Getting ready to buy----=-=-

Before looking at any houses you should first determine how much money you have
now, how much you will have in the future and how much of it you can spend and still

be in good financial shape. The U.,S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
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suggests that the price of the home not exceed two to two-and-one-half times the
family's annual income.

HUD also suggests that a homeowner mnot pay more than 25% of his income for
monthly housing expense (payment on the mortgage loan plus average cost of heat,
utilities, repair and maintenance),

According to HUD, statistics show that two out of every three buyers select
a used house., Here are some items that deserve special attention when looking at
a used house:

-Termite infestation and wood rot. The importance of a check by a termite
specialist cannot be over emphasized., HUD suggests that if you are very serious
about purchasing a house--have it inspected for termites.

-Sagging structure., Look carefully at the squareness of the exterior walls,

-Inadequate wiring, Be sure that there is sufficient amperage and enough
electric outlets, Request inspection by the local government for code compliance
to make sure the wiring is not dilapidated, exposed and dangerous.

-Run-down heating plant. Check the general condition of the heating system.
What kind of repairs are needed and how long will the system last?

- Inadequate insulation, Ask if the attic and the space between interior
and exterior walls has been filled with an insulating material. What material
was used and how was it installed?

-Faulty Plumbing. Choose a home that is connected to a public sewer system
in preference to one served by a septic tank or cesspool. Check with the plumber
who last serviced the house to determine the condition of the plumbing and ask
him to test for water pressure.

-Hot-water heater., Check the type and capacity of the tank to determine if
there will be sufficient hot water for family needs. Look for any signs of rust

or leaks, Obtain any guarantee held by the present owner, if it is still in effect.

-Roof and gutters. What kind of roofing material was used and how old is it?
Check inside the attic for water stains and discolorations. Ask the owner for a
guarantee if one exists.

-Wet basements. A basement that looks dry in summer may have water in it in

the spring. Are there signs of water penetration around the foundation walls?

Services of a lawyer

Many people, when purchasing a house, hire a lawyer to assure themselves
of a legal transaction, The lawyer can tell you what a certain clause in a contract
means and what should or should not be left out of the contract. A lawyer can
also tell you what your rights are as a property owner if something goes wrong with
the property, the other party or the agreement settled upon. Not all persons
purchasing a house need or even bother to get a lawyer. (It is advisable that you
do get some kind of legal advice. Buying a house can be very complicated., There
are many papers to sign and agreements to fulfill. Do not pretend to think that
you understand all the different clauses and real estate language. A qualified
person is trained to know what all this means.) However, purchasing a house is
a very big financial step and you should be sure you know what you are getting.
Remember, just like everything else, the person who is selling the house wants to
get the best possible deal he can., When you buy an item at a store, you should
buy the best product for you. This doesn't mean that you always buy the cheapest.,
The cheapest model may be so cheap that you will end up losing money because you'll
be forced to buy another product in a very short time. Yet, at the same time, the
highest price model may also be a waste of your money. You may not need that good
a product. You shop wisely until you find the product you need at the right
price. A house is much the same way, except there are many more factors involved.

The price of a house is important. Very important. However, the agreements you
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settle upon, are also very important., The agreements can determine whether a
house is a good or bad buy. For instance, What are the guarantees and for how
long? Also, without a doubt, things will go wrong with the house you buy--
man-made items have a limited life span and they will be replaced. If you buy

a house you certainly don't want to be replacing expensive items two months later.
That's why an agreement or policy on who is responsible for what and for how long
can be very important to a homeowner, It could save thousands of dollars.
Another thing to think about is the future. What will the house be worth in

the future? Take a good look at the surrounding area and ask the advice of

other people., Will there be major construction in the area? You can check at
local state offices to see if anything is planned for the immediate future.

These questions are important because many people do not always live in one
house. They buy one house and when they earn more money they often want to move
into a nicer house in a nicer area, This thinking is very common, Most people
want the very best they can afford for themselves. This is why you should look
very carefully at the house's future. There is no point in buying a house for
$15,000 if that house will only sell for $10,000 two years later. Houses are
expensive and they are rapidly becoming more and more expensive. Everyone who
buys a house should be able to make money when they sell the house. (Of course
this is limited to the length of time and care of the house.) Buying a house is
a very big step. Take your time and make sure you know exactly what you

are getting. Money spent on legal advice, checking code requirements and almost
anything that needs checking--is not a waste of money. The price of someone
checking the house for termites is little compared to the price of repairing a floor
that caved in., Remember, check the house out completely. Know everything about
its Look to see what the future will be like for the house., Look at the area.

Look at the other houses around it,
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A house can be a very good thing. It is yours. You own it. fou can do what
you want to it. A house can become something that you love. Make sure you find
the house that is just right for you, and then--enjoy it.

However, we can help you
with advice or direction on where to go for qualified advise.)
