Hardware Installation
1.	 Connect a DisplayPort monitor to the DP OUT connector on the 

back of the KVM switch.
2.	 Connect a USB keyboard and mouse to the USB ports on the front 

of the KVM switch.
3.	 Connect the included DisplayPort USB KVM cables to each PC, 

and then to the PC1 and PC2 ports on the back of the KVM switch.
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4.	 (Optional) If you have another USB peripheral that you want 
to share between the connected computers, connect the USB 
peripheral to the USB hub port on the front of the KVM switch.

5.	 Turn on one of the connected computers; when it’s finished 
starting up, make sure that the keyboard and mouse are working 
properly.

6.	 When you confirm that the keyboard and mouse are working, 
switch to the next port and repeat step 5 with the second 
computer.

You should be able to switch between ports now.
