Hardware Installation

1. Ensure the mini-switches on the power adapter are
set to the OFF position.

2. Insert the dual-cylinder connector provided by the
main power cord into the corresponding port on
the power adapter brick.

3. (OPTIONAL) Connect the small, cylindrical power connector (splits off from LP4
connector) provided by the Switching Power Adapter to the corresponding power
port on the Hard Drive Adapter. This is only required if the Hard Drive Adapter
cannot draw enough power directly from the USB port.

4. Connect the remaining connector of the assembled power adapter to an available
wall outlet or power bar.

Connect the Drive(s) to the Hard Drive Adapter

WARNING! Hard drives and storage enclosures require careful handling, especially
when being transported.

2. Insert the remaining connector provided by the SATA data cable, into the SATA data
port on the SATA hard drive.

1. Align the IDE drive interface on the hard drive with the appropriate port provided
by the hard drive adapter.

2. Gently, but firmly insert the IDE Connector (provided by the adapter) into the port
on the rear panel of the hard drive.
