THE WORLD OF Hi-Fl PAYS TRIBUTE TO THE
LATE SAUL B. MARANTZ
Saul B. Marantz, founder of the Marantz brand name, died on January |6th, 1997, aged 86. Born in
Brooklyn, New York, in 1911, he founded Marantz in 1953, putting to use a knowledge of
electronics gained from service in the US navy during the war.

At war’s end, Saul returned home to work as a graphic artist. He had a great interest in music
reproduction and was spurred, by the introduction of the LP, to
designing a pre-amplifier. Working from his New York home, he
finished the Model | Audio Consolette pre-amplifier around 1950.
Saul started to sell this unit and the inflow of orders was great
enough to launch the company officially in 1953. In the early days,
production took place in a small New York factory unit, but the
company grew quickly, expanding into larger premises shortly
after.

In 1956 came the Model 2, a 40W power amplifier, priced at WA -2 ¥ X

For
whatever reason, Tannoy have chosen to stick with the Profiles for the
time being, opting instead to open up a new avenue into the market via
an old route - the Planet Series.

Of all the Planets, the Mercury was by far the best known and
loved. Claiming to have rights to the name through prior usage, a
concept valid in UK law, Tannoy have decided to produce a Mercury
Series, kicking off with the Mercury m2.

With Mercury Tannoy have gone back to a conventional cubic
cabinet. As with the Profile Series, they see beauty where others
might strain with the idea, but the Mercury m2 has got to be more
attractive than a Profile ‘speaker. Perhaps more importantly though,
it's a relatively sizeable “speaker at a knock-down price of £139.90.
Blessed with Tannoy's considerable engineering experience in the
field, the m2 is an effective product our early experiences tell us.

Tannoy claim the m2 is 88dB sensitive, a respectable figure, can
deliver 109dB at | metre and will accept up to 60watts input (or
I 20watt short-term peaks). It uses a 6.5in. coated paper cone bass
driver, together with a lin. soft dome tweeter, crossover occurring
at 2.5kHz. The cabinet is hewn out of |5Smm particle boarc and
measures 470mm high, 690mm wide and 285mm deep. Expect to see the m2 reviewed in
our May 1997 issue.

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ROGERS RE-ORGANISED
There have been ructions at Rogers, the loudspeaker
manufacturer based in South London, England. First to be
shown the door were the managing director, then the
overseas sales director. Next out were various members of
the marketing department. In all, fifteen people have lost their
jobs, 45 remaining. Chief designer Andy Whittle, responsible
for many of Rogers’ respected designs, stays on however.
Purchased by the Hong Kong based Wo Kee Hong Group
a few years ago, it is said that Mr Richard Lee, who directs
Hong Kong operations, was unhappy about the level of
promotional spend against current sales. The miniature
DBI10! is, we are told, selling like hot cakes throughout

Europe, and there has been healthy demand for the E20 and
E40 valve amplifiers too. Yet at the same time these products
are flawed and need improvement. This has become a matter
of concern within the company we understand, but little is
being said of course.

It appears, however, that Mr Lee wants a greater
presence down-market, feeling uneasy with Rogers’ exclusive
image and the effort needed to nurture it. Consequently he
has brought in old associates Terry Bennet, ex-TGI Group
(Tannoy Goodmans International) chairman, and Chris Short,
younger brother to the co-founder of Mordaunt-Short (now
also owned by TGI Group) who steps in as MD.

One of our sources told us Terry Bennet had long
wanted to gain control of Rogers. He is likely to impose a
clearer structure on its product range, which many feel is
fragmented. It looks as if the moves reflect Richard Lee’s
desire to move product fast. Rogers has, in the past, had
many good, budget models, like the famous Cadet amplifier.
But it also has a valuable link with BBC monitoring standards
in the LS3/5a.

Following this significant re-structuring of the company,
some re-balancing of the product line-up is likely. Chris Short
told us that the Wo Kee Hong group was wholly committed
to Rogers’ future, but wished to see a return on its
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investment. There was plenty of ability to fund Rogers’ future,
but all the same it needed sharpening up commercially. Those
acquainted with Rogers, new management were
complimentary about their knowledge and abilities, feeling the
action taken by Wo Kee Hong, whilst tough, was likely to be
effective.

ast year in Dublin, when Tannoy
Lwas explaining its plans for the

next year - including the D300
loudspeakers here - | was chatting idly
over coffee with Tannoy's Technical
Director Alex Garner. He gave me a
shock. He had read, he told me, that
ten per cent of listeners could not hear
a stereo image.

This was as much a surprise as
discovering, many years ago, that a
majority of people dream in black and
white. As someone who has always
dreamt in colour, and prizes stereo
imagery in hi-fi beyond rubies (well,
nearly) the coffee conversation gave
me a good deal of food for thought.

Over the summer, enough victuals
for a 20-course Chinese banquet in
fact, as | mulled over the ramifications.
Were people like me barking up the
wrong tree altogether, perhaps? Were
we building our own flimsy
philosophical road-protester’s tree-
house, ignoring others burrowing away
under the roots? Yere we about to be
brought down by the cherry-pickers of
that small but still vociferous lobby
which argues excitement is all and it
doesn't matter whether you can tell
where it's coming from?

Mercifully, Tannoy's association
with the professional market has kept
them clear of these murky woods, and
the D300s image very well. In fact,
Tannoy at that conference was floating
the idea that its two divisions -
domestic and professional - were to
co-operate and cross-fertilise more;
kind of like the road protesters again,
some in the trees and some tunnelling
underground, but communicating.
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working on it - nonetheless had a
slightly too-reedy tone in some treble
notes.

There's a loss of body, which the
midrange and bass definition tends to
point up by comparison. It's further
emphasised by a slight constriction in
dynamics above the crossover point,
when upper violin and flute notes just
don't seem to have quite enough
dynamics. | know a colleague blamed a

single crossover component for this
in the original D500, possibly not
improved then by the plastic trim on
top of the cabinet, which has now
been replaced by wood in the D-
series models.

Please bear in mind that this is by no
means disabling in a £1000 ’speaker;

Here, Tannoy's reflex design did a
stunning job with the tremendous
energy and power of the low Ds of a
Decca Bach organ recording.

That means
the bass from the D300s has definition,
not just loudness.

| can't wait for Tannoy to send the
D900s over with their two 300m
drivers, a sensitivity of 94dB (the D300
is claimed to be 88dB), and a low end
said to go down to 28Hz instead of the
D300's 47Hz.

Going back to which, the neighbours
must have puzzled over how a single
organ suddenly came to be
accompanied by the chamber-orchestra-
like playing of the LSO in Handel's organ
concertos under Adrian Boult.

I have, lately, been talking a lot

having set out a shopping list and
marked retail outlets on her A-Z, one
of the first systems she listened to was
the Naim one sent later to the
Braithwaite household.

Alas, at five grand for a pre-
amplifier, power amplifier, CD player
and the new Credo 'speakers, it cost
double what the insurance company
deemed her old (Linn/Naim) set-up
worth.

I've noted the coincidence of Naim
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ownership with sporty car-driving types
before. And this Naim system was
certainly capable of burning the
equivalent of hi-fi rubber.

I've not been listening to much Rock
music of late, the production quality
being so-so. A few minutes of Crowded
House, Terrorvision and what-have-you
changed my mind. What this Naim set-
up had was sheer, unadulterated life.

Percussion possesses a bite and lack
of overhang that makes it sound as
though there's a V12 engine and
turbocharger in there. Guitars rip and
ricochet out of the Credos with nary a
microsecond's hesitation. Vocals,
particularly, take front seat. Not that
they are unduly projected up-front past

the footlights, just that they have a
crispness that the Frosties tiger would
be abashed by.

Not altogether supercharged under
normal circumstances, Gerry Mulligan's
baritone sax on ‘Line for Lyons' was
more deserving of its name than ever,
with a rich, raw throatiness. Cymbals
had a sharp, honed edge, while the
‘young' (in 1974) John Scofield did
sterling speedwork on his guitar strings.

Mind you, there’s something of a
MacDonald's farm of colorations tucked
away just on the edge of hearing. Mostly
due to the CD player, and to a lesser
extent the 'speakers, there are some
well papered-over honks, quacks and
barks. These are sometimes beneficial,

like when
they put a
wonde-ful
rosewood tone into Steven Isserlis’s
cello on Taverper’s ‘Eterral Memory’,
and sometimes not.

With a tough, strong sound from
Rob Wasserman’s bass cn the Duets
album, a peculiarly exaggerated nasat
tone from Rickie Lee Jones’s ‘The Moon
is Made of Gold’ was a bit too
disconcerting. Did the studio manager
really run out of Tunes?

Yet, otherwise, tunes is what the
Naim system is frighteningly good at.
Mozart’s ‘Musical Joke’ used to
introduce the BBC’s show-jumping
spectacles. Through the Naim gear it
galloped away as though it was about to
win the Derby, then nip on to the Ml
and dc a lap around Aintree tc top it
off.

Picking on Eine Kleine Nachtmusik,
however, brought one or two doubts
to the fore. While the pre and power
amplifiers are competent enmough at
delivering ambience, detil, imagery and
depth, the CD player gives them all
rather shorter shrift, missing out, quite
literally, on the finer elements of
musical life.

Like Morgan, Naim produced a
good formula that worked at the
beginning and they’ve since resisted
fixing what was never broken. It has to
be said that this leads to a distinct
sound all of its own, in some ways a
throwback to the late Seventies, and
one, with the CD2 in tow, | never felt
entirely at home with. | substituted a
Quad 77 as well as a Rotel transport
and DAC (both roughly comparable in
price) for it increasingly often.

The alternative CD players provided
a smoother, though less exciting,
midrange, but gave what | ended up
feeling was a less satisfying rendition of
Rock music by comparison. Both,
however, led in the subtety stakes. The
Naim CD2 didn’t have the same purity
of tone or insight into Classical

instruments of the other
two.

Naim equipment has

particular

idiosyncrasies in the
way one component is
connected to t'other as well.
The DIN connectors which Naim
support (irstead of the RCA phonos
everyone else uses) make putting any
Naim together with an item by A. N.
Other tricky, but are in fact not a bad
idea.

Electrically, making the signal
connection before the ground as phono
plugs do is a sure-fire recipe for blowing
up loudspeakers with nasty bangs. It's
just a bit of a nuisance when you realise
that you threw away all those five-pin

DIN-to-phono plug leads that are now

indispensable for connecting up a
tape deck or the Quad FM4 tuner |,
for one, won'’t give up. Just to
compound the problem, a turntable
tone arm lead has to use BNC
plugs, and those things are a curse
to solder up. Still, phono-to-BNC
adapters can be tracked down
with a certain amount of
dedication.

Apart from that, what
looks like a perfectly innocent
four-pin DIN connection
from the NACI02 to the NAP 180
isn't, because it also carries a small
voltage from power amp to pre-amp
alongside the audio signal. Wiring up
another pre-amplifier via the wrong pins
could be another recipe for disaster.
For comparative purposes it was done,
but like they say at the end of TV ‘true
crime’ programmes, “Don’t try this at
home, folks.”

The floor-standing Credo 'speakers
are a stripped-down version of the IBL
principle. The mid/bass unit sits in its
own enclosure on three small pins
which locate it on top of the main
cabinet holding the tweeter. The gap
between the two forms a reflex port,
which doesn’t actually go very deep, but
is certainly capable of reproducing low-
ish bass notes on occasion with startling
effect.

Plugging in a couple of other pairs of
loudspeakers in place of the Credos
never really came off when the CD2

réViéW

was in the system. They either showed
up the multibit grain and harshness at
the top end, or revealed with far too
much cruelty what had been otherwise
acceptable shortcomings in the detail
and depth departments. But Hell, it
made some Rock and Jazz recordings so
vibrant and lively it cheered me up no
end. Who needs Prozac, | said to my
doctor. Just a heart that beats at
twice the normal speed,
to keep up @

John Shearne’s Phase 6 pre and Phase 3 power amplifier impressed Dominic

Todd back in September 1996. Now he gets to grips with the new

Reference versions.of t/he Phase 2 integrated and Phase 3 power amplifiers.

can't be accused of, it's resting on
his laurels. Although relatively new
in hi-fi circles, his range of well
reviewed amplifiers has significantly
expanded in recent months.

Shearne's Phase 2 Reference
integrated amplifier is an evolution of
the standard Phase 2 amp reviewed and
admired by Eric Braithwaite in
September 1993. Extra goodies inside
this anc the Phase 3 include superior
quality capacitors in the signal path and
extra biasing on the power supply. On
top of this, the pre-amp’s supply is now
regulated in the quest for superior
detail retrieval.

At £799, the Phase 2 might appear a
little expensive against obvious rivals
like Audiolab’s 8000S (£700) and
Arcam’s Alpha 9 (£500). The Arcam is a
particularly interesting competitor
because it, like the Phase 2, can be bi-
amped with the addition of a separate
power amp. In the-Shearne’s case, this

' f there’s one thing John Shearne
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would be a Phase 3 Reference.

