' Our congregation staffs the Guadalupe Day Nursery. We at
this moment are in need of a new nursery becuase the present
one needs too many repairs and has been semi-condemmed by the
Health Department. I believe that Msgr. Galindo has the
capacity to bulld a new nursery-1f he were to remain here for
at least another year. We have been here for nearly twenty
years and we would not ldke to see the mursery closed.

A new mursery would mean that we could care for more
children. At the present time we are allowed care for only
twenty-two children. With another nursery we could take care
of the many childreun who have had to be rejected because of
lack of space.

This would be separate from the $8,000 project that will
soon be funded by the Federal Government regarding the Satellite
Center which was established because of Msgr.

“I.... ﬁrmly hold and accept each

and every definition of the . unerring
teaching of the Church, with all she has
maintained and declared, but especially

those points of doctrine which express-

ly coinbat the errors of our time. In

the first place I profess my belief that

God, the beginning and end of all, can
be certainly known and thereiore proved
to exist by the'natural light of reason
from the things that are made, that is,
from the visible works of the creation
as a cause from its effects. Next I
recoguize and acknowledge the external
arguments of revelation, that is, divine
facts, especially miracles and prophe-
cies, as most certain signs of the divine
origin of the Christian religion, and I
hold that these are altogether suited to
the understanding of every age and of
all men, also of our ttmes. Thirdly,
I likewise hold with firin faith that the
Church, the guardian and exponent of
the revealed Word, was proximately and
directly founded by the true and his-
toric Christ Himself, while He dwelt
amongst us, and that she was also built
upon Peter, the Prince of the Apostolic
Hierarchy, and upon his successors to
the end of time. Fourthly, I sincerely
accept the teaching of faith as trans-
mitted down to us from the Apostles
through the orthodox Fathers in the
same sense and even in the same word-
ing; and, therefore, I wholly reject the
heretical notions of the evolution of
dogmas, which pass from one sense to
anotlier alien to that which the Church
held froin the start; and I likewise con-
demm every error whereby is substitut-
ed for the divine deposit, entrusted by
Christ to His Spouse and by Her to be
faithfully guarded, a philosophic sys-
tem or the creation of a htman cou-
sciousuess, gradually refined by the
striving of mien and finally to be per-
fected herealter by indefinite progress.
Fifthly, I hold for certain and sincerely
proless that Faith is not a blind religious
sense making its way out of the hidden
regions of the sub-liminal consciousness,
morally tinged by the influence of heart
and will, but is a true assent of the in-
tellect to truth received from without
by hearing, an assent wherely we be-
lisve to be true, because of the authority
of the all-true God, whatever by the
personal God, our Creator and Lord,
has been spoken, testified and revealed.

“I further, with all due reverence,
submit and with my whole mind ad-

here to all the condemnations, declara-
" tious, and ordinances coutained in the -

Encyclical letter Pascend: and in the
Decree Lamentabili, particularly re:
garding what is called the history of
Dogma.

“I also reject the error of those who
aver that the Faith proposed by the
Church may be in conflict with history,
and that Catholic dogmas in the sense
in which they are now understood can-
not be harmonized with the more truth-
ful “origins'" of Christianity. More-
over, I condenin and reject the opinion
which declares that a Christian man of
better culture can assume a dual per-
sonality, one as a believer and another
as an historian, as if it were permissible
for the historian to hold fast what his
faith as a believer contradicts, or to lay
down premises from which there fol-
lows the falsity or the uncertainty of
dogmas, provided only that these are
not directly denied. T.ikewise I reject
that method of estimating and interpret-
ing Holy Writ, which, setting aside the
Church's tradition and the analogy of
Faith and the rules of the Apostolic See,
adopts the rationalists’ principles and
with equal arbitrariness and rashnoess
considers criticism of the text the one
only supreme rule. Furthermore, I re-
ject the opinion of those who hold that
a teacher of the science of Historical
Theology or the writer on the subject
must ficst put aside the notions pre-
viously conceived about the superna-
tural origin of Catholic tradition or
about the divine aid promised for the
perpetual presenvation of each revealed
truth; then, that the writings of in-
dividual Fathers must be interpreted
solely by the data of science, without
any reference to sacred authority, and
with that freedom of judgment where-

‘with every profane record is usually

examined.

