Noted film actor of yester-
year and former MP Jaya
Prada joined the BJP on
Tuesday and will take on
Samajwadi Party’s Muslim face
Azam Khan in Rampur, while
Maneka Gandhi and her son,
Varun Gandhi, swapped their
seats of Pilibhit and Sultanpur
as per the ninth list of the BJP
released on Tuesday.

Union Minister Manoj
Sinha has been fielded from
Ghazipur, Rita Bahuguna from
Allahabad, State BJP president
Mahendra Nath Pandey from
Chandauli, and Jagdambika
Pal from Doomariyaganj.

BJP’s ninth list which has 29
candidates from Uttar Pradesh
(and 10 from West Bengal)
repeats many of the current
MPs, including BJP’s Kisan
Morcha head Virendra Singh
Mast (Ballia), Harish Dwivedi
(Basti), Kirtwardhan Singh
(Gonda), Pankaj Choudhary
(Maharganj), Vijay Dube
(Kushinagar), Kamleshwar
Paswan (Bansgaon SC),
Ravindra Kushwaha
(Salempur), Sadhvi Niranjan
Jyoti (Fatehpur), Lallu Singh
(Faizabad), Daddan Mishra
(Shawasti), and Brijbhushan
Sharan Singh (Kaiserganj).

The Rampur contest has
the potential to be bitter and
intense since both Jaya Prada
and Azam Khan arch rivals.
Jaya Prada had at one time
accused Khan of circulating
scurrilous video purportedly
featuring her in Rampur.

Rampur has the highest
concentration of Muslims in
entire UP. Muslims are over 50
per cent of the total voters in
the constituency. Riding the
Modi wave, BJP’s Nepal Singh
had won from there in 2014.

A two-term Lok Sabha
member from the SP, Jaya
Prada is a close associate of

Rajya Sabha member Amar
Singh, who was expelled from
the SP and has since come close
to the BJP.

Lauding Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, Jaya Prada
described him as a “brave”
leader in whose hands the coun-
try is “safe’.

Noting that she started her

Veteran BJP leader Murli
Manohar Joshi on Tuesday
said he has been asked by the
party not to contest the polls.
Within hours, BJP nominated
Khadi and Gramodyog
Minister in Yogi Government
Satyadeo Pachauri from Joshi’s
Kanpur seat.

In a statement, Joshi said
the party general secretary
(organisation) Ram Lal has
asked him not to contest the LS
poll. The statement was
released for the voters of
Kanpur, from where Joshi had
won in 2014 by getting 57 per
cent of the vote.

Joshi heads Parliament’s
Estimates Committee and
some of its observations,
including on jobs, the GDP and
non-performing assets, recent-
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ly embarrassed the Union
Government.

Earlier, another senior
party leader from UP Kalraj
Mishra had announced not to
contest the elections from his
Deoria seat.

Later in the day, the BJP

n a clear case of deterio-

According
to police, the deceased iden-
tified as Sanjay Agrawal who
used to deal in used cars.

Agrawal was at his office
‘Sai Motors’ located in
Pachpedhi Naka locality
when the accused identified
as constable Manoj Sen of
District Force reached his
office at noon and opened
fire at Agrawal. State gov-
ernment has dismissed the
cop from service.

“The accused constable
had paid around Rs 3 lakh to
Agrawal on March 4, to pur-
chase a car, but the latter
reportedly delivered him a
shabby vehicle. Unsatisfied
with the deal, the constable
demanded his money back.
But Agrawal promised to
repair the vehicle, but kept
on postponing the date of
delivery of the vehicle’, city
superintendent of police
(CSP) Purani Basti Krishna
Patel said.

Enraged over the dilly-
dallying tactics of Agarwal,
Sen reached his office and
had a heated argument after
which he shot at Agrawal
with an INSAS rifle he was
carrying.

The assault rifle is issued
to Manoj’s relative, who is in
CAF and presently posted at
Mana battalion,” CSP Patel
added.

Agrawal was later rushed
to a private hospital nearby

where doctors declared him
brought dead, police said.

Sen was arrested later
and has been booked under
Section 302 (murder) and
Arms Act.

In the posts, he was
allegedly seen offering ¥10,000 to
young women voters to set up
SHGs.

The BJP promptly picked up
the issue and made a complaint to
the CEO and also to the Election
Commission of India.

Dubey, meanwhile, deleted
the post from his Facebook
account.

The Congress so far has not
reacted to the allegation.

In another allegation against a
Congress candidate, the BJP
claimed that the ruling party’s can-
didate from Korba Lok Sabha
constituency Jyotsna Mahant
addressed a press conference at the
official residence of her husband
Charandas Mahant.

Jyotsna Mahant is
the wife of
Chhattisgarh state
assembly Speaker
Charandas Mahant.

Briefing media,
the CEO, however,
denied receiving any
official complaint in
the matter.

“We have not
received any com-
plaint over the reported press
conference addressed by Congress
candidate Jyotsna Mahant at
Speaker’s residence. Necessary
action will be initiated if we receive
the complaint,” the CEO said.

He said, “During scrutiny for
the first phase of polling in Bastar,
nomination papers of one candi-
date Jaisingh Kawde have been

rejected, leaving only seven con-
testants in the electoral fray now.

The last date for withdrawal of
nomination papers for the Lok
Sabha seat is March 28, after
which the election symbols will be
allocated to the candidates, he
added.

“The notification for

Grant common
symbol, apex
court tells EC

New Delhi: The Supreme
Court on Tuesday dashed the
hopes of a faction led by former
AIADMK leader TTV
Dhinakaran for getting the
‘pressure cooker’ symbol exclu-
sively for the upcoming Lok
Sabha and Assembly by-elec-
tions, but asked the Election
Commission to allot a common
free symbol to it.

The top court said to
“ensure a level playing field”
among the contesting political
parties in Lok Sabha polls and
by-election in Tamil Nadu and
Puducherry, it has directed the
poll panel to allot a common
free symbol to the group.

A Bench of Chief Justice
Ranjan Gogoi and Justices
Deepak Gupta and Sanjiv
Khanna also made it clear that
if candidates fielded by
Dhinakaran-led group win the
elections, “they will be treated
as Independent candidates”

“The claim of the appellant
to the symbol of ‘pressure
cooker’ in an exclusive manner
cannot be acknowledged in
view of the provisions of
Section 29A  of the
Representation of the People
Act, 1951 and the guidelines

A Bench of Chief Justice
Ranjan Gogoi and
Justices Deepak Gupta
and Sanjiv Khanna also
made it clear that if

issued by the Election
Commission of India there
under, which the appellant or
his group has concededly not
followed.

“We are, therefore, not
inclined to grant any recogni-
tion to the appellant or his
group to the symbol of ‘pres-
sure cooker,” the Bench said.

It took on record the list of
names of 59 candidates,
marked as X;, to be fielded by
Dhinakaran led group in the
upcoming Lok Sabha elections

and assembly by-elections in
Tamil Nadu and Puducherry.

“The EC on due and prop-
er satisfaction that the candi-
dates named in the document
marked with the letter X (list
of names) want to contest the
election under any one com-
mon symbol, will make all
endeavour to ensure that in the
forthcoming elections..., the
aforesaid candidates be allotted
any one particular free symbol,”
the Bench said.

The court, clarified, that its
present order will not amount
to recognition of the group or
its any part as a political party
whether “registered” or “unreg-
istered” and only election
commission can take a decision
in that regard as and when
required.

It added, “We also make it
clear that in the event any of the
candidates mentioned in the
list marked with the letter X’
is to be elected, such candidate
will be counted as an indepen-
dent candidate and not belong-
ing to any political party for all
purposes including for the pur-
poses of the Tenth Schedule of
the Constitution”

The court’s order came on
the last day of filing of nomi-
nation papers for the upcom-
ing Lok Sabha elections in 40
seats and assembly by-elec-
tions on 19 seats in Tamil
Nadu and Puducherry to be
held on April 18. PTI

The party sought to clear
“confusion” over the scheme

most happy is that the NYAY
scheme will add ¥72,000 every
year in the bank accounts of
women, she tweeted

“The Congress will get this
amount credited to the bank
accounts of the women of ben-
eficiary families. This scheme
will be implemented without
any discrimination between
the urban and rural areas. It
will be implemented across
the country uniformly,”
Surjewala said.

Rahul on Monday
announced that 72,000 per
year will be given as minimum
income to poor families if his
party is voted to power in Lok
Sabha polls.

SC: ‘Very very serious’
revelations made by
GBI in status report

New Delhi: The Supreme
Court on Tuesday termed as
“very very serious” the revela-
tions made by CBI in its status
report relating to the recent
interrogation of the then
Kolkata Police Commissioner
Rajeev Kumar in connection
with the Saradha chit fund
scam case.

A Bench headed by Chief
Justice Ranjan Gogoi said it
cannot “close its eyes” if some
“very very serious facts” are dis-
closed to it and directed CBI to
file an application seeking
appropriate relief against
Kumar, who had earlier head-
ed the state SIT to probe the
chit fund scam.

The Bench, which also
comprised Justices Deepak
Gupta and Sanjiv Khanna,
granted 10 days to the probe
agency for filing the applica-
tion. Kumar and others can
respond to the plea seven days
thereafter.

The top court refused to
drop the contempt proceedings
against the West Bengal DGP,
the chief secretary and Kumar.

It was hearing the CBI’s
contempt application against
various senior officials of the
West Bengal Government on
the ground of non-cooperation
in its probe and alleged tam-
pering of evidence including
call data records (CDRs) of key
accused and Sardha group
CMD Sudipta Sen and Debjani
Mukherjee. The court, which
had earlier directed CBI
Director to file an affidavit giv-
ing details about the alleged
contempt committed by West
Bengal cops and others in the
case, perused the reply of the
CBI chief and the fresh status
report, pertaining to quizzing
of Kumar.

