Bidders are hereby instructed that the drawings, specifications, and other contract documents are modified, corrected, 
supplemented, and/or superseded for the above-mentioned project as hereinafter described in the following attachments: 

I. QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 

Q l: Reviewing the revised schedule of values issued with Addendum l has brought up a couple of questions: 

o 609-07000 - Curb & Gutter Trickle Channel 
• The pay quantity for this item is 236 CY ... the notes on Plan Sheet 74 would indicate that this pay 

quantity should be 236 LF. 
AlA: LF is correct. The bid tabs have been updated. 

o Tabulation of Concrete Items (Plan Sheet 13) 
• The line indicated by 344+72 TO 350+36 RT carries the note: "Curb Type 2 is 12 Inches Tall". 

There is no quantity for Curb Type 2 tabulated on this line. Please clarify. 
AlB: This question has been answered in addendum 2. Disregard note. 

Q2: The Original Bid Form had values included for the Force Account Items (Page BF-6.14) 
o 700-70023 
o 700-70589 
o 700-90064 

The Addendum #1 Bid Form does not include values for these items. How do you want this handled? 
A2: The values will be input in this final bid form (addendum #3). Values will be the same as they were in 
the original bid tab. 

Q3 : Is there a spec'd soil amendment rate for the soil Conditioning? 3cy/1000sf? 4cy/1000sf? 5cy/ 1000sf? 
A3: Soil conditioning for native grasses includes fertilizer only, not compost. The exact type of fertilizer 
should be based on the results of the topsoil tests. For the first application rate, Biological Nutrient Organic 
Based Fertilizer-300 lbs/Acre Biological Nutrient shall not exceed 8-8-8 (N-P-K) 

Q4: Is there a warranty period for the seed scope? If so, how long? 
A4: Note that General Contract Conditions 1801 and 1802 concerning warranties and guarantees are deleted 
in their entirety on BDP-44. Warranties are not applicable since federal funds are used on this project. This 
does not absolve the contractor of the responsibility of closing out permits and establishing vegetation. 

Q5: Is there a maintenance period for the seed scope? If so, how long? 
AS: Per the revised Section 208 in the special provisions, the site needs to reach 70% of pre-disturbance 
vegetative cover to obtain substantial completion of erosion control and to closeout CASDP and CDPHE 
permits. Maintenance needs to happen until substantial and final completion of erosion control is achieved. 
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Q6: The Bid Form issued with Addendum #2 continues to have the pay quantity for item 609-07000 - Curb and 
Gutter - Trickle Channel as 236 CY. The notes on Plan Sheet 74 indicates that this quantity should be 236 LF. Please 
clarify and revise if necessary. 
A6: See Al. Bid tab has been updated to LF 

Q7: The Original Bid Form had values included for the Force Account Items (Page BF-6.14) 
o 700-70023 
o 700-70589 
o 700-90064 

The Addendum #2 Bid Form does not include values for these items. How do you want this handled? 
A7: See A2 

Q8: Can you please clarify who is responsible for Quality Control Testing (Soils, Concrete, Asphalt)? 
A8: The contractor is responsible for QC testing. 

Q9: If the Quality Control Testing Program is to be by the Contractor, can you please provide a specification for 
tests required and testing frequency? 
A9: The contractor can find frequencies of testing in the 2020 COOT Field Materials Manual. The contractor 
should specifically reference the OA Frequency Guide Schedule for required tests (as applicable) and 
frequencies. When an awarded PS&E is sent to COOT, COOT will develop a Form 250 which will need to be 
filled out by the contract. This Form 250 takes values from the FMM. The Special Notice to Contractors has 
also been added to this contract which gives important certification and submittal requirements. 

QlO: The Utility section of the Technical Specifications Page 150 indicates that Xcel will be lowering their high­
pressure gas line (HPG) in place. The specification indicates that this work can only be accomplished during the 
months of June July or August due to demand on the line. Can you please confirm if this work has been completed? 
AlO: The permit for Xcel's HPG project is in with the City and has been approved. Work is beginning this 
September and will be completed in advance of this project. 

Q 11 : The Specification further states that if the work is not completed in 2019 it will need to be completed in 2020 
and the contractor will need to allow 30 days in its schedule for this work. If this added activity and duration impact 
the Critical Path of the contractor's CPM Schedule will the contract period of performance be extended on a 
commensurate basis? 
All: It is anticipated that this work will be completed. If the HPG line is not completed and this activity does 
impact the contractor's CPM schedule, the City will extend the contract period of performance. 

