Although all communications relative to an alleged vioclation -
2 U.s.Cc. §441a (a) (1) (A), a provision of the Federal Election Campaign Act
of 1971, as amended - have been addressed to the Committee to Re-alect
John F. Zamparelli and its Treasurer, Dr. Frank J. Belinowiz, I consider the
responaibility belongs to John F. Zamparelli, Paul E. Tsongas, and Nicholas Rizzo.

Guilt, if such there ba, belongs to cne person, Mr. Nicholas Rizzo.
This is my opinion with knowledge of those facts as presented to me.

Nevertheless, the course of computerized justice that has been meted out
by the Federal Election Commission in this instance is both disappointing as well
as surprising to me. How there can be any conclusions of facts on any kind of
violation without testimony under oath by the accuser facing the accused, is rep-
rehensible to any student of Constitutional Law. This is expecially so when the
Agency involved consists of people who know "the great game of politics" better
than any of us who serve under the Federal, State, County of local level. At no
period during trial by mail was sufficient time given to anyone accused to respond.

Enough rhetoric - now for the facts. My statements will be repeated under
cath and are given to you under the penalties of perjury. Simply stated,
Nicholas Rizzo called in panic, requesting a 5$5000.00 contribution. I replied: I
was not certain that $5000.00 remained in the treasury; I indicated that, if there
were, I would approve it provided it violated no law of Massachusetts or of the
United States; I said I would check the State legality; Nicholas Rizzo said he would
check the Federal legality. The Treasurer of my political committee informed us
that there were sufficient funds to make the 55000.00 contribution. The Secretary
of State stated that there was no violation of State law but that he would make
no comment on the legality of the Federal Law. Nicholas Rizzo got back to me by
telephone and said: He checked with Washington and was guaranteed there was no
Federal violation; he stated he would send someone to pick up the 5$5000.00 contri-
bution; the $5000.00 contribution was delivered; at no time were there any questicons
about contributions to cother candidates; at no time was there any ingquiry of
whether our Political Committee was registered; and at no time then was there any
inquiry as to contributions to five (5) other National candidates.

After the Primary Election of Mr. Tsongas as the Democratic National
nominee for United States Senator, while I was walking out of the Governor's
office, a Boston Globe correspondent asked me gquestions relative to whether my
Committee was registered and whether contributions had been made to multi-
candidates. I did not know what he was talking about. I did indicate that the
Committee had contributed to other candidates and that we were registered in the
State of Massachusetts. After that, questions were propounded for the first time
by Mr., Rizzo and other members of the Tsongas Committee as to whether we had
contributed to other candidates for National office. I responded that it was my
opinion that we had given to other candidates on other occasions.

The conditicn precedent to the donation was explicitly stated and
Mr. Rizzo guaranteed the legality. Therefore 1 accept no responsibility nor
should any other officer of the Zamparelli Committee be found responsible. Is not
the Candidate and the Tsongas Committee the proper party to advise as to the
legality of contributions by those who are solicited?

The statement in the General Counsel's Brief that Mr. Rizzo had been
"guided by Mr. Zamparelli's statement that his Committee had contributed to over
five federal candidates"™ is a bold-faced lie.

This question should be placed before the appropriate parties, under
oath. I am willing to sulmit to a polygraph test as to any statement which I make
in this communication.

Your conclusion that it is apparent that I was not in a position to
assume that a contribution was legal is in error. I was informed by the appropriate
agency in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts that the contribution was lagal by our
law. We were created by Massachusetts statute and not Federal law. On the other
hand, Mr. Rizzo, as Chairman of the Tsongas Finance Committee and quoting to me the
Federal Election Commission in Washington, should have been in the position to in-
form correctly anyone from whom he solicited a contribution.

Need and greed are no substitute for accuracy and truth.

Further comment is required in connection with the statement and assump-
tions of Patricia G. Bensetler in her response to you dated November 19, 1979,
She was the full-time, paid employee of the Tsongas Committee and she should have
known what was a legal or illegal contributicn and she should have reacted ac-
cordingly. Her reference to me of my involvement in the Campaign made me “aware
of the need and my ability to contribute"” to the Committee was a deliberate lie.

