There’s an old saying
that goes something like
this: Sometimes you have to
look back on where you’ve
been to know where you’re
going. While I’m not a fanat-
ic about history, I believe it
certainly has its place in
our society today.

Whenever I take a road
trip across Kansas or some
other destination across
our great land, I often stop

along the way to read his-
torical markers. They in-
clude details about battles,
pestilence and devastation
as well as discovery, suc-
cess and progress.

When Mom and Dad
were alive we sometimes
visited a handful of ceme-
teries in rural Kansas and
Missouri to pay homage to
our relatives and friends.
Below the headstones rest-
ed the remains of men in
our family who spent their

lives planting and harvest-
ing behind sweating teams
of horses, butchering hogs
on bitterly cold days and
teaching new sons about
the soil.

Also down there were
the remains of women who
collected eggs, washed
clothes by hand, cooked
skillets full of fried chicken
and managed to be good
wives and mothers under
sometimes nearly impossi-
ble conditions.

They are the ones who
wove the fabric that serves
as the yardstick for our new
and dynamic future. What
happened with these early
pioneers has a direct bear-
ing on our present success-
es and failures.

One such winning story
revolves around the strides
agriculture and its people
have made in the interests

of conservation. Not every-
thing that has happened in
conservation can be limited
to the last 10 or 20 years.
Many of the innovations in
conservation began taking
shape in the years after the
Dirty '30s, nearly 80 years
ago.

Thousands of shelter-
belts were planted in
Kansas and other Great
Plains states. After years of
droughts and rain finally
began falling again, ponds
dotted the landscape hold-
ing this precious resource.
Landowners learned to
make the water walk and
not run, conserving this
water for livestock and
sometimes for thirsty crops.

Terraces snaked their
way across thousands of
miles of farmland holding
soil and water in place
where it belonged. Soil
stopping strip cropping cre-
ated patterns and reduced
wind erosion.

Slowly but surely con-

servation measures contin-
ued to slow the soil erosion
gorilla that had stomped
across the High Plains leav-
ing in its wake gullies the
size of automobiles, drifts
of soil as high as fence
posts, withered lifeless
wheat and corn and starv-
ing livestock on barren pas-
tures.

Yes, with knowledge, ed-
ucation, patience, under-
standing and hard work and
Mother Nature’s ability to
heal herself, the rich, fer-
tile land recovered.
Throughout this renais-
sance of the land, farmers
and ranchers learned that
stewardship of the soil,
water and other resources
is in the best interest of us
all.

Without question, agri-
culture has yet to receive
credit for what it has done
to protect and to enhance
the landscape and for its
willingness to change and
improve the few mistakes

it has made.
It is important for all of

us to understand what has
happened in the past so we
can place present events
and future needs in their
proper perspectives. To
avoid doing so will blind us
to involvement and partici-
pation in much larger ef-
forts extending throughout
a long span of time.

Incidentally, a new, mod-
ern twist may be nothing
more than an old theme or
something coming around
after having gone around.
After all human history is
comprised of human ideas.
And incidentally, nearly all
ideas are timeless, just
waiting to be dusted off, re-
shaped and used again.

That the American food

supply is a modern marvel
is a fact that Larry
Combest hopes is not lost
on the country’s con-
sumers.

Retired Rep. Larry
Combest (R-Texas), told
farmers at the Kansas
Commodity Classic to stay
involved in advocacy or-
ganizations in order to
continue to tell agricul-
ture’s story.

It is a system he helped
create, having served four
terms in the U.S. House of
Representatives represent-
ing west Texas. He spent
four years as chair of the
House Ag Committee,
during which he worked

on the 2002 Farm Bill.
In his Congressional ca-

reer, and now as a lobbyist
representing the agricul-
ture and energy industries,
Combest marvels at the
productivity and efficien-
cy of American farmers.
The nation’s food supply
is the world’s safest, most
abundant and least expen-
sive, and the federal Farm
Bill is intended to keep it
that way.

Combest spoke to
farmers at the Kansas
Commodity Classic in
Great Bend Feb. 22, focus-
ing on the federal budget
deficit, the balance of
power between Red and
Blue states, plus the im-
portance of farmers and

ranchers to the nation’s
economy and national se-
curity.

The oft-criticized Farm
Bill takes up just 1.7% of
the federal budget, and
that includes a myriad of
programs for malnour-
ished and under-privileged
Americans. The commodi-
ty title alone takes up just
0.25% of the budget. In
the last 10 years, farm pro-
gram spending has been
well below budget. Each
American pays just 2.3
cents per meal for farm
program spending,
Combest says.

