Pennsylvania Bulletin

The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
weekly. A cumulative subject matter index is pub-
lished quarterly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. It is the temporary supplement to the Penn-
sylvania Code, which is the official codification of
agency rules and regulations, Statewide court rules,
and other statutorily authorized documents.
Changes in the codified text, whether by adoption,
amendment, rescission, repeal or emergency action,
must be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

The following documents are published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin: Governor’s Executive Orders;
Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide and
Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions; Mo-
tor Carrier Applications before the Pennsylvania
Public Utility Commission; Applications and Actions
before the Department of Environmental Protection;
Orders of the Independent Regulatory Review Com-
mission; and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
rescind regulations must first publish in the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin a Proposed Rulemaking. There are
limited instances when the agency may omit the
proposal step; it still must publish the adopted
version.

The Proposed Rulemaking contains the full text of
the change, the agency contact person, a fiscal note
required by law and background for the action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. A Final Rule-
making must be published in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin before the changes can take effect. If the
agency wishes to adopt changes to the Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, it must repropose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin

Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by
volume number, a page number and date. Example:
Volume 1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801, January
9, 1971 (short form: 1 Pa.B. 801 (January 9, 1971)).

Pennsylvania Code

The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification
of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies, Statewide court rules and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. The Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin is the temporary supplement to the Pennsylva-
nia Code, printing changes when they are adopted.
These changes are then permanently codified by the
Pennsylvania Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf
supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa. Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government.

How to Find Rules and Regulations

Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-
nia Code. The Pennsylvania Code is available at
www.pacodeandbulletin.gov.

Source Notes give the history of regulations. To
see if there have been recent changes not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

Court Rules in Titles 201—246 of the Pennsylvania Code

Added text in proposed and adopted court rules is printed in underscored bold face. Deleted text in proposed and
adopted court rules is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face.

Proposed new chapters and rules are printed in regular type to enhance readability.
Ellipses, a series of five asterisks, indicate text that is not amended.

Fiscal Notes
Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires the Governor’s Budget Office to prepare a

fiscal note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions
and authorities receiving money from the State Treasury. The fiscal note states whether the action or procedure causes
a loss of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions. The fiscal
note is required to be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the change is advertised.

A fiscal note provides the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation
providing for expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the
program is implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal
history of the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the 5 succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item, if
any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; and (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary of the Budget
and the reasons therefor.

The omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information available
with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years, following the
year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the current and two
immediately preceding years. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the Secretary of the Budget is published
with the fiscal note. ‘‘No fiscal impact’’ means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local
political subdivision is intended. See 4 Pa. Code Chapter 7, Subchapter R (relating to fiscal notes).

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information

and codification guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the
written consent of the [Legislative Reference] Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with
the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction
of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There
are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information published under this part, and the Common-
wealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

Rescission and Replacement of Pennsylvania
Orphans’ Court Forms G-02, G-03, and G-05

On December 16, 2022, the Supreme Court rescinded
and replaced Pennsylvania Orphans’ Court Forms G-02,
G-03, and G-05 (guardianship annual reports and inven-
tory). The Orphans’ Court Procedural Rules Committee
has prepared this Adoption Report describing the rule-
making process as it relates to these form changes. An
Adoption Report should not be confused with Comments
to the rules. See Pa.R.J.A. 103, Comment. The statements
contained herein are those of the Committee, not the
Court.

By way of background, the Court previously approved a
comprehensive rewrite of the procedural rules governing
guardianship matters. See Order of June 1, 2018, Su-
preme Court Docket No. 772; Pa.R.O.C.P. 14.1—14.14,
inter alia. Numerous forms, including guardianship re-
ports, were adopted as part of the rewrite. With the rules
and forms now in use for several years, the Guardianship
Tracking System (‘‘GTS’’) Governance Committee identi-
fied ways in which the forms could be improved.1 It
shared proposed changes to Forms G-02, G-03, and G-05
with the Committee, which then made a recommendation
to the Court. Changes from the prior version of the forms
are as follows:

Report of Guardian of the Estate (Form G-02):

In Part I. (Introduction), Question 3, reasons for filing a
Final Report were updated to reflect possible reasons for
filing the Final Report.

In Part V. (Assets), Question 2, an instruction was
added to assist the guardian in completing the Report
accurately.

In Part V. (Assets), Question 4, a parenthetical was
added to assist the guardian in completing the Report
accurately.

In Part VIII. (Representative Payee), Question 1a, a
clarification was made regarding reports made to the
Social Security Administration. In Part VIII. (Representa-
tive Payee), Question 1b was changed in the same
manner as Question 1a. Additionally, the term ‘‘represent-
ative payee’’ was replaced with the term ‘‘fiduciary,’’ to use
the proper terminology for Veteran Administration ben-
efits.

In Part IX (Surety Information), Question 2, the word
‘‘Total’’ was added to the parenthetical to assist the
guardian in accurately completing the form.

Report of Guardian of the Person (Form G-03):
In Part I. (Introduction), Question 3, reasons for filing a

Final Report were updated to reflect possible reasons for
filing the Final Report.

In Part II. (Personal Information About the Incapaci-
tated Person), Question 3, changes were made to identify
the incapacitated person’s place of residence more accu-
rately.

In Part IV. (Guardian’s Opinion), Question 1, the word
‘‘terminated’’ was changed to ‘‘discharged’’ to be more
consistent throughout the form.

In Part V. (Information About the Guardian), Questions
8 and 9 were added regarding any compensation paid to
the guardian during the report period and whether such
compensation was approved by the court to enhance
consistency in the reporting process and provide the
orphans’ court with more information about the guardian-
ship.

Guardian’s Inventory for an Incapacitated Person
(Form G-05): In Part VI. (Personal Care Plan), Question
3, a question was added to obtain the current address of
the incapacitated person.

All Forms: Provisions relating to service on the last
page of each form were modified in two ways. A reference
to changes that became effective June 1, 2019 was
eliminated as no longer relevant. Also, a reference to
Pa.R.O.C.P. 4.3 was added, which is cross-referenced in
Pa.R.O.C.P. 14.8(b) and provides: ‘‘Service shall be in
accordance with Pa.R.O.C.P. 4.3.’’ The language was
added to Forms G-02, G-03, and G-05 to assist the
guardian in identifying the service requirements. The
citation format of the rules was also updated. Stylistic
and cosmetic changes were made throughout the forms.

The forms take effect on January 1, 2023.

PRACTICE AND PROCEDURAL GENERALLY
Rule 205.2(b). Filing of Legal Papers with the Clerk

of Judicial Records.

All pleadings and other documents submitted for filing
with the Clerk of Judicial Records shall contain the
following:

(1) The correct caption of the case, including the names
of the parties, the docket number and the division of the
court;

(2) A title indicating the nature of the documents;

(3) The name, address, telephone number, fax number,
e-mail address and Supreme Court identification number
of the attorney filing the document;

(4) If the party filing the document is not an attorney,
the name, address, telephone number and e-mail address
of such party.

Rule 206.4(d). Procedure for Issuance of Rule to
Show Cause.

(1) A Petition for Special Relief and/or Contempt in a
divorce action is to be presented with a Rule to Show
Cause for a hearing either in Motion Court or via e-mail.
Once a Rule to Show Cause has been issued and a return
date has been assigned, the moving party shall file the
executed Rule to Show Cause indicating the assigned
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return date, the underlying motion/petition, a comprehen-
sive brief in support, a proposed order, and a certificate of
service with the Clerk of Judicial Records. The moving
party shall within three (3) days of filing the aforemen-
tioned, serve a time-stamped copy of the same upon all
opposing parties and deliver a copy to the chambers of
the assigned judge to the case.

(2) Within fifteen (15) days of service of the Rule to
Show Cause, the underlying motion/petition, a compre-
hensive brief in support and a proposed order, the
opposing party must file an answer, comprehensive brief
and a certificate of service with the Clerk of Judicial
Records. The opposing party shall within three (3) days of
the filing of the answer, serve the same upon all parties
and deliver a copy to the chamber of the assigned judge
to the case.

(3) Where the moving party is seeking immediate relief
in addition to the issuance of the rule to show cause
and/or where the relief requested has the effect of a stay
of proceedings pending the resolution of the matter
subject to the rule to show cause, a party seeking the
same shall present the rule to show cause along with the
underlying motion/petition, a comprehensive brief in sup-
port, and a proposed order to Motions Court for consider-
ation. When appropriate in the context of the proceedings,
notice shall be given to the other party.

(4) If the moving party fails to file a comprehensive
brief in support, as required by this Rule, the opposing
party may present a motion to dismiss to Motions Court
for dismissal of the matter.

(5) Service shall be made immediately after filing by
hand delivering, mailing, or emailing to all parties.

(6) Proof of service shall be filed and shall be by
written acknowledgement of service by affidavit of the
person making service, or by certification of counsel.
Rule 208.3(c). Motion to Compel Answers to Inter-

rogatories and/or Responses to Requests for Pro-
duction of Documents.

A Motion to Compel Answers to Interrogatories and/or
Responses to Requests for Production of Documents,
where no objections have been filed, shall be presented to
the Motions Judge, either in person or by e-mail to
familycourtmotions@luzernecounty.org, along with a pro-
posed order requiring the opposing party to provide full
and complete answers and/or responses within thirty (30)
days or suffer such sanctions as the court deems neces-
sary.

SUPPORT RULES

Rule 1910.1. Scope.

Except as otherwise stated, the practice and procedure
to enforce a duty of support obligation to pay alimony
pendente lite or alimony shall be governed by Pennsylva-
nia Rules of Civil Procedure 1910.1 to 1910.50.

Rule 1910.4-1. Domestic Relations Section.

(a) The Court of Common Pleas of Luzerne County
hereby establishes the Domestic Relations Section.

(b) The Clerk of the Domestic Relations Section shall
be appointed by the Court and known as the Recording
Clerk.

(c) Powers
The Director, Deputy Director, Conference Officer, Do-

mestic Relations Support Officer, Probation/Enforcement
Officer and Domestic Relations Hearing Officer shall have
the power and duty to administer oaths and affirmation
in all actions and proceedings relating to support, ali-
mony pendent lite or alimony and to exercise such other
powers and perform such other duties relating thereto as
may be necessary for the performance of the functions of
the Section and/or as directed by Order or Rule of Court.
Rule 1910.6-1. Representation.

Representation in all matters relating to support, ali-
mony pendente lite or an enforcement of an alimony
obligation shall be governed by Pa.R.C.P. 1930.8 includ-
ing, specifically, withdrawal of counsel.
Rule 1910.10. Hearing Procedures.

Pursuant to certification of the President Judge of this
Judicial District, all support and alimony pendente lite
proceedings shall be conducted in accordance with
Pa.R.C.P. 1910.12.
Rule 1910.12(e). Brief on Exceptions.

Within ten (10) days of the filing of exceptions by either
party, the proponent shall file with the Domestic Rela-
tions Recording Clerk a comprehensive brief in support of
the exceptions, unless the time for filing the brief is
extended upon court order for good cause. The opposing
party’s brief shall be filed within ten (10) days of the
proponent’s brief. Copies of briefs shall be served upon
the opposing party or counsel. If the party filing the
exceptions fails to file a brief, the Court may dismiss the
exceptions.
Rule 1910.12.1. Continuances.

(a) Requests to continue a conference shall be made to
the assigned conference officer no later than forty-eight
(48) hours before the time set for the conference with
notice to the opposing party or counsel. No hearing
scheduled before the Hearing Officer shall be continued in
the absence of a written Motion, signed by the party and
his or her attorney of record, if any, containing a meritori-
ous reason therefore.

(b) A motion for a hearing before the Hearing Officer
on behalf of a party shall be made as soon as the reason
for the continuance is known, but no later than forty-
eight (48) hours before the time set for the hearing. A
later Motion shall be entertained only when the opportu-
nity therefore did not previously exist or the interest of
justice requires it.

