Was 1912 a bumper year for the use of
U. S . Pe rfins? In checking through his U.S.
Perfin covers recently, the editor noticed
that 1912 yeardates kept popping up. With
curiosity aroused, he made a survey of his
covers for the first 10 years of legitimate
Perfins usage, counting only covers with
clearly struck yeardates , with the following
results :

The above, of course, represents a tabu­
lation of only one collector's covers. How­
ever, it is interesting to n ote that the
number of 1912 covers, at 116, is n ea r l y
four times greater than the number for 1915,
which has the next highest figure at 31 .

How about a report from other U. S . Pe r ­
fin cover collectors for this 10 - year per iod?
Perhaps the over -all result would show some
inte resting trends in Pe rf ins usage.

One of the pleasures of Perfin collecting ,
albeit an infrequent one, is to discover t he
n ame of the f irm wh ich used a Perfin pat tern
whose user previously was un i den t i f i e d . Such
discovery usual ly comes, of course , f r om
finding a cover bearing both the Perfin and
the user 's corne r card.

The Pa n ama-Pacific I n t e r nat ional Ex p o ­
sit ion Company wa s fo r med t o manage the
affair s of the Panama-Pac i fic Internat iona l
Expo sition, held i n San Franci s c o from Feb ­
ruary 20 to Dec ember 4, 1915 . The propos e d
e xp os ition t o ce l e bra t e the opening o f the
Panama Canal had b e e n t he object of a
spirit e d pub l icity battle be t we en San Fran ­
c isco, New Or l e ans a n d San Di ego , e ach
seeking to b e the host c i t y . The battle
had phi lat e l ic i mpa c t in t ha t co lorfu l
labe ls , postcards a nd illus tra t e d c ove r s
we re us e d fo r the pub l ic i t y .

Af t e r Sa n Fr a nc i s c o won ou t as the s i t e ,
the theme of the exposit i on was expanded
to i n c l u de celebration of her rebuilding
followi ng the ear t hqu ake and fi re of 190 6 .

Th e expos i tion com pa ny, anticipa ting the
u se of large q u ant i t i e s of p ostage stamp s ,
obtai n e d a device with wh i ch t o a pply a Per ­
fi n consisting of the c ompany 's i n i tials.
This PPI/ECO Perfin ( P-188) is sho'<TI above .
Th e Pan ama -Pa c ific expos ition t hus b e c ame
t he on ly U.S . e xposition t o have i ts own
Perfin .

PPI/ECO Perfin cove rs mailed as ord i n a r y
letters f rom the exposition po s t a l s ta t i on
u s ually bear t he Model Post Of f ice mac h i n e
cancellation ( I n t e r n a tion a l machine ) . How­
ever, the finest - and scarcest - Pe r f i n
c overs from the exposition are registered
c overs bearing t he corner card of the De ­
partment of Co ins and Me da l s . Th e s e us ua l l y
bear the exposi tion station duplex h an ds tamp
and /or its ova l parcel post t ype h an ds tamp
t y ing the s tamps , wi t h the doub le - circle
registry hands tamp st r u ck in red on the
back.

The PPI /ECO Pe r f i n could perhaps be l ooked
up on as a forerunner o f the souvenir Pe r f i n s
occasionally used i n connection with mode r n
stamp exhibitions . Howev e r , the expos ition
company probably did not look up on it as a
s o uvenir Perfin , bu t as a security device i n
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connec t i on with t he l arge qu antities of
of stamps kept on hand fo r ma i l i n g out coins ,
medal s and gene r al correspondence.

VAN VLEET -MANSFIELD DRUG COMPANY

Perf ins have been used by a numb e r of
wholesale drug f irms around the country .

LI ECHTENSTEI N PERFIN FOUND

It is d i f f i c u l t to add t o the list of
count r ies which are known to have had Per­
fins o n t hei r stamps, but I am fortunate t o
be a b le t o a nnou nc e my s econd s uch discov­
ery .

My fi r st such discovery was the l I e
Rouad , t he French mandated territory in the
eastern Mediterranean .

Now I can announce a Perfin for Liech­
tenstein .

The pattern is B&C/E (see drawing be low )
and it is found on the Sh Prince Johann I I
s t amp of 1912 (Sco t t #1). The stamp i s
postmarked in the town of Schaan .

The pattern corresponds to #B53 o f Switz­
erland as listed on page 6 of the c a t a l og
of Perf ins of Switzerland published by the
Pe rfins Club in 197 2 .

The Swiss pattern is i den t ified as being
used by Brothe r s Benziger & Company of Ein­
sied e l, Swi t ze r l a nd . It would be interes t ­
ing t o know if the firm had a b ranch in
Liechtenstein and how it is po s sible that
Liechtens te i n s t amps were Pe r f inned in
Swi tzer land . Bear in mind t ha t pr ior to
Wor ld War I (and shortly afterward) Liech­
t e ns t ein's posta l affairs were handled by
Austria a nd no t, a s today , by Swi t zerland .

Neve r t he l e s s , we have a n ew Pe rfin c oun­
try. Pe r ha ps s ome Bul l etin readers c a n
help answer s ome of the questions which
arise.

NEW CZECHOSLOVAK IAN TYPE

CANADA C14 (Cll) by Jack Brandt
Have you ever noticed mi s s i ng and mis ­

placed pins i n the CIL Pe r f in (Cl 4) ? I had
noticed t hese, b u t had no t thought too muc h
of i t unti l a comment from a fr iend prompted
me to l o o k c loser . Us i ng pairs , and large
stamps, I found that I c o u l d " p l a t e " the per­
forator . It had t en heads , and one could
say there are nine subtypes . There are only
two heads wi th no missing or misplaced pins.
These a re the fourth and fifth f rom the
left . Pins s hown circled on the illustra­
tion below became missing after a pe r i o d of
u se. Quite possible other minor c hanges
a re s hown b y examp l es not in my collection .

I h a ve a l ways t hough t the C14 type wa s
der ived by r e mo v a l of s ome pins f rom the
C13 type , and i t would appear that the job
wa s not done t o o we ll . This is only a per ­
s onal g ue s s .

Now , the questio n is , d oes t he s pe cia l ­
is t c o l l e c t a l l n ine s ubtype s o r not?

I n the January Bu lletin , Jack Brandt a s ked
about patterns tha t come from more than one
town and precance l e d. Few are as common as
t he NEMO t ha t he c i t es, but it h a p pe ns f r e ­
quen t l y .

Known fr om three t owns are pa t t e rn s A22 1 . 1 ,
A271 , B120 , C242 , C40 2 , IS , P55 . 1 , W72.1, W85
and , o f course , W199 .20 . Montana brings us
M12 from Butte, Dillon , Helena and Mi s sou l a .
None is common .

Also from f our town s i s a nother , Western
Uni o n , W199 .2 6, with Hob o ken , J ersey City,
Brooklyn and New York City .

GE ls G72 .1 is credited to five t owns :
Pi t t s f i e l d , Mass. , Kans a s City, Mo . , Sc h e n e c­
tady , N.Y ., Shelby, N. C . , and Philadelphia .

Mou n t a i n States T&T c ome s f r om De nv er and
Trinidad , Co lo ., and Blackfoot, Boise, Cald­
we l l and I d a ho Fa l l s , N.D . Only Denver is
reasonably common in t hi s group .

The king of the moun t a i n i s the Charles
Williams Stores, pattern C376 . This c ompany
undoubtedly p r oce s s e d large mailings in
Brooklyn and then trucked them to local post
offices for actual de liver y . They got muc h
faster service on catalogs , etc ., this way .
Brooklyn is a vailab l e. I h a v e six o f the
eight l isted values. However , Mon tgome r y ,
Al a . , Macon , Ga., Des Moi nes, Ia . , Bangor,
Me. , Ind ianapol i s , Ind . , Na tchez , Mis s ., Sal t
Lake City , Utah, Pittsburgh , Pa . , and Bu r­
lington, Vt . , a l l will take s ome c has ing. I
still need three o f the t owns . So CW/S
hit at least t e n towns , all well before 1920,
setting a record t ha t stil l s t a nd s .

On November 2nd , 1920, the Pos t Of fice
approved the Perfin "CMS" upon t h e reque s t
of t h e Consolidated Mining and Smel t i ng
Company of Canada Limited , Trai l, B.C . The
perfor a tor , a Cummins Mod e l 52 (Seria l Num­
ber 2619 ), saw r e gu l ar and continuous use

Usually when stamp collectors talk about
rambling they are referring to themselves ,
myself included. For a turnaround, let' s
take a look at the Perfin perforators that
have done the rambling . It may seem strange
that machines ramble, but when it becomes
a matter of life or death , a move is c e r ­
tainly p referable .

In the case of the Gr e a t Northern Railway
Perfin (C7) , it was the stamps that took a
long t r ip and the perforato r that took a
short, albeit fatal, trip. The Great Northern
Perfi n is o ne of eight U. S . railway Perfins
fo u nd in Canadian stamps (o n l y one was given
Post Off i c e approval - p r e s uma b l y the Great
Northern never requested approval) . The p e r ­
forator was located in the Head Office in
St . Paul, Minn . The closest major city in
Canada is Winnipeg, Man ., 450 miles north ,
where the stamps were purchased and sent to
St. Paul for perforating .

The Great Nor thern had only one terminus
in Canada, at New Westminster , B .C. To e xtend
the Railway 's postal security system to its
only Canadian terminus, a ll of the Canadian
stamps were forwarded close to 2 ,000 miles
westward to supply the New We s tm i n s t e r office.
This will explain why observant c ol l e c t o r s
h a v e noticed so many s t a mp s wi th Winn ipeg tag ­
ging .

Sometime in 1963 or 1 964 the perforator was
sent out for, quo te, "a major repa i r wh ich in­
c l ud e d upgrading of the perforat ing dies , "
unquote. This upgrading spelled the doom of
a Perfin that had started during the Admi ra l
issu e . When the perforator wa s retu r n e d ,
t h e die was c hang e d complete ly , and s u bse ­
q uen tly wa s ca l l e d "GI6. " Th e o ld per ­
forato r , under the guise o f G1 6 , wa s u sed
un til March 3rd , 1970. On t ha t date the
Great No r t h e rn Railway c e a s e d to e x i s t. It

during the years. Then in the l a t e 1 940 's
the perforator met the fate of many of the
perforators - replacement by a postage meter .
So the company s e n t the perforator 175 miles
to its mine in Kimberley , B .C . Th e perfora ­
tor continued in use there up to 19 56 , when
another postage meter caught up to it . For
t h e perforator , it wa s a trip back to Trail .
But i t l e f t its mark, for the stock of per­
forated stamps was large and cont i nued in u se
past 1959 . One estimate i s that t h e supply
was no t exhausted until 1 9 65.

Th e perfora t or , back in Trail , was demo ted
f o r a period to canc e l l i n g meal ticke ts used
a t the company c a f e t er i a . Wha t a drop down
the ladder - fr om a r es p o n s i ble pos i t i o n in
postal s e c u r i ty t o jus t punching me a l tickets .
Ab o u t 1957 the perforator wa s dona t ed to the
Rossland Mining Museum located jus t outside
of Trail .

A note to col l e ctors : stamps i s s ued during
o r before 19 56 tha t had been perfo r ated were
us e d by the c ompany after thi s date. Most
canc e ls wi ll be Ki mb e rl e y, B. C. Th e "CMS"
Pe r f i n i s known i n post- 19 5 6 stamps a nd these
mus t have b e en done on r equest , as t he machine
was of f i cia l l y re ti red .

