Theology
is the servant of Ialth, and thus must sirive to nourish, nod
to destroy. our alleginnce to the Lord who discluses his mys-
iery in the leachings of the Church,

The final goal of our Year of Faith, Pope Paul il us,
is Christian undty. The unity of faithsiands at the very founda-
tion of the unily of the Church. Only fidelity fo that faith,
then, can be ihe basis of ultimate Christian unily in one
Church of bruth.

Our prayer today is thal troubled modern man wﬁi ack-
nowiedge the relgn of the King of peace; thal anything within
the church which dims the fruth of the Church™s leaching will
come to the Hght: and that all Christians will fnd in faith
the unity of the kingdom of Christ the King.

To deepen our resolve of faith, I hereby direct that afler
each Mass on the Feast of Christ the King thatl the Act of
Consecrafion to the Sacred Heart be reciled. Finally, the
Blessed Sacrament should be exposed affer the final morning
Mass and during the aflernoon hours as a tangible manifes-
tation and witness of our faith in Christ our King.

The following is an inferviey in Rome with Mar
rn H Work, evec

YVeuice correspondent in Home

. — What was your role in the Third Werkd
Congress of the Lay Apusiciae?

A. — My primary role was a8 s member of the
Steering Commilise for the Congress. This commit-
iee was an enlargement of the directing board of the
World Congress which Pope John set up abouinine
years ago, I was enlarged for this Congress from
12 fo 25 and was concerned mainly with the devel-
opment of the program and organizing the Con-
gress in general.

§. — How moany yeurs &as his in the planning
stage?

A. — i began nine vears ago, one year affer the
last World Congress. It would have been helda few
vears ago, if the Second Vatican Council had nof
taken place.

€.~ How would you compare the tone, aititude
and spirit of this Congresswith the last world gather
ing i T8577

&, — Therewas considerable difference, of course.
In the "51 and '57 congresses there was much un-
certainty about the role of the Iaity; there was the
feeling that the lalty had e fundamental role, bat #t
was an insecure keling. Now there is more certifude
that there Is a sense of co-responsibility for the
Church. In these earlier meetings we were morecon-
cerned with the organized apostolate, most especial-
iy Catholic Action as a form of collaboration with
the bishops in their mission. This Congress, Ithink,
breadened the understanding of {he role of the laity
in s mission not only in the organized form, but
in the individual actions of 2 Christianin the world.

Q. — How many American delegates were there?

A. — Using delegates loosely, 1I'd say there were
about 120. Strictly speaking there were only 30. But
there are other calegories — such as five national
experts we picked, and then we recommended fo
Rome 25 of our people in the couniry as interna-
{ional experts, and then we had observer consultants
from the U.S.

Q. — James O'Gara of Commonweal, for in-
stance. Was he elected fo represent any group?

A. — No, he was here merely as a press man {o
cover the Congress and he was asked to chair ope
session. '

Q. — A number of people have beencritical about
the selection of delegates. Were they elected?

A. — No. I suppose you could say they were
screened and nominated. We opened up applications
to the World Congress to anyone who wrote in. We
made sure, of course, that the major movemenis in
the apostolate were aware of the Congress, andthen
we held two preparatory meetings and invited 80or
90 people, and then used a screening process to
select delegates.

Q. — Were all the movements and organizations
in the U.S. represented?

A. — Yes. Across the board completely.

Q. — Did the delegates hauve inslructions from
their groups? Any kind of a mandate?

spokesman for the nalion’s
religious press said herethat
proposed changes in postal
rates for newspapersmay put
some religious publications
out of business.

Dr. Russell T. Hittof Phil-
adelphia, editor and general
manager of Elernity Mag-
azine, spoke before the Serr
ate subcommittee on postal
rates. The subcommitiee is
hearing testimony on House-
passed changesin newspaper
posial rates, which would
involve secondclassincreas
es for thereligious non-profit
press.

Dr. Hift represenied the
Evangelical Press Associa-
Hon and was also authorized
to speak for the Associated
Church Press, the Catholic
Press  Association, and sev-
eral Jewish publications, in
all a total of some 900 pub-
lications. The subcommittee
had requested that the re
ligious press confine itself to
one spokesman.

The proposed change in
mailing costs would separate
editorial content from ad-
vertising conteni, aninnova-
fion as far as the nonprofit
religious press in concerned.
Moreover, it seeks fo app%y

& progressive increaseonthe
advertising conieni of these
papers which would bring
them up to the rates paid by
commercial publications by
1974, It was this feature of
the proposed rate changesio
which Dr. Hi#t specially ob-
jected,

*I submit that adverfis
ing appearing in most of the
non-profit religious publica-
tions iz non-competitive with
taxed publications and gen-
erally is related to the pur
pose for which the publica-
tions exist,” Dr. Hiit siated.
He said that advertising in
the religious press isfreguent
Iv for such things as edu-
cational materials andchar
itable appeals, and that what-
ever income is derived from
this advertising helps o
lower the deficit ai which
most of the religious press
operates.

