These  official . administration
predictions are based on what the
Bureau of Inlernal Revenue ox-
pects to collect in showhiz exelses
during the 1953 tisca) year, which
starts July 1, 1952.

theater TV. TNT sports continue
in the boxing, basketball and
football fietds already performed.

As a navy officer during
the war, he was assigned to the
psycholngical warfare division at
Supreme Headquarters AEF,
which developed and operated
iechniques of using radio. films
and publivations in combating the
enemy, and aiding liberated pop-
ulations.

Halpern became sold on theater
TV shortly after he left CBS to
head a syndicate he had formed
for purpase of buying AM and
TV broadcast stations. tlis group
sought unsuccessfully some of the
Warner Brothers facilitics and a
Callfornia TV station st 8 time
when few envisioned such a rnrld
video growth. At that time Hal-
pern was approached by theater
exhibitors who already were
wondering  whether the erude
laboratory theater TV test e?uip»
ment might give rise to a force
which could reshupe the industry
|as the advent of sound had done
{two decndes earller, As a result,
carlv in 1849, Halpern began a
special survey on theater TV.

Basic Problems

Basic questions werc whether
the public might be attracted to
new, different and superior pro-
grams not otherwise available,
and the economic, equipment and
distribution potentials of an easy
pay-as-you-go system. The study
roduced positive  answers to
these questions. and also foresaw
new creative prugram possibdli-
ties for the medium

We bold our conlemporary, Printers’ Ink, in reasonabiy
high esteem, but thix revered advertlsing Journal was sold a
neat bill of antj-radio goods 1ast week. They picked up @ re-
scarch project orteinally carried out for Foote, Cone & Belding,
by Iise Zeisel, a member of that agency's research staff, and
Iise's brother, Dr. Huns of the Tea Bureau, Ine. Printers’ Ink
puhlished an article based on the project under a head which
said: “For Radio Rescarchers—What 15 TV Doing to Radio
Listening?”

The Zeisels, it seems, have worked out a scries of tables
and grephs, by the use of which advertisers are alleged to be
able to cstimate the radio sets-in-use figures their time pur-
chases on networks will earn them. The sets-in-use graphs
drawn by the Zeisels show such alarning decreases In radio
sets-in‘use, as the number of TV homes [nirvase, as: for
daytime, from 25 per ceat down to 13 per cent, from 28 per
cent down to 14 per cent. ele., ond, for afternoon, such alarm-
ing drops as from 38 per cent town to 19 per cent, 37 per cent
down to 18 per cent, ctc.

Of course, displaying the integrity of the true researcher,
the pi ble to this elat and frightening set of graphs
and tables. says:

“It will be well to state clearly at the outsel what these
formulae cover and what they do not cover: (1) We are dealing
only with the sier of nationwide broadcasts; all measures are
expressed in percentages of all U. S. radio homes ~ Reglonal
networks and individual local stations may show quite dif-
ferent. trends.” )

June Lockhart, a very pretty
girl. came closer to Shaw in
her conception of a rebellious
belle of the upper classes who
fell in love with an “inferior.”

With all the show's faults,
tho. Shaw still might have for-
given Montgomery if he hadn't
introduced one fatally fey
touch—a bearded oldster, made
up to look like GBS, who
winked coyly into the camera
at close.

Reference to
the code was made when Witling,
describing Du Mont's(rm traming
operations. mentioned that the
web strongly approves the new
TV code’s provisions for morality
standards and high sales stand-
ards but is holding in abeyance s
deeision on whether it will sup-
port the NARTB TV code’s en-
forcement provisions.

Witting said there is no cer-
tainty yet that the enforcement
provisions are compatible with
the Federal Communications
Commission or with practical :3-
erations of TV stations.

47% of Distribs Think He's
OK, Some Bearish on Trend

NEW YORK. Jan. 10.—Record
distributors are divided in their
opinions of the value of the disk
industry’s recent phehomenon
the one-stop record shop which
services juke box operators by
carrying hit disks of all labels.
Results of a Blllboard survey
show thal 47 per ¢ent of the dis-
tribs  believe that the sub.
distributors ase kood for the busi.
ness, while a little over 34 per
cent of the regular distribs claim
that the one-slops are detrimental
to the industry. An additional 15
per cent think that it makex 1it-
tle difference whether the one-
stops exist, while the remaining
4 per cent express no comment

It is generally recognized that
the growilh of the one-siop op-
erators has been tremendous dur-
ing the pasl year. Almost every
important citv has at least one
such sub-distributor, while the lo-
cal market is covered by at least
seven one-stops. The Billboard
has previously reporied that sev-
eral onc-stops have shown large
sales jncreases. One operator here
reported a 200 per cent increase
last year. and a diskery claimed
that “its distributors did 30 per
cent more business with one-stops
Jast year than in the previous ycar
(The Billboard January 19)

Growth of the anc-stop to iis
present status in the industry is
seen by tradesters as proof that
juke box operators are finding it
more convenient and profitable
to buy all labels from a single
source regardless of the higher
price the ops have to pay for their
records.
