ll of the speakers in this group 
test are new to the shops and 

to consumers. There has been 

an explosion of what the industry terms 

"affordable models" lately, because they 

sell so well. A bird in the hand is worth 

two in the bush, manufacturers appear 

to be deciding! We couldn't resist the 

temptation of comparing no fewer than 

six models. 

In making my reviewing debut the 

Mission 73ILEs I have at home acted as 

a yardstick. giving these young 

pretenders a lot to live up to. It seems 

that you get ever more for less money 

these days; hi-fi is becoming like the 

computer business. It's nice to see that 

those of us on low budgets are not 

automatically palmed off with duff 

products - well not in every case. 

This group of six loudspeakers 

covers a wide range of tastes, both 

visually and musically. so there should 

be something for everyone. The 

smallest are Acoustic Energy's AE100s. 

Styled in similar fashion to their popular, 

upmarket metal cone AEI s, they use a 

small 4in paper-cone bass driver reflex-

loaded by two ports and a I in fabric 

dome tweeter. Forward firing ports and 

compact dimensions make this suitable 

for bookshelf mounting. 

Revolver's Purdey is the only 

floorstander in the group, quite an 

achievement at £200. The Purdeys again 

use a traditional combination of small 

4in doped-paper bass driver, reflex-

loaded, along with a 19mm soft dome 

tweeter. A small cavity in the bottom of 

the cabinets can be filled for extra mass; 

we used some Sound Bytes filling which 

improved bass and definition to a 

worthwhile degree. 

KEF's Coda 8s and Celestion's 

Impact I 5s are essentially very similar 

animals. Both use larger 5.5in paper 

drivers along with In fabric dome 

tweeters. Both are reflex- loaded and 

are noticeably larger than the other 

standmounters in the group, especially 

the Impact I5s, which look as if they're 

on steroids. Both KEF and Celestion 

have smaller, cheaper miniatures in 

their ranges, but at £200 you are one 

step above the bottom cf the range, so 

purchasers expect to see - physically - 

more for their money. 

The last two models. B&VV's 601s 

and Mordaunt Short's MS2Ois, occupy 

the middle ground. They are both 

attractively proportioned. both move 

away from the standard paper cone/soft 

dome line up. The two use aluminium 

dome tweeters, gold anodised to give 

an impression of quality. B&VV are using 

a Kevlar cone in the 601s, their 

pre:erred material and one they have 

enjoyed success with in their more 

upmarket products. Mordaunt Short 

have opted for a plastic driver cone, 

moulded in one piece to the surround. 

SIX SPEAKER 
SET-TO 
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Acoustic Energy 
AE100 

Acoustic Energy's AE100s were the 

smallest 'speakers in this test and 

probably the only ones that would suit 

a bookshelf. When I entered the 

listening room a Grace Jones track 

featuring Ian McShane talking was 

playing. I immediately picked up a bit of 

sibilance in McShane's voice, but 

otherwise the AE100s seemed to have 

quite a good balance, sounding neither 

too bright nor too dull. 

1 use Oasis' Married With Children' 

as a test of general clarity because it's 

an uncomplicated acoustic set. The 

uncluttered charm of this song, 

although natural, was marred by slightly 

splashy treble and vague focus, which 

tended to blur upper harmonics. 

Chords merged into each other to 

create a similar impression lower down 

the scale. Overall though, the sound 

was quite smooth, melodies allowed to 

flow freely. 

With the Stones' Under Cover of 

the Night' Jagger's vocals sounded 

natural enough. But in between verses 

his animalistic yelps, which are normally 

highly charged, were softened, losing 

impact. I longed for the decadent party 

liveliness of Stones rock to come across 

more forcefully. The AE100s were too 

polite. Electric guitar didn't really squeal 

as it should, but on the plus side it 

wasn't overly forward or aggressive. 

Ashkenazy's recording of the 

Rachmaninov concertos was quite well 

captured, the piano having good tone 

and each note satisfactory definition. 

The sound stage, although not as large 

as the best, was wide enough to create 

a good sense of scale, but individual 

instruments were spread wide, lacking 

real focus. I could hear the individual 

orchestral sections as they entered the 

performance and integrated nicely into 

the overall scheme of things, but it 

wasn't so easy to pinpoint where they 

had arrived from. Overall this piece 

could have done with a more forthright 

presentation, allowing strings to project 

better on a rousing crescendo or 

through a sweeping movement. 

The AE100s were basically well 

balanced across the frequency 

spectrum, with surprisingly good bass 

extension for their size. Although 

Wyman's powerfully played bass line, a 

buoyant and complicated example of his 

expertise on 'Under Cover of the 

Night', sounded a touch slow, this was 

countered by solidity and power, 

impressive from such a small cabinet. 

Possessing a natural and uncoloured 
sound, they have a lot going for them, 

but their lack of projection made music 

sound constricted, held back. They 

could do with an injection of energy. 

Dominic says 

The AE100s have good bass for their 

size, but they are a little lacking in upper 

bass punch. I felt they also had a dry and 

neutral midrange, plus well balanced 

treble. The sound stage was good, and 

tonal colour, although a touch on the 

dull side, seemed natural enough. They 

were certainly not the most captivating 

'speakers 1 have heard, even with the 

vibrant and colourful melodies of Primal 

Scream. This was not helped by a touch 

of sibilance to lower treble and a lack of 

projection in the upper midrange. The 

latter was smooth, but not especially 

clear. The AE100s were a little too 

smooth and polite for me. 

KEF Coda 8 
KEF's Coda 8 loudspeakers are two-

way stand-mounters which are small, 

yet solid in appearance. KEF have gone 

for a simplicity of style, the result being 

a smart-looking box. 

These KEFs had more presence 

than most, possessing the ability to be 

relaxing or compelling company. Their 

bass was tight_ propelling and musical - 

all at the same time. It rolled along 
cleanly, forming a solid floor beneath 

any tune. It was powerful and the path 

of its progress was drawn clearly. 

1 found guitar tracks particularly 

vibrant with these speakers. Pace was 

fast and there was a crisp biting quality 

to strings that never became grating. 

Black Grape's `Tramazi Parti' had a 

really festive atmosphere. The vocals 

were appropriately catchy, but never 

messy. Brass trilled above the guitars, 

sounding sparkling and bluesy at the 

same time. The pace of the track was 

involving and the organised chaos of 

vocalists and musicians irresistible. 

I found the sweetness of the Codas 

was welcome when listening to Ella 

Fitzgerald. 1 have heard her vocals 

sound clearer, but I felt the KEFs 

treated them with great respect. There 

was an atmospheric lilt in the 

performance and a sense of poignancy 

that other budget speakers fail to 

capture. The soundstage was large, too, 

for a small speaker, placing woodwind 

and strings behind her. They were full 

bodied and lyrical. 

Hideko Udagawa's violin was not 

striking in its clarity, but it was 

portrayed with a general sense of ease, 

notes in the highest register showing no 

strain. Although the Codas' bright tone 

wasn't strictly accurate, I was still 

charmed by their smoothness. 

Piano was a similar story. The right 

and left hand could be heard working 
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separately in complement to each 

other. There was a sense of 

musicianship and performance that I 

found involving. Lyrical passages were 

alternately hesitant and passionate. 
Although imaging was not a strong point 

and the performance couldn't be called 

life-like, it was persuasive. 

KEF's Coda 8s stand out among 

most budget loudspeakers due to their 

lack of inhibition. I danced and sang and 

was completely taken in by their 

conviction and general vibrance. They 

are determinedly good-humoured and 

broad-minded, taking on every sort of 

music and bringing it to life. 

Dominic says 

The Coda 8s have quite a large and 

open sound that filled the room well 

with Oasis"Supersonic'. Bass was good 

and tight, adding scale and weight to 

bass lines. Lower midrange instruments 

were smooth and focused, but higher 

up, they became a bit more confined 

and nasal a trait especially noticeable on 

vocals. Treble was natural and smooth, 

the best of the group in fact, giving a 

clean decay to cymbals. Overall though, 

for me they lacked the focus and 

immediacy to convey music with really 

strong expression. 

B&W DM601 
The B&W DM60 1 s are compact, two-

way standmounters. They are discreet 

enough to look acceptable in any kind 

of room, unless you remove the grilles 

to reveal the bright yellow Kevlar 

bass/midrange drive unit. 

With vocals the DM6Ols' restraint 

steered them away from sharpness or 

harshness and kept things in order. 

Trumpets in Brenda Lee's 'Speak to Me 

Pretty' sounded clear and lively. Her 

vocals were a little distant though. On 

'Married With Children' from Oasis' 

Definitely Maybe album, guitar was 

resonant and clear, but vocals didn't 

stand out in sufficient relief against it. 

On the more rock-oriented Oasis 

tracks bass was tuneful and drums tight; 

both helped to propel tracks along 

nicely. The 601s also did justice to John 

Lee Hooker's bass heavy R&B. When 

bass lines really started to kick, the 

601s remained impressively musical; 

they didn't give up. 

Rachmaninov was captured well by 

the 601s, but at the same time they 

didn't appreciate the rousing 

magnificence of his work. Subtleties 

were dealt with well, the piano was 

detailed and arresting and remained 

compelling even in its highest register. 

Individual instruments could be easily 

discerned. Ultimately, this made the 

601s very well behaved. 

Female backing singers and whistles 

on a Donna Summer CD were well 

focused and clean in their delivery. The 

601s kept a tight grip here, preventing 

sibilance or splashiness from creeping 

in. Their ability to project was 

emphasised on Santana's 'Evil Ways': 

the keyboard leapt out and whirled 

around psychedelically. Whilst the 601s 

didn't project this effect as far as I'd 

have liked, they stayed clear of being 

too far forward or hard. 

My overriding impression of the 

B&W DM60 Is was that they have a 

clean, detailed and insightful sound. 

Their bass is wonderfully musical and 

everything about them is melodic. 

Dominic says 

B&W's DM60 Is have an engaging sound 

that does its best to draw you into the 

music. Their tight, solid and tuneful bass 

helps a lot here, delivering a strong 

performance with Black Grape. They 

have a clean and pure tonal quality 

which, despite a midrange that is a little 

laid back, gives them a surprisingly wide 

and open sound stage. Their midrange 

quality does ensure they don't become 

too forward though. Treble could 

become sharp with lesser recordings, 

but was otherwise of good quality. 

Celestion 
Impact 15 

The Celestion Impact I5s are bigger 

than the other stand-mounters in this 

test and in many ways they had a bigger 

and better sound. They are the most in-

your-face speakers of the group and the 

most distinctive. 

Although relatively large, the cabinet 

is neither solid nor well damped, making 

them susceptible to boom. I was 

especially conscious of this throughout 

the audition because the first piece of 

music we played, Wagner, featured 

powerful double bass that thrummed 

madly and ruined the piece. 

This problem did not affect electric 

bass guitar in rock so strongly; it 

sounded bouncy and leant real life to 

the rhythm. The Beatles' Come 

Together' was alive and danceable. The 

prominent bass drum was clear and 

rounded, propelling the song along 

nicely. Percussion was resonant, clear 

and natural. Guitars were nicely defined 

against bass and vocals sounded rich. 

Listening to Ella Fitzgerald exposed 

some shortcomings. On top of the 

boxiness, her voice lacked its customary 

sweetness and I felt that a little of the 

beautiful intonation was lost. There was 
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someone had swapped his Brubeck CD for Beethoven." 
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a disappointing lack of delicacy and lilt in 

the whole performance of 'Every Time 

We Say Good-bye'. With a 

Rachmaninov piano concerto this 

translated into some sharpness on 

prominent piano notes, which 

contrasted against fuzzy treble. 

Strings were fine in terms of 

dynamic contrast, rising and falling 

competently, but they weren't detailed 

or crisp enough. Nevertheless the 

soundstage was big enough and there 

was a general ease and conviction that 

made listening pleasurable. 

After doubts were raised over the 

treble I decided to embark upon the 

dreaded Donna Summer test. Her own 

vocals in their ordinary register 

sounded fine, but higher pitched backing 

singers were indistinct. These 'speakers 

were decidedly reticent in the presence 

of high female vocals or violins. 

In defence of the Impact I 5s, their 

generally open and honest character is 

attractive. Whilst they are unashamedly 

boxy sounding, they also sound large 

without becoming screechy or painful; 

they remained musical throughout the 

session. 

Dominic says 

Wagner caught the Impact I 5s out early 

on, revealing a big, boxy 'boof in the 

lower octaves. Long, sustained bass 

notes caused their cabinets to resonate, 

but on punchier rock material this 

wasn't so noticeable, adding a nice 

enough spring to bass lines. Above this 

their midrange was smooth, dry and 

impressively open. Yet I also heard 

some phasiness and a lack of focus in 

the upper midrange. Treble was sharp 

and insightful, adding a good sense of 

detail without harshness. Overall I 

found the Celestions' big, full and 
weighty sound impressive. 

Mordaunt-Short 
MS20i 

The new MS20i from Mordaunt-Short 

was an erratic little minx, one minute 

exciting, the next disappointing. The 

appeal of this speaker will depend more 

than usual on what you want it to do. 

Upper bass was tuneful and strong 

rhythmically, an unusual combination 

for a budget product. This gave most 

tracks an entertainingly musical feel, 

with good pace and dynamics. But there 

was little evidence of deeper bass, 

necessary to create the physical 

sensation of a performance. They need 

to be placed close to a rear wall. 

The midrange was a let-down, with 

a synthetic, quacky colouration affecting 

guitar. Brass instruments in the lower 

registers - trombone and French horn - 

seemed a little messy and coloured. 

Black Grape's 'Tramazi-Parti' suffered a 

certain temporal flatness, the 20is 

unable to catch leading edges cleanly, 

softening definition. Marr's guitar in 

'There is a Light and It Never Goes 

Out' had an uneven tone and was 

blurred; it should propel forwards 

cleanly. Although it was brightly lit, it 

also seemed uneven and even a little 

turgid of tone. 

On the positive side, with simple 

acoustic and vocal tracks the MS2Ois 

were strikingly natural and clear. Singers 

moved impressively close through these 

speakers, reaching further forward 

towards me than usual. Female vocals 

were consistently handled well, Brenda 

Lee sounding wonderfully velvety. 

Acid jazz kings Santana exposed a 

lot of the MS2Ois' drawbacks. Tom-

toms did not sound adequately hollow 

or resonant and consequently lost a lot 

of their groovy influence. Keyboards 

were not well sustained, lacking the 

hurdy-gurdy swirl they should display. 

Nothing jumped out, came alive or had 

the power to surprise. It seemed that 

when the music became more complex, 

the MS2Ois got confused and withdrew. 

Moving on to classical, Hideko 

Udagawa's violin was projected clearly, 

even if its strings sounded a little thin 

and bright. The instrument ebbed and 

surged effortlessly under her playing; it 

was conveyed strongly. All- in-all, the 

treble registers came across well on 

this recording. 

Ashkenazy's piano work was less 

pleasurable. He was very much 

swamped by the orchestra's strings 

which seemed to be playing over him. 

The piano should have been more 

prominent, sitting firmly centre stage 

and there was insufficient weight to give 

full expression to his left hand. 

There was a lot I liked about the 

MS2Ois. Their treble was solid and clear, 

although a trifle bright. Bass was 

satisfyingly tight and vocals among the 

best within this price range. But their 

midrange was not sufficiently forceful or 

clear enough with more complex pieces 

and it had a strange tone. The MS2Ois 

are not all-rounders. 

Dominic says 

Mordaunt-Short's MS2Ois are all about 

rhythm and impact. They have a light 

but fast upper bass and lower midrange, 

which exaggerates musical tempo to get 

your feet tapping. Sadly, they have no 

real deep bass; although rounded 

enough to sound balanced, I missed 

bottom end power. Their midrange was 

clean and forward, giving them an 

immediate sound that grabbed my 

attention with Steve Earle's dry vocal 

and crisply struck guitar chords. The 

treble could occasionally become 

excited, ringing on hard struck cymbals, 

but it didn't become sharp enough to 

qualify as unpleasant. 

Revolver Purdey 
The Purdey is a two-way floorstander 

with a solid, sober appearance. The 

good thing about floorstanders is you 

don't need stands, so the Purdey 

represents good monetary value. 

There aren't two ways to say this: 

the Purdey has little bass. Obviously this 

offends individual taste to varying 

degrees, but it does tend to create a

This omission was offset by their 

strikingly good portrayal of vocals. 

Listening to the Stones' Brown Sugar' 

was a pleasurable experience, 

highlighted by the clarity of Jagger and 

Richards' harmonising. Their voices 

were forward and sounded really 

natural. Kt the boogy-woogy piano was 

not promi lent enough and brass could 

have been richer and brighter tonally. 

Guitars on The Levellers' 'Hope 

Street' crashed without becoming 

messy, showing good focus and 

integration. This track's melody rose 

clearly above the rhythm section, 

where it could be followed easily. 

Instruments were clean and nicely 

separated. if a ittle lacking in body and 

brightness. There was a nice bite to 

guitars, bt t also a frustrating lack of 

power. 

Hideko Udagawa's strings in Bruch's 

Violin Concerto No.I benefited from 

the Purdeys' clean quality. The 

character of the violin was not 

sufficiently penetrating and seemed 

rather distant. There was a nice sense 

of proportion, but these speakers were 

not formidable enough to be able to 

strongly convey its character or intent 

with any force. A larger sound stage 

and greate.r projection would have been 

particularly beneficial here. 