Owners of existing 2s and 3s
needn’t feel left out - they can have
their amps upgraded, and a 2 can even
be converted into a 3, should you want
to use a separate pre-amp at a later
date.

Distinguishing both models
aesthetically from their lesser brethren
is a gloss black finish with gold controls.
However, if you, like me, preferred the
original blue marble and nickel finish,
this is still available to order.

| started listening with the Phase 2
Reference integrated powering a pair of
Heybrook Quartets, as their bi-wireable
terminals would allow me to bi-amp
with the Phase 3 later on.

The first track wending its way to
my ears was Young Disciples’
‘Apparently Nothing’. The Phase 2’s
excellent grasp of this track’s strong,
funky, bassline resulted in amply
controlled extension that avoided any

wallowing or distortion. Vocals,

while smooth and well projected, didn't
quite have the sweetness of some Class
A rivals, like those from Sugden. That
said, they still sounded more natural
and vibrant than they do on most
mainstream competitors.

The sound staging and space
between instruments was what you'd
expect (but don't always get) from an
£800 amplifier. Detailed nuances were
cleanly resolved and set cohesively
within the overall sound.

John Shearne also supplied the
optional phono stage for my vinyl
delectation. Focusing once more on
vocals found singing richly and
powerfully portrayed. Delicate
brushwork on cymbals was clearly
depicted, and decay could be followed
right down into silence. Even when
complex backing vocals joined the fray

the Shearne showed mature separation,
resolutely refusing to blur
bandmembers together.

The Phase 2's imaging won me over,
locating the main vocalist rigidly in the
centre of the sound stage, the singing
smooth and free from sibilance.
Earning the amp extra bonus

before was eradicated, giving a
smoother high frequency performance.
The biggest step forward was made
in the music’s staging - depth (especially
from vocals), width and even height all
moved up a performance league. This is
what you get when drive units are

points were the timing and
integration of the lowest
octaves, which produced bass
lines that reinforced music
rather than dominating it.

Although the phono stage
couldn’t match the incisiveness
of an Iso or other outboard
device, it was more than
satisfactory in an amp at this
kind of price and easily as
good as the optional stage
available for Naim’s Nait 3.

It was acoustic music from
REM that revealed a blot on
the so-far unblemished
performance - a slight edginess
apparent on vocals (particularly with
Stipe's nasal utterances) which became
more evident at higher volumes.
Balancing this were superb guitar timbre
and clean, dynamic transients. In terms
of presentation, the emphasis with the
Phase 2 seemed to be on allowing
vocals and instruments room to breathe
whilst keeping the whole cohesive,

‘Mars’ from Holst's Planets tested
the Shearne with its large scale
complexity. This is a demanding piece
for any hi-fi, regardless of its price tag,
but the Phase 2 dealt with it confidently,
if unexceptionally. It couldn’t, for
example, capture the full tension during
crescendos, and brass sounded slightly
compressed. On the other hand, brass
timbre was vibrant, and the finale
exploded with suitable energy.

Now it was time to wheel in the
Phase 3 Reference for bi-amping.

This is where the serious stuff
starts. The first two Jazz/Funk tracks |
tried showed immediate improvements.
Bass was better focused and had even
greater weight and impact than the
Phase 2 alone, while vocals possessed
increased presence and control.
Although there wasn’t a significantly
larger amount of treble information, the
slight harshness that had been apparent

HI-FI WORLD

powered by their own dedicated
amplifiers. The increased realism,
expression and smoothness made music
more approachable and involving.

With REM, the sound had an added
crystalline clarity - accordion was
especially transparent, and both vocals
and instruments had more tangible
texture to them. | found backing vocals
less strained and easier to listen in on,
with much of their roughness gone. The
end result was tighter overall control,
darker, more discernible silences and
increased dynamic headroom.

Returning to the Holst disc showed
the Shearnes were now letting through
the tension previously absent from the
build-up. Extra detail came from the
amplifiers’ ability to clearly disentangle
individual plucked strings, and the
increased space given to the brass
section allowed it to intimidate in hair-
raising style. At the other extreme,
even the lowest drum notes had the
weight and impact they deserved,
fleshing out the Heybrooks’ bottom
end.

It's difficult separating these two
amplifiers in the final verdict. This alone
says much about their quality. To its
credit, the integrated Phase 2 displays
an even-handed competence across a

raview

broad range of music. With a seamless
poise and control, the 2 is rarely caught
floundering, It can't, however, match
the sheer dynamics you find in
pre/power combinations at a similar
price. Neither is it quite as creamy
smooth as the best Class A amplifiers.
Upgraded with a Phase 3 Reference

though, it more than pays its

way.

Adding the extra power amp
really does make all the
difference. You'll probably have
noticed that | use the word
“more” a lot when describing the
Phase 2 and Phase 3 working
together. This is because bi-
amping offers so much more
control, bass weight, impact and
sheer presence to the sound.

The Phase 2 Reference comes
recommended - just make sure

you start saving straight away

for a Phase 3. With this twosome

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Can you really buy loudspeaker fidelity for £50-£60? Hi-Fi World sceptic,

Jon Marks, thinks so as he has a close encounter with

Gale’s Mini Monitors and TDL’s Nucleus Is.

ALE MINI MONITORS
It looks like Gale have put
together a well finished and

constructed little loudspeaker for a
shoestring £50. Two nice touches are
the gold-plated binding
posts (a single pair at this
price) and the flared port
that reflex loads the
mid/bass driver. The
design of the port is
more than cosmetic
though. A port like this
should generate less
distortion than an
unflared one, giving
cleaner, clearer bass.

SOUND
QUALITY

The Gales found
themselves in at the
deep end from the
first moment, facing up
to Tori Amos’ Boys For
Pele. The way these
'speakers dealt with ‘Hey
Jupiter’, a sparse piano and vocals track,
had my eyebrows heading for my
hairline in appreciation. | hadn't really
been expecting as much clarity or
transparency as the Minis manifested. In
this area, the Gales were making the
most of a couple of advantages
miniature 'speakers naturally possess.

First is their small frontal area,
which cuts down on diffraction around
the cabinet and improves imaging.
Second is the low-mass cones of small
drive units, which stop and start faster
than those in larger drivers.

One of the penalties paid by
diminutive loudspeakers is bass that
doesn’t go particularly low. But it
sounds as though Gale have managed to

squeeze some low octaves from the
Minis® small cabinets.

Tori Amos’ piano was surprisingly
weighty and substantial, and had
sufficient tonal resolution to endow the
music with colour. One slight drawback

was the cabinet

booming slightly to vocals,
but given the price, ‘slight’ is the
operative word here.

Where the Mini Monitors really
impressed was their ability to capture
the detail in and around images. This
meant the Gales put together a sound
stage with an appealing transparency
that would have quite a few £150
‘speakers looking worried. And vocals
were smooth and expressive, benefiting
from a delicate detail retrieval.

Further tests came in the form of
some Ambient Groove. Tracks like
Kruder and Dorfmeister’s ‘Original
Bedroom Rockers’ with their heavy,

synthesised rhythms quickly
show up problems in a
loudspeaker’s bass. In the Gales,
K&D revealed a bit of bottom-
end boom, but also a rhythmic
dexterity and an ability to relay
the musical message, whether it
was the spirituality of Magnificat or
the smoky bar room Blues of
John Lee Hooker.
The Minis also
scored top marks
on mixes like
those of
Magnificat
performing
Officium
Defunctorum. The
delineation of
individual voices
within the choir was
very good, although
cabinet resonance did
cause a little blurring.

TDL NUCLEUS |

While the £60 TDLs might
look near-identical to the

Gales, using the same drive units,
they are different beasts. The
cabinets of the Nucleus |s are smaller
and lack the Mini Monitors’ reflex ports.
Many people believe that an infinite
baffle design like this produces tighter,
faster bass than the ported alternative.
The TDLs, like the Gales, bear a single
pair of binding posts (nice to see spring-
clip terminals haven't been used for the
sake of cutting costs).

SOUND QUALITY

Fresh out of the box, the little TDLs
sounded hard and almost bassless. |
returned to the Nucleuses (or should
that be Nuclei?) after they had been left

a couple of fruit-juice cartons. The
double bass on S-Tone Inc’s ‘Quasar’
had real definition and crisp leading

to break in with some heavy Techno for
a few days.

They now sounded happier. Upper-
midrange and treble were still rather
forward, emphasising sibilants

throughout Tori Amos’
Boys For Pele album.
Violins, both here
and on Classical
CD:s like Vivaldi’s
Four Seasons,
projected
forward of the
cabinets
without
sounding

rough or harsh.
Bass also had
greater extension

and control,
helping balance that
midrange and treble.

Simple arrangements
showed how well the TDLs dealt with
the subtle, delicate cues that build up
the feeling of an acoustic. Tori Amos’
voice was firmly located between the
'speakers, in a large, clear sound stage,
her every vocal inflection accurately
portrayed. When faced with piano or
violins, the Nucleuses could add a
harcness to the instruments’ tonality.
Piano played with gusto occasionally
came across as artificially loud because
of this,

Magnificat’s Officium Defunctorum
showed the TDLs’ clarity was no one-
track fluke. Here though, the Nucleus
I's were tonally a little limited next to
the Gales. And a boxiness that had
cropped up on vocals before became
more noticeable. These traits aside, |
found myself warming to the analytical
way these little *speakers handled
recordings, bringing detail to the fore.

Groovy beats were obviously bread
and butter to the TDLs, A Journey Into
Ambient Groove bouncing along with
verve. There was surprising bass depth
and impact from a box little bigger than

HI-FI WORLD

edges, where many of the
truly budget boxes I've
heard have just

produced bass bloat.
Double bass in Dave
Brubeck’s Time Out was
similarly speedy and
extended, and the TDLs kept my toes
tapping to Charles Mingus’ Mingus,
Mingus, Mingus Jazz album.

CONCLUSION
For true budget ’speaker designs, both
the Gale Mini Monitors and TDL
Nucleus Is are excellent value. In terms
of sonic character, it’s a case of, “You
pays your money and takes your pick.”

The Gales have a smooth, cohesive,
balanced presentation that works with
any genre. They're also less analytical
than the Nucleus |s, and can be a more
engaging liszen. If you like orchestral
timbre, the Gales would be the ones to
go for,

The TDLs score when it comes to
bass in particular. Where the Gales
could sound muddy and one-note at

times, the TDLs were focused, detailed
and often better with rhythm and
timing. Their midrange was also less
cluttered than the Gales’. With their
harder, more forward character, the
Nucleus |'s work well with neutral or
warm ancillaries, but wouldn’t really gel
in a bright systeme

Kenwood’s DM-7090 MiniDisc player combines the latest ATRAC 4

processing with D. R. . V. E. Jon Marks discovers

analogue waveforms,
having been processed by the ADC in
the studio and then the DAC in a CD
player, come out in a characteristic
‘stepped’ form.

In terms of sound quality, this adds
up to a loss of subtle, low-level
information. Kenwood’s D. R. I. V. E.
uses high-speed filters working at
different frequencies to remove these
‘steps’ and give a smoother waveform.
Theoretically, it sounded like the
DM-7090 might have something new to
offer; | was happy to find that sonically
the same was true.

Experiences of yore with pre-
recorded MiniDiscs had me worried
that | might be greeted by the slightly
flat, artificial sound | had come across in
the past. But powering up with The
Fugees’ The Score found a
serendipitous mix of clarity, insight,
power and real rhythm.

Vocals, especially on
the eerie ‘Ready Or Not' imaged with
crystal clarity and loads of detail (the
kind you'd be hard-pressed to find from
a pre-recorded on a cassette deck at
any price). The drum machine
possessed floor-flexing extension and
impact, and pounded along with the
synthesiser chords in the background to
spine-chilling effect. There was a broad
spread of sound from left to right,
although a slight lack of depth
prevented the stage from filling out fully.

Popping the evergreen Tina Turner
and her Simply The Best compilation
MD into the 7090 gave me the chance
to run a comparison of MD vs LP vs
MC, as we have copies of the album on
all three formats.

The cassette version played on our
Nakamichi ZX-9 (which cost £1000 in
1985, when it was discontinued)
assembled a large sound stage with
solid, securely placed images.

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veiled. The drummer was obviously
happy thrashing away at the back of the
sound stage, driving the song along
rhythmically, although | have to say an
extra dose of bass power wouldn’t have
gone amiss.

Moving across to LP found a firmer,
more open sound that boasted an extra
layer of detail and depth over the
cassette version. Vocals were now
clearer, as were saxophone and |ead
guitar, both of which had a greater
sense of spaciousness around them.
Bass also had better focus, drive and
depth, though this last was partly due to
the Shure VI5VxMR being used
with its damper up.