“Finally and in general, I declare my-
self to be far removed from the error
of -the wmodernists who hold that in
sacred tradition there is nothing inher-
ently divine; or who—far worse still—
admit it in a pantheistic sense; so that
thus there would remain only a bare
simple fact equal to the ordinary facts
of history, viz., that the school started
by Christ and His Apostles finds, in the
ages that follow, men to carry it on by
their energy, their skill, and their genius.
Wherefore most firmly do I retain and
to my last breath will I retain the Faith
of the Fathers of the Church concern-

_ ing the sure endowment of truth, which

“I.... firmly hold and accept each

and every definition of the unerring ~

teaching of the Church, with all she has
maintained and declared, but especially
those points of doctrine which express:

the first place I profess my belief that -

God, the beginning and end of all, can
be certainly known and therefore proved
to exist by the natural light of reason
from the things that are made, that is,
from the visible works of the creation
as a cause from its effects. Next I
recognize and acknowledge the external
arguments of revelation, that is, divine
facts, especially miracles and prophe-
cies, as most certain signs of the divine
origin of the Christian religion, and I
hold that these are altogether suited to
the understanding of every age and of
all men, also of our times. Thirdly,
I likewise hold with firm faith that the
Church, the guardian and exponent of
the revealed Word, was proximately and
directly founded by the true and his-
toric Christ Himself, while He dwelt
amongst us, aud that she was also built
upon Peter, the Prince of the Apostolic

"Hierarchy, and upon his successors to

the end of time. Fourthly, I sincerely
accept the teaching of faith as trans-
mitted down to us from the Apostles
through the orthodox Fathers in the
same sense and even in the same word-
ing; aud, therefore, I wholly reject the
heretical notions of the evolution of
dogmas, which pass from one sense to
another alien to that which the Church
held from the start; and I likewise con-
demn every error whereby is substitut-
ed for the divine deposit, entrusted by
Christ to His Spouse and by Her to be
faithfully guarded, a philoscphic sys-
tem or the creation of a human con-
sciousness, gradually refined by the
striving of mep and finally to be per-
fected hereafter by indefinite progress.
Fifthly, I hold for certain and sincerely
profess that Faith is not a blind religious
sense making its way out of the hidden
regious of the sub-liminal consciousness,
morally tinged by the influence of heart
and will, but is a true assent of the in-.
tellect to truth received from without
by hearing, an assent whereby we be-
lieve to be true, because of the authority
of the all-true God, whatever by the
personal God, our Creator aad Lord,
has been spoken, testified and revealed.

I further, with all due reverence,’

submit and with my whole mind ad-
here to all the condemnations, declara-

tions, and ordinances countained in the -
Encyclical letter Pascendi and in the
Decree Lamentabili, particularly re-

garding what is called the history of
Dogma.

I also reject the error of those who.
aver that the Faith proposed by the
Church may be in conflict with history,
and that Catholic dogmas in the seuse
in which they are now understood can-
not be harmonized with the more truth-
ful "origins'® of Christianity. More-

over, I condemn and reject the opinion

which declares that a Christian man of
better culture can assume a dual per-
sonality, one as a believer and another
as an historian, as if it were permissible
for the historian to hold fast what his
faith as a believer contradicts, or to lay
down premises from which there fol-
lows the falsity or the uncertainty of
dogmas, provided only that these are
not directly demied. ILikewise I reject
that method of estimating and interpret-
ing Holy Writ, which, setting aside the
Church’s tradition and the analogy of
Faith and the rules of the Apostolic See,
adopts the rationalists’ principles and
with equal arbitrariness and rashness
considers criticism of the text the one
only supreme rule, Furthermore, I re-
ject the opinion of those who hold that
a teacher of the science of Historical
Theology or the writer on the subject
must first put aside the notions pre-
viously conceived about the superna-
tural origin of Catholic tradition or
about the divine aid promised for the
perpetual preservation of each revealed
truth; then, that the writings of in-
dividual Fathers must be interpreted
solely by the data of science, without
any reference to sacred authority, and
with that freedom of judgment where-
with every profane record is usually
examined,

“Finally and in general, I declare my-
self to be far removed from the error
of the modernists who hold that in
sacred tradition there is nothing inher-
ently” divine; or who—{ar worse still—
admit it in a pantheistic sense; so that
thus there would remain only a bare
simple fact equal to the ordinary facts
of history, viz., that the school started
by Christ and His Apostles finds, in the

~ ages that follow, men to carry it on by

their energy, theirskill, and their genius.
Wherefore most firmly do I retain and
to my last breath will I retain the Faith
of the Fathers of the Church coneern-
ing the sure endowwment of truth, which

Incontestability .

We will notcontest this Contract afterithas been in
force during the Insured’s lifetime for two years from
the Issue Date, except for nonpayment of premium.

This provision will apply anew from the date this
Contract is reinstated with regard to statements made
in an application for reinstatement.

Suicide Exclusion

If the Insured dies by suicide within two years after
the Issue Date, we will pay only the total amount of
premium payments, less any indebtedness.

Age and Sex