“We have gone through
your (CBIs) status report.
There are something very very
serious,” the Bench said.

The Bench asked Attorney
General KK Venugopal, repre-
senting CBI, to file an appro-
priate application as it cannot
pass any order on the prayers
as they were part of the sealed
cover report to which the other
side has no access.

All Lokpal members
to take oath today

New Delhi: All eight newly
appointed members of anti-
corruption ombudsman Lokpal
will take oath of office on
Wednesday, officials said on
Tuesday.

President Ram Nath
Kovind had on Saturday
administered the oath of office
to Justice Pinaki Chandra
Ghose as the country’s first
Lokpal.

Ensure justice to 2 Hindu girls: Sus!

Foreign Minister Sushma
Swaraj on Tuesday asked
Pakistan to ensure the imme-
diate release of the two Hindu
girls who were allegedly kid-
napped and forcefully con-
verted to Islam in Sindh
province last week.

“Justice demands that both
these girls should be restored to
their family immediately,” she
tweeted.

Reena and Raveena, hailing
from village Hafiz Salman near
the town of Daharki in Sindh,
were allegedly kidnapped and
forced to convert from
Hinduism to Islam on March
20, before being married to
Muslim men.

“Forced conversion of

Hindu girls in Pakistan: The
age of the girls is not disputed.
Raveena is only 13 and

Reena is 15 years old, the
Minister said.

“Even the Prime Minister
on Naya Pakistan will not
believe that girls of this tender
age can voluntarily decide
about their conversion to

another religion and marriage,”

A Pakistani high court on
Tuesday ordered official pro-
tection for the two girls due to
concern about their safety as
authorities widened a probe to
ascertain if the teenage sisters
were abducted, forcibly con-
verted and married.

On Sunday, Swaraj tweet-
ed that she asked the Indian

hma to Pak

envoy in Islamabad to send a
report on the incident.

Hours later, India issued a
note verbale to Pakistan on the
issue, sharing its concerns over
the incident and called for suit-
able remedial action to protect
and promote safety, security and
welfare of people from the
minority communities.
Subsequently, Pakistan Prime
Minister Imran Khan ordered
an investigation into the inci-
dent. The Islamabad High
Court issued the order Tuesday
after the petition was filed by the
girls and their husbands to seek
protection from adverse action.

On March 20, the girls’
family lodged a First
Information Report against
their alleged forced conversion
to Islam.

“File an application or an
affidavit, if you want to press
for your reliefs. We cannot act
unilaterally and the other side
has to be heard,” the bench said.
“We are not passing any order.
File an application and give the
other side an opportunity to
reply, the Bench said. Senior
advocate AM Singhvi, appear-
ing for West Bengal officials,
opposed the liberty being
granted to CBI to file an appli-
cation against Kumar.

“While considering the
contempt matter, suppose some
very very serious things come
to our notice then, should we
close our eyes to that) the
Bench said while asking CBI to
file the fresh plea.

At the outset, Venugopal
referred to the reply of the CBI
Director and alleged that the
West Bengal police has not
been cooperating with the
probe, providing incomplete
and tampered with details to
the probe agency.

He said the CDRs, provid-
ed by the state police, of the key
accused to the CBI were
matched with those provided
by the mobile service providers
and various discrepancies were
found in them.

Solicitor General Tushar
Mehta, also appearing for CBI,
said that there has been serious
breach of the apex court order
asking State police to cooper-
ate in the investigation. PTI

Prestige of 3 Ram’s at stake in Mandi in HP

andi Lok Sabha seat in

Himacha Pradesh is
turning out to be a battle of
prestige for three Rams of the
State—Chief Minister Jai Ram
Thakur, former Union
Minister who has now again
joined Congress—Sukhram
and the sitting BJP MP Ram
Swaroop Sharma.

Mandi will go to polls
along with three other parlia-
mentary seats of the hill state
on May 19.

The BJP has already
renominated its sitting MP

Ramswaroop Sharma, whose
candidature was openly sup-
ported by the chief minister
despite Sukh Ram's grandson
Aashray Sharma too vying for
the BJP ticket from Mandi.

With Sukh Ram joining
Congress with his grand son
on Monday, the Congress will
most probably give its ticket to
Aashray Sharma.

Mandi being the chief
minister's home district, ensur-
ing Ramswaroop Sharma's vic-
tory there will be a matter of
personal prestige for Thakur.

On the other hand, Sukh
Ram too will leave no stone

unturned to get his grandson
win this seat. Ninty-one-year-
old Sukh Ram, the former
Union telecom minister in PV
Narasimha Rao-led Congress
government, has represented
Mandi thrice in Lok Sabha - in
1984, 1991 and 1996.

Sukh Ram's grandson
Aashray has already been elec-
tioneering in Mandi for weeks,
even before joining the
Congress.

Interestingly, Sukh Ram's
son and Aashray's father Anil
Sharma is currently the power
minister in Jai Ram Thakur-led
BJP government in Himachal.

Sukh Ram joining the
Congress along with his grand-
son has left his son Anil
Sharma's political career as a
minister in Himachal's BJP
government in quandary. He
may soon face the dilemma
whether to leave the Cabinet
and campaign for his son
Ashray Sharma, or stay put
with the BJP and cheer for the
party's Mandi candidate
Ramswaroop Sharma.

Anil Sharma has been
elected as MLA for four times
so far and was also a minister
during Virbhadra Singh-led
Congress government in the

state from 1993 to 1996 and
from 2013 to 2017.

Sitting  BJP  MP
Ramswaroop Sharma had won
the seat by a margin of nearly
40,000 votes in 2014. He had
secured 3,62,824 votes in 2014,
defeating Congress candidate
and Virbhadra Singh's wife
Pratibha Singh, who had got
3,22,968 votes.

Meanwhile, Chief Minister
Jai Ram Thakur claimed that
the entry of Sukh Ram in
Congress would not make dif-
ference in the victory. "BJP
would win with a bigger mar-
gin," he said.

Whe contacted, state BJP
chief Satpal Satti said Congress
ticket to grandson of Sukh
Ram would have no impact on
BJP.

Sukh Ram had changed
loyalties with Congress
four times during the past 20
years.

In reply to a volley of
questions at a news confer-
ence, Jai Ram Thakur made no
adverse comments against
Sukh Ram or his members of
family and added that the
character, credibility and patri-
otism of BJP workers was
beyond question.

AAP holds Cong Govt responsible
for deaths due to drug over doze

Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) on
Tuesday slammed the Capt
Amarinder Singh Government
for sleeping over the rising inci-
dents of drug addiction, espe-
cially among the youth in the
state, leading to deaths due to
over doze.

“Post the incident of 13-
year-old girl from Rama Mandi
allegedly into drugs, more cases
have come to light from the

The saffron party wants Sunny Deol’s ‘Dhai
Kilo Ka Haath’ to beat the “hand” in
Punjab. Already in talks with the Bollywood
actress Poonam Dhillon and Indian cricketer
Harbhajan Singh for Amritsar Lok Sabha seat,
the Bharatiya Janta Party (BJP) is considering
another Bollywood superstar for Gurdaspur
to give a tough fight to its rivals.

The party has all along been playing a
minor role in the Punjab politics with just
about one protagonist in the Lok Sabha, and
three in Vidhan Sabha, it is now trying to grab
a bigger and better role by signing in Sunny

Deol.

Gurdaspur has always been the Congress’
citadel, winning 11 elections out of 12 till 1996,
including a by-poll. It was only in 1998, when
the BJP decided to field Bollywood’s yester-
year’s superstar Vinod Khanna, who broke the

Congress’ winning spree.

Khanna scored a hat-trick by winning
three consecutive elections in 1998, 1999, and
2004. His victory campaign was halted by the
Congress’ Partap Singh Bajwa in 2009 elec-
tions, which Khanna revenged in 2014 polls.

But following Khanna’s death due to pro-
longed illness, the Congress managed to win
the seat during 2017 by-election.

Congress’ Sunil Jakhar had defeated
Mumbai-based businessman-cum-politician
Swaran Salaria, whom the BJP fielded as
Khanna’s replacement while ignoring his
widow, Kavita Khanna’s claim for the party

ticket.

After failed attempts to persuade Khanna’s
actor son, Akshey Khanna, to contest from
Gurdaspur who had campaigned for his
father during 2009 and 2004 elections, the BJP
is considering to take on board another

superstar.

However, Kavita Khanna is still a fron-
trunner for the ticket, as the party leaders

believed that she may succeed in getting sym-
pathy votes. Among other claimants for the
party’s tocket from Gurdaspur include BJP’s

former state president Ashwani Sharma, for-
mer Minister Master Mohan Lal, and MLA
Dinesh Babbu are also in the race.

Opposition (LoP) post in the
Haryana Assembly.

The State Assembly Speaker
Kanwar Pal Gujjar on Tuesday
removed Abhay Singh Chautala
from the position of LoP

The move comes three days
after Chautala had announced
that he had sent his resignation
to the Speaker and urged him to
accept it after the disqualifica-
tion of five party MLAs, who are
involved in anti-party activities.

Chautala, an MLA from
Ellenabad in his resignation
letter to the Speaker had sought
the disqualification of five
MLAs including Ranbir
Gangwa who had joined the BJP
and INLD MLAs- Naina
Chautala (Dabwali), Rajdeep
Phogat (Dadri), Prithi Singh
Namberdar (Narwana) and
Anoop Dhanak (Uklana) who
had joined Dushyant Chautala’s
Janata Jananayak Party (JJP).

Another INLD MLA,
Kehar Singh Rawat had joined
the BJP a day before.