Ql2: Can the City provide a splicing diagram for the fiber optic cable? 
A12: Splice enclosures are added as part of this addendum. 

Q 13: Can the City confirm that the luminaires on the street light poles are flat rated? 
A13: Luminaires on the street light poles are flat rated and will not be metered. 

Ql4: Prairie Dog Management bid item 
Since the area has been posted as plague area where the prairie dogs are please clarify how we are to handle them? 
A14: OPR was being proactive in this area and closed the area until after Labor Day weekend which has since 
reopened. This closure was a precautionary measure and no plague was found in this particular colony. The 
contractor should not expect to find plagued prairie dogs, however if plagued animals are found, the contractor 
should expect a change condition. 
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Ql5: No one will take plague animals for donation. 

Does the State have a plan to follow beyond what is in the specification on this project since it is posted as a plague 
area? Is the plague a threat to workers in the area? 

A15: There is no plan for any prairie dogs (plagued or not) within the City & County of Denver to be donated 
to any organizations. This project is calling for passive relocation which should not put workers in immediate 

contact with prairie dogs. If anything above and beyond passive relocation is necessary, such as trapping and 
euthanization, the contractor should expect a change condition. People should always take precautionary 
measures when working near prairie dog areas that have been infected. Always use insect repellents and cover 
up any exposed skin (arms and legs). Plague infection in people is uncommon and there have not been any 
reported cases. Common symptoms of plague include fever, swollen and tender lymph nodes, chills, and 
extreme exhaustion. Although plague can cause serious illness, it can be effectively treated with antibiotics, 
especially when diagnosed early. Tri-County Health Department will continue to monitor these plague­
impacted areas and provide frequent updates. For additional information and to check individual agency 
websites for information about plague, visit http://www.tchd.org/271/ Animal-Related-Zoonotic-Oiseasesfor 
more information about plague.

We have two questions regarding this work to be performed by third party utilities: 

Q 16: Since this project is not scheduled to begin until February 2020, has the City & County of Denver made any 
arrangements for this work to be completed prior to the start of construction? 

A16: The City requested relocation of the Xcel high pressure gas line in advance of this project's start. The 
remainder of utility relocations/adjustments will be performed with the timelines in the table as shown above. 
The City will assist the contractor in ensuring that utilities are relocated within the timelines in the table above. 

Q 17: Should any of the nearly 50 documented third-party utility interferences, adjustments and relocations impact 
the Contractor's Critical Path Schedule, how does the City intend to address both the delay and the cost of that delay 
on this project. 
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A17: In the General Contract Conditions 701.06, If the Contractor's Work is delayed by the acts or omissions 

of any other contractors, then a time extension may be granted pursuant to Title 11. No cost for that delay will 

be paid. It will benefit the contractor to begin utility coordination work as early as possible. 

Q 18: Please reference Bid Item 202-00032, Removal of Valve -4 EA. This item is not tabulated and is not mentioned 
in the PSP's. I can't find it on the drawings. 
Please clarify location, size and scope of work involved with this item. 
A18: "Denver Traffic Valve - Remove per Note 2" at each intersection on the existing FO line, but traffic valve 

boxes will be removed as part of the traffic signal equipment removal. This item is a mistake and has been 

removed from the bid tabulations.

Special Notice to Contractors - 19 

1. SCOPE 

1.1 It is the intent of this chapter to provide guidelines to the Contractor or Sub-Contractor, so that 
they can property present their materials for inclusion in the construction project. 

1.2 The Contractor shall follow the procedures listed below to ensure the proper inspection, 
sampling, testing, and certification of materials and products incorporated into all construction 
projects. 

1.3 "Prequalification of Bidders" (Standard Specifications, Subsection 102.01) is synonymous with any 
reference to the COOT "Pre-Qual list". A Prime Contractor requiring additional information 
regarding bidding can go to https:/Jwww.codot.gov/business/bidding. 

1.4 The Qualified Manufacturers list (QML) is used for suppliers of Steel Reinforcing Bars & Steel 
Dowel Ba rs, Epoxy Coaters for Reinforcing Steel, and Precast Concrete Structures. These products 
are required to be selected off the QML. All relevant details for the proper submittal of specified 
Standard Manufactured Materials and Fabricated Structural Materials are found in CDOT's Field 
Materials Manual under CP 11, Quality Management Plans for the Qualified Manufacturers List 
or the Approved Products List. 