My function in the Tsongas campaign was to serve as Toastmaster and
Master of Ceremony at over a dozen functions in all parts of the Commonwealth of
Massachusetts; attend fund raisers; run one fund raiser at my home; and attend
Finance Ccmmittee meetings when invited. The best example of my position in the
campaign is expressed by the candidate himself by the enclosed copy of his letter

to me at the height of the campaign. Miss Patricia G. Bensetler assumes vrnngly
again when she states that the contribution was made directly to the Main
Campaign Headquarters in Boston. This is not true. Her assumption that my
Committee was a multi-candidate Committee was wrong again. Further, she had no
right to assume that the Committee was registered with the Federal Election
Cormission. She states no grounds on which she could base any of her assumptions.
She never contacted me then nor now! She is misinformed again when she said only
$4000.00 should be returned because of the allowance of 51000.00. I had already
given the maximum. Her reference to mv knowledge of campaign finances once again
is improper. No member of the Finance Committee received verbal or writtan in-
formation except to announce a forthcoming fund raising event.

I agree with her conclusion in the last paragraph of page 2 relative to
diligent notice on the part of the F. E. C. Neither I nor my Committee were in-
formed at the beginning relative to the serious nature of these proceedings. The
contribution was made in good faith September 14, 1978. First notice of wiclation
was given to the Tscngas Committee January 5, 1979, The $5000.00 was returned to
the Committee January 19, 1979. The vote of violation was given tc the Tsongas
Committee January 20, 1979. Then, six months later, June 24, 1979, notice of
violation of the Zamparelli Committee was voted based upon the WORD of Rizzo,
not under cath. All of this action based upon the generosity of a fellow democrat
to a candidate who sensed victory.

I quote and repeat the last paragraph of the first communication from
Dr. Frank J. Belinowiz dated July 11, 1979:

"If the contribution constituted a violation of 2 U.5.C. § 441a (1) (1)
(A), I suggest the facts show no intent to aveid or violate any law and that an

attempt to cure the oversight was timely made. I respectfully request that no
no action be taken".

GENERAL COUNSEL'S REPORT

I. Background

This matter concerns a $5,000 contribution from the
Committee to Re-Elect Zamparelli (the Zamparelli Committee),
an unregistered committee, to the Tsongas for Senate Committee
(the Tsongas Committee). The matter was referred to the
Commission's Office of General Counsel from the Reports Analysis
Division. On March 19, 1980, letters and briefs were sent
to both respondents informing them of the General Counsel's
intent to recommend that the Commission find probable cause
to believe that both committees violated 2 U.S.C. § 44la.

On March 28, 1980, Mrs. Patricia Bentsetler, former
treasurer of the Tsongas Committee, telephoned this office
and explained that the facts set out in our brief appear
to be true and that there was nothing else she could add.

A letter to this effect was received from Mrs. Bentsetler
on April 11, 1980. There has been no response from the

Zamparelli Committee.




I1. Legal Analysis

The Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971, as amended,
prohibits any person from making a contribution in excess of
$1,000 per election to any federal candidate or his authorized
committee. 2 U.S.C. § 44la(a)(l)(A). The knowing acceptance
of any contribution in excess of this limit is also prohibited.
2 U.5.C., § 44]a(f).

In this matter both committees were orerating under the

mistaken assumption that the Zamparelli Committee was a

-

melticandidate committee. Both comnittees failed to make
sufficient efforts to verify the Zarmparelli Cormittee's status.

(See attached General Counsel's Briefs)
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Since Congress has established a public
record system which allows easy verification of the status of
committees, recipients of contributions must be responsible for
the accepting cf prohibited contributions when that record is

not checked.