That most Americans
have never truly gone hun-
gry is anAmerican success
story. In an interview fol-

lowing his Commodity
Classic address, Combest
explained how farmers’
and ranchers’ amazing
productivity has allowed
the rest of the country to
pursue other endeavors.

“People don’t wake up
every morning in this
country and wonder if they
can afford food, find food,
see that it’s safe and that
it is in abundant supply,”
he says, adding that the
bounty and safety of
American food may come
at a cost.

“In a way, we’re vic-

tims of our own success,”
says Combest, whose firm,
Combest, Sell and Associ-
ates, works with the agri-
cultural advocacy group,
“The Hand That Feeds
U.S.” The group is com-
prised of a coalition of
agricultural organizations
who work to provide the
facts of American food
policy to consumers, news
companies and watchdogs.
Advocacy, Combest rea-
sons, should be a priority
for today’s agricultural
producers. Agriculture is
an oft-forgotten way of

life, one that many Ameri-
cans simply do not under-
stand.

“It’s not everyone in
Great Bend or Wichita that
have the same feeling
about agriculture, even
though we’re in the heart
of agriculture country,” he
says. “It’s not just educat-
ing people on the West
Coast; we have to educate
our neighbors.

“Let’s be involved.
Let’s not always rely on
someone else to do it.
Let’s get involved our-
selves.”

Many record-high tem-
peratures were set through-
out Kansas during the third
week of February. This rais-
es a question about whether
this will cause wheat to
break dormancy and be-
come susceptible to win-
terkill when temperatures
get cold again, said Jim
Shroyer, K-State Research
and Extension crop produc-
tion specialist.

“The answer to that is
yes, the very warm tempera-
tures we’ve experienced re-
cently can cause wheat to
break dormancy and green
up early, especially where
moisture conditions are ad-
equate. This isn’t welcome
news right now because you
never want to force the
plants to start growing too
early, but it’s too early to say
whether it will cause major
problems,” Shroyer said.
When wheat breaks dor-
mancy and becomes physio-
logically active during late
winter, it can regain some
level of winterhardiness if
temperatures get colder
again gradually, he added.
Sublette, Kansas set three
days of record high mini-
mum temperatures Feb. 14
through 16, according to
state climatologist Mary
Knapp. “Three in a row will

break dormancy,” she said,
noting that Sublette’s tem-
perature did not dip below
68 degrees F on the 16th,
smashing the previous mini-
mum of 44 degrees F set in
1961.

“The best case scenario
is that there are just one or
two days of unusually warm
temperatures, then a grad-
ual drop perhaps back into
the 20s and 30s over the fol-
lowing week. Most wheat va-
rieties grown in Kansas can
easily regain enough winter
hardiness to survive these
conditions,” Shroyer said.

The worst case scenario
is when a period of unusual-
ly warm weather is followed
by a drop into the low teens
or below in just one day, as
happened in 1989, he ex-
plained. Some varieties may
be unable to withstand a
sudden return to bitterly
cold temperatures.

Another consideration is
the condition of the plants
when they green up, and
whether they can afford to
become physiologically ac-
tive at this time, the agrono-
mist said.

“In some areas, especial-
ly western Kansas, many
wheat plants are small with
poorly developed root sys-
tems due to the continuing

drought in that region. If
these plants with no roots
start growing during these
periods of warm tempera-
tures while the topsoil is
still very dry, they could
quickly run out of water,” he
said. This will stress the
young plants and possibly
cause some loss of stand, es-
pecially if high winds cause
an even greater increase in
evapotranspiration rates.
Injury from blowing soil

where stands are thin could
also stress the plants.

“In short, wheat plants
with little or no root system
right now are at a somewhat
higher level of risk after
breaking dormancy last
week than plants with a
good, healthy secondary
root system. This risk in-
cludes winterkill, drought
stress injury or desiccation,
and physical injury from
blowing soil,” he said.

Several unpacked boxes
sit in the corners of D. Scott
McVey’s office. But McVey
is hard at work. He’s or-
chestrating a series of high-
profile animal virus re-
search projects that extend
from Manhattan, Kan., to
New York and around the
world.