(c) Notice of the intention to file the Motion for Con-
tinuance must be served on the opposing party and his or
her counsel of record, if any, not less than forty-eight (48)
hours before the Motion will be presented, unless the
opportunity to do so did not exist; and state whether the
opposing party concurs or objects to the continuance. No
continuance shall be granted ex parte.
Rule 1910.17. Orders for Payment of Support, Ali-

mony and Alimony Pendente Lite.
Pursuant to Section 3704 of the Divorce Code, 23

Pa.C.S.A. § 3704, all payments of child and spousal
support, alimony or alimony pendente lite shall be paid to
the Domestic Relations Section. All marital settlement
agreements whether incorporated or merged in a divorce
decree shall be required to specifically state the alimony
shall be paid to and collected by the Luzerne County
Domestic Relations Section and shall be filed immediately
upon issuance.
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Rule 1910.19. Modification or Termination.

(a) No conference or hearing on a Petition for Modifica-
tion may be scheduled within one hundred eighty (180)
days of the date of the existing Order of Support or
Alimony Pendente Lite unless waived by the existing
order.

(b) Petitions for modification, termination, or enforce-
ment of alimony shall be presented to and heard by the
assigned Family Court Judge and not the Domestic
Relations Section.

Rule 1915.4-1. Alternative Hearing Procedures for
Partial Custody Actions.

(d) All custody proceedings generally are conducted in
accordance with Pa.R.C.P. No. 1915.4-2.

Rule 1915.4-2. Partial Custody. Conciliation Confer-
ence. Record Hearing. Exceptions. Service of
Pleading Filed Six Months from the date of Court
Order. Procedure for Scheduling of Trial.

(a) Conciliation Conference

(1) The Court shall appoint one or more persons as
Custody Hearing Officers to: (1) conciliate custody cases
filed with the Court; (2) recommend to the Court Interim
Orders relating to partial custody or supervised physical
custody of the child or children following a record hear-
ing. Hearing officers shall not make a recommendation to
the Court on matters relating to the award of primary
physical custody, shared physical custody or legal custody
of the child or children.

(2) At the conclusion of the conference, if an agreement
relating to primary physical custody, shared physical
custody or legal custody has not been reached, and the
Court’s calendar does not permit the scheduling of a
prompt custody trial, then a brief Evidentiary Hearing
shall then be scheduled promptly before a judge address-
ing the issues of physical custody and/or legal custody of
the children. The Court shall then enter an Interim Order
pending further Order of Court or trial on the merits in
accordance with Pa.R.C.P.1915.4(b)(c) and (d).

All parties must file a Request for a Custody Trial
within twenty (20) days of the date of the Interim Order
issuing from the Evidentiary Hearing and serve a copy of
same upon the judge’s chambers and upon all parties. In
the event no request is made for a Custody Trial by either
party within twenty (20) days, then the Interim Order
shall become a Final Order. Any other issues not related
to primary physical custody, shared physical custody
and/or legal custody, shall be addressed by a Custody
Hearing Officer, if necessary.

In the event the Court’s calendar allows for the prompt
scheduling of a trial on the merits following a Concilia-
tion Conference, then the scheduling of an Evidentiary
Hearing shall not be necessary.

(3) All custody matters not specifically reserved to the
Court shall be scheduled for a Conciliation Conference
before the Custody Hearing Officer. All parties shall
attend such conference. Failure of a party to appear at
the conference, following service of the pleading, may
result in the entry of an Order as non-contested.

(4) To facilitate the conciliation process and encourage
settlement exchange between the parties and their re-
spective counsel, settlement proposals shall not be admis-
sible as evidence in Court. The Custody Hearing Officer
may not be a witness for any party.

(5) More than one Conciliation Conference or Record
Hearing may be scheduled by the Custody Hearing
Officer.

(6) In the event that the parties are able to reach an
agreement during the Conciliation Conference, the Cus-
tody Hearing Officer shall prepare and transmit the
agreed upon Order to the Court for adoption.

(7) Counsel or self-represented parties may submit to
the Court a signed stipulation and proposed Order within
thirty (30) days of any scheduled Conciliation Conference.
The executed stipulation must be witnessed by counsel or
notarized for self-represented parties. Failure to submit a
fully executed or notarized Stipulation and Order to the
Court within thirty (30) days shall render the Stipulation
null and void.

(8) At the conclusion of the Conciliation Conference, if
an agreement relating to partial custody or supervised
physical custody has not been reached, the parties shall
be given notice of the date, time and place of a Record
Hearing before a Custody Hearing Officer, which may be
the same day, but in no event shall be more than
forty-five (45) days from the date of the conference.

(b) Record Hearing

(1) The hearing shall be conducted by a Custody
Hearing Officer who must be a lawyer, and a record shall
be made of the testimony. A Hearing Officer who is a
lawyer employed by, or under contract with, a judicial
district or appointed by the court shall not practice law
before a conference officer, hearing officer or any judge of
the 11th judicial district.

(2) The Custody Hearing Officer shall receive evidence
and hear argument. The hearing officer may recommend
to the court that the parties and/or subject child or
children submit to an examination and evaluation by
experts pursuant to Rule 1915.8.

(3) Within ten (10) days of the conclusion of the
hearing, the Custody Hearing Officer shall file with the
court a report containing a recommendation with respect
to the entry of an order of partial custody or supervised
physical custody. The report may be in narrative form
stating the reasons for the recommendation and shall
include a proposed order, including a specific schedule for
partial custody or supervised physical custody.

In the event the proposed Order is approved by the
court, an Interim Order may be issued by the court
adopting the Master’s Report and Recommendation. The
court shall serve the Interim Order together with Mas-
ter’s Report and Recommendation upon all parties.

(4) Within twenty (20) days after the date the Interim
Order is mailed or received by the parties, whichever
occurs first, any party may file exceptions to the Interim
Order or any part thereof, to rulings on objections to
evidence, to statements or findings of fact, to conclusions
of law, or to any other matters occurring during the
hearing. Each exception shall set forth a separate objec-
tion precisely and without discussion. Matters not covered
by exceptions are deemed waived unless, prior to the
entry of the final order, leave is granted to file exceptions
raising those matters. If exceptions are filed, any other
party may file exceptions within twenty (20) days of the
date of service of the original exceptions. A brief in
support of the Exceptions shall not be required.

(5) Exceptions filed to an Interim Order shall be served
upon all opposing counsel or parties, as well as to
familycourtmotions@luzernecounty.org.
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(6) If no exceptions are filed within the twenty-day (20)
period, then the Interim Order shall become a final
Order.

(7) If exceptions are filed, the court shall hear argu-
ment on the exceptions within forty-five (45) days of the
date that the last party filed exceptions, and enter an
appropriate final order within fifteen (15) days of argu-
ment.

(c) Service of Pleading Filed Six Months from the date
of Court Order

Service of a Pleading other than original process shall
be made upon counsel of record except, if no pleading has
been filed within six (6) months of the date of the last
Order, any subsequent pleading shall be served on both
opposing party and counsel of record.

(d) Procedure for Scheduling of Trial

In the event there is a request for trial by a party
seeking primary physical custody, shared physical custody
and/or legal custody of a child and/or relocation with a
child, the party shall advise the hearing officer at the
conciliation conference of the same who will then sched-
ule the case for a pre-trial conference and a trial before a
judge.

The pre-trial conference may be waived by agreement
of counsel or self-represented parties who must advise the
court of the waiver in writing within seven (7) days of the
pre-trial conference date.

Rule 1915.13. Special Relief.

(a) Unless otherwise directed by the Court, a brief in
support of the Petition for Special Relief shall not be
required.

(b) A Petition for Special Relief is to be presented with
a Rule to Show Cause for a hearing either in Motions
Court or via e-mail to familycourtmotions@luzernecounty.
org. Once a rule to show cause has been issued and a
return date has been assigned, the moving party shall file
the executed rule to show cause indicating the assigned
return date, the underlying petition, a proposed order,
and certificate of service with the Clerk of Judicial
Records and shall, within three (3) days, serve a time-
stamped copy of the aforementioned upon all opposing
parties and deliver a copy to the chamber of the judge
who is assigned to the case.

(c) Where the moving party is seeking immediate relief
in addition to the issuance of the Rule to Show Cause
and/or where the relief requested has the effect of a stay
of proceedings pending the resolution of the matter
subject to the Rule to Show Cause, a party seeking the
same shall present the Rule to Show Cause along with
the underlying petition and a proposed order to the
Motions Court for consideration. When appropriate in the
context of the proceedings, notice shall be given to all
other parties.

(d) Service shall be made immediately after filing by
hand delivering, mailing, or emailing to all parties.

(e) Proof of service shall be filed and shall be by
written acknowledgement of service, by affidavit of the
person making service, or by certification of counsel.

Title 58—RECREATION
FISH AND BOAT COMMISSION

[ 58 PA. CODE CHS. 51, 69, 91 AND 93 ]
Fishing; General Provisions

The Fish and Boat Commission (Commission) amends
Chapters 51, 69, 91 and 93. The Commission is publish-
ing this final-form rulemaking under the authority of 30
Pa.C.S. (relating to Fish and Boat Code) (code). The
amendments update the Commission’s regulations per-
taining to several categories of boat titles, licenses and
permits.
A. Effective Date

This final-form rulemaking will go into effect on Janu-
ary 1, 2023.

C. Statutory Authority

The amendments to §§ 51.61 and 69.19 (relating to
permits required for disturbance of waterways or water-
sheds; and permit for the use of cast nets, throw nets or
dip nets by sport anglers), and the addition of §§ 51.131,
91.8 and 93.120 (relating to service charge for uncollect-
ible checks; and fees) are published under the statutory
authority of section 322.1 of the code (relating to power to
set fees).

D. Purpose and Background
The specific purpose and background of the amend-

ments are described in more detail under the summary of
changes.
E. Summary of Changes

The Commission has two legislatively authorized spe-
cial funds, the Fish Fund and the Boat Fund. These funds
receive money mainly from fishing license and permit
fees, boat registration fees, fines and penalties, tax
refunds of motorboat fuel and Federal funds paid for by
anglers and boaters through the User Pays, User Benefits
Model.

Commission staff regularly monitors the status and
fiscal health of the Fish Fund and the Boat Fund to
ensure that adequate funds are available to maintain and
support programs designed to meet the expectations of
anglers and other users of aquatic resources in this
Commonwealth.

An adjustment to the fees for several categories of boat
titles, licenses and permits are needed to cope with
inflationary pressures, maintain and improve existing
programs, address and meet anglers’ and boaters’ needs
and bring the price of these items in line with the ad
ministrative cost associated with issuing them. Following
public comment, the Commission decided to reduce the
fee adjustment for several categories as reflected in the
final column of the following table.

Fee levels for these items have not changed since the
1980s and 1990s and to maintain adequate funding to
sustain these important programs, the Commission is
seeking to adjust its fees for boat titles and the license
and permit types shown in the following table:

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F. Paperwork

This final-form rulemaking will not increase paperwork
and will not create new paperwork requirements.

G. Fiscal Impact

This final-form rulemaking will have no adverse fiscal
impact on the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions.
This final-form rulemaking will increase fees for license
and permit buyers as outlined in the summary of
changes.

H. Public Comments

A notice of proposed rulemaking was published at 52
Pa.B. 3982 (July 16, 2022). The Commission received a
total of four public comments regarding the proposed
rulemaking. Three comments supported the proposed
rulemaking and one comment opposed the proposed rule-
making. On July 25, 2022, the Commission held a public
hearing on the proposed rulemaking. Three presenters
provided testimony. The presenters all supported the
proposal.

Findings

The Commission finds that:

(1) Public notice of intention to adopt the amendments
adopted by this order has been given under sections 201
and 202 of the act of July 31, 1968 (P.L. 769, No. 240) (45
P.S. §§ 1201 and 1202), referred to as the Commonwealth
Documents Law, and the regulations promulgated there-
under, 1 Pa. Code §§ 7.1 and 7.2 (relating to notice of
proposed rulemaking required; and adoption of regula-
tions).

(2) A public comment period was provided, and a total
of four comments were received. Three comments sup-
ported the proposed rulemaking and one comment op-
posed the proposed rulemaking. A public hearing was
provided where three additional comments were received
that supported the proposed rulemaking.

(3) The adoption of the amendments of the Commission
in the manner provided in this order is necessary and
appropriate for administration and enforcement of the
authorizing statutes.