Al t hough the Canadian National Railways
received Post Office approval to perforate
their i n i t i a l s in postage stamps March 13th ,
1928 , fo r some reason C1 9 doe sn't corne onto
the s cene until after 19 32 . The perfor ­
ator ' s us e s eems to have been regular , bu t
defin i tely not e xces s ive . In 1956 the p e r ­
forator was pushed a s ide in the Toron t o
office b y the postage mete r .

Sometime in 19 5 7 the per f ora t or was sent
to Winn ipeg . The perfora tor was back in
the business of perfor a t i ng stamps, bu t now
in competi t i o n wi th C2 1a, wh i c h h ad s een
c o ntinuous u se in Win n i peg s inc e 1928 .
Bo t h perfo r a t ors we r e to p e rforate a good
c ros s - s e c t ion of the l a t e 1950's commemor­
atives.

Then came a c orporate regio na l reo r gani ­
zati o n . The p e rfora tor was moved to Edmonton ,
a lon g with the r e gional tr e asury depar t ­
men t , in Augu s t 1961 . Since t hen the
ma c h i n e has c ont i n u ed to produ c e nice clean
Perfins . It may de l i gh t some collecto r s
to know tha t the Cana d i a n National Railways
have no plans t o di s c o n t inue the p r a c t i c e
o f perforating their postage stamps .

It is inte r es t i ng that the Cl9 p e r f o r a ­
t i ng machine is not one of t he common Cum­
min s perforators. It was ma d e by the Per­
forator Company , Chicago , Illinois . The
mod e l is 6K and the serial n umber is 6kl9 .
Th i s is the o n l y confirmed non -Cummins per­
f o r a ti n g machi ne k nown to be used in Canada
to date. I cannot guess why this mod e l was
pu r c h a s e d when the Canadian National had
success with i ts Cummins Model 53 's (b o t h
C21a and C20a are Model 53's ) .
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Background on U. S. Perlin Users-- - - - - - - - - -

FLORIDA EAST COAST RAILWAY

This article includes both the b a ckgrou nd
of a U. S . Perfin us e r and our Pe rf in Cove r
of the Month .

The Fl o r i d a Ea s t Coast Ra ilway wa s o rga n­
ized in 1886 by Henry Morrison F lagler. By
189 6 the r ai l r o a d extended from Jacksonv i l le
t o Miami , then said to have be en j us t a
s ma ll Indian t r a d ing pos t c onsist i n g of two
d we l l i ng s , a s t orehouse and the s ma ll s t one
Fo r t Dallas .

I n 1904 , Flagler made a decision to bring
the Ov e r s e a s Ra i l roa d ( t h e Key West Exten­
sion ) in t o being . Because of the s eemingl y
i mpos s ible task involved , it became known
as "Flag ler ls Fo l ly . "

The story of the Overseas Railroad is
told in a small book, " Th e Railroad That
Died At Sea," by Pat Parks , p u b l i s h e d by
the Stephen Greene Press.

From 1 91 2 to 1935 t h e e xtension s e r v e d
the F lorida Keys f rom Miami to Key West
through Homestead , Key Largo , Islamorada,
Long Key Fishing Camp, Ma rathon , Big Pine
Key , and Key Wes t. Th e big hurricane that
h i t the Ke ys i n 1935 caused t h e dea th of
t he r ailroad . Be c a u s e of the damage done
t o the r o a d bed , t h e cos t o f rebu i l ding wou l d
have b een proh ibitive .

Afte r the closin g of the rai lro a d, ma i l
went by boat t o t he Ke y s . Ev e n t u a l l y High­
way No . '1 was bui lt over t he o ld r o a d b e d
and mai l t here a f ter h a s gon e by mot o r v e h i ­
c le .

And
since t he Perfin appear s to be des igned
f or the large Austrian stamps which a p­
peared for the f i r st t ime in 19 08, we have
t he time l i mit i n whi c h t o look fo r thi s
beautifu l des i gn.

It is supposed that the design d oes not
belong t o a shipping company (t he r e were
no ne in landlo cked Czechoslovakia a~ that
time). It probably was a trademark . Any
help from readers in identifying the user
wi ll be appreciated .

s t a mp wi th a Perfin . The s t amp me a s ures
from pe r fo r at i o n to p e r foration 22rnm x 14rnm.
The Pe r f i n OS mea s u r e s 13mm x 9rnm . Perfo r ­
a t i ng s uch a s mall s tamp had to be done v e r y
caref ully , yet o n n e a r l y every copy I have
s e e n , the Perf i n i s c omp l e t e .

Th e nex t item i s a pa i r of II-ce n t U. S .,
Sc o t t # 569 , the fi rs t o f t h i s type of vari ­
ety t h a t I have seen. The pa t te rn , C9 3 ,
used by Clark , Ch i lds and Co . of New York,
has b e en per f ora t ed i nto one s t amp, but not
int o t h e adj oining s tamp o n the s h e e t. I t
would s e em that the p e r son perfora ting t h e
s h e e t mi s - f e d it in to the ma c h ine a nd t h e
l a s t r ow o f s tamps was n o t perfo r a ted .

Th e fina l var ie ty s h own i s a n o t h e r oddity .
Ev i d e n t l y t he pe r fo r a t ing ma c h i n e h e a d wa s
no t wide enough f o r t h e stamp (in th i s case ,
a s pecial de livery , U. S . , Sc o tt #E1 2 ) . So,
t o acc ommodate the s h e e t, the las t stamp was
fo lded ov e r . The result is a mi rro r i mage
of t h e Joh n s - Ma nv i l l e p a tter n , J 9 6 . 3 , on
the s ame stamp. Where t he s tamp was folded
t o a c hie ve t h is is s t i ll v i s i b l e in t h is
c opy .

Th ese few e x amp l e s o f t he v a r i e t i e s t h at
can be found in Pe r f i n s we re a c q u i r ed as
the r esul t o f being observ ant in go ing
t hro ugh accumu lations of Pe r fi n s . Nothing
s h own her e is r a re , o r of any g rea t r e­
s e arch va lue , but t hey all a r e most i n ter ­
esting and , wh e n display e d i n an exhibit o f
Pe r fi ns, add much t o the l ore o f Pe r f ins
p h ilately .

I n conclusion , I would like to i nvi te
y o u to g o b a ck and take a no t h e r l o o k at
you r c o l l e ctio ns and accumulations and see
h ow many of these odds ' n e nd s you h a ve .

The i s sue period of t hese
stamps was 19 0 5-1919 , quite s ome t i me be ­
f ore the s ymbol ism of t he t wo patterns wo u l d
have the meaning that we a l l know s o well
tod a y .

In Gr e a t Britain it was t h e c u sto m t o
remit s ma l l a mounts i n postage stamps ,
thereby s a v i n g costs when paying sma ll bi lls
through the po s t . In fact , several Vi c t o r i a n
and Edwardian advertisements would carry a
l ine something like this : ,. s end six unused
l d . starnps for o u r latest l ist ."

These unused po s t age stamps c ould then
be cashed at a Po s t Of f i c e . Prov i ded they
were not Perf i n ne d . So it c ould f ollow
that if a f i rm r eceiv ed Per f inned stamps
a s payme n t they c ould Pe r f i n t he m with t h e ir
own die if the y had one . This would then
show ownership of the stamps , which c ould
t hen be put ba ck i nto stock f or t he i r own
pos t a g e purposes .

The continuing increase in prices for

good Perfins is reflected i n the results of
Perf i ns Club Auction No. 24, reported in this
issue . The 490 lots of rated U. S . Perf i ns
- mos t ly from the Bart l eson c o l lec t i on ­
br ought high prices, probably t he highes t
i n his tory, although the e di t or did not have
time to check prior statistics in wr it ing
t his repor t .

The one D-rated lot brought 30 cents .
The 33 C- rated l ots brought fr om 55 cents
t o $6 .50 each , wi t h an average of $2.63 .

The 377 B-rated l ots brought f rom 10
cents (some member got a real barga i n ) to
$~. 00 , with an aver age realization of $3 .42.

The 79 A- rated l ots, probab ly the largest
as semb lage of s uch rare Perfins e ver o f f e r e d
at auct ion, brought from $3 .55 t o $11 .55,
with an average of $7 .3 1 .

The total realizat ion f rom Auction No .
24 was over $2,000 .000, and t he Bartleson
c o l l ection has now ne t ted t he Club t r e as ury
s ever a l thousand dollars. The co lle c t i on
was left t o the Cl ub by the lat e Al Bart l eson ,
who di ed in August 1977.

Bar t l eson was a long -t ime and dedi c a t e d
membe r o f the Perfins Cl ub . He was al s o
a "b i r d watche r" and a membe r o f t he Au dubon
Soci ety. He was f ond of t aking l ong s t ro l ls
along Ve ro Beach early i n the mor ni ng in
search of items brought up by the waves
dur ing t he night . He had a r oomful of
mar ine oddit ies, i nc l uding s he l l s and fishing
net floats from for e i gn c ountries.

U. S. Cata log Chairman J oe Balough re ­
ports t hat t he new illustra ted catalog
of U. S. Pe r f i ns i s c ornin g along v e ry
wel l. As of May 20, he h? d 350 pag es
a t the print er ' 5 • wi t h another 100 pages
to be submit te d by t he Eol.L owfng Friday .

Balough s ta t es that the first s e c t ion
is 500 page s l ong, bu t that the remain ­
ing sections wil l be much smaller .

Although t he vas t major i ty of t he members
of the Per fins Cl ub col lec t United States
Pe r fins in some fas h ion , interes t in the
Perfi ns of othe r c ountries remains high .

Unfortunate ly , ou r knowledge of t h e Pe r ­
fins o f most of the 217 other c oun t ries
known to have us ed t hem remain s slim . The r e
are cata logs of some countr i es ava ilable ,
t here are worksheets o f o t he r s , but stil l
o the rs remain vo i ds in our knowledge.

Here i s a rundown on the curr ent state of
f o r eign Perf ins l it e r a t ure as r e f l e c ted i n
the Perf i ns Club Library and as r e searched
by Secretary / Librarian Floyd Walker .

GREAT BRITAIN i s r eas onabl y well cataloged
and the monumental (13, 000 patter ns) wor k
by McKee and Til les is the standard . Al ­
t hough ther e are fl aws in the catalog ( t he
printin g i s bad), the s e r iou s col lector o f
Br i t ish Perfins c an hardly be wi thout it.
It i s available from Dr . Har vey Ti lles, Box
5466, High Point, NC 27262. Write fo r the
price.

BRITISH COLONI ES AND FORMER COLONIES
haven 't been the s ub j ec t o f really seriou s
s c r ut i ny and the c overage o f them i sn It , with
few e x c ept ions, beyond t he workshee t s tage.

BARBADOS , BECHUANALAND PROTECTORATE, BRI ­
TISH GUIANA, and BRITISH SOUTH AFRICA COMPANY
are all in worksheet form, as are BURMA, CAPE
OF GOOD HOPE , CEYLON, GIBRALTAR , and GOLD
COAST . HONG KONG has been cataloge d by Dr .
Ti l l es and c op ie s of that s l im work are av ­
ailable f rom h i m a t the a ddress g iven above .