At the
same iime she notices his special character which is to be
a secular member or citizen of the world, to engage in
earthly pursuits, to follow a professionintheworld, to have
2 family and devote himself in every field to temporal
pursuiis and interests.

This work will be both manifold and varied. The council's
Decree on the Apostolate of the Laity, iz iis turn, frmiy
lays down the principle that by ifs very nature the Christ-
ian vocation is also & vocation to the apostolate™ and then
goes on to devote two whole chaplers to a detailed ac-
count of the “various fields™ and the “various methods™ of
this apostolate. You are of course familiar with the texts.
Let this reference fo them sufficetostrengthenin your souls,
dear sons and daughters, this unshakable conviction: that
the appeal the Church addresses to youinthe middle of the
20thcentury is a real one; that the Church phces con-
fidence in you and invites you to accept great responsibil-
ities in order to advance Christ’s kingdom among your
brethren and be to the full what the theme of your Con-
gress inviles you ito be "the People of God in Man's
Journey.”

At this point, an objection arises. In fadi, one may say,
if the tasks entrusied fo lay people in the aposiolate are so
vast, should it not be admitted that henceforth there are, in
the Church, two parallel hierarchies, as it were-two organi-
zations, existing side by side, the better to ensure the great
work of the sanctification and salvation of the world?

This, however, would be to forget the siructure of the
Church, as Christ wishes it iobe, by means of the divers-
ity of ministries. Certairily the People of God, filled with
graces and gifts, marching toward salvation, presenis a
magnificent spectacle. Bui does it follow that the People
of God are their own interpreters of God’s Word and
ministers of His grace? That they can evolve religicus
teachings and directives, making absiraction of the faith
which the Church professes with authority? Or that they
can boldly turn aside from tradifion, and emancipate
themselves from the magisterium?

The story almost senl o
mewspaper and 2 Cursery o
zgant detalls: " The Siate
sight-yearwid sgreement wi
vanoe $4U oullion dollars o
pressway sysiem.”

The cancellation formally removed from the books Dade’s
offer to advance the stale money to finishihe downlown Miami
expressway. But the reason Dade volers had fo authorize such
an agreement is an amazing bit of stale negled for Flordas
largest population area.

In the mid-5i's, the federal government embarked on e vast
program o criss-cross the nation with modern superhighways.

This resuited in the Intersiate highway sysiem. The main
southeast Florida artery was labelied -95.

Yiotorists were nicked some extra pennies on each gallon of
gas purchased in order (o raise the billions needed 1o build the
interstate road network.

So, vou and [ gave ithe road money 1o our logal
ztation. The funds were passed oo to Washington and ¢
sent back o the 50 siates to build the highways wherg they
were needed,

{in: paper the plan looked great.

The oniy trouble was that in Florida, governors saw fo i
at the federal road milllons allocated {0 this stule wer spemt
first in sections other than Uade, Broward and Paim Heach
ountigs.

leroy Collns made a stab at beginning [-95 and intersiale
funds did construct the 38th sireef causeway 1o Alami Seach.

But while 14 was speeding cars rom Tampa across to Day-
tena Beach and 75 was being buill from the Georgla border
¢ central Florida, Palm Beach and Broward counties remained
vivgged with traffic with no inkrstate road relief provided.

The old State Road 9 right-of-way alignment was converted
-85, Motorists were at last able io journey from Holly-
wiprG Boulevard io the Golden Glades interchange. In Miami,
53 in the form of the north-south expressway, began 1o be
apened a few blocks at a time as it snaked northward from
sireet {o Golden Glades. Then came a change in stale ad-
mipisirations.

Farris Bryant succeeded Leroy Collins.

Bryant bowed {0 the wishes of £4 Ball. the titan of the Flor-
ida DuPon! interests. Ball had been pressuring the Collins
road board o alter the design ofthedowntown Aliami express-
way exit which called for traffic to utilize DuPont-owned land
from Southeast Znd avenue to Biscayne Houlevard in the area
iust north of the DuPont Plaza Hotel

“While Collins resisted the intense pressure whichthe powerful
%ir. BaB knows how to effectively exert on office holders, Mr.
Bryant was much more seeeeding,

in fact, the Bryant Adminisiration placed the entire Dade
County expressway construction program in mothballs. Alami
business leaders, anxious that the expressway be exiended into
the downtown area and fearingwhat Bryantmightdo, came up
with a two-fold desperation effort.