Although dry, the Purdeys did not 

rasp, but their character did not suit 

music which was syrupy and smooth, 

such as Eila Fitzgerald ballads or Harry 

James's sentimental swing. The 

atmosphere of such performances was 

not well captured and they could sound 

clinical at times. On the positive side 

there is nothing cloying about these 

speakers. They strike a good balance 

between detail and smoothness. 

With Harry James, clarinet was 

more resonant and natural than 

trumpet, and cello more luxurious than 

violin, but all were surprisingly well 

reproduced for a ' speaker of this price. 

Although these Purdeys were 

unbalanced, they managed to redeem 

themselves in some area of every 

recording I played. So despite a slight 

dullness and anaemic bass, I was forced 

to look on the bright side. 

Dominic says 

With Teenage Fanclub's 'Mellow Doubt' 

the Purdeys impressed with their crisp 

and open sound and super vocal 

projection, but their weak bass was 

immediately noticeable. They go quite 

low, but with no real power behind 

notes. Treble was a little untuneful, but 

bright and clear, giving good insight and 

detail. The Purdeys have too little bass 

to sound properly balanced and really 

need the help of a subwoofer.

sharp and uncomfortable in the 

midrange. Their lack of deep bass was a 

disappointment. But a forward and 

assertive character will commend them 

to rock fans looking for clarity of beat 

and metronomic timing. 

Celestion's Impact I 5s were pushed 

down into the bottom half of the group 

by fierce competition. They were 

marked down by their confined and 

boomy quality. Although they had a big 

presentation, it seemed to travel from a 

distance and sounded a bit synthetic. 

Revolver's Purdey floorstanders 

didn't convey the scale of sound their 

much larger size promised. In the end 

their absence of deep bass could not be 

forgiven. The result was that many 

kinds of music were left dangling in mid-

air. Very clear vocals though. 

The AE100s came bottom of the 

pile for me. Although basically well 

balanced, they failed to inspire with all 

types of music. They were reasonably 

neutral, but also messy in a splashy and 

sibilant way. They smoothed out 

dynamic variations, making for a

The B&VV DM6Ols came top of the 

list for me. The more I thought about 

them and listened to them the happier I 

was with this choice. Ultimately, the 

601s had the least restricted and the 

cleanest sound, one I found the most 

satisfyingly musical. Their subtlety was 

engaging. These were the 'speakers I 

would most want to own. 

From the outset, KEF's Coda 8s 

vied for first prize. They had a breezy 

presence, good dynamics and a sense of 

fullness to their performance. They 

didn't beat the B&VVs for clarity and 

weren't as free from the box either, 

which ultimately decided against them. 

The MS2Ois automatically went into 

the top half of the ranking. They had a

First of a 

planned small range of amplifiers, the 

Campion integrated amplifier shows 

externally all the traditional values: a 

simple, uncluttered thick fascia plate 

with three knobs (on/off, source 

selection and volume) with a chunky 

quality-finish, adorned only by a blue 

power LED that reflects off the satin 

sheen of the middle control. In keeping 

with other mid- price 

components from 

these isles, even the 

output is a fairly 

traditional 30watts, so 

it's not even a stunning 

powerhouse for the 

masses. It is, however, 

one of the most 

attractive-sounding 

integrateds these 

shores have seen for a 

while. 

1 am very much one 

for clarity and lucidity 

in amplifiers, firmly 

believing that the work a good 

recording engineer and producer puts 

in ought not to be wasted. One of the 

examples of some fine studio work that 

needs top-quality amplification to give 

of its best is the Tafelmusik Haydn 

Symphony No 41, a Sony SBM 

recording. The band was perfectly 

spaced between the speakers, with a 

breadth that almost defied the 

boundaries of the room. Within a clean 

studio space every instrument was 

pristine and perfect. 

In the Second Movement there is 

some counterpoint of considerable 

complexity, but the Sonneteer never 

glazed over the timbre of violas against 

violins nor submerged the slightly 

coarse edge of the valveless horns in 

the brass. Most surprising was the 

perfection of the flute, along with the 

clicking of the keys caught by the 

miking, discernible as it ought to be but 

not obtrusive. Even with the trickiest 

Campion worked wonders, delivering 

near-studio definition, even allowing for 

it lacking studio amplifier power. If King 

George had heard his own harpsichord 

in Martin Souter's Isis recording 

through the Sonneteer, he would 

probably have given up playing in 

despair. A virtuosic hour of performing, 

and recording, it was utterly gripping. 

Serious amplification ought to be 

able not only to keep time, but to 

change tempo as instantaneously as a 

real musician. All too often, all but the 

'high-end' falls at this musical fence. Not 

the Campion, however, whose timing 

was exemplary. 

" Somehow, the Campion is one 

of those very rare amplifiers that 

puts everything together and a 

tingle in all the vertebrae, 

especially the ones that keep a 

listener fully upright on the edge 

of the seat. " 

Nor is all this true for just classical 

recordings. The same innate 

truthfulness came across with The 

Pretenders' I'll Stand by You', Chrissie 

Hynde's voice nicely up front, with that 

inspiring sensation that you could 

practically see the tape unwinding 

before your very eyes. Somehow, the 

Campion is one of those very rare 

amplifiers that puts everything together 

and a tingle in all the vertebrae, 

especially the ones that keep a listener 

fully upright on the edge of the seat. 

Take the Rob VVasserman/Rickie 

Lee Jones 'The Moon is Made of Gold' 

from Duets. No, it wasn't just 180gm 

vinyl or being tracked with an Ortofon 

MC7500 playing through Michell's Iso 

external phono stage, that caught the 

tension between the two duetists. 

Through the Sonneteer, there was that 

sense of the interplay between two 

musicians and a near-tangible live feeling 

of the two watching each other bar by 

bar that you seldom hear on a 

recording. Every single momentary 

vocal twitch was caught like a fly 

fluttering as the amber set. So was 

every twang of VVasserman's double 

bass, with a resonance that made the 

thing extraordinarily lifelike. True 

quality stuff, this. 

It's almost too good to be true, isn't 

it? All I would wish for would be a bit 

more wattage. All the same, clearly, this 

is an amplifier designed by people who 

are keen on music and it bodes well for 

the future generation of British hi-fi 

design. One day, if there are hi-fi 

company flags dangling in cathedral 

naves like those of famous regiments. 

Sonneteer's name deserves to be 

among them. 

Thomas Campion, by the way, was a 

kind of Elizabethan Andrew Lloyd 

Webber. He composed masques and 

songs, combining the lyricism and the 

drama his hi-fi descendant has in 

abundance. He wrote this amplifier's 

epitaph ( if we can allow amplifiers to be 

female, like ships) as it left: 

All that I soong still to her praise did tend, 

Still she was the first, still she my songs did 

end...

W
hilst the battle for the 
world's tape market stays 

unresolved, manufacturers 

tentatively release new models. But 

with Philips pitching Digital Compact 

Cassette at the cut-throat price of 

£250, there's no room to manoeuvre. 

At £270 the NAD 614 I tested in the 

September 1995 issue was as expensive 

as a DCC recorder. The new 613, 

following hard on its heels looks more 

attractive. It worked well and comes 

for just £230 - dead competitive. 

You'd be forgiven for being unable 

to see meaningful differences between 

the 614 and 613; I was uncertain at 

first. The simpler 613 lacks Car, a 

compressor facility for making car 

tapes. It also lacks the zero-stop 

Memory of the 614. Beneath the skin 

the 613 has a lower quality head, but 

the 614's was no great shakes. Neither 

recorder can fully exploit the 

performance of metal tapes but that's 

the way of things now; no deck at this 

price point manages better. Quality has 

suffered with the rise of the Yen, since 

cassette deck heads come almost 

exclusively from Japan; from Canon, 

TDK and the like. 

There are few other important 

differences. Actually, the 61 3's 

transport measured far better than the 

614's. Doubtless, this is down to 

variability in the mechanism, which the 

decks share. 

NAD design their decks 

themselves. This company knows what 

it's doing, but they are in battle with 

the Japanese, and Philips who are 

throwing their weight around in hi-fi 

again (not that I'm against a good old 

scuffle!). 

The 'clunk - clunk' of the 613 when 

it stopped and started did not make it 

seem very slick. Nor did the undamped 

cassette door which drew the cassette 

back into a murky gloom, frustrating a 

quick visual check of how much tape 

is left. 

Those were the 6I3's obvious weak 

points. But it had plenty of strengths to 

compensate. Control ergonomics were 

good, there was a big, clear tape 

counter and automatic tape type 

selection. Thankfully, NAD have 

retained both Play Trim and variable 

Bias. The former tweaks pre-recorded 

tapes into proper tonal balance, getting 

rid of muffled or (sometimes) sharp 

treble. it actually alters treble level like 

a tone control, but befcre the Dolby 

system acts to decompress. 

Consequently, Dolby tracks more 

accurately. Only NAD and Yamaha 

bother to use this idea. 

Bias adjustment similarly affects 

tonal balance, but only whilst recording. 

In effect, it matches a tape to a deck. 

Many decks, especiey budget models, 

don t vary meal bias and 

manufacturers slyly conceal this fact. 

The 613 does: tests showed it tuned in 

TDK MA perfectly. It also tuned in 

ferrics and chromes, as expected. 

Tests also showed the head 

struggles to cope with the flux levels 

needed for metal tapes, so distortion 

sets in much above OVU, when

recording. Music peaks shouldn't be 

pushed much past this point. With 

ferrics especially though, the head is 

happier, giving cleaner bass and 

midband quality. Treble will get 

muddled then soften when it's 

prominent in music, even though the 

613 has Dolby HX Pro to lessen this. 

Only metal tape can offer clean treble, 

but to avoid obvious hiss Dolby B must 

be used. 

SOUND QUALITY 

Although good music transcends the 

medium it's played on, good 

reproduction highlights its qualities. 

You might think a pre-recorded 

cassette of a ( mediocre) 1965 

recording wouldn't add up to much, 

but the clean opening bass line and 

sheer zest of the Beatles' ' Drive My 

Car', were a delight on the 613. It has a 

strong enough bass performance to 

sound meaty and full at low 

frequencies, which gave weight and 

substance to rhythm sections. 

Extended treble gave a ring to 

triangles, cymbals and tambourines, and 

fine speed stability freed them from 

phase jitter and vague positioning on

the sound stage. Play Trim couldn't 

provide enough lift, being compromised 

by other losses. Whilst it balanced 

most recordings, others - amongst 

them James Brown's ' Gravity' and 

Diana Ross' Eaten Alive' - remained a 

little dull. Newer recordings, like 

Dream Harder from the VVaterboys, 

generally came across superbly though. 

Fine speed stability was apparent in the 

crisp control maintained over rhythm 

and the sense of general cleanliness and 

clarity achieved. 

A gruelling test of speed stability 

was applied by recording Chopin's 

Opus 48, Nol at the start of a tape 

(TDK SA). The 614 disgraced itself 

here; the 613 flew. It held sustained 

notes near perfectly. I just hope that 

the near-Nakamichi like speed stability 

of my sample wasn't a one-off. It's 

impossible to tell without testing an 

unrealistic number of samples I'm 

afraid. 

I jumped between TDK AR ferric 

tape and TDK MA metal when 

recording, deciding ultimately that MA 

had it, ignoring price differences. TDK 

AR gave cleaner and stronger bass of 

the two, but it sounded coarse and 

messy across the upper midband and 

treble, where MA sounded stable, clear 

and sweet. Providing record level was 

kept down to OVU on peaks (with both 

tapes, but for different reasons), Dolby 

B was used and bias cranked back to 

minimum, TDK MA made great 

recordings. The sense of cleanliness and 

precision of the 613 undoubtedly came 

from fine speed stability, but I felt that 

NAD's circuitry was making its 

contribution too. Incidentally, chrome 

tape in the form of TDK SA, generally 

sounded turgid on this deck. It wasn't 

ideal. 

I got a fine performance all round 

from the NAD 613. It might not match 

my own Nakamichi ZX-9 for replay 

quality, but it got respectably close. I 

couldn't say the same with recording 

quality, where a Nak. is unsurpassed. 

But the NAD still did a really good job 

here; I enjoyed listening to it. So I've no 

hesitation in recommending the new 

613 - it's better value than rivals - and 

even the 614 (whoops!) • NK

The new Castle Isis loudspeakers are 

exciting; my immediate impression was 

of a big sound. Dynamically their 

handling is lively without throwing 

things around the room as some 

speakers at this price can. I was taken 

with their bass power, it didn't extend 

very deep, but what was there was solid 

with good weight behind it. This 

impressive performance from such a 

small cabinet came into its own with 

'Speak to me' on Dark Side of the 

Moon.

The Pink Floyd panning effects had 

my head spinning to an adrenaline rush.

output amplifiers and a sprinkling of 

audiophile grade components in critical 

locations, and the NAD5I4 which again 

uses high grade output devices and 

quality components throughout, TEAC 

have had to add their own audiophile 

status tweak to the CD-5. Sadly, the 

budget couldn't extend to their VRDS 

transport, but the CD-5 does have the 

highly regarded Philips DAC-7 

convertor at its heart, and a vibration-

resistant foot design. 

These gold pointed feet look a bit, 

well er, silly, as if added as an 

afterthought. Sadly, this was confirmed 

when I tried to install the CD-5 into a 

system; the feet not only made it too 

wide to fit between the uprights of the 

stand, but they were also so far outside 

the footprint of the player that it didn't 

fit on top either. So, one prerequisite 

to purchase of the CD-5 is an oversize 

table to put it on. Odd how TEAC 

should seem so concerned about 

vibration, and then make sure that their 

player can't fit on a normal size 

isolation table; but then 

again, the isolation feet are 

joined to the flimsy pressed 

steel outer case and not the 

actual chassis, so maybe 

they're not as concerned as 

it would seem at first glance. 

Anyway, once all this was 

aside, the player resting on a 

wide, solid window ledge, 

things were under way. The 

basic balance of the TEAC 

was very reminiscent of the 

CD-63SE with which it will 

compete. Black Grape's ' In The Name 

of The Father' was produced with a 

lean and taut presentation. Bass was 

firm and well rounded, if a little lacking 

in weight. The initial punch was strong, 

but the force of the follow through 

seemed lacking. ' Kelly's Heros' showed 

the CD-5's ability to catch hold of the 

deepest notes and produce them to 

good effect, the near subsonic thud at 

the intro, sending the Mission 752s' 

drivers sharply towards their end stops. 

Again, although the note was well 

described, it didn't really have enough 

scale. 

Where the CD-5 performed 

particularly well was with messy or 

complicated pieces. 

The Charlatan's 'Just 

Lookin' is a typical 

indie rock track, 

complete with 

electric guitar, vocals 

and percussion all in 

harmony. Often this 

kind of mixture can 

sound ill defined, 

blurring into a melded 

mix. The CD-5 

showed clear focus 

here, separating the 

instruments well and 

making the performance 

With strong treble, such as fiercely 

struck cymbals, the CD-5 could develop 

a little metallic harshness that gave it an 

almost mechanical character. It could 

do with being a little smoother and 

more natural here. Having said that, it 

gave great insight and a crisp bite to the 

more softly played ' Bullet Comes'. 

Vocals had a dry, lean character, 

leading the CD-5 more towards 

more succinct.

demanding pieces where its analytical 

nature allows it to take control. With 

simpler acoustic tracks, like Steve 

Earle's Train a Movin' album, the CD-5 

could be accused of stripping the music 

too bare in its search for detail. Like 

many CD players it lacks any real stage 

depth, which combined with a lack of 

warmth can remove some of the body 

and character so important to these 

simpler recordings. It doesn't have the 

velvety smooth presentation of the CD-

63SE, which can be a real charmer, but 

it does seem more ruthless when it 

comes to extracting the last ounce of 

detail. 

With Wagner's Tannhauser, horns 

were full and powerful. if a touch 

reticent and held at the back of the 

stage. Tonally, strings were a touch on 

the bright side, showing a little 

sharpness on the highest notes. This 

wasn't unpleasant, and didn't grate 

badly, but it was noticeable all the same. 

All in all the CD-5 is a clean and tidy 

sounding player, with a good eye for 

detail and fine insight. It doesn't quite 

have the magic of the CD-63SE. which, 

with its smoother and richer midrange 

and treble brings a more fluent and 

musical touch. This is in a well balanced 

system though, arid those who find 

their's a bit too rich or thick, would do 

well to audition trie CD-5 where they'll 

also be able to taie advantage of the 

extra detail it is capable of resolving

efore 1 go any further, let me 
declare an interest here. You 

see, my very first piece of 

'proper hi-11' was an Arcam Alpha 

amplifier. This time, however, it's an 

Alpha 6+, complete with a power hike 

to take it to a claimed 50 watts. At 

£349.90, it can hardly be called a budget 

amp. Neither can its £600 CD brother. 

It will be interesting to see if this Arcam 

can compete with the present crop of 

'super' machines at almost half the price 

(Maranta CD-63SE and NAD5I4). 

Both new Alphas are solidly 

constructed and neatly finished, with a 

lot of attention given to detail under 
the bonnets too. The CD player uses a 

1-bit PVVM (Pulse Width Modulation) 

DAC with a 20-bit digital filter. This is a 

break from Arcam's previous Alpha 5+ 

which uses a multi-bit DAC. 