MiniDisc seemed to bring
images and details to the fore,
without bowing forward the front
of the stage with a midrange and
treble response lift - the '7090's
tonal balance was neutral. Sound
stage depth was still slightly
truncated, so that what had
previously been located at the far
rear of the performance was now
closer to the front. There was no
doubt, though, that MD was far
superior to cassette in this particular
tete-a-tete, with a much more solid,
controlled and transparent rendition.

Thumbs up for replay then, so it
was time to try out the DM-7090 as a
recorder. Hooking it up to our DPA
Renaissance CD player via both optical
and co-axial leads, | put the Kenwood
through its paces making digital
recordings. It quickly became clear that
whatever the style of music being
recorded, co-axial link was the
zonnection to go for, rather than
optical.

Music transferred to MD via the
optical link tended to lose a lot of its
Jetail and separation, with orchestral
~vorks in particular suffering from a
dlurring that produced ‘mushy’ end
-esults. There was also a rather two-
dimensional sound stage, so | stuck with
z0-ax for judging the Kenwood’s digital
-ecording ability.

Tori Amos’ Boys For Pele CD was
mpressively clean, clear and dynamic.
The bassline of ‘Caught A Lite Sneeze’
1ad lost little of its power and depth.
darpsichord was crisp, its timing and

precision undiluted by the ATRAC 4
compression process.

On the downside, vocals had lost
some of their smoothness and low-level
detail wasn’t as abundant on the MD as
it had been on the CD. The same was
true for orchestral and choral music,
which, although still enjoyable, lacked a
little subtlety and tonal colour,
becoming harder and less delicate.

Part of the reason for this loss of
colour and subtlety came from an
unexpected quarter - the discs
themselves. While the bulk of the
recording was carried out on 60min and

14

74min TDK and Maxell blank discs
(these have a similar sound, though the
Maxell has an edge in the subtlety and
timbral stakes), ! also tried out a special
Japan-only MD supplied by Kenwood -
Maxell's Gold MD 74.

The Maxell Gold disc caught a lot of
the tonal colour the more standard
offerings were missing out on. It
sounded smoother as well, avoiding the
slight hardness the other discs seemed
to inject into recordings - violins were
less glassy and gained extra detail and
sweetness. The Gold’s presentation was
less forward, with better front-to-back
integration in the sound stage, which
came across as more naturally
proportioned.

All'in all, the Gold gave a more
involving performance than the standard
discs and allowed the Kenwood to start
producing truly high-quality recordings.
We're currently in the process of
assembling a group of discs and hope to
bring you our findings on them in a
future issue.

Wondering if the same traits might
manifest themselves on analogue
recordings, | turned to our Garrard
401/SME 312/Shure VI5VxMR. After

some extremely nit-picky listening, |
have to confess that most of the
recordings the DM-7090 made from
our vinyl front-end were very close to
the original. One difference which did
crop up consistently, however, was a bit
of added weight and bass richness,
fractionally brighter treble and a slightly
harder midrange to MD recordings
compared to the originals. Less
consistent was the fact that dense
tracks, Hendrix’s ‘Purple Haze’ for
example, seemed to lose a little more of
their dynamics and vitality than sparser
ones like Jackie Leven's ‘Clay Jug'. That
said, the differences were still
minimal.

Characteristics like acoustic
and tonal quality, where | had
suspected MD might lag as a
recorder, were difficult to fault on
the Kenwood. Recording analogue
signals onto MD produced digital
versions that really were
impressively similar to the
originals.

| have to say the DM-7090 does a
better job as a recorder than 99.99% of
all cassette decks, and without the
hassle of tape tuning to boot. If the
scrawny catalogue of pre-recorded
titles could only be fleshed out to
proper proportions and brought down
to sensible prices (not the £14-£16
charged at present), | suspect MiniDisc’s
future would be looking bright «

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SMALL AND SWEET

Mission’s 751 Freedom loudspeaker is a little charmer, finds Nick Tate.

ince its birth a few years ago,
S Mission’s diminutive 751 stand-

mounter has lived in the shadow
of its bigger brothers’ success. But that
could now change, because the 75| has
been ‘Freedomed’.

It now gets a new fabric dome
tweeter in place of the previous metal
dome for just a small price hike to
£350. With neatly chamfered edges,
sculpted grilles, gold-plated bi-wire
terminals and a neat black front baffle,
they look gorgeous and are beautifully
put together too.

While all four members of the 750
Freedom range share the silk dome
tweeter, the 75|F is the only one to use
polypropylene in its mid-bass driver
cone (the 752F uses High Definition
Aerogel, the 753F paper, and the 754F a
combination of the two). This material
sounds more refined than paper but
isn’t the stiffest of materials and can
sound woolly.

Spiked to Atacama SE24 stands and
driven by a Pioneer A400X with
Marantz CD-63SE and Rega Planar 3
sources, the baby Missions were very
much at home in my smallish listening
room. Unlike their floor-standing 752F
brothers, they didn’t seem fussy about

placement - ten centimetres from the
wall suited their rear-firing ports just
fine.

Suede’s ‘Trash’ was first on.
Through some ’speakers its rough-and-
ready production sounds strident, but
the 751Fs were impressively smooth
and refined, with the kind of warm tone
that seems to elude so many ’speakers
these days. Don’t confuse this with
blandness though, because the Missions
had real rhythmic ability and control.

Moving to Sade’s ‘Smooth
Operator’, the jazzy cymbal work came
across as sweet and intricate, with
perhaps just a slight loss of atmosphere
compared to the best. Interestingly, the
751Fs sounded smoother and more
integrated than their bigger brothers,
the new tweeter better complementing
the 751F’s polyprop driver than the
752F’s harder sounding HDA unit.

Detail was good, with impressive
resolution of everything from studio
reverb to the grain of Miss Adu’s
plaintive voice. Imaging was also strong,
although not quite as ‘out of the box’ as,
say, Linn’s Tukan stand-mounters.
Predictably, bass was lighter than the
752Fs, not altogether a bad thing as the
extra weight can slow things down
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slightly, removing some of the music’s
rhythmic snap. Still, the 751Fs did have a
slight tendency to ‘one-note’ the bass
guitar; as always, it's swings and
roundabouts.

The cool Latin Jazz of Astrud
Gilberto’s ‘Girl from Ipanema’ was a
delight through the 751Fs. Their
smooth presentation really suited the
smoky, late-evening mood of the song.
Astrud’s legendary voice was superbly
projected, hanging eerily above the
'speakers. Only when asked to handie
the hard snare and bass drum work at
the beginning of Isaac Hayes’ dramatic
cover of ‘Summer in the City’ did the
751Fs run into difficulties.

They lacked the weight and control
of larger and more expensive stand-
mounters, at very high levels sitting on
transients and flattening dynamics. Still,
this is a fact of life with most small
loudspeakers, and you'll need to spend
considerably more than £350 to get
round it.

Linn’s Classical 1996 sampler CD
only served to enhance my respect for
these Freedoms. They set up a clear,
spacious acoustic that was a joy to listen
to. In fact, compared to the analytical
752Fs, they verged on the euphonic,
making them ideal for budget systems
that might otherwise lack tonal colour
or refinement.

It's hard not to like Mission’s little
751 Freedoms - they're refined
‘speakers with an engagingly musical
sound. And the fact that they're built
beautifully and look great shouldn’t
dissuade potential purchasers either.

How do Grado shape up against market faves like Shure and Goidring?

t £119 the Grado Prestige
Silver cartridge will appeal more
to enthusiasts than the casual

record spinner. The price might not be
a fortune in hi-fi terms but it is almost
identical to the Goldring 1042, a
seriously good cartridge in both
measured and subjective terms. By US
prices, as set by Shure say, the Prestige
Silver is a mid-price cartridge. To
emphasise this, above it in the Grado
range lies their Reference Series. In the
UK however, the 1042 is top of the tree
price wise. This is of some consequence,
in specification and practice.

Grado use a particular hum-bucking
arrangement of four signal coils. For this
reason their cartridge bodies are
made from plastic. They lack the mu-
metal screening can otherwise seen
on moving magnet (MM) types.
Reasoning that buyers prefer to see a
bit of shiny metal, an alloy trim is
placed over the body.

Weighing égms, the Prestige Silver
will suit all arms, and it comes in
standard 1/2in mount or P-mount. | had
no trouble bolting it into our SME312
headshell. The signal pins are marked
only by H and G (Hot and Ground) in
relief on the black plastic body, which
makes them very difficult to see. I've
wrestled with Grados many times
before because of this rudimentary
presentation and know that it’s best to
check with an eyeglass first.

Recommended tracking force is
|.5gms and at this downforce the
Prestige Silver tracked like crazy in
tests. It was especially confident in the
midband, where few cartridges manage
to clear our 25cms/sec rms torture
track; the Grado sailed through. In use |
found it sounded smooth and confident
at all times, irrespective of modulation
level.

The stylus is an elliptical and it
sounded like it. Against the Goldring
1042, with its Fritz Geiger |l stylus, the

Grado sounded soft and indistinct in the

treble regions. It quite obviously lacked
the fine detailing and insight displayed
by the 1042, or Shure’s superb
VI5VxMR. Measurement confirmed
this, showing considerably higher inner-
groove losses, a function of stylus radius
and short-wavelength tracing ability. No
matter what | played,
cymbals and

suchlike

came across as
delicately portrayed,
but recessed in the mix and
softly focused too.

A similar characteristic existed
down at the other end of the spectrum.
From John Lee Hooker's Boom Boom,
with its solid bass lines, through to the
explosive start of Jackie Leven’s ‘Call
Mother a Lonely Field', the Grado
struck me as soft and lacking in low-end
grunt. Tracks that normally have the
walls trembling and CD players
a'quaking, like Tina Turner’s ‘Steamy
Windows', lost their force and impact.
Some years ago, realising that cartridge
motors are incredibly sensitive vibration
transducers that must be firmly located,
manufacturers like Linn, Ortofon and
Goldring revamped their cartridge

bodies, often resorting to machined
metal. Grado have stayed with plastic
and | suspect this doesn’t help matters.

This cartridge's meek presentation
at spectrum extremes placed emphasis
on the midband. Here vocals were
smoothly rendered and instruments slid
past without incident. At times though,
when the stylus really had to waggle,
notably when trying to reproduce
complex backing vocals given presence
in the mix, the Prestige Silver became
muddled.

The Prestige Silver came across as
smooth and even delicate at times. But
it was also unremarkable in its sound
and, when the going got tough, the
stylus showed its limitations. A Goldring
1022 gives a firmer bottom-end kick
with similar stylus-related subjective
characteristics, at a lower price. If the
Grado had any particularly strong traits
it could more easily justify itself to
those listeners with sympathetic tastes,
but this wasn't the case ®

“To call these transducers ‘headphones’
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Noel Keywood tests a budget cassette deck from a respected name. But

can Teac’s £99.95 V-610 deliver hi-fi recordings?

T here’s no Dolby S or fancy frills
on Teac’s V-610. It is a cooking,
functional cassette deck priced
at just £99.95. That’s low. You get little
more than tape chewers for under £ |60
these days, although with the Yen
weakening daily this could change.
Talking of which, the V-610 did start to
chew a new TDK SA but | heard the
munching noises and interrupted the
feast. This happened once - not enough
to indict the unit - but disappointing all
the same. Especially since measurement
highlighted the fact that to keep costs
down Teac have used a budget
transport.

Build quality is average - the box is
big but there’s a lot of air irside. | found
myself steadying the deck whilst
pressing the soft-touch controls, to
prevent it skidding backwards.

Dolby B and C noise reduction
systems are on-board, plus the Dolby
HX Pro headroom expansion system.
This acts to prevent head overload at
high frequencies, giving less muddled
and dulled treble when there’s lots of it.
Teac have adjusted this deck so it has
low bias, and in conjunction with HX
Pro the result is good treble quality. |
noticed pretty quickly when making
recordings that there was little sign of
dulling and cymbals didn’t get tangled up
with maracas and triangles, a point in
the V-610’s favour. Trouble is, because
bias has been kept down, the midband

overload ceiling isn’t too wonderful, so
it is best not to record above Dolby
level (shown by the Dolby symbol).

Keeping record level down makes
hiss a little more obvious. There was a
little hiss with Dolby B, and the usual
lack of hiss, but vague sound, with
Dolby C. However, we can't be fussy at
this price. Using a quiet tape like TDK
SA hiss is hardly audible, making SA a
good choice for Classical music in
particular. Budget ferrics are hissier.

It's best not to use metals on a
budget deck because inexpensive heads
can’t handle the bias level needed. For
example, ferric TDK AR will get +3dB
more level onto a tape across the
midband than meta! TDK MA on this
deck. It offers equally good bass too,
which this deck needs, because it does
sound a little bass light and bass
distortion is considerable (8%) with
metal tape.