Speaker Kanwar Pal Gujjar,
while talking to the mediaper-
sons on Tuesday said that Abhay
Chautala has been removed
from the post of LoP in Haryana
Assembly as the INLD is no
longer the second largest party
in the State Assembly.

All facilities given to Abhay
Chautala as LoP stands with-
drawn from today onwards, he
said.

A Leader of Opposition in
the Assembly enjoys all facilities
that are given to a Cabinet
Minister.

Gujjar also confirmed that
he has accepted the resigna-
tions of INLD MLAs Ranbir
Singh Gangwa and Kehar
Singh Rawat who had recent-
ly joined the BJP.

Ranbir Gangwa had sub-
mitted his resignation on March
20 while Kehar Singh had sub-
mitted it on March 24, he said.

Although it remains to be
seen if the four INLD MLAs will
be disqualified, Abhay Chautala
was removed from the position
due to INLD’s numbers reduc-
ing from 19 to 15 in the State
Assembly.

ed him in Kurukshetra last time.
There is a mixed population of var-
ious communities in the parliamen-
tary constituency, with the Jats hav-
ing more than 2 lakh voters while no
Jat candidate has always won the
Kurukshetra seat.

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UK MPs seize control of
Brexit process from May

British MPs have inflicted a
fresh humiliating defeat on
Prime Minister Theresa May,
after voting to temporarily seize
control of the Brexit process,
allowing back-benchers to hold
a series of votes on alternatives
to her deal.

An amendment tabled by
former Conservative Minister
Oliver Letwin was passed by
329 votes to 302 on Monday as
MPs expressed exasperation
at the government’s failure to
set out a fresh approach for the
UK to exit the European Union
(EU), reports the Guardian.

After the amendment, the
government in a statement
warned that it “upends the
balance between our democ-
ratic institutions and sets a dan-
gerous, unpredictable prece-
dent for the future”.

Three ministers -- Foreign
Affairs Minister Alistair Burt,
Health Minister Steve Brine
and Business Minister Richard
Harrington -- resigned to back
the Letwin amendment. Thirty
Conservative MPs rebelled to
vote for the amendment.

Harrington accused the

government of “playing roulette
with the lives and livelihoods of
the vast majority of people in
this country” in his resignation
letter.

In a series of so-called
indicative votes, MPs will be
able to vote on a number of
options -- likely to include a
“softer Brexit”, a Customs union
with the EU and another ref-
erendum -- designed to test the
will of Parliament to see what,
if anything, commands a
majority, the BBC said.

But the precise format of
votes and how they will work
was not set out in the amend-
ment.

Parliament is also expect-
ed to pass a law this week post-
poning the Brexit date from
March 29.

Speaking after Monday’s
votes, opposition Labour Party
leader Jeremy Corbyn con-
gratulated Parliament for “tak-
ing control” of the Brexit
process, CNN reported. “The
government’s approach has
been an abject failure and this
House must now find a solu-
tion,” Corbyn said.

May, still hoping of getting
her twice-rejected Brexit deal
passed, told the House of
Commons earlier in the day
there was not enough support
for her deal to bring it back for
a third meaningful vote.

The Prime Minister also
said she could not “commit the
government to delivering the
outcome of any votes held by
this House. But I do commit to
engaging constructively with
this process”

Britain is scheduled to
crash out of the EU on April 12
if May’s withdrawal deal is not
passed and the UK government
fails to provide new proposals
for a way out of the impasse.

In response to the devel-
opment, the European
Commission said it has pre-
pared for an “increasingly like-
ly” no-deal scenario.

X1 says EU, China
‘advancing together’
despite ‘suspicions’

Chinese President Xi Jinping
said on Tuesday that China
and Europe were “advancing
together” but that the two trad-
ing blocs needed to overcome
“suspicions”.

“Of course there are differ-
ences and competition, but it’s
positive competition,” Xi told a
press conference in Paris with
the leaders of France, Germany
and the European Commission.

“We are advancing togeth-
er. We shouldn't let suspicions
lead us to be constantly looking
backwards”

Xi was speaking on the
third day of a France visit dom-
inated by concerns over China’s
massive investments on the
continent, which are being built
up through a series of bilateral
deals.

French President
Emmanuel Macron urged his
Chinese counterpart to “respect
the unity of the European
Union” and called for an “exem-
plary relationship” between
Europe and China during the
joint press conference.

“No one is naive but we

respect China,” Macron said,
while adding that EU leaders
“naturally expect our major
partners to respect the unity of
the European Union and the
values that it has and carries in
the world”

Macron, German
Chancellor Angela Merkel and
EU Commission chief Jean-
Claude Juncker all labelled
China a “rival”, and Merkel and
Juncker urged the Asian giant to
give the EU the same market
access as it afforded Chinese
companies.

Referring to China’s vast
“New Silk Road” infrastruc-
ture project connecting the
country with Europe, which has
sparked unease in the EU,
Merkel said: “We Europeans
want to play a role”

But, she added, “there has to
be a bit of reciprocity on either
side and we have a bit of diffi-
culty in finding it” Juncker said
that labelling China a rival was
meant as a “compliment” to the
country.

Speaking ahead of a EU-
China summit on April 12, he
also called for a more balanced
relationship.

Pak court orders Govt to
remove Shehbaz Sharif's

name from no-f

APakistani court on Tuesday
ordered the Government
to remove Pakistan Muslim
League-Nawaz chief Shehbaz
Sharif’s name from the no-fly
list.

Shehbaz, who is also
the Leader of the Opposition in
the National Assembly, had
filed a petition in the Lahore
High Court last month to have
his name removed from the
Exit Control List, Geo TV
reported.

The 67-year-old leader has
been indicted along with nine
others in the Ashiana Igbal
Housing scam case.

His name was placed on
the travel blacklist on February
22 for allegedly possessing
assets beyond his declared
sources of income.

His counsel earlier told
the court that the PML-N
leader had been appearing
before  the National
Accountability Bureau (NAB)
in every inquiry and cooperat-
ing with the anti-corruption
watchdog in every way.

Sharif was arrested by the

ist
NAB in the probe on October
5,2018. He was released on bail
on February 14.

He had approached the
Lahore High Court seeking
declaration of the
Government’s decision to place
his name on the no-fly list as
null and void.

In his petition, he had con-
tended that as the leader of the
Opposition as well as of one of
the country’s largest political
parties, his name should not be
on the ECL.

Sharif served as the chief
minister of the politically cru-
cial Punjab province from 2013
to 2018. He became PML-N
president after his elder broth-
er Nawaz Sharif was barred
from holding the top party
position and public posts.

F-16s escort Mumbai-Singapore

flight after bomb threat

ASingapore Airlines flight
from Mumbai to Singapore
with 263 passengers on board
Tuesday received a bomb
threat, prompting Singapore
Air Force to send two F-16s to
escort the aircraft.

The flight landed safely at
Singapore’s Changi
International Airport on
Tuesday around 8 am (local
time), the airline added.

“Singapore Airlines con-
firms there was a bomb threat
concerning SQ423 operating
from Mumbai to Singapore.

The  aircraft arrived
in Singapore on March 26,
2019, at about 0800hrs (local
time).

“There were 263 passen-
gers on board. We are assisting
the authorities with their inves-
tigations and regret that we are
unable to provide further
details,” a statement issued by
the airline said.

The Republic of Singapore
Air Force said two F16C/Ds
escorted the SIA aeroplane.

The RSAF said in a
Facebook post that two F-
16C/Ds were scrambled to
intercept the SIA flight.

“Our fighters escorted the
airliner till it landed safely at
Changi Airport,” it said.

All passengers, except for a
woman and a child, disem-
barked safely and had to under-
go screening.

The woman and the child
were held back for questioning
by the police, who are investi-
gating the incident.

Preliminary checks showed
that the airline received a call
after the plane left Mumbai’s
airport on Monday at about
11.35pm local time. The caller
claimed that there was a bomb
on the plane.

SIS jihadists
kill seven
US-backed
fighters in Syria

The Islamic State group on
Tuesday claimed an attack
on US-backed forces in the
northern Syrian city of Manbij,
days after their “caliphate” was
declared defeated.

Manbij is a former IS
stronghold that is now ruled by
a military council affiliated
with the Syrian Democratic
Forces (SDF), the US-backed
Kurdish-led alliance that
declared victory over IS in its
last redoubt in eastern Syria on
Saturday.

At around midnight (2200
GMT) on Monday, gunmen
opened fire at fighters manning
a checkpoint at the entrance to
the city, killing seven, the coun-
cil said. IS claimed responsi-
bility for the attack in a state-
ment published on its social
media channels on Tuesday.

“The caliphate’s soldiers
attacked a checkpoint... West of
Manbij city last night,” it said.

A spokesman for the
Manbij Military Council,
Sherfan Darwish, said it could
be a revenge attack.

“After the victory over IS,
we have entered the phase of
sleeper cells,” Darwish told
AFP.

“These sleeper cells are
being activated and carrying
out attacks but we will foil their
operations.” The Syrian
Observatory for Human
Rights, a Britain-based moni-
tor of the war, said it is “the first
attack of its kind” since the SDF
declared the defeat of the
“caliphate” last week.

Observatory head Rami
Abdel Rahman said it was also
the bloodiest attack in Manbij
since January 16, when 19
people -- including four US
service personnel -- were killed
in a suicide bombing claimed
by IS.

IS has vowed to carry
out revenge attacks against
the SDF over the six-month
offensive against it that
culminated in the jihadists’
defeat in the village of Baghouz,
close to the Iraqi border, on
Saturday.