2. PROVIDE NOTIFICATION OF MATERIALS SOURCES AND SUPPLIERS 

2.1 In accordance with Subsection 106.01 of the Standard Specifications: The Contractor shall submit 
a formal list of material sources and suppliers to the Engineer at least two weeks prior to delivery; 
however, it is preferable that the list be presented at the Pre-Construction Meeting. The 
Department will sample and test materials proposed by the Contractor to be utilized for Items

2.2 The list shall include: item to be supplied, quantity, a reference to the level of acceptance required 
by COOT (per Section 7, Designated Products and Assemblies), company's name and address 
manufacturing the material or product, and contact person (if the material is to be pre•inspected 
or if a problem exists with the material delivered}. The submitted list shall indicate, immediately 
after the item being referenced, the applicable acceptance level required: 

(A) Pre·lnspection (Pl) 
(B) Certified Test Report (CTR) 
(C) Certificate of Compliance (COC) 
(D) Pre-Approved (per APL &/or QML) 

2.3 All required product or material documentation shall be provided at the point and time of delivery 
to the construction project. Failure to provide the required documents, such as CTRs and COCs, 
may result in rejection of the materials. failure to utilize the QML or APL may result in rejection 
of the materials.

3. INNOVATIVE CONTRACTING (DESIGN/ BUILD PROJECTS, CM/GC PROJECTS, ETC.)- MATERIALS 
DOCUMENTATION RECORD, COOT FORM #250 

3.1 Two weeks before construction of any element of work the Contractor shall furnish the Engineer 
a schedule of items, approximate quantities to be incorporated into the project, and a reference 
to the method of acceptance required by CDOT (per Section 7, Designated Products and 
Assemblies). This information is to include the item of work with its placement location and dates. 
The Contractor shall Immediately notify the Engineer, in writing, if the items of work or quantities 
are revised. 

3.2 At the completion of the project, the Contractor shall furnish the Engineer with a completed COOT 
Form 250 either originally created prior to the start of the project or at the end of the project by 
the Materials Documentation Unit • Materials Documentation Record listing items utilized to 
construct the project and the approximate quantity of each item. 

4. BUY AMERICA REQUIREMENTS 

4.1 In accordance with Subsection 106.11 of the Standard Specifications as referenced in 23 CFR Part 
635.410: 

4 .1.A Regulations require the use of domestic steel and iron in Federally funded construction projects. 
Buy America applies to construction components which are "predominately steel products," 
defined by CDOT as products which are manufactured with at least 80% steel or iron content 
when delivered to the job site for installation. (See "C" below for examples.) COOT provides 
waivers for manufactured products and products that are not predominately steel or iron. (See 
"D" below for examples.) Buy American strictly limits, but does not eliminate, the amount of 
foreign steel. (See "E" for minimum use & waiver information.) 

4 .1.B All manufacturing processes are defined as "processes required to change the raw ore or scrap 
metal into the finished, in-place steel or iron product". Manufacturing begins with the initial 
melting and mixing, and continues through the coating stage. Any process which modifies the 
chemical content, the physical size or shape, or the final finish is considered a manufacturing 
process.

Buy America will not prevent a minimal use of foreign steel or iron provided the total project 
delivery cost of alt such steel and iron which includes the cost of delivering the steel and iron to 
the project, does not exceed one-tenth of one percent of the total contract cost or $2,500, 
whichever Is greater. With prior concurrence from FHWA Headquarters, the FHWA Division 
Administrator may grant a waiver of the Buy America requirements for specific projects. When 
domestic steel products are available, meeting the contractor's schedule should not be the basis 

for requesting a Buy America waiver. 

The Contractor shall maintain the certifications on file at the project that every process, including 
the application of a coating, performed on steel or iron products either has or has not been carried 
out in the United States of America. These certifications shall create a chain of custody, and the 
lack of these certifications will be justification for rejection of the steel or iron product. 

Prior to the permanent incorporation into the project of any steel or iron product (domestic or I 
foreign), the Contractor shall certify in writing to the Project Engineer on a monthly basis that the 
delivered quantity of each material meets the contract Buy America requirements; that a copy of 
the Buy America Certification from the Supplier is on file in the Contractor's project office; and 
the steel or iron products are in compliance with the plans and specifications for this project. 
{Examples are included in this section} 

The Contractor shall maintain a document summarizing the date and quantity of the material 
utilizing CDOT's Item Number(s) and Item Description(s) delivered to the project (examples on 
Page 14 & 16), along with the quantity of material installed during the month. The Contractor 

shall provide documentation of the project delivered cost of all foreign steel or iron permanently 
incorporated into the project, if any on a monthly basis (example on Page 15). This summary shall 
be delivered to the Project Engineer on a monthly basis as established per the revision of Section 
106.11 of the Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction. A monthly summary shall 
be required even if no steel or iron products are incorporated into the project during the month. 