GENERAL COUNSEL'S BRIEF

I. STATEMENT OF THE CASE

This matter concerns a $5,000 contribution from the
Committee to Re-Elect Zamparelli (the Zamparelli Committee),
an unregistered committee, to the Tsongas for Senate Committee
(the Tsongas Committee). The matter was referred to the
Commission's Office of General Counsel from the Reports Analysis
Division. On November 8, 1979, the Commission approved the
sending of additional letters, with questions, to Mrs. Patricia
Bensetler, treasurer of the Tsongas Committee, and to Mr. John
Zamparelli.
On November 26, 1979, Mrs. Bensetler responded by stating

it was Nick Rizzo, the principal fundraiser, who had direct
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contact with Mr. Zamparelli regarding the 55,000 contribution
(See Attachment 1). It was also her assumption that it was

Mr. Rizzo who had advised Mr. Zamparelli regarding the legality
of the contribution. Mrs. Bensetler claimed that until noti-
fication was received from the Commission to the contrary, she
had assumed the Zamparelli Committee was a registered political

committee and that had she been notified promptly by the Commission,
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the contribution would have been refunded immediately. Because
she felt Mr. Rizzo was in a better position to answer some of
the questions, she forwarded those guestions to him.

In his response, Mr. Rizzo stated that prior to his
solicitation of a $5,000 contribution from Mr. Zamparelli, he
had checked with Robert Bauer, General Counsel to the Democratic
Senatorial Campaign Committee (See Attachment 2). He was
advised by Mr. Bauer that, if the :ampurélli Committee was a
multicandidate committee which had supported five federal
candidates, a $5,000 contribution "might be OK."™ According to
Mr. Rizzo, this information was then passed on to Mr. Zamparelli
who stated that his committee had contributed to five federal
candidates. 1/ - |

Mr. Zamparelli's response also indicated that it was
Mr. Rizzo who solicited the contribution (See Attachment 3).

In addition, Mr. Zamparelli stated that Mr. Rizzo told him the
contribution would be legal because he had already checked it

out with some people in Washington. * Mr. Zamparelli stated that
he then contacted the office of the Massachusetts' Secretary

of State and was told that the contribution was not illegal under

state law, but that no opinion could be given as to federal law.

l/ Attached to Mr. Zamparelli's response were copies of his
Committee's 1977 and 1978 state reports.

and thus, (according to Mr. Rizzo's sources) appeared to gqualify
as a multicandidate committee (See Attachment 2).

It is thus apparent neither Mr. Rizzo nor Mr. Zamparelli
were in a position to assure the other that a contribution
would be legal. In any event, a committee must be responsible

for knowing whether or not it has qualified as a multicandidate

committee and cannot rely on the recipient of a contribution

for that knowledge. Therefore, the Office of General Counsel
recommends the Commission find prcbable cause to believe that
the Zamparelli Committee violated 2 U.S.C. §44la(a) (1) (A) and
proceed to conciliation.

I contacted the FEC concerniny the lagality of the contribution. After
the pre-primary reports of the committoe were made public, we were
informed that the FEC had been contactud by a reporter from the Boston
media. He had been told that the contribution was illegal. I called
and , in the evening, spoxe to the FEC l'ress representative. He told
me that he did not have the Zamparizlli committee registered but that
that was not enough to indicate that th2r2 were problems with the
contribution. I assumed that we were discussing the committee as a
multi-candidate committee and not as a simple candidate committee. My
understanding was that the issue was whzther the Zamparielli committce
was a legal Multi-candidate committee . I assumad that he had registered

with the FEC as a comnittee.

Later , the next day I believe,I contacted Bill Coppell and asked him
about the contribution. Apparently he had been informed that there was
some question concerning the contributign but told me that I should

wait until contacted by the FEC baforc I returned the contribution.

All this time I never at any time understood that the Zamparielli
Committee was not registered with tha FEC even as a candidate committee.
Additionally, I was told in December , when I was informed that the
contribution was to be returned , that we need only return the $4,000.
because the $1,000 would have been a legal contribution. This information
was transmitted to me by telephone in a ~onversation with the FEC.

You final guestion in section 1 I believe I have answered above. Mr
Zamparielli was a member of the Finance Committee and was awarc of the
nature of the campaign finances. 1 _have just checked our original '
committee filing to note whether Mr. Zamparielli was a member of the
committee. HZ?apparently was not at the point of the registration but

had been previoulsy, and I assumc that there was a clerical error in
not including his name as a member of the Finance Committee.

2. I think that I have answeraed this gquestion above. I knew that the
Zamparielli committee had given to the Tsongas Committee before, I knew
that he had given to other candidates and their committees and I had no
reason to believe that he was not a multi-candidate committee.