McVey, a former K-State
faculty member, came back
to Manhattan to join the
U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture’s Arthropod-Borne An-
imal Disease Research
Unit, or ABADRU, as super-
visory veterinary medical
officer. His duties include
research and overseeing
many of the unit’s adminis-
trative functions, including
budgetary matters, meeting
USDA objectives and hiring
new staff, because the unit
is currently operating at
half capacity.

“It’s a pretty exciting
time,” said McVey, who
joined the unit Jan. 3.
“We’re in this prime biolog-
ical corridor with a lot of
strong collaboration at our
fingertips and a unique op-
portunity to do some high-
profile vaccine work.”

The National Bio and
Agro-Defense Facility, or
NBAF, is slated to open in
2018 in Manhattan to re-
place New York’s aging
Plum Island Animal Dis-
ease Center, which is a
major BSL-3 animal disease
research facility.

On the heels of that an-
nouncement, ABADRU was
relocated here from
Laramie, Wyo., in July 2010.
Its scientists work on dis-
eases and animal viruses
carried by insects, primari-

ly biting midges and mos-
quitoes. The viruses are
quarantined in the unit’s
cell culture facility for ex-
amination and future refer-
ence. ABADRU’s ultimate
goals are to understand the
pathogenesis of the dis-
eases, to develop better di-
agnostic tools in the field
and to create a vaccine for
each disease.

“Vaccinology — develop-
ing and testing vaccines —
is one area we want to con-
tinue strengthening in our
unit. And from a vaccine
standpoint, the diseases
we’re working with are par-
ticularly challenging,”
McVey said.

He should know. After
serving as a researcher in
K-State’s department of di-
agnostic medicine and
pathobiology from 1986 to
1996, McVey spent 10 years
working for Merial and Pfiz-
er in the biologicals and
vaccine development sec-
tor. He did vaccine formula-
tion in addition to produc-
tion scale-up, methodolo-
gies and licensing work.

Because many of the dis-
eases ABADRU works with
are agents classified as
biosafety level 3, or BSL-3,
McVey and colleagues con-
duct their studies in K-
State’s Biosecurity Re-
search Institute. Current
and future projects with
these diseases and others
include many of the univer-
sity’s faculty members.
ABADRU scientists all
have adjunct faculty ap-
pointments in K-State’s Col-
lege of Veterinary Medi-
cine, leading to collabora-
tions that can involve many

faculty members at K-State.
One of ABADRU’s major

efforts is focused on the
Rift Valley fever virus, a
disease that originated in
East Africa and has spread
to West Africa, Yemen and
Egypt. Although it has yet to
spread to the U.S., Rift Val-
ley fever is mosquito-borne
and is capable of being car-
ried to North America,
McVey said. For this study
he and the other ABADRU
scientists are working with
Biosecurity Research Insti-
tute staff and Juergen A.
Richt, a Regents distin-
guished professor at K-
State and a Kansas Bio-
science Authority eminent
scholar.

Another collaboration
pairs ABADRU and Plum
Island researchers with
Raymond “Bob” Rowland, a
K-State virologist and pro-
fessor of diagnostic medi-
cine and pathobiology. The
project, which will eventu-
ally transition to NBAF,
centers on classical swine
fever and African swine
fever, the latter spread by
ticks.

The unit also works
heavily with exotic strains
of bluetongue virus.

“Bluetongue virus is
transmitted by midges,
which are sort of like gnats.
They’re biting, blood-suck-

ing insects, and they trans-
mit disease,” McVey said.
“Some strains of blue-
tongue are already in the
U.S., and we don’t want the
exotic strains from Europe
and the Mediterranean re-
gion to spread here.”

Many of the diseases
ABADRU is studying and
has studied have ties to in-
sects. NBAF’s centralized
location will allow for easi-
er collaboration with ex-
pert entomologists and will
lead to new research oppor-
tunities with ABADRU,
McVey said.

“Historically there have
been other diseases we’ve
worked on, and with the ar-
rival of NBAF, there’s po-
tentially lots more for the
future,” McVey said.

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With world events show-
ing the importance of ener-
gy independence, the Amer-
ican Trucking Associations
called on the Obama admin-
istration to stop blocking ac-
cess to U.S.-held energy as-
sets.

“The trucking industry
requires more than 34 bil-
lion gallons of diesel fuel to
deliver essential commodi-
ties like food, medicine,

clothing and fuel,” ATA vice
president and regulatory af-
fairs counsel Rich
Moskowitz said Feb. 24. “De-
spite advances in alterna-
tive energy, the trucking in-
dustry will continue to de-
pend on traditional diesel
fuel for the foreseeable fu-
ture,”

Moskowitz testified on
ATA’s behalf during a De-
partment of Interior hearing

on the agency’s five-year
plan for offshore oil and gas
production.