Order

The Commission, acting under the authorizing statutes,
orders that:

(A) The regulations of the Commission, 58 Pa. Code
Chapters 51, 69, 91 and 93, are amended by amending
§§ 51.61 and 69.19 and adding §§ 51.131, 91.8 and
93.120 to read as set forth in Annex A, with ellipses
referring to the existing text of the regulations.

(B) The Executive Director will submit this order and
Annex A to the Office of Attorney General for approval as
to legality and form as required by law.

(C) The Executive Director shall certify this order and
Annex A and deposit them with the Legislative Reference
Bureau as required by law.

(D) This order shall take effect on January 1, 2023.

Subpart A. GENERAL PROVISIONS

CHAPTER 51. ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS

Subchapter G. PERMIT REQUIREMENTS

§ 51.61. Permits required for disturbance of water-
ways or watersheds.

(a) A permit shall be deemed necessary under 30
Pa.C.S. § 2502 (relating to disturbance of waterways or
watersheds) if the activity would be a violation of statutes
or regulations administered by the Commission, the
Department of Environmental Resources, the United
States Environmental Protection Agency, the United
States Army Corps of Engineers or local municipalities if
the activity were performed without a permit. The failure
of the agency charged with enforcement or issuance
responsibility for a permit to prosecute or take civil action
for failure to obtain a permit or other permit violation
may not affect the validity of a prosecution under 30
Pa.C.S. § 2502.

(b) Examples of permits that may be required to
undertake specific activities in the waters or watersheds
of this Commonwealth include the following:

(1) Permits for use of explosives in waters of this
Commonwealth (Fish and Boat Commission). The fee for
the permits shall be $60. This fee is effective beginning
January 1, 2023.

* * * * *

Subchapter M. UNCOLLECTABLE CHECKS

§ 51.131. Service charge for uncollectible checks.

Whenever a check or similar instrument issued in
payment of a fee, fine or for any other purpose under this
title is returned to the Commission as uncollectible, the
person who makes, issues or presents the check or other
instrument shall be charged $40. The service charge shall
be credited to the Fish Fund or the Boat Fund, as
appropriate. This fee is effective beginning January 1,
2023.

CHAPTER 69. FISHING IN LAKE ERIE AND
BOUNDARY LAKES

Subchapter B. SPORT FISHING AND ANGLING

§ 69.19. Permit for the use of cast nets, throw nets
or dip nets by sport anglers.

(l) It is unlawful for a holder of a permit under this

section to use a cast net, throw net or dip net to interfere
with sport anglers or boaters.

(m) The fee for any cast net issued under this section
shall be $25.

(n) The fee for any trap net issued to a resident of the
Commonwealth under this section shall be $100.

(o) The fee for any trap net issued to a nonresident of
the Commonwealth under this section shall be $200.

(p) The fees imposed under sections (m), (n) and (o) are
effective beginning January 1, 2023.

CHAPTER 91. GENERAL PROVISIONS

§ 91.8. Fees.

(a) Fees. The following fees apply to registrations,
licenses, permits and certificates issued under this title
and the fees collected shall be deposited into the Boat
Fund:

(1) Dealer registration, $25 each per year.

(2) Commercial passenger boat registration, $25 each.

(3) License for operator of passenger-carrying boat, $25
each.

(4) Transfer of a multiyear boat registration, $10.

(5) Permit for commercial floating structure or aids to
navigation, $20 each.

(b) Effective date. The fees imposed under subsection
(a) are effective beginning January 1, 2023.

CHAPTER 93. BOAT REGISTRATION AND
NUMBERING

Subchapter B. TITLING OF BOATS

§ 93.120. Fees.

(a) Fees. The following fees apply to certificates and
documents issued under this subchapter and the fees
collected shall be deposited into the Boat Fund:

(1) The fee for issuance of a certificate of title shall be
$30.

(2) The fee for a duplicate certificate of title shall be
$20.

(3) The fee for recording or changing the amount of
security interest on a certificate of title shall be $20.

(4) The fee for copies of or information relating to a
title or security interest shall be $10.

(5) The fee for issuing or providing copies of any other
official document issued under the authority of this
chapter shall be $10.

(b) Effective date. The fees imposed under subsection
(a) are effective beginning January 1, 2023.

D. Purpose and Background

The specific purpose and background of the addition is
described in more detail under the summary of changes.

E. Summary of Changes

This Commonwealth’s fishing and boating programs are
paid for by anglers and boaters through the User Pays,
User Benefits Model, primarily from the sale of fishing
licenses, permits and boat registrations. Fee levels for
these items have not changed since 2005.

The Commission has two legislatively authorized Spe-
cial Funds, the Fish Fund and the Boat Fund. These
Funds receive money mainly from fishing license and
permit fees, boat registration fees, fines and penalties, tax
refunds of motorboat fuel and Federal funds.

By far, the largest source of revenue for the Fish Fund
is from fishing license and permit fees. Since Fiscal Year
(FY) 2005, these fees accounted for more than 67% of
Fish Fund revenues.

Over a 16-year period (2005 to 2021), fishing license
and permit fee revenues have remained relatively flat at
about $25 million per year on average. While the revenue
derived from license and permit fees paid by anglers has
remained stagnant, costs have not. Annual Fish Fund
expenditures have increased from $34.5 million in FY
2005 to $41.6 million in FY 2020.

The Commission regularly monitors the status and
fiscal health of the Fish Fund to ensure that adequate
funds are available to maintain and support programs
designed to meet the expectations of anglers and other
users of aquatic resources in this Commonwealth.

An adjustment to the fees for fishing licenses and
permits is needed to cope with inflationary pressures,
maintain and improve existing programs and address and
meet anglers and boaters’ desires for:

• Strategic and timely fisheries management to pro-
tect, conserve and enhance the aquatic resources of this
Commonwealth.

• Critical infrastructure improvements and mainte-
nance efforts for State fish hatcheries, hazardous dams,
boat launch access areas and ramps and other
Commission-owned facilities to improve and maintain
fishing opportunities.

• Aquatic resource field and classroom education and
angler information programs.

• Conservation law enforcement.

If new revenues are not in place for the 2023 license
year, the Commission will not be able to maintain
adequate levels of services to anglers in this Common-
wealth, let alone respond to angler desires for expanded
efforts in many program areas.
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Without additional or new revenues in the Fish Fund,
and as forecasted expenditures begin to further outpace
existing revenues, the Commission may need to reduce
program benefits to anglers.

To maintain adequate funding to sustain these impor-
tant programs and invest in the future, the Commission
is seeking a modest fee increase for all fishing license and
permit categories as shown in the following table:

F. Paperwork

This final-form rulemaking will not increase paperwork
and will not create new paperwork requirements.

G. Fiscal Impact

This final-form rulemaking will have no adverse fiscal
impact on the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions.
This final-form rulemaking will increase fees for license
and permit buyers as outlined in the summary of
changes.

H. Public Comments

A notice of proposed rulemaking was published at 52
Pa.B. 3984 (July 16, 2022). The Commission received a
total of seven public comments regarding the proposed
rulemaking. Six comments supported the proposed rule-
making and one comment opposed the proposed rule-
making. On July 25, 2022, the Commission held a public
hearing on the proposed rulemaking. Three presenters
provided testimony and all of the presenters supported
the proposal.

Findings

The Commission finds that:

(1) Public notice of intention to adopt the amendment
adopted by this order has been given under sections 201
and 202 of the act of July 31, 1968 (P.L. 769, No. 240) (45
P.S. §§ 1201 and 1202), referred to as the Commonwealth
Documents Law, and the regulations promulgated there-
under, 1 Pa. Code §§ 7.1 and 7.2 (relating to notice of
proposed rulemaking required; and adoption of regula-
tions).

(2) A public comment period was provided and a total
of seven comments were received. Six comments sup-
ported the proposal and one comment opposed the pro-
posal. A public hearing was provided where three addi-
tional comments supporting the proposal were received.

(3) The adoption of the amendments of the Commission
in the manner provided in this order is necessary and
appropriate for administration and enforcement of the
authorizing statutes.

Code
Chapter 63, are amended by adding § 63.57 to read as
set forth in Annex A

(B) The Executive Director will submit this order and
Annex A to the Office of Attorney General for approval as
to legality and form as required by law.

(C) The Executive Director shall certify this order and
Annex A and deposit them with the Legislative Reference
Bureau as required by law.

(D) This order shall take effect upon publication in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Acknowledgment of Notice(s) of Intent to Remedi-

ate. An acknowledgment of the receipt of a NOI to
Remediate is used to identify a site where an individual
proposes to, or has been required to, respond to a release
of a regulated substance at a site. Individuals intending
to use the background standard, Statewide health stan-
dard, the site-specific standard, or who intend to remedi-
ate a site as a special industrial area, must file a NOI to
Remediate with DEP. A NOI to Remediate filed with DEP
provides a brief description of the location of the site, a
list of known or suspected contaminants at the site, the
proposed remediation measures for the site, and a de-
scription of the intended future use of the site. An

individual who demonstrates attainment of one, or a
combination of the cleanup standards, or who receives
approval of a special industrial area remediation identi-
fied under the Act, will be relieved of further liability for
the remediation of the site for any contamination identi-
fied in reports submitted to and approved by DEP.
Furthermore, an individual shall not be subject to citizen
suits or other contribution actions brought by responsible
individuals not participating in the remediation.

Childhood Blood Lead Test Act

The act of November 3, 2022 (P.L. 2135, No. 150),
known as the Childhood Blood Lead Test Act (act), was
signed into law on November 3, 2022. The act takes effect
on January 2, 2023. The act provides for blood lead
assessment and testing of certain children and pregnant
women by health care providers; imposes duties on the
Department of Health (Department); and requires certain
health insurance policies to cover blood lead tests. The
purposes of the act are to substantially reduce and
eventually eliminate the incidence of childhood lead poi-
soning in this Commonwealth, to improve public aware-
ness of lead safety issues in housing, to educate property
owners and tenants about practices that can reduce the
incidences of lead poisoning and to encourage testing of
all children in this Commonwealth by 2 years of age so
that prompt diagnosis and treatment, as well as preven-
tion of harm, are possible.

The act provides that a health care provider will
consider possible lead exposure in patients, including
pregnant woman, by evaluating risk factors for lead
exposures and perform blood lead testing in accordance
with recommendations from the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC) and American Academy of
Pediatrics (AAP) for children 24 months of age or under
and the CDC and American College of Obstetricians and
Gynecologists (ACOG) guidelines for pregnant women. If
a patient has never been tested in accordance with the
recommendations from the CDC and the AAP guidelines
by 24 months of age, a health care provider will consider
possible lead exposure and perform blood lead testing in
an individual patient between 24 months of age and 72
months of age. A health care provider will make reason-
able efforts to ensure that a patient’s parent or legal
guardian understands the risks and benefits of blood lead
testing prior to obtaining consent. If a patient’s parent or
legal guardian consents to blood lead testing for the
patient and the results of a capillary blood lead test
indicate an elevated blood lead level, the health care
provider will perform confirmatory blood lead test by
venipuncture within 12 weeks of the first blood lead test
after obtaining consent from the patient’s parent or legal
guardian.

A health insurance policy or government program will
provide to covered individuals or recipients blood lead
tests as identified in accordance with recommendations
from the CDC, AAP and ACOG.

Coverage and Prohibition of Copayments for
COVID-19 Vaccines, Vaccine Administration,
Testing and Treatments

The Department of Human Services (Department) an-
nounces that, consistent with the American Rescue Plan
Act of 2021 (ARP) (Pub.L. No. 117-2), the Medical Assist-
ance (MA) Program is covering COVID-19 vaccines, vac-
cine administration, testing and COVID-19-related treat-
ments, including specialized equipment and therapies
with no copayment.

Background
The Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS),

in response to the novel coronavirus (COVID-19) public
health emergency (PHE), advised states that they could
suspend cost sharing for Medicaid services related to
COVID-19 testing and treatment. Section 6004 of the
Families First Coronavirus Response Act (FFCRA) of
2020 (Pub.L. No. 116-127) as amended by section 3717 of
the Coronavirus Aid, Relief and Economic Security
(CARES) Act, required states to provide Medicaid cover-
age with no cost sharing for COVID-19 diagnostic and
testing services. Section 6008 of the CARES Act also
provided for an enhanced Federal medical assistance
percentage for states that met specified conditions, in-
cluding covering without imposition of cost sharing, test-
ing services and treatments, including vaccines, special-
ized equipment and therapies.