Tille s a lso has cover ed EGYPT , PALFSTINR
SUDAN, LE BANON, PERS IA , and TURKEYin his vo l ­
ume on Middle East Per f i ns .

I NDIAis in wor ks he e t fo rm bu t still needs
s e r ious attent ion. HYDERABAD i s also in wor k ­
shee t form , along wi th J AMAICA , LEEWARD I SL­
ANDS , MALTA, MAURITIUS, NATAL , and NIGERIA.

I RELAND has had s ome serious attention from
time to time but work is s t i l l needed bef ore
an illustrated catal og i s ready . Richard L.
Mewhi nn ey i s inv olved but needs assistance .

MALAYA and the STRAITS SETTLEMENTS have
had work s he e t coverag e and wi th some final
work shou l d be ready t o go into "standard
catalog" status .

PAKISTAN, PAPUA, RHODESIA , RHODESIA &
NYASALAND, SIERRA LEONE , SOUTHERN RHODESIA,
SUDAN , TRANSVAAL , THE UN ION OF SOUTH AFRICA,
and ZANZIBAR are all in wor ks hee t form and
need attention .

AUSTRALIA ha s had attention and we are
told that we can expect a new Au s t r a l i a &
STATES catalog one da y s oon . As we under­
s t an d it. t he manuscript for the c a t a l o g is

NEW ZEALAND has been the subject of two
catalogs, one published in 1968 , the other
in 1970, but both are ou t of print and need
some research before they ar e r evi s ed . We
hope some en t erprising sou l wi ll come up
with a s t an da r d catalog on t his popular coun ­
t ry soon.

CANADA i s perhaps second only to t he Un i ­
ted St a t e s in popularity, hut r i ght n Q1;11 there
i s no standard catalog in print . A lot of
rumbling has been he ar d f rom nor t h of the
bo rde r about a revision t o Woolley' s supe rb
BNA handboo k , but we 'v e s e en nothing f i rm.
If c opyright problems can be overcome, t he
Perfins Club wi ll entertain a move to pub ­
l ish a sound up da te on Canada. All t he Exec­
utive Commi t t ee ne eds i s something firm on
which t o base p lans .

THE GERMAN AREA i s the subj ec t of i ntens e
resear ch right no w, thanks t o t he e f f orts of
John Ne e dham an d Ed Stuntzner , the ramrod s
o f the German Catalog t e am. Ev ery s e r ious
Pe rfin s philate list could take les s ons from
t hese two, who have qu i t e ly been work i ng
with collectors allover the wor l d on what
s e ems destined t o be come lithe" c ata log o f
German Perfins . Needham and Stunt zner have
kep t worksheet s cur r en t and avai lable through
the Library t o any collector who will take
t he time t o check them out and l ook them
over. If you ha ve even a few Ge rman Per ­
fin s, it would he lp if you ' d t ake a little
time t o check them aga i ns t t he work she e ts
and re por t any information yo u have t o one
of t he two catalo g chairmen .

Her e ' s wha t; s currently avai l able in the
way o f works heets in t he German area: GER­
~ANY proper, whi ch now i s in t hree vo l ume s
and ready to go into a f ourth ; BAVARI A;
DANZ IG; EASTERN SILESIA; GE RMAN SOUTHWEST
AFRI CA; GERMAN LOCALS; BRITISH AND AMERI CAN
ZONES ; KIAUTSCHOU; MEMEL ; SAAR; UPPER SIL­
ESIA; and WURTTEMBERG. The file of GERMANY
proper a lso includes OCCUPAT I ON ISSUES and
GERMAN OFFICES.

We should emphasize that Needham and
Stuntzn er are not alone in this proj ect .
Bavaria, for examp le, is the work of U. S .
Catalog ed itor J oe Balough, but a note to
either Needham or Stuntzner will put you in
t ouch with the r i ght peop le .

Around the res t of the world, t he r e are
some bright sp ots and some big vo i ds.

ALGERIA and ANGOLA are l i ke ARGENTINA . . .
in workshop f orm on ly , although the wo r k of
Wa l t e r Bose of Argentina has been published
and needs only a good t ranslator and research­
er t o come up with a good basic reference
work.

BELGIUM g ot serious attention in the late
50' s from the Van Lints, but little els e has
been done since .

BOSNIA and HERZEGOVINA has been cover ed i n
the Bulletin and ha rdly dese r ves a s ep arat e
c ata l o g . Perhaps Vojtech Maxa wil l i nclude
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this i n a wo r k he does on the smal l e r (in
terms o f Pe rf i ns) countries of Europe.

Naxa ' s two bas ic reference works, of c o u 'r se,

are on the Perf i ns of CZECHOSLOVAKIA and those
of HUNGARY. Both works are available f rom the
Perfins Club (at Box 82, Grandview, MO 64030).
The CZECHOSLOVAKIA is on an 8~ -by -ll format
and i s $3 . 50. The HUNGARY i s on a 6-by -9
format and s e lls fo r $3.00. The Czech ca t alog
was pub lished or iginally by the Per fi ns Club;
Hungary is the produc t of the Hungari an co l ­
lec t ors in Eng l and un der the guidanc e o f
Dave Ma lyon .

Maxa , inciden t ally, i s an o t her mo del Pe r ­
fins re searchers c ou l d do we ll t o i mi t at e .
His scho l arsh ip i s sound an d his pub l icat ions,
once he re leas e s t hem , can be safe ly accep­
t e d as t he bes t work t hat c an be done by any­
one on the subject.

BRAZ I L isn 't even in worksheet form. The
"standar d" remains a 3-page checklis t pr e ­
pa red by Dave Stump longer ago than e v en Dav e
will admit. Although Rudy Roy has done some
yeoman work on LATIN AMERICA, he still needs
assis tanc e to get to the po i nt of pro duc ing
a def init ive catalog of t his vast area . AR­
GENTINA, as we have mentioned earlier, is
pret t y much un der contro l . CUBA i s in work ­
shee t f orm, as i s CH I LE , COLOMBIA, MEXICO,
and COSTA RI CA. The CANAL ZONE, perhaps be ­
c au s e the tendency i s t o c ollect i s sues ra ­
ther than t ypes, remains outs i de the pa le o f
f ormal cataloging, although a numbe r o f ar ­
ticles have bee n written on t he subj e ct .

Vas t c hunks of the area , ho wev er , remain
uncharted . VENEZUELA, URUGUAY, PERU, and
BOLIVIA, t o name jus t a few , need serious
wor k an d Rudy Roy can s ur e ly use any infor ­
mation you can pr ovide h im.

BULGARIA, like t he previous ly men t ioned
BOSN IA & HERZEGOVINA i s smal l in terms of
t he number of Perf i ns and nee ds a spot i n
t ha t Europe an c ata l og Maxa mus t s ur ely be
working on. Max a oro duce d the defi n i t ive
work on Bulgaria i n' t he October 1974 Bu l le ­
tin, incidentally .

CH INA has been cataloged by Dr . Ti ll es
(write him f or the price of t he volume) but
we suspect much r emai ns t o be kn own f r om t he
i nscrutable Orient. Are there, f or example ,
any Perf ins on the stamps of the Peop les'
Republic?

CRETE is in worksheets, as are CROATIA­
SLAVONIA , CURACAO, ERITREA , EAST AFRICA ,
flUME, FUNCHAL, GREECE, LA.TVIA, and LEBANON,
t o do a bit of Rl obe - hoppi ng.

From reco r ds kep t of t he Per fins noted as
having the London precance l lat i on, I f ind
tha t some c an be i dentified a s being o f
news p ape r pub l ishing o r i g i n . Of c ourse it
does fol l ow that the same Per f i ns can b e
found with o t h e r c ancel l ations when used for
o rdi nary ma iling purp o ses .

Al so , i n the prov inces , n o sp e c i a l po st ­
ma rk was used for t hi s special s ervi ce that
can be de f i n i t ely alloted t o t his du t y .* As
ye t no example has bee n noted by me on pos ­
t al s tat i one r y which was i s s u e d f rom Oc t ober
1s t , 1870 , and whi ch ha s been Perfi nned .

This is what the news agents
were t ryi ng to avoid .

*t h i s only applies i n the conte x t of precance l l ed

In Gr e at Britain no precancels in
the styl e known fo r Be lgi um, Fr ance
or the Uni t ed Stat es, ex i s t . Ins t ead,
the precance l takes the form of a
spec i a l postmark.

Previously I have deal t with the
spec i a l p ostmark s issued t o specific
c ompan i e s , such as H. S . Kin g, WID.
Daws on or W. H. Smith ( see Bul let i n
Vol . 28 , No . 8, Sep t . 1975 , page 3) .

Bu t what o f t hose compan i e s t hat
we r e not i s s ue d with the i r own dis ­
tinc tive marki ng? We l l , i n 1870 t he
membe r s of t he Provincia l News paper
Soc i ety app r ov e d a p l an t o s en d
s t amp e d wr app ers t o t he i r local pos t
of fi ce dur i ng t he day t o be can ce lled
and r eturne d f or us e later i n the
sam e day . This , of c ourse , mean t
that the post of f i ce cou l d pos t mark
t he wrapper s dur i n g a qu i e t per iod
an d thereby r elie v e some o f t he c on ­
gest ion during t he h e c t i c po s t i n g
p e r iods . The pub l ishe rs o b t a i n ed t he a dvan ­
tage of be ing ab le t o po s t later t han t he
ge ne ral public.

To gi ve some i dea of how i mpor t ant these
a r r angeme n t s we r e - on e o f the s ight s o f
London wa s t he me l e e and c on f u s i on at t he
Newsp ap e r wi n dow o f t he Ge n e ra l Post Of f i c e .
Indeed , t o go and witne s s thi s s pec t acu l a r
event was c ons i dered a mu s t in the i tiner ­
ary o f the well - t o -do Victor i an tou r is t ,
as the c ontemp orary engraving above shows .

Ove r t he year s some chang e s we r e ma de t o
the London can c el s . e s p e cial l y i n the number
of r adial bars , which can vary from 6 to 10
bar s. Illu s t r a t e d below are a f ew of the
types you may c ome acr oss . The dates which
ap pear ed und e r LONDON have been omi t t e d in
t h e illus t rations .

Some goo d work was done by Col ­
on e l Le B'land and pub Lt s hed by Lemon de i n Pa r is,
bu t wi t ho ut a work ing knowledge of French,
i t i s diffi cult t o fo l low t he r athe r dis ­
j ointe d listings .

He do have in t he Library a Xer ox copy
o f the French Perfins in the Bartles on col ­
lection , and if s omebo dy i s interested in
mak i ng a ma j or cont r i bution t o Perfins phi l ­
atley , we s uggest tha t FRANCE i s wher e the
action could well be .

I TALY is another area that needs addi ­
tional labor, although Paul Gault has gi ven
u s a go od start wit h hi s worksheet s . Pe r ­
haps Pau l i s closer than we know t o a final
revision , but he c ould st i l l u s e he lp f r om
t hose of yo u with I t a lian Per f i ns t o r eport .

ABOUT FOREIGN PERFINS CATALOGS-- by Floyd A. Walker
Why doesn't the Per f i ns Club publish mor e

f oreign Perfins catalogs?
We'd l i ke to, but the problem is that so

f ar we 've not had the materia l t o publish .
A l ot of work is be i ng done, and t he pros ­

pe cts for future foreign Perf i n s catalogs
l ooks good, bu t putting t ogether a catalog
requi res more t han just slapping a few pic ­
tures and s ome identif ications on a page and
trotting of f t o the neighborhood print s hop .