First, they talked Colling to issue conftracts for canstruction
of the southernmost section of the expressway. This was done
in the waning days of his term. That’s the reason the express-
way from U.8. 1 was finished only fo S.W. 8th Street. When
you get on this section vou are forced to get off within a few
rai nufes.

The reason it was builf was to insure that Bryant could not
drastically alter Miami’sexpressway master plan. Bryantwould
thus be forced {o link the completed southern leg with a central
downtown interchange.

The second effort of the business leaders was to get on the
ballot a 846 million dollar bond issue. A total of $6 million
was earmarked for local projects. Some $40 million was to be
advanced to the state to continue constructionofthe north-south
expressway. With ready cash available, it wasfelt Bryant would
have no excuse for not completing the downtown link.

The money was supposed to be repaid out of future inter-
state allotments to Florida. Dade’s expressway needs were so
pressing that voters authorized the bond issue and the money
was available if Mr. Bryant was willing togive his State Road
Board the green light. Buf, Mr, Bryant did nothing.

Finally in October 1987 the road board cancelled the agree-
ment and wiped it off the books.

Road Depariment comptroller Richard Judy called the agree-
ment a “disgrace.”

He said it was indicative of the state’s failure, until recently,
to do its share for urban areas.

Only 33 million of the 340 million was actually spent, the
money paying for half the cost of the downtown distributor
portion of the expressway.

The reason the remainder wasn’t spent was because Mr,
Bryant had the Dupont Flaza road plan redesigned. This de-
layed all construction on the system.

Haydon Bums moved things off dead center and is respon-
sible for all the downtown expressway construction now under
way.

Claude Kirk has pledged more roads built on the basis of
need — not polifics.

We are getting our expressway and interstate construction
at last. But that four years of Bryant “"do-nothingness” was
indeed a disgrace.

The movement also holds that
the others are innately incapable
of rational conduct. Halogus
with them is beyond the realm
of possibility. :

The dire conclusion of the
movement, then, is that in deal-
ings with the other race, the use
of force, in self-defense, is re-
grettably necessary. Usingwhat-
€Ver means are necessary, aself-
respecting society must see fo it
that the barbarians do not suc-
ceed in indulging their uncon-
querable self-serving insfincts.

Disease-Other Side
Of Coin In Vietnam

By J. 4. GILBERT

WASHINGTON — {NC) — Some distressing pictures of
condifions among civilians in South Vietmam have been
painted here lately. Some of themorevivid are found in the
report of a paned of doctors sent to study conditions under
the sponsorship of the Ageney for International Develop-
ment {(AID).

While it was found that the number of cdvilian war cas
ualties and refugees was growing, the doctors fold President
Johnson that a full scale public health effortis needed more
than special facilities to care for civilian war casualties.

The panel found that half the 18,000 beds available in
Vielnam's civilian hospitals are oceupied by persons suffer-
ing from infectious diseases that are preventable They cited
malaria, typhoid, fyphus, cholera, polio and plague

The doctors estimated that*about30% of thepopulation”
has tuberculosis and that *“fuberculosis is theprimekiller in
Vietnam today.” They added that this disease could be
eradicated through the immunization of infants,

Some steps already. have been taken toward immuniza-

fion, it was stated, but only onepercent of Vietnam’s gross
national product goes to public health programs, possibly

the lowest of any country in the world, and moreover offi- |

cials have trouble keeping -irack of those who have had
treatment and those who have not

This report lays stress ontheneedfora long range, gen-
eral public health program. War casualties among civilians
and the war's general effeet upon civilians have received
most of the worldwide atiention heretofore. It has been said
that civilian war casualties number upwards of 100,000 a
vear, and thaf more civilians have lost limbs than did
American soldiers in World War I1 Thenumberof refugees
increases by the thousands each month.

The doclors found that thereareonly about 150 Vietnam
doctors engaged full time in the treatment of civilians, and
that the number of public health workers declinedfrom 186.-

600 to 12,000 last year, because they can earn betier pay

Under no dreumsiances would the priest have the
right io ask you in this type of mecting about your
past moral 1fe Such matters would be confined 1w
the epnfessiopal and ¥ he were fo a5k such & gues
tion, you would be justified in rddusing o answer. One
s pot compelled to reveal one's sins in the presence
of another except in the Sacrament of Penance

The kinds of guestions thepriestwill ask vou st this
mesting are essenfial ones. While the procedure varies
from diovese o diccese, it is imporiant fo be certain
that neither one of you has been previously married.
marned and divorced, that both of you are either
baptized Catholics or that permission isscughtfor a
mixed reigious marriage me In other words the
priest must determine that there is no mpediment fo
your marriage

Again, depending upon your diocese, the priest
may be able lo discuss *;aﬁ{ms aspects of married
sife with you. Sl beiter, [ hope that you have ak-
ended & Pre-Cana mﬁfermce or & series of instruc
Hons on marriage such as they offer in mam diocese
fnday. Through these yvou can gain nevessary knowl
edge and insights into the married state and hope
fully this should result in a happier, and more stable
marriage | would also suggest, in the event thal your
diocese does not provide such instruction, that you
seex out some Catholic books on marriage There
are many of these and any Catholic booksture wil be
able ¥ recommend some o vou.