ARCAM ALPHA 6+ 

AMPLIFIER 

When listening to the Alpha amplifier, I 

used the matching CD player as the 

primary source (as well as my own 

sources), and coupled up a pair of Royd 

'The Minstrel' speakers (a typical 

combination). 
First impressions, with Tricky's 

album, were of restraint and good 

manners, but also a slight 

blandness. Vocals were velvety 

smooth, and despite refinement 

there was still fair detail 

retrieval. It picked up the bass 

heart beat that runs though one 

track, although not as clearly 

other amplifiers might have 

done. The sound was seamless, 

but occasionally two-dimensional 

and slightly veiled. The detail was 

Dominic Todd's journey 

through hi-fi started 

with an Arcam Alpha 

amplifier.

there, but it was not meticulously 

unravelled and presented.

The depth of music could have 

been better portrayed, but I had no 

complaints with the expansive stereo 

width. Instrumental timbre was 

generally well revealed, although the 

brass sections could sound just a little 

too laid back. 

The Cranberries' No need to 

argue' portrayed the Arcam in possibly 

its worst light. Although vocals were 

delicate and free from any sibilance, the 

whole affair lacked emotion and was 

too refined. The sound was not well 

projected, giving the impression of a 

lack of transparency and instrument 

separation. Drum transients were 

softened too.

Far better was the Alpha's 

reproduction of Classical music. 

CoreIli's Concerto da Chiesa No 8 in G 

minor proved the point. Smooth treble 

suited violins, which sounded sweet and 

fulsome. Despite intricate twists and 

turns in the music, it was held together. 

Although the soloists occasionally got 

lost when pitted against the larger 

orchestral group, the end result was 

one of ease. The amplifier had a good 

sense of timing, the faster quartets of 

Pachelbel sounding more open than the 

rendering of acoustic music. 

ARCAM ALPHA 6 CD PLAYER 

I began listening to the Arcam Alpha 6 

CD player with Classical music first, 

Johann Pachelbel's Canon 'a 3 Violinis 

con suo Basso', as it happens. I know 

I'm pigeon-holing a bit here, but Arcam 

owners are rather sophisticated and 

conservative people. Perhaps fond of 

Pachelbel, but defiantly not into Pulp. 

The Alpha 6 CD had the distinctive 

Arcam family sound. Smooth, refined 

and totally unruffled by whatever the 

music had to offer. It was, perhaps, just 

a little less reticent than previous 

Arcam CD players though. Strings had a 

coarse edge to them. This is exactly 

how they should sound, to a degree, 

but if you prefer a more beguiling 

presentation, it's something to be wary 

of. Separation of instruments was 

excellent and the finely etched quality of 

solo performances reminiscent of the 

Marantz CD-63SE. The music also 

ebbed and flowed in the same effortless 

manor as other really well engineered 

PDM Bitstream machines. 

As Arcam listeners do (occasionally) 

listen La rock music, I changed the pace 

a little with ;:upergrass. The Arcam lent 

the same expansiveness to the sound as 

it had previously. Unfortunately, the 

same coarseness that had been 

apparent with stringed instruments 

listened to earlier, manifested itself as a 

slight edginess with vocals this time. By 

the same token, the excellent guitar 

definition didn't quite have the same 

attack demonstrated by some other 

machines. Bass lacked the presence of a 

good two-box design of this price, yet 

was as tight and articulate as one could 

wish for. 

Dina Carroll's powerful vocals were

expressed with the vigour and the lack 

of compression they deserve. Her voice 

had excellent projection from the 

'speakers, without sounding shouty and 

harsh. Bass wasn't especially deep, but 

the electric bass being played was 

portrayed with tangible realism, such 

was the definition extracted from the 

disc. The experience was one of 

completeness. Whilst the Arcam wasn't 

particularly stunning in any one area, 

the seamless nature of its sound meant 

the player never really got in the way of 

the music. 

Julia Fordham's 'China Blue' is an 

atmospheric piece in an acoustic blues 

context. The Alpha provided plenty of 

depth to the track, and oozed 

atmosphere out of every pore. 

Fordham's voice displayed slight 

sibilance, but not excessively so. Her 

vocals were generally beguiling and 

presented to the listener within a rock-

solid sound stage. The double bass had 

a natural resonant timbre and hi-hat 

cymbals appeared from an inky 

darkness. Once again, the Arcam caught 

the feel of the music, and involved the 

listener, even though it may not be as 

technically accurate and transparent as 

some. 

its 

CONCLUSION 

It's clear that both Alpha amplifier and 

CD players are competent hi-fi 

components that are a fine choice for 

someone looking for long term 

satisfaction from their hi-fi. However, 

the amplifier's sound quality isn't as 

good, relatively, as that of its CD 

brother. Whilst they make an excellent 

pairing, and the CD player is worthy in 

its own right, there are better sounding 

amplifiers available for £350. 

In the quest for refinement, it seems 

Arcam have gone too far and taken the 

raw edge off the 

music - so often the 

key to a really 

involving hi-fi system. 

Care must also be 

taken when matching 

the Alpha 6+ amp. 

with 'speakers. Those 

with a loose sounding 

bass could contribute 

toward a ponderous 

end result. 

The CD player is more successful in 

own right. Reminiscent of the CD-

63SE, the Alpha can almost justify its 

extra cost on account of its excellent 

build, plus a sonic performance that 

remains unruffled by whatever type of 

music is thrown at it •

Desmond Poon told me "Audionote is 

our biggest brand.

Business 

is very good for us". You might be 

surprised to know that worldwide 

distribution of AudioNote, a Japanese 

company, is handled by Audionote UK.

Chatting to enthusiastic Malaysians 

about our kit valve amps and 

loudspeakers - building your own is a 

new idea in their market - 1 realised that 

there was a strong interest in hi-fi and a 

lot of knowledge around too.

We 

use no feedback on 211 and 300B, 

because it gives warmer, more open 

sound.

C
hameleon are weH known in the 
recording industry for 

producing monitor amplifiers of 

high quality, high power and practical 

design. I can vouch for the consistency 

and reliability of Chameleon amps - 

both essential credentials in the studio 

industry. However, making a truly 

successful crossover product or hybrid 

these days (hi-fi and professional audio) 

is not as easy as it sounds. Many 

commercial manufacturers have 

attempted to market their domestic 

wares with 'studio straplines' applied to 

the front panel. only to fail abysmally. 

The Chameleon Ruby is compact, 

rugged and functional. Its domestic 

appeal lies purely in its plain aesthetics 

and distinctive sound quality. 

Electronically, the Chameleon is a 

well behaved and well controlled 

amplifier. I found the 200watt per 

channel Ruby produces a sound which 

is tight, fast and tonally flat. 

This ampiifier is not inviting or 

enticing in the way that, for example, 

good valve designs can be, inducing you 

to listen. It offers a critical presentation, 

most revealing of an inferior source. 

This characteristic is an offshoot of the 

necessity for studio products to deliver 

power and neutrality, for accurate 

monitoring. However it may not suit 

the domestic audiophile. 

Because of its stability at high power 

levels, the Ruby can appear to be based 

towards a powerful midrange, but this is 

the result of its design. With its new 

A/B switching circuitry the Ruby is quiet 

(a cooling fan is no longer used, as in 

the original version), and possesses 

virtually inaudible distortion. It is well 

suited to erratic and woolly 

loudspeakers that require consistency 

and efficient power distribution to 

operate best. 

Being really critical, in hi-fi terms, 

the Ruby lacks the depth, sound stage 

and pure ballsy musicality of the (albeit 

more expensive) Focusrite 4 which I 

have also been auditioning. I draw your 

attention to the bass slide after the first 

verse in Seal's 'New Born F riend'. On 

the Focusrite you hear and feel it, but 

on the Chameleon. it sounds like the 

instrument needs tweaking or has been 

attenuated. The sound characteristic is 

tremendously sober. 

I tried a blast of heavy metal, as this 

amp is more than capable of pumping a 

tight bass drum and delivering a soaring 

lead midrange. The Scorpions' Love at 

first Sting', was a corking example. 

Impressive guitar tonality contrasted 

with the heavy dynamics of the Ludwig 

drums. 

Chopin's Prelude Op.28 no 8 in F 

sharp minor performed by Ivo 

Pogorelich (Deutsche Gramophone) is a 

good reference disc for pianoforté, 

especially in the lower mid-band. With 

the Ruby, the lower register sounded 

muted, the midband thin and note 

definition was bland and uninvolving. 

Chamber music lacked semblance of 

timbre. 

On string based performances, 

violin sounded natural enough, although 

decay occurred prematurely. At the 

best of times, it was difficult to tell the 

different string sections apart. There 

was not much depth to the orchestral 

sound stage, although stereo separation 

was good, and provided a clean, focused 

image. I actually got up to check the 

phasing of the loudspeakers. Treble was 

too harsh and at times, almost sibilant. I 

tried the Ruby with at least four 

different 'speaker designs, including a 

nearfield and main monitor of repute. 

There is no doubt of its studio 

suitability. However, its hi-fi sonics are 

subject to strong competition. 

I would say the Chameleon was 

perfectly at home in the best of critical 

applications, especially with near-field 

monitors where electro-acoustic 

control is so important. However, in 

my view it lacks the personality to add 

musical life to a home system •

After my Technics amplifier 

of fifteen years standing 

reached its last legs I decided 

to review what was new in 

the market and bought the 

Aura VA-80, which pleases 

me no end. 

This step has naturally 

renewed my interest in all 

things musical, since I'd felt 

as if I had been given a new 

set of ears to play with. 

However, being more of a 

vinyl collector I have had to 

compensate temporarily by 

using the phono stage from 

my old amplifier, which still 

works but has left me with a 

phono stage three times the 

size of my Aura.

The Aura VA-80 has a 

smooth and warm balance 

which is why it is one of 

our favourites too. As you 

seem very keen to continue 

playing vinyl, as you 

should be, this is what I 

would suggest. Rather 

than blow the best part of

for something like the 

Rotel RQ-970BX, which 

at £129.95 is an absolute 

bargain.

LS3/5A 

I would greatly appreciate 

some assistance with a 

problem I am having with 

my hi-fi.1 have at the 

moment a Meridian 200/203 

CD player with a Musical 

Fidelity A 100X amplifier and 

Rogers LS3/5a speakers, 

pre-bi-wire. The midrange 

and treble of the system are 

excellent but the overall 

sound is very thin. There is 
little bass to speak of. I have 

a dedicated hi-fi room 

which unfortunately is a loft 

conversion made up of 

plasterboard walls and a 

wooden floor. The speakers 

are on very heavy stands 
and concrete slabs but still 

have no bottom end. I have 

tried the system in the 

lounge and it was perfect, 

but I also have a wife, need I 

say more? 

To this end 1 have 

decided to change the 
amplifier for something a bit 

warmer and more colourful. 

I would really like to get 

involved with valve 

amplification, but I can't see 

a valve amp for £ 1500 that 

would drive LS3/5as.

These 

large panel areas are free 

to vibrate tend to suck-

out any real bass, and if 

they are quite bare will 

reflect midrange and 

treble energy to 
exaggerate the effect. 

Heavy curtains and such 

like may well go some 

way to improving your 

situation here. 

For deeper, more 

powerful bass, and 
without upsetting what 

you like about the 
LS315as, I'd recommend 

adding a REL Strata. 

This is capable of crisp, 

fast, detailed bass, and 

certainty carries all the 

punch you could ask for 

in the lower registers. It 

has its own built-in 

power amplifier and 

active crossover, so can 

be tuned in to blend 
harmoniously with your 

3/5as. This also means 

that the drive 

characteristics of the 
3/5As won't be affected, 

important if you are 

considering valve 

amplification. 
Although the 3/5as 

are insensitive, 

suggesting they will need 

a lot of power, this is not 

the case. They have a 

high overall impedance, 

so do not draw much 

current, and if driven too 

loud will easily bottom 

out - the BBC 

recommended power 

handling for the 3/5as is 

25watts. It is well worth 

trying a valve amplifier 
with the 3/5as, a good 

push-pull design capable 

of 20watts or more 

should drive them well. 

Try auditioning Audio 

Innova tons' Classic 25 

at £1099. This produces a 

healthy 25watts which 

should be adequate in a 

normal domestic 

situation. It is a line 
level integrated too, so is 

quite neat. DB

The bad news is that, like 
the Studio 200s, we still 
haven't had a chance to 
review them formally - its

Another alternative 

would be to add a REL 
Strata to your system. One 
of the best sounds I've ever 

had in my listening room 
was with a pair of Studio 
100s and a REL Strata, and 
l suspect that you'd get 
similar results with the 
Studio Is. The Strata has 
super bass, deep, tight and 

articulate. Using a 
subwoofer allows you to 

pull the main 'speakers 
further out into the room 

(you no longer need room 
reinforcement to add 
weight to the bass) where 

they will image better and 
create a better sound stage, 
as well as becoming clearer 

through the midrange. This 
will be the most cost 
effective approach and 
wouldn't affect the basic 
qualities of the system you 

seem so happy with. DB

I 

would appreciate your 

comments on second-hand 

(sorry, 're-owned') Musical 

Fidelity PI80 (perhaps with 

CRPS if funds allow) or any 

other choice of many sweet 

and affordable watts. Please 

don't mention the Quad 606 

- not transparent enough.

First of all, try using your 
Leak Stereo 30 on the 8S1 

tap, where it will be better 
load matched to the 

LS3/5as. At 1kHz the 3/5as 
may well be 15Q, but as far 

as an amplifier is 
concerned they are closer 

to 10S1, as confirmed by 
our own measurements 
using a 20Hz-20kHz pink 
noise signal which closely 

represents the energy 
spectrum of a music signal. 

If you still feel the need 
for improvement, greater 

dynamics, control and 
detail would come from a 
Sugden A2la integrated, 

replacing both the Croft 
pre and Leak power. 
Although only 20watts, 

this class A design has 
plenty of weight behind it. 

You won't get deafening 
levels, but then the 3/5as 
have a tendency to bottom 
out quite early on anyway. 
Make sure they are on 
good solid stands and that 

you are using good 
'speaker cables, both areas 
which influence the 3/5a's 
performance strongly. 

If you still find the 
sound lacking, it is also 
worth taking a look at the 
more powerful Sugden 

AU51 power amplifier. It 

shares many of the same 

qualities of the integrated 

A21a, but has a very 
healthy 100watts on tap. It 

should match your Croft 
preamplifier well too. DB 

Here's a note about valve 

amplifier load matching. 
The impedance of a 

loudspeaker is reflected 
back into the primary load 

which the output valve 
'sees'. Because valve amps 
are 'load matched' devices, 

for optimum power 
transfer they must see 
optimum load. For 1512, 
assuming the designer has 

done his homework 
properly, the amplifier 
should see exactly that 
figure, right across the 
audio band. If it sees a 

lower figure, then the 
primary impedance goes 

down, which affects 
performance, usually for 
the worse our tests show: 

power decreases but 
distortion rises. 

However, go in the 
other direction, connecting 
up a load higher than 
nominal (i.e. more than 

15S1), power will again go 
down, but distortion will 
decrease too. 

So, as Dominic states, 

if in doubt, try the lower 
impedance tap.

The Decca cartridges were 
designed to cope with early 
hill-and-dale stereo 
records, where the 
modulation axes were at 

45degrees to those on the 
LP as we know it, as well 
as today's format. There 

are three sensing coils, 

instead of two, one for 

lateral movement sensing 
and two for vertical 

movement sensing. The 

vertical coils are connected 
out of phase with each 
other, so when one is in-

phase with the horizontal 
coil (summing with it) the 
other is out of phase 

(subtracting with it). This 
gives what is known as a 

sum and difference 

construction of 45degree 
modulation.

Where Denon's DCD-3 IS - price a

into all this is that it 

makes no pretence at 

being a high-end player 

for pennies; but it 

does all the things a 

£300 player should do 

and not so many 

noticeably wrong 

things. 

I hereby eat the 

words I had adapted 

from the famous Morecombe and 

Wise/Andre Previn sketch: "Most CD 

players under £250 played most of the 

instruments of an orchestral recording, 

but not necessarily in the right order".

Nor was there any of the hard edge 

on strings associated with the treble 

from budget players.

More remarkable was that the 

Denon achieves both a good semblance 

of real orchestral dynamics and acoustic 

space, which can be a rarity even among 

players at three times this price. A 

Decca Ravel recording was held by the 

Denon in a commendably amphitheatre-

like semi-circle, with each orchestral 

section firmly in place. Violins were 

sweet, ditto the woodwind and flutes, if 

just a trifle short on the full harmonic 

range. Trumpets in Arnold's Serenade 

rose over the rest of the orchestra, 

while the strings played busily away, 

without being shoved into the 

background. 

It's only in the subtle nuances of 

recorded music that the 315 gave away 

much ground to higher-priced players. 

Listening to Chrissie Hynde on the 

Pretenders' I'll Stand By You', there 

was a noticeable reverb around the 

vocal, but more of an impression than a 

truly definable acoustic. As with Bryan 

Adams' Please Forgive Me', singers had 

the extra breathing and subtlety in 

changes of volume of more expensive 

players, including Denon's own DCD-

825. Backing vocals tended to meld with 

the lead, rather than be a few paces 

back. But these are the things you have 

to pay rather more for, and there was 

nothing wrong with the music in 

between.