Teac have done a good job on basic
adjustment and this was obvious in use.
Whether | recorded on ferric, chrome
or metal tapes, all sounded well
balanced tonally. Although the deck has
a small bass hump around 200Hz, it
sounds a little bass light, because there
is low bass roll off below 100Hz. There
was a good sense of clarity though, due
to extended treble, and Rock music
generally came over as stable, if lacking
in bottom-end slam,

Piano suffered vagueness of pitch

and occasionally notes wavered audibly,
as I'd expected from measurement, but
I'm not sure most people would pick up
on this, only critical listeners. Pre-
recordeds also came over clearly, with
some slight treble softness and bass
lightness.

The V-610 worked well enough at
the price. Compromises have to be
expected and Teac have simply put in a
budget transport. The rest of the deck
was respectable enough and well set up,
which counts for a lot, making this a
balanced package free from glaring
weaknesses @

perfectly controlled performance”. So
was the ST-SA3ES's. There's no
mistaking the Leningrad’s brass, grasped
with great realism by this tuner, right
down to the shading between each
section, or the sweet and vivid strings.

Equally magnificent was a
thunderingly vivacious performance of
Chabrier’s Espana via John Eliot
Gardiner ard the VPO, with terrific
percussion; just a trifle woolly, but no
more than is expected from almost any
tuner. Checking with a Quad FM4
alongside. | found there's just a spot. of
mild euphony employed here, which
made timps and bass drums a touch
deeper and the midrange a little
broader and a little crisper.

That touch of midrange and bass
enhancement, not in the least overdone
was just the job for Rock stations.

A question which interests me is
why most higher priced
amplifiers, say £500 and over,
come without tone controls
whereas most budget priced
amplifiers are supplied with tone
controls. From this it may be
deduced that the more
expensive amplifiers are good
enough to produce high quality
sound whereas the lower priced
amplifiers have imperfections
due to design or quality of
components which need the use
of tone controls.

Lets face it, an amplifier is as
good as the signal that is fed

into it. Give it a poor signal and
the sound it reproduces will be
of poor quality. The better the

Mail-

amplifier, the more capable it
will be of revealing
imperfections in the source.

The type of tone controls Quad used to fit to their pre-amps - bass step,
treble tilt and roll-off filters - are much more subtie and useful for tonal
adjustments than crude treble and bass potentiometers,

| note a sudden interest in
motional feedback in your
supplements and presume, as
you state you heard the system
at Philips, that you have the
original paper by Klaassen and
Koning published in Philips
Technical Review Vol. 29 No5
of 1968.

Letters on bridge methods
from Turner and Davies, the
latter quoting a 1938 WE
patent, sent me to my archives
to present you with a copy of
the circuit from Paul Voigt's
patent 231,972, dated 29th
January 1924. From papers
typed and annotated by him in
August 1970, which are in my
possession, | append the
following description.

“As you will see from the
circuit, it makes the
loudspeaker one arm of an AC
bridge. The arm which balances
the moving iron loudspeaker’s
inductance is a choke, with no
parts supposed to move at any

frequency. So long as the
programme frequencies were
those on which the 'speaker
behaved as a pure choke, the
bridge remained in balance and
nothing special happened.

At those frequencies,
however, at which the 'speaker
drive portion or the diaphragm
or horn resonated, the bridge
became unbalanced. The
‘floating’ audio transformer
then fed back into the grid
circuit a signal due to the
imbalance of the bridge.

It was possible to make the
connection in such a way that
the fed-back signal provided
negative feedback at the
resonant frequencies, thus
diminishing the effect of the
resonant peak. By suitable
juggling of the exact values of
the bridge arms it was possible
to unbalance the bridge slightly
at both high and low
frequencies in such a way that
there, the feedback was
positive, thus boosting the ends
of the scale where the
‘speaker’s response was poor.

The values of the
components of the bridge arms
were chosen so that they
‘stole’ only a small amount of
the audio energy. By means of a
switch, the system could be
made to behave like a normal
amplifier and it was enlightening
to switch over from ‘Normal’
to ‘Compensated’. Apart from
the improvement in frequency
response, it had the effect,
when several voices or
instruments were involved at
the same time, of ‘disentangling’
their sounds (no doubt due to
better transient response). The
sensation was that the sound
came through the loudspeaker
rather than originating at its
mouth.”

All this was done in 1923 at
the age of 22! A most
remarkable man whom it was
my pleasure to have met
several times in my youth.
Incidentally, this is by far the
earliest use of negative
feedback that | know of, many
years before it was ‘invented’.
But Voigt saw it as a normal

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Most sources from CD
and radio produce
satisfactory sound but many
are imperfect, especially in
the balance between bass and
treble, and in the case of
CDs, a stridency in the upper
register. One of the ways to
ameliorate these
imperfections is by the use of
tone controls which can
rectify an unbalanced source
and reduce stridency.

The purist may argue that
tone controls introduce
distortion. There are two
answers to this. If the purist
is straining his ears to detect
the almost inaudible
distortion that tone controls
may bring, he is probably
listening for distortion rather
than enjoying the music he

wants to hear. Secondly,
most amplifiers with tone
controls have a switch to
defeat the tone control
circuit, so obviating any
distortion that may arise.

Two other advantages of
tone controls. They can
modify the sound to suit
individual taste and, in the
case of those who prefer
lower listening levels, or have
to because of interference to
neighbours, the tone control
can help replace the bass
which is diminished or lost in
these conditions.

What, then, is the answer
to tone controls? Are they
good, bad or indifferent? It
seems to me that any
advantage they bring could
justify their inclusion in any

amplifier, however good or
expensive.

Don’t tell anyone else, but
a lot of it is to do with
cost. A good-quality
volume potentiometer can
cost £4 or more. Add VAT,
the dealer’s 35%-40%
margin, the manufacturer’s
profit, and putting two
tone controls in turns a
£500 amplifier into a £550
one. Mass manufacturers
can absorb the cost
because it’s cheaper to buy
hundreds of thousands
than hundreds.

By and large, the effect

tone controls have on the
sound compared to the
subtlety that can be
managed during recording
or mastering with
computer software is
extremely gross. It
amounts to little more
than a hump in the bass
and a peak in the treble.
You tend to lose more in
sound quality than you
gain.

"Tone-shaping’ tone
controls, however, are
different, but, alas, rare.
The pioneers were Quad
with their bass step, treble
tilt and roll-off filters,
which introduce the kind
of subtlety we want.
There’s a carefully

thing to do, taking it in his stride as he
did so many other nice circuit tricks,
and never bothered to mention it in the
patent.

As a rather forlorn footnote to the
above description he added, “The
compensating amplifier never went into
commercial production, being
regarded as ‘ahead of its time™. He
was then working for ). E. Hough Ltd,
owners of Edison Bell. He went to
Canada in 1950 where he died in
1981,

prospect of great bass from a cabinet
of sensible size. It also offers
tuneability (Q) to better match room
conditions and, in principle at least,
it is very cheap to implement. But
the considerable problems of the
system are not openly discussed it
seems to me, each developer offering

a somewhat partisan view of the
system according to problems that,
perhaps, went unsolved during
development.

Faced by this, I have been
working on MFB for some months
and, after getting a system with

feedback coil working successfully
have rejected it as sub-optimal.

around. I have been hunting for
special parts and hope soon to
move on to the next iteration,
which should be altogether more
sophisticated (fingers crossed!)

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engineered curve so that
alterations to the upper
frequencies are balanced at
the bottom or vice-versa.
Meridian has a pre-
amplifier with similar
facilities and you may
remember Richard Brice’s
‘Maximalist’ pre-amplifier
proposal in these pages
some time ago. This is
more useful.

For example,
Supraplion recordings on
vinyl had a distinctly
‘toppy’ equalisation,
which can be helpfully
tamed through judicions
use of a Quad 34’s tilt
control. I was interested to
find some years ago that
the CDs had been re-
mastered with this
correction, though the
change would have been
about 0.5dB rather than
the 1dB which was the best
the Quad could do.

However, the more
‘right’ an amplifier is to
begin with, the less this
really affects anyone with
nost modern recordings.

It would come as a
nasty shock to many hi-fi
buyers, I suspect, to realise
how much fiercer violins
can sound in some
orchestras in some halls
than on many recordings. I
have always imagined that
this is the real cause of
some ‘stridency’ many
people complain of on CD.
Sometimes it can be down
to the character of the
microphone used. Indeed,
many engineers carefully
fiddle the recording to
avoid it. But you need
Avid software and a Neave
mixing desk to do the same
in reverse.

Cutting or boosting
treble or bass doesn’t do
much good for overall
quality. You get more bass,
or less treble, and that
never compensates in a
budget — or expensive —
amplifier for ‘good’ bass or
‘good’ treble. There are

also complex phase
relationships compensated
for in recording too, which
the end-user can’t do
anything about.

Distortion in the tone
control circuit is, in fact,
the least of the problems.
The gross alteration in
tonal quality would over-
ride it, and in many
amplifiers, defeating the
tone controls still doesn’t
make a fundamentally
poor amplifier any better.

I've just spent some
hours listening to a new
amplifier design in various
guises over the six months
of its development. This is
tone control-less, and the
designers have spent the
last three months
struggling with the
changes in overall sound
quality that changing a
theoretically irrelevant
value of a single
component makes.

Having achieved the
best compromise in the
end, they couldn’t really
face making things worse
once more by adding tone
controls. And this is a very
revealing amplifier, quite
capable of pinpointing
slight sonic differences in
cables or the qualitative
difference between the
same digital converter chip
used in only slightly
different circuits.

The better the
equipment, the easier it
ought to become to forgive
imperfections in the source,
because with plenty more
going on, the brain should
mask some of them. Except
for some Rock and Pop
recordings, of course,
where they’re so gross
we’re stuck with them. The
way forward is not tone
controls but digital re-
equalisation. But that does
not come cheap, so we’re
back at the beginning.

A word about using
tone controls to
compensate for low-level

listening. The ear is less
sensitive to bass at low
voluine level, but the
neighbours aren’t.
Ironically, winding up the
bass at low volume levels
is likely to upset the

people next door more than

well-integrated bass at
normal levels. EB

Over the years | have bought
various pieces of hi-fi
equipment, mostly second-
hand due to a limited budget.
My present system consists
of a Logic DMI101, Helius
Aureus arm, Ortofon 510/P,
AR A60 amp, Marantz CD-

music, ranging from Classical
and Opera to Rock and Pop,
played mostly on the
turntable. My problem is that
during loud passages the
sound becomes distorted and
unpleasant. Could this be due
to the arm, which seems to
have a slight slackness in its
bearings? Could you
recommend an amp and CD
player as I'm in the position
to upgrade. Maybe a better
'speaker cable is also needed
as I'm using Tandy Flatwire at
present.

Unfortunately, the Aureus
is not an arm I know well.
But if it uses ballraces
(ball bearings in a metal
ring) and there is
looseness, then the
bearings have probably
bitten the dust. If, on the
other hand, the arm sits
not on ballraces but on a
knife-edge-type bearing
like SME’s 3009 Series 111,
then play is a consequence
of the design and is not a
problem.

If it’s not the arm
causing the distortion,
then it’s most likely the
cartridge. There are two
possible problems here,
misalignment and a worn

stylus. Curing the first
involves buying
something like a
Musical Fidelity
Geo-disc for £25
(Audiophile
International -
01276 855578).
This might sound
like quite a lot to
shell out for what is
basically a stylus

For swift, accurate cartridge alignment, protractor, but it’s

Mobile Fidelity’s Geo-disc is a good

choice.

the fastest, easiest
way of sorting out
alignment that 've
cone across.

Styli generally need
replacing after about a
year’s use at two or three
hours a day. If you haven’t



replaced your stylus for
over a year, then a new one
would be a good idea. Also
try checking the Vertical
Tracking Force (for an
MM, 1.5gms is a good rule
of thumb) and bias (anti-
skating). This is usually
set to match the VTF,
although experimentation
yields the best results.

Another point to bear
in mind is that budget
cartridges (the 510 costs
£25)don’t track as well as
more expensive models,
and loud passages of
Classical and Opera
are the most difficult for
a cartridge to get to grips
with. If all else fails, try
auditioning Goldring's
1006 (£60).

You don’t mention
what budget limitations
are, but as for amp and CD
player, you could try
Aura’s VA-80SEx
integrated amp (who came
up with that suffix?! )with
its impressive phono stage
at £270 and B&W’s DM602
loudspeakers at £300. The
warmth of the Aura should
counteract the DM602’s
slightly monotonal
presentation, the two
producing a very detailed,
transparent sound
together. If you do find the
’602s aren’t your cup of
tea, then try BEW’s
DM305 floor-stander
(£350) or Heybrook’s HB1
S3 (£270). M

The Ruark Talismans do
have quite a light balance;
even when positioned close
to a rear wall bass is dry.
What's there is quite fast
and tuneful though, and
the midrange and treble I
recall being open and
clean. It seems that the
only area you are unhappy
about with your
Talismans is the bass, so 1
would suggest adding a
subwoofer to bolster their
performance in this area. A
bigger pair of floor-
standers like the Epos will
give you deeper, more
powerful bass, but a good
audiophile subwoofer will
still go deeper and allow
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you to set the balance
exactly as you wish.