Rahul Gandhi’s pledge to give 6,000 a month has to have
sound logic or could look like a vote-grabbing exercise

Er S Forty years ago, Rahul Gandhi’s grand-

mother made ‘Garibi Hatao’ (remove

poverty) the centrepiece of her poll
campaign. India was a horrendously poor
country after decades of failed socialist eco-
nomics and it was believed that the only
way to drastically reduce the poverty rate
was through a system of handouts. So
unsurprisingly, some are mocking Rahul
Gandhi’'s promise of giving ¥6,000 per
month to India’s poorest 50 million house-
holds as a sort of income guarantee to
make up for the failure of 40 years of eco-
nomic development, which it is, though
Gandhi and the Congress are not alone in adopting the handout culture. Several
of Narendra Modi’'s flagship schemes are handouts too and other State
Governments run all sorts of cash subsidy schemes. But nothing has ever come
close to the scale of Gandhi’s proposed scheme which, at almost four lakh crore,
will account for almost three per cent of India’s Gross Domestic Product (GDP).
Apparently this scheme for social equity and justice — lovingly called NYAY —
has been thought up by several noted economists but will it work?

That is a million dollar, rather a multi-billion dollar question. If this plan super-
sedes several other schemes and is driven by an Aadhaar-based direct-bene-
fits model, it might hold. For one, if this replaces existing programmes, cuts down
on routine subsidies and becomes a single poverty-benefit driven one, it might
even end up saving some money. Additionally, it will dramatically reduce the bureau-
cracy required to administer, implement and monitor the relief package on the
ground. But for all these to happen, the fiscal burden needs to be absorbed and
that can only happen if the GDP grows at about 7.5 per cent a year and produces
commensurate tax and non-tax revenues. Other challenges lie in setting a tem-
plate to identify the socio-economic strata considering there are too many vari-
ables in a country like India. For without percolation, this would vapourise into
thin air. Besides, executing what Gandhi calls a “surgical strike” on poverty might
involve cutting expenditure for other schemes and those related to the social sec-
tor are usually the first to face the axe. Can we afford compromises in spending
on public health and education? Undoubtedly, Gandhi is hoping to take advan-
tage of several steps taken by the Modi government, notably the Jan Dhan Yojana
and increased digitisation. But there have to be measures put in place to ensure
that the beneficiaries do not develop a dependency on the State and should be
weaned off as soon as possible, maybe after a few years, to make sure that
they do not live lazily and try and look for methods of self-improvement and employ-
ment. For without job creation, a dole economy serves no purpose whatsoev-
er. As itis, joblessness is currently on record highs and there is lacuna in train-
ing our youth to be industry-ready with routine skilling failing to get the desired
results. So this will not be an easy promise to deliver on. First, Gandhi has to
win the election. Modi had in 2014 promised 15 lakh in the account of every
Indian but that never came to fruition. However, there is still a chance that he
competitively implements or promises something similar in his campaign.

River sutra

A study rules out Kailash Mansarovar as a source of the
Ganga but does that really affect our faith in 1t?
Does the Ganga, the river that holds our

civilisational faith and pride, become

any less significant because science
shows that its origins are far removed from
Kailash Mansarovar? Hindu religious texts
believe that the Ganga descended from the
locks of Shiva, and therefore, has a connec-
tion with his seat of divinity, Kailash
Mansarovar. And though the river is seen
emerging from Gomukh or the snout of the
Gangotri glacier, long considered its source,
over the years perception had gained
ground that the two disparate water systems
—the one fed by the glacier and the other by the Mansarovar lake — were linked
somehow. This gained credence despite the over 200 km distance between them
and the Himalayan gorges and peaks separating them. An investigation by sci-
entists of the Roorkee-based National Institute of Hydrology (NIH) has merely
confirmed what logic has long determined, that there is no connectivity between
the two water systems. Now that scientists have found that there were signifi-
cant variations in isotopic and physiochemical properties of the water collect-
ed from the two sites, suggesting no possibility of surface or sub-surface con-
nectivity between the two, Gangotri continues to be the source of the river. Unless,
there is a far-fetched link traced through the Ghaghara river, a tributary of the
Ganga, which could have flowed out of the Mansarovar lake. Of course, going
by geological history before the continental drift, there was a huge Indo-Siwalik
river flowing which is believed to have broken into various water systems of the
Indus, Ganga, Brahmaputra and the lakes with the push of the fold mountain
system of the Himalayas. Beyond the science, celebrated Hindu scholars too
have never made much of the Mansarovar link, claiming Shiva, being the omni-
scient one, did not need to be at Mount Kailash to hold Ganga in his locks and
could have manifested himself anywhere. They insist that the myth was just a
metaphor and Shiva’s dreadlocks could mean the rugged ridges and cliffs of
the Himalayas, considering he was perched on Kailash.

Clearly, belief systems are not ruffled by the scientific discovery, which
has actually refuted claims by China as well as some foreign scientists that
the Ganga did emanate from Mansarovar lake. China has for long been trying
to claim supremacy of ownership of headwaters, particularly in the Tibetan
plateau, which is considered the water sink of the world. It has been harness-
ing hydropower through dams and manipulating catchment areas by re-engi-
neering flow patterns. Climate surveys project that major rivers running off the
Himalayas, after increasing flows as glaciers melt, could lose 10-20 per cent
of their flow by 2050, thereby resulting in water wars. Half of India’s water is
linked to China, the Sutlej and the Brahmaputra in particular. Adding Ganga to
that list would have given it an edge in its water diplomacy, had it been linked
to the Mansarovar lake located in Tibet. Over the last few years, China has
been increasing control over cross-border water resources and hoping to use
this precious resource of the earth in its negotiations with riparian neighbours.
Diplomacy apart, what we indeed should worry about is that Gaumukh, which
has developed cracks, and the Gangotri glacier, which is receding steadily, may
end up drying out the river. Oxygen levels are already dipping downstream
because of the pollutant overload and if we indeed want to renew our faith in
our liteline, we need to clean up and save it first.

Don’t politicise forces

A professional, secular and apolitical military is being utilised for electoral gains of
the ruling establishment. Questioning it and the Government is kosher

f the ruling Bharatiya Janata Party

(BJP) returns to power two months

from now, piggybacking the armed

forces, one central fact will be

eminently clear: The optics of a
powerful military with high morale
belies the ground reality. The
Government has misled the country on
defence modernisation and preparedness
through high-decibel claims and self-
praise for its devotion to the soldier.
Never before has any Government milked
the success of military operations for
political and electoral gains as the pre-
sent one and successfully politicised the
armed forces. The creation by it of
nationalist sentiment and allied jingoism
through coopting sections of the print
and electronic media and their armies of
supporters and cheerleaders has divert-
ed the focus of elections from Achche Din
and Sabka Saath, SabkaVikas to nation-
al security and taking the mickey out of
Pakistan.

Last Sunday, the BJP launched a blitz
of victory rallies in Uttar Pradesh, pitch-
ing the forthcoming elections as a means
of rooting out terrorism and defeating
Pakistan. Citing Balakot air strikes as the
Government’s “befitting reply for
Pulwama’, its leaders said that only a
Government led by the charismatic and
decisive leader, Narendra Modi, could
guarantee the country’s defence and
security. Part II of this self-congratula-
tory boast is the caustic criticism of
Opposition parties, mainly the Rahul
Gandhi-led Congress, for questioning the
Government and the Indian armed forces
on their claims of targetting, damage
assessment and casualties. Balakot has
become the magic wand for winning the
Lok Sabha polls.

In 2016, following the Uri terrorist
strike, modest ground surgical strikes
were magnified to being the silver bul-
let for ending cross-border terrorism and,
therefore, employed liberally to show-
case the Government’s determination to
teach Pakistan a lesson. They were cited
extravagantly to win the Assembly elec-
tions in Uttar Pradesh and Karnataka, to
name just a few. Banners and posters
using serving Army officers’ pictures
alongside Government leaders politicised
the military. Surgical strikes were liber-
ally replayed to deify the BJP leadership,
principally Prime Minister Modi. The
Army’s resolute stand at Doklam was also
appropriated by the Government as its
own dogged action of thwarting China
in its attempt to present Bhutan and India
with a fait accompli. In all the three mil-
itary operations — Operation Surgical
Strikes, Operation Juniper and Operation
Balakot — the Army and IAF came out
as winners but it was the Government
which super-imposed the “lotus” on
them.

This is the great irony as the Modi
Government apparently attaches minus-
cule importance to the Defence portfo-
lio, posting four Ministers in five years.
The last of these, Nirmala Sitharaman, is
a first-time MP, who has spent her
prime-time defending Modi on Rafale in
and outside Parliament, whereas tradi-
tionally, the Defence Minister is invari-
ably a political heavyweight. Union
Finance Minister Arun Jaitley was twice
a part-time Defence Minister and is not
known to be terribly sympathetic towards
the military. The most effective and com-
mitted was the late Manohar Parrikar
whose pledge to appoint the Chief of
Defence Staff (CDS) was unfortunately
killed by the Prime Minister’s Office. This
coupled with the musical chairs in the
Defence Ministry allowed National
Security Advisor (NSA) Ajit Doval to
become de facto CDS and also interfere
in key issues of the Ministry like Rafale.
Policeman Doval is the first NSA to
become directly involved in planning and
conduct of operations, notably Pathankot,
which is in the remit of a military pro-
fessional. His appointment as Chairman
of Defence Planning Committee is anoth-
er first and needless padding to planning.
The Doval empire is enviable.

Under Jaitley, defence funding etched
an interesting trajectory. After his second
budget, his reasoning for limited capital
funding for modernisation was that the
military is unable to spend even what lit-
tle is allotted. The following year, Jaitley
changed tack, saying that actually, he did
not have the money to increase the cap-

ital account. The interim budget present-
ed this year by acting Finance Minister
Piyush Goyal earmarked the lowest
amount in memory for modernisation
with the staple byline, “more funds will
be provided if required” At a national
security conclave last month, Jaitley said
that hike in modernisation funding will
depend on paying off committed liabil-
ities and that any increase would be con-
tingent on income from widening the tax
net. This year’s allocation may fall short
of even accounting for committed liabil-
ities. Still, BJP president Amit Shah
raved about the current defence budget
as a milestone having crossed the T3 lakh
crore mark, more than 70 per cent of
which is revenue expenditure.