Note 1: Subsection 106.11 of the COOT Construction Manual contains specific information on I 
Buy America Requirements .

6.1 CP 11 specifies requirements and procedures for a certification system that shall be applicable to 
all referenced manufacturers, as well as suppliers and contractors within certain industries. 
Certifying a Manufacturer's Quality Management Plan is not an automatic acceptance of any 
particular product, but an acknowledgement that the Manufacturer has taken steps to ensure 
that their quality controls meet the applicable Industry standards. Manufacturers whose Quality 
Management Plans are acceptable will be placed on the Qualified Manufacturers list (QML). Only 
Manufacturers listed on the QML will be eligible to provide the referenced products to a COOT 
project.

7.1 The majority of materials submitted for inclusion on CDOT projects will fall within one of four 
methods of product acceptance for their sampling and testing. COOT always retains the right 
through its Quality Assurance (QA) Program to obtain samples for additional testing and require 
supplemental documentation. 

7.2 If the material or product is not referenced within the four methods of product acceptance then 
the materials or products must be fabricated or supplied in accordance with the requirements of 
the applicable Colorado Department of Transportation specifications, plans, and standards. An 
example of processed materials not found in the following four methods are Aggregate Base 
Course (ABC), Hot Mix Asphalt (HMA), and Concrete (PCCP). An example of a manufactured 
product treated uniquely is the Dynamic Message Signs (OMS) which are competitively bid on 
projects or through state awards. 

7 .3.a. PRE·INSPECTION (Pl): 

Pre-Inspection Is when representatives from the Colorado Department of Transportation visit a 

manufacturer's facility to perform an initial review of the company's quality control plan and 
employee certifications, as well as subsequent inspection visitations during the manufacturing of 
the product. Inspection arrangements shall be made by contacting the COOT Staff Bridge 
Fabrication and Construction Inspectors at: kevin.howland@state.co.us (303) 757-9339 a 
minimum of 10 days prior to the beginning of fabrication. Fallure to give notification will result in 

delays to the project and/or rejection of materials or products.

The Certified Test Report method of acceptance is when a manufacturer is required to submit the 
actual test results performed on the material being provided. The CTR shall contain the actual 
results of tests for the chemical analysis, heat treatment, and/or mechanical properties per the 
drawing and/or specification. The contract will designate products and assemblies that can be 
incorporated in the work, if accompanied by Certified Test Reports. The word preceding the "Test 
Report" may vary between different industries, such as Certified, Mill, Metallurgical, Laboratory; 

however, they are all considered equivalent. 
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In accordance with Subsection 106.13 of the Standard Specifications and the requirements of this 

document, each CTR shall include: 

1. Department's project number, 
2. Manufacturer's name, 
3. Address of manufacturing facility, 
4. Laboratory name & address, 
S. Name of product or assembly, 
6. Complete description of the material, 
7. Model, catalog, stock no. (if applicable), 
8. Lot, heat, or batch number identifying the material delivered, 
9. Date(s) of the laboratory testing, 
10. All test results that are required so as to verify that the material furnished conforms to all 

applicable Department specifications. Test results shall be from tests conducted on 
samples taken from the same lot, heat, or batch. 

11. The following certification, signed by a person having legal authority to act for the 
Contractor: (Example included in this chapter.] 

The Certified Test Report shall be a legible copy or an original document and shall include the 
Contractor's original signature. The signature (including corporate title) on the Certified Test 
Report, under penalty of perjury, shall be of a person having legal authority to act for the 
manufacturer or the independent testing laboratory. It shall state that the test results show that 
the product or assembly to be incorporated into the project has been sampled and passed all 
specified tests in conformity to the plans and specifications for this project. One legible copy or 
original document of the fully signed Certified Test Report shall be furnished to the Engineer prior 
to installation of the material. Failure to comply may result in delays to the project and/or 

rejection of the materials. 