I might make an additional statement. I frankly feel that the
problems that have arisen conc-rniny th# Zarparielli contribution would
have beenavoided, at least'on the part of the Tsongas for Senate Committee
concerning the activities that I vas directly involved in, if the FEC
had acted immediatly and informad us that the contribution was illegal.
We would have returned the contribution immediatly. We had no desire to
take such an obviousqillegal contribution if we had been informed at any
peint that the contribution should have been returned. I feel that our
contact with the FEC was one ‘ha! eould be characterized on the Commissio:
part as an issue O0f no grave concern . If I had been told the actual,
circumstances, from the Commission's perspective I would have immediatly
returned the contribution and had sought to itraighiten out the matter
on the Committee's end.




As I stated in my letter previously, we have, through the years , made
all possible attempts to reflect the guidelines ¢f the FEC in both the
spirit and the letter of the Act. We certainly would not have taken knowit
such an illegal contribution and would have acted sooner if the FEC

had informed us concerning the nature of the contribution.

GENERAL COUNSEL'S REPORT

I. BACEGROUND

On June 20, 1979, the Commission found reason to beliave
that both the Tsongas for Senate Committee (the Tsongas Committee)
and the Committee to Re=Elect John Zamparelli (the Zamparelli
Committee) violated 2 U.S5.C., §44la, Letters went out to both
committees on June 25, 19789.
II. EVIDENCE

On July 16, 1979, this office received a letter from Frank J.
Belinowiz, treasurer of the Zamparelli Committee. Mr. Belinowiz
stated that his committee was solicited by the Chairman of the
Tsongas Committee for a $5,000 contribution. He said that the
Zamparelli Committee was informed at the time that such a contri-
bution would be legal as the matter had already been discussed
with the Federal Election Commission.l/ Therefore, upon
receiving clearance regarding state election laws, the $5,000
contribution was made.

A response from Pat Bensetler, treasurer of the Tsongas

Committee, indicates that her committee was under the impression

the Zamparelli Committee was a registered multi-candidate
committee (specific mention is even made to the question of
whether or not the Zamparelli Committee was considered registered
as of the certified mailing date of their registration forms.)
Mrs. Bentsetler further stated that the Zamparelli Committee
had given to many other federal candidates in the past.

On August 30, 1979, a staff member of this office placed
a phone call to Mr. Zamparelli concerning the Tsongas Committee's
reply. Mr. Zamparelli confirmed the fact that both he and his
committee have contributed to many federal candidates, however,
his committee has never registered with the Commission. He said
his committee was organized for a state election but has excess
funds.2/
III. ANALYSIS

Section 44la(a) (1) (A) of the Act prohibits contributions
in excess of $1,000 and section 44la(f) prohibits the acceptance
of such contributions. Section 44la(a) (2) sets a limit of $5,000
on contributions by multi-candidate political committees and
§44la(a) (4) defines "multi-candidate political committee." The
Zamparelli Committee does not meet this definition because it

was not registered with the Commission. Therefore, the Zamparelli

Committee was subject to the §44la(a) (1) (A) limitation of $1,000

and its contribution to the Tsongas Committee was in violation

of this section.

2/ A review of the G index does not indicate activity in excess
of $1,000 per year by the Zamparelli Committee; however, forms
and information have been sent to Mr. Zamparelli so that he might
determine if his committee is subject to the requirements of

2 U.5.C, §433 and §434.




Although the Tsongas Committee was under the impression
the Zamparelli Committee was a multi-candidate committee and
thus, wrongly advised the Zamparelli Committee regarding their
contribution of $5,000, these factors do not operate to erase
the respondents' liability under the Act. Therefore, the Office
of General Counsel recommends the Commission find reasonable
cause to believe both Committees violated 2 U.5.C. §44la.

IV. RECOMMENDATION

1. Find reasonable cause to believe that the Tsongas Committee
violated 2 U.S.C. §44la(f) and initiate conciliation.
Find reasonable cause to believe the Zamparelli Committee
violated 2 U.S5.C. §44la(a) (1) (A) and initiate conciliation.
Approve the attached conciliation agreements.

did not have any particular reason to question the contribution
from the Zamparielli Committee.