“Recent events in Egypt
and Libya have highlighted
have highlighted how frag-
ile the global oil market is,
putting our industry at risk
for rapid price spikes, even
as we slowly begin to roll to
an economic recovery,” ATA
president and CEO Bill
Graves said. “Fuel is our
members’ second largest ex-
pense, so uncontrollable

spikes cut right at their bot-
tom line.”

“Until U.S. policymakers
promote the development of
domestic sources of energy,
like those on the Outer Con-
tinental Shelf, America’s
consumers and truckers will
become more dependent on
sources of foreign oil,”
Moskowitz said. “Rising fuel
prices hurt truckers twice -
first by increasing their op-
erating costs and then by re-
ducing freight volumes as

consumers spend more on
energy and are forced to re-
duce their spending on
other consumer goods.”

In 2010, the trucking in-
dustry spent an estimated
$101.5 billion on diesel fuel
– a 28 percent increase over
the previous year. Before
the current spike in crude
oil prices, ATA estimated
that in 2011 carriers will
spend roughly $20 billion
more at the pump than they
did last year.

The markets made up for
having a short week by
packing a lot of activity into
it. The crude oil market got
most of the attention last
week due to all the prob-
lems in Libya. The crude oil
went vertical and reached
the 62% retracement of the
move down from the all
time highs on the monthly
chart. Another way to put
that is that crude oil has an-
other $50 to climb before it
reaches the all time high.
We aren’t even close to an
all time high in the crude,
so there is plenty of room
for gains if the political un-
rest continues. In the short
run, the fact that the market
stalled out at a major re-
tracement and quickly
dropped is a good sign of a
temporary top. The market
did too much, too fast and it
will take a little bit of con-
solidation before technical
traders are ready to jump
on board again. Be warned
though, that if things look
any worse in North Africa,
speculators will be buying
with a vengeance.

The corn and soybeans
saw both limit lower and
limit higher moves, which
was typical of the whipsaw
action in many of the mar-
kets last week. The corn

market managed to make a
slightly positive close for
the week, which looks very
bullish to me. The market
traded lower to start the
weak on panic selling due
concerns about limiting risk
and a slowing world econo-
my, but the market fin-
ished the week strong due
to our ever improving
fundamental outlook. Ex-
port sales were huge at 1.5
MMT. This will almost cer-
tainly force USDA to in-
crease the export estimate
in the March supply and
demand report, which will
in turn lower ending stocks
and then lower the stocks
to use ratio below 5%. To
me the good export sales
we have seen lately mean
we will see new all-time
high prices. The only way
we are not going to have
new highs is if we do have a
global economic panic. The
old crop soybeans ended up
losing about 10 cents for the
week, which wasn’t terrible
considering the beans fin-
ished the week about 75
cents off the low. Wednes-
day the market completed a
62% retracement of the
move up from the Novem-
ber low, so it was a sizeable
correction. Technical indi-
cators became oversold

and the market was due
for a bounce. Friday the
July soybeans stalled out
near the 40-day moving av-
erage, which also happened
to be near limit higher.
Monday and Tuesday will
be an important test for
the soybeans. Statistically
it is very likely that we
will see a new high for the
move early this week, but it
will probably take a close
above the 40-day moving av-
erage to convince traders
that it is time to be long
again. I would still like to
see the export sales get
back on track and make it
another week or so without
cancellations, but I won’t ig-
nore a strong start to the
week. The wheat market
didn’t fare as well as the
corn or soybeans. The July
KW lost about 41 cents, but
did finish about 48 cents off
the low for the week. Also,
the July KW completed a
50% retracement of the
move up from the Novem-
ber low, and with the mar-
ket oversold, we should be
set for another run higher.
Last week’s export sales

were great at 1.01 MMT.
HRW is a very valuable
commodity around the
world. Countries with food
inflation issues were big
buyers of milling wheat this
week and that is likely to
continue. At some point this
spring USDA will have to
raise the export estimate
and crop prospects in the
HRW Belt are still not good,
which means supplies could
get tight next year. The U.S.
wheat fundamentals are not
overtly bullish like they are
in the corn, but they contin-
ue to slowly improve, which
means there is no funda-
mental reason to be short
wheat. Cash cattle traded in
Kansas at $111. Beef export
sales were huge again last

week. The fundamental out-
look is very bullish. Carcass
weights are dropping and
beef prices are rising. Sea-
sonally we should see the
choice — select spread
widen, which is also bullish.
The April live cattle will
make new contract highs
this week, so be very patient
with hedges.