In response, the Department submitted a Disaster
State Plan Amendment to CMS seeking to suspend cost
sharing during the PHE. The Department issued commu-
nications, including MA bulletins, notifying providers and
beneficiaries that it was covering COVID-19 vaccines,
vaccine administration, testing and COVID-19-related
treatments, including specialized equipment and thera-
pies, with no copayments. See MA Bulletin 99-20-05
entitled, ‘‘COVID-19 Testing and Related Treatment Ex-
empt from MA Copayment Requirements,’’ issued on May
1, 2020.

Section 9811 of the ARP added a new mandatory
Medicaid benefit in section 1905(a)(4)(E) of the Social
Security Act (act) (42 U.S.C.A. § 1396d(a)(4)(E)). Under
this provision, beginning March 11, 2021, State Medicaid
programs were required to cover COVID-19 vaccines and
vaccine administration. Section 9811 also required State
Medicaid programs to cover COVID-19 testing and treat-
ment, including specialized equipment and therapies (in-
cluding preventive therapies, both pharmacological and
non-pharmacological). CMS has interpreted these provi-
sions as requiring states to cover the treatment of a
condition that may seriously complicate the treatment of
COVID-19, if that treatment is otherwise covered under
the Medicaid State Plan, for individuals who are diag-
nosed with or presumed to have COVID-19 during the
period the individual has or is presumed to have COVID-
19, and for treatments and therapies for post-COVID
conditions, sometimes called ‘‘long COVID.’’ See CMS’s
State Health Official letter #21-006, ‘‘Mandatory Medicaid
and CHIP Coverage of COVID-19-Related Treatment un-
der the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021,’’ issued
October 22, 2021.

Section 9811 also amended sections 1916 and 1916A of
the act (42 U.S.C.A. §§ 1396o and 1396o-1) to specify that
states cannot impose cost sharing with respect to
COVID-19 vaccines, vaccine administration, testing or
COVID-19-related treatments that are required under
ARP and described in sections 1905(a)(4)(E) and (F) (42
U.S.C.A. §§ 1396d(a)(4)(E) and (F)).

The ARP requirements for coverage and cost-sharing
prohibitions end on the last day of the first calendar
quarter that begins 1 year after the last day of the
COVID-19 emergency period described in section
1135(g)(1)(B) of the act (42 U.S.C.A. § 1320b-5(g)(1)(B)).
As required by section 9811 of the ARP, the Department
will suspend copayments at least during the period
required by the ARP.
Fiscal Impact

The Department does not anticipate any fiscal impact
related to the ARP requirement for coverage of COVID-19
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vaccines, vaccine administration, testing or treatments
provided to MA beneficiaries without copayment because
the MA Program has already been covering these services
without copayments.

Background

Section 9817 of the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021
(ARP) (Pub.L. No. 117-2) provides a temporary 10 %
increase to the Federal medical assistance percentage for
certain Medicaid expenditures for home and community-
based services (HCBS). The funding must be used to
enhance, expand or strengthen HCBS. States submitted
to the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services Spend-
ing Plans describing how they would use the funding
available under the ARP. The Department included in its
HCBS Spending Plan a proposal to pay for a nurse being
trained by either the current or supervising nurse to
shadow the current nurse assigned to private duty nurs-
ing cases. Currently, home health agencies cannot bill for
a second nurse. By making payments for a nurse to
shadow an assigned nurse while the nurse is trained on
the care of the patient, the Department hopes to improve
retention and continuity of care.

Fiscal Impact

The addition of this procedure code has a minimal fiscal
impact on the MA-Fee-for-Service appropriation.

Determination of Need; Disabled Veterans’ Real
Estate Tax Exemption

Under 51 Pa.C.S. § 8904 (relating to duty of commis-
sion), the State Veterans’ Commission (Commission) fixes
uniform and equitable standards for the determination of
need for certain disabled veterans and their unmarried
surviving spouses to qualify for an exemption from real
estate taxes on their principal dwellings. In so doing, the
Commission was required by law to apply a rebuttable
presumption that an applicant with annual income of
$75,000 or less has a need for the exemption.

Section 8904 of 51 Pa.C.S. further provides that, begin-
ning on January 1, 2009, the Commission will adjust the
annual income level qualifying for the rebuttable pre-
sumption in an amount equal to the change in the
Consumer Price Index for the preceding 2 years. Adjust-
ments were made to the annual income level that became
effective on January 1, 2009, 2011, 2013, 2015, 2017, 2019
and 2021.

During the 2-year period from November 1, 2020, until
October 31, 2022, the Consumer Price Index (All Urban
Consumers/Seasonally Adjusted) increased by a total of
13.4%. Accordingly, beginning January 1, 2023, the Com-
mission will apply a rebuttable presumption that an
applicant for the Disabled Veterans’ Real Estate Tax
Exemption Program with an annual income of $108,046
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or less have need for the exemption. Applicants whose
annual income exceeds $108,046 may attempt to rebut
the presumption that they do not have need for the
exemption by submitting expense documentation that
they believe demonstrates their need.

In applying the $108,046 presumptive income level, the
Office of Veterans Affairs will use the following approach
when determining the effective date of the exemption:

Applications pending on December 31, 2022, which are
determined to demonstrate need based on eligibility
criteria applicable on or before that date, shall be effec-
tive based on the date of application in accordance as
provided by 43 Pa. Code § 5.25 (relating to effective date
of exemption).

Applications pending on December 31, 2022, which did
not demonstrate need when applying the prior annual
rebuttable presumption income level, but which are eli-
gible under the revised income level applicable on Janu-
ary 1, 2023, shall be effective as of January 1, 2023,
unless the presumption is rebutted.

Applications filed with county boards for the assess-
ment and revision of taxes or similar boards for the
assessment of taxes on or after January 1, 2023, shall be
effective based on the date of application as provided by
43 Pa. Code § 5.25.

Applicants who were denied certificates of need prior to
January 1, 2023, but who believe they qualify after that
date, may reapply with the effective date based on the
date of the new application as provided by 43 Pa. Code
§ 5.25.

Puppy Love tickets may
be purchased from an authorized retailer or at a Lottery
self-service terminal that sells terminal-based Lottery
game tickets.

(j) Holders of tickets upon which two matching Puppy
play symbols appear in both the ‘‘START’’ and ‘‘FINISH’’
areas within the ‘‘LOVE MATCH’’ area and a prize
symbol of $20.00 (TWENTY) appears in the ‘‘prize’’ areas
under one matching Puppy play symbol and a prize
symbol of $10.00 (TEN DOL) appears in the ‘‘prize’’ area
under the other matching Puppy play symbol, on a single
ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $30.

(k) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR

ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $2.

(x) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol of $1.00

(ONE DOL) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area under the
matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a single
ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $1.

(y) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol of FREE
(TICKET) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area under the matching
‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a single ticket, shall
be entitled to a prize of one Puppy Love Fast Play Game
Ticket.

(4) Employees of the Lottery, 9Rooftops Marketing,
LLC (formerly known as MARC USA, LLC), MUSL,
Scientific Games International, Inc., MDI Entertainment,
LLC, and their subcontractors, or a spouse, child, brother,
sister or parent residing as a member of the same
household in the principal place of residence of any such
person are not eligible to participate in the Drawing.
Offer void where prohibited or restricted.

(5) The Pennsylvania Lottery reserves the right, in its
sole discretion, to cancel or suspend the Drawing and
change these rules if the Drawing cannot be conducted as
planned due to errors in these rules or advertising,
unauthorized intervention, tampering, fraud, technical
errors, viruses, worms, bugs or any other cause beyond
the control of the Lottery that, in the Lottery’s sole
judgment, could corrupt or impair the administration,
security, fairness, integrity or proper conduct of the
Drawing.

(6) All entries shall be subject to verification by the
Lottery.

(7) The Pennsylvania Lottery reserves the right, in its
sole discretion, to disqualify an entrant found to be
tampering with the operation of the Drawing or to be
acting in violation of these rules or applicable law.

(8) The Drawing is governed by the laws of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania. Applicable laws and regula-
tions apply.

(b) The holder of a Fast Play lottery game ticket has
the sole responsibility for checking the accuracy and
condition of the data printed on the game ticket.

(c) The Commonwealth shall not be responsible for a
lost or stolen Fast Play lottery game ticket, or for a Fast
Play ticket redeemed by a player in error.

11. Ticket validation and requirements:

(a) Valid Fast Play lottery game tickets. To be a valid
Fast Play lottery game ticket, the presented game ticket
must meet the following requirements:

(1) The game ticket’s bar code shall be present in its
entirety.

(2) The game ticket must be intact.

(3) The game ticket may not be mutilated, altered,
reconstituted or tampered with.

(4) The game ticket may not be counterfeit or a
duplicate of a winning ticket.

(5) The game ticket must have been validly issued.

(6) The game ticket data shall have been recorded on
the Lottery Central Computer System and the game
ticket data shall match the computer record in every
respect.
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(7) The game ticket must not be defectively printed or
printed or produced in error such that it cannot be
processed or validated by the Lottery.

(8) The game ticket must pass other confidential secu-
rity checks of the Lottery.

(b) Invalid or defective game tickets. A game ticket not
passing the validation requirements in subsection (a) will
be considered invalid and no payment will be made on
account of any play recorded thereon. The determination
of the Secretary in this regard is final.

12. Procedures for claiming and payment of prizes:

(a) A prize may be claimed through an authorized
retailer or the Lottery, as provided in this section. A prize
must be claimed within 1 year of the sale date of the Fast
Play lottery game ticket.

(b) An authorized retailer is authorized to pay prizes of
$2,500 or less. The holder of a game ticket evidencing a
winning play representing a prize of $2,500 or less may
be paid by a participating authorized retailer if a proper
validation pay ticket was issued by the retailer’s Lottery
Terminal.

(c) The holder of a game ticket evidencing a winning
play representing a prize in excess of $2,500 may present
the game ticket to an authorized retailer, Lottery District
Office, or Lottery Headquarters.

(d) The holder of a game ticket evidencing a winning
play shall present the ticket, in person, to an authorized
retailer, Lottery Headquarters or a Lottery District Office.
The retailer or the Lottery will issue payment if:

(1) The game ticket is scanned, and the play is vali-
dated through the Lottery Terminal or the Lottery Cen-
tral Computer System;

(2) A claim form is properly and fully completed;

(3) The identification of the claimant is confirmed; and

(4) The winning ticket has not expired, pursuant to
this section or section 14 (relating to unclaimed prizes).

(e) The Commonwealth shall not be responsible for a
winning play paid in error by an authorized retailer.

(f) In the event a prize described in these rules is not
available, the Lottery may either provide a substitute
prize, determined by the Secretary to have an equivalent
value to the prize won, or make a cash payment to the
winner, in an amount determined by the Secretary to
have an equivalent value to the prize won.

13. Funding for prizes: Moneys will be drawn from the
State Lottery Fund, to the extent necessary, to fund the
payment of prizes under this section. If this lottery game
is terminated for any cause, prize moneys remaining
undistributed will remain in the State Lottery Fund and
used for purposes otherwise provided for by law.

14. Unclaimed prizes: Unclaimed prize money on win-
ning Fast Play lottery game tickets will be retained by
the Secretary for payment to the persons entitled thereto
for 1 year from the sale date of the Fast Play lottery
game ticket. If no claim is made within 1 year from the
sale date of the Fast Play lottery game ticket, the right of
a ticket holder to claim the prize represented by that
ticket, if any, shall expire.

15. Purchase and prize restrictions: A Fast Play lottery
game ticket may not be purchased by, and a prize may
not be paid, to an officer or employee of the Lottery,
Lottery professional services contractors or subcontrac-
tors, or to a spouse, child, brother, sister or parent

residing in the same household of an officer, employee,
contractor or subcontractor who is involved in the produc-
tion, distribution or operation of systems for the valida-
tion or accounting of Fast Play games.