Now that the Uni t ed States Catalog s eems
t o be under control (at this writing , I've
seen t he fi rst few pages and t hey really
do look nice ). it is t ime to turn our at ten ­
tion toward the Pe rf ins of other c ountrie s .
But in do ing s o, it i s al s o time t o make a
few observations about f oreign catalogs.

Firs t of all, let i t be understood that
the Perfins Club is interested i n pub lishi ng
f oreign ca ta l og s . -rhe Cl ub 's Executive Com­
mit tee makes the final decision on an y under ­
tak ings of this s ore, o f course , and they
must have some bas is on which t o make their
decis ion.

If you have be en work i ng on a catalog of
Perfins of a g iven co un t ry or area and you I d
like t o s ee it pub li shed , the place t o be gi n
i s with t he Foreign Cat a log Res earch Coordi ­
nator, Bob Schwerdt . You can write Bob at
9 Memor y Lane, Poughkeeps i e, NY 12603 . Bu t
when y ou writ e him, be pr epared t o of f er him
some s o l i d i nformat ion about y our work.

If yo u have done your r e s ear ch well and
yo ur work i s as c omplete as can be expec t ed,
t hen t he Club will very defini t ely en tertain
a motion t o prov i de the funds and other work
required t o get the catalog i nto pr i n t and
on t he mark e t for our members .

But there ar e some condit i on s that t he
Exe cut ive Commit tee will insis t on .

1. The ca t a l og mus t be backed by t horough
r e search . Tha t means you should have gone
through a workshe et stage o r a t l east checked
all t he kno wn collec tors of t ha t countr y.
A cata log bas ed on your personal c o l l e c t i on ,
even if it i s a big collect i on , just isn 't
adequate . And the r e i s nothing worse than
a "c ata l og" which has to be f ollowed by a
stack of A&C sheets bigger than the or i gi na l
produc t .

2 . Don ' t expect to make any mone y on
your v en t ur e . If you ' r e int o the for eign
Perfins c atalog ventur e f or anything o the r
t han persona l satis fa c t ion, t hen you 'd prob ­
ably be be tter of f t aking up another hobby.
We c an' t r emember when anybody has made
money publ i shing Per f i ns ca t alogs . The Club
hopefully will break even after it pays the
print i ng bil l and t hen buys the postag e and
packagi ng r equire d t o s hip the catalogs.
I f t her e i s money left over, i t will be used
t o pub lish othe r c a t a l ogs , of c ourse .

Don ' t f orget , incidentally, t hat while
t he c ata l og yo u ' r e worki ng on may be "des ­
perat ely neede d , " it won ' t sell like ho t ­
cakes . The mark et for Perfin s catal ogs is
def i n i t e ly limi ted (whi ch expla i n s why com­
mer c i a l pub lishe rs aren't beat i ng down our
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doors) . Even t he fi rst edition of the
I l l u s tra t ed U. S . Catalog t ook more than 10
years to sellout .
~ Thi s isn 't meant t o di scourage, bu t
ra t he r t o inject a dose o f economic r e a l i t y
into the f oreign Perfins catalog area .

Howeve r, the purpose o f the Perfins Cl ub
i s to encourage research into Perfins an d
we do stand ready t o make use of t he f und s
available t o do pr ec isely that . If you
have a catalog proj ect that needs help,
contact Bob Schwerdt . He 'l l not only enter ­
tain pr oposals t o publis h catalogs', he' ll
help you with research too . Jus t ask.

And there is some thi ng e l se t o c onsider .
The Perfins Club will gladly act as dis ­

tributor f or Perfins c a t a logs published by
private i ndi v i dua l s or ot he r philatelic
groups .

The secretary sends a list of available
material t o every new membe r and ,catalogs
are o f f er e d in t he Bulletin when they are
available. The secretar y functions a s the
distr ibution po int f or f oreign catalogs
and othe r l iterature.

If you 'd like the Club t o he lp distri ­
bute you r pr ivately pub lished catalog, con ­
tact the Se cr etary f or additional i n f orma ­
t ion. We'l l ask for a rev iew c opy for t he
Li br ary and we ' ll ask for a di s c oun t large
enough to cover the expenses of distribu­
t ion .

For e ign Perfins c atalogs are needed .
The Club will c oope r a t e in every possib l e
way to make t hem available to yo u .

Thanks t o
Jan Prins, we have anothe r examp l e of a non ­
rectangular Perfin. Figur e 1 shows an i s os ­
celes t r iangle, which is Netherlands, Scot t

be a righ t angle triangle, but measuremen t
shows the top angle is 78 degrees , with the
other two being 51 degrees .

Many a r e a cc i dental break ag e ,
but the remova l of a l e t t e r or two usua l ly
had a meaning .

3. In recent years t he Vi ctoria Gove r n ­
men t ha s be en using the VG Perfin illus t rate d
in Figur e 4 . Pr ior to t his , they us ed a
ma chi n e t hat perfor ated 12 s tamps at a time,
each of whi ch was slight ly di fferent . And,
aga i n pr i or to that machi n e, there was an
e arl ier 12-he a d machin e , again each one d i f ­
f e r en t . Rec ently I have n oted on recent Au s ­
t ra l i an s t amps a VG a s in Figur e 6, whi ch dif­
fers considerabl y f r om Figur e 4 . I f ound thi s
was as one of the pr evious mac hine. Figure 5
s hows a pair f rom that ma chi ne with the stamp
on t he right (wi th mi ss i ng hole ) a s the re ­
cent ones .

8 shows the SB/SA Perfin of the Stand ard Bank
of South Af r ica on a South Af rican stamp.
Figur e 9 f rom Great Britain and Fi gur e 10
f rom the Un i ted States a r e the f arthest
apparent reache s of this company . Figure 11
shows the typ e us ed on stamps of Ken ya, Uganda
and Tangany i ka . It i s also f ound on Zanzi ­
bar stamps . The s e two co untries al s o used
an SB Perfin, whi ch i s as the f i r s t line of
the other one , and may be a mach i ne modifi ca ­
tion . Figures 12 to 16 show Perf in types
f ound on Great Br itain r evenue s . Pe r f i n iden ­
tity is c onfirmed i n all cas es by cancel s ex ­
cept f or Figur e 12 . This one, however, ap ­
pears to have been modifi ed to make Figur e

A REVIEW: THE NEW UNITED STATES PERFINS CATALOG
by Secretary Floyd Walker

J

Make a lis t o f all the things you 'd do
if yo u were go ing to publ ish t he best Per ­
fins catalog ever and chances are yo u ' l l
f i nd t ha t J oe and Doro t hy Balough have done
t hem.. . in t he 1979 Ca ta log of United States
Per f i n s .

I 've s een a l ot of Perfins cata l ogs and
I' m frankl y pretty criti cal of most of
them. I' m a pub l i cat ions editor by pro­
f ession and I like to be l i eve I have pr e t ty
high standar ds . I t is awfu l ly hard t o f ind
anythi ng to critic i ze about t he new U. S .
Cata log .

The pr int i ng - -the downfall of some ear l i e r
cata logs , notably the Br i t ish- - is superb .
The illustra t i on s ar e crisp, the text c l ear ,
sharp, and uncluttered, and t he pap er is
top gr ade an d soft white . The black squar e s
which are blank spots in the cat alog are
actua l ly black , really bla ck, not a mo t t l ed
gray : hallmark of a printer who knows his
t rade .

The cata l og is arrang ed with t he i denti ­
fica t ions on the left s i de of a double pag e
sp r ead and the il lus trat i ons on the r ight
side . The pages ar e, · o f cours e , standard
8~ by 11 an d have been punch ed f or a t hree ­
ring bi nd er. Even with 30 pa t t erns per
page, i t takes a f ull 500 pages t o handl e
the 5900 or so Perfins l i sted in t he mai n
s e c t i on of the catalog . Then there ' s ano ­
ther 46 page s of information which the co l ­
lector will find extremely informative and
use f ul .

The c a t alog i s divided int o f i v e basic
sect ions : c ommercial Pe r f i ns , i l l e ga l Per ­
fins, philate l ic Per f i ns , Schermacks , and
supplementa l information . Added t o thi s
i s t he introductory mat e r ia l , a s ection on
"inforamtion for t he catalog us e r ," a list
of illustrated p l a t es , a dedication page ,
and an appendix and glossary .

The volume i s dedicated t o the late
Alfred Bartles on, without whom the catalog
would sti ll be a dream . When Al died, he
left his very extensive Perf ins collection
t o the Club wi th the provision that it be
used in such a way as t o best benefit the
members . The Executive Committee ch ose to
sell AI ' s Perfins through t he Sales Depart ­
men t and the auctions and t o use the pro ­
ceeds o f the sa l e to f i nance t he new U.S .
Ca t a l og . We like t o think Al wou l d be
proud of the Committee's decision .

Cat alog Edi tor Joe Balough aCknowledges
a debt to the 1966 ed it ion of t he U. S .
Catalog f or the bas i c i nf ormation in t his

ated .

I especially de test t he stea ling or sub ­
st ituting of Perfins . Se veral times I was
at the po i n t of wr iting t o s ome members f or
a photo of themselves. I wanted to hang
them i n my stamp ro om to show what a pers on
low enough t o steal a pos t a ge stamp looks
l ike . I won der ed i f t here would be s ome
simi l ari t y in ap pearances . I n my mind, the
sin is t he same i f vou s teal an E Perfin or
thousands of do l l ar~ .

The first six months of 1979 , the Sale s
Depar t men t of t he Perf ins Club sent out 321
sales books containing C or bette r rated
Perfins, 483 envelopes of E and D rated
ones , and 751 envelopes of foreign Pe r f i ns .
The s e wer e sent to 84 different membe rs .

When I took ove r the sale of Perf i ns , t h e
only mat erial available was books containing
C or be t ter Pertins . I had always been
peeved with stamp collecting because i t was
difficult t o buy t he cheaper stamps . I de ­
cided to put E and D rated Perfins in to en­
ve l op e s to make the cheap er on es available
to t he members . La ter, t hi s was al s o done
with fore i gn .

I have often won de r e d if that was a wise
move a n d i f we s hould con tinu e with it . Most
o f ou r members are honest , but we have a few
who are no t . Some o f ou r members r emove Pe r ­
f ins f r om t he env e l ope s without repor t i ng them
an d so do not pay . Others remove Perfins and
substitut e sp l i t s , incomp l e t es and others they
don 't want, so the count wi l l be t he same . It
is more difficult to subst itute Perfins in the
bo oks , but we have had members remove good
on e s and s ubs t i t u t e poorer ones .

Perf i n s are suppos ed to be ret urne d in 10
days . We hav e a numb e r who di sobey t h i s rul e .
We have a number of bu yers who do not r e t urn
l o t s s en t to them f or two months, ev en after
being reminded by letter s ev e r al t imes. When
sickness or other troubles en t er the picture,
of cour s e , su ch l a tene s s i s fo r given .

Another pr oblem is car e l e s sness i n sending
in t he pr op er payment. Amoun ts sent in often
are a bi t too little or too large. I re cord
these an d in t ime they us u a lly cancel out .
Howev e r , I have some who are always short .