Mot tIncommon Question

The guestion vou pose as io whether or not you
should tefl your husband about past indiseretions is
by no means an uhtommon one The general answer
trv this guestion is negative Neither should vour hus
band confess any indiscretions to you in the event he
has heen guilty of them. You begin murriage with &
dean state. You will take mutual vows andwith {étsd's
help observe them. The past is over. Forget it, §f you
camn

Some persons suffer from a type of compulsive
gullt eomplex by which: they consider it necessary or
degirabie o tefl their fufure spouses about past in-
discretions. It may or may not resolve the guilt com-
plex but almost invariably #t is likely to lead to dif
Houlities.

In the best of marriages a certain amount of quar
reling is inevitable At imes attheheightof such quar
rels this confession which you seem o wish to make,
may be thrown back a! you in an uncharitable and
bitter fashion. Depending upon the kind of manyou
marry, it may also arouse suspicions about your fu-
ture behavior even of the most innocent type Some
men may believe that since you were indiscreel in the
past. vou may be indiscreet in the future There is
no peint in planting seeds of later suspicion in your
husband’s mind.

There is one exceplion o this and # is a rather
difficulf matter to discuss. Yet 1ieel I must mention it
If vour past indiscretions have been of such a naiure
that your husband is likely to learn of them from
another zource, then it is far beiter that you tell him.
But since you are apparently now engaged andon the
verge of marriage, it is a little late to do so.

¥ such confession had to be made because of the
circumstances I cite, it would have been far betier
to make it before you accepted his proposal. I realize
that whai I have said may be very disquieting io you
and that since you are now engaged it is impossible
to follow the advice You will have fo evaluate the
situation for yourself as objectively as you can. Gen-
erally speaking, these past indiscretions will not come
to light unless they have been of a really scandalous
nature and known by many persons. So again, I would
recommend that you forget all about them.

Convince Him

I, however, sometime in the future this knowledge
should reach your husband, then you will have to try
to make him understand that whatever did happen,
occurred largely because of your youth and inexperi
ence. Only then would it be necessary for you to con-
vince him that you are truly sorry for these indiscre
tions, and that you have resolved that such things will
never gecur in the future. But Iwouldnot worry about
this at all but instead employ all your energies to be
come a good wife and perhaps later a good mother.

¥ you continue to worry about this matfer it is
indicative that you are suffering from a type of nervous
amuety Anxiety is different from fear. Nervous anxi-
ety is concerned about things: that happened in the
past aird ‘which cannot be undone or anxiety about
something in the future which is not even likely to
happen. In faet, if such aunxieties do exist in your
life and if they become quite strong, then resort to
some type of professional help would beindicated. The
best possible solufion is io forget about these things
as thorounghly and completdy as possible Do not
permit your mind fo dwell on them. And don’t even
toy with theidea of telling your husband about your

past life except under the circumstances already in-
dicated, .

Bishop Willinger, 81, has
headed the 1Z-counly Monie
rev-Fresno diecese since 1953,
He was bornin Balfimore April
19, 1886; was ordained in
1911; nemed bishop of Ponce,
Puerio Rico, in 1829; became
coadjutor bishop of Monterey-
Fresno in 1947, and succeeded
to the See six years lafer.

Bishop Manning, who has
been an auxiliary bishop of
Los Angeles since 1846, was
born in Ballingeary, County
Cork, Ireland, Nov. 15, 1809;
was ordained fo the priesthood
in Los Angeles in 1934; studied
at the Pontifical Gregorian Uni-
versily in Rome from 1935 to
1938, taking a doctorate in
Canon Law, and was secretary
io Archbishop John J. Cant
well of Los Angeles at the time
of his elevationto the hierarchy.

Bishop Clinch, auxiliary
bishop of Monterey-Fresno
since 1957, was born in San
Rafael, Calif,, Oct 27, 1908;
was ordained in Frespmo in
1938; was editor of the Ceniral
California Register, newspaper
of the diocese of Monterey-
Fresno, from 1940 fo 1948,
and held several pastoral and
diocesan posts before hiseleva-
tion fo the hierarchy.

Bishop-elect Hurley was
born in San Francisco, Dec.
13, 1919, the son of Mark J.