I enjoyed David Price's look 

at one of Sony's great 

failures: the Elcaset. Why on 

earth anyone at Sony 

thought the public would 

buy these cumbersome 

contraptions instead of a 

Revox A77, Tandberg TD20 

or indeed any of Sony's own 
very fine open reel 

machines, we will never 
know. 

Cassettes were coming 

along in leaps and bounds 

with machines like the 

Nakamichi brothers' Tri-

tracer 700 & 1000. Open 

reel had the significant 

advantages of longer 

uninterrupted recording 

time, editabilty, and higher 

quality available through 

faster tape speeds. Elcaset 

fitted neither the 

convenience of Compact 

Cassettes (have you tried to 

fit an Elcaset into your 

pocket) or the flexibility of 

a conventional open reel. It 

appealed to no-one. All of 

which was a shame. 

The basic recipe of an 

open reel in a cassette was 

good. Take state of the art 

tape formulations, add a 

state of the art head system 

and mix in a jewel of a 

mechanism: result Elcaset. 
The electronics were as 

simple and plain as they 

could be (although for some 

strange reason Sony seem 

to have limited the 

performance almost on 

purpose, perhaps so as not 

to embarrass their more 

expensive open reel 

machines?). Your signal 

passes through literally only 

a handful of transistors, and 

not one IC. Dolby was a 

redundant function on these 

decks. 

Technics and TEAC also 

made Elcasets, although I 

have only ever owned the 

Technics and Sony 

machines. The Technics is a 

huge affair, 19" rack mount, 

twice the height of the EL5 - 

and sadly half of the quality, 

even though it's a no frills, 

minimalist dream (literally 

Letter of

only switch to twiddle) auto 

tape selection, and Dolby 

free zone. The cassette 

mechanism is the court 

jester in comparison to the 

princely EL5, never mind 
the incredible EL7 King. 

Ahh, the EL7. What a 

machine! The ultimate 

Elcaset. I would go as far as 

to say it is better than a 

Revox A77 running at the 

same speed. The reason for 

Elcasets supremacy at the 

time was the refined tape 

formulation, and straight 

out-and- out quality of the 

transport.

Instead it 

was virtually still born, and 

disappeared almost without 

trace. 

The sad part of this tale 

is what it must have taught 

Sony. They launched a no 

holds barred attempt to 

produce the best audio 

quality - and nobody wanted 

it. So now we have to put 

up with Sony "miniature 

novelties" such as MiniDisc, 

which offers lowest 

common denominator 

sound quality in a tiny 

package. Thankfully, nobody 

in hi-fi seems to want them 

either!

Imagine 

my utter frustration to find 

that after visiting four 

mainstream record shops, 

two specialist shops and 

telephoning three specialist 

suppliers, I was unable to 

find anyone who could find 

evidence of the existence of 

Mr Bibb, or indeed the 

Opus3 label. Isn't life difficult 

enough without reviewing 

music that no one can get 

hold of?

THE VINYL LIGHT 

Somewhere around the mid-

sixties there was a cartridge 

available that used a beam of 

light in place of the usual 

diamond stylus. I am not 

absolutely sure but I think it 

was made by Trio and I 

believe that it was very 

expensive. Presumably it was 

not successful as it did not 

survive. 

One advantage claimed 

for the cartridge was that it 

would not wear the record. 

Any clicks already on the disc 

would be reproduced exactly 

as they would with a 

conventional cartridge but 

there would be no further 

wear. 

I have no idea how the 

light beam was made to 

follow the groove in the disc. 

Electronics was by no means 

as advanced at that time and 

this may have been one of 

the problems. 

I am surprised that this 

idea has not been explored 

further using modern 

electronics. My guess is that 

the electronic circuitry used 

to keep the laser of a CD 

player on the track could be 

used to control a phono 

cartridge - possibly without 

any modification. It is also 

possible that a laser similar 

to those used in a CD player 

could be used as the light 

source rather than a beam of 

conventional light. 

Maybe the large 

manufacturers consider that

LPs are obsolescent and that 

the cost of developing 

players would not be 

justified. However, the 

advantages of using some 

form of light to recover the 

information in the grooves of 

LPs go far beyond the 

absence of wear. A player 

could have all the features 

found in CD players. Some 

tracks could be programmed 

to play and others omitted, 

or just one track selected by 

number, or a track could be 

repeated. 

If such an idea is feasible 

and, if a player were 

developed, it could give the 

millions of LPs currently 

collecting dust a new lease 

of life.

There have been several 

attempts in the past to 

create a record deck that 
uses light to read the 
groove. But none have 
been commercially 
successful, due to the 
complexity and cost of 

such a system. An 
unexpected problem of any 

no-contact system is that 
it reads dirt particles 
effectively, rather than 

pushing them out of the 
way like a stylus. The 
result is high surface 
noise, a surprising 
drawback. Both Trio and 

Toshiba have in the past 

experimented with 
cartridges that used the 
stylus to wiggle a grating 
that modulated a light 
beam, but these were very 

complex and were never a 
commercial success. 

More recently, in 1992, 
an Audio Engineering 

Society paper was 
presented by three Swiss 
engineers describing a 
turntable using an optical 
fibre to track the grooves. 
The light emitted by it was 

collected by a lens and fed 

to an optoelectronic 
detector. This system was 

especially interesting 
because it could play a 

damaged record as if it 
was new. The signal was 
picked-up in a normally 
unused section of the 
groove and the profiled 
optical fibre could track 
the groove accurately. The 
system was developed for 
archiving precious 

recordings rather than 
every day use though. DB

What about more 

affordable triodes? In your 

forthcoming article on 

output valves, I hope you will 

consider available examples, 

if there are any, and an 

appraisal of the various 

methods of connecting 

tetrodes and pentodes would 

also be useful. 

I am too young to 

remember the debate about 

triode Vs pentodes, but I 

would appreciate a clear 

outline of the arguments for 

and against these options.

Of the power triodes 
currently available, the 
300B, 2A3, 211 and 845 are 
probably the best known 
and all are in current 
manufacture. The 211 and 

845 are huge bright emitter 

triodes, but are relatively 
affordable considering 
their power, costing 
around half that of the 
300B. Unfortunately, 
typical operating voltage 

is between 800-1200V, 
making them expensive to 
use, more often than not 
outweighing the cost 
saved on the valve. 

The 2A3 is essentially a 
1/2pint 300B, developing 

less power. It is cheaper, 
but to get the same power 

you'd have to use more of 
them, making the 
difference in cost small. 

The 300B is popular 
because of a combination 

of factors. It is extremely 
linear and can be used 
without feedback. It 
develops good power, 
30watts or so for a push-
pull pair, 12watts for one 

in single-ended mode, and 
can run with an HT line of 
350-550V, making the 

power supply simpler and 
more cost effective than 
with a 211 or 845. Yes the 

300B is expensive, 
but for your money 
you are getting one 

of the most linear 
amplifying devices 

ever made. DB

so a few inches of space 

must be left behind them if 

they are to be used on a 

bookshelf. The tweeter 

dome is inverted in similar 

fashion to Focal's tweeters, 

seeming to narrow 

dispersion and giving a 

stronger sweet spot. The 

upside though is that these 

inverted domes tend to give 

more precise imaging, at 

least in properly sorted 

designs. 

The 10Ms are 

characterised by strong 

presence through the 

midrange which really helps 

vocals project well. With 

Pulp's 'Common People' 

Jarvis Cocker's closely 

miked vocals became 

extremely intimate as he 

spoke in a menacing tone. 

His voice was perhaps a 

little too exaggerated to be 

entirely natural, but it made 

for an exhilarating and 

informative balance. 

At first listen, the I OMs can come 

across as sharp and sibilant, due to a 

combination of light bass which lacks 

any real weight, plus strong treble. I had 

started my listening sans grilles, but 

after a few tracks the powerful treble 

" On simpler pieces things 

improved, a violin and 

piano spotlighted well with 

a good sense of acoustic 

surrounding them." 

got the better of me and back they 

went. This took a little of the edge off 

cymbals, but they retained their 

essentially bright nature. 

Lack of bass combined with a 

forward balance robbed the 10Ms of 

any real warmth or character. I used 

them close to a rear wall, room 

reinforcement serving to help 

counteract their lack of bass power to a 

certain degree. Unfortunately, in this 

position, deep bass notes could cause 

an unpleasant thrum from the cabinet, 

which was more annoying than the 

lightweight bass I was trying to cure. In 

the end, they found greatest favour 

around I ft off the back wall. 

The metal cone drive units 

and presence given to vocals by 

the 10Ms gave an especially 

realistic presentation to Oasis' 

Wonderwall'. There was a hard, 

nasal quality to upper male vocals, 

sounding a little megapnonic, and 1 

suspect that there is either a peak 

in their response or the cone is 

starting to break up here (I wrote 

this before measurement). 

'Cast no Shacow' again had the 

cabinet singing, adding a boxy, hollow 

quality to bass. The sound stage was 

reasonably wide and open though, giving 

a more realistic character through the 

midrange and treble. The focus of 

individual instrumen:s could have been 

sharper; they sounded dispersed across 

the stage. 

With Tchaikovsky's 

'Allegro con Grazia' strings 

had a pure tone and 

sounded both smooth and 

unrestrained. Higher notes 

did gain a graininess though, 

and were sometimes overly 

accentuated by the 10Ms. 

The NEAR 10Ms again 

lost out with larger scale 

pieces where the full power 

of the orchestra was 

suppressed by a slightly 

constricted sound stage and 

weak bass. On simpler 

pieces things improved, a 

violin and piano spotlighted 

well with a good sense of 

acoustic surrounding them. 

Overall, a bright and thin 

balance and a hard quality 

with vocals can make the 

NEAR I 0Ms too demanding 

at high levels or over 

extended listening periods. 

A subwoofer would add 

much needed warmth and 

depth to the sound, so they 

shouldn't be written off all 

together. And some of their 

qualities are endearing, the sharp and 

fast treble lending them a real sense of 

precision •

COMAG 
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Ididn't know quite 
what to expect from 
the Malaysian hi-fi 

show. Not so much in 
products and size, 
because that was 
predictable to a degree, 
but in outlook. Would 
this show reflect a passive 
and undiscerning market, 
importing black boxes 
indiscriminately from 
Asia's many automated 
plants, mostly Japanese. 
Or would it have its own 
perspective and dynamic? 
Would it have its own hi-
fi culture? I got a shock. 

Brought up in 
Singapore, with an 
occasional python in the 
shower, flying foxes (fruit 
bats) gliding overhead in 
the evening and the 
monsoon rains pounding 
the shiny, corrugated iron 
roof of our bungalow on 
stilts, the area held few 
surprises for me in this 
respect. My only wonder 
was: where have all the 
mosquitoes gone? 
Somehow the tropics 
doesn't seem the same 
without the whine of 
those little so-and-sos. 

But of course, 
Malaysia and Singapore 
have changed. Their 
economies are expanding 
so fast, they're termed the 
"Asian tigers", with 
growth rates of up to 20% 
per annum. There's a 
shortage of labour, so the 
difficult jobs are carried 
out by labour from 
Bangaladesh, Indonesia 
and the Philipines. That 
means Malaysians have 
good employment, which 
makes them relatively 
well off - and it shows. It 
also accounts for a 
roaring hi-fi business. Or 
does it? 

I'd argue not. The 
usual commercial view is: 
where there's wealth, 
there are consumer sales. 
But the average Briton 
now believes hi-fi comes 
from Japan, in one box 
free of unsightly wires, 
and can be bought for 
£600, "with everything". I 
was worried about 
finding a similar view in 
Malaysia. What a 
wonderful surprise to fly 
into a country free from 
this depressing outlook. 

Reflections 

from Noel 

Keywood 

In Malaysia two national 
newspapers, The Star and 
The Sun (both English 
language) regularly carry 
supplements on hi-fi! 
Having written the 
occasional piece on hi-fi 
for The Sunday Times, I 
well know how reluctant 
British newspapers are to 
approach the subject. In 
Malaysia it's a popular 
one that intrigues people. 

Standing in the Octave 
Electronics room, 
answering questions 
about our kits and 
speaking to people in 
general about their hi-fi, I 
soon realised that 
Malaysians have a great 
knowledge of the topic, 
not just a superficial 
interest. The last thing I 
ever imagined was to 
have older guys approach 
me about their Leak and 
Quad valve amps, but 
even this happened. Kits 
are a new idea, but since 
the country is industrially 
strong in electronics, the 
circuit and the soldering 
iron hold few fears. 
Building something of 
quality is a very satisfying 
leisure time activity. It's 
also educational and, best 
of all, it enables the 
builder to tweak until his 
heart is content. All of 
this went down well. 

I'm glad it did, 
because Malaysia struck 
me as a country with a 
great potential future in 
audio engineering. 
Funnily, the colonial 
connection plays a part. 
Although the British press 
in its parochialism 
seldom looks far past 

Blighty's shores 
nowadays, Malaysia 
remembers and preserves 
its links with Britain. One 
of the biggest surprises of 
my visit was to find in just 
what regard our audio 
industry is held. Another 
surprise was to find just 
how large its presence is, 
alongside those modern-
day masters, the 
Japanese. However, 
whilst Japan does have its 
true specialists, like 
AudioNote, by and large, 
their hi-fi comes from 
large conglomerates for 
whom mass production is 
everything, the black box 
its finest creation. 

This is steadfastly not 
the British way. Just 
about all UK hi-fi 
manufacturers are 
founded by audio 
enthusiasts, even though 
most do by necessity go 
on to embrace the rigours 
of commercial 
production. 

Malaysia sits between 
the two, with some 
fascinating consequences. 
They have the Japanese 
transplants, like Aiwa and 
Onlcyo, which have large 
scale manufacturing 
capacity with low 
production costs. When I 
tested the NAD613 
cassette deck (p24) I 
spotted "Made in 
Malaysia" on the back. 
But they also have a great 
love of real hi-fi, which 
demands more than 
computerised design and 
automated production. 
There's art in this science, 
and it will remain there 
until links between 

hearing and emotion can 
be understood. 

Audio engineering 
demands an imaginative 
approach that goes 
beyond the purely 
theoretical and this is in 
short supply around the 
world. 

It struck me that 
Malaysians are 
conveniently situated on 
the geographical 
crossroads here, enjoying 
close links with Britain, 
strengthened by their 
near universal use of 
English (many Malaysians 
speak three languages: 
Malay, Mandarin and 
English), whilst being 
close enough to Japan 
and its Asian markets to 
attract their modern 
factories. This puts them 
in a superb position for 
the future, since audio 
products do demand 
industrial technology. I'm 
reminded that Philips 
recently moved the 
headquarters of their 
Audio Division out of 
Europe altogether, 
relocating it in Singapore. 
I've just found out why. 

Whilst so many in 
Britain now believe hi-fi is 
a black box from Japan, 
ironically people in the 
East are having none of it. 
That's why Celestion, 
KEF, Mission, Rogers, 
Acoustic Energy, NAD, 
Wharfedale and Quad - 
and doubtless there are 
more - now all receive 
investment from one or 
other of the Asian tigers. 
British hi-fi isn't dead, but 
I wonder whether it's the 
British keeping it alive •

t another hi-fi year 
has passed by, so 
now's the time to 

reflect on all that's 
happened. The beginning 
of the year got off to quite 
an exciting start, with 
Pacific Microsonics 
announcing their HDCD 
high definition CD system, 
and Pink Triangle beating 
everyone to it by adding an 
HDCD filter module to 
their discrete Da Capo CD 
Convertor. The HDCD 
system used a higher 
resolution recording 
process, but the 
information was then 
encoded onto a normal 16-
bit CD to ensure 
compatibility with existing 
players. But there was also 
a hidden recorded code, 
which an HDCD equipped 
CD player could decode 
for 20-bit resolution. 

We were first to 
demonstrate this 
technology to the public, 
at the Edinburgh Hi-Fi 
Show, the general 
consensus being here was 
a system that took CD 
quality to a new level. A 
year later, only a handful 
of manufacturers have 
taken up HDCD. Others 
are still holding back, for 
reasons that became 
clearer as the year 
progressed. 

February 1995 was also

seeing a British hi-fi 
company with such a great 
heritage finally get 
swallowed up. 

In April we carried a 
test between KEF's new 
Coda 7 and its closest rival, 
the Mission 731. The KEF 
just piped it, staying on the 
throne until Mission 
replied with their super 
little 731LE, in November. 
But the Coda 7 was to set 
the scene as far as 
loudspeakers went for 
1995, with the 
manufacturers who were 
still surviving in the 
recession becoming leaner 
and meaner, and their 
products more 
competitive. This issue

the beginning of a new 
range of electronics for 
QUAD, starting with the 77 
amplifier complete with 
microprocessor remote 
control. Later on the 
matching 77CD player 
joined it, but only just in 
time to see Verity Group, 
the holding company for 
Mission, buy them up. This 
secures a strong future for 
QUAD, but at the same 
time it was a sad moment - 

sees a round up of six new 
£200 loudspeakers all 
launched in the last couple 
of months! 