As your system is
nicely balanced and
you have some fine
equipment, I'd
recommend REL’s
£500 Strata. It uses
a built-in power
amplifier, so won’t
degrade the sound
from the rest of
your system, and it
can be tuned to
match your main
‘speakers harmoniously.

This is a very high
quality sub with
extended, powerful bass
that is clean and punchy.
This really will add
another dimension to your
system. It’s surprising how
much more information a
good subwoaofer can reveal
from a piece of music.

If possible, keep the
REL on the back wall
between the loudspeakers
and pull your Talismans
further out into the room.
By pulling them out a bit,
away from the walls and
other reflective surfaces,
they should project better
with improved imaging
through midrange and
treble. The REL will take
care of the rest.

If you like the sound of
your DL304, and it does
have a particular sound,
I’d hang on to it. There’s a
trade-in exchange value of
25%, so a new one will
cost you just under £160.
There are few MCs
around at this price that
will better the '304, but if
you’re interested, have a
listen to Ortofon’s £225
MC 25FL which is one of
the best at this price
level. I think you'll find
its slightly dryer, more
neutral balance a bit too
cold in your system
though, where the DL304’s
sweeter balance probably
serves to add some
richness and body.

It may also be worth
having a listen to

Goldring’s £120 1042 MM
cartridge. Although it may
seem like I'm suggesting
you take a step back, the
1042 does have an excellent
stylus, giving it a highly
detailed sound that can
shame some MCs. It has
super bass welly too, and a
powerful presentation. It
may well give you that
extra bass depth you crave
at a bargain price. DB

Since your cassettes
appear to have become
unusable, I suspect the
problem is jamming.
Repeated playing of just
part of a tape, rather than
from start to finish, causes
it to wind erratically onto
the hubs. You can see the
varying tape heights by
looking through the clear
window of a cassette. The
tape starts to chafe
against the case liner, it
wrinkles at the edges and,
in the end, it jams. This is
largely due to the poor
guidance systems within
the cheap plastic shells
used by the music business.
That’s why proprietary
brands like TDK don’t
suffer the problem.

A solution is to wind
the tape back to the start
then wind it on fully (Fast
Forward) to the end. This
will cause the tape to wind
in a neat, flat pancake, to

give smooth running. NK

to the bright 211 valves of Gamma Acoustics’ Aeon monoblocks

([ § o 300B or not to 3008,
that is the question.”
(Well, it is if you

saraphrase rather liberally.) Anyway,
as any audiophile worth his salt
knows, there's more than one
way to approach the single-
ended argument. While many
valve-heads regard the 300B
with its silky-smooth
sound as the pinnacle of
thermionic
amplification, others
(myself included)
feel that the
chunky 211
power triode
is not
without its
merits.

Ifit's a
generally
firmer, more
upfront presentation than
the 300B that you're looking for,
then 211 is a number to conjure with.
Cherishing this valve, Gamma Acoustics
have built it into their hefty Aeon
monoblocks, a snip at £5000 a pair.
After the impressive Gamma Rhythm
21| power amp (reviewed in July 1996),
| was looking forward to an encounter
with the Aeons.

Things got off to a less than smooth
start though - out of our first pair of
Aeons, one refused to work. | also
found out the amps aren’t amazingly
well screwed together. Picking one up, |
knocked the transformer cover which
promptly lifted off along one side, the
cheap self-tapping screw holding it in
place having pulled through the top of
the chassis. A second sample duly
arrived and worked first time, although
its measured output of |12watts (for 3%
THD) fell a long way short of Gamma's
claimed 20watts.

| fired up the Aeons with a dose of
Brahms' violin sonata Nol in G minor
from the Da Capo DAC (which was
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plugged directly into the amps’

volume pots, as Gamma
\ recommend).
Immediately

obvious was
the 21 1's sonic
signature, piano and
violin sounding firmer
and less overtly rich than
tnrough a 300B. Tonal
resolution scored full marks,
giving the instruments convincingly
natural colour, and a dynamic ability
that ran from the delicate to the
near-sledgehammer lent scale and
substance to music.

Present here as it had been in the
Rhythm was an enticing seamlessness
that bound together treble, midrange
and bass in an organic whole, which,
along with the Aeons’ dynamics,
worked a treat with pace and drive.
Mozart's Haffner March almost bounced
along, such was the Gammas’ rhythmic
entnusiasm.

The only problem was an obvious
hum. The amplifiers themselves hum
quite loudly when turned on, and the
same hum was audible through the
loudspeakers even on passages of
medium volume. This helped obscure a
lot of low level detail. This was a shame,
as | was really enjoying Tomas Luis de
Victoria’s Officium Defunctorum,
performed by the choir Magnificat.

Confirming the Aeon's bass grip and
timing was the double bass of Dave
Brubeck's Time Out, which sounded
almost as though it was running fast in
our Audiolab 8000CDM transport. And
step forward the Chemical Brothers
with their bass-fest, ‘Setting Sun.’ This
track too sounded like it had been put
on speed. But here, another reason
for this made itself clear.

That background hum was
swallowing up the tail-ends
of notes, especially those in
the lowest octaves,
cutting them short
and making them
sound faster than they
really are.

There's no doubt
that the Aeon makes for

engaging listening. But
at £5000, the build

quality would have
to be quite a lot
better, and
that hum
disappear,

or the Dj who has everything,
r; Technics bring you the ultimate

accessory. The SL-1200LTD is
£1000 worth of piano black lacquer and
24 carat gold-plating affixed to probably
the biggest selling, longest lived
turntable in history. And as if that
wasn’t enough, Technics throw in a pair
of purpose-designed D] headphones, a
numbered brass plaque on the deck’s
plinth, and a gold Technics logo
emblazoned on the back.

In the flesh, the LTD is certainly an
eye-catching machine. Whether or not
you like its style is another matter.
Suffice to say, I'm sure it will be a big hit
with LA record producers and German
Techno DJs. In any case, the fact that
production is restricted to a ‘trifling’
10,000 units world-wide, and 1000 in
the UK, guarantees that you won't find
a pair at your local sixth-form disco. So
at least the Technics has exclusivity
going for it.

As the SL-1200 is one of the world's
most familiar turntables it needs little
introduction. If you owned a seventies’
direct drive, seeing a 1200 will bring the
memories flooding back. At |2kg it's
well made, if not constructed quite as
well as the best, and boasts impressive
claimed performance figures - 0.01%
WRMS wow and flutter and a weighted
rumble figure of -78dB, thanks to its
direct drive, quartz-lock motor.

Prodding the ‘soft-touch’ Start/Stop
button has the platter whipping up to
33rpm in less than three-quarters of a
second, while the integral electronic
brake halts it just as rapidly. To the
right is the famous slider, offering +/-
8% pitch, with a centre detente where
the speed returns to normal. The LTD
version boasts an extra button that
does the same job without you having
to move the slider.
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Sprinkled about the deck are the neat
touches that endear it to club DJs. Ideal
for poorly lit environments is a bright,
clear strobe and a little light that pops
up out of the deck to aid cueing.
Everything from the phono leads to the
dustcover is solidly built and sensibly
designed, right down to the metal
45rpm centre-spindle adaptor and its
storage recess.

My one and only gripe is the
tonearm. Despite its gold-plating, this
item does little to instil confidence. A
well-finished medium mass (12g) S-
shaped design using a gimbal bearing
arrangement, it’s not bad, but it'’s no
SME, or Rega even. The bearings aren’t

the best, the counterweight wobbles
around and | even found the dreaded

stereo image-destroying rubber washer
fitted to an otherwise commendable
rigid aluminium headshell. Serious users
should bin this straight away. In other
respects, the arm does better - it's
height-adjustable, for example, where
most of the mediocrities that used to
be fitted to mid-market Japanese decks
weren't.

Dropping needle into groove
confirmed my suspicions that the SL-
1200 is a good deck hampered by a so-
so arm. | started with my Audio
Technica OC9 running through Alex
Reece’s ‘Feel the Sunshine’ 12in.
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Although the Technics managed a lively,
solid sound, the song’s usually
magnificent bass line sounded distinctly
uneasy. | then opted for an altogether
less demanding AT95E moving magnet,
and things took a turn for the better.
With fewer demands made of the arm,
low frequencies tightened up no end,
and the 1200 got on with making music
in earnest.

The basics were spot on, the song
sounding big, bold. and brassy. Able to
hold the tune and really communicate
rhythmic drive, the deck showed off a
confident power. True, it wasn’t subtle
in its delivery - painting in bold strokes
rather than intricate filigree detail, it
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wouldn’t win over Quad owners. But it
proved ar engaging performer, lulling
me with the music being played while
hiding its weaknesses. These became
more apparent on Lloyd Cole's
‘Rattlesnakes’. Within the wide sound
stage, stereo imaging left a lot to be
desired. Treble detailing was splashy
and imprecise, and stage depth failed to
unfold, sounding two dimensional.

As expected, shock isolation -
thanks to a weighty plinth and big
rubber feet - was good, and | suspect
the wobbly arm was actually quite
helpful in this respect. Put it this way;
it's not quite as ‘sensitive’ as a Naim
ARO unipivot.

The SL-1200 with standard arm is
best described as sonically a bit rough
around the edges, but pleasantly musical
and rhythmic nonetheless. But there’s
more. If you get out the spanner and
hacksaw and fit a Rega arm to the
deck’s plinth (not an impossible task),
‘reliable sources’ have intimated that
the deck can be transformed into a
giant-killer.

As far as thousand-pound hi-fi
turntables are concerned, the Technics
tooks a bit out of its depth. If you want
something that's black, gold-plated, and
truly stylish, then John Michell’s
Gyrodec is the one to head for.
Alternatively, at under £500 the
standard SL-1200mkll is much better
value and a worthwhile choice in its
own right. That said, the SL-1200LTD is
the sort of thing many will buy just
because it's there, the ultimate fashion
accessory for the BMW and bubble-
perm Euro-Techno brigade.

loudspeaker. It's a
great combination of high
technology. constructional
simplicity and very low
cost. But the design
methodology isn’t really
mine. In fact, the whole
thing comes down to the
way today’s manufacturers
approach loudspeaker
design. You could say KLS9
is the result of a walk
through the textbooks, or
perhaps I should say “the
texts”, research texts
that is.

The idea is to show you
how it's done. For, as
Vance Dickason
acknowledges in his
popular Loudspeaker
Design Cookbook,
hundreds of researchers
around the world have
made big contributions to
our knowledge on this
subject. They have built a
design approach that is
used world-wide. This
tends to produce a
standardised solution,
discouraging rese:rch into
fertile areas of
development. That’s why
commercial loudspeakers
are so alike nowadays.

I sense the situation is
beginning to change
though. There’s talk of
active loudspeakers and
ribbons. And regular
readers will know that we
continue to be fascinated
by the box-less
loudspeaker.

Designing a
loudspeaker like KLS9 is
fast and efficient (we use
MacSpeakerz). The theory
gives an accurate result,
with minimal
experimentation, providing
you have plenty of good
test equipment. With KLS9,
choosing an 8in mid/bass
driver threw up a box of

sensible volume, not a barn.

This wasn’t just sheer luck,
however.

Drive unit
manufacturers like Audax
are relatively large
companies who make their
bread and butter
producing car and low-cost
audio drive units in large
volumes. So manufacturers
are very well equipped and
staffed with highly
qualified people.

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kaleidoscope

much as those who build
the cabinets and market
the final loudspeaker, are
responsible for the high-
technology drivers we have
today.

Voice coils
are commonly wound in-
house and the whole
assembled on a jig to
ensure the voice coil is
accurately centred in the
gap between magnet and
pole piece.

getting KLS9 down from
36Hz (-3dB) to 30Hz or so,
but loudspeakers like this
generally only come alive
when driven hard by a big
power amplifier.

Much above 200Hz
though, the influence of
the box diminishes.

This is because wavelength
shortens and the amount
of energy in the signal
decreases.

In this region and above
we can forget about the
computer and the box
design programme. Here,
it's necessary to model

the gap and width of the
gap between coil and
magnetic poles all set drive
unit sensitivity, while cone
weight and suspension
compliance contribute to
free-air resonance and
driver Q. Nowadays
manufacturers adjust these
parameters to produce a
design that meets real-life
needs.

From experience - not
just my own but readers’
too - I go for a ’speaker
with ‘welly’. People are
impressed by bass grunt.

I had the option of

sound more like light, as

it is reflected and refracted
by solid surfaces. Suddenly,
every part of a drive unit
has to be viewed as
influential, sometimes
obstructive. Response
flatness can be marred by
phase cancellation, which
is why manufacturers put
phase plugs into the
centre of midrange units,
for example.