The true reflection of the state of
defence funding and operational readi-
ness was provided by the BJP’s own chair-
man of the parliamentary standing com-
mittee on defence, Maj Gen BC
Khanduri, who rated defence allocation
of 1.5 per cent of GDP as “disabling war
preparedness.” His blunt inference led to
his removal and replacement by party
veteran Kalraj Mishra. Just as well that
Balakot did not escalate into a short and
intense conventional war as ammunition,
tank, artillery and night-fighting equip-
ment inventories are critically hollow, not
to mention the plummeting decline in Air
Force squadrons from the authorised 42
to below 30 squadrons, actually around
26 squadrons (Air Chief Marshal AY
Tipnis at last month’s security conclave).
No Service Chief should have to say “we
will fight with what we have” as Air Chief

The prob-
lem with this disease is multi-faceted and has many aspects
to it. The conundrum in India begins with the lack of a cor-
rect definition for it. Then comes other issues such as diffi-
culty in diagnosis, absence of registries, dearth of experts
and the lack of data and newer drugs, approved as orphan
drug elsewhere. All of these factors lead to poor outcomes.
This disease may be rare individually, but collectively, the var-
ied manifestations constitute almost 20 per cent of all can-

cers. Thus, they cannot be ignored.

There is no universally adopted definition for rare can-
cers. The National Cancer Institute, the US, definition is fewer
than 15 cases per 100,000 people per year. A consortium

from the European Union defined rare cancers as those with

fewer than six cases per 100,000 people per year. Rare can-
cer definition or subtypes can’t be copied from any country.
To cite an example, though melanoma may be a very rare
cancer in our country, in Australia and the US, it is a com-
mon cancer.

Similarly, there are a few expert centres for diagnosis and
treatment of rare diseases like sarcoma, thyroid cancer,
melanoma and neuroendocrine tumors. There are many diag-
nostic investigations that are routinely done in many coun-
tries but are not available in India as the focus on rare can-
cers is less. Apart from investigations, even first line drugs
for diseases like melanoma and thyroid cancer are not avail-
able in India. This leads to severe frustration among doctors
and patients. The only option left for patients is to import
drugs, which is not a viable option for many. Often, the sit-
uation forces them to buy drugs from grey market, the verac-
ity of which is highly questionable. Further, research for rare
cancers in our country is slow and a majority of data has
come from the developed countries. Reason for this is a lack
of funding for research. There is less incentive for working
on rare cancers and this leads to apathy among researchers.

From a patient’s perspective, there are no specific guide-
lines for expert centres and a majority of them land up hav-
ing inadequate or inadvertent treatment in non-expert cen-
ters. This leads to poor outcomes and psychological turmoil.
Support groups for them, too, are very few and this leads
to a feeling of loneliness during the arduous journey of their
treatment. Lack of guidelines for this disease also leads to
difference in opinions from various centres, which leaves the
patients baffled. Similarly, insurance cover for this disease
poses tremendous problems as patients undergo a hard time
in getting the insurance cover for these lesser-known diseases.

How can we improve the outcomes? First and foremost,
it is of utmost importance to address the above-mentioned
shortcomings in a systematic manner. Collaboration and data
collection/registry for all cancers with equal emphasis on rare
cancers (which is not the case currently in India) should be
the second approach to kick-start the progress in the man-
agement of rare cancers. This will help us define the subset
of rare cancers and develop a uniform definition. All tertiary
care centres must publish their experience in rare cancers
and the challenges faced by them in diagnosis and treatment.

We need to have a consortium/core body soon in order
to channelise the efforts and streamline them. Collaboration
must be widespread between NGOs, patients advocates, ter-
tiary cancer institutes, medical colleges and peripheral cen-
tres with sound referral system. We need indigenous guide-
lines, keeping in mind the resources available for the diag-
nosis and treatment constraints in our country. Similarly, we
must spend on patient education resources in vernacular lan-
guages in order to educate them and help them understand
the intricacies of rare cancers. Research bodies must keep
some funding secured for the treatment of rare cancers and
should encourage further studies.

Training programmes must be held for doctors to enhance
their skills so that pathologists, radiologists and pharmaceu-
ticals are also encouraged to bring drugs in India.
Subsequently, they should be given due benefits. Generic
brands must get due importance. India should lead the
research in rare cancers and should set an example for other
countries like Nepal, Bangladesh, Pakistan as these coun-

There are numerous ways which are
followed by the acquiring companies for
a hostile takeover: Toehold acquisition,
which is a purchase of the target’s shares
on an open market; tender offer, where
an acquirer offers the target’s sharehold-
ers a buyout option at a premium over the
market price; and proxy fight, a solicita-
tion of the shareholders’ proxies to vote
for insurgent directors. Having decided to
acquire a target, the acquire usually deals
with either of the two main corporate con-
stituencies of the target: Management or
shareholders.A possibility or threat of a
hostile takeover causes the target’s board
to adopt and implement anti-takeover
defences.

Stock re-purchase is a transaction by
the target of its own-issued shares from
its shareholders. This is an effective
defence strategy that has registers success.

Poison pill is a distribution to the tar-
get's shareholders of the rights to purchase
shares of the target or the merging
acquire at a substantially reduced price.
What triggers an execution of these
rights is an acquisition by an acquirer of
a certain percentage of the target’s share-
holding. If exercised, these rights can con-
siderably dilute the acquirer’s sharehold-
ing in the target and can thus deter a
takeover. The poison pill is one of the most
powerful defences against hostile
takeovers.

Shark repellents are certain provi-
sions in the targets charter or by-laws
deterring an acquirer’s desirability of a hos-
tile takeover. This defence typically
involves a supermajority vote requirement

sions in the target’s certificate of incorpo-
ration or bylaws.

Golden parachutes are additional
compensation to the target’s top manage-
ment in case of termination of its employ-
ment following a successful hostile acqui-
sition. Since these reimbursements
decrease the target’s assets, this defence
reduces the amount the acquirer is will-
ing to pay for the target’s shares. This
defence may thus harm shareholders. It,
however, effectively deters hostile
takeovers.

Staggered board is a board in which
only a certain number of directors, usu-
ally one-third, is re-elected annually. It is
a powerful anti-takeover defence, which
might be stronger than is commonly
recognised. For the reason of being too
strong and reducing returns to the target’s
shareholders, the latter happened to resist
this type of defence.

Greenmail is a buyout by the target
of its own shares from the hostile acquire
with a premium over the market price,
which results in the acquire's agreement
not to pursue obtaining control of the tar-
get in the near future.

Standstill agreement is an undertak-
ing by the acquirer not to grab any more
shares of the target within certain period
of time. A standstill agreement is an addi-
tional defence that usually accompanies
the greenmail described above.

Leveraged recapitalisation is a series
of transactions designed to affect the equi-
ty and debt structure of a corporation.
Recapitalisation usually involves such
transactions as sale of assets, issuance of
debt and distribution of dividends.

Leveraged buyout is a purchase of the
target by the management with the use of
debt financing. This defence burdens the
target with the debt. In such a case, the
management becomes a bidder and com-

Crown jewels are options under
which a favoured party can buy a key part
of the target at a price that may be less than
its market value.

White knight is a strategic merger
that does not involve a change of control
and relieves the target’s management of
the responsibility to seek best price.

White squire is given by the target to
afriendly party of a certain ownership in
the target. This defence is effective against
acquisition by the hostile party of the tar-
get by “freezing out” minority sharehold-
ers.

Scorched earth is a self-tender offer
by the target that burdens the target with
debt.

Lockups are defensive mechanisms
in friendly mergers and acquisitions
designed to deter hostile bids.

Pacman is a target’s tender offer for
the acquire’s shares.

Change of control provisions is the
targets contractual arrangement with
third parties that burden the target in the
case of a change in its control.

Finally, Just say no’ is a simple
approach that enables the board simply
to reject a proposal of any potential acquir-
er who would fail to prove that his acqui-
sition strategy matches that of the target.
Like all strategies, some defence strategies
are more effective than others and notaall
are successful all the time. A golden para-
chute may decrease the price that the
acquirer would be willing to pay for the
target but it may not necessarily stop the
hostile acquisition.

On the other hand, a poison pill can
easily lose its effect if the acquire wins a
proxy fight for the target and then
redeems the pill. Therefore, it is prudent
that a company should consider devising
relevant anti-takeover defences from the
very incorporation of business.

The odds of the BJP stealing the narrative from real issues like jobs and farmers’ crisis to build its campaign on the twin
planks of nationalism and terrorism are not lost on anyone The Opposmon has a lot of catching up to do

ith elections round the corner,

s / \ ; the Opposition still seems to
be groping for a solid and

cohesive poll narrative against the
Modi Government, while the ruling
BJP has identified terror and national-
ism as its main theme. The Opposition
had been concentrating on a basic
plank, essentially on livelihood issues.
It was confident of taking on the
Government with issues like jobs,
agrarian crisis and demonetisation —
all of which determine the outcome of
the polls as it affects the common man.
However, this was the scenario till

the Pulwama and Balakot incidents
happened last month. Also, until then,
the Opposition was in an advantageous
position after the BJP lost three States

to the Congress in the Hindi heartland
— Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh and
Chhattisgarh in December last year.
Momentum was gradually shifting
from the BJP to the Opposition. An
upbeat Congress began its campaign
with high spirit during the New Year.