Each product or assembly delivered to the project must contain the lot, heat, or batch number 
identical to that on the accompanying Certified Test Report. Products or assemblies furnished 
on the basis of Certified Test Reports may be sampled and tested by the Department and if 
determined that the material does not meet the applicable specifications, the material will be 
rejected or accepted according to Subsection 105.03.

A COC shall reference the required specifications for the chemical analysis, heat 
treatment, and/or mechanical properties per the drawing and/or specification, but not the actual 
test results. The contract will designate products and assemblies that can be incorporated in the 
work, if accompanied by Certificates of Compliance. 

In accordance with Subsection 106.12 of the Standard Specifications and the requirements of this 
document, the certificate shall include:

2. Manufacturer's name, 
3. Address of manufacturing facility, 
4. Laboratory name & address,

8. Lot, heat, or batch number identifying the material delivered, 
9. Date(s) of the laboratory testing, 
10. Listing of all applicable specifications required by the Department for this particular product 

or assembly. Certificates shall reference the actual tests conducted on samples taken from 
the same lot, heat, or batch, and shall include a statement that the product or assembly to be 
incorporated into the project was fabricated in accordance with and meets the applicable 
specifications. 

11. The following certification, signed by a person having legal authority to act for the Contractor:

The original Certificate of Compliance shall include the Contractor's original signature. The original 
signature (including corporate title) on the Certificate of Compliance, under penalty of perjury, shall be of 
a person having legal authority to act for the manufacturer. It shall state that the product or assembly to 
be incorporated into the project has been sampled and passed all specified tests in conformity to the plans 
and specifications for this project. One legible copy of the fully signed Certificate of Compliance shall be 
furnished to the Engineer prior to installation of material. The original shall be provided to the Engineer 
before payment for the represented item will be made. 

Each product or assembly delivered to the project must contain the lot, heat, or batch number identical 
to that on the accompanying Certificate of Compliance. Products or assemblies furnished on the basis of 
Certificates of Compliance may be sampled and tested by the Department and if determined that the 
material does not meet the applicable specifications, the material will be rejected or accepted according 
to Subsection 105.03.

7.3.d. PRE-APPROVED (APL): 
The Pre-Approved method of acceptance is when a manufacturer is required to submit all relevant 
documentation on their product in advance of any specific project. A primary requirement to be 
considered for the Approved Products List (APL} is that the material retains a very high level of 
uniformity and consistency in its production quality (i.e . not project specific). 

The submittal of Product literature /Tech Data Sheet (TDS), Certificates of Compliance, Certified 
Test Reports, Materials Safety Data Sheets (MSDS), etc., as well as product samples for specific 
categories combine all previous methods of acceptance into one. A Manufacturer whose product 
is not currently on the APL should read and follow the instructions within the Notice to 
Manufacturers on the APL web site at https://www.codot.gov/business/apl 

Product evaluations can take a minimum of four months to in excess of two years for some 
product categories. If COOT specifications need to be altered or created for a product's 
acceptance then it could take even longer. 

In accordance with CDOT's Procedural Directive 1401.1, a manufacturer's product is evaluated 
within COOT to determine its acceptability on COOT construction projects, as defined by COOT 
specifications, plans and standards. For additional information on the APL or the web site contact 
the Product Evaluation Coordinator within the Staff Materials & Geotechnical Branch at:

1. If three or more products are listed for any applicable category then one of these products shall 
be selected. If the category is unpopulated a COC wilt be required for the product actually used. 
If the category is under-populated a COC will be required for the product actually used if not from 
the APL CDOT's Subject Matter Expert (SME) for the applicable category shall be contacted for 
assistance. A CTR may be requested if the Project Engineer deems it appropriate. Contact the 
COOT Product Evaluation Coordinator at: edward.trujillo@state.co.us or 303-398-6566 for a list 
of SM E's or assistance with any questions. 

2. Products that are evaluated on a batch or lot basis and subsequently posted on the APL web site 
will not be posted indefinitely. They expire two years after their CTR date or they will be removed 
sooner if informed that the batch or lot is depleted. Specifically this refers to {l) single 
component, hot-applied, elastomeric membranes for bridge decks, (2) hot poured, joint/crack 
sealant, and (3) asphalt plug joints. The Batch# or lot# must be included in the CTR. 

3. Asphalt Binder and Asphalt Emulsions: Approved asphalt binders and emulsions are valid for the 
calendar year in which they were tested and approved, as per CP 11. The year is incorporated 
into the product name. on February 1st of each calendar year all products from two previous 
years will be automatically removed.