On June 20, 1979, the Commission found reason to believe
that both the Tsongas for Senate Committee and the Committee to
Re-Elect John Zamparelli violated 2 U.5.C. § 44la. This office
has since received responses from both committees. However,
due to some conflicting information given by the Tsongas
Committee, further inquiry must be made of the Zamparelli
Committee.

Upon a response from the Zamarelli Committee, a full report

and recommendation will be made to the Commission.

GENERATION OF MATTER

On June 5, 1979, the Tsongas for Senate Committee (the Tsongas
Committee) was referred to the Office of General Counsel by the Reports
Analysis Division (RAD) for receipt of an excessive contribution, in
violation of 2 U.5.C. § 44la.

EVIDENCE

On their October 10, 1978 Quarterly Report, the Tsongas Committee
disclosed a 55,000 contribution from the Committee to Re-Elect John
Zamparelli (the Zamparelli Committee), an unregistered committee.

A surface vioclation letter was sent to both committees by RAD on
January 5, 1979. The treasurer of the Tsongas Committee, Patricia
Bensetler, phoned RAD on January 19, 1979, and was advised by RAD to
return the money. A few days later, the Commission received written
notice the contribution would be returned. This response was considered
inadeguate, however, because it did not specifically state the money
had been returned. RAD informed Ms. Bensetler of the problem by tele-
phone on March 29, 1979. 1In response, a copy of the check for 55,000
made out to the Zamparelli Committee, which was dated January 19, 1979,
was sent to the Commission. This refund was also disclosed on the
Tsongas Committee's April 10, -1979 Report.

Although the Zamparelli Committee did not respond to the surface
violation letter regarding their status as a political committee,
nothing further was sent to the committee because the contribution
had been returned.

ANALYSIS

Here the excessive contribution was clearly made and accepted in
violation of 2 U.S.C. § 44la. Therefore, the Office of General Counsel
recommends a finding of reason to believe that both committees wviolated
the Act.

RECOMMENDATIONS :

1. Find reason to believe that both the Tsongas for Senate
Committee and the Committee to Re-Elect John Zamparelli
violated 2 U.5.C. § 44la.

This letter is prompted by the Commission's interest in assisting
candidates and conmittees who wish to comply with the Federal Election
Campaign Act, as amended. During review of the October 10 Report of
Receipts and Expenditures, we noticed an entry indicating that you may
have received a contribution which exceeds the limits set forth in the
Act. A copy of that portion of your report is attached so that a review
of your records can be made.

The Act precludes individuals and political comnittees, other than
multicandidate committees, from making political contributions to a
candidate for Federal election in excess of 51,000 per election. The
Act defines a multicandidate comnittee as one which has been registered
for a period of not less than six months; has received contributicns
from more than fifty persons; and has made contributions to five or
more candidates for Federal office. The conmittee listed as the source
of the contribution in question does not presently qualify as a multi-
candidate committee and we have notified them accordingly. We have
reconmonded that the source committee notify you if it is confirmed that
the contribution was in excess of the limits.

The Commission recommends that if you find the contribution you
received was in excess of the limits set forth in the Act you return
the amount in excess of $1,000 to the donor. This return should be
reported imnediately by letter and should be reflected as a contri-
bution refund on your next report of receipts and expenditures.

I would like to state at the onset that the answers I will be E}v{ﬁg to
your guestions are based soley on information that 1 have of the

events of last September., I have forwarded some of the questions for
additional comment to Mr. Nick Rizzo. I have enclosed a copy of the
letter that I sent to him today.

I was not directly involved in fund raising. Mr. Rizzo was the principal
fund raiser. He was the one that had direct contact with Mr. Zamparielli
andyin the best position to answer the technical questions concerning
the actual date of the solicitation as well as the circumstances
surrounding the contribution. I will answer all the other guestions

to the best of my ability and if you need addtional information please
feel free to contact me.

1. Yes, to my knowledge the Committee to Elect John Zamparielli

was solicitated <n regard to the contribution to the Tsongas for
Senate Committee. I am certain that Mr. Zamparielli was very aware of
the financial status of the committee just before the election . He
was a member of the Finance Committee and as a member of the committee
was aware of the campaign finances . Often this sort of contribution
may not be directly solicitated but cortainly ,by the nature of his
involvement with the campaign he was iware of our need and his ability
to contribute to the committee.