While dry conditions re-
sulted in an early harvest
last year, it’s important
farmers monitor soil mois-
ture this spring as dry
weather could spell trouble
for the 2011 planting season,
the University of Nebraska-
Lincoln state climatologist
said.

While Al Dutcher, state
climatologist at UNL, said
he isn’t predicting the state
will fall back into a drought,
people should be aware of
the potential.

The state is already
about two inches below nor-
mal on average precipita-
tion this fall and winter.

“With December, Janu-
ary and February only rep-
resenting seven percent of
the state’s total precipita-
tion, it may be difficult to
make this up,” Dutcher said.

However, one piece of
good news — the reservoir
situation is excellent.

“With winter storm activ-
ity across the western U.S.,
we’ve seen some very en-
couraging snowfall totals,
including north central Col-
orado and within the Platte
River Valley of south cen-
tral Wyoming,” he said.

The Seminole Reservoir
within the Platte River Val-
ley basin system in
Wyoming is at 83 percent of
capacity. Other reservoirs in
the system are Pathfinder at
just under 77 percent full
and Glendo at just under 70
percent full.

“This leaves right around
500,000 acre feet of room
available for runoff, and a
normal runoff year would
fill those up, and we would
expect to see some down-
stream releases into Lake
McConaughy,” Dutcher said.

Lake McConaughy is at
84 percent of capacity, and it
needs to be kept below 90
percent of capacity.

“So, depending on how
this winter goes and if the
central and northern Rock-
ies keep getting these
storms, we’ll see above nor-
mal snow pack in the basin
and would expect to see
above normal inflows and
releases on water,” he said.
“We should expect to see
high flows into the spring
season downstream from
Lake McConaughy regard-
less of what happens in
terms of precipitation.”

In addition, even though
conditions have been dry
the last 90 to 180 days, the
state could still see flooding
problems this spring.

This will depend largely
on winter and spring tem-
peratures, ice and
freeze/thaw cycles.

A major contributor to
this winter’s forecast is La
Nina. This will enhance the
northern jet stream pattern.
In addition, there is a per-
sistent blocking of the high
pressure system over the
north Atlantic, called north
Atlantic oscillation.

“That high pressure sys-
tem is exceptionally strong
this winter and as it
strengthens it creates a
blocking pattern for any
piece of energy moving into
the eastern U.S.,” he said.
That is why there have been
such large trough patterns
in the eastern U.S., and why
that region has been cold
during the last 30-day peri-
od.

This, coupled with a ro-
bust La Nina, means current
patterns may continue this
winter.

Dutcher said the fore-
casts also will vary depend-
ing on if the La Nina event
continues through summer
and into next year.

Half of La Nina events
are multi-year, but it will
take a couple more months
of watching the current
event to see if it will contin-
ue or have any residual ef-
fects.

If the state doesn’t expe-
rience heavy spring rains, it
may not be able to make soil
moisture up. Dutcher said
March is important. If
March is dry, the state will
need exceptional moisture
to develop into April and
have that carry through to
summer.

“Of course, anytime we
talk about excess spring
moisture, we talk planting
delays,” Dutcher said. How-
ever, planting delays
shouldn’t be a problem this
year as the La Nina system
typically brings cool and dry
conditions during February
through late April.

“If we are dry during May
and June, it doesn’t bode
well for dryland farmers
and will require irrigators
to put on more water,” he
said. However, Central Ne-
braska Public Power and Ir-
rigation District indicated
in October that a full alloca-
tion of 18 inches of available
water is planned for its irri-
gation users.

Producers should try to
get a good handle on their
soil moisture conditions by
taking soil moisture meas-
urements across their
fields. It also may be a good
idea for dryland produc-
ers to adequately protect
themselves with crop insur-
ance.

Improving winter-feed-

ing conditions, reducing
winter-feed costs, and
maintaining herd health,
especially at calving time,
were topics at the recent
“Improving Livestock Pro-
duction Workshop” in
Hanover. Thirty-nine peo-
ple gathered at the Klop-
penberg Community Cen-
ter for the workshop spon-
sored by the Tuttle Creek
WRAPS (Watershed
Restoration and Protec-
tion Strategy) to learn
more about how to im-
prove herd productivity
and profitability.