16. Governing law:
(a) By purchasing a ticket, the purchaser agrees to

comply with and abide by the State Lottery Law (72 P.S.
§§ 3761-101—3761-314), this notice, instructions, condi-
tions and final decisions of the Secretary, and procedures
established by the Secretary for the conduct of the Fast
Play Puppy Love lottery game.

(b) Decisions made by the Secretary, including the
declaration of prizes and the payment thereof, in inter-
pretation of this notice are final and binding on players
and persons making a claim in respect thereof.

17. Retailer compensation:
(a) Authorized retailers may be entitled to compensa-

tion as determined by the Lottery.
(b) No authorized retailer or employee of an authorized

retailer shall request, demand, or accept gratuities or any
compensation other than as provided in subsection (a) in
exchange for the performance of duties authorized pursu-
ant to the Lottery retailer’s license without the Lottery’s
prior written authorization.

18. Retailer Incentive Programs: The Lottery may con-
duct a separate Retailer Incentive Program for retailers
who sell Pennsylvania Fast Play Puppy Love lottery game
tickets.

19. Retailer bonus: The Lottery may offer a retailer
bonus in connection with the sale of Pennsylvania Fast
Play lottery game tickets. If a retailer bonus is offered, a
Lottery retailer shall be eligible for a bonus as described
in this section. Lottery retailers who sell a winning ticket
that entitles the ticket holder to a prize, either payable in
a single installment or having a guaranteed minimum
payout, of at least $100,000 and not exceeding $500,000
shall be paid a bonus of $500. Lottery retailers who sell a
winning ticket that entitles the ticket holder to a prize,
either payable in a single installment or having a guaran-
teed minimum payout, of at least $500,001 and not
exceeding $1,000,000 shall be paid a bonus of $5,000.
Lottery retailers who sell a winning ticket that entitles
the ticket holder to a prize, either payable in a single
installment or having a guaranteed minimum payout, of
at least $1,000,001 and not exceeding $10,000,000 shall
be paid a bonus of $10,000. A Lottery retailer is entitled
only to the largest bonus for which they qualify on a
winning ticket. A bonus will be initiated for payment after
the Fast Play game ticket is claimed and validated. A
bonus will not be awarded to a Lottery retailer that sells
a non-winning Pennsylvania Lottery Fast Play game
ticket used to enter a Pennsylvania Lottery second-chance
drawing or promotion that is subsequently selected to win
a prize.

20. Termination of the game: The Secretary may an-
nounce a termination date, after which no further tickets
from this game may be sold. The announcement will be
disseminated through media used to advertise or promote
Puppy Love or through normal communications methods.

21. Applicability: This notice applies only to the Puppy
Love lottery game announced in this notice.

2. Definitions:

(a) Authorized retailer or retailer: A person who is
properly licensed by the Lottery pursuant to 61 Pa. Code
§§ 805.1—805.17.

(b) Bar code: The symbology on the ticket containing
certain encrypted validation and accounting data used for
identifying winning and losing tickets.

(c) GAME: A specific, pre-defined portion of the play
area, which contains four ‘‘ROW’’ areas designated as
‘‘ROW 1,’’ ‘‘ROW 2,’’ ‘‘ROW 3’’ and ‘‘ROW 4’’ that, when
played according to the instructions, determines whether
a player wins a prize. Each ‘‘ROW’’ is played separately.

(d) Game Ticket: A bearer instrument produced
through a Lottery Terminal that is the player’s record of
a play for a Fast Play lottery game and sold by an
authorized retailer containing the play and validation
data as published in this game notice.

(e) Lottery Central Computer System: The computer
gaming system on which all Fast Play plays are recorded.

(f) Lottery Terminal: A device authorized by the Lot-
tery to function in an interactive mode with the Lottery
Central Computer System for the purpose of issuing
plays, executing Quick Pick selections, and entering,
receiving, and processing lottery transactions, including
making purchases, validating plays, transmitting reports
and performing inventory functions.

(g) Play: A chance to participate in a particular Fast
Play lottery game.

(h) Play Area: The area on a ticket, which contains one
or more play symbols.

(i) Play Symbol: A number, letter, symbol, image or
other character found in the play area, which is used to
determine whether a player wins a prize.

(j) Prize: A non-monetary item, money or experience
that can be won as specified in section 6 (relating to
prizes available to be won and determination of prize
winners) of this game notice.

(k) ROW: A specific, pre-defined portion of the play
area, which contains four play symbols and a ‘‘Prize’’
symbol in a horizontal line that, when played according to
the instructions, determines whether a player wins a
prize. Each ‘‘ROW’’ is played separately.

(l) WINNING SYMBOLS: The numbers, letters, sym-
bols or other characters found in the play area that, when
matched against the play symbols in any ‘‘ROW,’’ deter-
mines whether a player wins a prize.

Lottery game tickets. Tickets purchased from an autho-
rized retailer shall be printed on-demand at the time of
purchase and may not be preprinted by the retailer.

(b) Red Hot 10X� is played by matching three like play
symbols in the same ‘‘ROW’’ to any of the ‘‘WINNING

separately.

(c) Red Hot 10X� is also played by finding a 100
symbol in either ‘‘GAME’’ area.

The play symbols and their captions, located
in each ‘‘ROW,’’ are: Pepper symbol, Heart symbol, Rose
symbol, Hot Sauce symbol, Flag symbol, Lips symbol,
Flame symbol, Alarm symbol, Lock and Key symbol,
Flaming Heart symbol, Heart Bubble symbol, Broken
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Heart symbol, Balloon symbol, Apple symbol, Strawberry
symbol, Thermometer symbol, XO symbol, 10X� symbol
and a 100 symbol.

(c) Prize Symbols: The prize symbols and their cap-
tions, located in the ‘‘ROW’’ areas, are: $10.00 (TEN DOL),
$15.00 (FIFTEEN), $20.00 (TWENTY), $30.00 (THIRTY),
$50.00 (FIFTY), $100 (ONE HUN), $500 (FIV HUN),
$1,000 (ONE THO), $5,000 (FIV THO) and $150,000
(ONEFTYTHO).

(d) Prizes: The prizes that can be won in this game,
are: $10, $15, $20, $30, $50, $100, $500, $1,000, $5,000
and $150,000. Red Hot 10X� contains a feature that can
multiply certain prizes. For a complete list of prizes, and
how those prizes can be won, see section 7 (relating to
number and description of prizes and approximate
chances of winning). A player can win up to ten times on
a ticket.

(e) Approximate number of tickets available for the
game: Approximately 600,000 tickets will be available for
sale for the Red Hot 10X� lottery game.

(q) Holders of tickets upon which three matching play
symbols appear in the same ‘‘ROW’’ and a prize symbol of
$20.00 (TWENTY) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area to the right
of the matching play symbols, on a single ticket, shall be
entitled to a prize of $20.

(r) Holders of tickets upon which three matching play
symbols appear in the same ‘‘ROW’’ and a prize symbol of
$15.00 (FIFTEEN) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area to the right
of the matching play symbols, on a single ticket, shall be
entitled to a prize of $15.

(s) Holders of tickets upon which three matching play
symbols appear in the same ‘‘ROW’’ and a prize symbol of
$10.00 (TEN DOL) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area to the right
of the matching play symbols, on a single ticket, shall be
entitled to a prize of $10.

Fast Play lottery game ticket, the presented game ticket
must meet the following requirements:

(1) The game ticket’s bar code shall be present in its
entirety.

(2) The game ticket must be intact.
(3) The game ticket may not be mutilated, altered,

reconstituted or tampered with.
(4) The game ticket may not be counterfeit or a

duplicate of a winning ticket.
(5) The game ticket must have been validly issued.
(6) The game ticket data shall have been recorded on

the Lottery Central Computer System and the game
ticket data shall match the computer record in every
respect.

(7) The game ticket must not be defectively printed or
printed or produced in error such that it cannot be
processed or validated by the Lottery.

(8) The game ticket must pass other confidential secu-
rity checks of the Lottery.

(b) Invalid or defective game tickets. A game ticket not
passing the validation requirements in subsection (a) will
be considered invalid and no payment will be made on
account of any play recorded thereon. The determination
of the Secretary in this regard is final.

10. Procedures for claiming and payment of prizes:
(a) A prize may be claimed through an authorized

retailer or the Lottery, as provided in this section. A prize
must be claimed within 1 year of the sale date of the Fast
Play lottery game ticket.

(b) An authorized retailer is authorized to pay prizes of
$2,500 or less. The holder of a game ticket evidencing a
winning play representing a prize of $2,500 or less may
be paid by a participating authorized retailer if a proper
validation pay ticket was issued by the retailer’s Lottery
Terminal.

(c) The holder of a game ticket evidencing a winning
play representing a prize in excess of $2,500 may present
the game ticket to an authorized retailer, Lottery District
Office, or Lottery Headquarters.

(d) The holder of a game ticket evidencing a winning
play shall present the ticket, in person, to an authorized
retailer, Lottery Headquarters or a Lottery District Office.
The retailer or the Lottery will issue payment if:

(1) The game ticket is scanned and the play is vali-
dated through the Lottery Terminal or the Lottery Cen-
tral Computer System;

(2) A claim form is properly and fully completed;

(3) The identification of the claimant is confirmed; and

(4) The winning ticket has not expired, pursuant to
this section or section 12 (relating to unclaimed prizes).

(e) The Commonwealth shall not be responsible for a
winning play paid in error by an authorized retailer.

(f) In the event a prize described in these rules is not
available, the Lottery may either provide a substitute
prize, determined by the Secretary to have an equivalent
value to the prize won, or make a cash payment to the
winner, in an amount determined by the Secretary to
have an equivalent value to the prize won.

11. Funding for prizes: Moneys will be drawn from the
State Lottery Fund, to the extent necessary, to fund the
payment of prizes under this section. If this lottery game
is terminated for any cause, prize moneys remaining
undistributed will remain in the State Lottery Fund and
used for purposes otherwise provided for by law.

12. Unclaimed prizes: Unclaimed prize money on win-
ning Fast Play lottery game tickets will be retained by
the Secretary for payment to the persons entitled thereto
for 1 year from the sale date of the Fast Play lottery
game ticket. If no claim is made within 1 year from the
sale date of the Fast Play lottery game ticket, the right of
a ticket holder to claim the prize represented by that
ticket, if any, shall expire.

13. Purchase and prize restrictions: A Fast Play lottery
game ticket may not be purchased by, and a prize may
not be paid, to an officer or employee of the Lottery,
Lottery professional services contractors or subcontrac-

tors, or to a spouse, child, brother, sister or parent
residing in the same household of an officer, employee,
contractor or subcontractor who is involved in the produc-
tion, distribution or operation of systems for the valida-
tion or accounting of Fast Play games.

14. Governing law:

(a) By purchasing a ticket, the purchaser agrees to
comply with and abide by the State Lottery Law (72 P.S.
§§ 3761-101—3761-314), this notice, instructions, condi-
tions and final decisions of the Secretary and procedures
established by the Secretary for the conduct of the Fast
Play Red Hot 10X� lottery game.

(b) Decisions made by the Secretary, including the
declaration of prizes and the payment thereof, in inter-
pretation of this notice are final and binding on players
and persons making a claim in respect thereof.

15. Retailer compensation:

(a) Authorized retailers may be entitled to compensa-
tion as determined by the Lottery.

(b) No authorized retailer or employee of an authorized
retailer shall request, demand, or accept gratuities or any
compensation other than as provided in subsection (a) in
exchange for the performance of duties authorized pursu-
ant to the Lottery retailer’s license without the Lottery’s
prior written authorization.

16. Retailer Incentive Programs: The Lottery may con-
duct a separate Retailer Incentive Program for retailers
who sell Pennsylvania Fast Play Red Hot 10X� lottery
game tickets.