The Perf ins Club oper ates on commissions
r ec e i v ed f or Perf ins sold fo r the memb e rs. To
pay post age and i nsurance , i t t ak e s t he com­
mission on abou t an $8 . 00 sale to pay expen ­
s es. I f tha t amount i s n ot taken , the mem­
ber is supposed to he lp with the postage
cos t o f sending the mater i a l to him or her .
Too oft en , t h i s is no t done. Ot hers pay the
pos t a ge bo th ways, even i f larger lots a r e
bought .

The r e are many pleasur e s in s ending out
Perfin s . Most of ou r membe r s are hones t .
dep endab l e people. I have fun correspon d­
ing wi .t.h them. I have deve l op ed f ri ends a l l
ov e r the U. S . , Canada and foreign coun tries.
I en j oy t heir f riendly l e t t e r s and t heir
thanks for having a sour c e of Pe rf ins. One
morning I rece i ved. a t e l ephon e call. The
vo i ce said: " Thi s is Erl ing Dehl i f r om Oslo,
Norway . " I said: " Who do yo u t hink you ar e
k idding ?" It was Erling . He wante d Norway
Perfins . I s ent h im wha t I had, which wa s
no t many .

One member picked aD-rated Per f i n from
an envelope of E- r at er s and returned it .
Once inc luded a cookie bone with h i s returns
fo r my dog Sus y .

I work about six hour s a da y getting Pe r ­
fins ready and sending them ou t . I ' m re ­
tired and live alone with my dog Susy, so
I have the time - but a little help on some
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Background on U.S. Perlin Users-----------
ELECTR IC RAILHAYS OF CALI FORNIA BY EDWIN C, HAACK
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PACIFIC ELECTRIC RAI LWAY

The largest inter-city railway s y s t em in
the United States wa s the Pacif i c Electric
(P e r fin P7 0 ) , whi ch, in its pe ak yea rs , op e r ­
ate d ov e r 1, 000 mi l es o f track , and about
700 mi l es o f service . The h is tory o f the
sys t em i s v er y c ompl ex. and cannot be deve l ­
op e d at length he r e.

The Pacifi c Electric was formed i n Se p­
tembe r 190 0 by the merger o f e ight compan­
ies , wh i ch all ha d b e en unde r common c on ­
tro l, a lthough s ome had started life a s
i ndependent r o a ds. The predece s s ors da t e
back t o 1895 when a l ine was comple ted f rom
Lo s Angeles t o Pasadena , and 1896 , whe n
the l i ne v i a Hol l ywo o d t o Santa Monica was
fin ished . The bulk o f t he mi leage was bu i lt
du r i ng t h e nex t de c a de .

By 1915 , t h e Pac i f ic Electric wa s on e of
t he f inest electric railway properties in
the country, with t he most modern equipment.
The road developed freight ser vice at an
early date, particular ly carload traffic,
wi t h citrus fruit s, o i l, and inb ound mer ­
chandise. Bu t mos t of the revenue s (typi ­
cally about 75% - and 50 % even a s late a s
195 3 ) came from passen g e r s e r v i c e . Profits
f or a number o f y e a rs we r e moderate , but
n ot h igh. Traffic r ose sharply up to 1923
as the area gr e w rapidly , and then fell as
automobi le u s e increased .

Between 1938 and 1941 a significant por­
t ion of the passenger s e rvice was aban doned,
includi ng the s e r v i c e t o San Be rnardi no ,
Rivers i de and Pomona, San Gabriel and Tem­
p le, Yorba Linda , Fullerton and Whit t ier ,
Redondo and Newport Beach . Bas ica l ly, the
r oad was t h e vi c t im o f t he pr o duc tivity
s qu e e z e , and any a t t emp ts t o avo i d it we r e
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rendered diffi cult. Once t he traffic vo l ­
ume began to fa ll again after the wa r , the
r o a d took steps to c onvert to freight -only
operation .

In 19 50 , all r ema i ning passenger s ervice
wa s abandoned except t o Long Beach and San
Pedr o , and t o Bellflower, Hollywood, and
Burbank . In 1954 , these remaining lines
were sold . The difficulty was aggravated b y
ab sentee cont r o l for man y y e ar s , by the Sou ­
t he rn Pacific's general lack of interes t
after 1924 in local passenge r servi ce.

VI SALIA ELECTRIC RAILROAD

The Vi s a l i a Electri c Rai l road (Perfin
P70 ) operated s everal l ines in t h e c i tru s ­
f ruit ar e a in Tular e Coun ty (in t he southe rn
part of t he San Joaquin Va l l ey) . Th e line
was bu i l t t o Lemon Cove in 1905 , but n ot

THE TIDEWATER SOUTHERN RAILWAY COMPANY

until Ma r ch 190 8 was e lectrificat i on of this
line and the line f rom Vi s a l i a t o Exete r c om­
p l e t e d and passenger service es tablished.
Service was extended t o Terminus i n 1909,
and t o Elderwood on Jul y 31, 1915 . Mos t of
t he runs terminated at Woodlake, some cars
going on to Elderwood and to Redbanks. A
n on -electrified line was built from Exete r
s outh to Strathmore in 1916 .

The p assenger revenue reache d its peak
in 1912 . By 1923 it had dropp ed quite sub ­
stantially. In 192 4 , the company requested
p e rm i s s i on t o discont inue passenger s e r v i c e .
Th e Strathmore line was cut back t o E1 Mi r a ­
dor in 1942 and t o Faye t t e in 1953 . The
system was dieselized in 1944 .

Fo r a time the Vi s a l i a Electric op e r a t e d
t he non -electric line from Chowchilla to
Dairyland, in Madera County . It wa s aban ­
doned after t he Peninsular Railway b egan
freight operations in the San Jose area .

CENTRAL CALIFORNIA TRACTION COMPANY

The s e cond system t o serve Sacramento was
the Cen t r a l California Tra ction Company (Per­
fin Wl54A) , whose 53 -mile main line connec ­
t ed the c a pita l city with Sto ck t on, with a
branch l ine f rom the main line to Lo d i .

The St ockton -Lodi l i ne was built fi rst ,
complete d in September 1907 . I n August 1910,
t he ma i n l i n e f r om Lo d i Junc tion into Sacra ­
men t o was p laced in op e r a t i on . For a numb e r
of years t he r oad was ope r ated jointly with
the s epa r a t e ly owned Tidewate r Southern . I n

the ear l y twen ti e s the Sou t hern Pacific sought
to buy control, and was oppose d by the Sa n t a
Fe and the We s t e rn Pac i fic. Fi n a lly , e ach
was permi tted by the I.C . C . to buy a one ­
third interest. Herbert Fleis hacher remained
as president, a pos t whi ch h e he l d f or 30
years.

Almost from t he f ir s t, the CCT built up a
substantial f r e i gh t bus ines s, and was a fin ­
ancial succes s, one o f t he f ew interurban s
n ever in bankruptcy . But p ass enge r r ev enu e
was h it by t he aut omobi le . First , the
through ser vice to Lodi wa s re du ced t o shut ­
t le ope r at ion ; then on February 5, 19 33, a ll
passenger s e rvi c e was s u s pended . However ,
even in t he wor s t year s o f the depres sion,
despite a drop in revenue , the l i n e never
enc oun t e r e d operating def i c its . Th e line
continued t o op e r a t e the s u burban Sacrament o
streetcar service on t h e ma i n - l i n e track
until 1944, wh e n all st r ee tcar s e r v i c e in
Sa cramen t o wa s taken over by t he Pa c i f i c City
lines. In 1946, the road also eliminated
electric op e r a t i on in fav or o f diesel ser ­
vice. Since that time v i r tua l ly no changes
have occurred.

SACRAMENTO NORTHERN RAI LWAY

The largest of the s ystems was the Sacra­
mento Nor ther n (Perfin W154A), whos e 183 ­
mile r un from San Francisco to Ch ico was
one of the longest thr ough runs an ywhere in
t he coun try . The SN was one of the best i n -

Bi ll Turney (#1538) ha s sent the ed i t or
a Xerox c opy o f a cover carried on the
famous liner Aquatania 45 y e ar s ago . The
sender , whose rubber-stamped name and ad­
dress appear on the back of t he cover ,
was EDM . SCHLUTER & co . Coffee Dept. 24
Mark Lane , Lon don, E.C . The t hree ha lf ­
pence s t amp which conveyed the cover by
seapost bears the E/S CO Pe r f i n of the
f irm. Bi l l wonders if the coffee merchant
is s till in business.

In the J anuary 1977 i s sue o f t he Bu lletin,
Mi cha e l Bur rows publ i s hed an excellent re
view o f t he numeral Perf ins on KG VI i s sues
o f Great Br i t a i n .

Now I would like t o draw the at t ent ion o f
Bulletin readers t o other numeral Perfins - ­
t hose of Hungary . In my catalog of the Per­
fins of Hungar y , I list t he C02 and C.C.33
Perfins. Since t he c atalog was is sued, I
have f ound two more true numeral Perf ins , as

The Ti de wat e r Southern developed i nto an
extremely signific an t f e eder f or the t-,Tes t e rn
Pacific, and s upp l ied an e xtens ive vo l ume
of carload frei ght t o the pa rent c ompany.
Exc ept f or the shor t period around 1930 when
t he passenger s e rvi ce was dragging the r oad ,
it con t i nua l ly showed (and st i l l shows ) a
good pro f it , an unus ua l si tuat i on f or what
i s ess ent i a lly a branch-line ope r a t i on .

(His to r i c a l da t a on the r a i l way s covere d
in t hi s artic le was taken in pa rt from the
book, "The Electric Inte r urban Rai lways in
Ame r i ca ," by Go e r ge W. Hil t on and John F.
Due, pub l ished by the Stanford Univers ity
Press, Stan fo rd , Cali f ornia . )

The 2 Perfin was used in Budapest on 28
June (ye ar unknown) and was found on the
60f Turul s t amp of 1909/19 13 . The 7 Perfin ,
als o used in Budape s t (dat e unknown) is on
the 6 f stamp o f the s ame s e r i e s .

One wonde rs who i s using s uch Perfins- ­
which tell v e r y little about t heir ow~ers .

The patterns do not s eem to be part o f a
dating or numbering devi c e of the s ort used
mos t ly by Kodak . I doub t tha t such number ­
ing machines were in use i n Hungary in t he
yea r s preceding Wor ld War I .

TIDEWATER SOUTHERN RAILWAY COMPANY

The o ther line op e r at i ng out of St ockt on
was t he Tidewa t e r Sou t he r n (Perf i n W154A)
bu i l t as an i ndependent r o ad , but a Wes t e rn
Pacific subsidi ar y after 191 7 . The r o ad was
neve r e lectrified in its entirety , and never
was us ed e lec t r i c a l ly f or f reight serv i c e
except in Modes to. The main line extended
southeastward f rom Stockton t o Es calon . The
company never op e ra t ed s t re e t car s e rvice.

Cons t ruct i on was begun in 1911, and in
Oc tob er of 19 12, s t e am pa s senger s e rvi ce
was opened f rom Stock ton t o Modes to. Elec ­
trification of t hi s line was completed on
November 15 , 1913. In 191 6 , the l i ne was
ex tended t o Turlock, and in 191 7 t o Hatch,
but these line s never were electrified, and
never opera ted pa s senger service . The c om­
pan y owne d on ly three passenger cars . Ser ­
vice f or a number o f years was ope r a t e d at
one -hour intervals, but was cut back in the
late tw enties. All passenger service ended
on May 26 , 1932 , and t he section of track
f r om Ortego into Stockton was abandoned .

t erurban s , f rom t he s tandpo i n t o f s er v i ce ,
and i t ut i lized a wide vari e t y o f type s o f
equ ipment .