If one product stood 
out above all else in 1995, 
it was Marantz's CD-63SE. 
We reviewed this player in 
our May issue, and were 
deeply impressed with its 
sound quality. This £350 
CD player set new 
standards below £.1000, 
and is still being raved 

about now as the year 
draws to an end. If you 
were a manufacturer of a 
CD player in '95, the CD-
63SE was the one you had 
to beat. 

Mid-year, around June-
August, the hi-fi scene 
traditionally goes quiet. 
But with Audiolab 
launching their new 
8000Q preamplifier, DPA 
their one-box discrete 
convertor CD player, 
Heybrook revealing an 
updated version of their 
Sextet loudspeakers, Linn's 
new Karik III CD player 
and NAD's 514 CD player - 
the first real rival to the 
CD-63SE, it was far from 
quiet for us. Also 
auditioned for the first 
time by the Hi-Fi World 
camp was the Unison 
Simply 2, a superb 
sounding integrated, 
single-ended valve 
amplifier from Italy. 

Since HDCD appeared 
in the early months of the 
year, there had been a 
multitude of rumours 
around the industry about 
an all-new CD format. In 
our September issue we 
came across the Acoustic 
Renaissance for Audio, a 
group of engineers 
determined to push CD 
quality forwards. Another 
format war was on the 
horizon, between 
Toshiba/Warner with their 
5 Gigabyte video CD 
system, and Philips/Sony 
with their 3.7Gig system. 
The Acoustic Renaissance 
for Audio were determined 
that audio shouldn't play 
second fiddle to video, 
proposing a music coding 

o 

o 

scheme for these new discs 
that could give 143mins of 
music with 24-bit 
resolution. This really 
would be a step forwards 
for the future of CD. 

The last few months of 
the year, as ever, saw a 
flurry of activity as 
everyone geared up for the 
season, new models 
appearing all over the 
place. The biggest surprise 
though, came from 
Technics, and their SB-
M300 loudspeaker. The 
Japanese aren't renowned 
for their success in this 
field, but the SB-M300s 
will have produced a 
worried look on many a 
UK designer's face. 

Using a form of 
coupled-cavity bass loading 
developed by KEF and 
used in their Reference 
Series, the SB-M300s were 
a compact 3-way, 4-driver 
loudspeaker. Combining a 
fast and detailed sound, 
with good bass, in a 
compact enclosure and at 
a reasonably affordable 
£350, here was something 
UK loudspeaker 
manufacturers hadn't 
bargained for. 

So 1995 was an exciting 
and varied year in audio, 
the quality of equipment 
reflected by our World 
Winners list, which has 
expanded from eighteen 
products to twenty-nine 
we felt worthy of accolade. 
Lets hope that '96 sees 
even more new and 
exciting equipment and 
developments in the world 
of audio. It seems likely,

CABLEOLOGY 
Dominic Baker takes a close look at van den 

Hul's carbon hybrid and Kin Company's silver 

alloy construction cables, both of which steer 

away from convention. 

B
oth van den Hul and Kin Company 
have looked past the familiar 

copper, silver plated copper or 

pure silver world of conductors in the 

quest for a more neutral and transparent 

sound. Both have been researching their 

respective technologies for many years 

now, and Kin Company's Silver Alloy and 

vdH's Carbon Hybrid cables tested here 

are the latest to hit the streets. 

Van den Huis Magnum HB 

loudspeaker cable and Thunderline HB 

interconnect both use a hybrid 

construction of silver plated copper and 

their Linear Structured Carbon 

conductor (first seen in their First 

interconnect a few years back). This is an 

interesting approach, where three 

different materials, silver, copper and 

carbon are used together in a fine balance 

to get the best of all worlds. 

Kin Company's Silver Alloy is a closely 

guarded secret, designed and assembled in 

the UK, but produced in the States. Both 

their Silver Signal 200 interconnect and 

Silver Loudspeaker 240 cables are of a co-

axial construction. The multi stranded 

silver alloy conductors are Teflon coated. 

Teflon is used because of its low dielectric 

constant, important for iow capacitance. 

Because the cable is a silver alloy and 

doesn't corrode like copper, screw and 

crimp-on connectors are used which 

make a direct link between the cable and 

plug, without the need for solder wnich 

could degrade the signal. 

After living with each of these cables 

over a period of time, I must say that both 

write a very good case for themselves. 

The van den Hul Thunderline 

interconnect and Magnum HB 

loudspeaker cable bring a smoothness to 

any system they are inserted into. 

I used the vdH cables in a very 

revealing and transparent Ensemble 

system, high-end equipment made in 

Switzerland and now imported by PM 

Components. The Ensemble Elysia 

loudspeakers I used have a three position 

treble level control which gently, very 

gently. either lifts or cuts treble either 

side of fiat. With the van den Hul hybrid 

cables, the sound was so smooth and rich 

that I found a little lift preferable, adding 

useful sparkle and insight. 

Through the midrange a lot of this 

character remained, giving a full bodied 

tone to strings and vocals. They have 

quite a damped sound, which makes them 

a good match in CD based systems and 

where metal dome tweeters are found. 

preventing any sibilance or harmonic 

ringing from being exaggerated. 

A van den Hul hallmark it seems, bass 

was big and beefy, with real force behind 

notes. It could become a little too full at 

times though, the sharpest crack of 

leading edges softened just a little. But the 

vdH cables will suit cold and dry systems 

well, adding useful body and depth. 

Kin Company's Silver Loudspeaker 

240 is a bi-wire cable, supplied with one 

pair of 4mm plugs at the amplifier and 

tWO pairs at the loudspeaker end. So the 

Elysia loudpeakers were bi-wired, which 

affords a slight improvement. 

Where with the vdH cables a little 

treble lift had been preferred from the 

Elysia loudspeakers, the Kin company 

cables were better balanced with the 

'speakers set flat. There seemed to be so 

much detail and upper treble resolution, 

the slight lift made the balance too bright, 

although surprisingly clear and smooth. 

Where the character differs most 

from the vdH carbon hybrid though, is a 

dryer, more neutral tonal balance through 

the midrange and treble. The air and 

space around violins for example was 

better captured, allowed to expand, 

whereas the vdH cables tended to give a 

closer acoustic. And the thwack of bass 

guitar strings was faster, biting more 

clearly into the mix. 

Both Kin Company and van den Hul 

have shown that there is room for new 

technology with these novel cables. They 

offer a different balance to more 

conventional cables; in the case of vdH's 

Carbon Hybrid a richer, more textured 

sound, and Kin Company's silver alloy is 

one of the most neutral and uncoloured 

cables I've come across. They are 

expensive, but the influence they have on 

the sound of a system is nearly as strong 

as the components themselves

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Take a look at what's 
happening in hi-fi 
retailing at the 

moment and it's plain to 
see there is a shift of 
emphasis towards hi-fi 
separates. Larger retailers, 
like Currys and Comet, are 
paying far more attention 
to separates than before, 
possibly spurred on by the 
conspicuous success of 
Julian Richer and his 
Richer stores. Catalogue 
shops are creeping into 
the separates domain too. 
Argos buyers are being 
shown that there is life 
after Goodmans and Alba, 
and Maplin have started 
stocking hi-fi separates. 

There is concern 
amongst specialist 
retailers - as you'd expect - 
about the 'big boys' 
getting in on the act, and 
from manufacturers too, 
though for a different 
reason. Attaining a useful 
working knowledge of hi-
fi separates is quite a task, 
but to be knowledgeable 
about all electrical goods, 
as the bigger operations 
need to be, is a tall order. 
Many stores may have 
separates departments, 
but there is always the 
worry that products won't 
get the expert attention 
they deserve 
when being 
set up and 
then 
demonstrated. 
With catalogue 
shops this 
goes one stage 
further, the 
consumers 
buying 
completely 
'blind', relying 
totally on 
reviews or 
specifications. 

Still, the 
point is hi-fi separates are 
becoming a more 
common sight in the high 
street. Big department 
stores also seem to be 
stepping things up a notch 
or two. Many big name 
stores are refitting hi-fi 
departments and putting 
greater emphasis on 
quality separates. 

Such stores don't just 
invest money like this on a 
whim. There are many 
possible reasons why 
department stores, chains

Todd, our man in 

retailing 

and catalogue shops are 
paying more attention to 
hi-fi. A bruising battle has 
been fought on the high 
street between Japanese 
majors like Aiwa, Sony, 
Pioneer, Hitachi, 
Panasonic et al, in the 
midi-system market. 
Margins were cut to the 
bone and casualties 
resulted, the most notable 
being Rumbelows. It's 
been said many times that 
this madness benefits no 
one, except the consumer. 
But if victory means the 
whole world now 
possesses a cheap midi-

system, it may be pyrrhic. 
Whilst there's little 

profit to be had from a 
midi-system, that's not the 
case with hi-fi separates. 
There's little doubt that 
the higher margins 
available from separates 
are now making severe 
commercial sense to the 
larger retail groups, and 
big stores that may have 
been uninterested 
perhaps now want 
another go. 

Greater public 

awareness comes also 
from the increasingly 
numerous hi-fi shows, as 
well as national 
advertising from hi-fi 
companies like Linn, and I 
feel the Real Hi-fi 
campaign has played its 
part too. It may not have 
been as successful as 
hoped, yet it focused 
individuals in the industry, 
whether they agree with 
the scheme or not, on 
promoting hi-fi separates 
as they deserve. 

The Real Hi-Fi 
campaign sought to 
underline the superior 
sound quality and 
flexibility of hi-fi 
separates. It used an 
advertising campaign, 
leaflets and smart black on 
gold (or silver for A.N) 
stickers for manufacturers 
to display on their 
equipment. The idea was 
that where shops sold 
both separates and 
systems, the public would 
be able to distinguish 
between the 'real hi-fi' and 
the rest via the symbol. 

At the time the 
campaign was launched it 
was hoped that it would 
make hi-fi separates more 
available to the public 
through the larger 
electrical retailers (as they 
had been in the past). 

Eighteen months on, 
drawbacks are evident. 
For a start, not all 
manufacturers and 
retailers joined up with 
the scheme due to a 
shortage of resources, 
disapproval, or because 
they wanted to sit on the 
fence. 

This got the campaign 
off to a poor start by 
causing customer 
confusion. How come a 
£100 budget amplifier 
could carry a Real Hi-Fi 
sticker, but a £1000 valve 
amplifier did not? 
Specialist dealers tended 
to find the campaign of 
less use because they only 
sold 'real hi-fi' separates 
anyway. Leaflets tended to 
hang around in the corner 
of shops and not all 
products were properly 
labelled. 

Now the scheme is to 
be relaunched and this 
Christmas sees a new 
campaign to further raise 
consumer awareness. You 
may have already seen the 
cartoons graphically 
depicting what you're 
missing out on if you 
don't purchase separates. 
We'll know whether 
they'll further the cause or 
not after the Christmas 
boom. 

One thing's for sure, 
the next eighteen months 
or so look like being the 
most important for hi-fi 
retailing since the advent 
of CD. We may see hi-fi 
separates really catch on 
again in the high street. 

Or will a lack of 
understanding see the big 
retailers getting their 
fingers burnt and, once 
again, pulling out of the 
market. 

Whatever the outcome, 
it's going to be a turbulent 
time in hi-fi retailing and 
there are bound to be 
some bargains about for 
the astute customer.

The isolation platform is the busi;-ess 

end, featuring two metal beams running 

parallel underneath, with Soebothame 

feet enabling the patform to be tuned', 

effectively de-coupling it from the 

room, and reducing resonances likely tip 

degrade sound quality. 

Trying the £65 01 Isolation Platform 

under my CD player, standing on a 

standard welded steel frame tablé, the 

sound took a definite turn for the 

better. Low frequencies saw the 

greatest change, bass lines becoming 

more supple and better separated from 

the rest of the mix. Midband was a 

touch ciearer, and improved imaging - 

especially front to back - lent the 

acoustic g-eater depth. The 

improvement wasn't dramatic, but 

consistently smoothed and eased the 

sound, improving low level detail and 

depth. 

I then tried the same platform on 

top of the £70 SPO1 Starter Pack, onto 

which my Michell Gyrodec was placed, 

effectively making it a £ 130 turntable 

table. The height-adjustable cones made 

review midiadm. 

turntable levelling a breeze, essential for 

Gyros which are super-sensitive to 

'height and suspension baIancing. 

Changing from a cheaper Target 

support to the £ 30 BASE system 

brought a far more musical sound, with 

bass mes ebbing and flowirg like never 

before. The soundstage solidified and 

nstruments gained more autonomy, 

separating out better. Leading edges 

were faster and notes decayed better. 

Cymbals struck at the beginning of a bar 

could be heard falling off gently and 

crisply, instead of just disappearing ,nto 

the mix. 

Finally, I built up the system to make 

a four tier (BASE recommend up to 8) 

rack system, using SI 20 Shelf Units 

(120mm height between shelves; 

170mm and 27Orrim shelves are also 

available). At £430 for a four tier rack 

with isolation platforms, it's getting 

expensive, but if you've got the funds 

it's worthwhile. Duly installed, with 

cables routed through special holes at 

the back, the system looked handsome 

and performed accordingly. 

If it's value-for-money upgrades 

you're looking for, the BASE in its first 

two guises is an essential' audition. They 

work well across the board, and if 

you've enough money for an enti -e rack 

system, I suspect you won't be 

disappointed either

Great build and finish, and it sounds 

great too 
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i• The truth was 
disgraceful, but we 
all have features of 

our pasts that are better 
forgotten. My initiation 
into the world of hi-fi was 
brought about by a pair 
of Mission 731LE 
speakers, Linn's Mimik 
CD player and Magik-I 
amplifier. Now I'm 
embarrassed to reveal 
what I was playing music 
on before. It would bring 
me disgrace. What I can 
proudly claim is that my 
enthusiasm for music has 
always been large, even if 
it was perhaps 
disproportionately larger 
than my knowledge of 
what to play it on. 

To be fair to myself, I 
am sorely limited in terms 
of space in my matchbox 
of a bedroom and 
anything too large would 
be unrealistic in terms of 
storage and also the 
power of the bass 
potentially given. 
Dominic assured me that 
this equipment would 
suit me perfectly because 
it was simple to use and 
small. I wasn't quite sure 
what he was implying, 
but I am truly chuffed 
with my new toys. 

The Linn CD player 
and amplifier are 
compact and very smart. 
The speakers can only be 
described as dinky, and 
although they are 
designed for small living 
spaces, they are quite 
capable of terrorising the 
neighbours. The sound 
they give out, while not 
room-shaking, is 
powerful enough, and 
most importantly, 
coherent and cohesive. 
Not knowing my tweeter 
from my tweak, I was 
rather anxious about 
reviewing quality 
equipment, but the truth 
is that with good stuff you 
don't need to be 
discerning, simply 
because your ears are 
opened for you. 

The first thing that 
struck me when I left the 
room while music was 
playing was that I could 
detect its quality 
throughout the flat. This 
is not an achievement in 
itself considering how 
small the flat is, but I

mean that all the detail of 
a song carried effortlessly 
through walls and down 
passages so that I could 
listen to it at a distance if 
need be. In the bad old 
days only an 
unintelligible noise could 
be distinguished if you 
weren't sitting on the 
system. 

In songs such as the 
Beatles"Come Together' 
from the Abbey Road 
album, where Paul's bass 
line propels the song, I 
found that it was tuneful 
and tight, rather than 
powerful, and that was 
fine by me. The drum 
solos were very contained 
and rounded, although 
perhaps lacking 
resonance. 

With music of a faster 
tempo that required 
harder treatment, the 
Levellers"Hope Street' 
for instance, the bass was 
not as prominent as it 
may be in heftier 
equipment, but this was 
compensated for by really 
good pace that propelled 
the song nicely, creating 
the appropriate sense of 
eruptive life. 

With more acoustic 
music such as Don 
McClean (I wish I had 
been cool enough to 
think about putting some 
Bob Dylan on) these 
speakers really came into 
their own. The detail of 
the piano at the 
beginning of 'American 
Pie' was truly life-like, 
and the sound was bright 
in a listenable, clear way. 
The vocals were sweet 
and assumed just the 

right prominence to 
convey his enigmatic 
lyrics. 

On the subject of 
vocals I would like to 
recommend these 
speakers to those who 
listen to music in small 
dark rooms - preferably a 
sordid bedsit, but usually 
in your Mum's house - 
and really appreciate the 
poetry and emotional 
charge of lyrics. 

Now, I never was a 
Smiths fan and am far too 
sensible to become one 
now, but I did just 
happen to put on 
'There's a Light That 
Never Goes Out' from 
The Queen is Dead album 
and couldn't help 
registering that if you 
were into adolescent 
angst and if you did like 
Morrisey's lyrics, then 
these speakers did a 
wonderful job at 
portraying the 
desperation and latent 
savagery in his singing. 

The more 
conventional melodic 
vocals of Ella Fitzgerald 
were startlingly natural, 
revealing even more in 
her voice than I had ever 
heard before. However, 
on more jazz oriented 
numbers, I felt perhaps 
that trumpets and brass 
generally were a little too 
bright and ran the risk of 
becoming thin and tinny. 
It was the same with 
cymbals and tambourines 
on other CDs. Romantics 
will be glad to know that 
ballads are definitely the 
forté of this system, and 
guitar based music is fine, 

but perhaps jazz 
enthusiasts would like 
something a little less 
warm to get the most 
enjoyment out of music 
which is meant to cook in 
a harsher way than the 
Mission speakers allow. 