If you bear in mind
that the ear is most
sensitive around 3kHz,
this sensitivity suddenly
fading away above 8kHz,

and that pinpointing the
direction of a sound source

relies upon our sensitivity
to phase effects around
the human head, it is
obvious that response
flatness and phase
coherence become very
important in the 2ktz-8kHz
region. That nearly every
commercial loudspeaker
crosses over at 3kHz,
causing phase and
frequency response
problems in the ear's
most sensitive region, is
unfortunate to say the
least. It is the reason |
ensured KLS9 exhibits
minimal phase error at
Crossover.

All of which is to
point out that whilst KLS9
is an industry-standard
design exercise, it offers
a great result because of
all the contributions from
researchers who have
perfected box design
techniques, associated
computer software and
even the sophisticated test
equipment [ use.

Such convenience is a
litcle seductive though - it
softens the impetus to
conceive new ideas and
experiment. | see, cruising
the Internet, ribbon drivers
being offered by Newform
Research of Canada, I hear
that a number of UK
manufacturers are toying
with active loudspeakers
again, and hope that the
apen baffle will become a
little more widely
understood than it is at
present.

€ € You don’t miss what you haven't

got” is a truism as well as an

excuse not to strive for anything. If
you never realise what you're missing,
though, you miss out on an awful lot. A
spot of philosophical meandering might
not seem terribly relevant to Denon's
£150 DCD-425 CD player, but bear
with us.

What is clever, and at the same time
disconcerting, about the '425 is that if
you didn’t have anything else to
compare it with, you simply wouldn't
realise you were missing out on much.
The clang of Maxwell’s siiver hammer
sounded sharp and abrupt and, well, like
a solid silver bell clanging. It was quite
fetching.

Rim shots from the drummer of Ten
Years After were pretty impressive as
well, and lead guitar riffs ripped out of
the ’speakers with a forceful electric
twang and zip. The brass in Bruckner’s
Fourth made the Philharmonia sound as
though they'd just been offered a
sizeable shareholding in a film about a
brass band and were putting in double
the usual effort.

In short, if you want a CD player
with verve, excitement and pretty sharp
projection that makes you feel warm
and friends with Life, the '425 is a
bargain at £150. It’s as crisp as a packet
of Smith’s and if it's Rock, it rocks and
no mistake. If there’s a bassline or the
Underground-like rumble of the lower

left-hand end of a synthesizer. it can be
subterranean enough to have you
listening for someone chanting ‘Mind
the gap’ when the living room door
opens.

But then, to go back to the
beginning, if you'd only ever driven a
Mini Minor and stuck there, you'd never
know what it was like to put your right
foot down in a Testarossa, would you?

In this case, the Testarossa - well,
call it a Mondeo - is Denon's own
DCD-825, a class-leader for a mere £90
more. That is what people spend on a
pair of fancy trainers.

Something about the '425 is a bit
fishy though. There’s some odd
behaviour in the midrange, which
sometimes gives a suggestion of depth
which isn’t quite right, sometimes
sharpens or dulls the pitch of voices and
orchestral instruments. Paul Weller and
Paul McCartney didn’t sound the same;
but somehow they didn't sound all that
different either, Maxwell’s silver
hammer, you see, really should sound
more like a cast-iron cowbell, less
superficially ‘right’ than the Denon, but
alas more ‘real’.

Stranger still is that the effect isn't
predictable, which is why the Denon
wouldn’t suggest to the uninitiated
there was 'owt teken out. The "425
should have made a right pig's ear, or
maybe even a harmonium, out of
Chopin’s Nocturnes, but they came

over with a surprising amount of
timbral goodwill, all the tunes intact and
a good 90% of Barenboim’s impressive
energy. A pair of medium price
’speakers with a more forward mid than
anything you’d call monitors had to be
used to improve the balance though.
Gutsy and brave maybe - if you want
a taster, and have less than £200 to
spend, the '425 is less bad than any of
the rest. But it is strictly for a budget
system; it won't stretch much further. If
you want to open up a continent of
music instead of merely seeing the map,
skip the trainers this month and put the
money into a £200-plus CD player like
Denon’s own excellent DCD-825,
where all the real music is @

he cables tested here fall into
I two groups in terms of their

construction. The first, as
exemplified by the Chord Co’s Rumour,
consists of conductors which are either
wound together or held in place by a
jacket, with no special spacing between
conductors. The second, like QED’s
Profile 4 x 4, uses conductors carefully
spaced to control parameters such as
inductance and capacitance.

The cables were plugged into a
system made up of the Da Capo DAC,
Audiolab’s 8000CDM transport and
8000S amplifier, and Heybrook Sextet
"speakers. We plumped for gold-plug
terminations and 3m lengths (close to
what you'll find in many a living room),
although if furniture shuffling is possible,
keep loudspeaker cables short (see Rob
Watts’ comments on p43 of the Jan '97
issue).

QED PROFILE 4 X 4

(£9/m, termination £39)

The Profile 4 x 4 dredges up an
mpressive amount of ambient detail,
with a spacious sound made up of well
jelineated images. Transmitting the
:onal signature of instruments turned
>ut to be one of this cable’s fortes,
relped as it was by a pleasantly smooth
:haracter. Bass-laden CDs proved the
>rofile had deep bass on tap when
:alled for. Dynamically it was a little soft
hough, and while the sound stage had
lepth, this seemed to come from a
light over-emphasis of low-level detail.

ORTOFON SPK200

(£5.50/m, termination £40)

For £5.50/m, the SPK200 looks like it
makes good financial sense, and
sonically it was equally impressive. lts
presentation was a blend of
transparency and weight, the former
due to a detailed, slightly bright balance,
the latter a lithe, extended bottom end.
Listening into orchestral string sections
was easy thanks to the Ortofon’s bass
insight, and violins were detailed though
slightly bright and wiry next to the
Rumour. Vocals also showed some
extra sibilance and hardness, but given
the price, these are small quibbles
indeed. (Try reversing high and low-
frequency conductors for a slightly
smoother, warmer sound).

CHORD CO RUMOUR

(£9.95/m, termination £40)

The Rumour has a clear, crisp sound
with solid imaging. It may not pull out
quite as much low-level detail or have
the tonal range of the QED, but it
comes close, and has faster dynamics by
way of compensation. In terms of
rhythm and timing the Chord scored

well, combining analysis and insight with
get up and go. It also dealt adeptly with

the small dynamic changes which endow
music with its emotional character. The
Chord is one of the best at the price.

VAN DEN HUL SNOWTRACK

e o Bl

(£9.99/m, termination £50)

Given its price, the Snowtrack was a bit
of a disappointment. Classical music lost
a lot of its grandeur at the hands of
rather sluggish dynamics and a tendency
to mix together orchestral sections like
brass and woodwind. Violins had a
brittle edge when compared to both the
Ortofon and Chord cables. Less
demanding Pop music fared better,
bouncing along on a bassline made a
little rotund by the vdH.

CONCLUSION

QED’s Profile 4 x 4 has a warm,
atmospheric sound which would tame a
slightly sharp, bright system well. It can
sound a little soft though, so if you're
wallet’s as thin as a supermodel, after
forking out for the rest of your system,
then Ortofon’s SPK200 would make an
excellent alternative. The best of the
cables here is Chord’s Rumour, which is
smoother and more open than the
Ortofon, but more expensive. Van den
Hul’s Snowtrack looks a little out of its
depth against the others, but could work
to liven up a dull sounding systeme

E a decent system in

the late Seventies, hi-
fi has had a magnetic
attraction for me. I can
remember thinking what a
cool thing it was to be into,
one of life’s higher
pleasures. Interest turned
to addiction and soon 1
was devouring all the hi-fi
magazinces | could find,
from barmy Popular Hi-Fi
to sensible old Hi-Fi
Answers. After copious
amounts of press perusal,
the next step up the
addict’s ladder was to go to
a show. It just so happened
that Harrogate ‘80 was in
the offing, so I made a date
in my diary, and neither
plague nor pestilence
would keep me away.

The big day came and
after an indecently early
rise and countless hours of
trundling north in a
fashionably beige Ford
Escort estate, 1 finally
arrived. Having got my
head round the show plan
- not easy with a
Dagenham dustbin-
induced headache (jet
lag wasn’t a patch on
this), I entered the fray.
Wide-eyed and
completely unaware of
what goes on at hi-fi
shows, I was in for a bit
of a surprise.

Try as hi-fi hacks do
to describe the sound of
a particular system,
there’s no substitute for
hearing it in the flesh.
After all the purple
prose in the magazines
about the transcendental
sound of Linns, Oracles,
Quads, Naims, KEF 105s
et al, I'd assumed they’d
be so dramatically better
than my own system
(too cheap and nasty to
mention here) that my
mind would be blown.
High End, I'd imagined,
would be the aural
equivalent of a Pan-Galactic
Gargleblaster, louder than
the loudest Rock band,
larger than life itself and
twice as profound. This
devoted disciple of the hi-fi
press was ready to listen
and belicve, just as my
gurus had told me.

With me being a card-
carrying member of the
Chris Frankland Linn
Lovers Association, I made
a beeline to what I thought

HI-FI WORLD
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would be the dem of the
century. ‘What sonic
delights would greet me?',
wondered I, pushing my
way through the swinish
multitudes milling around
the Hitachi stand. When I
got to Linn’s large room,

D stereo for the first time,
and my appreciation of
‘real’ (ahem) music rose
exponentially.
Elsewhere. Arcam,
quaintly known as "A&R
Cambridge Limited” in
those days. were
showing a sense of
humour by sandwiching
their little AGO amplifier
between a Sondek and a
pair of lsobariks.
Curiouser still was that
they were getting a
great sound.

Funnily enough, the
best sound of the show
for me was none other
than the totally uncool.
un-Flat Earth
Wharfedale. With the
help of a huge Teac
open recl and very
flattering room
acoustics, even the
cheapest and nastiest of
their ‘Laser’ (yeuck!) range
sounded superb.

I was tired, it had been
a long day, and I was more
than a little confused.
Having my entire hi-fi
belief system turned
upside down at the show
was more than I could
handle. Of course, when
the dust settled, 1 still read
the mags, but now in the
knowledge that when hi-fi

Whilst this is a great
time for travel agents, it’s
less rosy for the hi-fi
industry. You see, the hi-fi
season generally runs from
September to March. For
the rest of the year, the
industry is kept going by
enthusiasts eager to
upgrade, birthdays and
anniversaries, and the odd
early student loan.

With this in mind, I
thought now would be a
good time to reflect upon
the previous season’s
successes and perhaps have
a crack at suggesting next
season’s big movers.

Despite many retailers’
fears of a shrinking market,
the hi-fi separates industry
remained fairly buoyant
over the winter, thanks to
some strong advertising
in the national press
from both retailers and
manufacturers alike.
Improved consumer
confidence and some
genuinely aspirational
new hi-fi products also
played their part.

In the budget CD
market Technics
maintained its strong
grip. Thanks to a smooth
transition from '70 to '80
Series during the early
summer, Technics avoided
a sales slump whilst the
new range gathered
momentum.

It’s nice to report that
products are actually
deserving of their success.
The SL-PG380, 480 and 580
may be rather conservative
in design but offer decent
build, useful features and a
mature sound quality.

Technics were helped
by a floundering Marantz
and Philips. Although these
two usually offer tough
competition at this price
point, their machines
seemed a little dated and
lacking solidity this time
around. Maybe things will
change next season, but my
money remains with the
Japanese.

Sony seem to be
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making waves in this sector
at the moment, but I
suspect they may have
peaked 100 early. This
means that, come the
season, their players may
seem a lictle tired, and
rivals will have the upper
hand. Ones to watch are
the established Technics,
and Pioneer, who have
been known to spring the
odd surprise or two.

67SE. The question is, can
Marantz sustain this
through to September 1977
in time for the next season?
Not if Arcam have
anything to do with it. The
prize for the most
reformed hi-fi company this
year has to go to Arcam.
Last autumn they launched
a new range with more -
vibrant sound quality and
cunning upgrade potential

In spite of the fact that
things may not have gone
too well for Marantz in the
budget sector, it was a very
different story in the
midrange CD player
market. Here, Marantz
comprehensively
dominated right up to the
£500 price level, with
essentially a single
machine.

The well regarded CD-
63 (£280) was tweaked to
produce the highly
acclaimed CD-63SE (£350),
and the even more
respected CD-63mklI KI-
Signature (£500). And just
when the competition
seemed to be catching up,
thase clever boffins at
Marantz tweaked it some
more to produce the class-
leading CD-67 and CD-

that rid the company of its
previous dowdy image.
Although this came a
fraction too late to really
have a big impact this
season, they'll certainly be
the company to watch next
time round.

With all this action in
the middle ground, it was
hardly surprising to find
the high-end arena quiet.
With headlines such as,
“The Marantz CD-63mkll
KI-Signature - the best CD
player under £1000”, small
wonder. Despite this,
Audiolab proved
themselves just as adept
with digital technology as
with amplification. It’s
certainly given stalwarts
DPA, Pink Triangle and
Marantz something to think
about. So don’t be
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surprised to see a reaction
from these three, and
others.