West Bengal Chief Minister
Mamata Banerjee and her Delhi coun-
terpart, Arvind Kejriwal, organised two
impressive rallies to show off
Opposition unity in Kolkata and Delhi
respectively. The Opposition became
aggressive and the BJP, until six weeks
ago, seemed to be the only respond-
ing to its campaign on Rafale deal
rather than setting the agenda. Theres
no doubt that last month’s unprece-
dented events — Pulwama terror
attack, the retaliatory Balakot air
strikes, the capture and release of Wing
Commander Abhinandan Varthaman
by Pakistan — have made ‘security’ and
‘terrorism’ the key poll issues, thus
bringing nationalism to the forefront.

The Opposition lost the momen-
tum it briefly acquired to put the BJP
on the defensive. The saffron party
quickly snatched the advantage and
began to build its poll campaign on

the twin planks of ‘nationalism’ and
‘terrorism. All earlier issues like the
building of the Ram temple in
Ayodhya and triple talag were pushed
to the backburner.

Obviously, the BJP has regained the
political narrative for the electoral bat-
tle while the Opposition is still twid-
dling its thumbs as to how to bring back
the livelihood issues to the forefront as
they cannot criticise the Government
on intelligence failure beyond a limit.

The Opposition is also not doing
a united campaign at the national level.
The BJP is taking full advantage of its
disunity and appears to have success-

fully pro;ected itself as the party best
suited to guard the country against ter-
rorism, sponsored by Pakistan. On the
ground, each Opposition party has
been doing its own campaign. The
Opposition claims that though there is
not one single narrative at the nation-
allevel, individual parties will campaign
on the common theme that the BJP
must be removed because of its failure
on various fronts, including unemploy-
ment and farmers’ issues. “Every party
has to stick to its own platform,
claimed a Left leader.

As for the Congress, the princi-
pal Opposition party, its president,

Rahul Gandhi, is running a sustained
campaign on the Rafale deal for the
past few months but it is not catch-
ing up. Also, the Congress fell into the
BJP’s trap when it changed the poll
narrative to Pulwama and
‘Chowkidar’ baits instead of focus-
ing on bringing the real issues back.

The BJP is happy to dwell on
these issues as it diverts attention from
other subjects like jobs and agrarian
crisis where the Modi Government
has really not lived up to the expec-
tations. The BJP is going all out with
its latest mass campaign — ‘Main Bhi
Chowkidar and ‘Namumkin ab
Mumkin Hat, slogans showing Modi
as the supreme leader who can solve
India’s problems. The BJP hopes to
win the elections mainly on the
weakness of the Opposition, whose
much-touted ‘Mahagathbandhan’® at
the national level still remains an idea
and not a reality; although there are
State-specific coalitions.

The second is Modi’s presiden-
tial style of campaigning. It is Modi
versus no Opposition face, which can
limit the Opposition’s chances. Third,
it is the failure of the Opposition to

come up with a credible and effec-
tive narrative, capitalising on the
Government’s weaknesses. On the
other hand, the BJP has been able to
determine its agenda by getting
away with its diversionary tactics.
Fourth, the BJP has stitched alliances
in various States, even ceding space
to the allies; whereas the Congress is
still dilly-dallying.

However, the BJP also knows
that it will be difficult to sustain the
Pulwama and Balakot themes for
the next two months; though it got
a big boost to its campaign in the
past few weeks. As time passes, it
would get further diluted. Therefore,
the BJP needs a winning narrative.
The Opposition, too, needs an effec-
tive counter-narrative. All these in
an electoral background where there
is no ‘hawa’ for or against any party,
no highly emotional issues, not
much of anti incumbency against
Modi and unlike 2014 no ‘Modi
wave. The results will show who has
the right narrative this time — the
NDA or the UPA.

WiIll resolve the

Bengaluru: Conceding that
the ruling Congress-JD(S)
alliance is facing dissidence in
some Lok Sabha constituencies,
the Congress' Karnataka unit
on Tuesday expressed confi-
dence about resolving differ-
ences by making both party
workers understand the need to
defeat "communal BJP."

With transfer of votes
between the Congress and the
JD(S) crucial for them to out-
perform the BJP, there is worry
in both parties that the dissi-
dence may hamper their
prospects.

Agreeing that there was
disgruntlement in two to three
places like Mandya, Tumkur
and Hassan, coalition coordi-
nation chief and Congress
leader Siddaramaaih said it
was common in an alliance and
when there were aspirants from
both parties.

"There is some amount of
disgruntlement in Tumkur as
the sitting MP did not get the
ticket from the Congress,
because the seat went to the
JD(S)," he said at a twitter inter-
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by the

action organised
Karnataka PCC.

"We are talking to workers
there, also disgruntled leaders
there. I have confidence that we
will be able to pacify them," he
said.

"Coalition Government
and alliance was inevitable
today. We will make workers
and leaders of both parties
understand about the situation
and the need for an alliance to
defeat the communal BJP.

I'm confident that they too
will agree and there won't be
any problem," he added.

Defying the electoral
arrangement under which
Tumkur was allotted to the
JD(S), sitting Congress MP S P
Muddahanumegowda filed his
papers on Monday, even as
JD(S) patriarch and former
Prime Minister HD Deve

Gowda filed his nomination as
the joint candidate of the rul-
ing alliance.

Another Congress leader
and former MLA, K N
Rajanna, also filed his nomi-
nation on Monday from
Tumkur as an independent
candidate, opposing Gowda.

KPCC chief Dinesh Gundu
Rao on Tuesday said he has
spoken to both
Muddahanumegowda and
Rajanna and the party would
resolve the issue "amicably."

"We have spoken to him
(Muddahanumegowda), we
have spoken to Rajanna...We
will again speak to them and
will solveit amicably," Rao told
reporters in response to a ques-
tion about action on rebel can-
didates in Tumkur.

If Muddahanumegowda
contests from Tumkur as a

rebel candidate, it will add to
the Congress-JD(S) coalition
worries as the alliance is facing
backlash at several places
including Mandya and Hassan,
with party workers unhappy
with the seat arrangements.

Both parties that had
fought bitterly against each
other ahead of May 2018
Assembly polls joined hands to
form an alliance as the election
threw up a hung verdict.

Though Congress-JD(S)
leaders have decided to go to
polls together, it is not some-
thing that the workers of both
parties at the booth level, who
have been fighting each other,
agree with.

Deve Gowda's grandsons,
Prajaval Revanna and Nikhil
Kumaraswamy;, are the alliance
candidates from Hassan and
Mandyarespectively.

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Minimum Income Guarantee’
surgical strike on poverty: RaGa

Jaipur: Congress president
Rahul Gandhi on Tuesday
termed his party’s promise of
minimum guaranteed income
to the poorest 20 per cent
households a "surgical strike
on poverty" and said nobody
should be poor in 21st centu-
ry India.

Addressing a rally in
Suratgarh town of Ganganagar
district, a day after declaring
his party would roll out the
scheme if voted to power,
Gandhi alleged that Prime
Minster Narendra Modi gave
money to the rich and top
industrialists of the country,
but the Congress would serve
the poor.

He said the promised min-
imum income scheme was a
"big bang".

"Dhamaka hai ye...Bomb
fatega (It's a big bang...A bomb
will set off). This is a
Congress's surgical strike on
poverty. They (the BJP)
worked to eliminate the poor
we will eliminate poverty,"
Gandbhi said.

On helping the poor, he
said, "We thought how it
should be done. After discus-
sion and brainstorming, we
thought that there should be a
minimum income line of
¥12,000 per month. Soon after
formation of the Congress
Government in 2019, the min-
imum income line in India will

be 312,000 per month."

The name of the proposed
scheme is 'Nyuntam Aay
Yojana' or Nyay. The word
‘Nyay' stands for justice in
Hindi.

He alleged that poverty
and unemployment increased
under the Modi Government.
While the Congress-led UPA
Government lifted 14 crore
people out of poverty, "Modi
made them poor again”, he
claimed.

On Monday, Gandhi
announced in New Delhi that
72,000 per year will be given
as minimum income to poor
families, benefiting around 25
crore people, if his party is
voted to power in Lok Sabha
polls.

"Nobody should be poor
in the country in 21st century,"
he told the Suratgarh rally
Tuesday.

Finance Minister Arun

Jaitley Monday dismissed the
Congress promise of mini-
mum guaranteed income, say-
ing the party has a history of
"cheating" the poor and mis-
leading the country in the
name of removing poverty.
In 1971, Rahul Gandhi's
grandmother and then Prime
Minister Indira Gandhi had
also given 'Garibi Hatao, Desh
Bachao' (remove poverty, save
the nation) slogan during the
general election campaign.
Years later, PM Modi, during a
speech in 2018, termed the
'Garibi Hatao' slogan a "false

promise”.
Rahul Gandhi Tuesday
also alleged the Modi

Government weakened the
schemes and programmes such
as MGNREGA and food secu-
rity introduced by the UPA
dispensation.

"Whatever was done under
the MGRENGA, food securi-
ty and loan waiver by the UPA
Government, that all were fin-
ished by Narendra Modi.
Poverty and unemployment
increased in his rule," he said.

He said that top industri-
alists were helped by the
Government in "looting" the
public money and their debt of
3.5 lakh were written off, but
farm loans were not.

to join Cong
in New Delhi
on March 28

Patna: Bollywoodactor-turned-
politician Shatrughan Sinha,
who has been associated with
BJP for about three decades,
will join Congress at New Delhi
on March 28, a senior party
leader said here on Tuesday.

"Shatrughan Sinha will join
Congress in New Delhi on
March 28 at 11.30 am ... He will
be our candidate from Patna
Sahib", chairman for the state
Congress election campaign
committee Akhilesh Prasad
Singh told newsmen here.