Mr. Zamparielli and Mr. Nick Rizzo were the persons involved in the
solicition of the:contribution. Mr. Z2ansparielli delivered the contribution-—
to the best of my knowledge - directly to the main campaign headquarters

in Boston. The contribution was received by the Canpaign Manager Dennis:
Kanin.

I assume that Mr. Rizzo informed Mr. Zamparielli concerning the nature

of the legality of the contribution. Mr. Riz¢o informed me that he

had checked with t he counsel of th: l'ouse and Senate Counsel and that

that individual had checked with the FEC that the contribution was legal.

1 assume that this conversation with the FEC was prompted by the

desire of Mr. Zamparielli to contribute tothe committee and the information
was passed on to him.
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I contacted the FEC concerning the legality of the contribution. After
the pre-primary reports of the committee were made public, we were
informed that the FEC had been contacted by a reporter from the Boston
media. He had been told that the contribution was illegal. I called
and , in the evening, spoke to the FEC Press representative. He told
me that he did not have the Zamparielli committee registered but that
that was not enough to indicate that thers were problems with the
contribution. I assumed that we were discussing the committee as a
multi-candidate committee and not as a simple candidate committee. My
understanding was that the issue was whether the Zamparielli committce
was a legal Multi-candidate committee . I assumed that he had registered
with the FEC as i comnittee.

Later , the next day I believe,I contacted Bill Coppell and asked him
about the contribution. Apparently he had been informed that there was
some question concerning the contribution but told me that I should
wait until contacted by the FEC before I returned the contribution.
All this time I never at any time understood that the Zamparielli
Committee was not registered with the FEC even as a candidate committee.
Additionally, I was told in December , when I was informed that the

. contribution was to be returned , that we need only return the $4,000.
because the $1,000 would have been a legal contribution. This information
was transmitted to me by telephone in a conversation with the FEC.

You final question in section 1 I believe I have answered above. Mr
zamparielli was a member of the Finance Committee and was aware of the
nature of the campaign finances. I have just checked our original
committee filing to note whether Mr. Zamparielli was a member of the

committee. H?apparently was not at the point of the registration but
had been previoculsy, and I assume that there was a clerical error in
not including his name as a member of the Finance Committee.

2. T think that I have answered this question above. I knew that the
Zzamparielli committee had given to the Tsongas Committee before, I knew
that he had given to other candidates and their committees and I had no
reason to believe that he was not a multi-candidate committee.

- I might make an additional statement. I frankly feel that the

problems that have arisen conccrning the Zamparielli contribution would
have beepavoided, at least on the part of the Tsongas for Senate Committee
concerning the activities that I was directly involved in, if the FEC

had acted immediatly and informad us that the contribution was illegal.

We would have returned the contribution immediatly. We had no desire to
take such an obvious4illegal contribution if we had been informed at any
point that the contribution should have been returned. I feel that our
contact with the FEC was ono tliat could be characterized on the Commission's
part as an issue of no grave concern . If I had been told the actual
circumstances, from the Commission's perspective I would have immediatly
returned the contribution and had sought to straighten out the matter

on the Committee's éend.

Our review of the receipts reported by Tsongsas for Senate Committee

*Yndicates that your organization may have made contributions which total
in excess of $1,000 during the calendar year. Enclosed is a copy(s) of
the report(s) in which your contribution(s) is listed,

The act defines "political committee" to mean any organization, or
other group of persons which receives contributions or makes expenditures
{which includes contributions to Federal candidates and committees sup-
porting Federal candidates), aggregating in excess of $1,000 during a
calendar year. It would appear that your organization may qualify as a
"political committee” subject to registration, reporting, and contri-
bution limitation requirements of the Act.

If you agree tnat your organization is a2 political committee,
please submit a Statement of Organization om FEC Form 1, in accordance
with 2 U.5.C. £33. In addition, your comittee will be reguired to file
disclosure reports in accordance with 2 U.5.C. 434 on FEC Form 3.

If you agree that your organization has made contributions or
expenditures which quaiify you as a "political committee™, but you do
not wish to be considered as a "political committee", you must request
refund(s) from the candidate{s) and/or political cormittee(s) to which
you have contributed.