Barbara Donovan, Tut-
tle Creek WRAPS Coordi-
nator, presented a slide
show educating the group
about the Tuttle Creek Wa-
tershed being a top priori-
ty in the state of Kansas.
WRAPS is a voluntary
grass roots program work-
ing with local participants
to build awareness while
identifying remedies using
Best Management Prac-
tices (BMPs). The long
term goals are to protect
and restore water quality
and storage. Additionally,
WRAPS goals are to pre-
serve and enhance
wildlife habitat, control
flooding, and protect the
productivity of agricultur-
al lands.

Tuttle Creek WRAPS
Watershed, along with
other state and federal
conservation programs,
has cost-share available to
help producers adopt
management practices to
address water quality
problems. Gary Satter, Ex-
ecutive Director of Glacial
Hills RC & D, described

programs with funding
available for qualified
livestock producers and
cropland farmers. Contact
information is listed
below. Other presenta-
tions focused on what
some of those management
practices might be.

Dr. Larry Hollis, Kansas
State University Exten-
sion Beef Veterinarian, fo-
cused on winter feed,
feeding site management,
and ways to improve herd
health at calving time.
“Producers need to keep
their cows in good shape
during the winter prior to
calving to give the calf the
best chance at arriving
healthy and performing
well throughout its life
cycle,” he explained.
Good quality hay should
be eaten and poor quality
hay should be used for
something else. Ideally
hay is best fed unrolled on
a clean area daily in the
amount that the cows need
and will clean up in two to
three hours, Hollis told
the group. The hay should
be unrolled on standing
dormant leftover grass.
The cows will eat all of the
unrolled hay and the dor-
mant grass, rest, and then
scatter the manure when
they move to another loca-
tion or go to drink. “This
can keep the manure, nu-
trients and bacteria out of
the creek; it’s healthier for
the calves, and good for
the watershed, but,” he ac-
knowledged, “it is more
work for the farmer versus
dropping bales in round
bale feeders close to the
homestead.”

“Round bale feeders
are a blessing or a curse

depending how they are
managed,” Hollis warned.
The design, spacing and
angle of bars determine
how much feed is wasted
using hay rings. In a study
done in Michigan the most
efficient hay feeder was a
round feeder with an
upper cone holding the
bale so that hay pulled out
was then caught in the
lower ring and consumed;
the next most efficient was
a ring that was solid on
both the bottom and upper
rim with angled middle
bars. A trailer with angle
bars and bunks to catch
the loose falling hay was
third, with the rounded
cradle-type feeder being
the most wasteful. The
number one cause of calf
mortality is diarrhea or
calf scours. Contributing
pathogens are virus, bacte-
ria, salmonella, clostridi-
um, and cryptosporidium.
Within every herd are car-
rier cows that transmit
these viral diseases each
year. Newborn calves must
receive an adequate
amount of colostrum with-
in twelve hours of birth to
receive the protection
needed to fight off disease

until they start building
their own immunity. Hollis
explained that humans
transfer antibodies to the
embryo through the pla-
centa as well as in the
colostrum, but in cattle
there is no cross-placental
transfer of antibodies. An
80# calf needs to consume
one gallon of colostrum,
ideally having its first
drink within two hours of
its birth. Within 24 hours
the gut wall closes, and
then, no more can be
absorbed. If the calf is
slow to nurse, the care-
taker should either milk
the cow or use alterna-
tive colostrum to feed the
calf.

Hollis noted that the
best colostrum is from the
cows within the operation
because they produce the
antibodies from that farm.
If there is a cow within the
herd that gives more
colostrum than her calf
needs, Hollis suggests
milking her and freezing
that colostrum to use for
another calf later. The pro-
tection from colostrum
lasts about nine weeks.
Research has shown that
calves receiving inade-

quate colostrum have de-
creased performance
throughout their life cycle.
When weaned they are
more likely to get sick,
more likely to die, and
gain less weight than their
counterparts.

Spreading cattle out
over a larger area lessens
the concentration of dis-
ease producing organisms
that young calves are ex-
posed to. It is critical to
keep calves in a clean en-
vironment— the bigger the
calving area and the
cleaner the ground, the
less the concentration of
bad organisms.