17. Retailer bonus: The Lottery may offer a retailer
bonus in connection with the sale of Pennsylvania Fast
Play lottery game tickets. If a retailer bonus is offered, a
Lottery retailer shall be eligible for a bonus as described
in this section. Lottery retailers who sell a winning ticket
that entitles the ticket holder to a prize, either payable in
a single installment or having a guaranteed minimum
payout, of at least $100,000 and not exceeding $500,000
shall be paid a bonus of $500. Lottery retailers who sell a
winning ticket that entitles the ticket holder to a prize,
either payable in a single installment or having a guaran-
teed minimum payout, of at least $500,001 and not
exceeding $1,000,000 shall be paid a bonus of $5,000.
Lottery retailers who sell a winning ticket that entitles
the ticket holder to a prize, either payable in a single
installment or having a guaranteed minimum payout, of
at least $1,000,001 and not exceeding $10,000,000 shall
be paid a bonus of $10,000. A Lottery retailer is entitled
only to the largest bonus for which they qualify on a
winning ticket. A bonus will be initiated for payment after
the Fast Play game ticket is claimed and validated. A
bonus will not be awarded to a Lottery retailer that sells
a non-winning Pennsylvania Lottery Fast Play game
ticket used to enter a Pennsylvania Lottery second-chance
drawing or promotion that is subsequently selected to win
a prize.

18. Termination of the game: The Secretary may an-
nounce a termination date, after which no further tickets
from this game may be sold. The announcement will be
disseminated through media used to advertise or promote
Red Hot 10X� or through normal communications meth-
ods.

19. Applicability: This notice applies only to the Red
Hot 10X� lottery game announced in this notice.

NUMBERS’’ play symbol, the player doubles the prize
won and wins that amount.

(e) LOCK & KEY: The area on a Stuck on You ticket
containing two play symbols that, when played according
to the instructions, determines whether the player wins a
prize of $14. ‘‘LOCK & KEY’’ is played separately.

(i) Play Area: The area on a ticket which contains one
or more play symbols.

(j) Play Symbol: A number, letter, symbol, image or
other character found in the play area which is used to
determine whether a player wins a prize.

(k) Prize: A non-monetary item, money, or experience
that can be won as specified in section 7 (relating to
prizes available to be won and determination of prize
winners) of this game notice.
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(l) WINNING NUMBERS: The numbers, letters, sym-
bols or other characters found in the play area that, when
matched against the play symbols in the ‘‘YOUR NUM-
BERS’’ area, determine whether a player wins a prize.

(m) Winning ticket: A game ticket which has been
validated and qualifies for a prize.

(n) YOUR NUMBERS: The numbers, letters, symbols
or other characters found in the play area that, when
matched against the play symbols in the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ area, determine whether a player wins a
prize.

3. Price: The price of a Stuck on You ticket is $5.

4. Description of Stuck on You Fast Play lottery game:

(a) Stuck on You lottery game is an instant win game
printed from a Lottery Terminal. All prizes are predeter-
mined, and the player does not have the ability to select
their own play symbols. Stuck on You tickets may be
purchased from an authorized retailer or at a Lottery
self-service terminal that sells terminal-based Lottery
game tickets. Tickets purchased from an authorized re-
tailer shall be printed on-demand at the time of purchase
and may not be preprinted by the retailer.

(b) Stuck on You is played by matching any of the play
symbols located in the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ area to any of
the play symbols located in the ‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’
area. A player matching play symbols in this manner will
win the prize shown under the matching ‘‘YOUR NUM-
BERS’’ play symbol.

(c) Stuck on You tickets also contain a ‘‘LOCK & KEY’’
area. Whenever a Lock symbol and a Key symbol both
appear next to the ‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ area, the
player wins a prize of $14.

(d) Players can win the prizes identified in section 7
(relating to prizes available to be won and determination
of prize winners).

(e) Stuck on You tickets cannot be canceled or voided
once printed by the Lottery Terminal, even if printed in
error.

(f) To purchase a ticket at an authorized retailer, a
player must remit the purchase price to the retailer and
verbally request a Stuck on You ticket. The ticket shall be
the only valid proof of the bet placed and the only valid
receipt for claiming a prize.

(g) To purchase a ticket at a Pennsylvania Lottery
self-service terminal, the player must insert into the
self-service terminal a dollar amount equal to the total
purchase price of a Stuck On You ticket and select the
Stuck On You option on the Lottery self-service terminal.
The ticket shall be the only valid proof of the bet placed
and the only valid receipt for claiming a prize.

5. Stuck on You ticket characteristics:

(a) Stuck on You tickets shall contain a play area, the
cost of the play, the date of sale and a bar code.

(b) Play Symbols: Stuck on You tickets will contain a
‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ area and a ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’
area. The play symbols and their captions, located in the
‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ area and the ‘‘YOUR NUM-

(TWYTWO), 23 (TWYTHR), 24 (TWYFOR), 25 (TWYFIV),
26 (TWYSIX), 27 (TWYSVN), 28 (TWYEGT), 29

(TWYNIN) and 30 (THIRT). The play symbols and their
captions, located in the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ area and
printed on a ‘‘HEART’’ symbol, are: 1 (ONE), 2 (TWO), 3
(THREE), 4 (FOUR), 5 (FIVE), 6 (SIX), 7 (SEVEN), 8
(EIGHT), 9 (NINE), 10 (TEN), 11 (ELEVN), 12 (TWLV),
13 (THRTN), 14 (FORTN), 15 (FIFTN), 16 (SIXTN), 17
(SVNTN), 18 (EGHTN), 19 (NINTN), 20 (TWENT), 21
(TWYONE), 22 (TWYTWO), 23 (TWYTHR), 24
(TWYFOR), 25 (TWYFIV), 26 (TWYSIX), 27 (TWYSVN),
28 (TWYEGT), 29 (TWYNIN) and 30 (THIRT). The
‘‘LOCK & KEY’’ play symbols, located in the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ area, are: Envelope symbol, Card symbol,
Heart Eyes symbol, Heart Glasses symbol, Ring symbol,
Lock symbol and a Key symbol.

(c) Prize Symbols: The prize symbols and their cap-
tions, located in the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ area, are: $5.00

(FIV DOL), $6.00 (SIX DOL), $10.00 (TEN DOL), $14.00

(FOURTEEN), $20.00 (TWENTY), $40.00 (FORTY), $50.00

(FIFTY), $100 (ONE HUN), $200 (TWO HUN), $1,000
(ONE THO) and $40,000 (FRY THO).

(d) Prizes: The prizes that can be won in this game,
are: $5, $6, $10, $14, $20, $40, $50, $100, $200, $1,000
and $40,000. Stuck on You contains a feature that can
multiply certain prizes. For a complete list of prizes, and
how those prizes can be won, see section 8 (relating to
number and description of prizes and approximate
chances of winning). A player can win up to 13 times on a
ticket.

(e) Approximate number of tickets available for the
game: Approximately 600,000 tickets will be available for
sale for the Stuck On You lottery game.

6. Second-Chance Drawing: The Pennsylvania Lottery
will conduct a With Love Second-Chance Drawing for
which non-winning Stuck on You lottery game tickets may
be eligible as provided for in section 9.

7. Prizes available to be won and determination of prize
winners:

(a) All Stuck on You prize payments will be made as
one-time, lump-sum cash payments.

(b) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol of $40,000
(FRY THO) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area under the match-
ing ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a single ticket,
shall be entitled to a prize of $40,000.

(c) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol of $1,000
(ONE THO) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area under the
matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a single
ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $1,000.

(d) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol of $200
(TWO HUN) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area under the
matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a single
ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $200.

(e) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols, with the matching ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbol appearing within a ‘‘HEART,’’
and a prize symbol of $100 (ONE HUN) appears in the
‘‘Prize’’ area under the matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play
symbol, on a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of
$200.
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(f) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol of $100
(ONE HUN) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area under the
matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a single
ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $100.

(l) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols, with the matching ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbol appearing within a ‘‘HEART,’’

and a prize symbol of $10.00 (TEN DOL) appears in the
‘‘Prize’’ area under the matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play
symbol, on a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of
$20.

(m) Holders of tickets upon which a Lock symbol and a
Key symbol both appear next to the ‘‘WINNING NUM-
BERS’’ area, on a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize
of $14.

(n) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol of $14.00

(FOURTEEN) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area under the
matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a single
ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $14.

(o) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol of $10.00

(TEN DOL) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area under the match-
ing ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a single ticket,
shall be entitled to a prize of $10.

(p) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols, with the matching ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbol appearing within a ‘‘HEART,’’
and a prize symbol of $5.00 (FIV DOL) appears in the
‘‘Prize’’ area under the matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play
symbol, on a single ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of
$10.

(q) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol of $6.00

(SIX DOL) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area under the match-
ing ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a single ticket,
shall be entitled to a prize of $6.

(r) Holders of tickets upon which any of the ‘‘YOUR
NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol of $5.00

(FIV DOL) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area under the match-
ing ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a single ticket,
shall be entitled to a prize of $5.

(a) Qualifying Tickets: Non-winning PA-5183 Stuck On
You ($5), PA-5184 We Go Together Like ($2) and PA-5185
Puppy Love ($1) Fast Play lottery game tickets (‘‘Qualify-
ing Tickets’’) are eligible for entry in the Drawing.

(b) Participation and entry:

(4) The number of entries an entrant will receive for
the Drawing is determined by the purchase price of the
Qualifying Ticket entered. The respective purchase price
and corresponding number of entries for the Qualifying
Ticket is as follows: PA-5183 Stuck On You ($5) = five
entries, PA-5184 We Go Together Like ($2) = two entries
and PA-5185 Puppy Love ($1) = one entry.

(5) Players may review prizes won and their entries for
the Drawing via the Drawing’s promotional web site.

(d) Prizes available to be won, determination of winners
and odds of winning:

(1) The prize entitlements described below are subject
to all restrictions and limitations described in section 9(e)
or mentioned anywhere else in these rules.

(2) The Lottery will conduct one Drawing from among
all the entries received during the entry period as
described in section 9(c)(2).

(i) The first and the second entries selected in the
Drawing will be winning entries and the entrants who
submitted those winning entries shall each be entitled to
a prize of $14,000, less required income tax withholding.

(ii) The third through the twelfth entries selected in
the Drawing will be winning entries and the entrants
who submitted those winning entries shall each be en-
titled to a prize of $4,000.

(iii) The thirteenth through the twenty-second entries
selected in the Drawing will be winning entries and the
entrants who submitted those winning entries shall each
be entitled to a prize of $1,400.

(iv) The twenty-third through the forty-fourth entries
selected in the Drawing will be winning entries and the
entrants who submitted those winning entries shall each
be entitled to a prize of $400.

(v) The forty-fifth through the ninety-fourth entries
selected in the Drawing will be winning entries and the
entrants who submitted those winning entries shall each
be entitled to a prize of $100 iLottery Bonus Money.

(3) All prizes will be paid as lump-sum cash payments
or uploaded to a winning player’s lottery account.

(1) To be eligible to participate in the Drawing, en-
trants must have complied with the requirements of these
rules.

(2) The Lottery is not responsible for late, lost or
misdirected entries not entered into the Drawing. The
Lottery is not responsible for entries that are not entered
into the Drawing because of incompatible internet brows-
ers, mobile Lottery application failure or other technical
issues. If an entry is selected as a winner and rejected or
otherwise disqualified during or following the Drawing,
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the Lottery will select another entry to replace the
rejected or otherwise disqualified entry in accordance
with these rules and Lottery procedure.

(3) If any discrepancy exists between these rules and
any material describing the Drawing, these rules shall
govern.

(4) Employees of the Lottery, 9Rooftops Marketing,
LLC (formerly known as MARC USA, LLC), MUSL,
Scientific Games International, Inc., MDI Entertainment,
LLC, and their subcontractors, or a spouse, child, brother,
sister or parent residing as a member of the same
household in the principal place of residence of any such
person are not eligible to participate in the Drawing.
Offer void where prohibited or restricted.

(5) The Pennsylvania Lottery reserves the right, in its
sole discretion, to cancel or suspend the Drawing and
change these rules if the Drawing cannot be conducted as
planned due to errors in these rules or advertising,
unauthorized intervention, tampering, fraud, technical
errors, viruses, worms, bugs or any other cause beyond
the control of the Lottery that, in the Lottery’s sole
judgment, could corrupt or impair the administration,
security, fairness, integrity or proper conduct of the
Drawing.