The Sacramento Northern of l at er ye ar s
rep r esen ted a conso l idat ion o f two long.
s e par a t e and, in many ways, dist i nct t yp es
o f lines. The n orthe rn l ines, including
those to Woodland and Vacavi lle, were or i ­
ginally t he Northern El ectr ic . The compan y
purchas ed the Chico Stree t ra i l way system
f r om the Diamond Match Company in 1906. On
Apr i l 26 of that year it comple t ed the i n ­
terurban l ine to Orovi l l e, and in December
i t estab l ished south to Marysv i lle. Thi s
s egmen t was built with a t h i rd r a i l , whi ch
s ubs e qu en t ly was used on all o f the Northe r n
Electric Lines . On September 7. 1907 . through
s e rv i c e was estab l ished t o Sa cramento .

Ne x t came t he branc he s . The fir s t , com­
p leted October 31. 1907. was Chico to Hamil ­
t on. A s eco nd. Ju ly 4 , 191 2, Sa c ramento t o
Woo dland. The thi r d , June 13, 1913, Yuba
Ci ty t o Colus a . In 1926, a Uni on Sta t ion was
bu i l t in Sa c ramento in conjunct i on wi th the
Northe rn El ec tric and the Central Cali f ornia
Trac t ion Company .

The Oakland, Antioch and Eas tern we n t into
receivership and wa s reorganized in 19 20 as
the San Francisco -Sacramento Railro ad, kno wn
as the Sacrament o Short Li ne . In t urn , t he
s tock of the new road was purcha sed in 1927
by We stern Pacific, whi ch had bought the Sac­
ramento Northern i n 1922 . In 1928, the two
electric r oads were merged.

The unprofi table Danville branch was aban­
doned i n 192 4 , and , in 1926 , t he r oad elimin­
ated service on t he Vacavi lle branch . The
la st pas senger oper a t i on of the c ompany was
the s i ng l e - c ar Bi rney streetcar line in Chico ,
discon t i nued on Decembe r 14 , 1947 . Some of
t he r oad s st il l in use continue t o be an i m­
po r t an t freight feede r for the pa r ent Wes­
t ern Pacific.

The reasons why s ome­
thing is odd but not i m­
possib le have more than
once turned out t o have
an i nt er e s t i ng hi story .
The facts may lie j us t
below the surface and
need on ly a few hours
o f r eading and res e arch
t o make the curiou s ha p ­
py . Sometimes , of c ourse,
it just serves t o make
the curious, to use the
words of Charles Lutwidge
Dodgs on, "cur i ous er and
cur iouser. "

A goo d example of this
t ype of prob l em was the
a r r iva l of an exchange
packet on e Saturday mor n ­
ing, which started off
a chain of thought that
just g r ew and grew .

Mounte d on a page in
on e o f t h e bo ok let s wa s
the i t em I shall call
Clue 1. Not much t o
l ook at, just a damaged
Gr eat We s t e rn Rai lway
prepaid newspaper parcel s t amp . Wha t caught
the e ye was the fact that it was a Perfin :
WG 16 ,10 6mm . Upon r emoval, i t was about
to be placed in the pending t ray (in reality ,
the never-find-the-Cime-to - get -aroun d - to
t r ay ) when a ch ord was struck .

Checking my collection, it yi e lded up an­
other example o f the same Perfin, but t his
t ime on a Midland Railway prepaid newspaper
par ce l stamp, Clue 2 . To be confronted wi t h
t he s ame Perfin on riva l railway c ompanies '
prepaid newspaper parcel s tamps was somewhat
surp ris i ng, to say the l e a s t . Further digg i ng
brought t o light a QV ~d. vermilion of the
Jubilee issue, Clue 3 . This pos tage s t amp
ha d been cancelled wi th one o f t he many un ­
dated Newspaper Branch kil ler s .

The next item f ound was a KGV ~d . f rom the
1924 issue , whi ch had been cancelled wi th a
machine s logan postmark. This stamp had come
from a collect ion where the previous owner
had removed t he stamp f rom i ts origi nal back ­
i ng paper and then cut out the name printed on
the or i g i na l envelope and mounted i t a l ongside
the Perfin . This is a practice that i s not
very wi s e t o f ollow. It is fine f or t he per ­
s on that cuts t he i den t i f y i ng pi e c e and mount s
it wi t h t he Perfin. Only t hat person knows
f or s ur e t he corre c t identity . When t he col ­
lec tion pa sses into another en t hus i as t' s
hands , the s e items can on ly be regarde d wi t h
suspicion. The piece gav e t he user of the
Perfin as a news paper company, Wes tmins ter
Gazet te, of G.P .O . Box No . 672 , London E. C.
4 . Also t here was a port ion of a dates t amp
from a Hey & Dolphin mach i ne . Checking this
with t he portion on t he stamp, the s logan
ca t alog gave t he pe r i od o f use a s November
1927 t o Mar ch 1928 . So t he re we re Cl ue s 4
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and 5 . Al l t hat remained
wa s to put them i n t o t he
correct or de r ag ai ns t the
known f acts.

Wher e t o beg i n - well lit
a l l started wi t h the brill ­
i ant writer , Charles Dickens.
Like several othe r gr e at
wri t e r s , he did seem t o have
had his odd moments . Pos ­
s i bly during one of h i s off­
days he ag r eed t o pu t hi s
name to the pr ospectus fo r
a new London da ily ne wspape>;
t he Daily News, no t exactly
an awe - i nspiring t i tle , but
then the Victorians were a
pr etty staid bunch . Never ­
the l ess, suf fi c ient inv e s t ­
ment was for thcomi ng for
Char l es Di ckens to exercise
his edi t orshi p .

At the time o f his
leaving , the circulation was a mer e 4,000 .

Havi ng l o s t such an i llustrious pers on ­
age - he had by this time produced s omething
like ten of his major works - one would
t hi nk t hat the paper would have f o lded . No t
so, f or one r eas on or another , it went on
an d on , unti l i t started buying up its c om­
pe t itors .

One o f the se wa s the Wes tmi ns t e r Gazet te
of 104 Shoe Lane, London . Thi s was a
fair l y young newspaper , havi ng been starte d
by George Newnes in 1893 . This organ of
t he Liberal par ty came abo ut wi th the change
of ownershi p , po l i t i cs and t he availabil ity
of the staff of · t he Pal l Ma l l Gazette ,
which were pr omtp ly hired by George Newnes.
Fr om early di rectorie s the l ocation o f the
We s t mi ns t er Gazett e i s g iven a s Tudor Str eet,
Blackfriars , London , S . E. Al t hough Si r
Geor ge - he was cr ea t ed a Baron i n 1895 ­
s t arted o t he r magazines which were suc ­
cessful , he did not seem t o have the same
s uccess with t he We s t mi ns t e r Gaze t t e. By t he
time i t came under the contr ol of t he Daily
News Lt d. , in 1928 , i t had bec ome known as
Lord Cowdray' s costly fa i lur e .

The ti tle of the Dai l y News wa s changed
in 1930 to the News Chroni c l e , upon t he ab­
sorpt i on of the Daily Chr onicle . The News
Chr on icle ceased publicat i on in Oc tober 1960,
when i t was t aken over by Assoc i a t e d News ­
papers Lt d .

Prior to the gr oup i ng of t he rai l way s

As seen in Figur e 2, this shif t ed pin
variety, which I choose to call PlOb, shows
a misalignmen t o f the third pin ho l e at the
t op of the letter "p" giving it a f lattened
appearance. The vari e t y is c on stant and can
be f ound on setting s 2, 3 and 5 in a r ow of
ten impression s of the PS perforator . I
have been able t o prove this c onstant vari ­
ety through a recreated plated sheet of
Saskatchewan Power Conunission revenue stamps,
issued in 1929 , whi ch clearl y show the PlOb
v ar i e t y setting. Figure 3 illus trates one
o f these revenue stamps with PIa punched on
the left and Pl Ob punched on the right side
of the stamp.

On September lO , 1924, the Provincial
Tr e a s ur y o f the Provi n c e of Sas ka tchewan re ­
c e i v e d ap prova l f rom the Pos t Of fice t o per ­
for at e stamps used by the department wi t h
t he initial s "PS". Al l depar tments o f the
Provincia l government were required t o use
the s e perforated s t amps on their ma i l , which
wer e obtained by written requisition from
the Treasury department . The procedure was
u s e d as an internal security and c ontro l
sys t em over t he use of postage stamps by
v ar i ou s governmen t departments .

As lis ted in the latest edition o f the
Handbook , t wo major types of PS de sign are
recorded. PlO was used between 1924 and
193 1 , and PI Oa. with its more r ounded "p ll ,

between approximately 1927 and 1972 (see
Figur e 1) . Cl ose examination of the Per ­
fin design reveals, however , that a third
t ype or varie t y, used between 1924 and 193 1,
can be collected by the specialist .

t otal of t wenty-eight pi ns forming t he de ­
sign of PS , PlO is kn own with fifteen broken
pins , an d PIOb with twe lve broken pins .

The PlOa design c omes from a Currnnins Mo de l
53 per fo r a t or , which has the capacity of per ­
forating four sheets at a time, ten stamp s
wide . It is not known i f PI Oa is a repaired
version o f t he machine whi ch g i v e s us PI O an d
PIOb de s i gns, or was a br and new machine. It
wd Ll, be of interest t ha t during the change-over
period , PlO can be f ound on such uncommon
stamp s as No . 190 and 197, while PlOa is kn own
on Nos . 105, 109, l l4, and l l 9 . Plagued by
bad luck, PlOa soon be gan t o show damage, an d
broken pi n s can be f ound shortly after the
machi n e I s introduction. By the early 1960 I S ,

damage was so severe that stamps have been
f ound wi th only five pins remaining . In
1962, the Cummins perforator was sent t o OK
Rubber Stamp Company in Re g i na for r epa i r s , as
the or igi na l manufacturer had gone ou t of
business. OK Rubber, l a ck i ng spare parts ,
used Gramophone needles t o replace mi ssing
pins!

Broug ht back into u se a gain, PIOa only oc ­
casional l y showed a mi s s i ng ho l e, but in
November , 1972 , the perforator jammed f or the
last t i me. Unabl e t o l ocate anyone to effect
repairs, the government department intends t o
retire the mach i ne t o the Provincial Ar chive s
shortly . PlOa has been reported on 280 dif ­
ferent stamps between 1927? and 1972 , and
quite an impressive c ollection can be de ­
veloped, as this number represents about 66
percent of all stamp s released by the Pos t
Office during the period.

In theory, it should be possible to collec t
identical collections of PlO and PlOb designs
on 32 different stamps between 1924 an d 1931?
It is also possible t o find two of the Wri gley
positions on most stamps punched PS . Three
positions are quite difficult, although col ­
lections exist with five positions on No .
488, 52 l , 524, and 533, and six positions on
No. Ell.