The Mission 731LEs 
perform magnificently. In 
fact, if I didn't believe 
that they're unlikely to fit 
in with my inevitable and 
impending move into a 
penthouse in Belgravia, I 
would rush straight out 
and buy a pair. The Linn 
electronics behind them 
has a dry, neutral and 
revealing presentation. I 
find the Majik-I injects a 
level of detail and clarity 
that helps bring music to 
life. 

Having only been at 
'World a couple of 
months now, I can't claim 
to be an expert about 
anything. The most 
valuable lesson so far has 
been that it's fine for me 
to have an opinion about 
equipment on the basis of 
how it sounds, even if I 
don't know how it works. 
I had thought very 

little about hi-fi 
previously, except that I 
couldn't afford anything 
decent. Now I find it's a 
wonderful medium 
because it encourages the 
development of the 
senses in so many 
different ways. The ears 
are much more complex 
and revealing than I'd 
realised. I had no idea of 
the world they can 
introduce you to. Now, 
I'm not being disgraceful 
any more.

Put together last year by John

Mr Cocker has, this year, 

become a Class A, top rank, high-

earning pop professional.

Different Class, a follow up to 

last year's excellent His ' N' Hers, is 

an album of immeasurable quality. 
While His 'N' Hers was nominated 

fpr the Mercury best album of the 
year prize, this might well win it. 

Unsurprisingly the two best 

tracks on Different Class are the 
two singles, 'Common People' and 

'Sorted for Es and Wizz'. The 
remainder is a series of seedy songs 

dredged frorr the depths of Jarvis's 

sick mind. Slightly addled, cynical and 

ironic, the words are always clever 

and tie musiz. sparkling.

'Something Changed' is another 
tearjerker, before the cheerful and 

best song of the year, Sorted For Es 

and Wizz: " Is this the way the future is 

meant to feel, 20,000 people standing 

in the field?" 

Suede with balds, Blur without 

lacdishness, Bowie with a sense of 
humour. Different Class is, well, 

exactly that! 

is a transitory step for another former 

grunge band. In fact by far the greater 

bulk of the material here consists of 

finely-wrought ballads with just the odd 

blast cf thunder to leaven the mixture a 

little. Perhaps tie most surprising of 

these is ' Cupid De Locke', whose lyrics 

are almost Byronic a la Stones' Lady 

Jane'.

This is 

one of the thunderous, angry ones of 

course, carrying hints of lggy & The 

Stooges' proto punk. Similar explosions 
occur sporadically - the pumping ' Love', 

the booming ' Bodies' (which does 

admittedly overdo it a bit) or 'Tales Of 

A Scorched Earth' which may just blow 

your system to smithereens. But it's the 

slow songs that grab you hardest - the 

likes of the gentle ' Galapagos' or the 

luscious 'Thirty Three'. Of course 28 

songs ain't no picnic, and there is the 

inevitable odd clanger (the droning 

blandness of 'To Forgive') but overall 

this is one majestic and admirable 
achievemelt. Corgan's vocal range is as 

awesome as the breadth of his song-
writing. And if, as already stated, it's no 

picnic, its certainly a banquet. 

Personally, listening to the entire opus 

all the way through is something I can't 

see myself doing too often but then 

that's what Program buttons were made 

for. And finally, top marks for the aptly 
clean an luminous p-oduction c/o the 

band and Messrs Flood and Alan 

Morgan. A diamond.

Salt peter 

• Spicier than a Ruby Mun-ay and 

more twisted than Jack Ruby, Lesley 

Rank•ne's Ruby is a damn sight better 
than previous band Silverfis'n. 

Salt peter is America's version of the 

'Bristol sound' ano breathes; its own 

particular brand of weirdness while still 

- like Tricky or Portishead - cleverly 

sitting on the commercial fence. 

Often like a film score, Rankine's 

first solo LP moves in strange and 

atmospheric ways. Being almost 

completely put together in a Seattle 

studio by herse-f, substituting band 

members with computers, it paints the 

picture of a ratier lonely and eccentric 

woman. But after years of sweaty clubs, 
stage-diving and backbreaking tours, that 

is probably quite understandable. 

Salt Peter is a remarkable record 

considering the only help she got was 
from producer Mark Walk. While 

comprising a fine range of hardcore 

beats it also picks on some interesting 

melodies - particularly with the fine 

'Paraffin'. 

Lyrically the album's sentiments 

appear destrt.ctive and cynical, often 

hinting at a hatred of men, but the fusing 

of hardccre with catchy rhythms is 

creative and appealling.

• Well, here's a supergroup that's 

actually worthy of the description; an 

ad hoc gathering of uniquely talented 

musicians, the sort of 'production 
group' ECM brings together with 
startling frequency - and yes, sometimes 

disappointing results. 

Guitarist Terje Rypdal should need 

little introduction in this column. The 

Norwegian is one of an all-too-small 
handful of jazz rock guitarists to have 

grasped the potential power and 

lyricism of the genre and subsequently 

used it as a platform for some of the 

most expressionistic jazz of the last 
two-and-a-half decades. Albums like his 
eponymous debut, Odyssey, and 

Whenever I Seem to be Faraway, easily 
stand alongside the best work of 

Weather Report, Herbie Hancock and, 
of course, Miles Davis, while exerting 
an undeniable European identity. 

Fellow Scandinavian and drummer 

Jon Christensen is another stalwart of 

the European jazz scene. His is, for my 

money, one of the most overlooked 

styles in contemporary jazz drumming, 
a compelling melding of hard, driving 

swing and graceful colour. While 

drumming for ECM, he's played 
alongside some of the most original 

voices to have emerged in jazz: 

saxophonist Jan Garbarek (since last 
year a major classical cross-over star), 

the Indian violinist L. Shankar, Keith 
Jarrett, cult bassist and composer 

Eberhard Weber and Terje Rypdal 
himself. 

American cellist David Darling is 

another matter. While he too has a 
long-standing association with the 

German label, and has recorded with 

the likes of Garbarek, increasingly his 

solo work - beautiful, reverberating 

multi-tracked suites performed purely 

on the cello - has demonstrated more 

of an affinity with Minimalist 

composition than with jazz 
improvisation. 

Ironically, pianist Ketjl Bjornstad, 
presumably this group's leader and 

certainly the composer of all twelve 

parts of the suite which makes up The 

Sea, is the least well-known of all these 

players, a largely undiscovered 

composer and player whose music - a 
highly melodic, lyrical, Romantic affair - 

is a natural environment for these 

highly expressive improvisers. The Sea 
is certainly a record I personally 

approached with great excitement and, 

to be frank, found bitterly disappointing. 
Actually, that's too strong. The Sea is 

certainly a very beautiful record. In 

particular, Rypdal's richly distorted 

guitar - at the best, and most 
psychedelic I've heard it in ages on Part 

2 - and Darling's gorgeous cello are a 

supreme combination of sounds, one I 

certainly hope they repeat in other 
circumstances. And Bjornstad's dark, 

melancholy writing is rich pickings for 

these players. 

Yet there's something subdued 
about the proceedings, as though these 

musicians are avoiding treading on each 

others' toes. At moments Rypdal in 

particular sounds like he's about to 

break out, but never really does. And 

for such a compelling player, 
Christiansen is oddly muted here, his 

dynamic drumming really limited to 

colouring and punctuation - almost an 
afterthought. Sure, this music is stately, 

but I can't help but thinking that the 

whole affair is a bit of a lost 
opportunity.

• Gateway is certainly a group with 

both individual pedigree and a collective 
history. The trio of American guitarist 

John Abercrombie, English double 
bassist Dave Holland and American 

drummer Jack de Johnette first came 
together in 1975 to record the now 

classic ECM album Gateway. 
At that time De Johnette and Holland 

were well known for their time in Miles 

Davis' great electric band; both had 

played on Bitches Brew and could 

therefore genuinely lay claim to having 

been part of one of the most important 
and decisive moments in the history of 

recorded music. Abercrombie, 

meanwhile, was an unknown quantity, a 

young guitar player with a load of Tal 
Farlowe and Jim Hall jazz chops and a 

very noisy fuzzbox. 
The results of that first coming-

together were astounding. One might 

have expected some kind of post-Miles 

psychedelic funk workout, but Gateway 

was a revelation: an irresistible, really 
dirty blend of gritty folk melodies and 

the kind of melodious free jazz that 

obliquely recalled Atlantic-period 
Omette Coleman. They repeated the 

experience on I977's equally impressive 

Gateway 2, but remarkably - given 

these musicians' huge individual output 
in the intervening time - Homecoming 

is the group's first recording in over 

eighteen years. 
Now this is isn't, I feel, a completely 

successful enterprise. Abercrombie in 

particular is a much different player to 
the young gun he was in 1975; his 

recent work has shown an ever more 
refined approach, his style representing, 

somehow, an almost 'classical' jazz-rock 

guitar technique. This is probably 
inevitable. Think of any really 

astounding musician involved in jazz-

rock in the seventies, and no matter 
how hard, aggressive, freely 
experimental or searching their work 

was then, you can guarantee that their 

music now is a good deal less 

challenging. Compare Wayne Shorter's 

new album Hi Life with the Weather 

Report of, say, Sweetnighter; put John 

McLaughlin's current work alongside 
Birds of Fire or The Inner Mounting 

Flame. 

And maybe it's just me, but this 
regression seems to affect guitar 

players most of all. Whole generations 

of trailblazing jazz guitar players - 

McLaughlin and Abercrombie among 
them, and Sonny Sharrock and Terje 

Rypdal and a whole bunch more - have 

been thoroughly eclipsed by the 

younger and more wildly experimental 

jazz guitar players who've emerged 

since. Guitar players like Raoul 
Bjorkenheim and Bill Frisell and Jimi 
Sumen and others strictly from outside 

the jazz tradition (Elliot Sharp, Caspar 
Brotzmann, Keiji Haino) possess 

improvising brilliance that makes them 

vital to the sence. 

But enough already, I'm sure you 

get the picture. Homecoming isn't, and 

probably couldn't ever be the 
incendiary work of its predecessors. 

But, but, but... It is, at least in part, a 

hugely enjoyable record. For one thing, 

Holland and De Johnette are undeniably 

one of the finest rhythm sections to 
grace contemporary jazz. It's instructive 

to compare De Johnette's work with 

this group with his playing in Keith 

Jarrett's mightily prolific Standards 
group. There De Johnette is 

complemented by bassist Gary Peacock, 

a very different player to Holland 

indeed. With Standards, De Johnette 

does swing hard, but with a certain 
graceful poise he keeps in check with 

Gateway, and a good thing too, in my 

book. Here he plays fiercely, really 

hard. 
Holland's the key, I reckon. You can 

hear it in the way he drives De 

Johnette. And the standout tracks here, 

the tracks where this group burns, 

coming closest to the energy of the 

older albums - are Holland's 

compositions. For what it's worth, 

Holland has consistently played with 

some of the most challenging younger 

jazzers during his career, and his 

association with Brooklyn's M-Base 

collective in particular seems to have 
paid dividends. There's an incredible 

combination of angular abstraction and 
earthy drive in both his writing and 

playing that drives Gateway fantastically. 

And these players can and 

sometimes do fire off each other in an 

almost alchemical way, with the kind of 
telepathic second-guessing that can 

make this music priceless. 

So, eighteen years on, some 

reservations, but really a welcome 

return. 

TOMASZ STANKO QUARTET 

Matka Joanna 

ECM 1544 

• I can't help but feel that the Polish 

trumpeter and composer Tomasz 
Stanko is one of the most criminally 

neglected musicians to have been 

working in European jazz for three 

decades or more. Stanko has a long 

history of building bridges between the 

absolute spontaneity of free jazz, the 

heady drive of hard bop and the 
expressiveness of post-John Coltrane 

modal improvising. 
Now if that sounds like some 

altogether intellectual enterprise, think 

again. Genre separatism has arguably 
crippled jazz for decades. Sure, 
movements like 70s fusion and the 80s 

NYC downtown capital-E-Eclecticism 
have taken jazz on board, but always as 

part of something else. Meanwhile, in 
Europe in particular, as documented on 

labels like, yes, ECM, but also on Soul 

Note and Black Saint and Scandinavia's 

Leo and elsewhere, a whole bunch of 

both American and European jazzers 
have been trying to make sense out of 
the legacy of last few decades of jazz 

history, often with hugely important 

results. Stanko's work, from his 1975 

classic as bandleader, Balladyna, to 
altogether stranger projects like the 
proto-New Age solo album recorded at 

the Taj Mahal, has been central to this 

development. 

Surprisingly, despite numerous 

appearances on ECM albums as 

sideman, Matka Joanna is Stanko's first 

album on the label as leader since 

Balladyna. He brings to it a superb 
band: pianist Bobo Stenson, drummer 

Tony Oxley and bassist Anders Jormin. 
It's interesting hearing this set back-to-

back with Bjornstad's The Sea. A similar 
sense of melancholy pervades the 
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music, but there's an urgency at the 

heart of this music - either group 

improvisations or pieces written by 

Stanko - absent from the pianist's. The 
rhythm section here flits deftly from 

floating, free rubato to strident rhythms 
with absolute conviction. Meanwhile, 

Stanko's trumpet playing is at once 

lyrical and aggressive; the sound of a 
musician supremely in control of his 

improvising. Highly recommended stuff.

KATIA LABEQUE 

Little Girl Blue 
FDM 36/86-2 

• Better known as half of the classical 
piano duo Katia and Marielle Labeque, 

this is the pianist's first foray into the 

realms of jazz. She is supported by and 

playing with such stalwarts as Herbie 
Hancock, Chick Corea and Joe 

Zawinul, among others. 

This selection includes mainstream 

standards such as the Rodgers/Hart 

title track 'My Funny Valentine' and Bill 

Evans' Turn Out the Stars'. There are 

also more rhythmic tracks such as 
Skylar/Velazquez's 'Besame Mucho' and 

Joe Zawinul's 'Volcano For Hire'. 
The recording is technically excellent 

and the presentation of the booklet 
very professional. This album is a show-

case for the slickness of the performers 

as a whole, but the package sounds safe 
and sterile. Labeque is obviously an 

excellent pianist, but sheer expertise is 

no guarantee of a good jazz album. 

Labeque has yet to serve her time as a 

jazzer and learn the language. All I 

could think of when listening to this 

CD was the oft-quoted line, ascribed 

to various musicians: ' My, but you play 
so many notes!'

• There are plenty of tribute releases 

around, often works by lesser-known 
artists basking - or trying to - in 

reflected glory. This is definitely, 
unequivocally, not that kind of release. 

Sloane has a delivery and style equal to 
the greats and can honestly claim - I 

quote Carmen McRae from the sleeve 

notes - to have a 'perfect voice'. 

Sloane is ably supported by Bill Charlap 
on piano, Michael Moore on bass, and 

Ron Vincent on drums, with the 

inestimable Phil Woods playing sax or 

clarinet on seven of the thirteen tracks. 

These thirteen tracks are pretty damn 
fine in their own right. 

Donaldson/Lyman's 'What Can I Say 

(After I Say I'm Sorry?)', Berlin's 

'Suppertime', and Arken/Mercer's 'That 

Old Black Magic' are simply a few of the 
songs that really highlight the strengths 

of Sloane's voice. After those the other 
ten are simply a bonus bundle for 

mainstream jazz fans.

If there is a common thread 

linking this selection, which 

ranges from the fourteenth 

to the twentieth centuries, it 

is one of relationships.

GOLDBERG VARIATIONS 

ITALIAN CONCERTO 

JOHANN SEBASTIAN BACH 
Goldberg Variations BWV988/Fantasie 
in C minor BWV906/Italian Concerto 
BVVV97 I/Fantasia and Fugue in A minor 
BVVV904 Ralph Kirkpatrick, harpsichord 
Deutsche Grammophon Classikon 
439 465-2 (ADD/68.37) 

• According to legend, Bach wrote the 
'aria with thirty ornamentations' (as the 

Goldberg Variations were known until 

the end of the eighteenth century) for 

the Russian ambassador to Dresden, 
Count Hermann Carl von Keyserlingk. 

It seems the Count was an insomniac 

and asked Bach for music to help him 

while away his sleepless hours. The 

resident harpsichordist at the Couni's 

court also happened to be one of Bach's 

pupfs, one Johann Gottlieb Goldberg. 

There is just one flaw in this 

charming tale: at the time, Johann 

Gottlieb Goldberg was barely fourteen 
years old and hardly likely to have been 

sufficiently competent to tackle what 
was to be Bach's most complex work 

for the keyboard. Most probably, Bach 

made a gift of the work to the Count in 
1741, as a gesture of thanks for the 

Count bringing his influence to bear on 
Bach's behalf five years earlier when he 

wanted to leave Leipzig for the post of 
Kapellmeister at the court of the 

Prince-Elector of Dresden. 