The recording format
market was as notable for
its surprises as it was for its
continuity. At the top end,
the biggest shock came
from Nakamichi’s sad
decision to pull out of this
area altogether, leaving a
gaping hole that has yet to
be filled.

Sony, Pioneer and
Teac have all had the
odd success, but none
of them has yet come
close to dominating the
sector in the way that
Nakamichi managed,
seemingly without
effort, for so many
years.

At the other end of
the scale, it was
business as usual for
Aiwa, the ADF 460
taking the mantle from
the best selling '450.
Slightly further up the
ladder, Kenwoeod, Sony and
Technics ruled the roost
with some worthwhile, but
hardly sparkling cassette
decks.

In between, the usual
Japanese companies had
their way once again,
although none really took
the incentive.

But this could all soon
change. After five years in
the doldrums and fighting
off the now-withered DCC,
MiniDisc is finally
becoming the talk of the
town. Sony’s MDS-JES00
(HFW Feb '97 issue)
promises to be far more
memorable than its name.
So, as far as the recording
media are concerned,

Hi-Fi World has assembled two superbly balanced digital
systems, one for fans of CD, the other for fans of MiniDisc

and its recording ability.

™ his month finds us with two finely
I balanced systems to give away.
The first of these is headed up by
the redoubtable £500 Marantz CD-
63mkll Kl-Signature CD player, tweaked
by Ken Ishiwata and much admired in
the Hi-Fi World towers. Jon Marks first
encountered this player back in June
1996, and found only one problem with
it - “it was difficult not to simply press
the repeat button”. Beware, with this
Marantz, you could well be in for plenty
of late nights spent happily ploughing
through your CD collection.

After making its way down Apollo
Cables’ smooth, transparent sounding
Black Velvet Standard interconnect
(reviewed in Jan '97) the CD-63 KI-S's
output reaches DPA's impressive £600
Renaissance integrated amplifier. Noel
Keywood was the lucky man who got his
hands and ears on the Renaissance back
in Dec '94, where he said, “I'd rate it
very, very highly for serious listeners,
since as with all DPA amplifiers, what
they do well they do so very well few
can come close.”

From the Renaissance, the signal is
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transmitted via four metres of The
Chord Co's clear, detailed Rumour bi-
wire cable (£9.95/m and featured on p57
of this issue) to Castle's £700 Avon
floorstanders. In Dec ‘96, Noel
Keywood said of the Avons, with their
carbon fibre drive units, “Castle’s new
'speaker offers a level of insight, clarity
and control that few rivals can at
present match.”

System No2 takes a different
approach to the digital domain, leading
as it does with Kenwood's excellent new
£500 DM-7090 MiniDisc recorder. A
look at p31 and p33 of this issue will
show you that, on both replay and
recording fronts, Jon Marks reckoned
the DM-7090, equipped with Kenwood’s
D. R. I. V. E. system, did a better job
than 99.99% of all cassette decks. Looks
like it might be time to bid a fond
farewell to those lingering dreams of a
Nakamichi. . .

Interconnects are supplied again by
Apollo Cables. Waiting to receive the
signal at the other end is Aura’s
smoothie of an amp, the VA-100Mkll, a
higher-powered version of the much-

loved VA-80 (see the Mar '96 edition).

Sitting at the end of another stretch
of Rumour loudspeaker cable are
Castle’s £450 Edens. Jon Marks found
the Edens one of the most musical and
accomplished loudspeakers around
under £600. His view was that “Castle’s
Edens join that select band of hi-fi
components that simply make music
regardless”.

inspiration.

This appears to have outraged the
club crowd to the extent that the flagship
single, ‘Little Wonder’ is apparently
dubbed '‘Drum Bollocks’ in the
playgrounds and playpens of our young
nation. True or not, this surely won't
bother the man who made a total ass of
himself co-opting Metal for his sad Tin
Machine project.

It's not as if he probably wants or
needs to reach the proverbial kids, is it?
A man who's just sold a reported 55
million worth of shares on Wall Street
(an infinitely more interesting number
than fifty, as in his birthday) can, after ali,
afford to take chances, even have the

odd flop.

The important question is, does it
work?! The answers are yes and no.
Songs like ‘Battle For Britain’ may well lie
on a bed of almost incessant drum loops
and snatches of whizzing guitar but there
are structure and melody on the top that
are classic Bowie. There are echoes here
of everything from ‘The Bewlay Brothers’
and ‘Space Oddity’ to ‘Ashes To Ashes’,
so what more you're wanting, eh? And
something like ‘Seven Years In Tibet' is
wry and sensual at the same time.

It opens like a modernised ‘Je T'aime’,
all sexy breathing over funky horns and
just as you're swaying along, the vocals
come in with “Are you feeling
OK?/You've been shot in the head/I'm
holding your brains. . .” See what | mean

about wry? Despite this rather tasteless
interjection, it’s still a terrific number and
the drums in the finale actually sound
real!

And ‘Dead Man Walking’ has a neat
tune and chanted bit (technical term
there, folks) which is catchy as you gets.
Needless to say, Earthling won’t be
everyone’s cup of tea; there are times
when the endless poundings that carry
the tunes are positively irritating, not to
say distracting. After all, what sounds
cool when you’re dancing your socks off
at some rave isn't exactly something you
want in your living room. This said,
Bowie does get it right more often than
not. It may not be quite a masterpiece
but it’s easily the best record the man’s
released in a good, long time ®

PLACEBO

Strictly speaking this
is a re-issue, as this
London-based trio’s
CD first emerged
last June.

We always knew that Dre was the
brains behind Death Row records and
the success of his kennel mate Snoop
Doggy Dogg. That he has become
disaffected with the label - famous for its
aggressive brand of Gangsta Rap -
comes therefore as no surprise.

With Aftermath, a carefully selected
compilation album, the ex-NWA
gangbanger has moved into new
pastures.

Slapping the LP on the turntable
faster than a drive-by, it's quickly
obvious that Dre hasn't gone soft or
converted to Christianity or anything
like tnat. While Aftermath kicks off
sounding like the old Gangsta vibe -
more tales of guns and drugs, etc, etc -
it soon becomes apparent that Dre has
done his homework.

Yes, Gangsta Rap is old and, in a
word, boring. But Dre has looked
outside the usual confines of Rap music
and across the album’s |6 tracks we find
a distinct change in musical policy.

Dre is broadening his appeal and,
like Berry Gordy (founder of Motown
records) before him, is able to attract
and present a showcase of varied and
interesting talents. Thus on Aftermath
can be found a wealth of Soul and R 'n’
B as well as harder Rap tracks. The
softer, sassier numbers are, on the
whole, provided by the ladies but there
is an impressive contribution from
Maurice Wilcher, a man with a voice to
equal the great D'Angelo. There are
even the occasional flashes of humour.
Mel-Man’s 'Sh**tin' on the World' is a
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case in point.

Then there’s KRS-1, Nas and Dre
under the guise of Group Therapy
taking a highly cynical look at the East
Coast/West Coast rivalry. All very
sensible with the recent slaying of LA
rapper Tupac Shakur in mind.

Perhaps this whole change is
something to do with maturity or social
climbing. Indeed, Dre is now in the
fortunate position where he can afford
to look back on the life he used to lead.
And on his own track, ‘Been There
Done That', he pours contempt on the
street brethren from his new-found
position of influence and wealth. Oddly
placed bile given the healing intentions
of this record, bred by over-familiarity
with the subject matter no doubt.

The album is, however, not familiar.
It is a refreshing sign of things to come.

REEF
GLOW

We all thought they were Yanks. But
no, in the true tradition of early Rock
music, the mighty Reef hail from
Glastonbury. This, of course, might be a
disadvantage - discriminating listeners
world-wide will immediately expect
‘Smoke On The Water".

But all in all, Reef live up to
expectations. Debut album Replenish
gave us an early taster of their talent,
and Glow is the irrevocable stamp of
their arrival.

Glow can only be described as pure,
unadulterated, Bluesy Rock 'n’ Roll in
the early, raw tradition. This album
confirms that Rock music, if not exactly

returning to its infancy, is certainly
coming home.

The Glastonbury-based group show
that not everything Stateside is where
it's at. Blues-inspired outfits like the
Black Crows may contest the view and
certainly they, above all groups, have
long been the title-holders of this genre.
But Georgia’s finest, on this superb
showing, are going to have to pass on
the accolade.

Reef's second album brims with
positive attitude, letting rip first with
their single, the very Stones-influenced
‘Put Your Hands On’ (someone please
explain “Place your hands on my hole™?)
and then the Led Zeppy sounding ‘|
Would Have Left You’. ‘Don’t You Like
[t?" is a rambling Hendrix number that
would not be out of place on Electric
Ladyland, while *‘Come Back Brighter” is
a latter-day ‘Crosstown Traffic’.

No one said Glow was particularly
original, but then neither is it tedious.
There’s a very competent mix of funky
Rock numbers here, some psychedelic
‘back-tracking’ (in both senses of the
word) and even some mellower-type
ballads. Without so much as an apology,
Reef have an undeniably retro feel about
them. And it’s loud.

This is Cock Rock at its best, all
babes and big balls. Something that
comedian Dennis Leary would approve
of, no doubt. Glow is a strong, melodic
and complete album and a worthy
successor to their debut Replenish,
which was a tentative effort by
comparison. lts appeal will almost
certainly extend way beyond Reef's
current surf audience - there wont be a
Kampervan in sight @

For what seems the longest imaginable
time, Jazz-Rock, or Fusion, has had the
worst name possible in Jazz critical
circles, not unlike that of Progressive
Rock for Rock critics. Over the last few
years, however (and, perhaps more
bizarrely, this seems to be happening to
Prog Rock too), the tide of opinion on
this has changed.

| pointed out last month that the
current importance of the role of film
scores in contemporary music had,
albeit tangentially, quite a lot to do with
the rise and rise of Dance music
culture. The reappraisal of Jazz Fusion
has, largely speaking, Dance music to
thank. Inevitably, so much of this is to
do with the centrality of sampling.

As Dance music has matured (not
always for the best, | grant you) and
proliferated, DJs and musicians,
particularly in areas like ‘intelligent’
Drum 'n’ Bass and the more
adventurous end of Trip Hop. have
been falling over themselves trying to
seek out the grooviest, or the darkest,
or simply the most difficult-to-track-
down samples.

Increasingly these have been taken
from more and more obscure 1970s’
Jazz-Rock LPs. Witness the spiralling
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cost of second-hand Fusion LPs,
witness compilations like The United
Sounds of America and Jazz Satellites as
they trace the development of arcane,
freewheeling Fusion improvisations and
obscure labels, and witness the overdue
CD reissue of long-unavailable work by
the likes of Miles Davis, Alice Coltrane,
Herbie Hancock and Rahsaan Roland
Kirk. Generally, very welcome
developments.

Of course, there’s another side to
all this. In our desperate rush to
rediscover stupidly forgotten gems and
reinvent Fusion as psychedelic head
music for the more cosmically inclined,
we might well ignore the strand of
Fusion which; a) never went away, b)
remained hugely popular through all
those years when both the cutting edge
and mainstream critical media had
shunned it, and ¢) is, I'm afraid,
heartrendingly dull.

Those of you, like my own sad self,
cursed with cable TV, insomnia and a
three-second attention span will
doubtless have late-night experience of
happening upon interminable footage of
ultra-virtuosic session musicians turning
in just this kind of Jazz-Rock: flashy,
grandstanding and obviously hugely
popular with its audience. Jazz festivals
across the world still fill large halls year
in, year out with precisely this kind of
performance. And despite myself, | have
to say that it’s not difficult to see why.

The world is full of would-be
musicians, and this music speaks to
them, letting them know that they
don’t need inspiration to make music,
just constant dedication: with a lot of
work, you too can do this.

Pianist and composer Chick Corea
has to bear a lot of the blame for the
rise of this style of music. Corea was an
alumnus of Miles Davis’ late '60s group,
whose albums from Bitches Brew and
In A Silent Way onwards are largely
held to have kick-started the entire
genre, But where other graduates from
this group (and it’s an incredible list: Joe

Stmon
Hopkins

Zawinul and Wayne Shorter went on
to form Weather Report, John
McLaughlin formed the Mahavishnu
Orchestra, Herbie Hancock would go
on to record three or four of the
finest, most searching Jazz-Rock
records ever) would take with them
some of Miles’ visionary darkness, the
group Corea went on to form, Return
To Forever, had at their heart a
vacuousness that had to be heard to be
believed.

This double-CD set on Verve
Chronicles is certainly an ambitious
one. It brings together material from
the group’s studio albums and the best
part of an hour’s worth of previously
unreleased live stuff. It accordingly
charts the group from 1972 to 1975, as
it went through successive personnel
changes which would see some of the
world’s finest Fusion players pass
through its ranks. Among them were
drummers Steve Gadd and Lenny
White, guitarists Bill Connors and Al Di
Meola, and - the group’s mainstay -
bassist Stanley Clarke.