Sinha is a two-term BJP
Lok Sabha member from Patna
Sahib Singh but has been
dropped by the saffron party
which has chosen to field union
minister Ravi Shankar Prasad
from the seat.

Sinha has been openly crit-
ical of Prime Minister Narendra
Modi and BJP president Amit
Shah. Speculation had been
rife for some time that he
would join the Congress, which
is an ally of the
‘Mahagathbandhan' which also
consists of the RJD and other
local parties.

Asked whether Sinha
would be induced in the party
in the presence of AICC pres-
ident Rahul Gandhi, as was
being speculated in the media,
Singh said Top leaders will be
present on the occasion”. PTI

Darbhanga LS seat new bone of
contention between RJD, Cong

Patna: The Darbhanga Lok
Sabha seat, represented by for-
mer test cricketer Kirti Azad,
who recently quit the BJP and
joined the Congress, on
Tuesday emerged as a new
bone of contention in the
Opposition Grand Alliance in
Bihar, with the RJD stating that
it wished to field its veteran
leader Abdul Bari Siddiqui
from the seat.

The Lalu Prasad-led party
contended that its candidate
had lost the seat to the BJP by
a thin margin in 2014.

"Darbhanga is our tradi-
tional seat. We have won it
many times. Even in the 2014
polls, which were swept by the
BJP-led NDA, our candidate
lost the battle by a thin margin.

"We would therefore like to
contest the seat again and field
Abdul Bari Siddiqui this time.
A formal announcement would
be made shortly,” RJD MLA

and chief state spokesman Bhai
Virendra said here.

Notably, senior RJD leader
Mohd Ali Ashraf Fatmi won
the seat in all Lok Sabha polls
since 1991 except on three
occasions — 1999, 2009 and
2014.

The party's decision to
field Siddiqui — a senior leader
who has formerly been the
leader of the Opposition in the
Assembly and served as the
Finance Minister — is seen as
a move to placate the veteran,
who is said to have been sulk-
ing over being sidelined fol-
lowing the entry of Lalu
Prasad's sons Tejashwi Yadav
and Tej Pratap Yadav into
active politics.

When asked about Bhai
Virendra's statement, Siddiqui
said, "I am a disciplined party
worker. If the party asks me to
contest from Darbhanga, I will
put my heart, mind and soul

into the fight."

Siddiqui had fought the
2014 election from Madhubani
and lost to Hukum Deo
Narayan Yadav of the BJP.

State Congress president
Madan Mohan Jha, when
approached with queries about
the RJD's claim, said
Darbhanga was an "important
seat”, but a final call will be
taken by the party's high com-
mand.

The Congress had last won
the seat way back in 1980.

Elaborating further on the
party's dilemma, Congress
leader Rishi Mishra — whose
grandfather Lalit Narayan
Mishra was a minister in Indira
Gandhi's cabinet and is said to
be the tallest leader in the
Mithila region where
Darbhanga falls — claimed
that Maithil Brahmins in the
constituency are traditional
supporters of his party. PTI

Cong did nothing for poor
during its 10-year rule: Yog

Varanasi: Hitting out at
Congress president Rahul
Gandhi over his minimum
income scheme announcement,
Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister
Yogi Adityanath on Tuesday
asked why the party didn't do
anything to uplift the poor dur-
ing the 10 years when it was in
power.

In a big-bang poll promise,
Gandhi had on Monday
announced that 372,000 per
year will be given as minimum
income to poor families, bene-
fiting around 25 crore people, if
his party is voted to power in the
Lok Sabha polls beginning next
month.

Addressing a 'Vijay Sankalp
Sabha' (victory pledge meeting)
here, Adityanath asked Gandhi
why the Congress-led UPA

Government had not done any-
thing to bring happiness into the
lives of poor people during its
10-year term from 2004 to
2014.

He also heaped praises on
Prime Minister Narendra Modi-
led Government at the Centre
for introducing various welfare
schemes to benefit the poor.

He claimed that Modi,
unlike the Congress, is sensitive
towards the needs of the poor.

Adityanath  accused
Congress leaders of siphoning
off Government funds meant
for the poor.

"Your father Rajiv Gandhi's
helplessness was clearly visible
when he had said that of ¥100
that his Government sent to the
poor, only Y10 reached them,"
the Chief Minister said.

Modi ‘only’ PM to give befitting reply to Pak: Shah

Moradabad (UP): BJP presi-
dent Amit Shah on Tuesday
said Narendra Modi was the
"only" Prime Minister who had
responded strongly to terror
activities in Pakistan, likening
the Centre's response to the US
action against terrorism.

"We attacked on Pakistan
without any delay after the
Pulwama attack, while the
Opposition leaders were insist-
ing for negotiation, Shah said
ata 'Vijay Sankalp' rally in Uttar
Pradesh's Moradabad district.

The Bharatiya Janata Party
chief alleged that the
Opposition was insulting the
soldiers who died in the
Pulwama attack by asking
questions on the number of
casualties in the Balakot
airstrike.

"When the country was
celebrating after air strikes at
terrorist camp, the Opposition

here was grieving like
Pakistan," he said in an appar-
ent reference to the Balakot
airstrike.

He asserted that the BJP-
led NDA would win 74 of the
state's 80 Lok Sabha seats. It
had won 73 in 2014.

Pointing  out that
Samajwadi Party chief Akhilesh
Yadav and Bahujan Samaj Party
supremo Mayawati were "ene-
mies" earlier, Shah said they
had come together now due to

"fear" of Modi.

He predicted that the SP-
BSP-RLD alliance would fail
because "our Government is
very much popular due to our
positive works".

Shah hit out at Yadav, alleg-
ing that all miscreants were
there in the former Chief
Minister's Government and
crime was on the rise.

But during the present BJP
Government, he claimed, all
miscreants were either in jail or
fled the state.

Shah said communal vio-
lence and land-grabbing inci-
dents, which he said were nor-
mal during the previous dis-
pensation, had become a thing
of the past and there was peace.

Listing out the Modi dis-
pensation’s welfare schemes,
Shah claimed that for the first
time since Independence, the
farmers, poor, Dalits and the

deprived sections had been
feeling that they have their own
government at the Centre.

BJP media head Anil
Baluni said in a statement that
the party organised over 250
‘Vijay Sankalp' (pledge for vic-
tory) rallies across the country
on Tuesday with its tops lead-
ers addressing them.

While Shah spoke in
Moradabad, Union Ministers
Rajnath Singh, Sushma Swaraj,
Nirmala Sitharaman, Piyush
Goyal and Uma Bharti spoke in
New Delhi, Ghaziabad, Udupi,
Vijaywada and Sonipat respec-
tively, he said.

Uttar Pradesh Chief
Minister Yogi Adityanath spoke
in Varanasi, Gujarat CM Vijay
Rupani in Porbandar, Haryana
CM Manohar Lal Khattar in
Panipat and former Madhya
Pradesh CM Shivraj Singh
Chouhan in Puri.

11 non-bailable charges
on BJP’s Coochbehar
candidate: TMC to EC

Carrying eleven non-bailable
charges on his head, Nishit
Pramanik, the BJP candidate for
the Coochbehar Lok Sabha seat,
seems to have become a
headache for the saffron party.

Trinamool Congress has
already approached the Election
Commission of India drawing its
attention towards the affidavit
filed by Pramanik. “The BJP has
fielded a person who has eleven
non-bailable charges against
him to serve the people of
Coochbehar. We have already
brought it to the notice of the
ECI” North Bengal
Development Minister
Rabindranath Ghosh said on
Tuesday.

Pramanik has been booked
for murder, attempt to murder,
dacoity, human trafficking,
Ghosh said quoting the affidavit
filed by Pramanik before the
ECI. Out of the eleven non-bail-
able cases two have been filed in
other States.

“He is charged with looting
a bank and a jewellry shop at
Alipurduar; Ghosh said won-
dering “how a party which
claims to give good governance
can nominate a person who has
such grievous charges against
him dismissing the BJP allega-
tion that the charges were the
result of the TMC'’s vendetta pol-
itics against the Opposition
leaders. “If such was the case
then how could he have been
booked in other States where the
Trinamool is not in power,
Ghosh said adding “even the
High Court has rejected bail
applications filed by him in two
cases.

Yet another political turn-
coat to be fielded by the Bengal
saffron outfit, Pramanik had ear-
lier left the Trinamool Congress
to join the BJP.

His organsational capabili-
ties apart, Pramaniks alleged
criminal records could pose his

party some problem in
Coochbehar constituency bor-
dering Assam and Bangladesh.
This, notwithstanding the fact
that the BJP has fast come up to
gain the second position dis-
placing the Left Front in this dis-
trict. In the last Assembly elec-
tions the BJP had taken a lead
over the TMC in the urban areas
whereas the latter had posted a
lead in the rural belt.
Considering the recent elec-
toral patterns a slight shift in the
vote base could affect either par-
ties much, experts said.

Controversies hit the BJP in
another constituency, this time
Basirhat in south Bengal where
party candidate Sayantan Basu
was reported against by the
TMC for telling a crowd that “we
will ask the CRPF through our
central leadership not to shoot
at the legs but directly through
the chest if the mischief mongers
come to capture booths. This
time round no Sahjehan or
Aurangzeb will come to save the
TMC’s goon.”

BJP ally MGP cites ‘conspiracy,
threatens to quit Goa Govt

Panaji: The Maharashtrawadi
Gomantak Party, support of
whose three MLAs is crucial for
the stability of BJP-led dispen-
sation in Goa, on Tuesday said
a "conspiracy” was being
hatched by "our rivals" that
might force it to move out and
align with the Congress to
form a new Government.

The party has three MLAs
in the 40-Member Goa
Assembly and its senior leader
and Marcaim legislator Sudin
Dhavalikar is the Deputy Chief
Minister in the Pramod Sawant
Government.