Research in the Sand
Hills of Nebraska has de-
veloped a successful calv-
ing system that keeps the
newborn calves away from
the older calves. This sys-
tem requires eight differ-
ent calving areas, fenced
with gates and water. At
the end of each week, the
pregnant cows are moved
into the next cell away
from the cows with calves.
This happens each week
with the cows with calves
staying in the cell they
calved in. By keeping all of
the calves of the same

birth week batched togeth-
er the following things
happen: 1) Carrier cows
that exist in each herd are
more spread out. 2) Older
calves are disease ampli-
fiers; by leaving age
groups together the immu-
nity of the younger calves
is much less compromised.
3) This system reduces and
practically eliminates
scours regardless of which
organism is causing the
outbreak. 4) The number
of calves affected will be
minimized.

“Feeding-site manage-
ment can have a direct ef-
fect on newborn calf
health.” Hollis concluded.
“Pick the management op-
tion that works best for
you. With calf scours or-
ganisms, ‘dilution is the
solution to the pollution.’”

“Low-cost or no-cost”
management options were
the topic for Dale Kirk-
ham, a cow-calf producer
in Greenwood County as
well as a Clean Water
Farms-Field Organizer for
the Kansas Rural Center.
Kirkham challenged cat-
tlemen in the audience to
have their cattle working
for them instead of the

other way around. “Cattle
have four legs, a mouth
and rumen for a reason,”
Dale told the audience.
Cattle can move around
the pasture to eat, thus
helping distribute the ma-
nure and nutrients. They
do not need all of their
feed hauled to them to
perform well.

If pastures are man-
aged properly in the sum-
mer, Kirkham pointed out,
there will be dormant
grass for use during the
winter. Hay can be un-
rolled in a different area
each day on standing grass
reducing the negative im-
pact of feeding in the same
spot every day. By offering
some additional protein,
the cow’s nutritional
needs are met. Also, herd
health is better when cat-
tle are not confined in a
small area for the winter.
If cattle are fed the same
time of day in the same
place, they will soon be
waiting at the gate for
their daily handout. Own-
ers can train them other-
wise.

A safe source of water
needs to be offered during
the winter. “Ask anyone
who has ever had cattle
drown from an ice break
or needed to rescue cattle
from icy water,” stated
Kirkham. Storm condi-
tions can prevent chop-
ping ice, or snow can cover
the pond and cattle break
through the ice before
they realize.

By strategically placing
salt and mineral, grazing
distribution will improve,
leading to improved range
conditions. Pasture rota-
tion allows the grass to
rest; the grass plants be-
come healthier and heal
the land. During the sum-
mer cattle should be en-

couraged to stay out of
ponds and streams to re-
duce loafing in fragile ri-
parian areas. As cattle
enter the streams and
ponds they take sediment
and bacteria into the
water with them, thus less-
ening the life of the pond
and damaging the banks.
Research has shown that
if off stream watering sites
are offered to cattle, they
will spend less time drink-
ing and loafing in the ri-
parian area. Performance
will often improve when
the cattle are offered an
unlimited supply of good
clean water to drink.
“Producers must play the
hand that they are dealt,”
Dale concluded. “Each of
us needs to look at our op-
eration, the decisions we
make and the activities
that we do. Are we making
a positive impact or a neg-
ative one? We have the
ability to make a differ-
ence!”

Tom Vilsack announced re-
cently that USDA will soon
seek proposals to study the
feasibility of providing crop
insurance to producers of
biofuel feedstocks, includ-
ing corn stover, straw and
woody biomass.

Was I in the right

place?
At the Denver Stock

Yards in January for the
big show wearing a short
sleeve shirt? Worried
more about keeping our
show cattle from sweating
than how to keep their
water from freezing?

Certainly the weather
at this year’s National
Western was the best I
have seen in the past five
years. Many of the locals
must have agreed as it
was a real challenge find-
ing a place to park my
Ford, let alone my stock
trailer.

So here I am at the big
show with four of the best
Lowline Angus cattle I
have to offer, our local
community college’s show
team, thousands of dol-
lars in show equipment, a
steady stream of people
wanting to see our cat-
tle…

…But Wait, What Am I
Doing Here?

For me it all started
back in 2005 with a search
for our oldest daughter’s
first 4-H project. I believe
at the time she was think-
ing something along the
lines of cake decorating.
“This just wouldn’t do,” I
remember thinking.

I’ve never seen it be-
fore and am still a bit
mystified by the expres-
sion on her face when I
handed her a purple hal-
ter with our first heifer
calf “Shiraz” on the other
end of it. I really didn’t
have too much time to fig-

ure out the strange ex-
pression on her face as
just a few seconds later I
had a calf to catch, then
later a particular video to
bribe away from my wife.