(6) All entries shall be subject to verification by the
Lottery.

(7) The Pennsylvania Lottery reserves the right, in its
sole discretion, to disqualify an entrant found to be
tampering with the operation of the Drawing or to be
acting in violation of these rules or applicable law.

(8) The Drawing is governed by the laws of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania. Applicable laws and regula-
tions apply.

(9) Prizes must be claimed within 1 year of the draw-
ing date of the Drawing in which the prize was won. If no
claim is made within 1 year of the drawing date of the
Drawing in which the prize was won, the right of an
entrant to claim the prize won, if any, will expire and the
prize money will be paid into the State Lottery Fund and
used for purposes provided by statute.

(10) Final determination of winners will be made by
the Secretary, whose judgment will be final and binding.

(11) A prize awarded in the Drawing to a person who
dies before receiving the prize shall be paid according to
61 Pa. Code § 811.16 (relating to prizes payable after
death of a prize winner).

(12) A winner is responsible for all taxes arising from
or in connection with any prize won.

(13) A player may only win the prize for which the
player is first selected in the Drawing. Subsequent en-
tries, from the same individual, selected in the Drawing
will be disqualified and a replacement entry will be
selected.

(14) Winners of iLottery Bonus Money must abide by
the iLottery Terms & Conditions, the iLottery Bonus
Policy and these rules. iLottery Bonus Money will expire
90 days from the date on which the winner was notified,
via email, of the prize win, as further detailed in section

from the player’s Lottery account.

(15) Prizes are not transferrable.

(16) Other restrictions may apply.

10. Ticket responsibility:

(a) A Fast Play lottery game ticket is a bearer docu-
ment deemed to be owned by the person holding the game
ticket, except that if a name is contained on the back of
the game ticket, the person named will, for all purposes,
be considered the owner of the game ticket.

(b) The holder of a Fast Play lottery game ticket has
the sole responsibility for checking the accuracy and
condition of the data printed on the game ticket.

(c) The Commonwealth shall not be responsible for a
lost or stolen Fast Play lottery game ticket, or for a Fast
Play ticket redeemed by a player in error.

11. Ticket validation and requirements:

(a) Valid Fast Play lottery game tickets. To be a valid
Fast Play lottery game ticket, the presented game ticket
must meet the following requirements:

(1) The game ticket’s bar code shall be present in its
entirety.

(2) The game ticket must be intact.

(3) The game ticket may not be mutilated, altered,
reconstituted or tampered with.

(4) The game ticket may not be counterfeit or a
duplicate of a winning ticket.

(5) The game ticket must have been validly issued.

(6) The game ticket data shall have been recorded on
the Lottery Central Computer System and the game
ticket data shall match the computer record in every
respect.

(7) The game ticket must not be defectively printed or
printed or produced in error such that it cannot be
processed or validated by the Lottery.

(8) The game ticket must pass other confidential secu-
rity checks of the Lottery.

(b) Invalid or defective game tickets. A game ticket not
passing the validation requirements in subsection (a) will
be considered invalid and no payment will be made on
account of any play recorded thereon. The determination
of the Secretary in this regard is final.

12. Procedures for claiming and payment of prizes:

(a) A prize may be claimed through an authorized
retailer or the Lottery, as provided in this section. A prize
must be claimed within 1 year of the sale date of the Fast
Play lottery game ticket.

(b) An authorized retailer is authorized to pay prizes of
$2,500 or less. The holder of a game ticket evidencing a
winning play representing a prize of $2,500 or less may
be paid by a participating authorized retailer if a proper
validation pay ticket was issued by the retailer’s Lottery
Terminal.

(c) The holder of a game ticket evidencing a winning
play representing a prize in excess of $2,500 may present
the game ticket to an authorized retailer, Lottery District
Office, or Lottery Headquarters.

(d) The holder of a game ticket evidencing a winning
play shall present the ticket, in person, to an authorized
retailer, Lottery Headquarters or a Lottery District Office.
The retailer or the Lottery will issue payment if:
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(1) The game ticket is scanned, and the play is vali-
dated through the Lottery Terminal or the Lottery Cen-
tral Computer System;

(2) A claim form is properly and fully completed;

(3) The identification of the claimant is confirmed; and

(4) The winning ticket has not expired, pursuant to
this section or section 14 (relating to unclaimed prizes).

(e) The Commonwealth shall not be responsible for a
winning play paid in error by an authorized retailer.

(f) In the event a prize described in these rules is not
available, the Lottery may either provide a substitute
prize, determined by the Secretary to have an equivalent
value to the prize won, or make a cash payment to the
winner, in an amount determined by the Secretary to
have an equivalent value to the prize won.

13. Funding for prizes: Moneys will be drawn from the
State Lottery Fund, to the extent necessary, to fund the
payment of prizes under this section. If this lottery game
is terminated for any cause, prize moneys remaining
undistributed will remain in the State Lottery Fund and
used for purposes otherwise provided for by law.

14. Unclaimed prizes: Unclaimed prize money on win-
ning Fast Play lottery game tickets will be retained by
the Secretary for payment to the persons entitled thereto
for 1 year from the sale date of the Fast Play lottery
game ticket. If no claim is made within 1 year from the
sale date of the Fast Play lottery game ticket, the right of
a ticket holder to claim the prize represented by that
ticket, if any, shall expire.

15. Purchase and prize restrictions: A Fast Play lottery
game ticket may not be purchased by, and a prize may
not be paid, to an officer or employee of the Lottery,
Lottery professional services contractors or subcontrac-
tors, or to a spouse, child, brother, sister or parent
residing in the same household of an officer, employee,
contractor or subcontractor who is involved in the produc-
tion, distribution or operation of systems for the valida-
tion or accounting of Fast Play games.

16. Governing law:

(a) By purchasing a ticket, the purchaser agrees to
comply with and abide by the State Lottery Law (72 P.S.
§§ 3761-101—3761-314), this notice, instructions, condi-
tions and final decisions of the Secretary and procedures
established by the Secretary for the conduct of the Fast
Play Stuck On You lottery game.

(b) Decisions made by the Secretary, including the
declaration of prizes and the payment thereof, in inter-
pretation of this notice are final and binding on players
and persons making a claim in respect thereof.

17. Retailer compensation:

(a) Authorized retailers may be entitled to compensa-
tion as determined by the Lottery.

(b) No authorized retailer or employee of an authorized
retailer shall request, demand, or accept gratuities or any
compensation other than as provided in subsection (a) in
exchange for the performance of duties authorized pursu-
ant to the Lottery retailer’s license without the Lottery’s
prior written authorization.

18. Retailer Incentive Programs: The Lottery may con-
duct a separate Retailer Incentive Program for retailers
who sell Pennsylvania Fast Play Stuck On You lottery
game tickets.

19. Retailer bonus: The Lottery may offer a retailer
bonus in connection with the sale of Pennsylvania Fast
Play lottery game tickets. If a retailer bonus is offered, a
Lottery retailer shall be eligible for a bonus as described
in this section. Lottery retailers who sell a winning ticket
that entitles the ticket holder to a prize, either payable in
a single installment or having a guaranteed minimum
payout, of at least $100,000 and not exceeding $500,000
shall be paid a bonus of $500. Lottery retailers who sell a
winning ticket that entitles the ticket holder to a prize,
either payable in a single installment or having a guaran-
teed minimum payout, of at least $500,001 and not
exceeding $1,000,000 shall be paid a bonus of $5,000.
Lottery retailers who sell a winning ticket that entitles
the ticket holder to a prize, either payable in a single
installment or having a guaranteed minimum payout, of
at least $1,000,001 and not exceeding $10,000,000 shall
be paid a bonus of $10,000. A Lottery retailer is entitled
only to the largest bonus for which they qualify on a
winning ticket. A bonus will be initiated for payment after
the Fast Play game ticket is claimed and validated. A
bonus will not be awarded to a Lottery retailer that sells
a non-winning Pennsylvania Lottery Fast Play game
ticket used to enter a Pennsylvania Lottery second-chance
drawing or promotion that is subsequently selected to win
a prize.

20. Termination of the game: The Secretary may an-
nounce a termination date, after which no further tickets
from this game may be sold. The announcement will be
disseminated through media used to advertise or promote
Stuck On You or through normal communications meth-
ods.

21. Applicability: This notice applies only to the Stuck
On You lottery game announced in this notice.

Under the State Lottery Law (72 P.S. §§ 3761-101—
3761-314) and 61 Pa. Code § 803.11 (relating to powers
and duties of the Secretary of Revenue), the Secretary of
Revenue hereby provides public notice of the rules for the
following lottery game:

1. Name: The name of the lottery game is Pennsylva-
nia We Go Together Like (hereinafter ‘‘We Go Together
Like’’). The game number is PA-5184.

2. Definitions:

(a) Authorized retailer or retailer: A person who is
properly licensed by the Lottery pursuant to 61 Pa. Code
§§ 805.1—805.17.

(b) Bar code: The symbology on the ticket containing
certain encrypted validation and accounting data used for
identifying winning and losing tickets.

(c) Game Ticket: A bearer instrument produced
through a Lottery Terminal that is the player’s record of
a play for a Fast Play lottery game and sold by an
authorized retailer containing the play and validation
data as published in this game notice.
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(d) Lottery Central Computer System: The computer
gaming system on which all Fast Play plays are recorded.

(e) Lottery Terminal: A device authorized by the Lot-
tery to function in an interactive mode with the Lottery
Central Computer System for the purpose of issuing
plays, executing Quick Pick selections, and entering,
receiving, and processing lottery transactions, including
making purchases, validating plays, transmitting reports
and performing inventory functions.

(f) Play: A chance to participate in a particular Fast
Play lottery game.

(g) Play Area: The area on a ticket, which contains one
or more play symbols.

(h) Play Symbol: A number, letter, symbol, image or
other character found in the play area, which is used to
determine whether a player wins a prize.

(i) Prize: A non-monetary item, money or experience
that can be won as specified in section 7 (relating to
prizes available to be won and determination of prize
winners) of this game notice.

(j) ROW: A specific, pre-defined portion of the play
area, which contains one ‘‘YOUR SYMBOL’’ play symbol,
three ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a ‘‘Prize’’
symbol beneath each ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol in
a vertical line that, when played according to the instruc-
tions, determines whether a player wins a prize. Each
‘‘ROW’’ is played separately.

(k) WINNING NUMBERS: The numbers, letters, sym-
bols or other characters found in the play area that, when
matched against the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols in
each ‘‘ROW’’, determine whether a player wins a prize.

(l) WINNING SYMBOL: The number, letter, symbol or
other character found at the top of a We Go Together Like
lottery game ticket that, when matched according to the
instructions, determines whether a player wins a prize.

(m) Winning ticket: A game ticket which has been
validated and qualifies for a prize.

(n) YOUR SYMBOL: The numbers, letters, symbols or
other characters found in each of the ‘‘ROW’’ areas that,
when matched against the play symbol in the ‘‘WINNING
SYMBOL’’ area, determine whether a player wins a prize.

(o) YOUR NUMBERS: The numbers, letters, symbols
or other characters found in the play area that, when
matched against the play symbols in the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ area, determine whether a player wins a
prize.

3. Price: The price of a We Go Together Like ticket is
$2.

4. Description of the We Go Together Like Fast Play
lottery game:

(a) The We Go Together Like lottery game is an instant
win game printed from a Lottery Terminal. All prizes are
predetermined, and the player does not have the ability
to select their own play symbols. We Go Together Like
tickets may be purchased from an authorized retailer or
at a Lottery self-service terminal that sells terminal-
based Lottery game tickets. Tickets purchased from an
authorized retailer shall be printed on-demand at the
time of purchase and may not be preprinted by the
retailer.

(b) We Go Together Like is played by matching any of
the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbols located in the three
‘‘ROW’’ areas to any of the play symbols located in the
‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ area. A player matching play

symbols in this manner will win the prize shown in the
‘‘Prize’’ area under the matching ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play
symbol. A bet slip is not used to play this game.