CIRCUMSTANTIAL EVI DE NCE ( CONTI NUED)---------

Although PlOb i s a minor variety , it is
the on ly constant shift in pin settings i n
a Perfin design f ound to date. Pl Ob has
been found in a good cross section of stamps
usually associated with PlO designs and one
may co nsider t hat t he shift was incurred i n
t he manufacture of the perforator and not
caused by wear dur i ng usage. Unf.ortunately ,
no records have been found to identify t he
make and mode l of perforator, but s ever e
damage in the form of broken pins caused it
to be repl ac e d sometime between September,
1929 , an d July , 1930, wi th a new perforator
which we know as design PlOa . Out of a
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under the Act of 1921 , whi ch is more com­
monly known as the 192 3 group i ng, it would
be necessary for a newspaper company to
hold stocks o f prepaid newspaper parcel
stamps to fa c ilitate the t ransmission of
their products over the lines of the v arious
railway c ompani e s then in existence . Of
course, there were the exceptions whe re some
of t he rai lway compan ie s allowed the parcels
of other compani es over their metals by
agr eement .

So ther e are the facts and one must admit
they do fit the clues. Oh, by the way ! Most
of the facts pr e sented wer e taken f rom books
that once f ormed part of the News Chron i cle
Library.

To bring toge t her t he various bi ts of
these carpet dies i s a useful exercise for
Perfin collectors , bu t little guida nc e h as
be en given on t hi s aspect. Our latest
c at a Log- illustrates the firs t three l e t t e r s
of t he die " UNIV CaRR CaLL" as Numbe r Ul 44 ,
with "V CO" as t he next i l l us t r ation, but
unnumbered. Under 144 on the facing page is
t he on e indication f or a carpet die , "ONIV/
CaRR/C a LL" and t his could mislead , a s through ­
ou t t he book such s l an t s would indicate the
t hree sections a s being in three lines . Nor
are any of t he u s ua l deta i l s of the pat terns
gi v en . Illustration C559 , " CORR" , is trea­
ted a s a norma l entr y , although this is an ­
o t her part of t he s ame design .

the patterns existing on Schermack coils on
any issues other than the I and 2 cent
va l ue s , # I S 343, 344 , 383 , and 384 , is a
challengi ng task. I know of a 37 pattern
on #345 . Others exist and probably have
gone unreported due to a l a c k o f i n t e r e s t
in issue co l lecting.

I would be happy to compi le an i s s ue
survey of Perf i ns on Schermack coils if
members would provide tabulations of their
collections . The mo s t useful information
would include the distinction between the
double l ine watermarked items and t hose
s ingle line watermarked. ~lernbers unable
to pro vide this d i s t i nc t i o n would still
provide valuable information by reporting.

Thanks for reporting my recent exhibit
in t he show of the Philatelic Socie t y of
Pittsburgh . The exhibit not only received
the Perfins Club Honor Award Ribbon (b e i ng
the only Perfin exhibit this was easily
awarded) , but i t p laced s e cond in the Modern

I no t e d the short i t e m i n the February ,
1979 Perf ins Bulletin rega rding a Scherrnack
Type I II coi l, #346 , with a 12 -hole open
square Perfin pattern punched. I also have
a simi lar item that I have been me a n i n g to
write about for the Bulletin.

The #346 that I have is t he same coil
with the same Scherrnack Type III perfs,
same 12 -hole open square pa t t e r n , and a lso
is used . The stamp is canceled by a seven
line wavy cancel wi th a "D" interrupting the
lower two lines at the bottom left c orner
of the s t amp. I note that Mr . Ehrbar's
example has a f i v e l ine wavy cancel.

In Mr. Ehrbar I s stamp , the 12 - hole square
is centered about perfectly i n the v e r t i c a l
direction . My copy has the pattern cen­
tered a bit a bove center vertically .

The centering of the design is also d if­
ferent between the two stamps, as is the
po s i t i o n of the r e ctangular Schermack per ­
f o r a t i o n s . This , in addition to t he above
enumerated d i f fe r e nc e s , should confirm that
more than 20 such stamps were used, since
the stamp centering alone on a coil usually
changes after every 20 stamps on the hand­
pasted coils of 1909 . Few must have been
saved , since there a re no p revious reports
in the Perfins Club publications .

Catharines and Niagara Fa l l s , c ompleted it s
line between the two citie s of i t s t i t l e .
Followi ng bankruptcy i n 1889 , t he r oad was
t aken over by the Ha i nes Syndicate of New
York , reorgan ized as the Niagara St . Ca t ha ­
r i n e s and Toronto , and e lectrified , servi c e
be ginning on J u ly 19, 190 0. In 1901 , the
c ompany acquired the Port Dalhousie, St .
Catharines and Thorold, which had bui lt the
fir st int erc i t y electric line in Canada ,
placed in service be t we en St. Catharines and
Thorold in 1887. In May t he line to Por t
Dalhousie was c omQleted .

In 1905 , the Ni choll s , E. R. Woods gr oup ,
aff i l iat es of Mackenz i e , a cqui red the r oad.
Nicho l ls was a pi oneer developer of elec ­
tric equipment · and pr es i dent of Cana di an
Genera l Elec t r i c. A n ew l i ne was bu i l t
southward f r om Thorold t o We Iland in 1907
and to Port Colborne in 1911 , and a line t o
Ni agar a - on - t he - Lake was comp leted in 1913.
The s y s t em be c ame a Canadian Nor t he rn s ub­
sidiary and t hus pas s e d in t o the hands of
t he Domin ion in 1917 .

In 1931, the Niagara-on - the-Lake l i ne
was discont inued, and the l oca l l ine from
Thoro ld to St . Cathar i nes wa s abando ned .
In the summer of 1958 the company app l i ed
f or pe rmi s s ion to abandon s e rvi c e, and this
was approved in Janua r y 195 9 . Car load
f reight s ervice continues.

BRITISH COLUMBIA ELECTRIC RAILWAY

This 125 -mile sys t em center i ng on Van ­
couver was the Domi n ion 's l arges t s ys tem .
provi di ng extensive subur ban serv ice , . pl u s
a l ong -distance line wi t h concentrat~on on
freight traffic .

The f i rst s egment was buil t i n 1891 a s
the New Westmins ter and Vancouv er Tramsway s ,
Lt d . , direct l y to New West mi nster v ia Cen ­
tral Park. I t was absorbed by Br i tish Col ­
umbia Elec tric when t he latte r was f ormed
i n 1897 . In 1905, the company l ea sed t he
Vancouver and Lulu Island from CPR and el ec ­
trified f rom Vancouver t o Steverson f or pas ­
senger s ervi ce . In 1909, a link was c om­
pleted f rom Eburne on the Steve rson line t o
~ew Westminster , and on J une 12 , 1911, a
t h i r d line was opened to New We s t mins ter v ia
Burnaby . The company ha d bu i lt a 65-mi le
line f rom New Wes tmi ns ter up the Frazer
Va l l ey to Chi l lewack , opened on October 3,
1910 . The l a s t l i ne, disconnec ted from the
r emainder , was bui l t f rom Victoria on Van ­
couver Island to De ep Cover, 22 mi les, c om­
pleted on June 19, 191 3 . Br i t i sh . Columbia
Electric was f or many ye ars a Br ~ t ~sh c om­
pany , i ts po l i c ies di r ected f rom London . In
1927 con trol passed f r om England to the
Powe~ Company of Canada (Nesb i t t -Thompson -
Gundy ) interests . .

The Saani ch line was abandoned ~n 1924,
bu t otherwise t he sys tem r emained l arge l y
i n t ac t until a ft er \<WII . In the l ate
f ort i es, however, the management de c i ded t o
abandon all rail passenger s e rvi c e on Sep ­
t ember 30 , 1950, and t he line was di ese lized .
The lines wer e abandoned , with the l as t be i.ng
on November 17 , 1956 . One line was ~n s e r ­
vice f or 63 years, for years of serv~ce the
second longest in either country . Most of
the lines, except the Burnaby route, have
be en r etained f or freight oper at ion s .

Tha t
was br ought home to us a few weeks ago when
we wer e reading a book by Ri c hard Goldhur s t
tit l e d The Mi dn ight War: the American In ­
tervention in Russia, 1918 -1 92 0.

In treat~ng t he s ubj ect of the use of
Amer i c an s oldiers i n Rus s i a af ter World War
I , the author o f neces s ity discuss ed the
histor y of t he Czech Legion and i t s e ffo rt s
t o ret urn to Czechos lovak i a witho ut getting
embroiled in t he Bolshevi k Rev o lut i on.

The commander of the Legi on, Thomas G.
Masaryk , app o i n ted two men to supervise the
evacuation and s erve as liai s on with the
Bols hev i ks . The s t ory of the Le gion's
eventual re turn to Czechoslovakia make s
v ery intere sting read i ng .

Mo s t interes t ing to me , howeve r, was the
ment ion of Pr okop Maxa . I wrote our membe r
in Pr ague , Vojtech Maxa, an d inquired if
the r e was any rela t i on ship be twe en the two
of them.

A recent n ote f rom Vojtech Max a conf i rms
t hat t her e was indeed a relationship : Prokop
wa s Max a 's father .

Vojtech says hi s father f ound hims e l f in
the very awkward position of not only being
able to turn the Legion over to t he Bol s he ­
viks, bu t of being in Moscow when elements
o f t he Le g i on were use d against the Bo l she ­
viks . This is wha t led to his i mpris onment
by the government i n Mo s cow.

Vojtech says his father was released and
mad e his way back t o Czechoslovakia via
Finland and Sweden.

"In t e r e s t i ng " har dl y begins t o describe
this par t i cu l ar matter, but the fact that
some of our members do have backg r ounds
that are wor t hy of bo oks can hardly be
denied.

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RULES FOR SELLING AT AUCTION CANADIAN CATALOG COMING
by J . A. Gooding , Clu b Auction Chairman

The Club Auction s are held f or the pur ­
po s e o f h e lp i ng membe r s di s po s e of t h e i r
duplicate Perfins and a l s o as a sour c e of
procuring additional ma t e r i a l f or tho se mem­
bers trying t o increa se their Perfi n co l l e c ­
ti on.

I t is n eces sary t o hav e estab lished rules
f or s ubmi t t i ng ma t e r i a l f or auction ; othe r ­
wis e , the Au c t ion Cha i r man cannot perform
effectively f or t he membe r s h i p .

The following rules have be en e stab ­
lished by former chairmen and ame~d€d from
t ime to time as new prob l ems arose :

Only Perfins o f C or better scar c i t y
rating accordin g t o the n ew U. S . Cata l og
wi l l be o f f e red f or auction as single l ots.
Exceptions t o t h is may be made by the chair­
man due t o patterns of E o r D rating ap ­
pearing on High Va l u e or Scarce i s s ue
s t amps .

Foreign Perfins wi l l be accepted f?r
auction a s separate lots because the r e ~s

n o s c a r c i ty rating for other c ountries,
Canada excepted . The Canadian rating shou l d
be above 25 . Ve ry common Perfins of Great
Britain will be wi t hhe l d from auc tion at
the discretion o f t he chairman.

Each stamp o r Perfin as submit ted for
auction must be in a separate g l ass i n e en ­
velope , preferably size # 3 . Each l o t mu~t

b e mar k e d on t he front o f the enve lop e ~n

t he upper left hand c orner wi t h the Pe r f in
catalog number and t he s c ar c i t y rat ing just
below it . The Sco t t Catalog number must
appear in t he upper r ight hand cor n e r .
Where there is n o catalog for f ore i gn c oun ­
t r i e s , the pattern letters or de s i gn name
should be placed in the upper left hand
c orner .