Bach published the work - without 

any formal dedication - in Nuremburg in 
1742, the fourth part of the series of 

exercise pieces he entitled Clavier-

Ubung (Keyboard practice). Some 

practice pieces! The elegant, 

straightforward theme - the 'aria' - 
inspired Bach to extraordinary 

compositional virtuosity and expressive 

range. The theme is reworked in all 
manner of permutations, including 

various dance forms (minuet, gigue, 

siciliana) and nine canons, each one built 

on a different degree of the scale, and 

two of them in contrary motion. All 

thirty variations are written in the same 

key, either G Major or G minor, which 

requires the player - aside from the 

technical demands - to find the colour, 

articulation and ornamentation to bring 

out the individual character of each 

piece. 
The number of variations - thirty - 

suggests Bach may have been prompted 

to produce the work by the appearance, 

in 1739, of Domenico Scarlatti's thirty 

Essercizi Per Gravicembalo. Bach was 

acquainted with Scarlatti's effort, and 

appreciated its originality both in terms 

of style and technique. In the Goldberg 
Variations, he assimilated the new ideas 

of the Italian school and combined them 

with the proven styles of fugue and 

canon, and to unsurpassed effect. 

The first complete public 
performance of the Goldberg Variations 

in modern times was given by Wanda 

Landowska in 1933. One of 

Landowska's pupils was the American-
born Ralph Kirkpatrick and, twenty-five 
years on, Kirkpatrick was to make a 

famous recording of the work for DG's 
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In 1765, Joseph Haydn began to draw 

up a catalogue of his works, 

commencing each category - 
symphonies, trio sonatas, and so forth 

- on a fresh page. However, anyone 
today with more than a passing 

knowledge of Haydn's canon will 

notice an apparently serious omission 

from the list. There is no mention of 

the early essays in the medium we 

now know as the string quartet. Yet 
Haydn is often described as having 

invented the form. However, a close 

study of Haydn's entries soon explains 

the anomaly: he collates all his early 

works for strings under the general 
heading of 'clivertimentr - background 

music to accompany dinner parties and 
similar functions and entertainments. 

True, one or two are identified as 

'divertimento a quattro' but there is 

no attempt to give them a separate 

significance. Haydn, one suspects, 

would have been as astonished as 

anyone at the evolution the 

'divertimento a quattro' was to 

undergo in the ensuing four decades 

before his death in 1809, not only at 
his own hands, but those of his 

younger contemporaries, Mozart and 
Beethoven. 

Yet Haydn was by no means the 

first composer to write music for 
strings in four parts. The form was 

already being explored by Italians such 

as Tartini, Pugnani and the Sammartini 

Archiv label. This is the performance 

which has now been reissued in the 

Classikon series, and it is still readily 

apparent why it was so acclaimed thirty-

seven years ago. Kirkpatrick, who died 
in 1984, was always regarded as more 

of a scholarly, cerebral player than an 

intuitive one, and there are recordings 
which suffer from a lack of spontaneity. 

But not here; Kirkpatrick employs a 

light and subtle registration which brings 

welcome benefits in terms of colour and 

translucency. His tempos are finely-

judged, lively and exuberant where 

required; stately and serene in the 

slower variations with their elaborate 

counterpoint. Above all there is a sense 
of pleasure in making the recording and 

of communicating Bach's genius in all its 
glory. 

The instrument used, which is not 

identified, has a fine, full sound which is 

captured in all its detail by the 

brothers. These works were no 'equal 
partnerships': generally the second 

violin, viola and cello merely supplied a 

backdrop to the virtuosity of the first 

violin. Meanwhile, in Mannheim, Johann 

Stamitz was producing works for four 

string players where none was 

relegated to an accompanying role: 

each part was as complex, ornate and 

florid as the other. However, these 

works could not be described as string 

quartets either. 

During Haydn's early years, the 

most popular form of chamber music 

was the trio sonata, where two violins 

and a string bass were accompanied by 

a harpsichord continuo which supplied 

a kind of 'wash' of background colour. 
However, the harpsichord's lack of 

portability made this a strictly indoor 
musical form, and in the Vienna of 

Haydn's youth there was an increasing 
demand for music for outdoor 

occasions. Musicians such as Haydn, 
living on casual earnings, were happy 

to supply the music for these 

diversions, writing for whatever 
combinations of strings and wind 
instruments were available. Thus 

Haydn learned how to dispense with 
the 'filling out' of the texture which 
the harpsichord continuo had 

provided, and how to spread the 

harmonic interest throughout all the 
instruments. And, doubtless, he came 

to like the end result. 

recording, made in Berlin's Jesus-

Christus Kirche, a favourite venue of 

the DG engineers. However, the 
harpsichord is also recorded very 
closely and a little more air around the 

instrument would have been welcome. 

The volume setting has to be carefully 
judged, and I fear the digital remastering 

has inevitably brought out the 

undesirable aspects of the original 
master - some 'muddying' of the lower 

end, for example - as well as the 

desirable. Overall, though, given its 
vintage, the recording has aged well and 

while the performance may not displace 

more modern efforts by Trevor 

Pinnock, Gustav Leonhardt and Ton 

Koopman, it more than merits its new 

incarnation, especially with the inclusion 

of Kirkpatrick's fine studio recordings of 
the everpopular Italian Concerto and 

the two short fantasias. 

The defining moment seems to 

have come sometime during the 

summer of 1755 when a Viennese 
nobleman, Count Furnberg, mustered 

four string players, including Haydn, 

for an evening's music-making. For this 

event, Haydn drew on his experience 
of street serenading - for him, four 

strings made up an orchestra. He 

wrote music that comprised of a 

succession of short movements with 

the emphasis on dance forms, thus 

breaking with the traditional three-

movement structure of the chamber 

sonata. It was these early divertimenti 

for strings which gradually revealed to 
Haydn the expressive potential of the 

combination of two violins, viola and 

cello, and by the Op9 set of 1769, the 
solo quartet had manifestly established 

an identity quite distinct from that of 
the divertimento. With the Op20 set 

of 1772, the transformation is 

complete, but then Haydn - for 

whatever reason - wrote no more 

string quartets until the so-called 
'Russian' quartets (0p33) of 1781. Did 

he feel he needed more time to fully 

master the medium? Certainly the 

Op33 set displays a total command of 

the quartet texture; now Haydn could 

concentrate on developing his ideas 

for structure and design, something 
triumphantly achieved in the next 
series of six, which he dedicated to the 
King of Prussia.

• The Salomon Quartet's award-

winning Haydn quartet series on 
period instruments continues in 

similarly inspired vein with these 

two CDs bringing together the six 
works of Op50, for which Haydn 

accepted an offer of three 

hundred florins from his 

publishers in April 1784, but did 

not deliver the completed scores 

until the autumn of 1787. He 
dedicated the works to one of the 
most enthusiastic patrons of music 

in eighteenth-century Germany, 
King Frederick William 11 of 

Prussia. The monarch was a 
competent amateur cellist. 

Mozart's 'Prussian' quartets K575, 

K589 and K590 were also written 

to a commission from the King, who 

also engaged the services of 

composer-cellist Luigi Boccherini. 

While not supplying elaborate 

cadenzas for the cello, Haydn did 

acknowledge his patron's musical skills 
by releasing the cello from its famiNar 

role of supplying the underlying 

comparatively simple bass parts. The 

instruments bass parts shine in the 

adagio of the second quartet, and the 
andante of the third, and the first 

work in the set, in B flat Major, opens 

with two bars from the cello alone. 
Here, the 'regal' cellist is Jennifer 

Ward Clarke and, like her three 

colleagues (Simon Standage and 

Micaela Comberti, violins; Trevor 

Jones, viola) she is wholly at ease with 

Haydn's scores. This is relaxed, genial 

music-making, as it should be. 

Although generally in a more serious 

vein than their predecessors, the 

Op50 quartets are not without the 

moments of wit and humour which 

punctuate much of Haydn's music.

• There have been previous Puccini 

compilations, but this is different; 
indeed, it's quite unlike any 'best bits' 

pot-pourri you will have come across. 

First-and-foremost, all the tracks were 
especially recorded for this CD, not 

culled from existing recordings. Second, 

the selection has been made with far 
more thought and purpose than to 

merely present some Puccini 'lollipops' 

and showcase up-and-coming singers. 

What singles out this very generously-

filled disc is that its eighteen tracks 

embrace all of Puccini's operas, and in 

chronological order, from Le Villi of 

Perhaps the most extraordinary 

passage is to be found in the finale of 
the sixth quartet in D Major where a 

bariolage' (repeated notes produced 

by alternatiing adjacent strings) 

produces an effect akin to the croaking 
of a frog (and earned the work an 

appropriate nickname). 

The Salomon Quartet captures the 

essentially conversational tone of 

these quartets, retaining the 
individual voice of each instrument 

as they explore each musical idea. 

The players are attentive to the 
detail but never at the expense of 

spontaneity. The flow and vitality of 

these performances are exactly the 

qualities which made the Salomon's 

earlier Haydn recordings for 

Hyperion so captivating and 

characterful. They seem to have 

got to the heart of 'Papa Haydn'. 
This is music to quietly relax to, 

and to discover at an unforced 
pace. Appreciation is helped no end 

by the truthful, naturally-balanced 

and crisply-focused recordings, a 

sound which brings out all the nuances 

and of colour these instruments. 

These players are capable of conveying 

the true meaning of Chamber music 

which has been described a5 the 'music 

of friends'. Listening to the Salomon 

Quartet play Haydn, the accuracy of 

that observation becomes abundantly 

clear. 

1884 to the unfinished Turandot of 

1926. 
The excerpts have been well 

chosen: vocal and melodic effects 

introduced in the early operas such as 

Edgar and Manon Lescaut reappear to 

even more telling effect in the mature 

masterpieces, Tosca, Madame Butterfly, 

Gianni Schicchi and, of course, 

Turandot. And then there is the 

recurring Puccini character of the 

fragile, deserted heroine: Mimi, Lui, 
Butterfly, Suor Angelica. Here, these 

famous roles are entrusted to two 

exceptionally promising young sopranos, 
the Romanian Angela Gheorghiu, and 

the Russian Nina Rautio; the former is 
making her recording debut here, 

singing five arias. Similarly outstanding is 

one of the most promising male voices 

to be heard at Covent Garden recently, 

the intense and powerful baritone of 

Anthony Michaels-Moore; his Scarpia is 
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especially impressive, as is the Calaf of 

the South African bass Johan Botha. 

They receive first-rate support from the 

likes of Robin Leggate and Francis 

Egerton, and the Covent Garden chorus 

and orchestra, under the direction of 

that often under-rated opera conductor, 
Edward Downes, who is in top form. 

Puccini's music is not without its 

detractors - Tosca was once described 

as a "nasty little shocker"! - but he was 

a master of dramatic music theatre, and 

possessed a rare gift for beautiful, 

deeply touching melody - and both 
these qualities are richly evident here. 

Puccini knew precisely how to touch 

the emotions and thrill the senses, but 

without descending into mawkishness. 
He also knew how to deploy orchestral 

forces, something which comes over 
supremely well in this stunning 

recording. 

Conifer Records, who produce 

recordings on behalf of the Royal Opera 

House, used the sympathetic acoustic of 

the Henry Wood Hall for this 

production, and a recording team 
headed by the ever-excellent Tryggvi 

Tryggvason. The recording was made 

using 20-bit analogue-to-digital 

converters, with 20-bit resolution 
maintained throughout the editing 

process, all employing Conifer's 
proprietary EDR (Extended Dynamic 

Range) system. Even reduced to a I6-bit 
CD, the exceptional quality of the 

sound is immediately evident, both in 

the purity of the vocal sound, and in the 

range and clarity of the orchestral 
textures. 

New ideas to 'package' classical 

music seem to be abounding these days; 
few have the integrity of this one from 

Conifer, or I would guess, offer such 
enduring pleasure. Now for the 'Verdi 
Experience'?

The works are well enough known, but 

I cannot recall a previous recording 

combining both the First Symphony and 

the First Piano Concerto, the latter with 

its significant concertante role for solo 

trumpet.

Mariss Jansons, is teamed with his 

compatriot, the pianist Mikhail Rudy, 

and the Norwegian-born trumpeter Ole 

Edvard Antonsen. Add the incomparable 

Berlin Philharmonic, and a top-notch 

British production team (David Murray 

and Mike Clements) and you have all the 

elements for a highly successful 

recording. I'm delighted to say the 

promise is amply fulfilled. 

Shostakovich completed his First 

Symphony when he was just nineteen 

and still a student. There can have been 

few finer graduation pieces in all music. 

After the first performance in 1926, 
under the baton of Nikolai Malko, the 

work was promptly taken up by 

Toscanini, Stokowski and a host of 
other eminent conductors. The young 

composer, who had been playing piano 

accompaniments to silent films at three 

Leninfrag cinemas to earn money for his 
family, was suddenly catapulted to 

international prominence. 

The First Symphony is remarkable 

not just for its craftsmanship and 

coherence, but also for its depth of 
expression. It is heard at its best in the 
poignant, and disquieting slow 

movement, a clear pointer to the epic 

musical landscapes of, for example, the 

Eighth and Tenth Symphonies. 

Shostakovich was fortunate that he was 

honing his symphonnic skills in the years 

before the Soviet cultural apparatchiks 

closed the door on new music from 

abroad. He would still have had access 

to scores by the likes of Hindemith, 
Berg and the emigre Stravinsky, and 

there are echoes of both Hindemith's 

angularity and the burlesque of 

Stravinsky's Petrushka in the First 

Symphony. 

The debt to Mahler and Tchaikovsky 

is evident too, but the sum total is far 

more than the clever, if lightweight, 

pastiche of Prokofiev's symphonic 

debut, his so-called 'Classical 

Symphony'. Shostakovich's grasp of 
symphonic form is already strong, and 

the development of his own individual 

style resolutely underway. 

The influence of Stravinsky, and of 

Petrushka in particular, is even more 
strongly felt in the First Piano Concerto, 

not least because of the telling 

contribution of the solo trumpet. This 

might seem like mere parody, until you 
recall the macabre and disturbing 

undertones of the puppet tale. The 

concerto dates from the spring and 

early summer of 1933, immediately after 

Shostakovich had completed his 24 

Piano Preludes Op34 and while he was 

proparing the staging of the opera Lady 
Macbeth of Mtsensk, the work which 

was to see official disapproval heaped 

upon his head, and force dramatic 

changes that would permanently affect 

his career, and his thinking. 

There are links between the 
Preludes and the Concerto, which is in 

four linked movements, each 

characterised by glorious themes and 
teeming invention. While there are 

many sudden and dramatic changes of 

mood, the work is unified by its innate 

lyricism, a quality which comes over 

well in this performance. The finale is a 

tour-de-force for both soloists as 

Shostakovich revels in his compositional 

wizardry, with quotations from 

Beethoven ('Rage over a lost penny'), 

Haydn (the D Major Piano Sonata), 
folksong, and his own incidental music 

to Hamlet. It is a miracle that it all 
comes together as a seamless whole, 

but it does and as this recording ably 

demonstates, in a most enjoyable 
fashion. 

In both works, Jansons obtains 

outstanding playing from the Berliners 
and the recordings are first-rate, that of 

the symphony being of demonstration 

quality. I don't know if this is the 

precursor of a Shostakovich series from 

these forces, but Jansons's perceptive 

and finely-shaped reading of the First 
Symphony suggests he could offer 

worthwhile insights into the major 
works of the composer's middle and 

later years.

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W hat is it about Hi-Fi World that makes ' enthusiast" dealers produce 
endless newsletter adverts A dearth of customers to talk to? Mind you 
scanning through some of the other dealers output I gather that we 

are all busy sorting problems, superman-style, far and wide. 

I suppose my last advert was really a thinly disguised newsletter, this one is more 
overt: My name is Alastair Gardner, no I'm not unbiased and yes I'm a retailer. 

As a frustrated Hi-Fi journalist, oops, retailer, I've been pondering the actual link 
between technology and amplifier sound quality. Many claims are made. Valve 
amps tend to offer class A. Transistors predominantly class AB or B. The resultant 
sound qualities rarely meet expectation (in either direction). It is usually the 
negative qualities of a given technology that provide a suitable framework on 
which to hang your prejudices. 

The quality of the execution seems more important than any theoretical 
advantages offered by a particular technology. This conclusion is reached 
because the name applied to the technology is often misleading. In reality, for 
example, few class A" or even pure class A" amplifiers - valve or transistor - 
genuinely operate as claimed. 

J E Sugden are . unusual (I nearly said virtually unique - but that is as bad as 
"virtually class A") in making the distinction of pure class A versus class AB - and 
actually meaning it. In recent years only one of their products - the A2la - has 
offered true, pure, unadulterated class A. Critical acclaim has been universal. 

And now there's another 

The new Sugden Symetra monoblock power amplifiers (they have a name rather 
than number in common with the new Optima range) manage to transcend 
arguments about valves versus transistors and confirm the innate superiority of 
pure class A operation. The link with the A2la is evident yet the Symetras are in a 
different league. 

The Symetras show that just forty watts per channel is no limitation. With the right 
ancillaries they produce a sound-stage with air, space, colour, subtlety, speed 
and slam. Those familiar with seriously good (read seriously expensive) valve 
amplifiers will recognise the free, open, dynamically unconstrained quality. They 
won't recognise the ease of loudspeaker matching, the bass control, lack of 
colouration or the price tag. 

If you aspire to a top flight music system it's hard to see the point of buying 
upgradable boxes of electronic lego when around £1500 allows you to enter the 
'serious" league in one go. After all you have freedom of choice over passive 
controllers and pre-amplifiers, including some fine remote controlled ones from 
Sugden. An upgrade path can be constructed by starting with a basic, 
inexpensive (even passive) controller and working up. 