And 'd be telling a lie if | said that
it's not, at times, enjoyable stuff.
There’s certainly no sense of these
musicians going through the motions in
search of a fast buck; quite the
contrary, in fact. On the live cuts in
particular, they're evidently having a
ball. And Corea is as virtuosic a
composer as he is a player. His pieces
throw angular, tricksy melodies against
breath-takingly executed odd-metre
rhythms, and heavily feature heart-
stopping unison part-writing.

Yet there’s something so overtly
choreographed about this music that it
remains deeply unsatisfying to any
listener other than another musician,
The great irony is that elsewhere,
especially on small group or solo efforts
recorded for ECM, Corea turns in
music of a genuinely engaging,
introverted nature. But Return To
Forever, I'm afraid, remains ultimately
pointless %
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YOURS AND MINE
CONCORD CCD-4740

This is a BBC recording made live at the
Glasgow International Jazz Festival on
25th june 1989, and now released on
the Concord label. If there’s a company
that can produce a better recording
than anyone else | have to opine it is the
BBC. Admittedly, they've also come out
with a few turkeys in their time, but this
is a production which Concord can be
proud of.

One of the brighter stars in the
overcrowded firmament of Jazz, Getz's
sax is supported by Kenny Barron on
piano, Ray Drummond on bass (yes, you
have seen that name somewhere else),
and Ben Riley on drums.

They may only get through seven
tracks on this fifty-seven minute CD,
but what tracks! Porter’s ‘You'd Be So
Nice To Come Home To', Gillespie’s
‘Con Alma’, Carter's ‘People Time',
Kern's ‘Yesterdays' and Porter again
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with ‘What Is This Thing Called Love?

There's very little reason, as far as |
can see, not to own this recording since
it captures Getz perfectly in a live
setting. It may not be his greatest work
but it’s none the worse for that, and his
consistent fluency and timing, set in a
big, open, spacious sound stage such as
this really is a joy to listen to. Much
recommended.
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LIVE AT THE BLUE NOTE
CONCORD CCD-4731

The Heritage All-Stars claim to draw
influences from across the century (give
or take; it depends on how and when
you think Jazz began) of Jazz and to
rework them. This they do, ending up
with a very popularised, swinging style
of mainstream Jazz which is no bad thing
considering the obvious talent and

musicality available in this group, but it
has rather toned down the edge of
some of the chosen tunes.

There are ten tunes here in nine
tracks since Gershwin's ‘Embraceable
You' and Bird's ‘Quasi Modo' are
treated as a medley. The other eight
tracks include a tribute to Ella Fitzgerald
penned by Burrell himself, Corea’s
‘Tones For joan's Bones', joplin's ‘The
Entertainer’, Gillespie's ‘Birk’s Works’,
and Strayhorn’s ‘Take The ‘A’ Train’.
That should at least give you an idea of
the breadth of styles on show.

The band consists of Burrell on
guitar, Sir Roland Hanna on piano, Ray
Drummond on bass, Sherman Ferguson
on drums, Jimmy Owens on trumpet,
and Jerome Richardson (who
incidentally wrote the final track) on sax
and flute. The group is supported by
sterling work from guests Marcus
McLaurine on bass, Horace Arnold on
drums, Steve Turre and Benny Powell
on trombone, and Jeannie Bryson and
Vanessa Rubin providing vocals where
required.

Probably the easiest way for me to
describe the quality of this release is to
say that - according to the sleeve notes
- Kenny Burrell has probably taken first
place in more polls than any other
guitarist in Jazz, and the musicians are all
of a high enough standard to do his
work justice. Add to that the fact that
the recording is released by Concord - a
front-runner in the quality stakes in Jazz
- and you have a release worthy of
fifteen quid of anybody's Hard Earned,
so long as they don't find the style too

Though many concertos draw upon a
dialogue built upon tensions and
conflicts between soloist and orchestra
for their impact - Beethoven's Fourth
Piano Concerto is a shining example - a
successful concerto recording
nevertheless remains the product of a
partnership, and one preferably of co-
operation rather than confrontation.
However, it is often of benefit if the
personalities involved in that
partnership have much in contrast as
well as in common.

That was surely true of the Russian
cellist Mstislav Rostropovich and the
Austrian conductor Herbert von
Karajan when Deutsche Grammophon
brought them together in the autumn of
1968 to record two of the masterworks
of the cello repertoire, the B minor
concerto of Antonin Dvorak, and the
Rococo Variations of Rostropovich’s
compatriot Peter Tchaikovsky.

A month to mark two notable anniversaries, a bicentenary and a

quincentenary, to welcome two outstanding reissues, and to celebrate a

Verdi homecoming - but not to Italy.

The cool, polished approach of
Karajan was to prove the perfect foil
for the warm-hearted passion of his
soloist, and the collaboration brought
out the finest qualities in both
musicians. Where Rostropovich might
have enjoyed some dalliance and a
degree of self-indulgence -
understandable in a work which gives
the soloist so many opportunities for
lyrical outpouring - Karajan was left to
exercise a subtle and flexible control
over the proceedings.

The result had satisfying cohesion,
but also a momentum and spontaneity
that was irresistible. The Berlin
orchestra, too, made a significant
contribution to what became almost as
much a political event as a musical one.
There were many in the Moscow
hierarchy who were less than
enamoured with the idea of the Soviet
Union’s finest cellist (and one of the
most outspoken and courageous critics
of its regime) coming to West Berlin to
perform with West Germany's finest
orchestra and its legendary principal
conductor, not least because von
Karajan’s relationship with the Nazi
party remained something of a grey
area.

These famous recording sessions
took place in Berlin’s Jesus-Christus
Kirche in September 1968, with Gunter
Hermanns engineering a fine sound
picture: a touch larger than life,
perhaps, but that suited the character of
the performances. Tchaikovsky’s
elegant, charming and balletic pastiche
provided an ideal contrast to the heady
grandeur and intensity of the Dvorak
concerto.

Allowing that differences in
mastering levels and so forth, not to
mention replay systems, colour the
validity of any comparison between the
LP and CD, | can vouch that the new
transfer has a clear edge over my,
admittedly elderly, vinyl pressing (SLPM
139044). The sound is agreeably
brighter and more vivid (the vinyl is

noticeably duller in comparison), and
there is a greater sense of the acoustic
space. It is also inescapable that the
colours and detail of the score have
emerged altogether cleaner and fresher,
as has the warm, richly resonant tone of
Rostropovich's instrument. DG's
remastering has done full justice to the
original master of this memorable
recording. It is readily apparent why,
within a year of its release, it had
collected major prizes in Germany,
France and Japan, and why, in more
than the musical sense, it fully merits
that much-overworked description
*historic’.

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Ockeghem was born around 1430,
at Dender in Flanders (now in Belgium).
As a boy, he became a chorister in
Antwerp Cathedral, and in his youth,
was employed in the chapel of the Duke
of Bourbon. By 1454, he was in Paris,
composer and chaplain in the service of
Charles VII. He later moved to Tours,
taking the post of treasurer at the
Abbey of St Martin and remaining there
until his death in 1497.

His musical legacy of Mass settings,
motets and chansons amply illustrates
the development that polyphonic
composition was undergoing during the
mid- to late fifteenth century, a
development that was due in no small
measure to the contribution of
Johannes Ockeghem.

Ockeghem was a great teacher, with
Antoine Busnois and Josquin Des Prez
among the most notable of his pupils.
Both expressed their admiration for
their mentor in music, and Busnois’s
tribute, the motet In Hydraulis, is one
of five pieces selected by The Clerks’
Group to accompany their sumptuous
rendering of Ockeghem’s Missa
Prolationum; it makes for very effective
and satisfying programming.

The Mass setting is a glorious
example of the richness of medieval
polyphony, its canonic complexity
comparable to, say, the interwoven
filigree stonework of a gothic vault. But
just as such ajvault can be appreciated
for its overall effect without delving into
its architectural intricacies, so it is with
Ockeghem’s music. Simply_enjoy its
splendour.

Busnois is also represented by
Gaude coelestis, a motet only recently
identified as the ‘missing’ work
mentioned by.the music theorist,
Johannes Tinctoris. However, the
attributio?t of the masterly Humilium
decus to Jacob Obrecht must remain
speculative, although it bears all the
hallmarks of his style. Thelleast-known
of the composers represénted here is
Jean Pullois, butihis four-part motet Flos
de spina is a gem, hissetting enhancing
the vivid poetic imagery of the words,
which are derived from a Christmastide
cantio.

Although only a ten-strong choir,
The Clerks’ Group achieves an
impressive sonority in the acoustic of St

Andrew’s Church, West Wratting in
Cambridgeshire. They have been
superbly recorded by Paul Proudman
and his Proudsound, team. With its
rhythmic awareness and exemplary
clarity of line; EBdward Wickham's choir
is perfectly equipped to put the case for
Johannes Ockeghem in this anniversary
year. That there are more‘issues in the
pipeline, including a performance.of the
extraordinary Requiem Mass, only adds
to the appreciation, and"anticipation.

VLADO PERLEMUTER

Vlado Perlemuter, piano
NIMBUS NI7713/4 (2 CD SET)
(ADD/123.32)

If memory serves me, these were
among the first - if not the first -
recordings to appear on the fledgling
Nimbus label back in the mid-seventies.
As early examples of Nimbus’s then-
radical ‘we edit to save a performance,
not to create one’ philosophy, Vlado
Perlemuter’s Ravel performances gave
rise to a fair measure of controversy. |
recall one leading publication being so
antagonistic in its criticism as to sour
relations between it and Nimbus for a
lengthy period.

In retrospect, | am certain a major
factor in this criticism was that most
commentators simply hadn’t
encountered recordings quite like these
before. The typical recorded piano
sound tended to be closely-focused,
with a dry, often boxy acoustic. The
exaggerated stereo image gave the
impression of an instrument twenty feet
wide!

Nimbus’s approach was the utter

antithesis of this. The piano was
balanced at a natural distance from the
microphone, which was also allowed to
capture the amply reverberant acoustic
to the full, and it suited the atmosphere
and crystalline textures of Ravel’s piano
music down to the ground.

Twenty years on, and returning to
those first LPs (Nimbus 2101-03), | hear
no significant masking of detail or lack
of focus, and this is even more the case
with the fuller, moresbrilliant sound of
the CD transfers. But perhaps the most
agreeable quality of these recordings,
which incidentally were taped in the
summer of 1973 in Nimbus’s first.studio
in Birmingham (not, as is often wrongly
stated, in the grand mansion at
Wyastone Leys), is the way the listener
is embraced by.the acoustic and so
made to feél part of the musical
experience, Listening 1o 'some piano
recordings, with their brittleness and
airlessness, can be a fatiguing
experience, as I'm sure you have
encountered for yourselfylbut not'here.

Equally, twenty years’ familiarity has
not left me tired of Vlado Perlemuter’s
performances, with their Unique
authority and special insights. The
playing isn’t flawless - Perlemuter was in
his seventies when he made these
recordings - but is infinitely preferable
to technical perfection from a pianist
with no innate empathy with, or
understanding of the music.

Perlemuter studied all Ravel’s works
for solo piano with the composer, and
Ravel was present at two recitals in
1929 when Perlemuter presented the
complete oeuvre. Almost forty years
on, Perlemuter was still clearly relishing
the opportunity to play music for which
he has such evident affection. His
playing flows unhindered and without
hesitation, and with a refreshing
absence of mannerism or artifice.

Ravel’s piano music is a sublime
mixture of the arcane and the modern,
each work crafted with jewel-like
precision and refinement. But a poetic
heart beats beneath this polished
surface, and Perlemuter never loses
sight of this. More importantly, his
playing unfailingly communicates this
quality, something which transcends any
technical lapses. Only the churlish or
pedantic would fail to find these two
CDs absorbing and rewarding @

Verdi completed the first incarnation of
his epic opera Don Carlos in 1867, its
grand scale designed to meet the
demands of the Paris Opera. However,
this five-act version, in
French, was subsequently
to undergo massive
revision, most notably in
1884 when the composer
took the drastic action of
cutting out the entire first
act, save for one aria.

This new version, with
its libretto translated into
Italian, had its premiere at
La Scala, Mifan, on January
10, 1884, but its success
did not dissuade Verdi's
publisher, Ricordi, from
bringing out a five-act
score with the first act
restored.

In recent times, both
four- and five-act versions
have been staged and
recorded: Herbert von
Karajan, at Salzburg, and
Riccardo Muti, at La Scala, have both
opted for the former, while Carlo
Maria Giulini and Claudio Abbado have
both elected to conduct the five-act
Don Carlos. In the latter's case, the
recording was the first to be made in
the original French.

By rights, Abbado's should have
been the version to outstrip all rivals,
and the cast - led by Placido Domingo -
is unquestionably impressive. But the
performance is ultimately unconvincing,
both dramatically and musically, and the
recorded sound is disturbingly uneven.

In this new recording, the [talian
conductor, Antonio Pappano, and the