Speaking to PTI, MGP
president Dipak Dhavalikar
alleged one of his party's offi-
cer-bearers was "made to issue
a letter" to the Governor and
speaker declaring authority
over entire legislative affairs of
the outfit.

Dhavalikar said the MGP
central committee would meet
on Wednesday to chalk out its
future course of action, which,
he claimed, can decide the fate
of the State Government.

"There is a larger conspir-
acy under which one of our
senior officer bearers, general
secretary Lavoo Mamlatdar,
was made to issue a letter to the
Governor and speaker, in
which he stated that he was tak-
ing over the entire authority on

legislative affairs of the party,"
Dhavalikar said.

He said his party was the
state's oldest regional outfit
but some sections were
opposed to its growth.

Mamlatdar had last week
written a letter to the governor
and Assembly speaker stating
he was the sole authority in the
MGP to communicate party
decisions to them.

Following the letter, the
MGP had expelled Mamlatdar.

Talking about Wednesday's
party meeting to discuss this
issue, Dhavalikar said, "We
might take certain resolutions
in the central committee meet-
ing which can have bearing on
the stability of the Government
led by Pramod Sawant."

He alleged moves were
afoot by his rivals to wean away
MGP MLAs Manohar
Ajgaonkar and Dipak
Pawaskar, and in the process
isolate Deputy Chief Minister

Sudin Dhavalikar.

"Any attempt to disturb our
MLAs will be viewed seriously
and we won't mind pulling out
of the Government," he said.

On being queried about
whether the option of the
aligning with the opposition
Congress was open to the
MGP, Dhavalikar replied in the
affirmative.

After the demise of
Manohar Parrikar, BJP's
Pramod Sawant took over as
Chief Minister. He heads a
coalition Government com-
prising the MGP, the Goa
Forward Party (GFP) and three
Independent MLAs

Sawant faced vote of con-
fidence during which his gov-
ernment garnered the support
of 20 MLAs: 11 from the BJP,
three each from MGP and
GFP, three independents.
Fifteen MLAs — 14 from con-
gress and one from NCP —
voted against his Government.

The support of three MGP
MLAs is crucial as without
them the strength of the coali-
tion government will reduce to
17 in the house. The magic fig-
ure in the 40-member assem-
bly, the strength of which has
been reduced to 36 following
resignations of two MLAs and
demise of two including
Parrikar, is 18 as of now. PTI

absolutely no experience in
the manufacture of aircraft?)”

The value of her actor-hus-
band Dharmendra Singh
Deol's assets grew to 312.30
crore during the corresponding
period, according to Hema
Malini's affidavit, detailing her
assets and liabilities along with
those of her spouse.

The affidavit was submit-
ted by her to the Election
Commission of India while

filing her nomination as Lok
Sabha candidate from the
Mathura parliamentary con-
stituency.

The affidavit, accompa-
nied by her income tax returns
for the last five years, reveals
that the couple earned %10
crore each during the last five
years.

In her IT returns, Hema
Malini has shown an income of
%15.93 lakh in 2013-14 against
that of over %1.19 crore in
2017-18.

The affidavit shows her
income to be ¥3.12 crore in
2014-15, %1.19 crore in 2015-
16 and 34.30 crore in 2016-17.

Thus, as per the affidavit,
the yesteryears' 'Dream Girl
earned over 39.87 crore, and
her 'he-man' husband nearly
%9.73 crore in last five years.

The affidavit disclosed that
Hema Malini has two cars,
including a Mercedes bought
for ¥33.62 lakh in 2011.

Since it is mandatory for
every contesting candidate to
declare details of movable and
immovable assets and cash in
hand against the name of spouse
and dependants at the time of
filing nomination papers Dr
Abdullah is also religiously fol-
lowing the practice.

In his latest affidavit, Dr
Abdullah declared, " he owns
movable assets to the tune of
%10.6 crore and total worth of
his immovable assets is ¥10.68
crore. According to the affidavit,
"charges in the case related to
criminal conspiracy for misap-
propriation of JKCA funds are
yet to be framed".

But close scrutiny of affi-
davits submitted by him since
2008 clearly reveals he is
'apparently’ misleading the
election commission of India
by giving a standard reply that
his wife is away in London
from April 1990. I have no
knowledge about her assets in
London (U.K).

Replying to an RTT query,
it declined to share the details,
including names of short-list-
ed candidates and file notings
related to the appointment.
Das was on December 11,
2018 named as the Reserve
Bank of India (RBI) Governor
by the Appointments
Committee of the Cabinet
headed by Prime Minister
Narendra Modi for three years.

The appointment came
after Urjit Patel abruptly
resigned amid a face-off with
the Government over issues
related to governance and
autonomy of the central bank.

The RTI application was
filed by this correspondent with
the Department of Financial
Services (DFS) seeking details
like copy of any advertisement
or vacancy circular issued by the
Government on appointment of
RBI Governor, names of all
applicants who had applied for
the post and those short-listed
for the top post.

The DFS was also asked to
provide details on composition
of search committee to short-
list candidates and copy of
minutes of meetings held on
deciding the RBI Governor.

Rajan, who has also
served as Chief Economist at
the International Monetary
Fund (IMF), said he had no
idea what statistics are point-
ing at currently and “a
revamp” was needed “to real-
ly figure out what India’s true
growth rate is”.

“I know one minister (in
the  Narendra  Modi
Government) has said (that)
how can we be growing at 7
per cent and not have jobs.
Well, one possibility is that we
are not growing at 7 per cent,’

Finance Minister Arun
Jaitley has been stoutly
defending the growth data
saying an economy cannot
be growing at 7-8 per cent
without creating jobs.

Bank of India (RBI) Governor
between September 2013 and
September 2016, said a
stronger broad-based growth
is needed that creates more
jobs.

an impartial body appointed
to look at the numbers.

“I just think that we need
now to essentially clean up, find
out what in fact is the source of
confusion with the new GDP
numbers, with the revisions etc.
I would say setting up an
impartial body to look at it is
an important step to resorting
confidence,” he said.

The impartial body may
throwback the same numbers
but “we absolutely need bet-
ter confidence in our GDP
numbers now given the back
and forth we have had”.

In November 2018, the
Central Statistics Office (CSO)
lowered the GDP growth for
previous Congress-led UPA by

recalibrating national
accounts. After this, the four
years of the current

Government showed higher
average growth than that
achieved during the UPA.
Last month, the
Government revised the eco-
nomic growth rate upwards to
7.2 per cent for 2017-18 from
6.7 per cent estimated earlier.
Questions have been
raised about the Government
not making public the NSSO
labour survey that reportedly
put unemployment rate in
2017 at a 45-year high.
Earlier this month, a
group of 108 economists and
social scientists said that late-
ly, the Indian statistics and the
institutions associated with it
have however come under a
cloud for being influenced
and indeed even controlled by
political considerations.

The result gives France six
points from their first two
matches and puts them ahead
Turkey, who also won 4-0 on
Monday, on goal difference.

"It was our objective to take
six points but the manner was
good as well," France manager
Didier Deschamps told the
post-match press conference.

Deschamps praised his
team's "offensive efficiency”
against a "dense" Icelandic
defence.

"When the opponent plays
very defensively it can be very
difficult to find a way through
so that was a good sign," said
Deschamps, although he
acknowledged that Icelandic
fatigue near the end played a
role.

He added that he was
pleased that all three strikers —
Mbappe, Antoine Griezmann
and Oivier Giroud — scored.

"They are the champions of
the world and you saw that
today," acknowledged Iceland

manager Erik Hamren.

"Five shots on goal and they
scored four. That's top class"

From the start Mbappe's
movement mesmerised the
Icelanders, though his contribu-
tion to the opening goal after 11
minutes was straightforward.

The visitors cleared a cor-
ner only as far as Benjamin
Pavard. The right back switched
the ball to Mbappe, alone on
the left. The young star had
time to aim his cross which
Samuel Umititi met at the near
post with a header that glanced
off the inside of the far post and
into the goal.

Four minutes later, Giroud
almost headed another, from a
cross by Pavard, but Hannes
Halldorsson leapt and stretched
to palm the ball over.

For the next 45 minutes,
France, who have never lost to
Iceland, gave the impression
that they had slipped down a
couple of gears and were con-
tent to take the long-range
shooting opportunities the
packed Iceland defence was
allowing.

Iceland meanwhile worked
courageously and managed to
force the occasional small
threat.

After 68 minutes, Iceland
were again punished for failing

to put distance on a clearance.

France moved the ball to
Pavard who swerved a cross in
from the right that lured
Halldorsson into a desperate
dive for a ball he could not
reach.

Giroud kneed the ball into
the empty net for his 35th
France goal. That moved him
into third on the all-time list of
France scorers, breaking a tie
with David Trezeguet. The
Chelsea striker trails only
Michel Platini, on 41, and
Thierry Henry, the all-time
leader on 51.

Mbappe added a third after
78 minutes. Griezmann slipped
a pass between two defenders
to the advancing Mbappe who
shrugged off a timid challenge
and slid the ball past
Halldorson.

Six minutes later, Mbappe
returned the assist with a neat
backheel that sent Griezmann
scampering through the frozen
Icelandic backline to poke the
ball into the corner of the goal.

"We've started well with
two nice team performances"
Paul Pogba told French broad-
cster M6.

"We knew what we were up
against. They are a team that
doesn't let in a lot of goals but
today we did our job."

Buttler hecomes
first victim of
Mankading in IPL

Rajasthan Royals opener Jos Buttler
on Monday became the first victim
of 'Mankading' in the history of the
Indian Premier League when a desper-
ate Kings XI Punjab skipper
Ravichandran Ashwin dismissed the
batsman in the controversial manner
during their IPL match.