Two months later… It
all happened pretty
quick, and I’m not quite
sure how because I really
couldn’t understand what
all those fast-talking cow-
boys with the fancy hats
behind the microphones
were saying, but next
thing I know I’m coming
home from the Denver
National Western with
four more Lowline calves
and my wife telling me it
might have been a good
idea to leave the check-
book at home.

Why Lowline Angus?
At the time you would

be hard pressed to find
anyone who knew much
about Lowline Angus. It
seemed as if they were
holding back their giggles
when they would ask why
I chose these little cows.
Looking back I seriously
doubt I would have if had
I been a traditional “cat-
tle man.” But as a busi-
ness man and entrepre-
neur who did his home-
work and research with a
desire to succeed, it made
perfect sense. Sometimes
ignorance can be bliss.

Motivated by profit in
most everything I do, my
focus was on how our fam-
ily can get involved with
cattle and be profitable
with a small-scale opera-
tion. At the time, small-
scale to me was just run-
ning enough cattle to get

our four kids through the
4-H program and eventu-
ally get our money back
with just our small barn
and about two acres of
meagerly fenced pasture
to operate from.

Throughout my quest,
there really was only one
option for us, and that
was Lowline Angus. We
could run three or four at
our place, the kids could
handle them, they didn’t
need any big equipment,
and our aged fencing was
more than adequate for
these generally docile
creatures. Best of all, this
breed represented a rare
and true ground floor op-
portunity in to the cattle
industry.

Where Did They
Come From?

To make a long story
short, they are a British
breed, the same as all
Angus, but not what most
might typically associate
with today’s traditionally
larger Angus. Lowline
Angus are closer to what
cattle were back in the
1950s before the indus-
try’s fervor for massive
beasts. Ever seen the
show Bonanza or looked
at the old black and white
westerns with cattle
roundups and the busy
stockyards in Chicago?
Today’s Lowline Angus
are what yesterday’s
Angus were. Docile, feed-
efficient, and free from
many of the problems as-
sociated with their larger
brothers and sisters of
today.

Back in the mid 1990s a

few American cattlemen
discovered this line of
Angus being developed
for mass beef production
in Australia. What ap-
pealed to them most?
Their feed efficiency.
With shrinking pastures,
skyrocketing feed costs,
and a growing popula-
tion, they knew the only
way to compete in the cat-
tle markets long term is
through feed efficiency —
and they found it in Low-
line Angus — 20% or more
on average pounds of
beef per acre to be con-
servative. While there are
other benefits to this line
of Angus, feed efficiency
is the cornerstone that
most of their appeal and
value rests on.

What Did I Get
Myself Into?

So here we are five
years later with over 300
acres, two irrigated alfal-
fa circles, a few dozen
head of cattle, and lots of
mud to deal with each
spring.

Most in the cattle busi-
ness know about Lowline
Angus these days. The
breed has even begun to
make significant inroads
into many commercial
cattle operations — pri-
marily in the way of
bringing down first year

heifer birthing weights
for greater calving ease
and helping to produce
lower frame scored, more
efficient cattle for beef
production.

What Have
I Learned?

At times it hasn’t been
easy, but after five years
of hard work, settling for
only the best, and treat-
ing people right, one of
the most difficult chal-
lenges we have today is
maintaining an adequate
inventory of cattle avail-
able for sale.

Has it been profitable?
Not yet, but we should
turn the corner this year.
Has it been fun? I’ll just
say the times it has have
far outweighed the times
it hasn’t. Would I do it
again? That depends on
which day you ask me.

While I’ve only
learned a fraction of what
there is to learn in this in-
dustry, here are a few
things I’ve picked up
along the way that may
help you if you decide you
want to be a rancher, or
already are if you already
are and want to be a bet-
ter one.

• Think outside of the
box

• There is no such
thing as a stupid question

• Give more than you
take

• Never sell an animal
you wouldn’t buy

• Under-promise and
over-deliver

• Sell your best beef
and feed the rest to your
family

• Quality, not Quantity
• There is a reason

why auctioneers talk fast
• Never do business

with someone who won’t
look you in the eye

• A written agreement
is only as good as the per-
son who signs it

• If it were easy every-
body would be doing it

• If you don’t enjoy it
you’re in the wrong busi-
ness