(c) We Go Together Like is also played by matching any
of the ‘‘YOUR SYMBOL’’ play symbols located in the three
‘‘ROW’’ areas to the play symbol located in the ‘‘WIN-
NING SYMBOL’’ area. A player matching play symbols in
this manner will win the total of all three prizes shown in
the ‘‘Prize’’ areas under each of the ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’
play symbols for that matching ‘‘ROW.’’ Each ‘‘ROW’’ is
played separately.

(d) Players can win the prizes identified in section 7
(relating to prizes available to be won and determination
of prize winners).

(e) A We Go Together Like game ticket cannot be
canceled or voided once printed by the Lottery Terminal,
even if printed in error.

(f) To purchase a ticket at an authorized retailer, a
player must remit the purchase price to the retailer and
verbally request a We Go Together Like game ticket. The
ticket shall be the only valid proof of the bet placed and
the only valid receipt for claiming a prize.

(g) To purchase a ticket at a Pennsylvania Lottery
self-service terminal, the player must insert into the
self-service terminal a dollar amount equal to the total
purchase price of a We Go Together Like game ticket and
select the We Go Together Like option on the Lottery
self-service terminal. The ticket shall be the only valid
proof of the bet placed and the only valid receipt for
claiming a prize.

5. We Go Together Like ticket characteristics:

(a) A We Go Together Like ticket shall contain a play
area, the cost of the play, the date of sale and a bar code.

(b) Play Symbols: Each We Go Together Like ticket
play area will contain a ‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ area, a
‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ area and three ‘‘ROWS’’ designated
as ‘‘ROW 1,’’ ‘‘ROW 2’’ and ‘‘ROW 3.’’ Each ‘‘ROW’’ is
played separately. The play symbols and their captions,
located in the ‘‘WINNING NUMBERS’’ area, are: 1
(ONE), 2 (TWO), 3 (THREE), 4 (FOUR), 5 (FIVE), 6

(ELEVN), 12 (TWLV), 13 (THRTN), 14 (FORTN), 15
(FIFTN), 16 (SIXTN), 17 (SVNTN), 18 (EGHTN), 19
(NINTN), 20 (TWENT), 21 (TWYONE), 22 (TWYTWO),
23 (TWYTHR), 24 (TWYFOR) and 25 (TWYFIV). The play
symbols and their captions, located in the each of the
three ‘‘ROW’’ areas, are: 1 (ONE), 2 (TWO), 3 (THREE), 4
(FOUR), 5 (FIVE), 6 (SIX), 7 (SEVEN), 8 (EIGHT), 9
(NINE), 10 (TEN), 11 (ELEVN), 12 (TWLV), 13 (THRTN),
14 (FORTN), 15 (FIFTN), 16 (SIXTN), 17 (SVNTN), 18
(EGHTN), 19 (NINTN), 20 (TWENT), 21 (TWYONE), 22
(TWYTWO), 23 (TWYTHR), 24 (TWYFOR), 25 (TWYFIV),
Coffee and Donut symbol, Fries and Ketchup symbol,
Pancakes and Maple Syrup symbol, Cookie and Milk
symbol, Toast and Avocado symbol and a Popcorn and
Butter symbol. The play symbols located in the ‘‘WIN-
NING SYMBOL’’ area, are: Coffee and Donut symbol,
Fries and Ketchup symbol, Pancakes and Maple Syrup
symbol, Cookie and Milk symbol, Toast and Avocado
symbol and a Popcorn and Butter symbol.

(c) Prize Symbols: The prize symbols and their cap-
tions, located in each ‘‘ROW,’’ are: $2.00 (TWO DOL), $4.00

(FOR DOL), $5.00 (FIV DOL), $10.00 (TEN DOL), $15.00

(FIFTEEN), $20.00 (TWENTY), $40.00 (FORTY), $50.00

(FIFTY), $100 (ONE HUN), $400 (FOR HUN) and
$14,000 (FRTNTHO).
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(d) Prizes: The prizes that can be won in this game,
are: $2, $4, $5, $10, $15, $20, $40, $50, $100, $400 and
$14,000. For a complete list of prizes, and how those
prizes can be won, see section 8 (relating to number and
description of prizes and approximate chances of win-
ning).

NUMBERS’’ play symbols match any of the ‘‘WINNING
NUMBERS’’ play symbols and a prize symbol of $20.00

(TWENTY) appears in the ‘‘Prize’’ area under the match-
ing ‘‘YOUR NUMBERS’’ play symbol, on a single ticket,
shall be entitled to a prize of $20.

(s) Holders of tickets upon which any ‘‘YOUR SYM-
BOL’’ play symbol in any ‘‘ROW’’ matches the ‘‘WINNING
SYMBOL’’ play symbol and two prize symbols of $5.00

(FIV DOL) and a prize symbol of $10.00 (TEN DOL)
appear in the ‘‘Prize’’ areas in that ‘‘ROW,’’ on a single
ticket, shall be entitled to a prize of $20.

11. Ticket validation and requirements:
(a) Valid Fast Play lottery game tickets. To be a valid

Fast Play lottery game ticket, the presented game ticket
must meet the following requirements:

(1) The game ticket’s bar code shall be present in its
entirety.

(2) The game ticket must be intact.
(3) The game ticket may not be mutilated, altered,

reconstituted or tampered with.
(4) The game ticket may not be counterfeit or a

duplicate of a winning ticket.
(5) The game ticket must have been validly issued.
(6) The game ticket data shall have been recorded on

the Lottery Central Computer System and the game
ticket data shall match the computer record in every
respect.

(7) The game ticket must not be defectively printed or
printed or produced in error such that it cannot be
processed or validated by the Lottery.

(8) The game ticket must pass other confidential secu-
rity checks of the Lottery.

(b) Invalid or defective game tickets. A game ticket not
passing the validation requirements in subsection (a) will
be considered invalid and no payment will be made on
account of any play recorded thereon. The determination
of the Secretary in this regard is final.

12. Procedures for claiming and payment of prizes:
(a) A prize may be claimed through an authorized

retailer or the Lottery, as provided in this section. A prize
must be claimed within 1 year of the sale date of the Fast
Play lottery game ticket.

(b) An authorized retailer is authorized to pay prizes of
$2,500 or less. The holder of a game ticket evidencing a
winning play representing a prize of $2,500 or less may
be paid by a participating authorized retailer if a proper
validation pay ticket was issued by the retailer’s Lottery
Terminal.

(c) The holder of a game ticket evidencing a winning
play representing a prize in excess of $2,500 may present
the game ticket to an authorized retailer, Lottery District
Office, or Lottery Headquarters.

(d) The holder of a game ticket evidencing a winning
play shall present the ticket, in person, to an authorized
retailer, Lottery Headquarters or a Lottery District Office.
The retailer or the Lottery will issue payment if:

(1) The game ticket is scanned and the play is vali-
dated through the Lottery Terminal or the Lottery Cen-
tral Computer System;

(2) A claim form is properly and fully completed;

(3) The identification of the claimant is confirmed; and

(4) The winning ticket has not expired, pursuant to
this section or section 14 (relating to unclaimed prizes).

(e) The Commonwealth shall not be responsible for a
winning play paid in error by an authorized retailer.

(f) In the event a prize described in these rules is not
available, the Lottery may either provide a substitute
prize, determined by the Secretary to have an equivalent
value to the prize won, or make a cash payment to the
winner, in an amount determined by the Secretary to
have an equivalent value to the prize won.

13. Funding for prizes: Moneys will be drawn from the
State Lottery Fund, to the extent necessary, to fund the
payment of prizes under this section. If this lottery game
is terminated for any cause, prize moneys remaining
undistributed will remain in the State Lottery Fund and
used for purposes otherwise provided for by law.

14. Unclaimed prizes: Unclaimed prize money on win-
ning Fast Play lottery game tickets will be retained by
the Secretary for payment to the persons entitled thereto
for 1 year from the sale date of the Fast Play lottery
game ticket. If no claim is made within 1 year from the
sale date of the Fast Play lottery game ticket, the right of
a ticket holder to claim the prize represented by that
ticket, if any, shall expire.

15. Purchase and prize restrictions: A Fast Play lottery
game ticket may not be purchased by, and a prize may
not be paid, to an officer or employee of the Lottery,
Lottery professional services contractors or subcontrac-
tors, or to a spouse, child, brother, sister or parent
residing in the same household of an officer, employee,
contractor or subcontractor who is involved in the produc-
tion, distribution or operation of systems for the valida-
tion or accounting of Fast Play games.

16. Governing law:

(a) By purchasing a ticket, the purchaser agrees to
comply with and abide by the State Lottery Law (72 P.S.
§§ 3761-101—3761-314), this notice, instructions, condi-
tions and final decisions of the Secretary and procedures
established by the Secretary for the conduct of the Fast
Play We Go Together Like lottery game.

(b) Decisions made by the Secretary, including the
declaration of prizes and the payment thereof, in inter-
pretation of this notice are final and binding on players
and persons making a claim in respect thereof.

17. Retailer compensation:

(a) Authorized retailers may be entitled to compensa-
tion as determined by the Lottery.

(b) No authorized retailer or employee of an authorized
retailer shall request, demand, or accept gratuities or any
compensation other than as provided in subsection (a) in
exchange for the performance of duties authorized pursu-
ant to the Lottery retailer’s license without the Lottery’s
prior written authorization.

18. Retailer Incentive Programs: The Lottery may con-
duct a separate Retailer Incentive Program for retailers
who sell Pennsylvania Fast Play We Go Together Like
lottery game tickets.

19. Retailer bonus: The Lottery may offer a retailer
bonus in connection with the sale of Pennsylvania Fast
Play lottery game tickets. If a retailer bonus is offered, a
Lottery retailer shall be eligible for a bonus as described
in this section. Lottery retailers who sell a winning ticket
that entitles the ticket holder to a prize, either payable in
a single installment or having a guaranteed minimum
payout, of at least $100,000 and not exceeding $500,000
shall be paid a bonus of $500. Lottery retailers who sell a
winning ticket that entitles the ticket holder to a prize,
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either payable in a single installment or having a guaran-
teed minimum payout, of at least $500,001 and not
exceeding $1,000,000 shall be paid a bonus of $5,000.
Lottery retailers who sell a winning ticket that entitles
the ticket holder to a prize, either payable in a single
installment or having a guaranteed minimum payout, of
at least $1,000,001 and not exceeding $10,000,000 shall
be paid a bonus of $10,000. A Lottery retailer is entitled
only to the largest bonus for which they qualify on a
winning ticket. A bonus will be initiated for payment after
the Fast Play game ticket is claimed and validated. A
bonus will not be awarded to a Lottery retailer that sells
a non-winning Pennsylvania Lottery Fast Play game
ticket used to enter a Pennsylvania Lottery second-chance
drawing or promotion that is subsequently selected to win
a prize.

20. Termination of the game: The Secretary may an-
nounce a termination date, after which no further tickets
from this game may be sold. The announcement will be
disseminated through media used to advertise or promote
We Go Together Like or through normal communications
methods.

21. Applicability: This notice applies only to the We Go
Together Like lottery game announced in this notice.

DEFINITIONS

The Gaming Act defines ‘‘executive-level public em-
ployee’’ and ‘‘public official’’ as follows:

‘‘Executive-level public employee.’’ The term shall
include the following:

(1) Deputy Secretaries of the Commonwealth and the
Governor’s Office executive staff.

(2) An employee of the executive branch whose duties
substantially involve licensing or enforcement under this
part, who has discretionary power which may affect or
influence the outcome of a Commonwealth agency’s action
or decision or who is involved in the development of
regulations or policies relating to a licensed entity. The
term shall include an employee with law enforcement
authority.

(3) An employee of a county or municipality with
discretionary powers which may affect or influence the
outcome of the county’s or municipality’s action or deci-
sion related to this part or who is involved in the
development of law, regulation or policy relating to
matters regulated under this part. The term shall include
an employee with law enforcement authority.

(4) An employee of a department, agency, board, com-
mission, authority or other governmental body not in-
cluded in paragraph (1), (2), or (3) with discretionary
power which may affect or influence the outcome of the
governmental body’s action or decision related to this part
or who is involved in the development of regulation or
policy relating to matters regulated under this part. The
term shall include an employee with law enforcement
authority.

‘‘Law enforcement authority.’’ The power to conduct
investigations of or to make arrests for criminal offenses.