Some members purchase Perfins by issues.
The r e f or e , the Sc ot t Catalog number is very
important and a l ot can be r e t ur n e d t o the
seller if not c orrect and is returned by
the buyer .

Only Perfins in goo d condition on stamps
in go od condition should be submitted . In
the past , we have taken incomplete and s p lit
patterns . However, t oo many member s have
c omplained about the quality of the me r ch an ­
d i s e. Therefore , all patterns mu s t be com ­
plete . Some A and B r a t e d Per f i n s are never
found 100 percent complete. I f you submit
an i n c omple t e pattern , state this fol lowing
the cat a log number , s tat i ng the numbe r .of
ho les missing (i. e ., AIl5 lH (one hole m~s­

sing) o r B22 Inc. 2H (2 ho l e s miss i n g) . Th e
fina l decision will remain with the cha i rman
as to whether or not they go into the auc ­
t ion .

Canada is next on the list of coun~r i es

which will be covered by new Perf ins cata­
logs t o be published by the Club :

The Execut ive Committee has g i.ven the g o ­
ahead t o Joe and Dor o t hy Balough to t u r n
their at tention t o our neighbors to t he
north.

A Canadian Perf ins Catalo g was published
in the 195 0 s by the BNAPS under the guidance
of R. J . Woolley, a Pe rf ins Cl ub member and
holder of t he Hallock Ca rd Award for ou t ­
standin g s e r v i c e to Perf ins philate ly.

Woolley has announced, howeve r , that h e
cannot do a further revision ( t he last was
in 196 8 ) and he has g i v en h i s blessing t o
the Perfins Club's efforts .

It is anticipated t hat the Canadian cat ­
alog will follow t h e f ormat of the new
United States catalo g recently completed
under t h e editorship of the Baloughs . It
is a lso anticipated that the catalog w~ l l

No publication date ha s been set, but
work on the catalog has already begun.

i n vari ous cities . These companies have
a dded one o r t wo perfora t i ons to the i r o r i ­
g inal desig n t o p in po i n t t he c i ty wi th
thei r bra nch of f ice .

"When consulting Webste r ' s def in i t ion
o f the wo r d "control, " I found the fo l low­
i ng: "T o e xercise the author ity o r dom ina­
ting influence over ; t o d i rect , ver ify ,
domi nate or c urb . To e valu a t e wi th r es pe ct
t o limi ts, regulate , hold in res t r a int . "
I now q uote f rom the U. S . Pos ta l Regula­
tio n dated 4 May 19 08 , s ub j ect Pe r f orating
Po sta g e S t a mp s f or Ident ificatio n Purpo s e s :
' F i r ms , individuals and commercial orga n i ­
zations ha ve repo r t ed serious l oss through
theft a nd p ilferag e of thei r stamps. As of
t h e above d a t e , the y are autho rized to per ­
fo r a t e or p uncture t he i r stamps wi t h letters,
nume r a l s or o ther mark s for t h e purpo s e of
i d e nti fi c a tio n a nd pro t e c t ion from t heft.'

"In t he new Per f i n catalo g , p age 52 3,
par agr aph s 9 and 1 6 , Mr . K. F . Loug e e wr i tes :
'the contr o l mark ing as a precaut ion a gains t
pi lfe r age ' and ' t h e number a s signed t o each
c ontrol des ign is dete rmined by pos i t ion .'
It i s u nde r s tood t ha t h e c o ns i d e r s the e n ­
t i re d e sign as a cont ro l ma rking by a par­
ticul a r compa ny to secure their stamps
against t h e ft . Howeve r , it should be men­
t ione d that in the new catalog each full
p age illustr ation o f c ompanies with many
b r a nc h o ffic e s , t he i nfere nce is t hat these
a dded ho les to the original design, give
the meaning that the word lI c o n t r o l " is o n l y
to b e us e d fo r companies wi t h mu l t iple
b r a nc h o f fices in va r i o us citie s .

" I t i s my be l ief and op i n i on t ha t some
p r e c i s e c l a r ificat i o n should b e g i ve n by
c ompetent a nd able pe r s o n s i n t he field
o f Perf i n colle c t i ng. It i s a lso my f e e l i ng
t ha t s uc h a n opinion should be pub l i shed
whe r eb y a l l pe rsons actin g as judge s can
obta i n t his def i n ite se t of r u l e s and regu­
lations , thus preventing a ny futu r e e xh i bi t
fr om undue c riticism a nd censorsh i p ."

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Background on Perfin Users of Canada byAI Pearson
THE ANGLO- NEWFOUNDLAND DEVELOPMENT COMPANY

Th e Anglo - Newf oundland Develop ment Com­
pany was incorporated on January 7 , 1905,
at St . Johns, Newfoundl and , wi t h a capital
o f $5 million . The f orces behind t he in­
corporation were the publi shers o f the
London Daily Ma i l, Al f r e d C. Harmswor t h
(la t e r Lord Northcliffe) and Harold Sidney
Ha rm s wo r t h (later Lord Rothermere ) .

In the ear ly 1900 ' s , Lord Nor thc l i f f e
began looking f or a secure and continuous
s upp l y of newsprint f or his publis hing in­
t er e s t s in t he Unite d Kingdom. In the
event of a European war , the normal sup ­
pliers in Scandanavia wou l d hav e much dif­
ficulty as suring de livery to Br i t a i n .

The Harmswort hs decided to examine North
Amer i c a as a permanen t source o f newsprint
and , as a hedge against the rising cost of
newsprint, they als o looked at t he feasi ­
b i l i t y of estab lis hing their own pulp and
p ap e r mill.

Fo llowing exha ustive studies , and on
the recommendation of Sir . Mayson Beeton,
t he company' s first president, Grand Falls
in Newfoundland was chosen as t he s i t e for
t his industry .

In spite of oppo s it i on both loca l l y and
abroad, construction began in J u ly o f 1905
and by midsummer o f 19 09 the mill and the
towns i t e were s ubstan t i a l l y completed.

Formal opening ceremonies were he l d Oct ­
ob e r 8 a nd 9, with the official op e n i n g
t a k i n g place at 8 :30 p.m. on October 9 in
t he presence of ov er 1500 guests. The first
r oll o f paper was pro duc e d on De c embe r 22,
19 09.

The initial c apac i t y rating of t he mil l
was 30,000 t ons annually. Today the mill
capacity i s ra ted at approximately 300,000
ton s per ye ar .

The town of Gr and Falls, which grew
around the mi l l , was admini stered by the
company until 19 60, when the 6 ,000 commu­
nity residents began handling t heir own
gove rnment . The town was incorp orated
Janua r y I, 1961, and in 1964 was presented
wi t h an o f f i c i a l c oat of arms by t he hon ­
ou r ab l e Vere Harmsworth on behalf o f the
family which ha d ini tiated the development
o f the indus try and the community . The
era o f indus tria lization may have begun
wi th the Grand Falls deve lopment.

In more recent hi story, AnglO-Newfound­
land merged with Price Brothers and Com­
pany in April o f 19 61 to form a group of
companies raniing as one o f the l a rges t
newsprint producers in the world. On
Ap r il 29, 1965, the c ompany name was changed
t o Price (Nfld. ) Pulp and Paper Ltd. t o take
advantage of the c ompetitive edge the name
"Price" enj oye d from over 100 years of wor l d
marketing.

In 1966, the company name again changed,
to the Price Company Lt d . - La Compagn i e
Price Limitee in t he 150t h anniversary of the
founding of the first Price establishment
at Quebec City in 1816.
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In 19 74, the Abitibi Pa p e r Company Ltd .
acquired c ontrolling interest in Price Com­
pany Limited .

As f or the Perfin patte rn used by t he
company (Canada No . A-4 , s hown below) some
information on the perforator has come to
light through correspon de nce with t he friend ­
l y g ene r a l manager a t Grand Falls, who jus t
happens to be a collector. He has tracked
down one of the local r e sidents who operated
the perforator from 191 7- 1919 . This cle rk
felt t hat the perforator had been in use
since the plant s t artup in 1909 . The
Woolley BNAP S Handbook, however, lists the
a- 4 Perfin a s known on t he is sues o f 1911 - 3L

Al though the perforator make and mode l
are unknown to him, the o l dt i mer who oper ­
ated the perforator recalls that it was
a single - head unit wi th a hand crank whi ch
perforated the stamps one at a time . The
perforator had no feeding device, s o t he
stamps wer e s epar at ed into strips and the
s trip s fed by hand as t he head was cranked
up and down . Unless at tention t o t he
centering o f the stamp was followed, t he
stamps with random Per f i n centering wou Ld
result.

The present location of the perforator
is unknown , but it i s believed to have
been scrapped some y e ar s ago . Because
the AND Perfins are relatively scarce, t he
probable start date and final use da te o f
the perforator will probably take a l ot o f
searching through dated copies.

I would apprec iate an y informat ion t hat
anyone can supply on thi s. particular a spec t
of the A- 4 Perfin .

Perf in pr e canc e l s may be moun t e d face up
with an out l i ne of the Perfin next to them.

The average of a ll 58 s co r es was 284 ne t
points . Ei gh t contes t ants scor ed in t he
300 I s , 33 s cor ed in the 200 I 5, and nine scor ed
les s than 200 points . The l owest s core wa s
159 poin t s.

All of the high s co r er s obviously consulted
t he Merriam -Webster I 5 New Internation al Dic ­
t ionary mentioned in t he rules a s the final
au t hority. Those who us ed on ly a collegiate
or off i ce dictionary probably checked jus t a s
di ligently , but t hey simpl y did not have ac ­
c ess to the volume of eligible words con ­
t ai ne d in t he big Mer r i am-Webste r .

Anothe r fac t or i n the con test was c ar eful
reading o f t he rules. The editor did not t r y
t o make them "tricky ," but he did t ry t o make
t he contes t an ts pu t on t he i r t hinki ng caps.
For example, the r ules s pecif i ca l ly ba rr ed
colloquial, slang or archaic words , but t hey
did not mention obso l e t e , dialectic, Br i t ish ,
Sc o t ti s h , rare or f oreign words or var i ant
spellings . There f ore , by not be i ng spec i f i ­
cal l y barred, t he l at ter types o f words wer e
e ligible - and it was in thi s ar ea that the
big dict i onary o f fer ed its advantag e.

Wo r ds rule d out in j udg i ng t he entries
included proper names, abbreviations , con ­
trac t i ons, and two v ar i at ions of the s ame
word ( ex ampl e: whe r e a contestant u sed bo th
SNIPE and SNIPER, t he longe r wor d SNIPER was
al l owed, but SNIP E was not) . Such words as
RESNIP and REN IPS were not allowed because
they are not in t he dic tionary as such , but
RESPIN was allowed because it i s in the dic ­
tion ary .

Some entrant s got c qreles s on a few oc ­
casions an d included words containing one of
the eligible le tters twice , o r containing
a letter not even in the wo rd PERFINS. And
speaking of t he wor d PERFINS , a f ew con ­
test an ts questioned its use, since i t is
not in t he dictionary . The editor was we ll
aware that PERF I NS is not in the di c t i onary ,

This proposed change in the Bylaws tie s the life membership fee to theannualmem­
bership fee. The use of t he multiple 15 is based upon the curren t dues structure, $60
is 15 times t he $4 annual fee . The new life membership fee would thus be $75 .