In my opinion you cannot afford to ignore a product of this quality 

Call me and I'll be pleased to demonstrate audio utopia by Sugden.

MEASURED PERFORMANCE 
It's important to measure products to 

assess performance, find explanations of 

sound quality and warn of peculiarities 

or faults. Only Hi-Fi VVorld has an 

advanced in-house laboratory with 

cligizal signal analysis for this purpose. In 

conjunction with this facility we assess 

sound quality in our own acoustically 

treated listening room. We measure 

most products reviewed. Here's a simple 

guide on our test results. 

LOUDSPEAKERS 
Smooth, flat frequency response is 

important to ensure a balanced sound. 

Look carefully at overall trends; rising 

treble will give a bright sound, falling 

treole a dull sound. A rise through the 
midrange normally corresponds with 

good projection. 

High sensitivity (better than 86dB) 

means less power is needed for a certain 

volume, meaning a low power amp. can 

be used. 
The impedance curve tells us how 

easy loudspeakers are to drive. Low or 

wildly varying impedance is bad; a flat 

impedance around 812 is good. 

CD PLAYERS 

Even small trends in frequency response 

of CD players can affect their subjective 

balance. Generally, those with a gently 

rolled off treble and, more rarely, a 

rising bass will sound best. Rising treble 

can produce a sharp sound. 

The distortion plot we show is taken 
at - 30dB, to represent a typical music 

signal. High distortion at this level, 

combined with rising treble, can result in 

a harsh sound. Yet other effects have to 

be considered, especially low level 

linearity, which we also test for, 

including -90dB signals with 

dither applied. 

AMPLIFIERS 
Distortion from solid state amplifiers 

should be no more than around 0.2%. 

Even order (2nd, 4th, 6th etc) distortion 

is aurally innocuous, but odd order ( 3rd, 

5th, 7th etc) distortion makes for a 

glassy, hard sound, or grittiness. 
Frequency response can be band 

limited, with bass and treble rolled cff 

just out of the ear's range, or wideband. 

Each has its own characteristics. Small 

wideband response variations colour 

tonal balance. 

Power output is easy to understand: 

the higher the figure, the louder it will 

go. Just make sure there's enough power 

output to drive any loudspeak2rs you 

intend to use. 

TUNERS 

Frequency response, as always, says 

much about tonal balance and character 

traits, like peaky treble ( due to a mis-

matched MPX filter). Distortion and 
channel separation need to be less than 

0.3% (according to harmcnic structure) 

and better than 25dB. 

Hiss level must be lower than -70dB 
for Radio 3 silences to be just that - 

silent. And full quieting, the strength of 

aerial signal needed for optimum results, 

should be around ImV or less 

Selectivity, the ability to separate 

stations under the most difficult 

conditions should be better than 60dB 

and sensitivity better than 30pV on 

stereo. 

CASSETTE DECKS 

Replay performance is measured to IEC 

94 Standards using IEC test tapes. This 
ensures that recordings made on a 

machine transfer to a car player, 

personal stereo or another domestic 
recorder properly, as well as ensuring 

optimum results with commercially 

prerecorded tapes. Look for a quoted 

replay response of 40Hz-10kHz, no 

more than I% speed error and hiss in 

the replay amps lower than -58dB. 

Recording quality considers frequency 

response, bias variation, head 

performance and alignment. Frequency 

response should stretch from 40Hz-

I 5kHz or so. Head overload ( MOL315) 

must be above OdB, reaching around 

+4dB for good results. 
From the transport mechanism look 

for less than 0.15% wow or flutter. 

Overall ( DIN weighted) wow and flutter 

should be no more than 0.1% or so. 

AMPLIFIERS 
SONNETEER CAMPION 
AMPLIFIER 

The Campion is a low power design 
producing 24watts into 8, so it does need 
to be partnered with reasonably sensitive 
loudspeakers. It had no trouble delivering 
36watts into 41-2 with little rise in distortion. 

The Campion has no phono stage and 
the CD input has an attenuator on it to 
match input levels. Sensitvity of the Line 
input was a satisfactory 250mV, enough to 
cope with a majority of sources. 

Channel separation was good and noise 
low, although some rectifier spikes were 
visible in the noise floor. There was little 
distortion and, interestingly, it did not rise at 
high frequencies. Third harmonic 
predominated, measuring around 0.03% - a 
low value - at normal power outputs. 

There was more d.c. offset than usual, 
around 40mV on each channel. Whilst this 

isn't damaging, it's usual to keep offset below 
10mV, and most amps nowadays manage 
ImV or less.

AMPLIFIERS 
ARCAM ALPHA 6 AMPLIFIER 
Tha Alpha 6 amplifier has a fair amount of 
power on offer. It measured 60watts into 812 
and this rose healthily to 100watts into 412. 
There was some ripple at clip, suggesting the 
10.000pF Rubycon power supply smoothing 
caps could usefully be increased in size to 
remove residual 50Hz on the supply lines. 
Coupling these lines more tightly at low 
frequencies may well improve the soft bass 
quality our reviewer heard. 

Arcam have given the Alpha 6 a wide 
audio bandwidth, frequency response 
measuring 4Hz-84kHz within 1dB limits. I 
recall earlier models being band-limited, so 
there seems to be a change in outlook here, 
extended bandwidth giving a bigger, more 
open sound, than (generalising) the laid back 
warmth of band-limited designs. The line 
stages (CD/tape/tuner, etc) were sensitive, 
needing just I 80mV for full output. 

Disc (MM only) was sensitive too at 
2mV. Arcam have built in a warp filter which 
cuts gain below 40Hz, necessary to prevent 
cone flap now that most 'speakers are reflex 
ported. Hiss was low at -74dB and input 
loading correct at 471(12 and 220pF. 

I was surprised to see no d.c. output 
offset at all ( i.e. << I mV) on either chanael, a 
good performance. Looking inside for output 
blocKing caps (there aren't any!) I noticed 
that Arcam use a motorised potentiometer 
for remote volume control, a good system. 

Distortion was low, with some rise at 
high frequencies to a maximum of 0.1% (full 
output, 10kHz). Third harmonic 
preeominated, but at this level it is difficult to 
say it could have any subjective effect. 

The Alpha 6 measured well. NK

CASSETTE 
NAD 613 CASSETTE DECK 

Like so many cassette decks these days, the 
recording head of the 613 isn't too happy 
with the high flux levels needed for metal 
tape, getting no further than OVU in the mid-
band before distortion set in, and -2dB at 
high frequencies. The small difference 
between the two shows that NAD have set 
bias on the low side, but record equalisation 
is such that it needs to be decreased to 
minimum on the front panel adjuster to get a 
perfectly flat frequency response with TDK 
MA metal tape. Otherwise, at median bias, 
the response exhibits -2dB treble fall, as our 
response analysis shows. 

There was just a little treble peaking 
with ferric and chrome tapes, but response 
could be tuned respectably flat with brands 
and types I found. For decks with so-so 
'leads, I usually recommend a good ferric like 
TDK AR, because it can take a lot of stick at 
low frequencies without running into 
distortion, which produces that soggy bass 
cassette can suffer. The 613 tuned very flat 
with AR, one division below median. 

Speed stability was very good, total wow 
and flutter measuring 0.06% - a low value. 
Our analysis shows capstan sidebands were 
well suppressed, which helped toward low 
wow. Long term speed accuracy proved 
satisfactory too. 

NAD have set the OVU peak record 
level high at IEC OdB flux, so recording up to 
the red actually puts more signal onto tape 
than most Japanese decks, that generally 
place it at Dolby flux, - I.8dB lower. The 
result is a little less noise but more 
distortion. 

The replay response measured flat to 
14kHz, by the IEC94 Standard. Play Trim 
provides 3dB boost or cut ( 10kHz), enough 
to counter a little intrinsic roll-off due to EQ 
or head azimuth error. This facJity is ,,ery 
handy for those who play a lot of pre-
recordeds and want to hear them sound 
ba!anced, not overly muffled or bright 

The new NAD613 gave a balanced 
performance, displaying no serious 
weaknesses or misadjustments. It performs 
as well or better than rivals, which mostly 
share its head limitations, but lack Play Trim.

CD PLAYERS 
ARCAM ALPHA 6 

Distortion from the Alpha 6 CD player was 
high and wide ranging as can be seen from 
our plot below. The harmonics extend well 
upwards, becoming predominantly odd 
order, which may well add a sharpness to 
the sound. At -60dB, distortion was the 
highest 1 can ever remember testing, at 4.7% 
and 3.1% for left and right channels 
respectively. The best players manage 
around 0.4% here, around ten times lower. 
This restricts dynamic range to a very 
mediocre 89dB ( E1AJ test). 

Frequency response of the Alpha 6 
shows more favourable traits though. The 
gentle lift in the bass should give it a solid 
and powerful bottom end; the slight drop 
towards high frequencies will aid 
smoothness. Separation is plenty wide 
enough and output healthy at 2.39V. Apart 
from its distortion characteristics, the effect 
of which can only be judged subjectively, the 
new Alpha 6 is a well engineered player. DB

DENON DCD-3 I 
Denon's DCD-315 CD player has an 
interesting frequency response. In the bass 
there is a lift; generally a good thing adcing 
weight and power, and the treble has a 
gentle roll off which should help it steer 
clear of sharpness. But through the midrange 
there is a very slight lift, which may well 
serve to push detail forwards giving better 
insight. 

Distortion was low right across the 
board, with no visible harmonics at all in our 
plot below which was taken at -30dB. 
Distortion stayed low at all levels, which 
should ensure a smooth and even sound. 
Low distortion at -60dB corresponds to a 
wide dynamic range of 108dB (E!AJ tes-c).

The TEAC CDS has a well engineered 
frequency response. Generally it is smooth 
and even, but the gentle lift in the bass 
should help add weight and power in the 
lower octaves. Through the midband the 
response is very flat, but rolls of neatly 
above 8kHz or so, which should help it 
steer clear of sharpness. 

Distortion was not a pretty sight though, 
as our plot taken at -30dB, a level picked to 
represent a typical music signal, clearly 
shows. Distortion is high and wide ranging 
which will certainly colour the sound, but 
most of it was inharmonic, ie. uncorrelated 
with the signal. Only listening tests will tell 
what audible form this kind of distortion will 
take. 

Elsewhere the TEAC CDS measures 
well enough, with good channel separation, 
low noise and a dynamic range of 104dB. 
Output was a little higher than the Philips 2V 
standard at 2.45V, which allows a little extra 
headroom for passive preamplifiers. DB

LOUDSPEAKERS 
B&W 601 
B&W's 601 s have a peak centred around 
200Hz which should give them good bass 
speed and punch. Below this frequency bass 
extends quite low, and will be helped by 
room reinforcement, so I'd expect good 
depth from the 601s. Above this and up until 
3kHz the response is very flat, so I'd expect 
a clean and neutral midrange. From 3kHz 
upwards there is a plateau lift, around I.5dB 
above midband level, which will give the 
impression of extra detail and insight. These 
characteristics will give the B&VVs a 
distinctive sound, one that will sound 
impressive in a demonstration. Only 
subjective audition will tell whether they'll 
stay smooth over longer periods. 

Sensitivity was one of the highest in the 

group, measuring 88dB (2.83V/I m). This 
means they will go loud with few watts.

MORDAUNT SHORT MS201 

Mordaunt Short's MS2Ois have a smooth 
frequency response, but one that will 
probably give them a strong character. First 
of all there is little deep bass, output being 
3dB down at 160Hz, so I'd expect them to 
sound weak in this area. Between 200Hz and 
2kHz output is strong, which will tend to 
push the lower midrange forwards and 
should give them a punchy sound. Above this 
output starts to fall, so treble certainly won't 
be too bright and should remain smooth, but 
the small peak at 16kHz will add some useful 
zing. 

The MS2Ois were the least sensitive in 
our group test, measuring 85dB (2.83V/1m). 

Impedance was high overall though at 10.3U, 
so they won't demand high current from 
partnering amplifiers.

ACOUSTIC ENERGY AE 100 
The AE100s have a very flat response right 
the way across the audio band, spoiled only 
by a sharp dip at 2.5kHz where the 
crossover fails to mate bass/mid driver with 
tweeter smoothly. This sharp dip won't be 
so audible as a wider, shallower dip though, 
which the human ear is more sensitive to, so 
potentially they may sound balanced. 

Bass extension was surprisingly good for 
the size, around half that ( in volume) of the 
others. With room reinforcement this 
should ensure deep and solid bass lines. 

Sensitivity was on the low side at 85.5dB 
(2.83V/1m) so they will need plenty of volts 
to go loud. Overall impedance was high at 
11.152, so they won't demand much current. 

The impedance curve holds no surprises 
either, being reasonably smooth. I'd 
recommend amplifiers capable of delivering 
around 40watts or so for best results.

The Purdeys have a smooth and even 
frequency response. From 200Hz upwards it 
stays within tight 2dB limits and is free from 
peaks or troughs. This should give them a 
clean and balanced midrange and treble.

160Hz. They will almost certainly sound dry 
and light in the bass, even allowing for room 
reinforcement. They'd make the basis of a 
good three-way design though, with an 
additional bass driver. 

Sensitivity was reasonably high at 86.5dB 
(2.83V/I m) so they should go reasonably 
loud with few watts. Impedance was high 
overall too at 9.612, so they don't need much 
drive current. Impedance is very smooth, 

making them a fine candidate for zero 
feedback amplification. You'd vobably want 
to add a subwoofer though, to balanca the 
bottom end.

powerful sound, a result of their rising bass 
response. Level is 5dB up at 100Hz, and they 
have good extension which will be further 
helped by room reinforcement. This lift tails 
off gently into a flat and smooth midrange 
and treble, which should ensure a neutral 
balance here. 

Sensitivity was joint highest in the group 
at 88dB (2.83V/1 m) so they will go loud too. 
Overall impedance was low at 6.512, so they 
will draw more current than most of their 
competitors. Looking at the impedance curve 
shows why; it falls to around 3.512 in the 
bass. This may not be such a bad thing 

though; weaker amplifiers will not be able to 
deliver full power here, which may balance 
the bass lift to give a more neutral baiance.

CASTLE ISIS 
Castle's new lses loudspeakers had five of us 
listening intently over several days; Noel, 
Eric, Haider, Laura and myself, so intriguing 
was their sound. Measuring them a week or 
so later shed a lot of light on what we had 
heard, and nicely corresponded with our 
observations. All of us noted a midrange that 
on some tracks could sound wonderful, 
projecting vocals well out into the room, but 
conversely, at times could become too hard 
and forced. The peak centred around IkHz 
explains this, sometimes serving to give 
useful projection, but also adding a hardness. 

Also noted was a bright and insightful 
sound, but little sense of atmosphere or 
upper treble extension, and sure enough 
there is a gentle lift in the low treble 

followed by early roll-off. There is a slight 
peak in the bass, quite high up which adds 
useful punch and speed to bass lines. 

The Ises have reasonable sensitivity for 
their size at 86dB and a high overall 
impedance of 12.512 means they won't draw

MYRIAD OF MINIS 

Strictly speaking myriad 
means tens of thousands, so 

I am exagerating somewhat, but it came to mind because 
of a new integrated amp we have just evaluated, by a 
company called Myriad whose MI 120 remote controlled 
amp was launched at the London Sound & Vision Show 
last month. As you can see from the picture this is a very 
nice looking amplifier for only £530, and offers 60 
Watts/CH. It's not just that I am lazy, but I do find a 
remote volume control a tremendous bonus, especially as 
the equipment is usually at the other end of the room from 
where I sit. Particularly with classical music, it is not 
always easy to get the volume right and if you don't wish 
to disturb neighbours, it's handy to be able to turn down 
those climaxes! This is one of the reasons why we 
invariably use the R/C AV1 pre-amp, apart from the fact 
that it's one of the best we know anyway. Customers buy 
the AV1 integrated simply because it has R/C , when 
other fine amps are cheapaer but haven't got R/C. So 
it's nice to welcome the Myriad, which looks good, 
sounds good, is cheaper than the AV1 and has an

optional phono stage and pre-amp outputs to bi-amp with 
the MA120 power amp (not yet available) and there are 
CD player, pre/power amps, tuner and 250W power 
amps on the way. 
So with the above amp, the AV1 Shearne Phase II, 
Heybrook Integra, Triangle TE60, and Electrocompaniet 
EC 1-2, we have quite a range of excellent integrated 
amps, which sound best with our equally excellent range 
of small speakers, you must decide for yourself. But with 
the exciting new Electrocompaniet (Dube (amazing for a 
first speaker from an amplifier manufacturer) and the Alon 
Petite ( the first box speaker from Alon), to add to our 
existing range of ATC SCM 10, AE1, Triangle Titus and 
Comete, and jam Cornet 30/40 (still amazing for 
around £ 100). We can produce some really big sounds 
from such small items. Of course you need a good stand 
to allow these speakers to perform at their best and we 
recommend the Foundation Apprentice and Designer 23" 
stands; they may not be cheap but are as vital to the 
sound as using good interconnects and speaker cable 
We also will be stocking the stands unique equipment 
stands and speaker stand, but haven't yet heard how the 
latter sounds. More next time.
